I am pleased to inform you that the display made by Canada of her products, at 
the several expositions at which they have been exhibited during the last year has 
attracted much attention, and has already resulted in many inquiries and orders for 
our goods.

I may also congratulate you on the satisfactory condition of the revenue and on 
the steady and continuous expansion of the general business of the country as evi- 
denced by the increased volume of exports and imports.

With the view of Still further facilitating and developing our trade with other 
countries, it will probably be found expedient to increase the number of our commer­
cial agencies, and Parliament will be asked to consider the desirability of making 
additional provision for that purpose.

He was 
asked this forenoon to say a word as to the condition of Ireland at the present, more 
especially in regard to the acute form which the Irish agitation had recently taken - 
the form of an overwhelming organization, whose chief doctrine was that the people
should not pay rent.

“Mr. Devlin replied by saying that it must be remembered that he was not a 
official of the Government, who was subject to criticism, and whopolitician, but an

At the same time, he had never con­
cealed his opinions when in Parliament, and had not changed when he went to live 
in Ireland. He was a follower of John Redmond and a subscriber to the funds of the 
Land League.

He does not particularly like the British 
flag. He does not want to go to another country where he will be under it. He goes 
to the United States in preference. He had no doubt that the action of Sir Wilfrid 
Eaurier in appearing at Mr. Redmond’s meeting would do much to remove the preju­
dice which was felt against the Dominion, while, at the same time, the Dominion 
in no wise hurt by the action of the Premier.

“ In the second place, Mr. Devlin continued, effort should have been made thirty 
years ago. That effort was only made yesterday, so to say. Ninety per cent of the 
persons who left Ireland for the United States did so on prepaid tickets—tickets which 
had been purchased by friends who had gone to the United States thirty, twenty, ten 
years ago. Had the Dominion made an effort thirty years ago, such passages would 
have been paid to Canada. In the third place, it must be remembered that Ireland 
had none of the aids to immigration which were so evident in England. She had only 
three agencies in the whole country. On the other hand, in England there was the 
work of the Dominion Government, the work of the Provincial Governments, the 
work of the Canadian Pacific Railway. At the same time, he could say there had 
been a considerable improvement, and the Dominion was beginning to get a fair share 
of Irish immigration. There had been fourteen hundred immigrants from Ireland to 
the Dominion in eleven months last year.

“ *^ne °f the planks in the new programme of Mr. Redmond is that the people 
should be taught to remain in the country. As you are a subscriber to the funds of the 
league, is your position as an immigrant agent not rather incongruous ? You sympa­
thize with the desire of the league to retain the people on the soil, and yet you must 
urge immigration.

“ But I don’t urge it.
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“ No ? Then the office and the work are in the nature of a superfluity ?
“ Come, come, said Mr. Devlin, laughingly, you are a desperate interviewer, but 

I will define my position.
“ I do not urge immigration from Ireland, and I never will. I agree that Ireland 

should be the home of the Irishman, and I will be glad when the day comes when no 
Irishman will have to leave Ireland. I will then gladly come back to work in my 
own country. But we have to notice the fact that there is a large immigration from 
Ireland, and my aim is to secure for Canada the largest possible proportion.

“ Asked if the establishment of a fast Atlantic service would have a beneficial 
effect on immigration, Mr. Devlin said he would prefer not to answer that question.

“ In regard to his present mission, Mr. Devlin said :—‘ I am here on important 
matters in connection with my office, and as soon as I can get them settled, I will go 
back. I am particularly anxious to have the Canadian exhibit at the Cork show made 
as good and as effective as possible. I hope to return in two weeks.

Rejected oats shall include such as are damp, unsound, dirty or from any other 
cause unfit to be graded as No. 3.

The word “ sound ” herein used shall be taken to mean in fit condition for trans­
portation and storage.

Subsection 4 of the schedule contained in the said section 44 is hereby amended 
by using the word “ wheat ” instead of the word “ grain ” wherever the latter word 
occurs in the said section.

Mr. Legris, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Colonization, 
presented the Fifth Report of the said Committee, which is as follows :—

The Committee having heard and considered the evidence of the officers in charge 
of the manufacture and sale of binder twine at Kingston Penitentiary, recommend 
that the binder twine industry thereat be continued, and the product sold directly to 
the farmers of Canada ; and that the responsibility of fixing the date up to which 
such sale shall be made to the farmers be left with the Department of Justice.

It is in evidence before the Committee that there is in Canada a large quantity of 
by-products known as flax and tow ; the Committee beg to submit to the consideration 
of the House the advisability of trying the experiment at the said factory as to what 
extent, if any, these by-products can be utilized in the manufacture of binder twine, 
or in fabrics for domestic use.

It is also hereby recommended that the House grant authority for the printing 
forthwith of the evidence taken before the Committee on the manufacture and sale of 
the binder twine produced at Kingston, and other important matters of detail in con­
nection with the said industry.

Legris, from the Select Standing Committee on Agriculture and Colonization, 
presented the Sixth and Final Report of the said Committee, which is as follows :—

After which His Excellency the Governor General was pleased to close the Second 
Session of the Ninth Parliament of the Dominion with the following Speech :—

Honourable Gentlemen of the Senate :
Gentlemen of the House of Commons :

In relieving you from further attendance in Parliament, I desire to thank you for 
the care and attention given to your important duties.

The unusual number of Acts that have been passed incorporating industrial and 
railway companies may be taken as an evidence of the rapid progress that Canada is 
making 'in wealth and prosperity. Further proof of that satisfactory condition is 
afforded by the increase in the trade and revenue of the country.

It has been gratifying to note the unprecedented flow of immigrants from Europe 
and îrom the United States that arc now seeking homes in Manitoba and in the North­
west Territories. The rapidly increasing population in that fertile section of the 
Dominion must yearly add to the trade of the country.

The agreement entered into with the Canadian Pacific Railway Company, when 
authorizing an increase of its capital, to expend over nine million dollars in providing 
additional rolling stock, will, it is hoped, materially diminish in the future the serious 
losses that have arisen from the insufficient supply of cars to carry the products of the 
West to Eastern ports.
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The amendments made to the Manitoba Grain Act authorizing the farmers in 
Manitoba and m the North-west Territories to erect flat warehouses for storing their 
gram at railway stations will it is believed be found 
defeat any attempt to depress prices by combinations.

The growing population in the Yukon territory and the rapid development in the 
tiade of that section of Canada amply justify the Act granting to its residents a repre­
sentative in Parliament who will be authorized to speak for his constituency in all 
matters affecting the more important interests of that remote part of the Dominion.
