‘Resuming the adjourned debate on
Mr. Elliott’s bill to extend the vote
to married women property owners,

Mr, Rowell demanded of the govern-
ment a statement of its position, in
response to which Hon. Mr. Lucas
took the floor. The outstanding feat-
ure of the whole question to his mind
was that there are womeén just as earn-
est and just as sincere and be helieved
far more numierous, who said’ no, so
that there were on both sides earnest
and sincere women, :some opposing and
some others advocating such legisla~
tion.

He pointed out that it was not a
question of class or sex, because there
were “no clashing interests between
the men and the women of this coun-
try. “Will it,” he demanded, “be to
the advantage, mot of the men, not of
the women, but of the community
generally?” - Then Mr. Lucas criti-
cised the contention that equal fran-
chise would bring equal wages for wo-
men and meén for equal service and
pointed out that enly in one city in
‘America — New York, where women
teachers recelved the same salaries as
men—did such a condition obtain, and
that this was a city where the women
did not vote,

i ot Time Yet.

As to the effect of woman suffrage
on temperance, Mr, Lucas was scepti-
cal. He quoted as an example a state
in the union where prohibition was in
force and where women had the vote.
Qut of several enjoying woman suff-
rzge this was the only “dry,” and here
the vote had carried 20 years before
tne first woman went to the polls.
The time had not come when any
good service would be performed by
extending the franchise. Thé next
point advanced was that the majority
of women in the province did not want,
this new privilege. They had not
declared for it. ¢

“How are they .to tell #7” called
Allan Studholme. “They have sent
deputations and organizations in large
numbers.” : :

Mr. Lucas went op to say that in
the world’s history the granting of
franchisé extension to new classes had
never been opposed by any in that
clags. This was not the case in this
proposal, for a g‘rea- many women
were out against it. - 1If women were
indifferent it would be a great mistake
to preas it on them, for a government
should know that any new electors
were prepared to accept the full re-
sponsibility of eitizenship, L

Dodging the Question,

For the opposition, Mr. Clarke de-
clared that the question of equaliza-
tion of wages had nothing to do with
¢he matter, and that Mr. Lucas was
simply dodging the question when he
brought it wup. If such a privilege
was not in the interests of the state,
it should not be permitted, but what
was there in it that could be contrary
to such Interests? As far as hé>was
concerned the bill did not go far
enough., 'If he had his way he would
give every woman .of the age of 21
years and a British subject full power
to exercise the franchise.

Mr, Rowell followed Mr, Clarke in
attacking Mr. Lucds's argument. He
criticised the government and regretted
that it had not seen fit to 'take a step
in advance this session in the face of
80 many expressions of opinion favor-
ing the reform. He referred to the
bill introduced last session by Hon,
Mr. Hanna, which he was sorry had
not received more favorable considera-
tion. He was not sure whether it
was the deliberate intention of the
government to put up Hon, Mr. Bucas
to explain "its position, because {of his
talent at evading the issues invylved.
If so they had chosen wisely, ause
Mr. Lucas'-talent in that respect‘was
hardly -surpassed by that of the pro-
vincial secretary himself. -

With the as-
sisted pagsage which the government
of that country is offering, it is t
rule for charity organizations to sen
the poorer classes to Au ia.

“The eyes of the British people
are watching,” he said, “to. see how
Canada passes thru the effects of the
financial stringency. If the Dominion
experiences a 1easonably good season
this year, with good crops to back it
up, next year should far outstrip all
previous immigration decords.”

Figures Are Growing.

The commissioner considered that

As illustrative
of this he said that the Canadian
Northern liner Royal George, on which
he returned. carried 640 of the best
type -of British- immigrants, the
majority heing agricultural workers
and domestics.

STATUTE PROTECTS

And Cabinet Shuffles in Can-
ada Are Consequently
Quite Valid.

OTTAWA, March 30.—The report
from London that Premier Asquith
had announged that his acceptance of

the portfolio of war would vacate his
seat in the house of commons created
a mild sensation for the moment, as
cabinet ministers here have frequent-
ly been transferred from one depart-
ment to another without going back
to their constituency for re-eélection.
Thus Hon. Robert Rogers was trans-
ferred from the department of the in-
terior to the department of public
works, -

The most famous case of the kind,
of course, was the “double shuffle” of
pre-confederation days. The Macdon-
ald Government, being voted out of
power upon the question of the loca-
tion of the capital, resigned, and Hon.
Geo. Brown was entrusted with the
task of forming a cabinet. He asked
for a dissolution, and this being refus-
ed by the governor-general, his gov-
ernment lasted just twenty-four
hours, and Sir John and colleagues
returned to power to avoid vacating
their seats, and thus giving the
Liberals, for the time being, a clear
majority in the house. The returning
ministers took different portfolios
from those which they had held be-
fore, and then subsequently made an-
other exchange, by which they re-
sumed their old positions.

