be given them in any other way, of the
intelligence of the Catanar of Neranam,
who answered most of them without’
hesitation ; and also of the ignorance of
the rest, very few of whom could an-
swer more than one or two, and those
few replied to more than five or six. It
ought, nowever, (0 be mentioned. and
the fact will tend to eonfirm the wisdom,
and justify the pains and expense, of
sending Missionaries to these interesting
people, (if indeed the measure required
 justification,) that the Catanar of Nera-
nam derived his information from one of
your Missionaries, Mr. Norton, of Alle-
pie, with whom, I afierward learned,
he lived for a twelvemonth, What then
may we not anticipate, some few years
hence, trom the residence and united la-
bours of three other good and aciive
men in the midst of the Syrian Churches !

The morals of the Cdtanars are as
iow as their knowledge. 'This was to
be expected from their ignorance of the
Divine Comimandments, and also of the
motives to holiness, with which the Gos-
pel abounds, 'Their worst passions,
‘being thereby without any moral re-
straint, were, in consequence of the ce«
linacy of the Catanars, but 100 easily
inflamed, Colonel Muarosaw the evil

HEATHEN CUSTOMS.

Extracts from letters recently receiv~
ed ftom Mr, James Garrett, late of
the village of Utica,and now a missions
ary at Bombay, to his correspondent
in waid village. -- Utica Ch. Rep.

To-day, (December 11, 1821,) for
the first time I witnessed the horrid ce-
remony of hook swinging. Itis not
universally, but rather rarely practiced
on this sideof India. You have, doubt-
less, seen some accounts ofit ; but a3
there is a condiderable variety in the
moded of performing the ceremony,
you may find it not uninteresting to
read my account.

Brother Hall, having received infor-
mation from one of the sehool teachers
in his employ, of the time and place of
the ceremony, walked out with me to
the place, which was about three quar-
ters of a mile distant from our dwelling,
On arriving at the spot, we found a
large collection of the natives, of all
ages, and both sexes who appeared
quite inerry, and eager to see the horrid
sport begin,

I was much struck with the appear-
ance of the spectators. They seemed
todeem it g season’of zare amugement ;
and such is the amus$ment best relished
by their debased minds.

The machine for elevating the person
who is to swing, is constructed as fol-
lows : 'There are two wheels, about
the size of our common cart wheels,
(though rather more ponderous,) sup-
porting a strong axletrec ; in the centre
of this axle, is an upright post, ahout
twelve or fifteen feet in height. This
resembles the post of a well sweep, and
has a pole passing through the top of it,
in the same manner, asis often seen at
our “ good old fashioned” wells, From
the axle, are long pieces extended both
back and forward, touching the ground
at the ends, intended to keep the axle
from turning ; elée the post would net
