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LESSONS OF TIE HOUR

''he recent failure of one of our oldCst
harcware houses ith its attendant mis-
fortunes, folloivingsosoon after tlle several
heavy failures in the sane line clu'ing the
past year or twol is surely suggestive of
somethling wrong in the mode in which
this business has been conducted.
Generally speaking these misfortunes are,
credited to the great depression affecting
all classes of business d.uring that periodfi
but even aidmitting this in sone cases,
ve must loùk for special as well asgeneral
causes, in order that, whbile suffer'ing thera-
by, e may gloan soine little wisdom from
the errors-of our unfortunate neighbors.
'lhere is no department a' trade in whiclh
during tuelastfewv years conipetition lias
been arried ta such a ruinous extent as
n io à ndardware, and prices have now
renclied a figurO at wich profits have,
vanishod i and yet undersellimg is the

order of the day. Commercial travellers
can testify that quotations are no longer
a guide, every succeeding visiter is de-
ternined ta "cut under " his predecessor
until it is become a question of the strong
fi-m against the v'eaker, iwho can stand it
the longest. And the country ierchant,
the city retailer, the contractor are not by
any means pleased writh the reduction
however it niay appear at first sight, each
know's that we'hen puices are stifri he gets a
better profit on hlis goods, and this net
alone because fiftecn per cent. of $30 is
nore than the saine percentage of $20.

The reckless competiti<n tiat lias
alnost destroyed this very important
bianci i'of trade, vhich has alvays included
many of the wealthiest of' our inerchaints
in this as iu erthe cities o tho Dominion,
is largely due to the support yielded te
those lho may fairly be termed adventur-
crs in the business, men of little or no
capital who looked vith cager eyes at the
fortunes their employers and athers were
supposed to be reaping, and who deter-
nined ta go and de likenwise, only:'ith
this difference, besides want of capital,
that they muast bogin at the top of the
ladder instead of at the foat. 'ihese nen
w'ere satisfied. that bankers could be.casily
persuiadecl that tliei- function w'as net only
ta grant discounts but te supply capital
also. Instead of prices beimg maintaimed
ta enable theni ta pay interest on that
capital, they were reduced, in order, ta
compete with ilder houses, and, as dis-
counting ivas freely grantei, lthe character
of the bills vas soon become a matter oi
littie cOnsequence sa long as tlheir endor-
sation converted theim into cash. Goods
being thus disposed of to cheaply, it soon
became a losing gaine, and required further.
fictitious support. Accommadation paper,
that bane of commroce, ivas resorted te,
and then caine tle beginning o' the end.
Lot our bankers. ask tiemselves lov
closely the bills of sucli customers have
beei scrutiniscd liy far "snpply
account paper lias becn vinked at how
it is (to cite a single case) that a man in
a neigliboring village whose stock of hard-
ware never should have exceeded a few
hundred dollars is found as a creditor in
this last great exanple of shain for
$8i.45, aid v'ho is now offering te coin
promise at 33g cents on the dollar. Hfow
could it be demcind liossible that a fiim
should succecd witlr $400,000 uncler dis-
counît, a great proportion of n'hich is
illegitimato ? Our banks and, the cen-
ntmuity at large hava lonw another oppor-
tuiity of' recaconing up vhat tliey havel
paid for the luxury of having sucli .cin
doing business in ou' midst, for it caîniot
be denied tlat hLad it not been for the

illegitimate assistance granted ta such
firnis as Iiielid, Gay & Co., and others
not much better wlio should have been
clerks or smail dealers, the piresent state
ai' afairs would net have coie ta pass. It
ivere no iatter for surprise if under the
circunmstances ouri mnerchalits of capital
should vitlhdranw altoge tlher from the
business, and put their mens into. mort-
gages or other investminets.

