IBB TUA y SPOUT A TION QUESTION.

The World knows of no question so Im­
portant to the people of Canada as tiui 
transportation one. Canada's future, as far 
as the markets of the world for her natural 
products arc concerned, depends on the low­
est possible freight rates. Our present sys­
tem falls to give this; nay, must as a mat­
ter of fact fall to furnish this desirable 
end. We do not propose any sweeping 
change; but we propose to correct as far 
as possible the mistakes that now exist 
and to prevent further mistakes in the 
future. Until a better or Improved pro­
gram is devised, The World proposes to ad­
vocate for all or a portion of the follow­
ing reforms:

—The World's Railway Platform.—
Establishment of a Railway Commission 

with supreme and wide jurisdiction over all 
railways, Including their traffic cnarges.

Maintenance of the National Railway 
System (Intercolonial), Its extension (by 
obtaining running powers over existing 
lines),to Winnipeg and Its administration 
as a purely business enterprise..

Prohibition of all unnecessary duplication 
of existing, lines.

Compulsory Interchange of running, rights 
or Joint trackage arrangements wherever 
Railway Commission may order. Reasonable 
compensation to be paid by the roads re­
ceiving such eoncesstpns to the roads grant­
ing them.

Strict regulation of stock and bonding 
powers of all new companies.

iOttawa, Eeb. 23.—(Special.)—An Impor­
tant change has been made In the Dominion 
customs regulations recently promulgated, 
requiring that goods purchased In Canada 
sad destined for the Yukon must be carri­
ed In British bottoms, otherwise full duties 
will lie charged at the frontier port. A 
number of companies, as for instance, the 
Alaska Commercial Company, are purchas­
ing supplies In Canada, and Intend sending 
them to Dawson by way of St. Michael 
sad the Yukon River. It is altogether uu- 

- likely that there will be any British vessels 
plying on the long water-stretch between 
gt. Michael's and Dawson for this year. It' 
bas therefore been considered unfair to pur­
chasers of Canadian goods that they should 
be compelled to pay duty on supplies sent 
In by this route. An Order-in-Conncll has 
accordingly been passed, which provides 
that during the season of 1898 only goods 
tor the Yukon district purchased In the 
Dominion, upon being properly certified, 
may en er the district free, even If carried 
In foreign bottoms, wheel her from a port In 
the United Stales or Canada.

Ottawa, Feb. 23.—(Special.)—A good deal 
of Interest Is feft here In the arrangement 
understood to have been made concerning 
the Manitoba schools. Archbishop Lange- 
vln of St. Boniface was here last week, and 
so were Dr. Bryce, representing the Advi­
sory Board of Manitoba, and Mr, Rochon, 
one of the French School Inspectors. These 1 
gentlemen had frequent Interviews with Sir j 
Wilfrid Laurier. Archbishop Bruches! and 
Bishop Begin were cognizant of the pro­
ceedings. Both Mgr. Langevln -and Prof. 
Bryce have returned to Winnipeg and In­
spector Rochon will return to-morrow.

It Is said that, acting upon the Papal In- ’ 
Junction to accept all concessions offered, i 
His Grace of St. Boniface came to a deci­
sion to agree to the conditions Imposed 
under the present Manitoba School law, 
without Insisting .upon such legislative 
amendments as tyijuld embody these fur­
ther concessions In the Provincial School 
Act. The understanding Is that these con­
cessions will be carried out In the admin­
istration of the act.

GIRL BURNED TO DEATH.

Pullman Helel nt < an mere, B. <*., Destroyed 
and the Proprietor'* Daughter 

Was Lost.
Canmore, B.C., Feb. 23.—At 11 o’clock last 
night fire broke out in the Pullman Hotel 
here. The Pullman Hotel, Holmes & 
Caret’s stores, the Waverley Hotel and Al­
exander’s dwelling and jewelery store were 
burned to the ground, and nothing what­
ever was saved from the Pullman. Forty 
Inmates lost all their personal effects, bare­
ly escaping In their night clothing.

Clara Christensen, aged 10, daughter of 
the proprietor of the Pullman Hotel, was 
burned to death. The origin of the fire Is 
unknown. The estimated loss is $15,000; 
very little insurance.

Quebec. Feb. 23.—At 2 a.m .another 
heavy snow-sdlde occurred about a quarter 
of a mile west of the scene of last night’s 
disaster.

Without Feed-The Death Kate 
la Appalling.

Santiago de Cuba, Feb, 23—While the 
United States cruiser Montgomery was 
at Matanzas recently a board of officers 
was appointed to enquire into the condi­
tion of the people of the province. There 
are 14,000 people absolutely without food 
and clothing within the city limits.

These 14,000 are the laboring people, 
who havç been driven into the cities 
from 'their country homes, which have 
been destroyed by the operations of the 
w-nr. Most of them are women ntid 
children, and they are nil emaciated, sick 
and almost beyond relief unless they can 
have the benefit of regular treatment in 
the hospitals. As it is, they are dying 
in the streets for want of food.

According to statistics withered from 
the best official sources, the number of 
deaths in the Province of Matanzas front 
starvation is 59,000, and the nnmlier of 
starving people at present in the province 
is estimated at 98,000, out of a total 
population of 253,610 in December, 1897. 
The number of starving people is rapidly 
increasing.

