Montreal, Sept. 21.—(Special.)—As the day names of the new dioceses, but It Is llkeiy

Anglicans and Divorce- 
Some startling statements were made by 

Rev. Dr. Langtry of St. Luke’s Church, 
Toronto, In the Church of England Provin­
cial Synod this morning, in moving a re­
solution with regard to the re-marriages of 
divorced persons. He ridiculed the idea 
that such marriages should be allowed as 
a matter of justice to the Innocent parties, 
declaring that there was very seldom an 
Innocent party. On the authority of Judgff 
MacDonald, a well known County Court 
Judge of Ontario, and a member of the 
Synod. Dr. Langtry asserted that very 
often the divorces obtained In Canada' were 
got by collusion between the two parties, 
In order to tree themselves of the man loge 
bonds. Rich men not infrequently sub­
orned witnesses to prove their wives guilty, 
and then masqueraded as the Innocent 
ones. In other cases the husband forgot 
tils vows, and when, tired of bis neglect 
and desertion, the wife broke hers, he sued 
for a divorce. In his own eyes and the 
eyes of his friends, he might be the Inno­
cent and aggrieved party, but at the last 
Judgment It would not be so decided. Dr. 
Luugtry foresaw a train of evils following 
train easy and general divorces, which far 
out-weighed any which might be caused 
by foeb,<i11Lag really innocent persons from 
marrying again. On behalf of the clergy, 
too, he asked that they should be protected 
from the importunities of those who wished 
such marriages formed and from the temp­
tation of large fees, such as he waa once 
offered.

The question was warmly discussed, 
the debate occupying the whole day, many 
delegates strongly opposing Dr. Langtry's 
proposal that the marriage of either putty 
to the divorce should not be allowed, and 
claiming that the Innocent party should be 
allowed to re-marry.

The Synod to-night rejected the motion 
requesting that the clergy in Its jurisdiction 
be ordered to abstain from marrying di­
vorced persons.

In 
August, 1807, Osier’s wife died, and his

formerly stated, that so long at admit 
lumber Into Canada free of duty for the 
benefit of our Prairie Provinces, we are 
subsidising the representatives of Wiscon­
sin and Minnesota to fight us, as they have 
their own market free, as well as ours.

When the Ontario Government will not 
permit a town to give a bonus to a firm 
In another town, why should It remain 
Inactive while the towns of Owen Sound, 
Colllngwood, Penetangulshene, Midland, 
Victoria Harbor and Waubaushene, In 
Northwestern Ontario, are being destroyed 
by the export of Canadian logs to Michi­
gan?

If the Americans who bought timber In 
Canada feel aggrieved, and think It In­
terferes with any proprietory rights they 
have only to get their Government at 
Washington to make an exception In their 
case, and allow American citizens own­
ing timber in Canada to take In either logs 
or lumber free, so the remedy Is In their 
own hands. The Ontario Government can­
not be accused of Injustice when their ob­
ject is to place all purchasers of limits 
on the same footing of equality.

The lumbermen of Maine manufacture 
In New Brunswick, owing to natural con­
ditions, and get free entry for their lum­
ber under the Dlngley Bill,and If the Michi­
gan limit holders manufacture In Ontario 
under constitutional restrictions, the Gov­
ernment at Washington can allow their 
product free entry If they see fit.

The Blalne-Macdonald agreement was a 
treaty by concurrent legislation. In 
accordance with arrangements previ­
ously made, the Dominion Government 
removed the export duty from spruce and 
pine sawloge by Order-ln-Ooundl on Nor.
11, 1800, and the Congress of the United 
States reduced the Import duty on white 
pine lumber from 82 to 81 per M. feet 
B.M.

The new proposition of the United States 
is: "We will again put on a 82 duty on 
lumber, and will make it 84 If you at­
tempt to return to conditions as they 
Isted before 1800.” »

In this way the United States retire 
from their treaty and seek to tie Chnade 
to It. So unreasonable a proposition should 
not, and will not, be accepted. Let Can­
ada paddle her own canoe.

Ho». J. M. Gibson, Commissioner ot-Crown 

Lands for Ontartoi Parliament Build­
ings, City:

My Dear Sir,—
Beginning with the conditions previous to 

the Blalne-Macdonald agreement, while the 
United States had an Import duty on manu­
factured lumber, Canada, to make conditions 
equal, had an export duty on sawlogs, so 
that the manufacturing intoreete In West­
ern Ontario and Eastern Michigan were 
equalised.

