Mr. Dun-
stan, manager of the company,
informed sgne of fhgse who have
‘phones in this district that it
had been decided several weeks
ago to erect a station in the vi-
cinity of Lee-avenue ang Queen-
street, which is the central point
for the district. The idea will
be to give the exchange the same
connection as have the north and
Parkdale stations. The yearly
fee will cover all local and city
connections. Mr. Dunstan stat-
ed that the district along the
lake front and the north was
filling up so rapidly that the
exchange was now absolutely
necesgary. Mr. De Laplante was
given to understand that work
on the exchange would be com-
menced within a fe wweeks. The
present charge for ‘a business
phorie in East Toronto is-$125.
It is understood that 'thls
rate will be cut in hnif when
the mew exchange is opened
and that private 'phones “’”i
be reduced in progortion
This announcement of the com-.

People Are Arocused.

East Toronto is keenly aroused over |

the situation. Copies of The World
containing stories on the telephone war
were in eager demand in East Toronto,
and the adjoining towns yesterday, to
say nothing of the big demand in the
rural districts.

K. F. Dunstan, manager of the Bell
Company, confirmed to The World
last night that the company had the
establishment of an eastern exchange
under consideration for some weeks,
and it might be that the matter would
be decided in a few days. It was
now quite plain what was the best
thing to do, he said. The proposed
exchange would serve such places as
Little York, Kew Beach, Balmy Beach
and Norway. These places have no in-
dustries, and the district is a large aqne
with houses well scattered, so that {he
difficulties of extending the system
would be greater than in a place like
Toronto Junction, which is a compact
town and has numerous industries
that require telephones. It is only
now that the beaches are bunilding up,
tut many of the ‘people who require a
telephone ségvice are at the beaches
anly  part -ef the year, and there are
oiher difficullies to & overcome. How=
ever, @ representative of the company
has been sent over the ground. he =aid,
to report on the reanirements o ‘¥a
people, and how best to serve them
at the least possible cost.

The question of the cost under the
new system  would have to be consid-
ered ‘later. but it is the general im=
pression that the rates will be cut
square in two.

From the revenue account $114,244
has been carried to insurance reserve
account, $18,133 to accident insurance
reserve account and $40,000 to conting-
ent account, leaving a balance of reve-
nue to be carried to 1903 of $23.430.
During the past year 523 subscribers
were added, the total instruments now
in use being 48,481, in 877 exchanges
and 553 agencies. Two thousand six
hundred and fifty-five miles were added
in 1902 to the long distance system,
of which 1042 are in the Ontario de-
partment, 1240 in the eastern, and 373
in the northwestern department.

The total long distance miles of wire
now operated is 26,848 miles.

The total receipts for the year were
£2,083,134, and the expenses $1.580,851.

SCENE PRESENTED IN CROWDED COURTROOM AT WHITEVALE

Farewell, as he looked over the crowd-
ed hall in the>village at 1 o’clock this
afternoon, and the climax of the- tele-
phone war had been recached. Ma-
gistrate Davidson had called in to sit
with him in the sensational case Ma-
gistrate Parker of Dunbarton. All
parts of Ontdrio County were repre-
sented by tha 300 people. present, most
of them the most prominent residents
of the' rural district. "The. trial will
be concluded to-day.
been reserved for wives and daugh-
ters,. and perhaps 50- ladies occupied
that space. As the Crown, representa-
tive arose he was. greetéd - with. sup-
pressed applause. Not a seat .was
vacant, and even the steps of the ros
trum, where sat the court, were filled
with interested individuals. :

Among the prominent citizens from
the rural district were: .Dr Fish, Frank
Gleeson, Michael Gleeson, John White,
Donald Beaton, Alpheus Hoover, R J
Green, Dr Eastwood:. Among the Bell
were Special Agent Scott of
Toronto, Agent Mason of Markham
and District Agent Stringer. These
three had arrived in response to sub-

poenas. Two hours biufore court con=-
vened the hall was well filled. The
caretaker was finally forced to admit
the overflow to the gallery from the
hall proper. The liveliest discussion
preceded . the convening of court, all
bearing on the relative merits of the
case.

Represented the President.

