When John Jackson, F.R.G.S., organi-
zing secretary-to the Mission to Le-
pers in India and the east, who spoké
in the city churches yesterday, gaw
five heaithy children m the arms and
clinging to 'the knees ,or:..two l_eprous
mothers he was irresistibly remindad
of Mrs. Browning's lines:

“Do ye hear the children weeping, O
my brothers, ere the sorrow comes;
. with years? ¢ e
They are leaning their young heads
against thewr mothers, and that
cannot stop their tears,”

The leper mission is working in co-
operation with all other missions, and
Wwith government recognition and sup-
port it is building asylums thru which
the missionaries of the various churches
assist by supervision in carrying on ths
work, There is a trust association ins
corporated for holding the property in
India, China and Japan. Mr, Jackson
has traveled all thru the India lepsr
districts and was honored by the Royal
Geographical Society for his work,

Leprosy at present,” said Mr. Jacke~
son to The World, “must bé regarded
as incurable. The bacillus has besn
identified, but. they have not been able
to develop it so as to discover any anti-
dote. Bacteriologists are experimenting
and hope to find a cure. The diseass
is certainly contagious within certain
limitations, owing to the absence of
sanitation and the low physique of tihe
natives. Fortunately, Europeans are
much less liable to it because of their|
more hygienic habits and greater nower
of resistance. ; &

“The experience of the sectety during |
thirty years of work clearly demon-
strates that it is not hereditary, It is,
of course, especially loathsome, ag the |
more prevalent type of the disease eats
away the fingers and the feet and fra- |
guently the features of the ¥ictims, The
non-hereditary character of the disease
gives value to the sogiety’s work in|
rescuing and educating the children of
the lepers. The mission has now fifteen
homes in India, especially for the un-
tainted children of leprous parents, ond
the cases which have developed the dis-
ease during the past twenty-five years
have been so few as to show clearly
that the disease is not due to hereditary .
transmission. .

How Lepers Are Cared for.

“The principal work of the soclety is'
the provision of asylums into which the
lepers are welcomed from their life of .
destitution. There are nearly.3000.Chris-
tian lepers, and the society i3 sup-
porting or benefiting 4000 others. The
value of the society's .work from a
public point of view is increasingly re-
cognized by the government of India,
which supplied two-thirds of the sost
of the last asylum opened. It is re-
cognized that what Lord Dufferin call-
ed the open sore of Imdia might bhe
healed thru voluntary mission agency, |
The Lieut.-Governor of Bengal visited'!
the society’'s largest mission at Perulia
and expressed great surprise and satis-
faction at finding 600 lepers and their
children so cheerful and contented,

‘“Within the last three months a
young man of means, Samuel Stokes
of Philadelphig, “has gone out at his
own charge, and is now studying the
disease and the language at the so-
ciety’s mission at Sabathu,”

;One of Mr. Jackson’s most interest-
ing experiénces in his 7000-mile tour in
India 'was a’ visit paid to Miss Mary

000 feet in view of her bungalow, Miss

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CANADA’S FIRST MOVE.

For venturing the suggestion that
Canada must take the initiative in ary
‘scheme for bringing Newfoundland
‘into the Dominion, Hon. A. B. Morine
4s being criticized in some arters.
The ungenerous theory is vanced
that Mr. Morine is putting Newfound-
land up at auction, the highest Bidder
to take the prize. ¢ s

Mr. Morine would not be true to ‘he
interests of the island if he failed to
‘endeavor to secure for it the best pos-
sible terms of confederation. He may
take this position without leaving him-
self open to the charge of consider-
ing the question on purely mercenary
grounds. The island of Newfoundland
is fairly well satisfied with its present
Visolated position. It is enjoying 2
somewhat unusual prosperity. It has
no dreams of vast commercial power
.or‘exalted position among the nations
of the earth. It is an island in the St.
Lawrence, inhabited by people 'who
have the traditional independence of
islanders, and who are prepared to
fight their own way in the world.

