The
taking of this line would constitute a
serious threat to the anti-Bolsaevist
communication with the volunteer fleet
in the Caspian Sea, which has its
base at Petrdvsk.

LITTLE PROGRESS MADE

Washington, Feb. 12—Little pro-
gress was apparent today in negotia-
tions over the new article ten reser-
vation to the peace treaty brought
forward yesterday by  Republican
senators.

In addition to its failure to com-
mand the Demoeratic support for

which its sponsors had hoped, it was
said the new draft had been found
unacceptable to Some refervationists
on the Republican side who threat-
ened to jéin the irreconcilible oppon-
ents of ratification if the modifications
proposed were made in the original
Republican reservation,

A canvass of the 49 Republicans is
understood to have shown that only
about thirty could be counted on to
vote for ratification with the changed
reservation, under Wwhich the United
States would decline’ to guarantee the
integrity of league members by force,
economic boycott or “any other
means,” except. when congress acted.
Sixty-four votes are necessary to rat-
ify, and doubt was expressed general-
ly whether thirty-four Democrats
could be induced to desert their party
leader, Senator Hitchcock of Nebras-
ka, who has declared the revised draft
would embody a surrender of the
treaty’'s friends.

Numerous other proposals #o solve
the article ten difficulty wergq dis-
cussed during the day, the leaders on
both sides conferring among them-
selves on the subject. Senator Titch-
cock also saw several Republicans of
the mild reservation group, but it was
declared that no . conclusions were
reached. . #

MORTALITY FROM FLU
HAS REACHED ITS PEAK

Washingtom, - F'eb. 12.—The mortality
rate due to the influenza epidemic
this year was about half of that in
1918, said a statement today by the
public -health service, announcing that

the present epidemic apparently had
reached its peak.

“A comparison,” the statement eaid,
“of the excess mortality rate per
100,000 of population for the respec-
tive peak weeks of 1920 and 1918
shows: . Chicago, 1,886, compared with
4,620; Milwaukee, 1.434, as compared
with 1,015; Washington, 2.072, as com-~
pared with 9.789.

“These rates may be taken as a
fair indication -of conditions thruout
the country. With the exception. of
some cities in Massachusetts and New
York State, exclusive of New York
city, practically all of the reports in-
dicate a decline.”

NOW MORE URGENT

.‘F lu Cases and Deaths In-

crease—Recurrence
of Smallpox.

Hamilton, Feb. 12.—That the need
of nursing assistance and house help
was growing daily was emphasized
by Dr. Roberts today in connection
with the influenza epidemic. Yester-
day’s appeal resulted in several addi-
tional helpers being secured but at
least thirty more workers are urgent-
ly needed. A recurrence of the
gmallpox outbreak has demanded the
attention of Dr., Roberts and between
smallpox and influenza he is being
kept on the hop from early morning
until late at night. A toll of ten
deaths has been taken by influenza
and pneumonia since yesterday, furn-
ishing evidence that the epidemic
which is sweeping the city is growing
more virulent, The hope of Dr. Rob-
erts, medical health officer, that the
decline in the number of cases oOn
Tuesday hinted of an early break-up
of the scourge, was upset by the re-
porting of 141 new cases Yyesterday,
bringing the total since the beginning
of the outbreak up to 980, .

Tho the influenza is not of so se-
vere a type as that of a year ago,
the percentdge of pneumonia cases is
just as high, it was declared, this
morning. At Scott - Park Hospital,
many serious cases of pneumonia are
being treated. New equipment is be-
ing installed as rapidly as possible.
By tomorrow the hospital will have a
capacity of 200 beds."

party, to the Ottawa retail grocers at |
their annual banquet here tonight.
An;y revision of the tariff, however,
Mr. King declared, must be carried
out with the interest of all sections
of the community in view. Only .n
that way could the present unduly
high cost of lving sifuation be over-
come, v
Says Tariff Reform Possible.

“Anything artificial at present re-
stricting the supply of the principal
articles of food should be immediately
removed, This brings us inevitably
to a consideration of the tariff. My
own conviction is that it is possible
80 to reform the tariff as not only to
diminish the high cost of living in a
manner which would Immediately
benefit consumers, but also to reduce
the cost of the instruments of pro-
duction generally and so help agri-
culture and all the other industries
based upon the natural resources. of
Canada.”

... Cure for H, C. of L.

In these words, Hon., Mr. King out-
lined his cure. for the present high cost
of living, i :

“As the basic iIndi. .iies thrive,” Mr.
King coutinued, “all our other industrics
will thrive; all our interests, whether of
agriculture, manufacture, commerce or
transportation. Any revision of-the tariff
which fails to keep all these Interests
steadily in view would not be in the
national interest. It is obvious, how-
ever, that much can bes done thru tariff
revision by way of reducing the high
cost of living, which will prove to the
benefit of one and all; and foremost in
this connection is any well-coasidered
step which will increase the asupply of
’?Io)? to dwellers in towns and country
alike.”

