Three Hours’ Struggle Ends in
Ringleaders Being Lodged
in Jail.

Yorkton, Sask., July 16.—Acting un-
der imstructiong from the provincial
government to have the Doukhobor
ringleaders conflned in a . compound
committed to jail, Inspector Junget de-
cided to make a raid this morning in
the darkness when ten mounted po-
lice, under Sergt, Vickery, armed with
warrants to arrest six men and six
women, proceeded to carry. out their
orders. The Doukhobors fiercely resist-
ed, and the whole band, sixty in num-
ber, turned to the assistance of the
twelve, A pitched battle was fought be-
tween the police and the Doukhobors,
during which the latter made a free use
of sticks of cordwood or whatever wea-
pons came handy,

After three hours fierce struggling the
police effected the arrests and over-
powered the balance. The six women
receiving the sentence were quietly dis-
patched in wagon to Canora on their
way to Prince Albert jail. The six men
will be distributed threughout the dif-
ferent jails in the province. This is a
part of an experiment to see the effect
on those left behind, and is thought to
be the beginning of the breaking up of
the whole “band.

RECORD NUMBER
OF STEAMSHIPS

IMMIGRATION FIGURES
SHOW PORT’S GROWTH

Entries From Foreign Ports
.During June Greatest Yet
Recorded.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

Breaking all recerds for the total
number of steamships entering in a
month from foreign ports the figures
for June this year show that 104 were
inspected by the immigration officiais.
For years the. growing importance of
Victoria as a port of call has been
clearly evidenced by the returns of the
immigration - department 'and last
month’'s figures show a greater ad-
vance over previous months than has
ever before been recorded.

During June the number of steam-
ships entering from foreign ports, in-
cluding, of course, the ‘regular pas-
senger service to Seattle, was 104 and
on these vessels there were passen-
gers totalling 22,022, of whom 18,607
landed here. . In June last year 81
steamships from foreign ports entered
here, having a total of only 13,717 pas-
sengers on board of whom 7,843 landed
here.

The almost astounding increase ' In
the traffic to Victoria as shown by the
above comparisen clearly evidences the

But the Story of the Wise and
Foolish Virgins Lives
To-day.

(From Thursday’s Daily.)

“When the Canadian reciprocity
commission appealed to the American
Congress ten years ago, I did all in my
power to aid them in their efforts te
secure the reciprocity treaty between
Canada and the United States. I re-
gret that the effort failed. The repub-
lican party being in contro] unholding
high protectionist principles would not
agree to this programme.

“I favor now taking down the tariff
wall and making intercourse between
Canada and the United States as free
as it is between the different states of
the Union. If we cannot bring that
about now then reciprocity between
the two countries should be agreed
t<apon. ‘The interests of Canada and the
United States being identically the
same it seems fo me that it is only a
question of time when in the interests
of both countries they will unite under
one general government and Canada
become part of the great American Re-
public.”

The above interesting statement was
made to the Times this morning at the
Empress-hotel by Herman Ridder, pub=
Jisher of the leading German newspa-
per of New York, the, “Statts-Zeitung,”

Mr. Ridder was the leader in the re-
cent investigation of the' pulpwood
combine. He left New York last week
for Chicago and Denver; and, before
the Denver convention, endeavord to
induce W. J. Bryan to withdraw his
candidacy for the presidency, on the
ground that he could not carry New
York state, and therefore could not
win.

Ag president of the American News-
paper Publishers’ Association, Mr.
Ridder on June 27th last, petitioned the
president of the United States on the
paper trust question. In @a long ad-
dress he reiterated the facts of the
rise in paper for printing purposes at-
tributed to the trust and quoted fig-
ures for the president’s information,
and detailed the convictions that had
occurred against certain paper makers
of the United States. The convictions,
however, do not appear to have les-
sened’ the trouble for in the final clause |
of the letter he says:

“In view of the seeming ' immunity
of individuals, the inadequacy of pen-
alties and the apparent hopelessness of
relief, does not. this situation require
drastic treatment? May we neot ask
you to bring these law-breakers to|

TOLSTO! MAKES
PASSIONATE CRY

INHUMAN VJOLENCE OF
RUSSIAN GOVERNMENT

Writer Describes Executions in
Gruesome - Detail—His
Noble Appeal.

Londen, July 15.—The Daily Chron-
icle to-day prints three close columns
of the most passionate and severe in-
dictment of the present system of
government in Russia, ever penned by
Count Leo Tolstoi, the Russian author,
in which he shews all his old wvivid
skih." The article concludes with a
noble appeal to thé hetter nature of
his countrymen, /

The count writes: “I can no longer
endure if. I write thig either that
these inhuman deeds may be stopped
or that my connection with them may
be snapped ‘anél I be put in prison,
where I may, clearly confess that these
horrors are not committed on my. be-
half, or, still better—so good that, I
dare rot even dream’ of such happiness
—that they may put on me, as on those
ten or twelve peasants; a shroud and
cap apd may puhh me also off a bench
so that by my own weight. I may
tighten 'the well‘soaped noose around
my own throat.”’

After descrlbing' wholesale éxecutions
in gruesome detall, Count Tolstoi says:
“Adl this is carefully arranged. and-
‘plgnned by tt} zltfu'ned and-enlight-
ened people o Jpper clags, They
arrange to do these thlnss secretly at
daybreak, and they 'so’ sub-divide the
responsibility  for these iniquities
among those who ®ommit them that
each may disclaim responsibility. And
not the dreadfu] things glone are done,
but all sorts of ofher tortures and viol--
enece are perpet_rgted in the prisons, for-
tresses and econvict establishments, not
1mpulﬂlvely under the sway of feelings
as happens in war, but on the contrary
at the demand of reason and calcula-
tion “silencing feeling. Whai is most
dreadful in the whele mat,ter of this
inhuman violénce and killirig beside the
direct evil to the victims is that it
brings yet-more epormous £vil en the
whole people by spreadipng depravity
among every class of Russians.”

Tolstoi instances the shocking spread
of greed among ruffigns to ebtain
money by executing condemned pris-
omers, and says: “Awful as are the
deeds themselves, the mora] and spirit-
ugl and unseen evi] they produce is in-
comparably -mere - horpible. - With re-
gard, to the government’s contention
that there is no' other way to suppress
the revolutionists; Count Folstoi, while
admitting that the  revolutionists
erimes are stupid and responsible; ac-
cuises the: government of doing the
same thing for the same motive, and
adds, that'all the revolutionists’ bom-
bardings and murders do neot come
anywhere near the criminality or stu-
pidity. of the deeds the government
commits.

Talstoi argues at length that both
the'revolutionists and the Russian gov-
érnment are pursuing the same ebjects
by the same criminal means, and that
if there ig any difference it is in fawor
of the revelutionists.

Bringing advices of further conflict
between the Mexican government
troops and the Yaqui Indians in Lh'
state of Senora the Canadian-Mexics
liner Lemsdale, Capt. M
reached port last evening,

While the Lonsdale was in Guaymas
on the #th inst., Capt. McCalmont and
some of his otﬁters were ashore at a
time when 300 Yaquis were brought
into the town by the troops for depor-
tation to Les Tres Marias Islands, Two
gunboats were anchored in Guaymas
harbor .and the country was filling up
with troops from various quarters, The
government has placed
Sonora under martia] law and it is un-
derstood that’ President Diaz will now
spare no efforts to subdue the recal-
citrant Indians.

The large party of Indians brought
into Guaymas while the Lonsdale
there had been beseiged for nearl
weeks by a force under General Torres
in the Sierra de Bacatete. Torres was
about to receive the arms of another
Land of Indians who had assembled to
surrender when an outbreak occurred
and the whole band was also seized for
deportation, a drastic resort of the gov-
ernment which is designed to rid Sen-
ora of the obnoxious tribe that has
given so much trouble for many years
past.

Genera] Lorenzo Terres has guardel
al] the passes in the Sierra de Bacatete
and has shut off all sources of food and
water supplies. Every day a namber
of the Indians, endeavoring to cross
his lines, fall into ambush and so the
gradual, but eertain, clearing of the
country is being accomplighed.

Granted to Province.

ms, totalling 3,877 miles, of which
o656 miles are' in British Columbia, the
province thus receiving a subsidy for
one mile of railway to every five miles
subsidized in all the rest of the Do-
minion.

WILL OPERATE
SALMON CANNERY

Alaska-Yukon Exposition ~ to
Demonstrate How Fish is
Prepared.

Seattle, July 13.—A cannery in full
operation at the Alaska-Yukon-Pa-
cific exposition in 1909 will demonstrate
that the salmon is the best prepared
and most acceptable food product pw
into cans. There is no more interest-
ing or remunerative commercial indus-
try on the Pacific coast than the fish
business, and there is hardly any other
industry that is less understood or
about which thgre is more prejudice
among consumers than the salmon can-
nery. It is for the purpose of educat-
ing the people and giving them more
confldence in this industry that the
management of the exposition is ar-
ranging to have a complete salmon
cannery as one of the live exhibits in
the fisheries building.

Within view of the visitors, a can-

ning plant, equipped with the most
modern machinery and operating to
its capacity, will be shown. A person
will be able to see how the machinery
cuts off the fish, tail and head, takes
out the entrails and passes the fish
along to the tins without a hand being
touched to them. There will also be
shown the manner in which the cans
are cut, rolled and soldered.
\ It is thought by demonstrating to
the public how cleanly and sanitary
the salmon is orepared for the table,
that the consumption of the’ toothsome
fish will be greatly increased.

In the Fisheries building there will
also be a refrigerator plant, a smoked
fish plant ahd other plants for tresting
fish in operation. A hatchery treating
salmon fry from the time the eggs are
taken from the fish until the fry is
turned. loose will be another feature of
the fisheries 2xhibit.

FIREMEN OVERCOME.
Blazé in Seattle Block Nearly Costs
Several Lives.

Seattle, July 14—In a basement
fire in the big Hinckley block on the
southwest corner of Second avenue
and Columbia street yesterday after-
noon and evening thirty firemen were
overcome by smoke and heat.

The fire itself was insignificant,
though it came near. costing the lives
of many ofthe department’s best fight-
ers. For four hours, with every com-
pany in the department engaged, the
firemen fought like demons.

FRIUT GOING OUT
IN BEST OF FORM

A Cut in Logan Berries In-
creased Jam Factory’s
Supply.

The strawberry season may now be
said to be over. There is still some of
this variety finding its way upon the
market, but it is limited to small con-
signments, and the wholesalers and
shippers are devoting their attention to
other lines.

Victoria’s importance ,as a fruit-
growing centre has been established
this "season as never before. There
hLave bene mare strawberries shipped
out of the city this season than ever
before, and the gquantity has been by
far in excess of that from any other
portion of the province. In addition to
the immense quantities of this fruit
used ' in the city itself, the Victoria
Fruit Growers’ Association has ship-
ped on an average two carloads a day.
This has gone for the most part to the
prairie sections. There have been seven
carloads laid down in Winnipeg, and
these have given eminent satisfaction.
The only objection which was receiv-
ed was in the early part of the sea-
son, when the complaint was made that
the fruit was picked too_green. This is
a most unusual objection, the opposite
generally being. the rule,

Already the place of strawberries in
the shipments to the prairies is being
taken by loganberries, currants, cher-
ries and raspberries. The logans are
shipping well, and it is expected that
there will be a large number go for-
ward. Raspberries. are being handled
succesgfully, also white cherries and
currants are being shipped in excellent
shape.

