Op Interest to Lumbermen :—The 
following notice from the Crown Land 
office appears in the Royal Gazette :

“The attention of all persons who hold 
timber licenses on crown lands is called to 
the following regulation, embodied in each 
license :

“No spruce or pine trees shall be cut 
by any licensee under any license, which 
will Dot make a log at le ist 18 feet in 
length and 10 inches at the small end ; 
and if any such shall be cut, the lumber 
shall bo liable to double stum page and the 
license be forfeited.”

“This is to notify all licensees that for 
the future this section will l»e rigidly en­
forced, and that no spruce or pine trees 
smaller than the above dimensions can be- 
legally cut for pulp-wood, stave-wood, 
kiln-wood, or any other purpose.”

Bad of a Promising Air Ship.
At Williamsburg, L. I., on Tuesday 

of last week, Pro. Hogan, a Canadian, 
made an experimental trip with Camp­
bell’s air ship. A large crowd witness­
ed the ascension and cheered Hogan 
and a friend who accompanied him. 
The air ship consisted of a silk cigar­
shaped bag, with a cigar-shaped re­
ceptacle beneath. An electric battery 
connected to several propellers made of 
canvas gave the propelling power. 
The body of the ship was filled with 
gas. Shortly after the rising of the 
machine the occupants could be seen 
working excitedly, and a few minutes 
later one of the propellers fell to the 
ground. After that the ship appeared 
to be in trouble. It twisted about in 
every manner and spun about like a 
top. Several times it appeared to 
stand up on one end, threatening to 
dump the occupants out. The oc­
cupants were from all appearances, 
attempting to descend, but acted as if 
they could not. One of the men was 
seen to climb to the top and then 
return to his companion. Directly 
after that the ship darted upwards and 
disappeared in the distance. When 
last seen the occupants were undoubt­
edly in trouble.

A Providence despatch of Thursday 
last says that about seven o’clock 
Tuesday evening a big balloon passed 
over that city, heading in a direction 
that would have brought it up over 
Buzzard’s bay or Vineyard Sound in an 
hour or two. A great many people 
there believed the balloon was the 
Campbell air ship, as no ascensions 
were known to have been made in that 
vicinity.

A New York despatch of the same 
date says :—“Pilot Phelan, of the pilot 
boat Caprice, who brought, the barque 
Bell into port, reports that on July 16; 
in latitude 39.30, longitude 71.40, he 
sighted from the masthead a long dis­
tance away, a balloon, dragging its car 
along the surface of the water. He 
gave chase to it, but at sundown, when 
about three-quarters of a mile from it, 
it collapsed and disappeared from 
sight.”

The air ship and its two occ upants 
have not been further heard from and 
are given up as lost. It is very pro­
bable that the unfortunate failure of the 
project was due to some defect in the 
mcchainsm of the ship, or some mistake 
made by its navigators in operating it. 
The Campbell plan seems quite practi­
cable for rerial navigation, and those 
interested in it should not lose faith in 
its ultimate success because of the mis­
fortune that has attended their first 
effort.

No Duty Needed.

GROTTO'An article in the Montreal Gazette of 
Thursday—the government organ—is 
apparently a semi-official announce­
ment to the Maritime Provinces that 
they must consent to have the duty on 
flour increased. The Gazette's line of 
argument is that no attention should 
be paid to the view held in these Pro­
vinces that „increased duty means in­
creased cost. If it be so, so much the 
worse for the purchaser. “The govern 
ment is pledged to retain the home 
market for Canadians,” and therefore, 
at whatever cost, the foreign article 
must be kept out of Canada. The 
Gazette urges upon the miller to induce 
the wheat grower to side with him in 
this new crusade against Maritime 
Province interests. “The raillera have 
an impregnable case, and if they enlist 
the support of the farmers, as they 
should be capable of doing, Parliament 
will scarcely venture to deny them jus­
tice.” The duty imposed upon flour is 
imposed solely in the interest of the 
Ontario and Western producer. Its 
object is to compel the consumer in the 
Maritime Provinces to buy Canadian 
flour, by increasing the price of the 
American article. What return is to 
be got for this extra taxation? What 
return is there for the present high 
taxation on a prime article of food like 
flour ? There is none whatever. Let 
the government beware ; let it stay its 
hand in time. The duty on flour is too 
high now ; the only satisfactory way in 
which that duty can be eqalised is much 
simpler than the plea suggested by the 
Gazette. It is that the duty shall be 
taken off altogether. Why should a 
million of people in the Maritime Pro­
vinces be taxed for the benefit of a 
handful of millers in Ontario ? The 
greatest good for the greatest number 
is the true foundation of a sound Na­
tional Policy ; and, above all, the lum­
berman, the shipbuilder, the fisherman, 
the laborer of this part of Canada, 
ought not to have to pay tribute to any 
one in Ontario.—St. John Globe

The Temperance Question.
[Manchester, N.H., “Mirror and Farmer” July 18.]

