DERMATOLOGY.

WONDERS PERFORMED BY EX-
PERTS IN THE PROFESSION.

They Clothe Their Patients in New Epi-
dermis From Head to Foot—Pug Noses
Straightened—Dimples Made to Order.

‘I hear Miss Simpkins is married,”
said Chollie to Fweddle.

‘“Miss Simpkins! that frightful-lonk-
ing girl! Well, she’s in luck, she is.”

‘“Why, Fweddle, indeed,”you must be
orazy, don’t you know. Miss Simpkins,
why, she’s a bea-u-oo-tiful young
woman,"’

The difference of opinion was due to
the fact that Fweddie remembered Miss
Simpkins as she appeared ‘‘before tak-
ing,” while Chollle became aoquainted
with her ‘‘after taking.’’

Once upon a time Miss Simpkins was
a girl whom everybody pitied. She had a
huge parrot nose, a red birthmark
blurred by freckles and smallpox, a pro-
truding lip and a pair of ears that flopped
like sails before the wind.

The dermatologist is primarily a
beauty dootor, and his trade lies largely
with society people who aek for the re-
moval of the petty troubles that vanity
abhors. The little electric needles that
mean death to moles and warts and to
that terror of terrors, the woman’s mus-
tache, together with the knife for e-
moving wrinkles, are his nt com-

‘ThfcK™ lips are rednced to normal
size by a similar process of ocutting away
the too generous supply of tisue. By
slightly slitting the ends of the lips a
their line of contgot and sewing them
up till the two parts have grown to-
gether, the mouth may be reduced toany
size desired. The double chin, which
gives some people such an air of flerce-
ness, may be entirely out away.

‘‘We get hundreds of soclety women
with slight disfigurements that annoy
them terribly. All the soap and salve in
the world will drive few complexion
blemishes away. Moles, for instance,are
destroyed by the application of an elec-
tric needle, which deadens the skin
around the exocressnce and oause it to
drop off. Skin indented by smallpox or
otherwise disfigured may be out away,
Small pleces of epidermis from other
partas of the body are lald over the wound
and in a short time the patient is cov-
ered with a olear, smooth and healthy
hide,

‘“All the searing in the world does not
prevent hair from growing anew, for the
follicle from which it takes root is no$
destroyed. The dermatologist dips his

panione.

Serious surgical operations, such as
outting a plece of ocartilage out of a
nose or leg, are not often performed for
venity’s sake. If so, the natural organ is
abnormally ugly. Many people have had
their noses broken, while with others
the oartilage may have been destroyed by
disease, Men and women of the stage are
sometimes forced to undergo an opera-
tion for almost trivial defects,

That the dermatologist’s services are
required for still other purposes is illus-
trated by a story recently told of a Chi-
cago deteotive.

The detective was standing with his
partner at a busy struet corner, when a
susplolous-looking character sauntered
b:

¥,

“I'll be hanged if that ain’'t ‘Honey
Dick,’ ”’ said the first detectiye. *‘Look
at that walk of his.”

‘‘Honey Diok’’ wae a notorious bureg-
lar, badly wanted by the Chinago police,

When the suspect came nearer, ths de-
teotives changed their minds. * Honey
Dick’’ had red hair, an Irish pug nose
and lips as thick as a negro’s, while this
man’s features were the exact opposite.
Experts thay they were, the slewths saw
at a glance that his hair copld not be
dyed nor his nose of plaster of paris.
They allowed him to pass unmolested.

A few days later the same man was
arrested while attempting to enter a
house. It developed that he actually was
‘“‘Honey Diok,’’ He had been treated by
o skilled dermasologist.

Men who can do work of the kind rev
quired in ocases like that of Miss Simp-
kins and ‘“Honey Dick’’ are very rare.
Thers are, of course, hosts of quacks—

beauty doctors
skilled d 8 are

speoialists of a high order. Their fees are
fully as high as those of any eye or ear
dootor of great reputation. For simple
operations hundreds of dollars ape
oh while the reconstruction of oud’s
spatomy le s0 expensive that only-a few
wealthy psople can afford it.

The reason fop this is that dermatology
is as yet a comparatively new scleuce, It
bas not been fully explored, and the pub-
lic are little aware of its scope.

I was in the office of a dermatologist a
few days ago and witnessed several cases.

One was that of a young man whose
face had been completely disfigured by a
kick from a herss. The patient’s nose
had caved in and his cheek was badly
lacerated.

