Although eighty-two years- old, Lord
Strathcona has the mental vigor of
youth, and the burden of years has
not berit him physically. He is -of
more than average height, stands er-
ect, and his full beaxﬂandhalr are
SNOWY white.

His gray eyes are kindly, bm; flash
when speaking of England's right to
continue the war against the-. Boers.
Everyone knows how Lord Strathcona
equipped a mounted regiment at his
own expense, and sent the “Strathcona
Horse” to South Africa.

The motto of his heraldic shield is
“Perseverance,” and the beaver
gnawing at the base of a tree, which
is the crest, denotes activity and ‘a
desire to produce results. -

He is affable and gentle, and appre-
ciates & humorous situation, yet dig-
nity is ever present.

CANADA’S INTERESTS SIMILAR.

“There is only an imaginary line
which separates Canada from the
United States,” he said. ‘Our inter-
ests are identical.

“I am & bitof an American myself,
for my first business venture was in
the St. Paul and Northern Railroad,
which is now a part of the Great
Northern Railroad, in which I am in-
terested with J. J. Hill

“The most cordial relations exist
between England, Canada and the
United  States,’ and always -awill, al-
though there may be a wholesome
competition for supremacy in some
lines of commerce and manufac-
tures, When you speak of the threat-
ened trade supremacy of the United
States, I say ‘Sufficient unto the day
is the evil thereof.’

Fund, tells the story of the enterprise to the
London Daily Mail.

“The Methodlst Million Guinea Fund,"
says Mr. Perks, ‘‘as it is sometimes cnued
now nearing  completion, has reached the
' democrati¢ financial basis which the founder
of Methodism adopted in his early Methodist
societies. ‘A penbny. 2 week and a shilling
a quarter,’ said Wesley. ‘One person one
guinea,’ said the originators of the latest
Methodist furd. There were three import-

ant’ features—two of them novel ones—in !

connection with the fund; first, there was
a fundamental principle t.hat from every
Wesleyan Methodist member of scciety,
worshipper or adherent—of whom there are
probably 2,500,000 or 3,000,000 in England,
Scotland and. Wales—we asked one guinea.
‘But,” said the critics, ‘do you intend to re-
fuse large gifts? If a man ‘offers you 1,000
or 5,000 guineas, will

The. ‘circuit’ is generally a pro-
‘¥ircial tcwn with a number of villages group-
ed round it, and its pulpits are filled by the
régular ministers set apart -for.the work -of
the ministry, and by the lay, or local,
‘preachers. The whole of this machinery,
incliding a quarter of a''million of Sunday
e#chool teachers, has been set to work for
the fund.

Among ‘the distinguished "visitors to
St. John of late was & Charles Phil-
lips, M. 8. C. I, the chief editor and

proprietor of the Phillips»& ‘Co.’s pub- ,

lications, The Paper Maker, British
Paper  Trade Journal, Weod © Pulp
Maker, etc. Mr. Phillips is well known
wherever pulp and paper are mrap@s
factured. A Sun reporter got a very
cordial reception when he ecalled upon
Mr. Phillips at the Royal hotel last
evening.

Mr. Phillips came here from Eng-
land with a letter from Lord Strath-
cona and Mount ‘Royal, the high com-
missioner . for Canada, to Premier
Thweedie of ‘this province. n the letter
/tHe high Commissioner states that Mr.
Phillips  has “done much ' to interest
British/ ‘paper manufacturers in ‘e
sources eof ' supply eof raw  material
which Canada so amply affords.

Mr. Phillips gave the Sun man the
following facts relative to. this most
#important -industry: I ‘have taken’ a
‘great deal of interest in the pulp and
paper trade, and nothing has delight-
ed me more than to promote the in-
terest under our own flag rather than
in any foreign country. I think I can
safely say that in the past twenty
yvears Ijhave visited all the important
plants in the world. This i» well
known among the trade. Canada.
has a great future in front of her.
From the beginning I said so, basing
the statement on my experience. X
may say that our people in Great
Britain were very reluctant to believe
what I told them, believing that the
inexperience of Canadians combined
with the high freight rates woula pre-
clude the possibHity of a substantial
trade being done with Great Britain.
The facts have proved otherwise. Al-
ready the United Kingdom  is taking
one-sixth of its supply of ground wood
pulp from Canada. Fred Becker of
the enterprising firm of Becker & Co.
of London, the .argest importers of
ground wood pulp, was led through the
glowing reports I made during my
vigits to Canada of her suitability as a
source of pulp supply, to come out to
this country.. His eyes were opened to
such an ‘extent that he placed con-
tracts in différent parts of the demin-
ion for 50,000 tons  of ground wood
pulp. Next year that firm’s contracts
call for over double that quantity. Mr,

Britain, and in addition to that a large
percentage to European I
find the sulphite pulp industry spring-
ing up and making capital progress.

time. Mr., ‘Mooney, the - indefatigable
manager, seems to have the rare quali-
ties of a practical chemical sulphite
Ppulp maker combined with those of a
‘master mechanic. From what I have
heard in the United States he is re-
puted to turn out pulp that is second
to none produced on this -continent. I
would not like Mr. Mooney to hear me
speak thus of. him, for he is of a

80w -Recalls the Privateer-
.ing . Days, .

(Eastern, N. 8., Chronicle.)

iMrs. Green, whose death, at an ad-
vanced age, we recorded in the last
issue of the Chronicle, was a daughter
of the late James McKenzie of the
Narrows, E. R. She was born at
Strathspay, Inverness-shire, Scotland,
in 1805. When she 'was seven years of
age her father and family decided to
emigrate to Canada, but no vessel be-
ing available at the time they took
passage at Port Glasgow, in August,
112, on 'board the brig Dorothy C.,
Capt. MiecCoul, bound for Nova Scotia.

Bfitain and the United States being
at war at the time, it was necessary
for passenger vessels to have.a con-
voy, so they were sent to the Cove of
 Cork (Queenstown) to procuré one.
' After a week’s delay a convoy was en-
gaged, and in company with three
other vesels sailed for their destina-
tion.