Old Statute Protects.

This double shuffle, which was de-
nounced at the time by Brown and his
followers, was justified under a Cana-
dian statute which is said to be still
in force. In short, the British law in
Canada is modified by statute, but for
a few hours this afternoon and even-

‘ing there was quite a flurry among

the politicians, especially in the
Liberal camp, who. surmised from the
ruling in the Asquith case that Hon.
?(r. Rogers forfeited his seat in the
ovee by becoming minister of pub-
lic works.

The decision of the premier was
wholly unexpected and momentarily
overshadowed the retirement of Col.
Seely, ¥ield Manshal French and
Adjutant-General Ewart, Politicians
were brouglt hack to the  original
cause of the ministerial crisis by the
admissions of Viscount Morley in the
house of lords, which confirmed many
of the Unionist charges and the inti-
mation that Viscount Morley himself
intended to retire from politics,

Dramatic Anmouncement.

“Col. t}eely‘s resignation has been
accepted,”  This was the euphemistic
expression by Premier Asquith in an-
nouncing that his war secretary had
paid the penalty of his indiscretions
in adding to the cabinet document the
two paragraphs which have aroused
such feeling as threaten the existence
of the entire cabinet. ;

The first intimation received by
members of parliament that Col. Segy
had deﬂnltrly retired from the cabinet
was when’ he entered the house and
took a seat in the back benches in-
stead of among his late colleagues.

The paragraphs which eaused the

crisis were eontained in a memoran-

dum written to  Brig.-Gen, Hubert
Gough and the officers serving under
him in Ireland, that they would not be
called’ upon for active service against
the Ulster Unionists,

They contained the following: “The
government must retain its right to
use all the forces of the crown in Ire-
land or elsewhere to maintain order
and support the civil power in the or-
dinary execution of their duty, but it
has no ,ntention whatever of taking
advantage of this right in order to
crush political opposition to the policy
or the principles of the home rule bill.”

: Generals Stepped Out.

These guarantees were afterwards
repudiated by the cabinet and this
was taken as a rebuff by Field Marshal
Sir John French who, as head of the
imperial general staff, was virtual
commander-in-chief of the army, and
by Sir John Ewart, the adjutant-gen-
eral to the forces. The two generals
immediately resigned, and all efforts
made by the King, the premier and
the other ministers falled to induce
them to change their minds.  Their
resignations were made definite today.

Premier Asquith’s further announce-
ment that he himself would take up
the portfolio of secretary for war
came in: the nature of a surprise. Hav.-
ing announced his intemtion to  take
up the office he next declared he would
retire from the house of commons in
accordance with the law “until it
pleases my. constituents to
my- return.”

Ovation for Asquith, i

When Premier Asquith entered the!
house he was greeted with a great
ovation from the members on the min-|
isterial side. @ He shortly afterward|
rose before the crowded chamber .-to|
make his promised statement on the
army crisis,

‘The premier said that afiter full con-
sideration Field Marshal French and
Adjutant-General Ewart had persist-
ed in their desire to be relieved of their
offices, and in the public interest he
deeply deplored the decision of: these
gallant officers. ‘I cannot speak too|
warmly or gratefully of the abllity,|
loyalty and devotion with which they
have served the state and the army,
and will, I hope, continue to serve.,” |

The prime minister went on to tell
the house that Col. Seely had inform-
ed him, to his great regrets that he
felt bound to take the same course
and resign from the secretaryship for
war.

Springs Sensation, .

Mr. Agquith then sprang his sensa-
tion on the house. He sald: “In the
circumstances, and after much con-
sideration, I have felt it my duty to
assume ‘the office of secretary of state
for war, altho I have taken this step
only with the’ greatest reluctance in
what I belleve to be a greatl public
emergency.”

That the premier's announcement
was a complete surprisc was evident
on every hamd., The members on the!
ministerial side of the house were mo-|
mentarily struck dumb, but then they
jumped onto the scats and broke oul
in wild hurrahs.

Premicr Asquith added that Sir John
French and Sir John Ewart had asked|
him to say they were in entire accord
with the statement he had made to

Diet F or‘the Secoml Year

The second year is a difficult feed-
ing period of childhood.