Somîie of our' respectable hardwaîre firms,
it cannot bc denied, have allow'ed themu-
selves to easily ta yield in promoting
the prescit state ai' afirs. Unprofitable
prices have been rendered worse by long
and careless credits and ' dating for-
vard." During the last mn11îtl0 ai' two,
goods have been sOld for delivery next
spring, figures gnairanteed, and this ewhîen
prices imay surcly be said to have struck
battam. Tin plates w'orth 21s. te 21s. 6d
in England have been sold at $5.90, six
iionths time, dating i'orI'ard tw'o mon tils i
Canada plates which cost in Englatid 12s.
at lcast, have beei sold at $3.40, on the
sane terins. This condition of things is
still inailntained in the face of the lessons
of the last fewv years, than wlîicl perhaps
ther never w'as a better opportunity for
inlaugurating a new and improved depar-
ture, and for w'ant of w'hicli many of our
imerchiants hav2 actially lost a fortune
t'ice over. YWhat a lessonl iii this respect
is tauglt us by oui' Aneican cousins.
Those w'ho have access te the list of credi-
tors on insolvont shoets will find that
Aimerican firns usually ne set dovi for
very smîall aniounts, a suflicient evidence
of the supei'oity of the short credit
systen whiclh they nîaintain. It is a
mattor far regret that the. Hardwar'e
Exchange inlaugurated in this city sone
few' years ago did not mîeet vitli a better
fate 5or raiter tlat it should have been
allowed te be coitrolled by a few brokeis,
who soo inanaged it ta suit their own
purposes rather than those of the houses
by w'homa it was establislo. The hard
ware business is unfortunately in a very
unsatisfactory state. The remedy, hoiv-
ever, still lies in the hands o' our bankers
and the trade, and the sooner it is applied
the better it wvill provo for the respectable
houses that reiain, for the banks then-
selves, for the vidowvs and orplains eho
oii stock in them aid for the comniunity
at large.

It is in lie spirit of. dictatian tliat ive
vrite these lnes. Tliose wlio ara not
eigaged in the contest mnay sec advan-
tages vilicli fori tie time are forgotten or
nîeglected, and if we have set but even a
feîv of ourt re0aeers athniing more sari-
only on the sibjeet, our veords vill not
have been quite in vain.
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TKE SILVER FRA UD.

llardly a day passes wiithout soime niew
developients o the intentiois of those
Vho are endeavoing te procure the re-

mîsonet-izationî of silver. Mr. Bland, the
author of the bill which has passed the
liouse of lleprescitatives, appieaored
bcfore the Finance Connittoe of the
Seinate Ii the saimle timîîe iwith the New
iork delegation of Bankers, and delivered

a speech, in whichi le stated frankly the
gr'oîimds on whiclt " tle West demîiands the
r'eonetizatin of tte silver dollar," and
lie wvas not sliasned te avon that, itnas-
iicl as "a bushel of whieat is Wiorth a

dlollar and eiglit cents in silver and a dol-
lai' in gold " the western taimers wanted
te pay their debts in silver and net in

gold. Nowi it ls qite iseless te mince
wot'ds about this inatteir. The Westci'
electois, vell-ipieseited by Mr. Blaid,
are anxious te perpetrate a fraudi upoli
tleir creditors of tie înost outrageous
Iiid that lias ever been coiiitted in
iodeîrn tines. The attemipt being macle
only proves tihat a denocracy and a mîoin-
arciy net subject te the centrol of Parlia.
ment are equally 1'eady te violate publie
faith. The silve' advocates are fond et'
appealing te the law of' 1873, which de
iiioetized silver, but they ouglit te bear

in mîiîîd that, owing te the laws passed inl
1834 and 1837, silver was, in effect, as cou -
pietely demonetized forty years ago as it
was by the Act o 1873. The ratio of silver
te gold in France and other European
nations was 15i te 1, while, by the law
of 1837, itivas fixed in the United States
at 16 te 1, the effect of whici was te make
gold tIhe standard practically. Foi forty
yeais the standard lias been gold, and alt
the transactions with foreign nations, as
well on tIe part of the governintiit as of
individuals, corporations ancú states, have
been basecd on a gold standard. This is a
fitet wliichi cannot be clisputed. Of late
silver lias fallen in valie ve'y iaterially,
oiing chiefly te its demonetization in Ge'.
nany;andFranceandothernatiosswhich
iîad a double standard by law lest lie
time in coming te an understanding that
they would refuse te coin silver beyond
an anmount fixcid in proportion te the
respective populations, and nsot in excess
othe public equirements. The practical.
cffect of this arrangement is that France
has in effect a gold standard. If the
United States were te remonetize silver
Germany wouldl be able te get rid of the
large amount vhich it still holds, and the
United States would be subjected te
the infliction, of a depreciated cur-
rency, of whichm it would net gat rid,
ln all probability, for a long period of year'.