In the city of Matanzas alone there 
have been about 11,000 deaths during 
the past year, and the number is in­
creasing daily. The death rate at pre­
sent averages 46 per day.

For some years Hamilton Smith and 
Andrew Onderdonk have been associated 
in various enterprises. When, therefore, 

64 the Exploration Company of London, of 
which Hamilton Smith is managing di­
rector, and in which the Rothschilds 
liold a controlling interest, decided to 
enter into railway business in the Yu­
kon, Onderdonk was to be associated 
with them and was to have built the 
line. The Exploration Company went 
very carefully into the question of the 
routes to Dawson, and after having 
thorough surveys made decided upon the 
route via Dalton’s Trail as the most 
feasible one. That this is the best route 
is admitted by none other than William 
Ogilvie, whose opinion is of great weight. 
The difficulty of coarse about the adop­
tion of this route is that Pyramid Hnr- 
lior, the ocean port, is at present held 
by the United States, although with­
out doubt it is Canadian territory. Mr, 
Smith, when hie plans were perfected, 
consulted with the Canadian Pacific 
Railway, as it was essential that there 
should be an entente cordiale with the 
big trans-continental line. Sir William 
informed Mr. Smith that it would be 
inadvisable for him to approach the Gov­
ernment on behalf of a syndicate in 
which Mr. Onderdonk’s name would ap­
pear, as Mr, Onderdonk was not in the 
good books of the Laurier Ministry, 'in­
asmuch ns it was supposed that he had 

■contributed liberally to the Conservative 
campaign fund in 18011. Mr. Smith 
thereupon asked Sir William to pave the 
way with Mr. Sifton. It was at this 
point that Mr. Smith made his mistake. 
He should have put in his offer direct, 
and, considering the eminent financial 
men behind him, he wonid undoubtedly 
have commanded respect. It will be 
observed thait Sir William Van Horne, in 
his answer to Sir Wilfrid’s letter, which 
the Liberals claim to give a black eye 
to Mr. Smith, is careful to say that “1 
have never communicated to the Hon. 
Mr. Sifton or anybody else any propo­
sition from Mr. Hamilton Smith con­
cerning the building of a railway to­
wards the Yukon district, nor had I any 
authority from him to make any propo­
sition." This is quite true. All that 
Sir William was requested to do was to 
inform Mr. Sifton that Mr. Smith would 
make the offer. Mr. Sifton, in the 
House on Monday evening, admitted that 
he had been informed by a mutual friend 
that the offer would come. Sir AVI1- 
linm Van Horne was the mutual friend. 
How comes- it then that Sir William now 
gives Mr, Smith the throw-down ? The 
answer is an easy one. Sir William 
Van Horne realizes that it is going to 
be to his advantage to work fti with Mc­
Kenzie and Mann. When Mr. Hamil­
ton Smith was in Ottawa ten days ago 

27 Inches wide. In he was told bÿ a member of the Senate 
that Sir William was approaching Sen­
ators with the object of securing their 
support to the McKcnzie-Mann contract, 
and that this was thought to lie rather 
inconsistent on the part of a gentleman 
who was supposed to be in favor of the 
Rothschilds project. Mr. Hamilton 
Smith’s reply was “Yes, I know it. Sir 
William has notified me that our ar­
rangements with him 'are off. 1 will do 
him the credit to say that he treated 
me honorably in so notifying mo, al­
though I do not like the manner in 
which we have been thrown down.” It 
at the very outset of the deal between 
the Government and McKenzie and 
Mann the C-P.R. were not silent part­
ners to the contract they are certainly 
now in tii’t.

S $2.28; these are the proportions In which 
the roads would pro-rate on all classes of 
passenger traffle. The Ottawa, Arnprlor & 
Parry Sound are, however, out for better 
terms, and will not be guided by tariff No. 
139 although they and all other Canadian 
roads have agreed to It. As an Instance of 
the methods of the Ottawa. Arp 
irior & Parry Sound, they have recently 
woken an agreement they had with the 
Grand Trunk regarding the transportation 
of lumbermen to Canoe Lake, a station 
on their line 31 miles from Scotia, their 
junction point with the Grand Trunk. This 
agreement was In accordance with sec­
tion 11 of tariff 139. and provided that par­
ties of five or more lumbermen shonld be 
carried from Toronto to Parry Sound at a 
rate of 2)4 cents a mile, the O.. A. & P. S. 
receiving 95 cents per single fare, but no; 
satisfied with this they are now exacting a 
*1.25 fare for a hanlagé of 31 miles over 
their road.

The Grand Trunk authorities, moreover, 

complain that their smaller connections de­
mand such a proportion of the earnings on 
Inrtcschangedi traffic that It Is. In many In­
stances, unprofitable to do business with

them, and say they would willingly leave 
the arrangement of such affairs to an arbi­
tration committee.

The Grand Triink have not yet taken any 
retaliatory measures against the C.P.R., 
and the officials here state that the Mow 
struck by their great rival has not done 
them roach hart. They point ont the fact 
that the Canadian Pacific cut rates do not 
affect the Northern and Midland divisions 
of the Grand Trunk, and their Southern 
division between Windsor and Fort Erie Is