As the question chiefly relates to those 
portions of Canada and the United States, 
via. j Western Ontario and Eastern Michi­
gan, tributary to waters of the Georgliu 
Bay end Lake Horon, In order that a rea­
sonably correct Idea may be presented It 
la well to consider that the principal 
streams upon which logs are floated to the 
Georgian Bay are the Spanish and French 
Rivers, with their branches.

The towns and cities to which these logs 
sre floated for manufacture are Cheboygan, 
Tawas, Alpena, Bay City and Saginaw in 
Eastern Michigan; and Ow?n Sound, Ool- 
lingwood, Penetangulshene, Midland, Vic­
toria Harbor and Waubaushene In North­
western Ontario.

The floating -of logs from the month of 
the French River to the Ontario pointa la 
a shorter distance than to the American 
points, but the floating of logs from Spanish 
River Is a longer distance to the Ontario 
towns than to the American towps, so that 
In this fespect the Industry In the different 
countries Is on an equality. .

In order to benefit the Industry In Michi­
gan representations were made by United 
States citizens at Washington to the Gov­
ernment there (of which the Hon. J. t». 
Blaine was the leading member) with a 
view to securing a modification of the ex­
port duty charged by Canada on saw logs. 
This was successfully accomplished when 
the United States Government reduced the 
duty on sawn lumber to 81 per thousand, 
and an order-tn-connetl was passed In Ot­
tawa withdrawing the export duty on saw- 
logs. Subsequently the United States Gov­
ernment, under a Democratic administra­
tion, removed the 81 duty and pnt lumber 
on the free Hst under the Wilson bill. 
These then were the conditions that exist­
ed—free logs and free lumber—tor four or 
five years.

A sale of timber licenses was made In

Conductor, and Brnkemen of Roads
Entering Pittsburg Dissatisfied.
Pittsburg, Sept. 21.—The Post to-day 

raya that for some time past rumors of a 
big railroad strike have been circulated, 
but nothing definite could be learned until 
yesterday, when It developed that the con­
ductors and braketnen of the roads entering 
Pittsburg want to be placed on an equal­
ity with their brethren in other parts of 
the country. To accomplish this object 
these two branches of the Brotherhood of, 
Railway Trainmen yesterday presented to 
the officials of all railroads entering this 
City a scale of wages. An answer Is re­
quested within 30 days. The demand calls 
for a 10-hour day, with extra for every 
hour put in beyond that. The rate of wages 
asked Is as follows:

Day conductors 82.75, day brakemen 82.50, 
night yard conductor» 82.00, night yard 
brakemen 82.70. Extra, per hour, day con­
ductors 27% cents, day brakemen 25 cento, 
night conductors 29 cents, night brakemen 
27 cents.

The present wages are based on a 12- 
hour day. It Is claimed by the men that 
the rate asked by them Is paid In Chicago, 
Cleveland, Youngstown end other 
ern cities.

With this knowledge the residents of 
Eastern Michigan made representations at 
Washington during the discussion of the 
Dlngley Mil (when It was evident that un­
der a Republican adminlatratlon a duty on 
lumber or a protective tariff was to be en­
acted) to prevent Canadians resuming the 
old condition of an export duty on saw 
logs equivalent to the Import duty on Inm 
her. It was suggested that this could be 
prevented bf inserting a clause In the Dlng­
ley bill which would make the duty 84 In­
stead of 82 on any country (and Canada 
Is the only country) charging an export 
dnty on sawlogs.

Therefore, having a desire to Interfere as 
little os possible with conditions of trade 
in other parts of the country, the people 
of Western Ontario, feeling that the Indus­
try In their own towns was being destroy­
ed, asked the Ontario Government that 
regulations should be passed by which the 
cutting of timber under licenses should ne 
restricted to sawlogs manufactured In Oan-

Fnrtber, at a meeting of the Lumber­
men’s Association of Ontario which re­
presented not only Canadian lumbermen 
with mills in Canada, but also some Amcri- 

wlth mills In Canada, and 
some American lumbermen whose 
were In Michigan, and Canadians 
were interested In the manufacture of lum­
ber In Michigan mills—all taking part, it 
was agreed as a peace-offering that a reso­
lution should pass unanimously, that the 
lumbermen, no matter where they were In­
terested, would agree to free logs being 
taken from Canada upon the admission of 
manufactured lumber Into the U.S. free 
of dnty.