When the ‘constable called “Charles
F. Sise!” in response to the warning of
the Crown Attorney, Lynch Staunton,
K. ., of Hamiltor, announced that
he would appear for the defendant. Jt
was then certain that the president
of the Bell Company would not be pre-
sent in person., There was some dis-
appointment marnifested  among  the
crowd, but, if they .magined they were

agernts

inot to witness.-an animated skirmish,

they were mistaken. Almost the first
words from the legal rénresentative of
the Bell 'indicated that there was to
be a spirited fight.

“Yes, I represent President Sise, but
understand, we don’t admit the juris-
diction of the court. but merely ap-
pear in response to the summons, and
for—well, what may happen,” and
the Bell lawyer smiled as he sat down.

Crown Attorney Farewell appeared
in his most genial mood, and gently
suggested that he hoped the trial would
be pushed forward at once on its
merits. Mr. Lynch-Staunton seemed
to be in equally fine fettle, and re-
plied in a very jaunty air to the
Crown Attorney’s sally. Each gentle-
man appeared to ‘think he carried a
surprise for the other, and cach seem-
ed to be trying to figure out just what
the other was contemplating. The
surprises wefre not slow in developing,
and they were of ‘a sufficientiy start-

ling character to satisfy everyone pre-

sent. Crown Attorney Farewell drop-
ped his first bombshell into the Bell
camp, when Mr, Lynch-Staunton ob-
jected to any hearsay evidence touch-
ing the Zamous contract on ‘which
the criminal complaint is based,
Contract Produced.

“Oh. that needn’t bother you, for we
have the contract here itself,”” and he
slowly exhibited a legal-looking docu-
ment to the astonished Bell people.
They evidently had not expected any-
thing of the¢ kind. The counsel asked
to see it, as if doubting its genuineness,
and. with Special Agent Scott., Mr.
Lynch-Staunton carefullf inspected the
contract. » As if satisfied’ with the sen-
sation the display of the instrument
had caustd. the Crown Attorney bus-
ied himself with his papers while there
were murmurs of surprise all over the
room.

As a preliminary the complaint was
read: It charged criminal conspiracy
in \that the Bell president had -on-
spired with the C.P.R. officials to. re-
strict trade in that part of Ontario
County by entering into an exclusive
contract for the use of all railway
stations, the same being in viclation of
section D520 of the criminal code. Mr.
Farewell was very deliberate in his
manner, and was followed clogely by
the crowd in the room. Then he lLe
gan the people’s side of the case, and
the vigor with which he prosecutad
elicited applause at frequent inter-
vals. Not a single point escaped nim,
and tho he was confronted with some
unwilling witnesses, he drew out link
by link the remarkable conspiracy
against the equal rights of the people
of Canada.

In some instances he was forced to
resort to some clever tr.cks. and
eral times the opposition protested.,and
Dr. Eastwood even appealed to the
court to relieve him from the painful
necessity of making public his rela-
tion with the Bell monopoly, but the
Crown Attorney would not be balked.
As one after another of the startling
features of the cas were dev~loped
the murmur gradually increased to a
roar, until at one time the
very considerable.

into the box and swore that he is
the person who asked Special Agent
Scott and was given a point blank
refusal.

At the same time Mr. Farewell show=~
ed that the shippers around Clare
mont have telephonic connection ywith
the C(.P.R. station there, and he ex-
pressed indignation that one part of
the county should not have the same
rights granted other portions by pub=
lic carriers.

But the most striking feature of the
dramatic situation came when the
famous contract excluding from the
railroad stations of ("anada all but Bell
telephones was introduced and made a

part of the-exhibit. There were hisses
and ratwlle\ the clause -as
read, which gave the Bell the monopoly
which they have used for the petty
annoyvance of the rural section here-
abouts. The Bell had given their con-
sent for a phone at Claremont to Dr.

He would
also consent to eight more poles be-
ing erected at the northern end of
Brunswick-avenue, and. recommends
that the permission be granted. Mr.
Rust also recommends that the com-
pany be allowed to construct an area
under the sidewalk and part of the
roadway on the south side of Temper-
ance-street, but the city reserves the
right to enter the area if necessary,
and the company must pay rental.