The people of Newfoundland would
be the last to confess dependence hy
throwing themselves at the Dominion
of Canada or any other sheltering
power. This does not mean that the
i island is hostile ta confederation with
o ‘Canada. On the contrary, there is
! every reason to believe that Newfound-
land appreciates the great benefits
that would follow political union and
1s rpady to take the step if approached
in the proper way.

The duty of taking the initiative is,
as Mr. Morine says, on the Dominion
i of Canada. And Canada can afford to
offer liberal terms. We have heard a
great deal of late years of Canada's
rise from the status of a colony to
the dignity of a nation. We have
heu;rd of our new responsibilities, of
g | our wider mission as one of the Dbui-
81 arks of the British Empire. Is all
Ll this talk cobwebs and moonshine, or

has Canada felt the thrili of a. new

national life? The attitude of the Do-
minion towards Newfoundland hardly
justifies the flattery that we are so
freely bestowing on ourselves. If Can-
ada is to remain a nation on the North
"~ American Continent, if she is to ‘work
‘out the part that has been assigned to
her as an important part of the Brit-
ish Empire, the acquisition of the
Island of Newfoundland is necessary
to the realization of this ambition.

The more Canada remains aloof, the
closed the United States will press its
suit.

His claims
would be entitled to freer recognition
if he used his opportunities to comn-
plete the great work that the fathers
of confederation left unfinished.

DON'F PARLEY WITH MONOPOLY.

Port Arthur and Fort William, by
establishing a municipal telephone
service, succeeded in lowering rates to
a point that practically drove the Dell
Telephone Co. out of business. The
City of Brantford now proposes to in-
stal a municipal system and in this
way supply the people with phones for
considerably less money than the Bell
monopoly has charged.

The Town of Peterboro has deprived
the Bell Telephone Co. of its exclusive
franchise and by enfranchising the
Canadian Machine Telephone Co. has
secured a telephone service at $15 a
year for residence phones and $25 for
husi.ness phones.

Municipal telephones and telephone
ccmpetition between private compan-
fes are the alternatives from which
victims of the Bell monopoly have to
choose, Against both of these alter:
natives towns and citigs hesitating over
the disposal of their telephone fran-
chises are warned by the Bell Tocle-
phone Co. and its friends. They are
told that municipal telephone systems
are a failure and that telephone com-
petition causes excessive rates. These
warnings will not stand examination
in the light of even the comparatively
few experiments that Ontario munici-
palities have made along the line of
freedom from ‘the Bell monopoly.
These experiments shoy that both mu-
nicipal telephones and telephone com-
petition lessen the cost of phones to
subscribers.

A municipal telephone  system is
vastly preferabley to telephone compe-
tition between private cempanies. But
telephone competition is preferable to
a telephone monopoly.

AMERICAN SETTLERS IN CANADA.

The Springfield Republican has a.
long article g;.llng with the movement
of American farmeérs fo Canada, and
based upon Mr. Porter's letters to The
World. The explanation given by the
American government agent interview-
ed by our correspondent is the skilful
advertising done by ‘the Canadian gov-
ernment. The Republican ‘says that
advertising alone cannot build up a
country, but that it must have helped.
Mr. Sifton advertised lavishly in the
small country weeklies thruout the
American west, using the names of
Canadian land companies.” The wer-
vices of professional American land-
boomers were also employed.

The Republican of course looks at
the matter from the American point
of view, and advises its government
to use all. legitimate: means of
neutralizing the Canadian advertising,
and of showing the advantages of un-
settled portions of the Wnited States.
It takes the very sensiblé view, how=
jever, that in sp far as the Ganadian
Northwest offers’ real ddvautages to
gettlers the economic forces will in
the end control the movement. Ad-
vertising and appeals to patrietism can
do nothing ultimately ‘to prevent -he
ratural development of the continent.
All it urges is that so long as the
United States contains land of excel-
lent quality—open . to settlement—it
should not be allowed to suffer from
migratory movements that are 1ill-ad-
vised or premature.