Such expedients as bodards of com-
merce were merest pretense of an en-
deavor to regulate prices in a manner
which would benefit consumers gener-
ally, Mr, King declared, however useful

“I don't see ‘how the contractors cin
have the nerve to ask a price guar-
artee for nearly a year when the c2st
to us mdy go up 100 per cent, in that
period,” declared W. J. “Nicholson of
the National Fireproofing Company.
‘The idea is unfair and absurd.”

“The supply men can’'t do the im-
possible,” put in Fred McFarron of
Toronto. ‘“We don't control prices of
building materials, neither do . we
knew when they will 1ise. The raii-
ways are talking of raising freight
rates forty per cent. We ¢an’t help
these increases and the idea of guar-
arteeing our selling prices is foolish.”

Several contractors told of the dif-
fleculties experienced in making esti-
Wates witen the supply men may jump
the prices of building materials at
any time.

Committee of Supply.
H. G. Elgie, the retiring president,

spread oil on the troubled waters by
propeging that a committee of supply

.

men be formed “to try to amrange
prices for as long a period as pos-
g.ble, This committee will attempt
to regulate prices or, if this cannot be
done, to devise a scheme for selling
to contractors at a uniform price over
an extended period of time. In ar-
ranging this uniform price the supply
men would allow for an increase in
the cost of materials., At the b.e-
ginning of the period they would make
handsome profits, but at the end would
g ak even,

m:yretgﬁution was drawn up and®almost
unanimously passed changing the head-
quarters of the association from London
to Toronto. '

Following a lengthy discussion on tech~1

nical education for industrial ‘workers,
the convention instructed the incoming
president to appoint a commitfee to con-
fer with the minister of education regard-
ing technical education and the inaugura-
tion of an apprenticeship system.

W. J. Nicholson ‘showed that the cost
of building has not increased in propor-
tion to other necessities. “Only 67 per
cent, more is paid for buildings now than
in 1914, while many commodities have
jumped 300 per cent. in the same period,”
said Mr. Nicholson. “The farmer received
113 per cent. more for his products than
he did flve years ago, so building expenses
are relatively very cheap.”

“#Builders are not wolves,” said Norris
E. Gibb, of Sarnia, in recommending’a
publicity campaign to show the people
that builders were Jjustified in raising
their prices.

Steps will be taken to form an acci-
dent prevention socfety to work under the
workmen’s compensation committee, the
matter being placed in the hands of the
incoming executive.

Change of Name.

The association, which is at present
known as The Provincial Builders’ and
Supply Association of Ontario. will cease
to exist in a few days, and in its place
a more comprehensive organization will
be formed to include men in all branches
of construction and supply work. The
name of this assoclation was left for the
executive to choose. but one suggestion
was “The Ontario Supply and Construc-
tion Association’ -

work that will not yield a falr profit.

Nothing kills the contracting industry
more rapidly thansthis practice. ‘“Mem-
ber contractors,” he said, “should dis-
courage in every way the fallacious
theory.that the lowest figure is the cheap-
est, Clients must be brought to a feali~
zation of the value of service.”

AT EMPIRE CLUB

. Missionaries  Against Sinn
Fein Declare Britain Guilt-
less of Tyranny.

For enthusiasm and willingness to
git out a prolonged session, the Em-
pire Club luncheon broke the record
when Willlam Coote,, M.P, for South
Tyrone; Rev. Charles Wesley Maguire
and Rev. A. Wylie Blue spoke as repre-
sentatives of the Ulster delegation now
touring the continent.

Mr. Coote dealt solely with the rea-
sons that weighed with Ulster in the
endeavor to maintain the British im-
perial connection, and was uncom-

T promising on that issue.

“ “If there is.one thing more than an-
~other that this club stands for, it is a
= united British Empire,” said President

‘Hewitt, in introducing Mr. Coote to
the Empire Club. Their guests, said
Mr. Hewitt, were on'a missionary jour-
pey, and he was satisfled that they
were -conscientious in their convic-
tions. The club desired to view the
truth from all angles, and he asked
such:a sympathetic hearing that their
guests would be glad they had come
to Toronto. R

Mr. Coote had mnop further doubts
about the Irishmen present when he
heard the cheer they gave. They had
fought together to  make the world
free, and now that they had defeated
the monster of tyranny they were to
fight on to preserve the liberties of the

empire for posterity. Canada had that'

trust as well as the older lands. His
own uncles and .grand-uncles had
pioneered in Candda, and such as they
and their descendants, when they
heard the call of the old mother, re-
sponded to the call, and shook the
kaiser to his knees. "
400,000 people, had sent 48,000 men
to the war. He did not suppose they
had come to hear him boast of the
men of Ulster and their doings. &hey
preferred action to talking.