F.:Sere has sent.forward through F.
R. Stewart & Co., a quantity of Anne
cherries packed in the most up-to-date
fashion in small substantial crates
holding about four pounds. These are
being sent on to Winnipeg and should
give Victoria a good name in that mar-
ket for cherries.

With respect to the loganberries a
little rivalry between. the independent
growers and those in the association re-
sulted yesterday in a cut. They went
down as low as six cents wholesale,
which resulted . in a large quantity of
the best of fruit going to the jam fac-
tory rather than ruin the future mar-
ket.

SKEENA -RIVER
IS AGAIN OPEN

PORT SIMPSON HAS
PASSED THE CANYON

Through Service Will Be Main-
tained Between Prince Ru-
pert and Hazelton.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

J. Thomson, of the Hudson’s Bay
Company, who is in control of the
steamboat service of that corporation,
has received word from the north that
the Skeena river is again open to navi-
gation throughout its course to Hazel-
ton. The steamer Port Simpson passed
through Kitselas canyon'last evening
at 7 o’clock, and is proceeding right on
to Hazelton. The interior point will be
reached , probably to-night, or more
likely to-mdrrow morning.

The steamer Hazelton, which is at
Hazelton, will not make the trip.to the
mouth of the river this time, as there
is a quantity of freight awaiting her
at the canyon. She will accordingly
come down only to the canyon on-this
trip, and make a quick return to Hazel-
ton.

The Port Simpson will, however, on
her return trip run all the way through
to Prince Rupert, connecting with the
steamer Princess Beatrice from here,

From this on during the period of
navigation the company will have a
through service between Prince Rupert
and Hazelton by means of the two
steamers, Port Simpson and Hezelton.
Thz schedule will be arranged likely to
have the round trip made by each ves=
sel in about six days, so that there will
be a steamer leaving each terminus of
the run every three days.

The through navigation on the Skeena
has been blocked by the condition of
the water since about the middle of
May. In spite of the difficulties, how-
ever, connection has been kept up as
well as possible by transferring at the
canyon. Now the company looks for-
ward to a considerable period of busi-
ness on the route, and with the best of
equipment in point of boats the trade
will be handled with dispatch.

Bryan.

The
Republicans, Mr. Gompers asserts,
ignored the demands of labor, while the
Democrots acknowledged them in their
platform.

Salt Lake City. July 14—‘Pete” Gal-
lach, an Australian miner, was shot
from ambush and probably fatally
waunded as he was returning from his
work at the Frisco mine, near Bing-
ham, Utah.

$2,750, has been located in New York. It
appears that Friedberg cannot be extra-
dited for the offences of deception and
fraud which are charged against him,
but various journals here publish the re-
port that the banker has agreed to re-
turn to Berlin and assist in the investiga-
tion of his tangled affairs, under guaran-
tee that he will not be detained against
his will.

BADLY INJURED

MORE ABOUT WATER.

Mr. E. V.- Bodwell, whose eminent
legal attainments are acknowledged,
writes to the Colonist an expression of
opinion in regard to the expropriation
by /thé city of the property of the Es-
quimait Water Works Company.

Bodwell ‘says the municipality could
not be required to indemnify the com-
pany for the approprlatlon of its pro-
perty in accordance. with the terms of
the Water Clauses "Act because - the
Goldstream ; Company was not incor-
porated under that act,’ but under a
special &ct. ‘'Thé Times expressed no
opinion upon the legal aspect of the
matter as between the city and the
company. He would be a very bold and
extremely indiscreet layman whe would
undertake to say what the judgment of
a' court miight be upon any case, no
mattér how simple such a.case should
appear from the point of view of jus-
tice and common sense. Points are often
raiced in lawsuits which to the common
lay mind appear trivial. Yet the court
regards them as involving principles of
importance—and the downright layman
i= more firmly convinced than ever
that “the law is a hass.,” That ex-
presston has been applied to a decision
delivered in a .superior court: yester-
day which is Interpreted by some as
implying that keepers of disorderly
hotisés can defy the police and all reg-
tlations. It was used in connection
Lavith another case in which an inferior
court dismissed a charge because the
fact was not formally proved that the
caugeway laid within the limits of the
municipal: boundaries.

birds’ nests. These birds were one of the
chief attractions of the park to many
people and it was altogether too bad that
they should be driven away by the dogs.
As to dogs in general, the previous even-
ing he had had a personal éxample of the
way in which they annoyed some neigh-
borhoods. - He did not know whether ‘it
was due to any difference in the methods
of the poundkeeper, but he noticed that
dogs were not allowed to run at large in
Seattle and Tacoma as they were here,
His object was to protect good dogs as
far as possible, and to do away as far as
possible with all curs.

Ald, Fullerton suggested that as the
aldermen were not very familiar with the
by-law it would be as well to leave it
over for a week. Ald. Hall agreed with
this, and the by-law will come up for sec-
ond reading néxt week.

The provisions of the by-law are “in
keeping with the outline published in the
Times a few days ago.

with, A flagrant instance of such ne-
glect was shown some time ago by a
party of seventeen campers from Ham-
fiton, Ohio, in the Temagami (Ontario)
forest réserve, who broke camp one|
morning, leaving quite a large fire!
burning. The campers, in their speciol |
car, however, were stopped at \Ionh;
Bay, and not allowed to proceed on
their journey until they had paid the
expenses. of extinguishing the fire as
well as those of their own detention.
Such cases are, fortunately, rare.
" Attention to a few points may save
much loss from this cause. No match,
¢igar-end or other burning object
should ever be thrown down in the
forest until totally extinguished. Camp
fires should not be larger than is nec-
essary and should not be left, even for
a short time, until one is perfectly
sure they are “dead out.” Fires should
rot be built in dangerous places, such
ag among leaves, near rotten wood or
any place where they are likely to
spread. Avoid building a fire against
a large or a hollow log for in such a
place it is hard to know when the fire
has been thoroughly extinguished. In
windy weather a hole should be dug
down to the mineral soil and the fire
confined in this,

The Lake St. John district in Que-
bec was the scene of a serious fire re-
cently, The fire was caused, it is sup-
posed, by fishermen who neglected to
extinguish their camyp fires.

THE PRAIRIES NEED
THE ISLAND FRUIT

An Unlimited Market Exists
for Victoria’s
Output.

The opportunities for marxeting Brit-
ish Columbia fruit in the Northwest are
very great, especially in the smaller
centres. There gseems to be no supply
at al} there of fruit that is worth buy-
ing, writes a Victorian. If the inhabi-
tants of the towns in any of the prai-
rie provinces could get fruit in good
condition they would be only too glad
to pay for it and to pay good prices.
Talks with prairie dwellers has elicit-
éd this fact and persona] éxperience has
shown that the market is hardly touch-
ed. Ifet me give an example:

It was at Medicine Hat. I dropped
off the train and Ignoring the restaur-
ants, ran up town and entered a good-
sized fruit store.

“How do you sell
said I,

“Fifty cents a dozen.”

T Ordnges?”

“Fifty and sixty.”

“Peaches?”

“Pifty cents a pound.”

“Strawberries?”’

‘“They are twenty cents a pound. We
have some fine fresh ones just in. We
can recommend those.”

Visions of . Vietorla fruit flashed
across my mind and with6ut investiga-
tion I bought. I took them over t§ the
train and there the precious parcel
was unpacked with pleasant anticipa-
tion. What was our chagrin then to
find that what they called strawberries
were really a few culls some over-ripe
and others grden, while none were as
large as the top of my thumb. These
were the recommended fruit that was
just fresh in. Twenty cents a pound
for it, too. At various points along the
road the windows and shops near the
stations were investigated but not a
berry was Yo be seen. We could not
gét any more unti] we arrived at Mon-
treal, and there the quality was nearly
equal to our préserving grade. The
seeds on the outside stood out from the
fruit as if the berries had been picked
A week, dlthough I have since been as-
sured by those who profess to know,
that plenty of berries are grown in the
suburbs of the city. My only conclu-
sion {s that the berries they grow can-
not begin to compare with the Vancou-
ver Island brand.

None of them compared in appear-
ance with those grown by Grant, Ap-
pleton, Stewart, Palmer or even the
modest tyfo on our Island and they
would be outclassed at once.

I talked with Ontario men on-the
possibility of supplying the prairies
from there, }

“Well, you see, it would be necessary
to have cold storage ™ they said.

“Why doh’t you get cold storage?”’ I
remarked,

“It would cost too much.

In British Columbia we ship without
cold storage and make plenty of money.
There is not the slightest doubt, how-
ever, that if there was a system of
shipping direct in cold storage the fruit
would arrive in better condition and the
results would be immeasurably super- |
for. ‘This i8 a proposition that the rail-
way companies. could: handle,: but: if
they do not, it seems to be the duty of
the provincial government to develon
the best industry that Vancouver Isl-
and has. 5

Imagine a system where it would not |
be necessary to send the fruit via Lady-
smith with the consequent delays, but
straight aoross the gulf to the rail-
way  terminus and then on through
the mountains without any change of
temperature. See what an impetus the
fruit industry would receive. Many a
wildcat scheme is fostered and tended
and it brings forth nothing but wind.
Here is a scheme the future of which
in real wealth to the whole country
cannot be estimated and surely some-
body might do something to foster it
and bring it to the fore. The Victoria
board of trade has hatched many a
proposition less worthy than this,

ENORMOUS WATER-SLIDES.

Near the St. Lawrence river, in C;nada.
there is a water-slide three miles long for
conveying pulp-wood to the railway. It
is capable of moving nearly 8,000 cubic
feet of wood per hour. The company
operating this slide had at one time a
pile of pulp-wood 1,000 feet long, 26 feet
high, and 40 feet wide, all of which had
been trahsported from the woods to the
railway by this novel meéthod. One com-
pany have on one of their jobs a water-
slide seven miles long, by which their
pulp stock is carried to the river, whence
it is drven to their mills,

COAL OIL FUEL.

The Admiralty. has decided that in
future all destroyers and torpedo boats
shall be constructed to use coal ag well
as oil fuel. For the last three years all
torpedo vessels built for the navy have
been constructed to burn oil alone, and
as the result of this innovation and the
introduction. of the turbine great ease in
stoking ‘and a remarkable increase in
speed have been obtained.

All the modern battleships and cruisers
of the navy/ are constructed so as to con-
sume eithér coal or oili The oil is used
when spurting and forcing the pace, and
its use has given excellent results’ in
manogeuvres. - There will be no change in
this supplementary use of oil in largé
ships.

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HOLBEIN MAKES
WORLD’S RECORD SWIM

Fifty-Mile ~ Course on the |
Thames—Feat of Amazing
Endurance.