If popular majorities mean anything 
public sentiment in the United States is 
running strongly against constitutional 
and statutory prohibition of the manu­
facture and sale of intoxicating drinks. 
Within a few months the people of ten 
States have been called upon to vote 
upon the question, and in eve-y case 
their verdict that prohibition is a 
failure has been so emphatic as to be 
astonishing. These people have had 
long and varied experience in dealing 
with the matter. In New Hampshire 
they have tried prohibition for a third 
of a century. Iu Massachusetts and 
Rhode Island they have lived under 
prohibition laws of the most stringent 
character and under local option license 

4lawe. Iu Pennsylvania they have 
tested more thoroughly perhaps than it 
has been done anywhere else an elabor­
ate and most restrictive license system, 
and in West Virginia, Texas and 
Michigan they have rejected prohibi­
tion without trying it at all. These 
facts force even the most unwilling to a 
conclusion that for the present, at least, 
and until the tide turns, there is no 
reasonable hope of an acceptance of the 
prohibitory code by the people of the 
American Union. Indeed, it is evident 
that there aie not more than four or 
five States in which a majority vote 
could to-day be obtained for prohibi­
tion, and when we consider the result 
of the spring voting in New Hampshire 
and Massachusetts, once prohibitory 
strongholds, we may well doubt 
whether there are more than two. 
Another fact is nearly as patent, and 
that is that a large percentage of the 
votes against prohibition comes from 
men who have been prohibitionists and 
would bo now if they had not become 
convinced that there will be fewer rum 
shops, fewer drunkards, and less of the 
misery that follows iu the wake of the 
liquor traffic under a law that licensee, 
than there has been and must be under 
one that attempts to abolish it.

The missionaries of the temperance 
cause have done a great work in the 
last twenty-five years, and the enemies 
of the dram shop were never so nniner-

Marriage of SonToeorgre 2. Foster.

There has been considerable comment 
on the marriage of the Hon. George Foster 
to Mrs. Chisholm, formerly the wife of 
D. B. Chisholm, who received consider­
able attention at onr hands some years 
ago in connection with the Standard Fire 
Insurance Company of Hamilton, of un­
savory memory. Mr. Chisholm embez­
zled a large amount of funds, and dis­
appeared. He is thought by some to be 
in Australis, bnt bis actual whereabouts 
are unknown. Mrs. Chisholm quite re 
cently obtained a divorce in Chicago, on 
the ground of desertion ; and was married 
there to Mr. Foster. As to whether there 
were really scriptural reasons for a divorce 
is a matter for the consciences of the par­
ties themselves ; as to whether this di* 
vorce is legally good in Canada is a matter 
for the courts and for lawyers. The only 
side of the question which concerns us is 
the effect of this case on the public mind. 
There is unquestionably a strong and 
proper prejudice against divorcee of any 
kind, the one ground of adultery alone 
excepted. Any relaxing of our laws or 
customs in this ’regard must be sternly 
guarded against. The prominent position 
held by Mr. Foster as a Minister of the 
Crown, lends an importance to this case 
which it would not otherwise have, and 
fears are expressed in some quarters 
that it may have an injurious effect on 
public opinion. The affair is a very re­
grettable one.

“Sir James C. Ross crossed Wed- 
del’s track in Lat. 65° S., and where he 
had found an open sea, Ross found an 
ice-pack of an impassable character, 
along which he sailed for ICO miles ; 
and again, when only one degree 
beyond the track of Cook, who had no 
occasion to enter the pack, Ross was 
navigating among it for fifty-six days.

“But these appear insignificant when 
compared with a body of ice reputed to 
have been passed by twenty-one ships, 
during the months of December, 1854, 
and January, February, March, and 
April, 1855, floating in the South At­
lantic from Lat. 44° S., Long. 28° W., 
to Lat. 40° S., Lung. 20° W. Its 
elevation in no case exceeded 300 feet. 
The first account of it was received 
from the Créât Britain, which in De­
cember, 1854, was reported to have 
steamed 50 miles along the outer side 
of the longer shank.” One ship was 
lost upon it : others embayed.