‘‘We shall cut that nose open and flap
the gkin and flesh to the side,’’ sald the
doctor. ‘‘Remova all the partilage not
thoronghly sound and replace it with
live tissue from an animal. In a short
time, the new cartilage grows into place,
just as a twig is introduced oun a rose-
bush or a live tooth is grown in a
strange jaw. The nose will require at-
tention for some time, for the cartilage
may have a tendency to grow inwardly,
in which oase the epening for bhreasthing
must be kept free by repeated drilling.

‘‘Pug nnscs are easily remedied. The
cartilage which is originally bent upward
is slightly indented by a oross-vut. This
causes it to drop so as to make a
straight nose, It is held in a vise until i¢
has imbedded jtself firmly in its new
position.

‘‘New and renovated organs may be
shaped as the patient orders. Many
people bring photographs of themselves
a3 they appearcd before an acoldent,
which we are asked $o copy. For others,
who want merely to be bsaytifyl, we
have sample casts of noses from which
they may pick their choioe.

‘‘Operations upon ears are nog ditficult,
You have seen these unsightly outstand-
ing enrs? They are set back by outting
away a tiny pjeoce of oartliage behind the
ear. Large lobes and |nhes Jagerated by
violent tearing of ‘epr-rings are easily
corrected by cutting away a small wedge
of flesh and sewing up the woppd.

“‘Bow legs are sometimes stralghtppned,

out the patient is confined in bed for
tally six weeks, A part of the bone is

sawed 0“5

of every desoription, but
e Tdaned

needle, charged with electricity, into and
below the root. This deadens the follicle
so that hair and all are easily and per-
manently abstracted,

‘“We have not been successful in plant-
ing individual hair, but baldness may be
remedied after & fashion by transplant-
ing skin with live hair growing on it.

‘A source of much discomfort to =o-
olety belles is the wrinkle, It is the sur
est preouraor of fading beauty. Wealthy
women will spend fortunes to keep it

away.

‘“Well, I take i that an ounce of pre-
ventive is worth a pound <of oure. No
woman of 30 has any business to be
wrinkled. Abstain from work and do not
get angry; in other words, don’t, frown,
and your wrinkle will stay away, five or
ten years longer. When onoe it is thers,
it may be paptly remedied by free “appli-
cations of oil, non-odorous sweet oil par-
haps. This supplies the skin with fatty
matter, the absence of which is the pri-
mary oause of wrinkles. A badly
wrinkled forehead may be made as
smooth as the fairest maiden’s by tight-
ening the skin. The folds are taken in
by cutting away a plece of skin under
the ourls of hair. The skin is sewed to.
gether and thereby tightly stretched =oas
to leave no opportunity for wrinkling,
Vertical wrinkles are smoothed out - by
msaking an incision between the eyes,

‘“Last, but not least, a muoch desired
wrinkle ocan also be made to order—a
wrinkle upon which oceans of poetry
have been gushed forth. That wrinkle is
the dimple. The manufacture of it is not
diffioult, though it must be exeouted
with great nicety. - Our old friend, the
electric needls, makes an incision, the
breadth of a hair, cutting certain fibrouns
tissue. The skin caves in a tiny bis, is
pressed gently gnd held in place by a
plaster. In a few days, tear off the band-
age and, presto! you have your dimpled
maiden, "’

Wherewith the dermatologist’'s job is
completed and Miss Simpkins’ stock
rises 500 per oent. in the matrimonial
market,

Where Is Headache Pain?

Strange to say, the question as tu
whether the pain of headache is inside or
oufside the skull, has never been settled,
The frontal headache of dyspep-
sin seems Ineslde the head above the eyes,
but thoss who have suffered from shingles
on the forehead, a painful complaint of
the skin nerves, say that the pain is ex-
actly similar. The common migraine
headache which generally occurs in one
temple, ssems outside the head, for the
temple artery throbs, but many now
think that it is due to anaemia of the
brain on-the affcoted side, and that the
throbbing artery is merely the blood
finding another channel. KErysipelas of
the soalp causes a headache indisting
uishable from that brought on by tumor
of the brain, while pulling the hair
makes some people’s head ache. The
brain itself has been proved to be quite
insensible, and other evidence tends to
prove that the majority of headaches
are outside the skull, or rather have
their imediate cause outside, for the pain
is where we feel it, and can he powhere
else,

The speech with which the Governor-
General opened parlisment on Thurs-
day of last week,and which was simply
a declaration of policy, and expression
of its sentiments and intentions prepar-
ed by the Goverpment, is one of the
best documents of its kind that has
been given to the public for some time.
It, therefore, escaped the “chestnut” of
opposition criticism, that it was most
remarkable for what it did not con-
tain.