That spring is really here, one ¢an
scarcely doubi, for, quite ten days

ago, the crows made themselves heard,
and could he distinguished. high up in
the clouds, flying northward,

The heavy rains of the last few days
also point 1o gpring. But when one
has heard the robins trilling away in
the early dawn, and piping a merry
Jay at dusk, then one can surely say.
“Spring is come.” h ’

Under the various laygrs of heéavy
mulching, fat, sturdy green spurs and
spikes have Deen steadily pushing
their ways up into the light, and
many gardeners have already seen a
few early flowering spring bulbs just
opening to the day.

One of the very earliest of all spring
blubs to bloom, is the little ox-eye, or
Adonis vernatis, called aforetime, the
“Flower of Spring.”

Adonis vernalis is notiso well known
or so popularly used as its worth really
demands. Before the d¢roeus, before
the snowdrop even, thig cheerful lit-
tle yellow flower loves fo creep above
the frosty ground and brighten the
dreary world with flecks of yellow-
gold.

These small round 'bulbs should
‘have been planted early last October.
of ‘courso, as we advised In detail
when taking of autumn hblub plant-
ing. AM® they should have been plant-
ed in as great numbers as space, in-
clination and money would allow.

As before stated, like so many of the
very early-flowering blubs, these of
the Adonis should be planted in some
situation where they may be left en-
tirely undisturbed for. some years,
since under such conditigns the growth,
development and muliplication is much
more satisfactory, I i

Adonis vernalis is very désirable not
only because of its delightful  flowers,
but because of its beautiful feathery
foliage. As a rule, flowering bulbs do
not produce very lovely foliage. The
leaves are apt to be stiff, hard asid en-
tirely lacking in grace, and indeed, too
often, what stands for the, foliage is
quite ugly.

But Adonis vernalis sends out an
abundance of the loveliest delicate
green leaves, whose greens fade into
restful grays, making a sgoft back.

The World regrets.to hear that Mr.
W. P. Gundy, president of the board
of trade, also a member of the Ceme-
tery Trust, is using his influence to
have the legislative committee in
Queen’s Park, today, endorse: the pro-
posal of the trust to substitute a
ravine road, away to the east, for the
straight road demanded by the city
and the township thru Mount Pleasant
Cemetéry. and connecting the country
north of the cemetery with Moore Park
and Rosedale to the south.

Year after year the cemetery auth-
orities have been fighting this im-
provement; in the interest of the living,
as we said in The World the other day.
the trust can well afford to close the
cemetery at the present burial line,
and allow a straight road to be built
where it was located. The trust can
sell the balance of its acreage and with
the proceeds buy much better cem-
etery accommodation in different sec-
tions of the township for the whole
city. ,

In the meantime, the mayor and re-
presentatives of the city should be on
hand at the buildings this morning to
make another stand for the straight
road.

THE ADROIT MR. ASQUITH.

Nothing could have been more adroit
than Premier Asquith’s method of
meeting a situation which apparently
had placed the British Government in
an impossible position. He met it simply
by accepting it. Those who declared
that Mr. Asquith was only a tool and
not a leader are utterly discomfited by
his coup. He goes to his constituency
on technical grounds, obtaing a couple
of weeks’' rest from the heated’atmo-
sphere .of the house of commons, and
gives his opponents an opportunity to
think over the course of events, And
the events politically are evidently in
the hollow of Mr, Asquith’s hand,

It is more apparent than ever that
the army contingency is the important
feature of the crisis. Mr. Asquith em-
phasises this fact by taking over the
portfolio which Col. Seely has laid
down., He is not going to {trust
the delicate details of adjusting
the change in the military centre of
gravity to anyone but himself.

For the people the important result
of the new conditions is that the army
in future must accept the “charter of
equa.llt):," as it has been termed, drawn
up by Lord Haldane in the order issued
by the army council. The adjustrient
involved by the order will probably re-
quire great diplomatic tact, and all the
firmness that sympathetic authority
possesses. Mr. Asquith has shown In
the six years past that he possesses to
an extraordinary degree the fusing and
constraining qualifications which are
required to bring reluctant but not un-
reasonable people into working alli-
ance. The army will not refuse to be
reasonable,

The people of Great Britainjhave had
at once a greater issue placéd before
them .than they have had for several
generations. Tt is an issue which quite
eclipses the Irish question. Indepcndent
observers in Britain are well assured
that the Irish question is one of which
the British people, English and Scots,
are thoroly weary. Whether the Brit-
ish electorate under the new conditions
will revive an outworn interest in the
Irish question for the benefit of the
landed proprietors, or whether they will
concentrate their attention on the more
immediate interest of their own rela-
tion to the army and popnlar govern-

nent remains to be seen, but there are

their DLlossoms and making them
generally healthier.