Mr. Elumd has not concealed the object
whiclh his Westeii clients have in 'iew.
Senator Joues and his organ, the New
York Daily Graphie, have beent trying to
persuade the public that silver will be of
the saie value as gold wien remnonetized,
and that no e vil whatever will result
from the change . The case is woll put by
the New York Butlletint:-"l This, then, is
" tihe naked fact-thîe Westand the South
l lesire a lepr'eciated currency, and tley
" desire it as a means towards accoma-
" plishiiig an essentially r'epudiatoiry pur-
"pose." * "The country is indebted
"to MIr. Bland foir liaving [hus liftec the
"veil that lias hitherto given the Western
< currency agitation a confused and in-
e coipreiensible aspect." Tise Ballefüt

frankly acknowledges the gravity of the
position. It miîust be borne in nmid that
wliat [he West cornplaiis of is tie insevita-
bi coisequence of' tle adoption of an
irredeoinable curreny. Procisely the
saine result folloved the suspension of
the Bîaink of England towards the close
o' the last century. Ail loans and busi-
ness transactions were olected ii an irre-
deeiable currency, worti, o course, Iucli
less thaln gold, and whlen at last resuimp.
tion took place the debtor class coin-
plained bitterly [hat tley laid te pay the
interest on the public debt, as well as
their other liabilities contracted in paper,
in gold. The clebtors iii England ald thseir
own countryien almîost exclusively as
creditors, and, althougli there was a good
deal of gruibling, there was net even a
demîand for repudiation. The United
States debtors net only claim te be al-
lowedl te pay in the saie Iepreciated
nioniey li which their debts were con-
traàted, but insist on paying foreigners in
tbe sanie coin, althougli all the foreign obli-
gations wvere contracted in gold aloie.
As the Butlletin ihas clearly pointed out,
the reionetization ef silver would give but
sliglt relief te tlieWesteri nd oioutherni
debtiors. Wllt they really want is the
continuance of an 'irredeeinable currency,
and the issue of a still larger quaîntity.
Tley have been perplexed by the fact
tlat greeibacks are actually woth con-
siderably moe than silver, ind vry
nîearly as nuch as gold, altlough tlie
period at whicl resiniption is te take
place is still more thsai tw'elve mîontls
distant. The New York Daily Graphic
lins placed before ius readers the views

of a prominent delier in bullion" who
is said te be fr. J. B. Colgate of No. 47

Vall street.
This "erminent financier" lias been in-

terviewed according to the mofern prac-
tice, and by ivayof startling the public,has
aiinounced thiat if the silver. staridard be