Any other proposition would not be as­
sented to, end It waa with some reluctance 
that a portion of the Canadian Interest 
agreed eveh to that, as there Is a very 
strong feeling amongst lumbermen that 
there has been a great over-estimate of 
the pine resources of Ontario, Therefore, 
any modifications of the present regula­
tions would provoke resentment on the 
part of the employes In the different In­
dustries in Western Ontario, for, If condi­
tions are snch that the logs can be taken 
to Michigan, and the products of the logs 
sent back Into Canada for consumption, 
the Industry of onr towns on the Geor­
gian Bay will be destroyed ; and, owing to 
larger markets In the Ü.S., greater sort­
ing enables special kinds of lumber to be 
thrown upon the Canadian market to the 
Injury of local Industrie».

Therefore, the lumbering Interests of On­
tario approve the legislation and, Order- 
ln-Oonnell adopted by the Ontario Adminis­
tration In 1897, due regard having been 
riven to all interests with a season’s no­
tice that It would be enforced. This Is 
equivalent to the notice given to a license 
holder that the territory covered by his 
“cense Is required for settlement or other 
Purposes.

Landlord and Tefiafit Act.
Chief Jnotice Meredith at the Assizes 

yesterday gave some Interesting rol­
lings on the Landlord and Tenant Act 
in the case of .Dutton v. Wilkinson. The 
defendant’s bailiff, under a warrant direct­
ing him to seize the goods of the tenant, J. 
J. Dutton, for rent in arrears of No. 440 
Qneen-street west, Toronto, seized a num­
ber of articles, such as bed and bedding 
and furniture, which ordinarily come with­
in the dess of exempted articles set out 
in the Execution Act. The plaintiff, who 
Is the wife of the tenant, claimed to own 
these goods, and claimed that they were 
exempted from seizure for her benefit on 
the ground of the articles being In ordin­
ary use by the tenant and his family. No 
offer was made, as the learned judge found, 
by either the tenant or the plaintiff to 
give up possession of the premises. The 
learned Chief Justice held that the exemp­
tions provided for by the Landlord and 
Tenant Act applied oui j to goods and chat­
tels owned by the tenant himself, and were 
not for the benefit of any other owner of 
that class of property. He came to this 
opinion on the reading of the whole act, 
and stated that no 
the act would make 
of the act, which pro 
possession, etc., consistent with each other. 
After the Judge had expressed his opinion, 
and had stated that in any case be would 
not value the good» at more than 835, al­
though 81000 damages had been demanded, 
the defendants stated that the goods, Whlflh 
had never been sold by the bailiff, were of 
no value to them, and they were willing 
to give them back to the plaintiff, as the 
plaintiff had left the premises.

His reference to them was very 
Indefinite and unsatisfactory- The time 
has arrived for the making of an accur­
ate survey of the arable lands of the 
Dominion, wherever situated. Cana­
dians themselves have no definite- 
knowledge of the extent of these lands. 
All they know is that “tire Canadian 
Northwest could easily supply the 
world with wheat” and such like exag­
gerations.

While Sir Wm. Orookes argues that 
there may be a shortage of wheat in 
1931 he shows -how science may Inter­
vene to prevent such a dire calamity- 
By the use of nitrogen ns a fertilizer 
the average yield of wheat lends may 
be increased to thirty bushels an acre. 
The problem that science has to solve 
is the artificial production of fixed 
nitrogen at a cost that wSl permit of 
its use as a fertilizer. Sir Wm- Crookes 
says the problem has been practically 
solved. The theory has been unfolded, 
all that remains is to apply the theory 
in a commercial way. The atmosphere, 
as everyone knows, contains inexhaust­
ible stores of nitrogen. By passing 8 
strong induction current between ter­
minals the air takes fire and continues 
to burn with a powerful flame, produc­
ing nitrous and nitric adds. Blec- 
tridty, in short, is to produce the fer­
tilizer of the future.

occasion suggested that the Govern­
ment should make a special survey of 
the wheat lands of the Domdnécm, show­
ing their location, their possible fer­
tility and their extent. All anyone 
seems to know in regard to the wheat 
fields of Western Oanada is that they 
are “inimitable,” “immense” and “cap­
able of feeding the world.” It is time 
that these general and indefinite esti­
mates were reduced to definite and 
trustworthy statements. An accurate 
estimate of the extent of our wheat 
fields would have been of great value 
to Sir Wm. Crookes, President of the 
British Association for the Advance­
ment of Science, on the occasion of the 
delivery of -his inaugural address at 
Bristol the other day. The fiist half of 
hns address related to the world's wheat 
production. His argument was to the 
effect that the possible wheat lands of 
the world were being rapidly taken, up, 
that they would soon all be exhausted, 
while the consumption of wheat was 
increasing very rapidly. According to 
figures adduced by the learned scientist 
by the year 1931 it will not be possible 
under the present methods of cultivating 
wheat to produce as much as the world 
will need. This would have been an ex­
cellent opportunity to present to the 
world Canada’s undeveloped resources 
as a wheat growing country, but Sir 
Wm- Crookes seems to have had no 
authentic information in regard to Can­
ada’s possibilities in this respect. All 
the wheat producing countries of Ihe 
world were referred to and their possi­
bilities detailed with more or less ac­
curacy. It is a pity that the Pres'de :t