STATE-OWNED EXPRESS.
Editor World: Does the pro-
posed state ownership of rail-
ways embrace the express busi-
ness dére on them? 1Is an ex-
press company's tarjff subject to
government revision, as are rail"
way rates at present? ¢
A few days ago I sent a small®
fcx terrier Jdog from South Park-
dale to Eastwood, a distance of
iess than eighty miles. The ex-
press company’'s charge was one
c¢ellar and a half. ‘r'he railway’s
charge for carrying a man over
the distance is less than two and
a hall. Den’t you think this an
entirely indefensible extortion,
and one affording an argument
in favor of state ownership?
Two cents a mile on a little dog,
squatting on bare boards' Think
of it! It ig the very tariff you
are trying, I think, to introduce
in the case of bipeds travelling
by rail on plush cushions; with
steam - heating; boys selling
things you never want: a man to
shout the mext station in inar-
ticulate tones, and other luxur-
ies thrown in. I once bad oc-
casion to uamask the abominable
charges of the American Ex-
press Company in Canada. You
can tell me, perhaps, if this ‘is
l'hn. same old company? If so
its charges smell no sweeter un.,
der another mame. 1 think it
must still be an American com-
pany, because I wrote to the man-
ager on the subject some days
ago, and have received no ans-
wer. He has probably referred my
complaint to New York, and so

The state parcel express service in
connection with the postoffices of
European countries is done with great-
er efficiency and for less than a third
of the cost by private companies in
Canada or the United States. By an
arrangement recently made between
the British postoffice and United States
express companies (all private com-
panies) the parcels of the British post-
office destined for places in the States
are carried by these companies for
much less charge than they are carry-
ing similar parcels from New York to
the same places. The Englishman,
with a parcel post at home, gets bene-
fits in the States that even the United
States citizen does mnot enjoy. The
state express system at home gets it
for him abroad!

One of the crying needs of Canada,
of this country of long distances, is
the extension of our parcel post ser-
vice on the lines of the postal express
system of Great Britain and Germany.
And we would have had it long ago
but for one reason. And do you know
‘what that reason is? It is this: That
the nation having c;'eated great rail-
way companies in this country and
having allowed large express interests
to grow up with the Grand Trunk and
the Canadian Pacific, these railways
and their friends can, and do, every
time a proposal is made in parliament
tc extend the parcel post system of the
postoffice, begin to work in their well-
known ways to “gqueer,” or, as they
say nowadays, to “Knock” the proposi-
ticn. Sometimes it is said that it is
the small storekeepers of the country
who are opposed to the extension of
the parcel post system, and, as a
matter of fact, this is so, but their

| opposition is as nothing to the oppo-

sition that the great railway com-
panies can bring forward whenever an
attempt is made to give Canada a
parcel post delivery system approach-
ing that of Great Britain and Ger-
many. Here's where the deadly free
pass gets in its work,

It is a short step from postal ex-
press to postal telegraphs and tele-
phcnes. The real block in the way
to-day of public owned telephones and
telegraphs is private interests and the
political influence that private interest
owning telegraphs and telephones has
on the parliament of Canada, working
on exactly the same lines,as the ex-
press companies. But we wish to

PROVINCIAL RIGHTS AND NIAGARA
POWER,

There was no justification for the
insertion in the chartering act of the
Toronto and Niagara Power Company
of a declaration that the works were/
for the general advantage of Canada.
They were inserted simply to give an
excuse for going to Ottawa for legis-
lation. The British North America
Act gives exclusive Provincial control
over local works and undertakings, ex-
cept ‘“‘such works as, altho wholly
situate within the Province, €re before
or after their execution, declared by
the parliament of Canada to be for the
general advantage of (anada.” ' This
exception was intended to cover the
case of bona-fide Dominion works,
such as railways traversing two or{
more provinces. There is no pretence
that Niagara power is to be sold in‘
the Province of Quebec, which is not|
only hundreds of miles away, but has|
plenty of waterpower of its own.

The authority given to the Dominijon
parliament is a very farreaching one, |
and might be used, or rather abused,!
so as to impair very seriously Provin-
cial and municipal control over local
works. How far that has becn done
in the present case is a question for|
lawyers to determine., One opinion is!

that, as the act is a private act, it!
doeg not affect the rights of persons |

or bodies not named, and, therefore,]
does not affect the municipal rights
of Toronto.

But” the most important question is
not legal, but pol 1, in the larger
sense. The declaration that local
works are for the benefit of Canada
is liable to grave abuse. It may im-
pair Provincial or municipal rights;
it may, at least, create doubt and
confusion, and render it difficult for:
the people and the municipalities to
ascertain their rights. It ought never
to be inserted in any bill, public or!
private, without the consent of the
Minister of Justice, and he ought to|
make sure that it is inserted for a
proper purpose, that the work is reallyI
a Dominion work, and that the ob-|
ject is not merely to evade Provin-
cial or municipal control.