We do not know that a Canadian
could take any serious objection to the
Republican’s position. It1is not in the
interest of Canada, any more than of
the United States, that ‘“ill-advised or
!premature" movements should go of.
lCancdians feel sure that their country
is able on its own merits to attract
"hundreds of thousands- of _settlers,
Canada has suffered in the past not
' from over-advertising but from negiect
and ignorance.of its.obvious advant-
ages. The Republican says that efforts
lare being made to divert the stream
of sett’ement to the Lower Mississippi
valley and to Texas.

Professor Munsterberg of Havard has
just issued the first volume of ajnagnum
opus entitled In the Gérman vernacu-
lar “Die Amerikaner.” It is ‘an et-
tempt to do for the land of his na-
tivity what Alexis de Tocqueville did
for France and Prof. James' Bryce
more recently for the nations com-
monly called Anglo-Saxon: With much
of the contents of this volume Cana-
dians have only a.]casual interest.
Prof. Munsterberg has been fon a de-
cade on the Harvard staff,'has trayveled
extensively and coi';iig‘m_ cqﬁt;ct.witl!
many phases of United. States life. The
outcome of his expertence and obser-
vations is the'discovery:that the typi-
ééh"}tmeﬂc&n{’ is & bundle of para-
doxes.” “In the American nature,” he
remarks, “lles an almest inexplicable
mixture of rectitude nndfpresbm;gtgqua-
ness; of conscientioustiess and f'rfwﬂity,
of love of peace and aggressivemess.”
Had he extended his researches a
little further than he apparently has
done he would scarcely have placed
his alternatives on ‘such a baap;«! ap-
parent equality, but contented him=
self with pointing out that the first
series describes his subjects as they
represent themselves to be and the
second as what they really are—the
pfoportion of each heing much as
Falstaff’s bread was to his intolerable
deal of sack.

Canada, however, does not pase c¢n-
tirely without notice in' the Harvard
professor's purview of things cis-At-
lantic. In a very Teutonic manner he
discusses the Monroe Doctrine and
demolishes it in its South American
application in a thoroly satisfactory
and conclusive manner. But as a com-
pensation to his friends who are ~hus
summarily dispossesséd of the lower
hemisphere he is good enough to os-
sure them that the article familiarly
known as “Old Glory” will before very
long “wave from the Arctic Ocean to
the Isthmus.” It is at this point Prof.
Munsterberg’s trahscehdental hallu-
cination begins to exert its balefdl in-
fluence. ‘He has discovered that in
consequence of the acquisition of the
Philippines the United States’ “climatic
équmbrium' has been thrown out of
joint. Alaska, it seems, is not enough
in the Arctic line without the help of
“Our Lady of the Snows.” According-
ly he thinks it likely that “while the
annexation of the Philippines has
stretched American influence to the
tropical south, ‘the climatic equili-
brium of the United States will ‘very
soon be preserved thru an expansion
northwards into Western Canada.”
There is .no more to be said, but it is
éértainly a melancholy role which Prof.
Munsterberg assigns to our national
heritage. We have had some idea of
being born great and achieving etill
further greatness by the aid of our
own stout hearts and strong right
arms, but to be relegated to such a
service as rgstoring the climatic equili-
brium of our supercilious neighbors is
truly a sad business. But has the
professor considered the fearful effect
such an annexation might have on
the temperamental equilibrium of Lis
proteges? If he does not Canadians
will possibly apply a climatic theory
of their own to Herr Munsterberg’s
lucubrations.

The advantages they offer the munici-
palities are a maximum passenger rate
of two cents a mile, freight rates on
a basis of one-half of the present
schedule, and.very low rates for ex-
press matter. These, together with
frequency of passenger service, and
with the rapidity with which the freight
and express will be handled,with ampie
security for the money advanced, are
the inducements offered the municipali-
ties, and the property-holders of these
same municipalities will be asked to
ratify the bylaws when submitted,

The projectors of the enterprise have
already spent about $70,000'in prelinii-
nary work and are convinced that not
only* will the line pay handsdmely, but
that if this part of the country is ZJo-
ing to keep pace with the rapid strides
Canada is now making this road is
an absolute necessity.

He was well dressed
in a brown mixture suit. Upon him
were found only a -steel wdatch chain,
with & pencil case attached, a bunch of
keys and three halfpence.