Steadiness on the part of the Union-
ists in parliament under a courageous
leader can do as great a service to
Canada now as it did in the war time.

If, however, Sir Thomas White be
comes premier, what wil be the pro-
cedure.r Some say the cabinet will in-
stall him before parliament meets and
ask only a ratification from the par-
liamentary caucus. On the other hand
Sir Thomas® acceptance of the premier-
ship automatically vacates his geat in
‘parliament and entails his going ck to
the county of Leeds for re-election.
Quitt possibly he may be called to the
cabinet, given a portfolio, secure his re-
election as membper for Leeds, and after
that bz translated to the premiership.

Some pessimists veiieve that the gov-
ernment is going to break up almost im-
mediately. They say Sir Thomas White
will not come in as premier and no one
else is in sight. They look for a speedy
disintegration, and find sigwificance 'in
the fact that Hon. Arthur Meighen is
‘to address public meetings in the west,
beginning at Winnipeg on the 18th inst.

All these peopie apparently forget that
Sir Robert Borden is still prime minister
of Canada. / He'is out of the country
on account of ill-healtn, but the office is
not vacant. His colleagues might carry
on thru the session in his name without
any great difficulty and it ds possible

that the might return in better health a
few months hence. In any event a
crisis can be avoided by annourncing that
Sir Rcbert Borden has no intention of
résigning, and will return to Ottawa be-
‘ore the end of the session.

The members of the house are not anx-
ious for an election at this time. Nearly
all of them would prefer to postpone the
election until after the census and a
parliamentary redistribution. Their ad-
miration of the Union government may
not ooze out of their boots, but they are
willing to have it carry on for e time at
least. ¢

Parliament meets in less than a
fortnight, and two weeks from Monday
the debate on the address will begin. It
will gather zest from the fact that it is
to be ‘held in' the new chamber of the
house in the new parliament buildings,
and nearly all the members will want to
test the acoustics of the chamber. Some
of them may have to speak several times
in order to be sure that the hearing
properties of the chamber are all right.

The speech from the throne, which will
furnish the text for the debate-on the
address, will doubtless be prepared by
the present cabinet, and -will probably be
the traditional scrimpy chicken. Mem-
bers, however, may discuss not only what
is in the address, but what ‘ought to be
in ‘it, and thus open the door to many

amendments and endless debate. . At the

very start Hon, Mackenzie King, the Lib~
eral leader, will demand to know the
whereabouts of Sir Robert Borden, the
state of his health, the likelihood of his
rencaining in office, the truth about his
alleged resignation, and the accuracy of
the diagnosis of his condition made by
eminent specialists a few weeks ago. The
Liberals cannot send a committee to look
him over as the American senate sent
a committee to inspect President Wilson,
because Sir Robert is too far away. But
some-'8earching questions and some bit-
ing criticisms on the present diséyganized
state of the cabinet may be expected in
the debate upon the address.

With less than 200 fresh cattle on the
Union Stock Yards exchange yesterday,
added to the left overs which have becn
accumuiating during the week, there was
enough and to spare.

That there will be any
immediate relief does not seem likely,
tut thé local butcher trade will fn all
probability jack up shortly. That some
of the drovers have in view of the weak-
ness of the market generally taken’ sub-
stantial losses this week, goes without
saying, but the cattle were bought too
high in the country and this is one of
the fortunes of war.

INFLATED VALUES
NOT PROSPERITY

U. 8. Cohxptrbller of the Cur-
rency Says Imposing Bank-
ing Figures May Mislead.

Washington, ' Feb. 12,—Warning that
the prosperity and activity indicated
by banking tigures nay become arti-
ficlal and deceptive was given today by
John Skelton Willlams in his annual re-
port as comptroller of the currency.

Remarking that in 1919 there was not
a national benk fellure Involving Iloss
to depositors in the United States, and
that the banking power of the couniry
has iIncreased nine hundred per cent. in
the last thirty years. Mr. Williams.
added:

“A large volume of money  cannot
meun increase of real wealth while there
is decrease of production ani the ac-
cumulation and movement of asecurities
and currency represent abnormally in-
flated values put on diminished supplies
of essentials.

“It g clear that no country can he
enriched vy merely increasing prices of
products produced and consumed by :is
own pecple. We might prosper for the.
moment, if we could sell our products
abroad et the higher prices and take
payment in gold or in goods at normal
prices; bhut w. gain nothing when. we
seli'. and buy at corresponding aonormal
prices.” - i

All the gold in the world, aside from
$3,155,007,000 held by the United States,
was estimated by the comptroller at $6,-
000,000,090, or only about forty per cent.
of the credit balance of the TUnitad
States in the last six years. For that
reason, he urged that America “should
adopt a policy of reasonable help and
encouragement toward debtor countries
with no assots immediately available,
but having fair prospects of being able
to pay out if given time,