Two small boats put ashore a little
below Greenwich pier, England, a fort-
night ago, and landed a very interest-
ing and jubilant party of record break-
ers. Twgo journalists, who had had no
sleep for 30 hours, were among them,
but the only record breaker of any con-
sequence was Montague Holbein, the
famous Channel swimmer, who stepped
ashore and raised his hat in acknowl-
edgment of the cheers of a crowd of
people. He had some tea with Mrs.
Holbein and daughter at the Trafalgar
hotel, and.afterwards went home on
a penny tram to Catforfl hill, as if no-
thing unusual had happened.

Something; however, really great had
happened. Mr. Holbein had accom-
plished what no other long-distance
swimmer had succeeded in doing. He
swam. up and down the Thameg be-
tween Deptford cattle market and
Northfieet for a distance of a little over
fifty miles without' leaving the water in
183 hours 47 minutes, thus beating the
world’s record for long-distance swim-
Jning.

Mr, Holbein finished the swim in an
hour in an amazing condition of fresh-
ness, which seemed to those who ac-
companijed him even more wonderful
than the aetual performance in the
‘water, He took the water at about a
auarter to four -in the morning and
came out unassisted soon after half-
past five. When he climbed aboard the
tug that steamed alongside of him to-
wards the .end of the swim he showed
no more signe of exhaustion than an
ordinary bather at the seaside after a
quarter of an hour's gambolling in the
surf. He dressed in a few minutes,
eame on deck feeling as warm as toast,
and strutted about laughing and chat-
ting with his friends.

“I think I could have done another
twenty miles,” he told a press repre-
sentative modestly in the cabin, al-
though we were confident he could have
kept it up for another thirty miles.
“I feel no effects at all except in my
eyes, which are bloodshot.. The water
has been rather choppy both on the ebb
and flood, and at times the surface was
almost, like that of the Channel. I shall
do no more long-distance swimming
till I make my mnext attempt to cross
from Calais to: Dover in the middle of
July.” i

“I supposeé you.are going home now
straight to bed?” I asked.

“Oh, no,” said Mr. Holbein, swarm-
ing :nimbly: up the. Venetian-blind-like
hatchway. “I shall go te bed at my
usual hour, and perhaps stay there a
little longer in the morning. But all I
want now is8 a cup of tea, and after
that show me-a steak.”

From  the official times ~of this re-
markable swim, Mr. Holbein has beat-
en his own record of 48 miles in 12 hours

ing; at 3.47, as“the streak of dawn was
breaking over a ruffled surface, he took

Jmiliar mask over his eyes. The tem-

perature .of the water was 65. Later in
the day it rose to 67, as compared with
about 63 in the €Channel when he did
his swim last year. The following are
the official figures:

Back past Blackwall Point to Dept-
ford cattlemarket, 42 miles; time, 3.45
p.m. 3

‘Back again to just beyond Woolwich

Thus, Mr. Holbein swam down on the
ebb, returned on the flood, and did the
remaining eight miles on the second
ebb. The Thames is a difficult river
even for a powerful swimmer like Mr.
Holbein. A strong northeast breeze
lashed the muddy surface into trouble-
some little waves, and on the flood he
was disappointéd to find that the chop-
pinness did not diminish. This was
made worse by the constant stream of
river craft. It was suggested by a
Thames Conservancy man that the
boats following the swimmer should fly
a flag warning them to steer clear, but
2 flag was not available. The conse-
quence was that several of the big ves-
sels did not perceive Mr. Holbein in
the water til] they were bearing down
close upon him. Opposite Deptford two
barges caused some excitement by nar-
rowly éseaping each other’s bows with-
in a hundred yards of the swimmer, As
it was, they collided; but without doing
any damage. 7

Mr. Holbein’s c¢heerfulness of manner
in the water wds characteristic of the
man: Like a machine pounding through
the water he swam the famous Holbein
back stroke, pausing at intervals to
ask where he was and to be fed with
‘sandwiches and- 8 meat preparatjon
called Ju-Vis, handed to him from the
boat. He took his bearings from a man
at the bow, who semaphored the course
with ‘his arm. Throughout the whole
swim he never showed the slightest
sign of feebleness. or complained of the
conditions of the water. News that he
was attempting a world’s record some-
how leaked out among the riverside
folk, and at the wvarious points down
the river people clustered and g /e him
a hearty cheer, and passing steamers
sirened encouragingly.

‘“Well done, Monty,” was a frequent
cry. .

“Is this lovely Barking?” he shouted,
when he was doing his thirteenth mile.
“What a glorious day it is,”’ he said, as
the sun beat down upon his tanned
face. “Do you want to take me feed-
ing?" he asked cheerfully to the cine-
matograph man on the tug. ‘“All right;
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watch we swallow this sandwich.”
“What's this? a jelly fish on my back?
No, it's a bit of brown paper.”  This
was the kind of spirit Holbein showed
throughout the entire performance.
Once or twice two of his friends strip-
ped and accompanied him in the water
for a little way. At a quarter to. four
he sang out for his’ wife, who was to
join him, off Greenwich, and she and
ber daughter Marjorie, soon got aboard
the tug.

He was game to the end. The whole
swim from start to finish was described
by an old sportsman who witnessed it
ag the most wonderful feat of human
endurance that had ever taken place on
the Thames. His physical condition is
better than it was last year, and he has
high hopes of successfully conquering
the Channel.

DISCOVERS. PELLAGRA

EXISTS IN AMERICA

Italian Leprosy Due to Poi-
soned Maze Being Eaten
as Food.

Milan, July 16.—An American physi-
clan, James Woods Babcock, superin-
tendent for the State hospital for the
insane at Columbia, has succeeded in
solving the question which has been
under investigation for a long time as
to whether the disease pellagra, com-
mon among the peasants in Italy and
in the south of Europe, exists in the
United States. Dr. Babcock, who has
been aided in his researches by the
Italian authorities, has proved .that
Italian pellagra and the disease com<
mon in the southern states, having the
identical symptoms, are one and the
same.

The disease pellagra, which is also
called Italian leprosy, Alpine scurvy
and Asturian rose, is accompanied by
a reddening of the skin and sometimes
a high pertrophy of ‘the skin and mark-
ed meptal symptoms and it is said to
be caused by poisoned maze taken as
food.

According to Dr. Babcock, pellagra
was unknown in the United States un-
til after®he importation, after the civil
war, of immature and unsound corn.
It is thought that his discovery may
lead to a government inspection of
corn.

2 PORTUGUESE MINISTERS

Extraordinary Revelations of
Cabinet Intrigues—~Crisis
is Averted.

Lisbon, July 16.—The crowning scan-
dal of the Portuguese disclosures has
be=n brought out by the publjication of
a long list of influential government
officials, generals, court dignitaries and
members of the nobility, who like the
late King Carlos received illegal ad-
vances from the state treasury. Ac-
cording to the newspapers Generals
Ouva, Costa and Lopez each received
$50,000, and the Portuguese minister to
Pekin, recemtly recalled, drew twenty
years' salary in advance. The total of
these illegal payments reaches several
million dollars.

The cabinet intrigues here continue,
although a crisis has been averted by
Senor’ Castro, who showed that all the
Progressive ministers of finance who
had held office since 1890 also misused
the public funds.

GLOOMY SHIPPING CIRCULARS.

“It is Imperative That Production  of
More Vessels be Restricted,”
Says One,

Most of the shipping trade circulars
are gloomy, says the Pall Mall Ga-
zette. Freights have never been so low
‘at the same time in both the outward
and home directions. Orders for new
shipping are wvery scanty. Wages are
disproportionate to the stae of trade,
| Depression exists with liners as with
tramp steamers, and is seriously left by
foreign lines. It is imperative, states
Mr. John White’s shipping cireular,
that the restriction in production of
liners and tramp steamers continue.
“It may be necessary for owners to cOP-
sider whether the old methods of con-
ducting - chartering are suitable to
maintain the market without combina-
tion, federation, or some -organized
power to prevent the rates of freight
and conditions of charters being, as
they now are, at the mercy of the
charterer, by the pressure of competi-
tion ' of owners.”

MEXICO TURNS BACK
CHINESE IMMIGRANTS

Three Steamships Unable to
Land Oriental Laborers at
Salina Cruz.

. -

Sixteen days from Salina Cruz with
two hundred Chinese, who had been
refused a landing by the Mexican offi-
cials on the 'ground that they were
affectéd .with trachoma, on. board, the
Gefrhan | steamship  Micheal™ Jebsen
reached Honolulu-.a few -days: ago.

The steamship, which is of 951 tons,
register, and is commanded by Capt.
Bendiven,; was until: recently employed
trading in the China and Java seas.
She was engaged by a Chinese immi-
gration company to carry Orientals to
the Mexican port to work on .the rail-
ways and sailed from Hongkong in
May. Of her movements after sailing
little was known until' she sailed into
Honolulu, dirty, high out of the water
and unexpected, giving the marine
gossips all manner of material  for
speculation. §

Capt. Bendixen stated that the Mex-
ican authorities had not argued the
case. They had decided to keep the
Chinese out and had ruled that they
were suffering from trachoma, leaving
no room for appeal. Two other ves-
sels with over six hundred Chinese on
board were also in Salina Cruz, barred
by| the same ruling. Capt. Bendixen
realized that no afount of argument
would shake the adamant Mexicans and
steamed out for Hongkong. The
Micheal Jebsen reached Honolulu: six-
teen days_ from Salina Cruz short of
stores. g

After provisioning she sailed for
Hongkong. Owing to the fact that
there had been- a suspicous death
among the Chinese when the vessel
was a few days out from Salina Cruz
the steamship was quarantined at
Honolulu.

IN “FLAG INCIDENT”

Hqisting of British Ensign is
Misunderstood by
Passengers.

A British flag fluttered from the fore-
peak of the Japanese - turbine liner
Tenyo Maru for a few hours on Satur-
day, says a San Francisco exchange.
Then some one objected and the eelors
of John Bull were promptly pulled down
at the order of the representative of
the Toyo Kisen Kaisha, and the Stars
and Stripes run, up in thejr stead, and
when the handsome steamer swung out
of pier 42 and moved down the bay on
her first voyage from these shores to
the Orient the American flag still wav-
ed in the breeze,

“It is customary,” said Chief Officer
H, Hinckman, in explaining the ‘em-
barrassing incident, “to raise the flag
of the port of final destination and I
gave the order in this case, .Hongkong,
our destination, is a British port.”

Captain Philip H. Going said that the
matter amounted to - nothing, but ad-
mitted that the British flag came down
as the result of the eriticism made by
the passengers.

INCREASING FREIGHT RATES.

Bastern Trunk Lines Contemplate Gen-
eral Advance of 10 Per Cent.

AGAIN BEATS POLICE

e ity

Chief Justice Quashes Convic-
tion on Charge of Keeping
Disorderly House.

(From Wednesday's Daily.)