Passing the appropriate reference to
the diamond jabilee of Her Majesty, in
which all will concur, that to the
arrangsment between the federal and
provincial governments for a settlement
of the Manitoba School question touches
& very important subject, the chief in-
terest in connection with which is that
whatever may be the views entertained
in different quarters as to the merits of
the question itself, or the method by
which the settlement has been reached,
the necessity of Dominion legislation
upon it bas disappeared, and with it the
danger of the matter continuing to be a
disturbing factor in federal politics out-
side of Manitobs. In view, however,
of the alacrity with which the settle-
ment was made, we shall all, no doubt,
 continue to wonder how it happened

and equitable manner, the practical
suppression of the system will be a
move in the right direction.

The reference to the famine in India,
and to the necessity for the aid which
Canads, in common with other portions
of the empire, is extending, are oppor-
tune ; and the knowledge that the gen-
erous response of our people to the cry
of disctress is so widely appreciated will,
no doubt, stimulate them t6 continuned
efforts to increase the already large
Canadian fund raised in so many ways
for that humane purpose.

Let us hope that all the subjects
mentioned in the speech will be con-
sidered in a patriotic spirit, and that
there will be less of vindictive partyism
and recrimination in the House of
Commons than there has been in the
recent past. Canada will suffer neither
abroad nor at home should her parlia-
mentary leaders not forget, as often as
they bave done, the dignity of their
work, and that the people are more in-
terested in good government than in
the fortunes of the two great parties,
which, however necessary as pert of the
political machinery of the countiry, are
not justified in subordinating the ad-
ministration of public affairs to their
factional exigencies.

The most in-
fluential memhers of the Government
have had such experience in public life
and such acquaintance with the manu-
facturing, industrial and commercial
interests of the country as will lead
them to give the quietus to the former
fiscal heresies of their associates, and

will, of course, be modifications.to meet
changed conditions—a levelling up and
down,—and changes in the fiscal policy
of the United States under the new
administration, will be duly cousidered
and met as far as possible, all of which
will be more satisfactory to the people
than if effect were given to the rather
drastic and rvevolutionary free trade
declavations with which S8ir Richard
Cartwright and politicians of his schcol
entertained us & year ago.

" Everybody will agree that the exist-
ing franchise law is not only cumber-
seme and unduly expensive, but that it
has also proved inoperative to a large
extent, becanse of the fact that it has
prevented thousands of young wmen to
whom it was designed to givée votes
from exercising their franchise. That
it is to be repealed and a more simple,
operative and inexpensive measure
pussed on this important subject, will
eutitle the Government to the people’s
thanks.

The improvement of, the canal sys-
tem and the extension of the Govern
ment railway system, together with
the establishmeat of cold storage depots,
ace all calcnlated to facilitate the de-
velopment of the country’s resources
and promote its trade and commercial
interests.

bandlivg which private railway corpora-
tions may unduly tax the people
through their arbitrary tariffs.

The desirability of ascertaining the
views of the people on the subject of
prohibition is very great, no douht,—
as great as the views of different
people on the subject are diverse and
conflicting. A prize of $100,000 might
be offered for the invention of a system
of prohibition that would indeed pro-
hibit, or for the discovery of any sover-
eign civilised country in which pro-
hibition is sanctioned by law. If the
Government will devise some means
by which our already temperate people
can be made more temperate, or to
lesson the evils of the liquor traffic,
they will make an advance of a practi-
cal character in a great and desirable
moral reform.

Synad of the Presbyterian Church of
Euglgnd, at which it is proposed to
arraign. “*lan MacLsren” for heresy, will
open at Sunderland on April 26th and
will last & week. The reversnd novelist
has decided not only that he will not
keep still, but also to carry the war into
the enemy’s camp by attending the Synod
and lgoturing and preaching in the biggest
ha!ls he can get in the North of England.
This vigorous ®policy rather frightened
the would be heresy hunters, and there
is some talk now of mercifully ignoring
¢Jan MacLaren’s"’ doctrinal unsoundness.
The idea smong cld-fashioned orthodox
Eoglish Presbyterians now is to let per-
sous alone and attack the pernicious in-
fluences which, it is contended, are sap-
ping the vigor and threatening the simple
ritual with which their giandfathers used
to be content. Qlder men bewail the
fact that, with very few exceptions, the
Presbyterian churches of this country are
now fitted with organs, and that many
pastors, probably the majority of them,
actuslly read their sermons. In the large
towns the departyre from primitive ortho-
doxy has been even more marked. This
week, for instance, the fashionabie Pres-
byterian Church of St. Paul, at the West
End of London, bas been advertising for
salaried solo singers and paid choir boys.