The latest experiments made public
on March 11 haye demonstrated ﬂ}lt
these results are obtained with such
emall quantities of peat—cven Wwith
dried alcohol extracts of the peat dis-
solved in water—as to make it probable
that there is some substance in the
treated peat which has the property of
stimulating and promoting growth in
an extranordinary manner. In one ex-
periment made at Kew it was found
that a top dressing of about half an
ounce of peat to a ten inch pot doubled
the weight of the treated.plants in a
fortnight. Speaking later during the
discussion which followed the lecture,
Professor Rosenheim, also of King's
College, said there was no doubt that
the peat contained something that
made a plant grow, and he had found
the quantity of peat necessary to pro-
duce the effect was infinitesimal, * the
amount of nitrogen in the solution
being as little as two milligrams. The

WILSON AND THE NATION’S
HONO s

Altho President Wilson has gained
an initial victory in his campaign for
repeal of the provision of free passage
for United States constwise shipping
thru the Panama Canal, it would be a
mistake to imagine that his task is as
good as accomplished, The forces
artaigned against him are neither few
nor weak, and his most dangerous foes
are those of his own household. For
the bolt of Speaker Clark and of the
Democrats who followed him in de-
claring against the president’s policy
is evidence that the feud so apparent
at the Democratic convention has been
revived under circumstances that may
lead toa disruption of the party, how-
ever much protest is made that honest
difference of opinion will not be per-
mitted to disturb future co-optration.
Rifts over questions that invite ap-
peals to prejudice and racial animosity
are apt to grow until they become too
wide to be bridged by later arguments
addressed to reason and based on the
need of ‘preserving party unity.

In the height of a conflict such as
that to which Mr. Wilson has commit-
ted himself an increasing tendency
becomes manifest to seize upon every
incidental occasion that offers for op-
portunity to sway public sentiment.
In his brief message of March 7 the
president laid principal stress om the
.obligation to maintain the national
honor in the interpretation of treaty
provisions. e brushed aside all con-
tentions that involved special pleading
and simply urged that if there was
room for debate there was none for
doubt as to the duty resting on the
republic. -In doing this he took high
ground, but the only ground that can
be justified by the standard of present-
day international ethics. From his
earnest words the inference can be
drawn that he is conscious of a gen-
eral and increasing distrust in the
good faith of the United States when
treaty obligations threaten to conflict
with its material interests. Even be-
hind that there is the widely prevalent
conviction in the United States that
the exemption clause was really due
to the influence of the internal ship-
ping trust and will benefit it alone.
President Wilson's action in personally
identifying himself with the repeal
campaign cannot, however, but in-
crease the regard in which he is held
as an executlv?‘ot lofty gleals and un-

Editor World: It seems to be the
determined effort in some quarters to
induce the government to increase the
salaries of county court judges. I con-

their pensions.

The ¢ounty court judges have now a
salary of $3000, ™after three years' ser-
vice,” and most of tnem have the sur-
rogate tees in addition, which in coun-
ties outside the cities amount to about
$1000, and all thelr traveling and other
expenses paid. The most ot these men,
if 1n practice, would think $2000 a good
net income, many of,them would have
less, a few possibly a little more.

$5000 to $7000, including surrogate fees.

Editor World: Now that the ice is
breaking up in the harbors on the
Jakes it would seem to be an opporfune
time for the government to take some
steps to prevent the wholesale slaygh-
ter of young fish by gulls, In this
harbor at the present time several
hundred gulls await the disappearante
of the ice to begin an uninterrupted
fish gorge that will continue for a
couple of months at leas!. A similas
condition exists ,in every -harbor on
the lakes,

It is said, of course, that gulls are
the natural scavengers of the lakes,
Admitting this, is it not possible to
overestimate the supposed benefit in
this line, when, without doubt, they
devour many times the number of fry
all the fish hatcheries can produce.
It would appear that something should
be done to lessen this slaughter of
immature fi*h by these birds, but how
to proceed in the matter is another
question.

Election Writs Today.

These were the events in today’s

Fife. The writ for the election ‘must
give cight days’ notice, and it will
probably be issued tomorrow.

The only practical loss to the party
meantime will be the withdrawal of
Mr. Asqdith’s voice from the debates.
He will preside over the cabinet meet-
ings and direct manoeuvres in the
house of commons from an unofficial
seat, while Reginald McKenpa,  the
home secretary, and Winston Spencer
Churchill, first lord of the admiralty,
will understudy him as house leader.