adopted it will require at loast $500,-
000,000 te transact the .commerce of the
country. Mir. Colgate doe' nîot explai
whether lie conteiplates the total with-
drawal of baik lotes froi circulation,
but he certainîly proposes that the green-
backs shall be reti-ed, altliough. Mr.
Secretary Sherman lias distinctly ex-
plained that sne such absui'dity is contens-
pilated. ',Viiatever' tlie standard adopted
nay be, the quantity ofe coin requirod will
be w'hiateveOr miay le ILdequate te mncet the
denands for it om1 the part of the hiolders
of greenbacks, and this demnand wiilbe
precisely what is 'equired to pay foreign ii-
debtedness and ne moee. It seems at ieast
probable that it silver be reioiietized a
larger anont of coin will be required
than it gold were the solo standard. The
reserves will, of course, be held in silie,
alnd the saine aimount Will be required as
if geld1 nsare the standard; but, in addition,
dealers in bullion like Mi'. Colgate will
have te hold a large stock of gold as me'--
chandise te naeet the foreigai deniand.
Mir. Colgate is not satisfied with ixing on
at least $500,000,000 as tlie snallest
amoiunt required at once, but lie lias, like
sone other s)eculator's, beau makiing a
for'ecast of the future, and is coivinced
that in 1000 at least S1,000,000,000 will be
wanted. Meeantinie ive aie not without
somne guide as te the requireinentsof the
National ]anks, whose total liabilities fer
circulation and deposits a'e under
$1,000,000,000. The reserves are in
round figures about $150,000,000, exclu-
sive of $350,000,000 of United States
bonds te secure eliculation. Assuming
that Mr Sherman's avow'ed intentions
are carried out, and that the greenbacks
are retained. in circulation, the Natioiîal
Banks will requii'e $150,000,000 of these
for tlschir reserves, and the probability
is that $100,0000000 of coin, yhether gold
or silver, will be amply sufficient te sus-
tain the greeiiback circulation ; but even
if tliat circulation was entirly with
drawn, the estimate et M'r Colgate would
be enoriously exaggeraed. The Gra-
phic is takitig the saine ground as Mr.
Bland that the indebtedness of the coun-
try ."was created in paper money
tins when gold was worth. froin 150 te
230 per cent, in paperî." No' it ivould
be well to have such statements explain-
ed. The indebtedness of'the Government
was, certainly net ci:eated in sudh a cur-
rency. It is probable that [he'obligations
of states, municipalities, and 'ailî'oad cor-
poratioiis Nere created also in gold or its
equivalent. As to stocks and bonds, they
have been clianging iands, constantly in
currency, and with eference to its value
in gold' which las racflly been the sta,nd-
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aid, practically during the wlîole period
of suspension. As to private indebted-
ness, it has been a niatter of speculation
during the fifteen years of suspension,
antd the inconvenienco and loss has long
siice been incurred. Pleople who bor-
'owed in greonbacks, or in notes redeem-
able in greenbacks, kneiv tLhat thoy wvould
have to pay in the same currency, and had
no reason to doubt 'that such currency
would bo redeemed at sone time. The
audacity of the Grapiec in placing the
national debt in the list of debts con-
tracted when gold ias at a premium of
from 150 te 230 par cent. has never bean
exceeded. The fact is, the silvor advo-
cates desire ta perpetrate a huge fraud,
and the only consolation is that if they
succeed ;they will utterly destroy the
national credit and proclaiin thenselves a
nation of swindlers. This the House of
Representatives bas already done, and
thre seems to be some doubt wlether
the Government, which, sa far as ie can
,udge, entertains thoroughly sound 'iews
on the subject, will h able te preserve tLhe
bonor of the nation.

THE NORT AMERICAN REVIEW.

The November-Decemnber nîumber of.
tl1is excellent periodical has reached us,
and, as usual, contains a number of inter-
esting articles. The first is a series of
essays, five in numbar, an the resimption'
of specie paynents, by Hugi McCulloch,
Judge Xelley, David A. Wells, General
Ewing, Joseph S. Ropes, and, ta wind up, a
criticism on the iwhole by Secretary
Shenasman. The papers of Judge Kelley andi
General Eving are w'hatmnight beeaxpected
fron the authors, and are in strong oppo-
sition ta resumption, net only at the time
lixed, but at ail. Judge Kelley attempts
ta frighten the banks by suggesting the
possibility of their being called on ta
mealt al their deposits and circulation in
coin whenever the Resumption Act cones
into force. Noiw, nothing is mare certain
than that, as regards the National Banks
the tendoncy of resumption will be favor-
able rather than injurions te them. Their
liabilities consist of their circulation and
deposits, and they are presumed to hold
adequate reserves ta mcet thase liabilities.
Thore is no bank in the Unitel States, nor,
indeed, anywhere elase, that coulti meet a
sudden denand for all its deposits and ill
its circulation, nor is there the lenst reason
te imagine that after resumption such
demands vill be :any greater than they
are at pre ent. The bulk òf the National
Bank reserves are lidici in legal tenders,

an hen resumption takes place, these
le>al tenders vill be convertible into
ovin, The, ational 'anks will continue