The subject was treated with a certain de­
gree of pleasantry at first, hut It has end­
ed by engrossing the serious attention not 
only of the Synod, but of «'large section 
of the country as well. Dr. Williams has 
started a stone rolling which may travel 
far before It stops.

In the first place, what are the exact 
facts upon which Dr. Williams' bases his 
conclusions? Owing to the Immense 
amount of labor Involved In the compilation 
of the births, marriages and deaths reports 
for the province,cire public Is always a mat­
ter of from one to two years behind time 
with regard to Information. Taking the 
report for 1896, accordingly, as practically 
the latest to hand; It th. we the birth rate 
per thousand for the whole province to 
have been 26.7—Che ratio being 21.2 for 
the cities and 20.5 for the rural population, 
with a general marriage rate of 6.5. This 
is a distinct advance upon 1894 and 1895. 

; In 1898 It was 21.7, but In 1802 again It 
had dropped back to 20.8. As a matter 
therefore, of the Immediate present, the 
■tete of affairs Is . not, after all, so alnrm- 

i lng, notwithstanding the fact that the de­
cennial census shows a visible decrease In 
the ratio. Compared with the European 
countries, the rate Is noticeably low. Eng­
land and Scotland bad a birth rate for 
1895 of 80.4; Ireland had a rate of 23.2; 
Belgium 28.5, and France 21.9.

What the Doctor Meant.
Dr. Williams’ motion was slmed original­

ly at certain alleged Immoral tendencies 
1 In marriage at the present day, but he 
mentioned Incidentally that a possible cause 

I of the poop showing of Ontario might be 
attributed to a lax administration of the 
registration law.

Mf was the opinion of Dr. Macdon­
ald that Canadian women were being con­
taminated not only by the Indecent adver­
tising bnt by actual agents of these Ameri­
can concerns, who are systematically sta­
tioned In the Canadian cities. Dr. Macdon­
ald accounted for the low birth rate on 
several grounds. Registration was undoubt­
edly defective. The Immoral Uvea of men 
was another reason. As for the evil aimed 
at by Dr. Williams it waa an existing one 
at any rate, and tended seriously to Impair 
the physcal perfection of Canadian women.

Disagrees With Synod.
Dr. Riordan could not agree with the 

Synod for an Instant. He would not think 
of accounting for the decrease In the num­
ber of birth* on any such grounds. If 
the Synod had resolved to take action on 
the case either In the United States or 
France, It would have been all right.

A Startling Change.
Dr. Williams, however, propounds a more 

strions reason for the decrease than any 
mere Inefficiency of the Registration Act. 
He believes it due "to causes over which 
persons have absolute control, Involving 
grave moral Issues, and even such questions 
ns ultimate murder." Dr. Williams backed 
up h'e statement with letters from various 
gentlemen of position throughout the pro­
vince—all confirming his view In the most 
emphatic language. It Is becoming a cur­
rent creed of married women, they eav. 
that the rearing of children la. too heavy 
a burden, and the highest function of wo­
manhood—maternity—Is thus being sacri­
ficed to mere personal convenience.