Above all, the Attorney-General of
Ontario and his colleagues ought to
watch Dominion Ilegislation, and see
that local rights are not invaded, or
local concerns removed from local con-
trol, either by this ‘“general advant-
age” clause, or by any other means.|
If Provincial rights are of any va]ue,;
it_surely must be for the protectidn;
of interests of this kind. Provincial
control is far better, in the public in-|
terest, than federal control. It is easier
for the people of Ontario to keep their
own members in line than to exercise
the same supervision over a -parlia-
ment, in which every part of the Do-
minion is represented. |

HARCOURT TO PETERSON,

p— :

In reply to the charge that the On~
tario Education Department is troubled
with provineialism in the appointing
of specialists to Ontario High Schools,
Hon. Richard Harcourt has addressed
a letter to Principal Peterson of Mcr
Gill in which he quotes regulation 74
relating to certificates for specialists.
He says :

“Any person who is a graduate in
arts of any university in British- Do~
minions, and who will be 18 years of
age before the close of the college year,
may be admitted as teacher in training

(to the Ontario Normal College) on ap- |
plication to the Minister on or before

the 15th of.:September.
“There is no discrimination here

against McGill, and the charge of pro=

yincialism is unfounded.

“Certificates giving specialist stand-
ing in certain departmentg (Classics,
Mathematics, Science, etc.), are grant-
ed to graduates who, during rheir
university career, have pursued courses
and reached a standing therein ap-
proved by the Minister of Fducation.

“By arrangements with the Minister
of Education, Toronto, Trinity, »ec-
Master and Queen’'s Universities have
framed honor courses which are ac-
cepted for special standing. MecGill
has not made representations to ihe
Education Department seeking to have
any of its honor courses similarly ac-
cepted.

“A special case from McGill was
presented to the Minister of Education
for recognition of specialist’s rank.
This graduates honor course did not
cover the work prescribed for special-
ists’ standing in any course, and the
application was refused. -In this case
McGill was asking for recognition,
which could not be granted to Ontario
Universities.

“The Education Department has ac-

cepted MecGill degrees and Me-
Gill* graduates are teaching in our
High Schools, both as specialists and
ordinary assistants. -1t is true the
number is small, but the cause is prob-~
ably that where students go from On-
tario to MeceGill they go for special
training in applied Science and Medi-
cine, rather than to pursue the Arts
course.”
“Mr. Harcourt intimates his willing=
ness to hold a conference as to the ac-
ceptability of MecGill courses for spe-
clalists. “McGill i8 very strong in
he said, “and it would not
take two minutes to arrange for stand-
ing in that.”

THE COAL DUTY,
—

Editor World : . There is an effort
being made by some Canadians short
of information and quite possibly aid-
ed by some coal producers in the Unit-
ed States to have the Canadian duty
on coal removed. A few days after
the Canadian duty was put on an im-
porter of coal showed me a letter just
received from a coal producer in the
United States of whom he purchased,
and in which he agreed to make a
reduction equal to the duty that had
been levied. In this way the United
States coal producer indirectly paid ths
coal tax into the Canadian treasury.
Take off the duty and the Canadian
has to pay the coal tax indirectly in-
to the revenue thru other taxes.

Experience teaches that removing
the duty very often does not reduce
the consumer. Another
example—when the duty on apple
trees was reduced on the plea of help~
ing the farmers a well-known importer
thereof made no reduction in the price
and pocketed the duty about $105—
which the farmers and other produck
ers had to pay in some other way to
furnish the revenue required by gov-
ernment.

In the same way it will be strangea if
the sum of the ‘“‘preference’” reduction.
of duty on the goods imported from
‘Britain does not go into the pockets of
the importers. And it is certain that
what does not go into their pockets
goes into the pockets of the British
manufacturers—out of whose pocket
does it come? It comes out of the
wage earners in Canada, thru iower
wages, and out of the pockets of the
stockholders in the industries when
the wage earners toil until the losses
swallow up their capital in pank-
ru.ntt-_\', And in this way hundreds of
millions have been lost in Canada by
low duties and preference tariff. And
a corresponding amount is lost by the
farmers in the loss of home market
and reduction of price for their farm
products.

and sold them in your several locali
ties to the highest bidders, irrespec-
tive of what we could afford to. pay,
being guided by the bacon market or
the world.