Once more has Hstelle Carroll beaten
the police in. their efforis to secure a
conviction against her on the charge
of keeping a disarderly house. Recent-
iy sbe was convicted and fined $50 on
the charge on the evidence of twp de-
tectives brought over from Vancouver
for the purpose, and of members of the
local police as to ‘héer being the -vecu-
pant of the house in question, and as
to its reputation. This morning Chief
Justice Hunter granted a writ of cer-
tiorari, for which application had been
made by J. A. Aikman. Following the
conviction now quashed Estelle Car-
roll was also found guilty of selling li-
quor without a license and fined $200.
Mr. Aikman applied for a writ of cer-
tiorari in this latter case also, but this
application was refused, and the fne
stands unless Mr. Aikman ta.kes an ap-
peal, which he may do.

Maglst{ate Jay was represemed by
G. H. Barnard, K. C., in both cases,
while Mr. Aikman appeared in suppert
of both applications. The liquor case
was taken up first, and the conviction
confirmed, 5

Then came the application to gquash
the conyiction for keeping a disorderly
house. Mr. Aikman said that while it
was admitted that unlawful acts had
taken place in the house in gquestion,
still there was nothing to show that
Estelle Carroll had a knowledge of
them, nor had indiscriminate prostitu-
tion been shown.

Mr. Barnard in reply said that there
was the evidence of the local police as
to the reputation of the house, backed
up by evidence of lewd and unlawful
acts. There was the eyidemce of the
local police also ag to BEstelle Carroll
being the |proprietor of the place in
question. It was to he presumed that
the woman would know what was go-
ing on in her own home, If 8 convic-
tion could not be smecured on 'the evi:
dence submitted in this case it would
be impossible to secure evidence that
would convict on such a charge,

Mr. Barnard undertook to quote an
Ontario judgment in a similar case,
when the Chief Justice broke in with:
“They do things in Ontario that I don’t
approve of.”

The chief justice referring to the
case said that it was just as necessary
to prove a case of this kind in the
proper legal way as any other. In this
case, while, as Mr. Barnard had said,
lewd and unlawful acts had been prov-
ed there was absolutely nothing to
prove that Estelle Carroll had a guilty
knowledge of them.  There was no
doubt but what these women lived in
this house, but it was possible that the
defendant in this case had no knowl-
edge of their committing any crime in
“her place. She had been absent on two
of the occasions referred to in the evi-
dence and there was nothing to show
that she knew of any crime being com-
mitted on the one occaston on which
she was present. Women of bad char-
acter might live in a boarding house,
for example, without making the own-
er of the place lable for prosecution as
the keeper of a bawdy house. In con-
cluding the chief justice said: “I don’t
think that if T were the magistrate I
would have convicted on this evidence.
It is altogether too dangerous a thing
to convict on reputation as had been
largely done in this case. 'There are
othér houses in the city whichk were
used as disorderly houses for years, the
reputation of which suffered a black-
eye for a long time afterwards. It
would not be possible  to sustain a
charge of keeping a Wigorderly house
against the present occupants of such
places. Further than this, T cannot see
where it has been shown that Estelle
Carroll had a guilty knowledge o! any
wrongdoing in this case.”

Following this his lordship made the
formal order, quashing this convictign
and sustaining the one for selling Ii-
quor without a license.

Writer Alludes to the Openings

In.speaking of the west at large,
many seem to thin k that with the
Rockies the west sud ﬂenly comes to an
end—chapped off short; because to
them, fi their thungm‘ the west is al-
‘Ways esist—of the 1%ocl tles! which is a
regular conundrumy! Bt the farthest
west, gentleren, is wvest of the Rockies,
for hundreds and huxdre ds of miles, till
you strike the sea! T\ his farthest west,
in the extent of its teyritovy, in its va-
riety of Fesources, in it\; un¥que geogra-
phy which tfme cannat ¢bange,—this
‘farthest west is the wast ‘of destiny,
so writes & correspondent in the Chris-
tian Guardian on the swbject of the
Farthest West, its  possibili Mes and
problems. Contfnuing, the "writier says:
Picture in your mifnd’s eye, if y'ou can,
its almost immeasursble vastnes's, land
and water, combined {n the most bewil-
dering variety, such as is nowhere: else,
at least on this continent; giving' the
physilographical basis for a mno iess be-

wildering variety . of products—-fr uit-
growing, ranching, mining, fishing, Tuwn-
bering—and on the héroie scale; mcwre
and more areas opening up, more an.
more settlements ceming omn. To-day
a forest; next year a fown. To-day
claimsg staked out; next year mines. To-
day, a. solitude; next year a hustling
community. So it seéms. So it goes.
_And this means—Wanted, more men!
The call to the church is for the same
upldlty of movement, the same broad
grasp of the ‘situatfon, as is manifest
in trade and commerce and the general
traffic ‘of the world. A few hundred
thouund people, all told, now in British
Columbia; and territory and opportun-
ity inviting millions. Coal measures al-
most illimitable, and demand for more
and more coa] to be mined. Mountains
of {ron; and far-seeing companies that
have laid their plans far ahead. Cop-
per and lead, ad libitum, with stores of
silver and gold Ralilroads threading
the valleys, and a new transcontinental
in the proeess of "construction; in the
thick of its work, laying down its sur-
veys and making its track. And on the
thsrwa.ys more and more steamship
lines’ fn prospect and in being. Strag-
gunghettlements of a year or two past;
thriving communities * to-day. Two
years ago a wilderness; to-day a land
of orchards. Such are the continual
transformdtion scenes enacted before
the eyes of living men.

Waterways bound the west; but the
west does not end with ‘the first open
waters you meet. The waters of the
Guif of Georgia are not the bounds of
British Columbia. Sometimes British
Columbians think so. . The people of the
mainland sometimes forget there is a
replica of the mainland’s resources still
farther west, of which more is being
heard to-day than in the past, and more
is yet to be heard. Vancouver Island
is a8 large as two or thrée Maritime
provinces together, and in resources
easily surpasses them. It is right in
the path to the Orient—that,; in fact, is
the great determining factor of British
Columbia, as a whole, which makes for
destiny. Do you realize the size and
import of this, island?  Covered with
forests to the water’'s edge; timber lim-
fts. " taken up everywhere; claims
staked; coal worked. And coal lands
galore, as well as farming communities,
flourishing, with room for abundance
mare which are to come. Fruit-grow-
ing; gardens in prospect and in being;
mills building and built; settlers coming
and to come; homes, shall we say, for
the million; and so the face of the isl-
and, as well as the mainland, will be
changed.

But British Columbia does not end
with Vancouver Island any more than
with the more familiar southern part of
the mainland. There is a new British
Columbia, though it has always been
part of the old, and there are other isl-
ands of the sea, just as important, just
as_extensive, just as variéd as Van-
couyer. Yesterday Northern British
Columbia was a terra’ incognita to the
world outside, and none knew of it ex-
cept the intrepid prospector and'explor-
er and government survey man. To-
day this is being all changed with the
adyvent of the new transcontinental rail-
road, and hundreds and thousands of
homestead and other entries have been
made, before a single rail has been laid.
A year or so ago the group of islands
called- by the name of Charlotte the
Queen, were the abode of the Indian,
and but for a few white men here and
there interested in canneries, and for
the pioneer migsionary, nobody thought
of them as an integra] part, or at least
any great part, of the west. - To-day
that is all: changed. A change has
come o’er the spirit of the dream.
Everywhere the islands and islets are
wooded, down to the water's edge, al-
though the forests are by no means all
Al marketable timber. But marketable
timber, nevertheless abounds in some
of! the islands of the best quality;
enough timber to keep some countries
busy all the rest of their natural lives;
and timber limits are accordingly taken
up in all directions. As for prospects,
well, imagination fails,

A SHORTER ROUTE
DESIRED TO CITY

Proposition to Bridge Entrance
to Esquimalt Lagoon and
Make Rock Cutting.

The residents on the southern end of
Es¢uimalt lagoon and in .the vicinity
of ‘Albert Head are asking the local
government  to inaugurate a - work
which if carried out, it is claimed,
will:{ bring * that district hours - nearer
to. the eity than-it is at present:,

It will be remembered that some time
ago ‘& deputation 'asked the “govern-
ment to subsidize' a ferry to Beimont
land@ing on the other side of Esquimalt
harbor and that hopes were entertained
ihat the entrance of the lagdon would
be dredged to permit of a ferry run-
ning in there. Since’that time,” how-
ever, most of the property fronting on
the lagoon has been acquired by Mr.
Dunsmuir and those of the ' former

entrance dredged out have ceased to
have much interest in' the matter.

In the meantime launches 'ply regu-
larly over to the Belmont property be-
bind Rodd Hill and just 'inside the en-
trance of Esquimalt harbor., Between
this road and the' entrance ‘to the la-
goon a rocky property = intervenes
through which it is now proposed to
cut a road. The government will be
asked to bridge-the entrance of the la-
goén and continue the road along thes
sand spit in the direction' of Albert
Head and to join the roads from Sooke
and Metchosin.

If such a plan were -carried out- it
would put the only enclosed Dpiece af
water suitable for bathing in the vicin-
ity of Victoria, within easy access of
town. Inside the spit the
warm and quiet, with a gradually
sloping beach. - Outside there 1is  an
equally .good beach and a tumbling
surf but with much colder water.

With the exception of the rock ses-
tion of the road, the work would not
be expensive as the span of the bridge
will not be wide and the sand spit is
level and lends itself admirably to road
making.

It would provide a wonderful short
cut to town, cutting out the ecircuit-
ous route via Colwood and Parsons’
Bridge, and bringing within easy dis-
tance of the city one of the loveliest
but at the present time one of the most
remote districts in the vicinity of the
city.

PROGRESSIVE
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LEGISLATION|

BILL. TO ENCOURAGE
SHIPBUILDING IN CANADA

Premier’s Statesmanship Over
Election Bill Deadlock En-
hances His Reputation.

One of the chief events in parliament
last week was, of course, the compro-
mise agreed to in respect of the Mani-
toba lists, says the Ottawa Free Press
of July 7th. The federal government
appoints the county court judges of the
province to place the voters in the Do-
minion constituencies in the polling
subdivisions to which they rightly be-
long. This provision-prevents the Hon.
Robert Rogers from having ‘another op-
portunity to concoct “thin red line”
slanders, and Attorney-General Camp-
bell from again. harassing innocent re-
turning officers, prosecuting them, ad-
journing their trlals from court to court
and from year to year; and then, finally
after three years, sntering nolle prose-
quis,

The compromise is resented by Man-
itoba Liberals, who consider that, not-

sions of longer time for registration and
more efficient revision, the. lists have
been ‘loaded’’ against them to the ex-
tent of upwards of 10Q votes in each
constituency.’

Time will prove if this is true; and,
if it is, those voters in Manjtoba and
elsewhere who feel it a moral obligation
to uproot electoral corruption will know
how to ;administer. fitting punishment.
The Dominion government, .knowing
what dissatisfaction existed in respect
of the Manitoba lists, sought to remedy
it by an impartial and non-partizan
preparation and revision of those lists;
but the opposition took advantage of
the opportunities for obstruction which
the rules for free speech give, and, if
the government had tried to force the
measure through’ parliament, where.a
large majority was in favor of it, the
harm. which would have come to the
country through the continued obstruc-
tion of the opposition would have been
far greater than the good: it would have
done in Manitoba.