The Situation in Cuba.

A late Havana despatch says :—The
crisis must come soon. The teusion is
intolerable. The rainy seasort is fast
approaching and it seems hardly possible
that Spain can stand the strain of waiting
untyl it passes before striking a decisive
blow. e

General Weyler has been repeatedly

urged by the Spanish government to end

the war by whipping Gomez or if that is
not possible, by coaxing hium to capitulate.
The captain general has failed in both.
Gowez will not fight in the open aud he
will not talk compromise. All negotia-
tions looking to a conclusion of the war
have utterly failed. Tha 1nsurgents
desperately stand by their ultimatum
*‘Freedom or death.”

General Weyler has taken to the fiel
repeatedly of late to administer a coup
de grace, but every time returns humili.
ated and nettled at not being able t»
accomplish anything promoting the suc-
cess of the Spainish arms. Just now he
is on his way to the division line between
Santa Claca and Puerta Principe where
he hopes vainly to cripple Gomez.

The insurgents are well informed of it.
Before he had fairly started the news
reached Havana that there was a general
eastward movement of Insurgent bands
for the purpose of reinforcing Gomez in
the mneighborhood of Sancti Spiritus
before General Weyler could march
inland from Caibarion.

How many times Weyler can report
failures of his attempts to corner the
Insurgent chieftain and yet retain the
confidence of his government is a ques-
tion now sgitating Havana. It wonld not
surprise the frien.ls of Cuba if the blow
that Spain strikes within the next fort-
night shouli be the blow that almost
killed Wegyler,

TEMPERANCE AND MORALITY —THE MAR KETS
—ITEMS OF NEWS, ETC.

There appears to be a good deal of sig-
nificance in the advice sometimes tendered
to the excited individual to “keep cool.”
The doctor, mindful of the physical well-
being of his patient, counsels him to keep
his head cool and his feet warm, but the
boy who admonishes his companion to keep
cool soars higher than he, generally uncon-
sciously, into the regions of philosophy.
Professor Moore, of the United States
weather bureau finde that man’s morsl na-
ture is regulated by the thermometer. Hs
is vicious when the meraury riees and placid
when it is depressed. It is not safe to cross
him in haying time but when he 1s barvest-
ing his potatoes or turnips with numb fin-
gers and a weep.iug nose he is the mildest
manoered of men. Professor Moore says
that in the Uaited Stites a few years since
there were 1,600 suicides and 2,500 murders
committed during the months of June, July
and August, while only 1,200 of the one and
1,700 of the other occurred in Jaunuary,
February and March.

ALLISON VS, MASTERMAN,
The case of Allison ve. Masterman was

d oo Wednesday morning. The
jurymen were—Thomas McMabon, John
Sullivan, David 8. Betts, Martin McMarray,
Wm.

Dr. Pagsley (counsel with Mesars.
Tweedie, Lawlor and Winslow for the
Plaintiff) addressed the jury at some length.
Thomas R. Allison, the plaintiff, was the
first witness, He described the site on
which the Masterman Sulphite Pulp Mill is
situated ; eaid there were also two dams on
the property. These dams must have cost

Masterman at Montreal. He told Mr.

He

purchased all the machinery. Mr. Me-

Donald came down in the employ of the

Mastermans about the middle of February
1896. Pulp was turned out about 17th
April 1896. He made the digesters from
his own designs.

He had only two
digesters in place. The third arrived on or
about 17th April. At first the pulp was
second or third grade, but afterwards he
turaed out the finest pulp be had cver seen.

Mr, Allison wae looking over the
catalogues as an employee of the Maritime
mill. Witness started for the hotel, and
was overtaken by Mr. Allison. He said in
looking over the catalogues he noticed that
witness sold to the best firms in Canads.
Mr. Allison talked of a mill he had designed
and wanted to get sumeone to give him the
job of building. Witness told him he was
coming back in June, and if he would have
particulars he would talke them to Mon-
treal; saw Mr. Allison in June, He bad
not the papers. Hu tull wi‘ness that if he
would take his order book out he would
give him the purticulara. He gave partic~
ulars and witness uoted them. He gave an
estimate of the cost of the building, the
properiy, his salary, and the profits,

To Dr, Pugeley: —1 made a note of it. I
have not the order book now. Usually
they are destroyed. I suppose it is in Mon-
treal,

To Mr. Gregory:—The property was to
cost $1500, containing nearly 400 acres of
land, with water power to run half the mill,
and water to produce 30 tons pulp, also
enough pulp-wood to supply the mill for
one year, aud a water-wheel worth $1500.