“Oh, I'll be handy if I'm wanted,”
Mr. Asquith remarked to Andrew
Bonar Law, the opposition leader, who
thought that the home rule bill could
not be proceeded with in the absence
of the premier. /

Surprised Colleagues.
Mr. Asquith apparently consulted no

one except the King before his bold

decision, His colleagues in the cabinet
seemed to be as surprised as the other
members of the house when he reveal-
ed his plans. Mr. Asquith is already
first lord of the treasury, which office
he will continue to hold. If he had
merely shifted from one office to an-
other the resignation of his seat in .the
house of commons would not have
been necessary, but he said that he
had been legally advised that the ac-
ceptance of “an office of profit under
the crown,” in the words of the statute
necessitated a new election, altho he
will take only one salary, $25,000.
Gladstone took two offices under
similar circumstances, accepting the
salary of one and half the salary of
the other, amounting to $37,600, and
did not consider a re-election necee-

sary.
The political seers gather that Mr.

Asquith is - in fighting mood. They
have been saying recently that he has
shown the effects in his physical ap-
pearance of the heavy strain of  his
long labor in office, and would gladly
see the goverfment defeated. But it
looks at the present moment as tho he
had taken a new lease of life and pro-
poses to make the reorganization -of
the army a fighting issue.

May Recast Army System.

“The whole army system may have’

to be recast,” Col. Seely remarked
significantly today. The first business
will be to find a successor for Sir John
French, whose withdrawal leaves a
great void at the war office. The name
of Gen. Sir lan Hamilton is the most
discussed. Gen, Hamilton holds the
position of inspector of the overseas
forces at a salary of $30,000, and the
governiment would be glad to abolish
the office. .

Expoeition Park Association, owners
of the Pittsburg ¥ederal League Base-
ball Club, was entered in the local courts
today by Charles H. McSwigan, who
claims that the association is indebted to
him for the sum of $3460 for salary and
commigsion for selling stock of the as-
sociation.

The sheriT was direct-
ed to attach the leasehold and the Fed-
eral Leaguc franchise and all personal
property of the defendant in the hands
of the garnishees.

FINING SYSTEM

Several Changes in Rules
Made at Confetence With
Coast Officials.

MONTRBAL, March 30.-That there
will be almost a general revision of fthe
playing rules of professional hockey for
next season was practically assured at a
meeting of representatives of the N. H.

“Bought and Paid For"' Greet-
ed by Large Audience at
Alexandra.

A POWERFUL APPEAL

Miss Kathleen MacDonell

“Bought an¢ Paid For.” which re-
turned to the Royal Alexandra Theatre
last night, is one of those plays which
undoubtedly exercise a powerful ap-
peal, the process of which is difficult
to analyze. In the first three acts,
there are none of the moments that
commonly move an audignce to voci-
ferous applause, and none of the
curtain climaxes which bring the prin-
cipals back to bow acknowledgement.
Mr. Broadhurst's theme, altho relieved
by comedy touches. is not altogether
pleasant, nor is the development of his
plot any too plausible. And yet the
story grips in a -way which holds the
interest and prepares for the happy
ending of the final act, Without that
happy ending worked out by Mr.
Broadhurst’'s ingenuity, it is doubtful
if “Bought and Paid For” would have
survived its first season, but survive it
has, and with definite effect. as the
large audience of last night testi-

ed. “Bought and Paid For”
Justifies itself as a treatment of a cer-
tain sociological problem which makes
people think and for that reason it is
welcome. It remains for the fourth
act, however, to show Mr, Broadhurst

IS CANADA TO LOSE HER PRESENT OPPORTUNITY?

(Notes of an Addrcu by E. B. Biggar Before Mémbcn of thq Homq of Commons.)

The world we live in is an entirely
different wonld from that of 100 years
ago. The isolation of not only city
and village life, but of rural life has
digappeared under the influence of the
railway, and even internatiomal bar-
riers are breaking down, thru the bind-
ing influences of the iron road. The
radlway has become in the organized
fife of a community or a nation what
the air it to the human body. It is
vital to our organized existence.

We pay tribute to transportation in
almost every act of our dalily life. We
cannot huy an article at our grocer’s,
our children cannot buy a cent's worth
of ‘candy, and we cannot buy a copy of
the datly paper without paying for
transportation.. Take, for example, a
pair of boots. At first thought, trans-
portation may seem to come into the
pair of boots only in the carmiage of
the boots to the retail dealer, but in
reality it begins on the farm, and with
the grass in ithe fleld. Without the
grass or grain, we could mot feed the
cow . or calf that produces the leather,
and in order that the cow .nd calf
may be maintained, the farmer has
first to build a habitation and buy im-
plements and household utensils be-
fore the process of raising the iive
stock can be carried on.