aifter resimption ta pay legal tenders just
as tbey do at present. But it is irgued
that the legal tenders will h converted
ibit coin, andi that this will cause con trac-
tion, and consequenit tigitnoss. A greater
msistake it would be diflicult te make
We admit thsat it is impossible ta foim
anytbing like a correct estimate of the
national circulation se long as the legal
tenders are inconvertible, stil we carn-
not agree with Mr. Ropes that there is
noit " the shadoiv of a rational argument
ta support the supposition of vlat is
lilkely ta be the volume of currency after
resumption. It seems alinost impossible
that, if tihe currency w-as se redundant as
Mr. Ropos imagines, it could be se nearly
on a pa-ir,it gold. Mr. Ropes seems te
tbink that from $300,000,000 ta $400,000,-
000 would bo the maxinin circulation on
a specie basis. It is lioiever quite evident
tlat Mr Ropes coiitemplated the entiroe
writlhdrawal of the legal tenders, which
certainly is niat advocateod by the most
intelligent siIppoi-ters of resumption. It
is not ain extravagant estiinate in view ofr
the amuoit that vill be requiredl foi- the
bank reserves of all the National and
States Banks te calculate on alegal tender
circulation of from $125,000,000 ta $150,-
000,000. The National Jiank circulation
is at prescnt above $300,000,000. The
intention of Mr; Shermai is ta reduce
the legal tendei's ta $301000,000, and
m'e have, therefore, a Margin of about
$150,000,000 ta deal ,vith. We are
villing te admit itli Mir. Repes that
it is hardly possible ta calculate an the
amount of currcney -vici th public will
require, bu ane tLhing is beyond doubt
that no greater amount ivill remain in
circulatioin thani wlat is really vaitei.
If the circulation is largely in excess o
the public requiremeniits, the result wiill
ha that the government w-ill have ta sell
bonds to the extent of some $150,000,000,
but if, ontlie ather hand, the circulation is
not more in excess than the $50,000,000
vilièih Mr. Shernan proposes ta redeem,

thiei one of tiwo things iill happen, citlier
the legal tenders vill remain in circulation
or National ban, notes wili be substîtuted
for them, and in thsat case the new issues
of National notes irili ci-eate a demanid for
Unitedl States bands sufficieit ta fu-nisli
the means of redeeming the legal tenders.
Mr. McClloch is a strong opponent af
the retention of legal tenders, and pro-
poses te fix a tine when they shall ceas
to be so. He seemîs ta believe tbat the
circulation is very redundant, and, iike
Mr. Ropes, he is favorable ta a scieme
vlich, tleoretically) is Sound, 'iz.: the
funding o the legal tenders. Mr. Wells
has not one muchi inta detail, but he

cmphmatically declaras tlat the Resuinp-
tion Act cannot be palteret with, and tla;t
all iotes not paid on demad after- st
January, I879, should bear iisterest.

Mr. Secretairy Sherimnai's paper is emîi-
nenîtily practicil. He disimisses Mr. Mc-
Clloch and M1fr. Ropes, by pronîoîîneing
tlheir papors weail îvrittonl, aid statiig
that " witl many of their ideas I lieartily
agree." He proceois te point out tiat
Congr'ess has decidedi againîst tieir plati
of ftiîdinîg. WIat is tua use lie adds,
"of îiasting amimunn,îitiion on tis ?"
Mr. Slherman advises tiese genitlemiein,
if tlhey thinik tley Cali proinote sicl
a ineasure, "ta get into Congress as
soon lis passible ta lielp.'" We co,.
fess that, after reading 'Mr. Sljeriiian's

papor, -we have -arrived at the coni-
clusion tlhaît tua wisest coirso for al
favorabla te resunption is ta strengtlhei
the hianis of the Secr'etar'y of the Trea-
suîry by aIl the mneanîs in tLhi I poer.
With regard ta the paiers of tlio inflia-
tionists, Mr. Slainaîi says :- "ly onfly
" reply ta tleso gentenen voild h
" that theo distresses they coinph ai o'
"iere the diri'ect, certain, anid iiavoil:t-

ble result io the very policy of inlatioi
e ivlich they f'wVor', and that it w-oIld be(

" No doubt many persons are iii favor of

"own conviction being tiatt, unider exist-
' ing lawe, after they ara reduced ta $300,-
"000,000 and have been redeciicd,
"they may he re-issuced, and tihat the
"National bank currency shall be used
csimply ta meet the ebb and flow indis-
"pensable te every good currenlcy."
Secretary Sherman is 'eminenstly practi-
cal in ail his views. He points out tlat
if silver ivere to be coined rith ot liiiit
"it is the substitution of a single silver
standard instead of the gold stindard."
Ue mighst lave gone muach furtber and
poinîtet Out that the practicail effect of
remonetizing silver in the Unmited Staes