True Cause Suggested.
While It Is undoubtedly true to a certain 

extent that the prevention of conception, 
caused by Increasing civilization, Is ac­
countable for a general decrease In birth 
rates, far greater prominence Is being af­
forded to this one aspect of the case, In 
the Instance of Ontario; than the occasion 
actually warrant*. It Is a common mistake 
to assign to a single reason what Is la real­
ity the result of a variety of causes. The 
low birth rate of Ontario is probably to be 
explained on economic grounds, which are 
far less humiliating to the general sense 
of marital morality. The urbanizing ten­
dency at work in Ontario, creating, us It 
does. In the physical man cdkdltlons tend­
ing to a lessening of the procreative func­
tions, is possibly to be held In part, re­
sponsible. And, In view of the statement 
of English statistician* that the highest 
birth rates occur In urban and mining, and 
the lowest In agricultural districts, It Is 
manifestly unfair to contrast Ontario with 
the densely populated countries of the Old 
World. At the same time, Ontario has 
been settled.long enough to have tost the 
stimulus to an Increased birth rate Im­
parted by the Immigration of a young bnt 
vigorous population, and la now, In fact, 
transmitting that stimulus tp„.other and 
newer provinces, or the outlying portion 
of her own territory. Thus Algoma Is In­
creasing by births alone it the rate of 
30.8 per thousand yearly ; Hallburton at the 
rate of 32.5, and Muakoka at the rate of 
28.8, while Peel, Northumberland aud 
Lincoln—all old counties—have sunk to 16.3, 
166 and 16.3 respectively. The most com­
mon-sense view to take of .the whole ques­
tion seems to be that the hard times of 
the last few years should be blamed for 
the falling off. In this or a similar direc­
tion the true solution of the problem Is 
perhaps to be sought.

Take a Broader View.
It has become a truism that the rate 

of marriage In a country depends upon the 
price of wheat, and general financial con­
ditions of that country. From this stand­
point the prosperity of the last year and 
a half may share with the better registra­
tion facilities the honor of the Improved 
birth rate. The trouble with the Anglican 
Synod appears to be that It Is reducing a 
very wide question to exceedingly narrow 
dimensions. Its action will be misleading 
In Its tendencies. The evil that It con­
demns Is reel and mast be combated, bnt

The Copper Market.
The Mining Journal, London, in its issue 

Of the 2nd inst., makes the following In­
teresting remarks upon the copper market:

“This market Is affected by consider­
able manipulation, and some of the Ameri­
can producers, whose vocation really ie to 
se|l large quantities of copper to Europe 
(the United States being at the beet only 

L consumer» of part of their own produc­
tion), have lately not only retrained from 
selling their own staff, bat hive gone on 
baying copper here In the open market, 
with the view of Improving prices and 
eventually getting the European buyers to 
pay them for their American copper higher 
prices than those that have been ruling; 
from this It will be seem that the position 

L k to a great extent artificial. Although 
’ this has np to the present Improved prices 

with ns, there is among dealers and con- 
L snmero shaken confidence, and we have to 

expect that one of these days theee pur­
chases will cense and be followed by heavy 
sales of American material. Already, dur­
ing the last few diyfii, somewhat cheaper 
offers have come from America, while the 
supply of copper from other quarters has 

The majority of 
consumers In Europe are well supplied for 
some time, even until the end of the pres­
ent year, and there has certainly been In 
Europe some decline In the consumption, 
as can be seen from the following figures: 
The deliveries! from June until the end of 
Aognst thle year were 53,712 tons, against 
69,724 tons for the same period last 
showing a deficiency of over 6000 tons for 
the three months. At the same time, It Is 
well known that there Is more copper lying 
In consumers' warehouses, and at railway 
stations now than there wae this time last 

i year. Taking all these facts into considera­
tion, and .bearing In mind -that the bulk 
of copper produced gives to the producer 
an enormous profit. It is not astonishing 
that people prefer to leave the article alone 
under present circumstances and at present

Henry A. King & Co., 12 King-street east, 
received the following despatch to-day from 
Chicago ;

Wheat—Displayed considerable antlvlty 
early to-day. Conditions and news this 
moralng were quite similar to yesterday's 
early factors, though the strength was less 
marked. English cables were strong nnd 
higher for both spot and futures, and, while 
the weather In the Northwest could hardly 
have been exceeded, deliveries from first 
hands were again light.

as soon as the disposition shown by shorts 
to cover became noticeable, there were 
many local orders on this side, but the 
largest purrbnses seemed to be In the na­
ture of short covering. Barlv advices show­
ed no abatement of the active demand for 
cosh wheat nt Duluth, but at Minneapolis 
the millers evince some tendency to hold off. 
Export enquiry nt sen boar,I was large, 
most of the buyers seeming to represent the 
United Kingdom, while the two principal 
markets on the Continent were higher. 
There was qnlte a desire among holders 
here to take profits, and some of the minor 
news later In the day was a trifle beariab. 
Llverpoofl failed to retain all of the early 
advance, i Clearances small, 282,000 bush­
els. and primary receipts large, about 1.- 
350,000 bnshels, a trifle less than last year 
and manv of the lecai traders convinced 
themselves that the continuous advance of 
the market would warrant taking the oppo­
site side for a turn.