As It is in Denmark.

In the Kingdom ef Denmark, the
farmer delivers his hogs to his own
factory, -receiving-- about 70 -per cent.
of their value, and allowing the" bal-
ance for working expenses. At the
end of six months, he recelves,. pro
rata, per head, whatever profits may
have begn realized. This is the only
true co-operative principle’ to ' bring
Batisfactory rerults to organizaiions of
this kind, and so continue them along
ineffaceable lincs in- the Iinterests of
the small shareholders. During. : the
existence of this and one or two other
cop-operative packing compani¢s, the
Canadian farmers generally have .re-
ceived ?or their hogs in the neigh-
borhood of 7 cents a hundred, while,
for five years previous the average

was about 4+.30.to 5 -cents. Indeed, at
the time or our organization, we could
have made a three-year contract with
the majority of ‘the shareholders for
their live hogs at 0 cents.”

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Law That Excludes Canadian Store
Cattle From Britain an
| Unfair One,

|LOSSES IN DEAD MEAT TRALE

| Wkat Canada Would Gain by the

| Removal

of the

Embargo,

i In connection with the action of the
British parliament’ in refusing to re-
peal the law excluding Canadian store
cattle from British markets, a brier
history of the embargo and its effects
may be given.. The following sum-
mary is by W. Henderson of Perth-
shire, Scotland:.

Under existing law Canadian cattle
are only allowed to‘land at one port—
Glasgow in Scotland-fand . three or
four ports in Englahd, London and
Liverpool 'being by far the most im-
portanf. At these ports within ten
days of arrival the cattle have to be
slaughtered. 'As a result of these con-
ditions- the - buyers are ‘confined to a
few butchers in the vicinity of the
ports, who in cases of large arrivals,
have only to “lie off” till near the end
of the short perjod of grace to have
'the fixing of the ‘price practically in
their own hands. :

For a‘considerable time Canada snd
the United States have had this :nar-

ket, such .as it fs, entirely ‘to' thems=
seilves, Argentine live cattle having

beeri entifely excludéd on account or ! of which the diocese has had a reason- !

serious and protracted outbreaks of
foot dnd mouth diseade. A few weeks
ago live cattle from -Argentina and
Uruguay were readmitted, €0 that an
adaitional competitor with an  enor-
mous  cattle. population, stated to #x-
ceed over 25 milions, will, have to be
reckoned with in this restricted mar:
ket. vy ]

Prior to 1892 Canadian cattle were
allowed to land at any port in Scct-
land or England. From thence they
were taken to markets ~ thruout the
country and exposed for sale to ail
the butchers and farfiiérs. who eagsrly
sought them. Under these conditions
| the buyers would ‘prnl)abl)’ exceed by
' 100 to 1 the present number.

Not PleurowPmeumonia,

In 1892 pleurg-pneumonia was alleg- '

ed to have been discovered in .one or
two Canadian -cattle, and on this ac-
count. they" were "temporarily exclud-
ed. Now, -however, it has been abun-
dantly proved,-and admitted on all
hands, that this diagnosis was incor--
rect. . Since 1892 over a milllon Cana~
dian -cattié have 'been slaughtered in
Great ‘Britain and not a trace of any
contagious disease has been found in
a single case.

In the. belief, however, .that disease
had actually been proved to exist
among Canadian cattle, parliament, in
1896, passed a most unjustifiable act
permanently excluding these anivals
from the privilege of free entry into
Great Britain,

Cver since, a large. section of the
community has been loudly protesting
againct the injustice so wantonly in-
flicted on the mutual interests of Can-
ada. and the British public. A great
impetus has been given to this agi-
tation by the” proposal, now accom-
plished, to 1eadmit Argentine cattie,
and, an arganization has been formed
called “The Canadian Cattle I'mporta~
tion Association of Great Britain”
composed of consumers. (8 millions of
whom have already directly petitioned
pa-liament for the removal of the
embargo), farmers, butchers and all the
other various interests, railway, ship-
ping, etc.

Dead Meat Trade,

This association heéld a conference
in London on'23rd October, 1902, with=
our members of parliament, at which
the following regolution was unaui-
mously carried: *‘“That this conference
is unanimously of opinion that . the