So Sir Wilfrid Laurier, calculating
the amount. of harm that could be done

that could  be done on the -other, felt
that the former greatly outweighed the
latter; and ceded the point over which
the opposition were so malignantly ob-
stinate and to achieve which they were
prepared to sacrifice the country to any
extent, so long as they won,

There are some victories known as
Pyrrhic after a-famous Greek general,
Pyrrhus, who had a marvellous series
of successes, but they. were gained at
such a price that it would have been
better. if. he had never gained them. In
the end he came to be regarded as an
adventurer; and he died without friends
or posseéssions, having shed much blood
and accomplished nothing. ;

Sir Wilfrid Laurier, in the late par-
liamentary disturbance, has had to ex<
ercise much patience; he has been em-
inently fair and he has not been un-
sympathetic where sympathy_ could be
reasonably shown; he has realized that
the leader of the opposition has many
hard factions in his own party to keep
under control, and that he has at least
one sinister influence sapping the root
of his own authority that it is difficult
for him, as leader, to subdue. Through-
out the whole trouble Sir Wilfrid had
the confidence of the nation; everyone
believed that he would do what was
best in the circumstances; and he has
not belied their confidence. He emerges
with an enhanced reputation as a
statesman and an even more select
place in public estimation.

As to the land bill, with which pro-
gress was also made the area to _be
opened to pre- emptlon has been extend-
ed westerly so as to make the Calgary
and Edmonton line its westerly boun-
dary. This does not add much to the
original pre-emption area and has been
sgreed to because it provides a boun-
dary which can be more easily under-
stood.

The bill intended to encourage ship-
building in Canada, also one of last
week's measures, is a very simple one.
It provides that repairs and equipments
obtained in foreign countriés in respect
of vessels to be used or being used in
the coasting trade of Canada shal]l be
dutiable. The tax on such repairs is to
be 25 per cent. of théir value; and the
duty on the equipments is to be the
same as if the articles were imported
into Canada. This will encourage the
small yards on the/great lakes, and
should also mean increased business for
the larger.yards in the Maritime ptro-
vinces and in British. Columbia. In
every one of -these -places Canadians
have been handicapped in competing
with rivals across the lihe; and now,
if the Americans get the shipbuilding
custom of vessels employed in the Can-
adian coasting trade; the owners will
have to make a substantial contribution
to the Canadian treasury. So the coun-
try gains either way—either it gets
more- shipbuilding or more revenue.

Another measure of importance, on
which stress has already been laid, was
the amendment to the Railway act,
which makes telegraph and telephone
tolls subject to the approval of the
board of railway commissioners; and
for the first time gives the government
effective control over those great pub-
lic utilities, the managers of whiech will
in future have to behave themselves or
bear the comnsequences. The bil] also
empowers the board to compel a rail-
way company either to carry its track
under or over a highway, and further,
to make regulations under which a
shipper will be ablesto exact demur-
rage against a railway company, as
the railway company does against him
when he does not come up to time.

The minister of railways,
while favorable to such a tariff if it
could be arranged without increasing
the freight rates, thought that the pre-
sent time was not opportune. The two
leading railways of Canada had each
éxperienced a shrinkage in revenue in
May of over $800,000; and, if it were
Mr. Borden’s object to enable the com-
panies to show that ithe existing pas-
senger rates were not high enough,
such an inquiry at the present time
would probably be successful. The
minister seemed to favor Mr. Maclean’s
idea as to.how the object ought to be
achieved; but was not prepared to ad-
mit that it should be done if there was
any likelihood of an increase in freight
rates in consequence. The freight
rates were of more vital concern to
the producers of the country than were
the passenger rates; and if they ob-
served the rule of the greatest “good
for the greatest number, they certain-
ly ought not to lower the passenger
tariff at the expense of the freight.
Freight already supplied the compan-
ies with the major part of their profits;
and, from the figures quoted by the
minister, it is patent that no reduetion
of passenger fares could be carried out
at the present time without affecting
the freight rates. Perhaps next year,
after a bountiful harvest, conditions
will be ripe for the enactment of a two-
cent passenger tariff; and, if they are,
the government will no doubt bring in
a measure for the purpose. Mr, Bor-
den’s was an illusive proposal. It did
not substantially pledge him to a two-
cent rate, ang it only gave it the shad-
ow. of support Mr. Maclean who has
the matter much et heart, saw this

and voted against his own leader.

ARRANGEMENTS FOR
VISIT TO PROVINCE

Itinerary of Canadian Mining
Institute as far as
Decided

H. Mortimer-Lamb, secretary of the
Canadian Mining Institute, has out-
lined the programme of this.summer’s
trip, during which :British Columbia
will be visited. A local committee have
arrangements in hand here; Mr. Morti-
mer-Lamb says:

“The excursion will start’ from the
city 'of Quebecieither very early on the
morning of "August 24th (probably
shortly after midgpight), or early on the
morning of the following day, in order
that the party may have an opportun-
ity  of viewing' the scenery along the
Bay of Chaleur, which will thus be
passed in daytime Two whole days
will be spent in: Sydney visiting the
steg} works and qq}llemes in the vicin-
ity; and one day-at Stellarton.. Pos-
sibly the party’ may visit Halifax; but
all the arrangements in connection
with the Nova Scotia visit will be made
and carried out by the Mining Society
of Nova Scotia, who have kindly offer-
ed ‘to consider the institute .and the
European represehfatives as its guests
during our stay in‘that province.: It is
designed that we shall reach Sher-
brooke ‘on Monday’ 'morning, August
3ist; 'and leave immediately by . the
Quebec Central for Thetford and Black
Lake, where a day 'will be spent visit-
ing the dasbestos mihes. Leaving Sher-
brooke early in ‘the morning of Tues-
day, September 1st, we arrive in Mont-
real at noon and spend a day -and a
half in thé city, leaving for Toronto at
10 p. ‘'m. on September 2nd.. On Sep-
tember 3rd, an excursion will jpe made
to Niagara Falls, while on the 4th, the
party will have an opportunity of visit-
ing the Toronto exhibition and will be
entertained at luncheon by the direc-
tors., Leaving Toronto that night, we
proceed, via North Bay, to Cobalt and
will spend a day there, leaving in the
afternoon of September 6th for .Copper
Cliff, and spending the evening of that
day in Sudbury. It is then proposed
to have the cars taken, during the
night, to Moose Mountain, where the
morning of September 8th will be
spent. We then go on to Winnipeg,
arriving at night on the 10th, and leav-
ing the following morning at noon. At
Medicine Hat, a special train will be
chartered to take the party as far as
Lethbridge, and ‘on.the 13th we visit
Frank and Blairmore; on the 14th, Fer-
nie; on the morning of the 15th, the St.
Kugene at Moyie, arriving at Rossland
that same night. A day will be spent
at Rossland, and on the 17th, a visit
will be paid to. the Trail smelter en
route to Nelson. Friday, September
18th, will. be devoted to visiting Bon-
nington Falls, and to points of iInter-
est in the vicinity of Nelson. Two days
will then be spent in the Boundary dis-
trict, whence the party will journey
direct to Vietoria, where two days will
be spent, leaving on the evening of the
25th of September. After spending a
few hours in Vancouver, we are due at
‘Banff on the evening of Sunday, Sep-
tember 27th. At Banff the party will
possibly be entertained at luncheon or
dinner by the government of "Alberta.
On the return journey it may be pos-
gible to arrange for a visit to the
Atikokan iron mine and furnace. The
programme, as at present arranged,
contemplates the arrival of the party
al Montreal on October 2nd.

U. S. EASILY BEATEN
IN THREE-MILE TEAM RACE

Longboat Does Not Compete in
Five-mile Event—To-day’s
Results.

London, July 15.—The weather again
this morning gave promijse of treating
the Olympic games in a more kindly
fashion but ¢louds are still hovering in
the sky and this to séme extent ex-
plaing the slimness of the attendance.
There were not more than a hundred
persons in attendance, in addition to
the competitors, and the officials pres-
ent, when the first event, the javelin
throwing, and the first heat of the 100
kilometre cycling race started.

In the programme to-day there were
three finals scheduled: the three-mile
team race, the 660<yard cycling race,
and the 200-metres tandem cycle race.
Interest centred in the team race, iIn
which three teams representing the
United Kingdom, France and the Unit-
ed States, qualified yesterday for the

final.
Canadian in Five-Mile Race.

London, July - 15.—(Later.)—In 'the
Olympic championships to-day the
United Kingdom won the three-mile
race and the 660-yard cycle race, giving
her so. far four gold medals to two for
the United States. Sweden won her
first gold medal to-day in the javelin
throw, E. V., Lemming breaking - his
own reeord. The Scandinavians also
made an astonishing showing in the
preliminaries of the five-mile run.
Three Canadians, Meadows, JFitzgerald
and Galbraith, qualified for the finals
in this event. The attendance was
niuch larger than yesterday.

Three Mile Team- Races
Final Result,

The final in the 3-mile team race was
won by the United Xingdom, the
United States was second. Time, 14
minutes 39 3-5 seconds.

The United Kingdom 3-mile team was
composed of H. A. Watson, A. J. Rob~
ertson; J. E. Deakin, N. F. Hallows
and W. Coates, The United Stales
team was composed of Geo. V. Bonhag,
G. A. Dull, J.- L. Eisele, H. L. Truabe,
and Harvey Cohn. The French tealn
consisted of four men only.

The United Kingdom won compara-
tively easily. Wita the crack of the
pistol, Deakin, Rohertson Cowies and
Wilson jumped to the front with Bon-
hag fifth.'y Coming into the home
stretch on, the first lap, however; an-
other wearer of the.stars and stripes,
the long striding Eisele made a bid for
a better position and slipping along-
side of Bonhag took sixth place. Both
men were running easily with plenty
of reserve. France was already out
of the race. Bouin, who ran so well
yvesterday retired before the conclusion
of the first lap.

After concluding the first ecircle,
Eisele went right to the front, but
Deakin, the English cross country
champion, challenged for the place, and
getting to the pole led the way for his
team mates. By this time the field had
divided into two sections, Hisele lead-
ing the second’ lot with Dull and Cohn
close at hand, and Trube and Bonhag
bringing up the rear.

Eisele managed to get up-to the first
section, which now was leading the
second section by forty yards. The sec-
ond section was made up of Bonhag,
Dull, Cohn, Hallows, the Oxford crack,
and Trube, in the order named. Eisele
apparently was the only American who
could compete with the-Englishmen at
long distance running. He took second
place in the sixth lap, but could not
maintain it, and soon dropped back to
fourth, in which position he finished a
yard behind Cowles, Deakin and Rob-
ertson, who were respectively first and
second, had .a good lead. Wilson got
fifth place, Bonhag sixth and Hallows
seventh,

NOTABLE PARTY AT
NAMING CEREMONY

Felioitious Speeches After the
Princess Charlotte Took
Water.