He, in turn,
has to use transpontation to ship his
goods to the shoe manufacturer, and
the manufacturer dn his turn must ale
ready have bought items of machinery
and supplies from a hundred sources
before he produces the boots. The
wholesaler cannot get these supplies
without transportation and without
the wooden boxes in which they come,
and the wooden boxes in turn bring
us back to the sawmill and woodwork-
ing establishments, and then we are
brought back to the lumber camp and
to the coal and iron mines from which
the machinery ds derived. By trans-
pontation, the wholesaler reaches the
retatler and the retiler and his travel-
ers use transportation all over the
country to sell the goods, and even the
ultimate consumer muse use the rafl-
way in a large percentage of cases to
get to the shoe store. This process
can be applied to a hundred other in-
dustnies, but in the case of boots and
shoes alone we see what a large
element of the cost of tiose boots
must really be set down to transporta-
tion rather than to mere labor.

What is a Railway?
what is a Tailway? Our com-
mon roads are known to us as the
“Queen’s Highway” or the “King's
Highway,” but we do not realize that
the raillway is both in law and in
fact simply an improved highway.
This definition of a railway is not
based upon the isolated opinion of a
judge here and there, but upon &
prineiple which has been established
by a long line of decisions of the
highest authorities of Great - Britain,
the United States and other countries,
and ‘the principle is set forth in con-
cise form by the United States su-
preme court thru Justice Strong,
who said: “That railroads, tho con-
structed by private corporations and
owned by them, are public. highways,
has been the doctrine of nearly all the
courts since such conveniences for
passage and transportation have had
any ‘existence,” Thore who build and
operate railways, therefore, perform
a function of government under a
liccuse called a charter, but its authors
ity is always a delegated authority,
the franchise being, in the words of
another supreme court judgment “a
privilege of the sovereign ‘in the
hands of the subject)” whether that
subject be “an artificial ho:lngv (cor-
poration) or a natural person” and
is ‘“as entirely subject to legislative
control as such natural person would
have been.”

Service to the State,

The “primary purpose of a railway,
therefore, is service to the state, and
the gervant cannot be above his mas-
ter, The thing fereated cannot be
above its creator, nor can there be
two sovercigntics in cne state. When
such a condition exists there is an-
archy. 1t is true that one or more
tiansportation companies, either thru
pride of authority or desire for profit,
may 'asgume that they are the sov-
erelgng, and that peeple and parlia-
ment are their subjects, and may act-
ually exercise such sovereign func-
tions, but this_is usgurpation, and a
subversion of the principles of that
form of government where sovereignty
resty with the people.

to any surplus; but if provision is to
be made to make the railways a means
of raising revenue for railway exten-
sions or taxes for other purposes, rates
may be maintained to that end. These
are the most obvious contrasts between
the private ownership and state own-
ership.

At this point advocates of private
ownership arise to declare that while
this is true ¥h theory, it does not work
out in practice; that state ownership is
inefficient, and the source of corruption
where so large an army of men are em-
ployes of the government.

The Parallel of the Postoffice.