'ivers that M1r. Vennor has inade bis dis-
coveries.

censt Already large bloceks of land have
been taken up, and a number of compa-
ties are imaking proparations to pursue
the work of mninig with all vigour duisg
the coinig wimtor.

production should not be raised to a
iîuch Iiglier figure than ever before.

board The question of rafts whici .louînderel
about ahinost imnariegeably was alse brougit
ip, and this was shown, te by no nennsîtr ie
infruitful cause of loss and accident. The fre-
qtientcy of collisionîs or of casesiin which a vessel
lias runaground are so great that it is- by ne
tnteians te be wondered at tlIat ries of iIisuraice
between lie two ports have become aliost as
highe as for the entire remaîinder of the oceani
ptastage. There uitist be something ivong-sotiie-
where, and it is to be hoped that, hatver it is
the comnmissioners will telce vigorots action,,
tlieir linds being mtde as frece's possible, 'vith
t view nol to înakinîg any itititc' restric'tiois,
but in order tht there shall io iiigerbe aîny
question as to the subject of, safety. liminense
anilotunts of nondy have ieen cxlieidöd t re-
medy xisting evils, but accidents aâïc ùti-
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nually, and possibly more freiently, occurring
Is there carelessness, apathy or ignorance soie-
where? Whatever the causes are, and they are
varions, for it is scarcely likely that, ii every
instance, whiait bas caused two shiips to comle
into collision has also driven onle vessel agrounid,
let them be ascertaeined, ad, by tie anount of

energy the cornmInissioners display. in this direc-
tion, they will entitle tlemselves to a greater or
smaller amount of the public commiendation,
not the public of'Montreal alone, but of tie
vast country to the:West of us, for, other things
being equal, the fiirther imports cain be brouîghet
lnland by vater the sinaller the cost of freight-
age a id transliipment.

THE SPEUIAL AGENT.

The special agent is also called uipon to adjust
losses, and it is quite possible that jialf of bis
time ivill be thus takein up, so that, although
not a professional adjuster, jie becomes, by re-
peated and varied experience, proficient and
valuable. To treat of the adjuster at lengtlh
would exceed the limits, of this article, but
thcre are a few points worth conisiderisg. The
lirst one relates to a pleasautgentlemanly bear-
ing. Civility costs nothing aud buys everythinîg,
it is said. Ilowever shrewd an adjuster nay be,
iowever inexorably firn aglinst fraid, however
vell-founded lis suspicionsi, lie cannot alford to

b roigih, petuiait or lot-tempjîered. No business
requires more self-possession and forbearance.
The advantage in knowldCge and mnethods of
procedure is on the side of t e adjister, and hie
can alfored toivait and be patient vIen te otiher
party is exacting and stubborn. If the case be
an honîest onè, theclaimantnmay be nervous and
easily confused, and a polite, reessuring mariner
brings order out of chaos, nid tends to an easy
and Lfleasant result. Yout gain your points
without the assured's hardly knowing it. Dis-
putes are not so nîmiîch folnided · on the thing

iself as pride of ae position warmly and stoutly
defended. if the assured be innocent of arson,
and yet sei-es the opportnity to enrichl him-
self, or oven if lie be a tough customser, lie cans
be more easily landled in the later and final
stages of settlement and comproinise, if your
manner;has beesi genetleniIly, thoug lie iay
helieve you suspect ilm of evil practice. Di-
plonacy, that polished armsor of the adjuister,
cells for gentlenanly conduct and snooth
manners, even if it be.not in the:grain and libre
of the uan. Concession and an avoidance of
dispusted points at the ohtset snooth tie wny
for sibsequent yielding by the assured 0n im-
portanît i atters at tie clise. Tact conîquers
viere talent fails. An adjuster should be