Glasgow advices, dated June 29th,
give the following description of the
new C. P. R. steamship Princess Char-
lottee and the launching ceremony atf
Govan, June 27th:

The twin-screw steamer Princess
Charlotte, which the Fairfield Ship- |
building & Engineering Company (Lim-
ited), Govan, launched on Saturday for
the Canadian Pacific Railway Com-
pany’s service between Vancouver and
Seattle, is. 342 feet in length, 46 feet 6
inches in breadth, 26 feet in depth to
shelter deck, and of about 3,600 toms
gross. She is divided into seven water-
tight compartments, and the orlop deck
is also made water-tight, adding great-
ly to the safety of the ship. There dre
five decks—the orlop, main, shelter,
promenade and shade decks. The en-
trance to the passenger accommodation
is through water-tight doors on the
ship’s side on the shelter deck forward.
It leads to a spacious entrance hall,
tastefully panelled in teak, the floor be-~
ing laid with terra-cotta and white
rubber tiles. Aft of the main entrance
is a large centra] hall, fitted up with
lounge seats upholstered in crimson
plush. On the shelter deck there is ac-
commodatien for 176 first class passen-
gers in twe and three berth rooms; fit-
ted up in the latest style. On either
side of the forward central hall are 12
large three-berth rooms and also four
rooms fitted as bridal chambers, two in
fine figured mahogany and two in St.
Domingo satin wood. At the after end
of the shelter deck is a central hall
similar = to that forward, and also a
ladies’ tearoom in ‘light Austrian oak
with tulip wood inlay.in panels, and
blue and cream furnishings. On the
promenade deck there are two spacious
halls in a large deckhouse, and also
accommodation for 104 first class pas-
sengers in two-berth rooms. At the
after end is the smoking-room, in
fumed oak and with domed windows.

MOST AWFUL PIECE
OF ROAD ON EARTH

That is How Ald. Mable De-
scribes Store Street—Must
Improve Roadway.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

“Store street is the most awful piece
of road on earth,” was the state-
ment made at the council meeting last
night by Ald. Mable, in support of a
resolution instructing the city engineer
to take steps toward making the com-
panies responsible, the B. C. Electric
Railway and the C. P. R., carry out
tHeir agreements in regard to that
street. The council decided upon this
action and also instructed the city en-
gineer to confer with the engineering
department of the E. & N. railway re-
garding opening a level crossing over
that company’s line At the old Esqui-
malt road. ?

The question of this ecrossing was

by Ald. Norman, who moved that the
city engineer be asked to go over the
ground with an engineer representing
the E. & N. railway and report to the
council on the cost of reducing the
grade sufficiently to allow of a lev:
crossing over the railway tracks at
this point., The city’s. request to the
railway commission for a crossing had
been refused last year, but that was
no reason why another should not be
made this year.

City- Solicitor Mann said that last
year the railway commission had held
that the grade was too difficult and
the public necessity was not urgent
enough to warrant it in making an
order for the crossing. Since then the
commission had made some orders in
which the cost of reducing the grade
in similar circumstances had been
Givided between the companies and mu-
nicipalities interésted. In this case it
would require only a small reduction
in ‘the grade to render the crossing
safe.

Ald. Mable seconded the resolution
which was adopted unanimously.

Ald. Mable said he would like to call
attention to the' deplorable condition
of Store street. “‘Store street,” said he
“is ‘the most awful piece of ‘road on
leurth.® Bt is a disgrace to the city. The
old corduroy roads of pioneer days
were kings compared to it.”

Ald. Henderson pointed out that only
a week or so ago ‘the B. C. Electric
Company had been instructed by the
city council to remove their ties from
Store street. The company had taken
up the rails two years ago, but not=
withstanding their obligation to put a
street in as good shape after using as
before, they had left the ties in the
ground with the result that the road-
way was now almost impassable. The
C. P. R, in laying their rails to. their
new terminals also had not made the
rails level with the surface of the
ground as their agreement called upon
the company to do. At the curve the
rails were particularly high. Alto-

|| gether the street was in very bad con-

dition.

Ald. Mable moved that the city engi~
neer be asked to investigate and re-
port to the council as to why the two
companies interested had not put Store
street into  good - econdition as their
agreement required them to do.

Acting Mayor Cameron asked if this
was not a case for legal action rather
than the securing of advice from the
engineer. e

Ald. Henderson pointed out that the
street was to be paved, but that that
fact should not affect putting the
street in condition at the present time.

Ald. Mable’'s motion was passed.

A request by Ald. Matheson for per-
mission to lay a drain from his Ilot
across thée Esplanade on to the C, P.
R. Company’s land, produced a warm
discusgion, and in the end the request
was turned:- down. Mayor Nicholson
and Ald. Campbell thought the request
ought to be granted; Aldermen Roberts
and McKinnell being of the contrary
opinien. The latter took the ground
that the city by-law provided that a
Louseholder should get rid of his dirty
water on his own lot, and that as‘a
council they could not officially sanc-
tion the putting in of a drain intended
to carry dirty water on to private pro-
perty.

NELSON AHEAD ON/TIME.

Nelson, B. C., July 14.—At a meeting
of the city c®uncil it was decided to
adopt mountain® in place of Pacific
coast time as mow. This means putting
the clock ahead one hour. The actual
change will take place next Sunday at
1 a. m, At present the time changes
at Kootenay Landing, some 25 miles
southeast of Nelson, and Nelson will
now come within mountain time.

The action taken by the council is
the result of an agitation that has been
going on here for the past two months.
Practically every one is either in favor
of the change or not opposed to it.

COMING FROM ’FRISCO

Strange Party Returning to
South Seas on Australian
Liner.

On the Pacific Coast steamship City
of Puebla,.leaving San Francisco July
17th and due here on the 19th, will be
a party of Gilbert islanders who are to
be sent home on one of the Canadian-
Australian liners. For some months
past efforts have been made to re-
patriate the islanders who went to San
Francisco on one of the Australian lin-
ers running to that port -and,. since
their arrival, have been unable to re-
turn for some reason unknown locally.
The British Consu] General at San
Francisco has been in correspondence
with the Dominion authorities for some
time and it has now been arranged to
send the natives to their homes from
this port.

Nothing is known about the party by
the local agents of the Canadian-Aus-
tralian line except that the islanders
have been a long time in San Franeisco
in the role of unwilling and unwelcome
guests of that city and that they are
anxious to get as far on their home-
ward journey as the Canadian-Austra-
lian line can take them.

NEW REGULATIONS FOR
ESQUIMALT DRY-DOCK

Repairs Must Be Started With-
in Five Days of
Entry.

New regulations for the operation of the
dry dock at Esquimalt #ecently passed by
order in council provide that repairs must
be commenced upon a vessel within five
days after the dock is pumped out. The
penalty for default is $200 for each day
of delay. ™

The following new schedule is establish-
ed for all vessels: Up to 1,000 tons, $300
for the first day and five cents per ton
for each following day; vessels 2,000 tons
ot over, $400 first day of dockage and four
eents per ton up to 2,000 tons each fol-
Jowing day. Among the regulations are
others of less importance providing gov-
ernment entry forms for dry docking and
other routine.

OBJECTS OF NEW BILL
FULLY EXPLAINED

Gives Government Power of
* Discriminating to Meet All
Conditions.

The bill introduced into the House of
Commons by Hon. W. S, Fielding, min-
ister of finance, on Friday last, to
amend the Canada Shipping act, has,
as its main object, the granting of
powers of discrimination to the gov-
ernment which will allow of it meeting
by order in council new conditions as
they arise. The present law does mnot

allow of elasticity in the mratter of !
| (Western Canaada College), French;

granting or withdrawing coasting
privileges but the new bill will allow
the government to name the classes

| and characters of vessels which it may
be decided to grant privileges to and

the particular locality to which the
privileges will apply.

While the government is given power
to meet local cenditions on both the
Atlantic and Pacific coasts by the bill
the latter does not in any way affect
the operation of the coasting laws re-
garding foreign bottoms except in the
case of a certain class of Norwegian
colliers on the Atlantic side which are
the only vessels at present able to meet
the peculiarities of coal trade there,

The government was heavily peti-
tioned by the maritime provinceg to in-
troduce amendments to the shipping
act which would allow of the exclusion
of all foreign bottoms except Norwe-
gian colliers of 2,500 tons and upward,
the exciusion of which, at the presemt
time, would seriously effect industries
in the maritime cities. The bill, how-
ever, allows for the withdrawal of this
privilege at any-time that the govern-
ment may see fit.>

SMALL SOCKEYE PACK
IN NORTHERN WATERS

Better Weather May Improve
Take of Spring Salmon
on Skeena: ™ -

Vancouver, July 14—The pack of
sockeyes in Northern British Columbia
waters as a whole does not equal that
of last season at this time, according
to a statement made by W. H. Barker,
president and general manager of the
British Columbia Packers’ Association
who returned from a trip ag far as
the Skeena ziver, The pack of sock-
eyes at Rivers Inlet is about one-third
of what it was at this time last year,
but on the Skeena the pack about
equals that of last year at this time.

“At Alert Bay weather -conditions
have been against fishing,” s£id Mr,
Barker, “but a few sockeyes are show-
ing up in the Nimkish river, At
Bella Coola the run of springs was
about 30 per cent, l¢ss than last year
with sockeyes about the same as last
season,

“At Kimsquit the sockeyes started
runhing a week ago to-day. At Rivers
Inlet the pack is about one-third as
large as last year Wadham’s cannery
having the largest pack. Lowe Inlet
cannery had 900 cases packed last Sat-
urday.”

“On the SKeena the run of springs
was fair. On Thursday last the sock-
eyes were averaging 60 or 70 to the
boat. The weather was very bad,
stormy, rdiny and cold. If we get
better weather on the SKeena the pack
may be good. .The total pack, includ-
ing springs and sockeyés on the
Skeena river, is 19,000 cases, meostly
springs. -On Rivers Inlet the  total
pack to last Saturday was 9,000 cases.”

Since the opening oy/navigatlon for
the present season the/revenue received
by the harbor commissioners .of .Mon-
treal has amounted to $90,710, as against

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OPPORTUNITIES
FOR STEEL WORKS

J. T. SHADFORTH ON-
ITS POSSIBILITIES

He Points Out the Advantages
Which Vancouver Island
Possesses.

J. T. Shadforth, with whom inter-

views have appeared recently relative-
ly to the establishment of stee] works
on this coast, when questioned by a
Times reporter with reference to his
undertaking, said:

“I left Liverpool, England, June 6th,
1906, for the purpose of ascertaining
what the possibilities were for the erec-
tion of a large iron ana steel plant on
the Pacific coast, and as to the quality
and quantity of raw materials; if I
found that the requisite materials were
on the coast for all phases of steel
manufacture I had to induce local cap-
ital to put into operation an initial
plant sufficient to demonstrate that
steel could be manufactured on the
coast commercially.