The answer to this is that such is
the case in the administration of other
services of the state, such as the post-
office, the customs department, the in-
land revenue, the department of agri-
culture, and every other branch of the
public service, where men and women
have the government, and not private
individuals, as their employers. Let
us take the postoffice, and remember
that the postoffice is a department of
transportation and communication, for
thru it the people send not only their
letters and newspapers, but money and
goods, and, now that we have the be-
ginnings of parcel post, it is becoming
in Canada, as it has long been in
European countries, a medium of ship-
ping light freight of all kinds. The
nature of the service is therefore essen—
tially the same as the railways. Do we
find that the postal service of Canada
or the United States or Great Britain
is a hot-bed of corruption and a means
of inefficiency? On the contrary, mak-
ing allowance for those imperfections
which characterize human effort in all
spheres of work, the postoffice is a
marvel of service to the people, car-
ried out in faithfulness and honesty of
administration. So fully is this proved
in our daily life, that no one outside
of a lunatic asylum would now pro-
pose to hand the postoffice over to a
private individual or company, to oper-
ate with a view to paying dividends.
Yet the postoffice was once S0
farmed out, not only in Great Britain,
but in all European countries. It is
true that in almost all countries in
former times foreign posts were under
the direct control of kings and gov-
ernments, but the domestic posts,
which furnish the basis of ‘comparison,
were given out in England to avorite
dukes or court favorites, and in Eu-
rope to guilds or to cities such as those
of the Hanseatic, to universities or pri-
case of France, to universities or pri-
vate companies. Both on the continent
and in the British Isles the possession
of these postal franchises was a fre-
quent subject of intrigue and a source
of corrupt administration. And the
other noteworthy fact in the history
of postal service is that it never be-
came cheap and available to the peo-
ple at large, until it was taken out of
the hands of corporations, made a de-
partment of the public service and op-
erated as a unit, on the plan of giving
the widest service at the cheapest
rate. And precisely the same argu-
ments were used against the reform,
and the same predictions of corrup-
tion' and failure, a® are now used
against .the state ownership of rail-
ways. When John HIill, in the time
of Cromwell, undertook to convey let-
ters and parcels at half the former
rates from York to IL.ondon, and con-
ceived the Idea of ultimately having
a penny postage for all England, a
two-penny postage for Scotland and a
four-penny rate for Ircland, he was
looked on with disfavor by a govern-

. ment which farmed the service out

for revenue, and his new letter car-
riers were “trampled down” by Crom-~
well’s soldiers. The later postoffice
reformer, Rowland Hill, met the same
opposition, bat he lived to see the rate
for an inland letter reduced from an
average rate of about nine pence to
a, penny, and in every country every
reduction in the rate of letters, papers
and parcels has been followed by an
increase ‘in revenue, thru,the increased
use made of it by the’ people. The
gencral history of thePostal service
shows that whercas thg carrying of
domestic mails was onge farmed out
in every country of which we have
record, there is now no lcivilized coun-
try in (hc world where the postoffice
is in private hands, nor is there a sin-
rle instance of any nation seriously
contemplating a reversion fo the pri'-
vate operation of this branch of trans-
portation. The predictions of corrup-
tion and the doubts of efficiency an

Remarkable Development in Recent
Years.

There are all degrees and conditions
of state ownership and operation.
Some countries have bought up the
private lines and added to these under
outright .ownership, operation and
construction; others, as in the case of
Austria, have state owned lines and
also have privately owned lines, which
are operated by the state, besides lines
whicly are both privately owned and
privately operated. A return presented
to British house of commons last
yvear shows that out - of 42 foreign
countries reported upon, 32 have one or
more of these forms of government
ownership, while out of 23 self-govern~
ing dominions and crown colonies (in-
cluding India) composing the British
Empire, no less than 18 have state
ownership. This return is not com-
plete, as it does not give the railways
in the colonial possessions of foreign
governments. - As it stands it-shows
that in a grand total of 424,232 miles
of railway in these various countries
the movement for state ownership has
already advanced to the extent that
174,917 miles are operated by govern-
ments. A -better measure of the ad-
vance in state ownership and operation,
as shown by the return, is that up to
and including the year 1880 only
about 10,000 miles of railway had
come under government ownership in
all countries in the world.

Leaving out of view the cases of Can-
ada, the United States and Great Britain,
the following is a table showing the ex-
tent to whicH state ownership, along with
state operation, of privately-owned lines,
has obtained in a few of the countries,
in comparison with private ownership and
operation, the figures being taken from
the British return referred to :

The summary of all
this is that, out of 65 states and colonies
reported on, no less than 60 have reached
the stage of whale or partial state own-
ership.

The Last 8tronghol:a of Private Owner-
ship.

It is a peculiar fact that one-half of
the mlileage and one-half of the capital
of the rallways of the world are in those
countries that have not yet adopted itate
ownership—Great Britain, Unlted States
anfi Canada. Some form of state owner-
ship in thesc countries s only a quest’on
of time, and that conviction is settling
on the minds of many of the far-seeing
managers and owners, and even of ob-
servers who are opposed to the change,
For example, W, M, Ackworth, the well.
known English authority on railways, in
his introduction to ‘“The Railways and
the Tiaders,” says: ‘From China to
Peru, the nations of the world have, after
somewhat more than half a century’s ex-
perience, finaily decided either that thelr
governments shall own and work the
rallways, or at fleast that In return for a
genercus measure of state support their
raflways shall acknowledge an equally
ample measure of state control,”

8. 0. Dunn, the editor of The Railway
Age Gazette, himeelf also an opponent of
state ownership, says in his work, ‘““Amer-
fecan Transportation Question,” dealing
with the work of the Interstate Com-
merce Commission : ‘““One class appre-
hends that regulation will be top weak
and ineffective to remedy the short-
comings of a private owner-
ship and operation. Another class
fears that regulation will be so unin-
telligent and drastic that it will take the
life out of raillway managers, make rates
inelastic and {1l adapted to commercial
needs, repel capital from the business
and cause the service rendered to deter-
forate.