honorable. If the less is honest and the claim%
reasonable treat it witlh candor. Take no
advaitage for lie sake of sal-ae where not
properly earned. Hlave no iesitation in recom-
mending a loss for full paymsent. The ofiicers
and directors would much rather pay total
losses if assured that they arc total, lîan to get
salvage at the expense of honor. Sonue one
lias said any. fool cin pay a total loss, but it
takes a wise man to know whsen it is total. An
adjuster should be thorough, both to ascertain
fiects and form conclusions, as well as to imspress
the claimant that it is no liglt. matter, but se-
rious business. Too hasLy adjustnenis embolden
fraud,, eviile close secrutisn and analysis of
statrnents and corroborative testinony, hae a
healthful moral efflect. In this manner, and by
not nprepayiîg douibtful claims, much incen-
diarismmnstheavoidedd. Netal of legislation
to prevent arson, when, as imderwriters, the
remedy ie largely is our own bonds. If agen ts; as
the result ft. adjustments, vere : bold to ask
questions of title values, other insurance and
mortgages,nnd tlen bave thle couree oftheir
jud ment, wue should have fewer urés. The
adjuster shOuld be an iducatbr. Il is ic the

very natu re of lis oflice and experience. The
agent insures the party and writes the con-
tract. The adjuster, lm his intercourse -vith
agents, should give then theo bentelit of his expe-
rience as to values, causes of lires and defec-
tive policy .writing. We advotae the ;ad-
juster beinig tise regular represeintative of his
coianlssy, so as to iiprove the agency, througli
the agent, by an exameination of risks, and
inspection and correction of forms. A
Word of the ditiiculties ini the adjuster's path.
They arise in part from e lame and loosely
drawn cuntract, plaecing a delicate and embar-
rassing task of interpretation upon tie adjuster,
vhsicli breeds mnischief andi provolces hostility -

but the chief dificsliy lies in lie pîrejiudice anisd
ignorance of the people tliemselves-adjusters
are verse sisnnsed agaist than sinning. people,
intelligent people at that, have coue to regard
adjuste assea pers. If they ot oft wlole they
sire wonderfnlly surprised an elated, and the
adjuster je the most popular man lie tovn. This
unfortunate state of things arises from sheer
ignorance of the nature and meaning of an insu-
rance contract, or fromt pique for not gratifying
a selfisi and avaricious desire to profit by se ce-
lamiity. Three-fourths of the people, in towne ai
country, believe, or affect to believe, that they
are entitled to the full uiiint of the insurance,
whatever the loss. They fail to regard it as se
contract of indemnily for actual loss. They
would takre the full face of the policy, and then
flatter themselves they drove a shar> bargals,
or made a forlitunate speculation. Suits people
confouid sirewdiess with dishocesty, and
would sell a defective horse for tise price of a
sound animal. Tie subject of incsurance, the
nature of the contract, the riglts and duties of
both parties, tihe neaning of terns and condi-
tions, Il ouîght t6 be discussed in sone popular
way, The agent os special agent ouglht really
to hire a hall" and give tie pceile some
whîsolesome plaiforn titk. Many would go avay
wiser if not better ien iad wone. We in-
ulide woimen, for they arc worse than mae len in
theso relations. Adjusters are men of educe-
tion and families, and ionor women, but who
ever met a wonan claimsant who did not figlit
for the whole amoint whether enrtitled to it or
not, simply because tise 1eolicy called for so
much. Eow many Limes las oser hlontor been
inpenele'd evithi reckless voliibility, liow many
ar gimens ivisted, ow much breath expended,
how miany attoempts t emboirace oth women
and opportunity ie se vain struggle to convice'
themu of the reasoimtbleiess of ourrjuosition ? IL
is this igniorance and perverseness that ledge
the way of ai adjister,.vhich nisrepreseit his
action and traduce his name. That soie ad-
justers iay be unprinsci>led is doubtless true,
as lhere aere rogues lm a 1 professions. lence,
in sununing usp, we proper lay stress one lise
prime qualifications of an ajuster, tisat lie be a
mai of bontor and a gentlema.n. He stands for
lis company at a critical pointin its reemtation;
lie cai better it or lie cn wound it. I' hiseacts
be just and bis conduct loiorable, ie and his
conpany.ean afford to bide the result. Itis
not possible that lie shall always succeed. Even
in the exercise of an intelligent and really
conscientious judgment, an adiuster is apt to
fall short of satisfying a claimant. He ivill be
consured for a narrow interpretation of what is
covered and wiat is not, anscd blamed for not
regarding the manifest intention on vhich so
much respectable stress is laid. These things
are often trying,.but the only refuge is to treat
cases pleasintly, firmly, honorably and acquit
the conscience of any intentional wrong.-i./.