“Xes, I am aware of certa.in large
. propositions having been placed before
.the public, but such propositions can-
not be taken seriously. Eastern cap-
ital will not entertain, much less fin-
ance such large undertakings unless
there is first an initial jplant in full op-
eration which they may take hold of
and develop on a larger scale. If ever
! there is a plant on the Pacific coast it
will bé the people of the west who will
lay the foundations of the industry and
not eastern capital. Eastern capital
will come to extend or enlarge what
the people of the west have begun.
Here are extracts from an letter writ-
ten by a gentleman connected with the
United States Steel Corporation: ‘We
can reach strong, rich, successful men
who have the influence and following to
make the iron and steel. business suc-
cessful, but we must have something
tangible. You will nevet find the capi-
talist with the nerve, experience, and
ability, to start a poineer industry so
far from London or Pittsburg.” This is
also the opinion of London capital. This
ought to put at rest|any rumor that
eastern capital is going to do this or
that towards a pioneer industry. Truth
and candor always pays in the end,
especially where public money is con-
cerned, and the publi¢c have a right to
know where they stand when such
large sums of money |are involved or
asked for.”

Asked” what was his oplnion as to
quantity of raw material for iron and
stee] manfacture on the Pacific coast,
Mr. Shadforth says:

“I have been over much ground hav-
ing travelled from British Columbia in
the north, to Lower California. The
most important question in my mind is
the question of fuel. | Coal is plentiful
in British Columbia and the state of
‘Washington, but little of it in Wash-
ington state is of such -4 nature as to
coke for blast furnace use, ‘it being
too high in ash. It would take about

‘ 2,800, pounds of coke to each ton of pig
iron ‘manufactured wﬁth the best coal
'Washington state | could produce;
whereas certain coals in British Colum-
bis would ‘produce s{uch a:high class
coke with the by-product.ovens that
not more that 2,400/ pounds of coke
would be required for each one ton of
pig iron manufactured. You will thus
perceive the importarnce of having suit-
able coke, and the ‘difference, 400
pounds would bake | in  operating a
800-ton blast furnace.”

“Could not oil fuell be made suitable
for ‘the manufacture of pig iron” was
asked.

“I have made a stuﬂy of oil fuel since
1 was 19 years of age, that is 21 years
ago, and was sucoessfu] in manufactur-
ing steel with oil gas, but when you
talk about manufacturing pig iron with
oi] fuel reminds me that my friends
here have made me conversant with
certain' attempts in|Southern Califor-
nia. Two points -I |observed. First,
that the persons so| operating had no
knowledge of the business of pig iron
manufacture, and second, an attempt
io manufacture pig iron w!thout coke
altozether. Coke plgys two important
parts in' pig iron manufacture: First
as fuel, second as flux. All attempts
should have in the first place been made
te reduce gradually the amount of
coke. used in the manufacture of pig
iron. - Its tota] absence amused me and
corta.lnly failure was a foregone con-
clusion.” |

On the question of iron ore heé says:

“As I have already stated, iron ore is
i plentiful, but not all of easy access.
There is much desirable iron ore in the
interior, but that mleans railway trans-
portétion, which is too costly. The cor-
poration which can assemble. its raw
materials at the lowest cost will win
if competition should ever, arise. The
question of adequate supply of desir-
able ore is that which can be handled
cheaply and easy | of access—that is,
nearest to water facilities. ~ Various
grades of iron ore are required in ep-
erating a large works which is produc-
ing various .articles of consumption,
and it is always advisable or business
Ppolicy when selecting the various sites
required to have the mines as neéar as
possible for the purposes of transporta-
tion, providing you|find mines so situ-
ated by nature. There are two places
g0 .endowed, that is British Columbia
#nd Lower California. British Colum-
bia can assemble very cheaply 75 per
eent of materials for the use of a large
jron and steel plant; two things are
lacking—a certain| quality of hema-
tite and manganeLe Manganese will
have to be imported from Japan; and
the hematite fro Lower California.
1t is probable that the day is not far
distant when both these requisites will
be fourid on Vancouver Island. Talk-
ng about the assemblage of raw ma-
{erials reminds me of an extract from

a speech delivered by Mr. Carnegie at
Edlnburgh on October 22nd, 1802, which
was as follows: ‘The seat of manufac-
turing is now, and| will continue to be.
more and more, simply a question of
wheré the requxsitg raw materials are
found under suitable conditions. Capi-
tal and labor (skilled) have lost the
power they once had to attract raw

materials. These now attract labor
and capital..””

Relative to the sites for works, Mr.
Shadforth points only to advantages
which Vancouver Island possesses. He
said with respect to establishing else-
where on the coast there is also the
danger that the British Columbia gov-
ernment might place a prohibitive price
on the quality of coal desired by us.
Under such circumstances you cannot
question if such a policy was adopted
by the government, for she desires her
country opened up to industries. A
prohibitive price is to be placed on all
ores exported from British Columbia
which certainly wil] affect very serious-
ly any attempt to commence the steel
industry in or™mear Seattle. The Can-
adian government offers a bonus of
about $3 per ton on al] steel manufac-
tured from the ores of the country, and
with the threatened export tax on raw
materials taken out of the country, and
the cheapness with which the raw ma-
terials can be assembled such works
will control, when once in full opera-
tion the Pacific Coast trade.

FIRST BEGGARMAN
APPEARS IN DAWSON

— ———

Unusual Occurrence in History
of Yukon—Influx of Unde-
sirables.

-

Dawson, June 27.—For the first time
in the history of Dawson a man ap-
peared at the Dawson police barracks
this week and asked for food. He said
he could get nothing to eat. He: had
just arrived from the outside. He
could find no work as a carpenter, and,
since he was a carpenter, he could not
work with pick-and shovel. That was
not in ‘his line. He was promptly made
to understand by Major Wood that men
who are too good to work are not de-
gired in this country and that he had
better get to work at the end of a No.
2 shovel at once or take a ticket out.

The influx of Slavonians and such
classes from the Treadwell mines and
other places on the coast to Dawson
to labor for the Guggenheims has
grown to such an extent, and so many
depredations of a character never be-
fore known in the Yukon are becon-
ing so common, that the governor and
the police commanders are requesting
Ottawa to have immigration officers
placed at the boundary between Can-
ada and Alaska, 'on the White Pass
road, to keep out the undesirables.
Any person who is a pauper or is un-
able .to show means of livelihood, or
who has no one in the country on
whom to depend, can be barred, as
can criminals, prostitutes, imbeciles,
and the like. One hold-up, a murder
and other depredations of a minor na-
ture have caused this action.

Several Hindus have appearel in the
town of late and seem unable to fir.d
work. They came in probably penni-
less and may have to be sent out at the
guvernment’s expense, as ¥ere a num-
ber of Hindu paupers last year.

Hold-ups and other offenses have
given the police moére work than they
can.well- handle with their limited
force, dnd the desirability of restric-
tions at the boundary are emphasized.

SEEKING ROAD FOR
NORTH END OF ISLAND

Needs of Danish Colony is
Being Pressed Upon Gov-
ernment.

With the object of urging the govern-
ment to build a wagon road from the
end of the west arm of Quatsino Sound
to the settlement on San Josef bay, and
on other matters of lesser importance,
C. B. Christensen, of Cape Scott, has
come to Victoria as the representative
of the settlers in that part of Van-
couver Island,

It will be rememberea that the build-
ing of the road to facilitate the market-
ing of the farmer's produce was
strongly advocated in the legislature
by H, C. Brewster, M, P. P. for Alberni,
at the last and previous session. Mr.
Christensen has been assured that the
matter will be taken up at once,

In explaining the need of this road
to a Times reporter at the Dominion
hote] to-day, Mr. Ohristensen observed
that San Josef-bay was so shallow and
80 open to the southeast swells that
the captains of vessels often refused to
try to make the harbor. Consequently,
unless the road is built to the west arm
of Quatsino Sound, the settlers have no
regular or certain way of getting out
their produce.

“The road cannot be built without
considerable difficulty,” said Mr, Chris-
tensen, ‘“on account of the fearful havoc
wrought by a cyclone last December in
which one man was killed and several
people narrowly escaped death from the
falling trees.

“So fearful was the storm that heavy
sticks of timber were snapped like
sticks, and there are some sections of
the country where every tree is down,
and there are huge piles of twisted
trunks in all directions looking as jf a
giant had strode through the forests
with a sickle, Of course there are places
along the road where these trees will
have to be cut out, and we want the
government to send up a donkey engine
to help clear things up.”

Mr. Christensen said that the north-
west part of Vancouver Island was
admirably suited for dairy and mixed
farming. The clover crops of the little
settlements at Cape Scott and San
Josef bay were particularly luxuriant.

The settlers are principally Danish
people, and they are quite at home with
the dairy business, as might be expect-
ed. While not pretending to Socialism
in any way, the farmers conduct their
business on the co-operative plan, and
have a general-agent whom they com-
mission to look after their affairs. Be-
sides clover, they successfully raise
beets, turnips and other garden vege-
tables, peaches, strawberries and all
kinds of small fruits,

At Cape Scott there are large tracts
of grass lands which are being farmed
by a Dane, N. P. Jensen, who is ship-
ping young cattle, butter, cheese and
general dairy products to Victoria.

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OLD LAND’S VIEW
OF TERCENTENARY

NOTHING INCONGRUOUS
IN CELEBRATION

London Times Expresses the
Attitude of the British
People.

_The feeling which exists in England
toward the tercentenary celebration
was expressed in an article in the Lon-
dom Times commenting upon a meet-
ing in the Mansion House in regard to
the movement. In part this article
says:

‘“When the people of Canada read
such speeches as those of Lord Roberts
and Lord Crewe and such expressions
of cordia}l concurrence as came from
the prime minister, from Mr. Balfour,
from Lord Lansdowne, and many oth-
ers of like standing in the state, when
they learn that, from his Majesty the
King downwards, we in England are
all of one mind in this matter, they
cannot but feel that the heart of the
Motherland beats in unison with their
own, and that their fellowship in the
British Empire 1is established and
consecrated forever. They know, too,
that the sympathies of France are as
keen as her share in the glories shortly
to be celebrated is great and lasting,
and that their kinsmen across the bor-
der in the New World are not less at
one with them on this occasion than
those across the seas in the 0ld.

No Occasion to Protest.

“There is no occasion to protest, still
less to offer proof, that these celebra-
tions are in no sense intended to exalt
the triumph of one great nation over
another. They have not been so in-
terpreted in Canada, where ‘'the early
history of what is now the great Do-
minion is the common heritage of both
races, where both are now united in
brotherly concord in the building up
of its magnificent and illimitable fu-
ture, where both have fought with
equal glory and evenly-balanced for-
tune in “battles long ago.” In truth,
the occasion should appeal equally to
both races whose share in the making
of Canada has been equally indispen-
sable and equally honorable. The an-
niversary to be celebrated is that of
the great Frenchman, Champlain’s
first founding of Quebec in 1608. That
is a purely French anniversary, and
no Canadian who reflects on aH that
France has done- for Canada, and all
that her sons are now doing, will
grudge the great soldier, sailor, states-

man, and pioneer of France his well-"

earned meed of Canadian and British
recognition.
Days 8§ Long Asgo,
“It profits not when recalling these
‘old, unhappy, far-off things’ — yet
deeply sacred, too, in the memories of

both races—to remember that the blood |

of England and France at one time
flowed from men who faced each other
in bitter and relentless conflict on many
a stricken field. It flowed to the equal
honor and glory of both, as Codlonel
Wood, the accomplished - author of
‘The Fight for Canada,” has shown.
Nor did it always flow from opposite
sides. If France and England can
look back now with mutua] apprecia-
tion and respect to the achievements
of their sons in econflict, so, too, can
French and English Canadians recall
many a hard-fought field on which
their kinsmen shed their blood as com-
rades fighting for the common father-
iand of Canada.
Swords Are Hung Up.