This taunt shows a mis-
conception of what the real function of
a rallway is. Can anyone give a sound
reason why the L.C.R. should pay a
dividend? A dividend on a railway,
whether paid to a private company or a
government, is a tax on the community
from which it draws its revenue. If it
were not so then the words ‘'toll or
tariff,” as applied to raflway tariffs,
would be a misnomer, 1t follows that any
surplus or dividend on the I.C.R., unless
applied to extensions or improvements,
would be a form of Daminion .taxation
with ll‘ﬂu difference, that in the case of
the LC.R, the taxes would be &pent
among the people who imposed the taxa.

Commander Evans Describes
' Personal Experiences on
Last Trip South.

————

“I shall give the human touches,”
said Commander Evans, R.N., in ad-
dressing the Canadian Club at Me-
Conkey's yesterday on the Scott ex-
pedition to the South Pole. The com-
mander was receiyed with loud ac-
claim when he arose to speak, and he
said: “It goes straight to my heart to
be fresh from England and to be wel-

ed, at least the English are. I am

~In an Antarctic expedition, he,'mldf
one<gets men froin all parts: of the
emupim working h’wu}tlhor. It Soon.
not matter Whether:they . are fr
Canach;?gg‘ Australia, England, Scot-
land, or Tréland, Isaac or Jacob, they’
pull t jher. The only difference-
was some.stight peeuliarity in speech,
the use of some particular idiom. En-
gincers ‘were good men from a tech-
nical standpoint, whereas George
Wright of Toronto, ag a practicak
man, was better than the men of tech-
nical traiping. His experience as a
surveyor made him better on the trip
than the other men who were drawn
from the cities of the empire.
Selection of Men Difficult.

The selection of sixty men from
elght thousand applicants, he said,
waos no easy task, Thig was done by
Scott., Why did they go? he asked.
Some wished to go for science, some
fors fun-——it was a funny kind of fun
--and some wished to go for excite-
ment. The expedition had a boatswain,
he said, who wgs on his seventh voy-
age to the Antirctic. On account’ of
his experience he was allowed unusual
liberties, apd used to talk to the cap-
tain and express his opinfons very
freely. “Antarctic expeditions ain’t
what they vsed to was,” said he in a
disgusted tone to the commander one
day. “In the old days they could not
tell when thoy would come back; now
they can tel! to the month.” Com-
mander Yivans then described the pre-
parations for a St. Patrick s Day feast,
when biscuits were chopped up bit by
hit by being placed in the mouths of
the crew, and the pleces put in an
aluminum box, and made into soup.
When the time came for the feast the
leg of the gnly Irishman on hoard gave
out. So it was an Irish feast without
the Irishman, Charles Wright . said
that he never saw anything so funny
in his life, \

Characteristic Smells.

Speaking of smells, Commander.
Evans said that the one smell - that
continually permeated their senses
was the smell of the paraffin stove,
It smelt like a hot motor. On the ship
they had the smell of the dogs, too,
and {hat was horrible,

He described experiences on the
march in extreme cold, where it took
at least an hour to get warm after
camping, and thoughts, no. matter how
they would wander, always end in
thoughts of food and what one would
like to eat. At the end of a day they
would unpack their sledges and pkch
their tent on the ice. Instead of sce-
ing fresh faces and landmarks they
would see only a wide, bleak plain, and
the same old countenances of their
comrades. After a time the face of
ecach became better looking to
his companions, and the ugliest man
looked handsome before the end of the
trip.

“ Made Four Voyages South,

Commander Evans said that he had
made four voyages to the Antarctic.
On each voyage they would meet simi-
lar gales in similar positions and have
simﬁar experiences with the penguins,
which would leap from the icebergs to
Yollow the ship, be hit by the backwash
of the propeller, and driven back, and.
repeat the same process till they took
to the icebergs again and fell in col-
lapse like drumken men, to be hoot-
ed at by the sailors and have coal
thrown at them.

The views. in the Antarctic seas
were beautiful.

In conclusion he saild that there was
a tendency to say that the men of the
present day were not like = their
fathers, but he could say that Scott
and his companions showed that there
are men in these days who are worthy
of holding that splendid heritage that
their fathers had won for them,