‘““The two races have honorably cross-
ed swords in the past. They now hang
their swords up together in mutual
honor of the illustrious dead and in
everlasting token of their own recon-
ciliation and peace,

“For this reason it is at once singu-
larly appropriate and deeply significant
that the permanent memoria]l of the
Champlain’s celebration is to be the
rescuing of the Battlefields of Quebec,
the immorta] Plains of Abraham, from
certain ignoble accretions and associa-
tions which have been heedlessly al-
lowed to gather round them, and their
dedication for ever to the memory of
the great deeds that were done there.
It is true that for many Englishmen
the Plains of Abraham are associated
only with the memorable scene of
Wolfe’s victory and death. But for
all Canadians, whether of French or of
British race, and for all students of
Canadian history, they are associated,
as Mr. Fortescue and Colonel Wood
have shown, with much more than this.
Montealm was also stricken to death
on the same memorable field, and died
with equal glory, though not with equal
fortune. That conjecture has long been
commemorated in the monument erect-
ed by Lord Dalhousie in the Govern-
ment Gardens at Quebec, bearing on
one face the name of Montcalm and on
the other that of Wolfe. ;

Again Commemorated.

“It will again be commemorated not
less worthily in the monument to both
heroes which it is proposed that this
country should present to Canada for
erection on the consecrated Plains of
Abraham. But even this does not ex-
haust the teeming and varied associa-
tions of those historic battlefields. The
true story of the equa] share of French
and British in the glorious associations
of Quebec is briefly told by Colonel
Wood, and he shows that, if these
shares be properly adjusted to the per-
spective of history, they constitute in
themselves what he well calls an ‘en-
tente cordiale d’honneur,” which needs
neither gloss nor concealment of any
kind to secure its cordial recognition on
both sides. ‘Although,” as he tells us,
4n the five battles round Quebec the
Pritons have two victories to their
credit and the French three, while the
French-Canadians shared the glory of
no less than four.” There i{s nothing,
therefore, inappropriate or incongruous
in commemorating Champlain’s anni-
versary by the dedication of the Plains
of Abraham in public and honorable
use forever.”

SUICIDE AT NELSON.

Nelson, B. C., July 15.—Joseph Chip-
man, aged 52, an old prospector, living
just west of the city, committed sui-
cide yesterday.

CANADIAN-AUSTRALIAN
SUBSIDY RENEWED

Sir James Mills Announces
Completion of Negotia-
tions.

Sir James Mills, president of the
Unipn Steamship company, of Dune-
din, New Zealand, which operates the
Canadian-Australian line_to this port
from the Antipodes, announced to-day
in New York that arrangements were
almost completed for the renewal of
the company's subsidy which would
allow of the operation of 20-knot
steamships on the trans-Pacific route.
The period of the subsidy renewal cov-
ers five years from the date of its ex-
piry at the end of August next year.

It will be remembered that when
Sir James Mills arrived in Victoria on
the R. M. S.-Marama two weeks ago
he announced that he was seeking the
renewal of the subsidy upon terms
which would allow of the operation
of 18 knot steamships, of which the
Makura, now building in England,
would be one.

A special dispatch to the Times to-
day states that Sir James Mills has
arrived in Montreal from Ottawa on
his way to London, England, and tnatc
he has stated the ‘intentions of his
company, now that the subsidy mat-
ter is satisfactorily arranged, to bhe
the operation of 20-knot liners. This
will not only provide an accelerated
service from B. C. to the Antipodes,
but will form a big link in the “All-
Red"” route scheme.

VICTORIA GIRL
GETS DIVORCE

SAD EXPERIENCE
OF A YOUTHFUL BRIDE

Honeymoon Jars—A Night in
a’Bathroom—Married at
Seventeen.

The following taken from a London
exchange, will prove interesting read-
ing to Victorians inasmuch as the pe-
titioner is a loca] girl, having been
born and spent the early years of her
life here:

A married life which only lasted for
two or three days after the marriage
was described by Mrs. Marjorie Annie
Hatton (nee Pinder), on the hearing of
her petition for a dissolution of her
marriage with Dr, Plers James Hatton.
on the ground of his cruelty and mis-
By his answer he admitted
misconduct, but denied cruelty, and
made charges against his wife. Mr.
Rufus Isaacs, who was for Dr. Hatton,
rald that the counter charges involved
the names of persons who were not
parties to the suit. Counse]l had care-
fully considered the evidence which
could be put before the court in respect
to those counter charges, and though it
was quite sufficient to justify them
being made, he was satisfied that the
jury would not accept it against the
petitioner. Under the circumstances,
the counter charges would not be pro-
ceeded with, so that there only remain-
ed the'charge of cruelty. The Presi-
dent: There is a plea that petitioner
has conduced. Mr, Isaacs: I cannot
support it. Evidence taken on com-
mission in Brussels, stating that Dr.
Hatton had stayed there with a lady,
was-read by Mr. Nelson, who, with Mr.
Rawlinson, appeared for the petitioner.

Married at Seventeen,

Mrs. Hatton said that she knew Dr.
Hatton eVven before she went to school
in Canada, where she and her family
had lived. He was an intimate friend
of the family, and came with them to
England in March, 1904. He and she
saw a good deal of each other, and be-
came engaged, she being then 17 and he
rather over 40. The engagement lasted
from six to eight months, and on Tues-
day, - December 20th, 1904, they were
married at Marylebone Parish church.
They went to Paris for the honeymoon.
When they got there they went out to
supper and returned to the: hotel
Later in the evening there was a dis-
rute; he tore her clothes, and was so
violent that she ran away and locked
herself in the bath-room. After ' an
hour she thought he must be asleep and
came out, when fie pounced on her and
caught her by the hair. She ran away
again, and it was not til] five o’clock in
the morning that she got to bed. She
made arrangements-to -retérn to Eng-
land the; same day, and asked him to
look out & train. They came together,
and on their arrival occupied 'separate
rooms at the Carlton. On the Friday
her sister came and stayed with her.

A Remark Which Gave Offence,

On the Saturday there was a dispute,
and he hit her on the. back and left
the room. When he came back he
had something glittering in his hand.
and she ran out. President: ‘“What
was it? It must have been a knife.”
Mr. 'Isaacs: “There is no charge of
that in the particulars. What was the
dispute about?” “Because I said, ‘Do
not eat so loudly.’ Witness went .on
to say that on the Sunday her mother
and sister came to see her, and it was
arranged that witness should go with
the latter to Folkstone. She returned
on the Wednesday, and in the evening
went with her sister to the theatre. On
her return she found her mother had
come to the hotel, and as she went along
the corridor to her room she heard her
husband speaking loudly. She was
frightened and went to her bedroom,
but at her mother’s request she came
out. Her husband then “bounced at
ber,” declaring that he wanted her
jewelry. He flew at her, caught her
necklace from her neck, and tore her
fur coat off, and in a temper told her
to get out. She ran into the corridor
and wanted to go home, but her mother
talked to her, and she went back to her
room with her sister. The next morn~
ing her husband said he was going, and
she “could jolly well go where she
liked.” She replied, ““You cannot leave
me like that; I cannot go to an hotel
by myself, without my sister or some-
one.” He answered, ‘“Well, I will see
that a room is taken for you at the
Langham.” Mr. Rawlinson: “Did yow
think he really meant to leave you?”
“No; I came down later in the day,
thinking he would be there.” Witness
added that when she found he had
gone and that all her things had been
packed up without her knowledge, she
went to the Langham. ‘Thence she tel-
egraphed to the rooms he had occupied
before he was married.

“At Langham, will see you at 11
o’clock to-morrow. Will you wire if
convenient?’’

In reply he wired:

“Am staying at Friop hotel, Man-
chester street. Expect you there to-
night.”

And he wrote:

“You must be aware it is your duty
as my wife to return to my home. By
not doing so you forfeit alj claim to my
affection and respect in the future.”

On that she went to the address he
had given and found a Jot of people
there, It seemed as if there was. a
meeting.of trustees, and the solicitors
ewere there. She waited till they. had
gone, and then asked her husband to
return to the Langham that night, but
he refused. When she got back she
wrote: i

“As you have all those lawyers buz-
zing round you I think it only fair that
you should wait till Monday for my
answer * * * you may come and
take us out. if you like.”

He wired back:

“Please see Mr. Oldham (his solicit-
or), anything wanted he wil] attend to,
advises -me not to see you.”

She wrote:

“Dear Piers,—I have just got your
wire. Naturally, those fine lawyers of
vours do not want you to see me again,
because  they want your money. Piers,

I know I have not played the game,
but I will promise to come back if you
want me, if you will promise to treat
me as you did. I am absolutely alone
in the world. After all, I am your wife,
S0 come to me. Do not let your law-
vers decide it; you are a man and have
a mind of your own, Your Unhappy
Margery.”

Witness never saw her husband
again. Counsel added that Dr, Hat-
ton went to Brussels almost immediate-
1y, and was there joined by a woman.

A Sister’s Evidence.

them. In order to locate the depot at
the corner of View and Vancouver
sireets it would be necessary to run a
spur of the B. C. Electric railway into
the property from Fort street. The
street railway company is extending

its line to Mount Tolmie to bring the |

The whole matter is now before the
city council and will be dealt with by
the streets, bridges and scwers com-
mittee on Friday evening.

The Victoria Association has so well
established itself in the west that next
yvear's markets for the strawberry
crops are already assured.

The outlook for a successfu] market-
ing of the cherry crop is exceedingly
bright. The cherries are being put up
in shallow crates—ten pounds to the
crate—in closely packed rows which
gives the fruit a good display and at
the same time insureg their arrival in
good condition.

The outlook for other small frum is
also very promising, and there will be
raspberries, logan berries and currents
galore to ship from the Viectoria dis-
tricts to the middle west.

The association expects to handle
about 60,000 forty-pound boxes of ap-
ples this season, and there will be a big
crop of plums.

A jam plant for the preserving of
small fruits which are not in the best
of condition for shipping ouf of the
city has been erected by the associa-
tion, but so far it has not had to be
used.

J. R. Scott Has Spent Twenty
Years in Indian
School.

J. R. Scott, one of the earliest set-
tlers in the Prince Rupert district, is
in Victoria taking a well-earned rest
after twenty years of educational work
among the Indians.

In 1889, Mr. Scott went up to Met-
lakahtla to take charge of the in-
dustrial school for 1Indian children,
which the Federal government had
established there. This school was
later handed over to the Church of
England, and some time ago was dis-
established on account of lack of
funds to continue the work.

“It seems rather wonderful,”” ob-
served Mr. Scott to a Times reporter
at the Domin
