FIRST QUARTER.

Lesson VIIL Peb. 25. Gen. 22: 1-13.
TRIAL OF ABRAHAWS FAITH.

GOLDEN TREXT.

“By faith Abraham, when he was
tried, offered up Isasc.”” —Heb. 11: 17,

EXPLANATORY.

I1. Tax Grrar Test oF FArTH.—Va. 1.
. 1 “And 1t came40 pass after these
things.” The things deacribed in the pre-
vious chapter. It must have been a
number of years after. “God did
tempt Abraham.” “Tempt 4. e
try or prove as in the Ravision,
God does not texopt any msn (Jas. 1
18), in the sense of persuade, or influ-
ence, toward evil; but he conuinusily
tries,” men, by putting them iato cic
cumstances which test snd manifest
their qualiries of character.

2. “Tske now thy sop, tbine only
son.” He was his only son by his wite
Sarah ; ‘he wds the only son of promise ;
by the expfilsion of Hagar and Isbmael,
he was the only son left to bis father's
house. “Wnom thou lovest.” For
whom he had waited long, in whom bis
hopes had centered, who was the joy
and comfort of bis old sge. . His whole
heaxt rested in bim. He was the choic-
est thing on earth to him., He would
have given op everything he possessed
rather than have the lesst harm come
upon his beloved son. *‘Get thee into
the land of Mcriah.” The mountainous
districtof Jerusalem. “And offer him
there for & burnt offexing. Even as the
heathen aroond him gave their children
in sacrifice, as cffering their most pre-
clous things to God. For the meaning
and right of this commard see at close
of the lesson. God meant to teach Ab-
raham and bis descendants “not”’ to of-
fer human sacrifices, but to retain the
spirit of sacrifice out of which they
grew.

THE GREATSESS OF THE TRIAL.  This
was the supreme trial of Abrabam’s
life. (1) He was to give up his only
son by his lifelung companion, the heir
of his property and bis name, (2) This
was the'son of bis love, on whom his
heart reasted. (3) This was the son of
the promise, and to offer him seemed to
render it impossible that the promise
be fulfilled, so that both Abraham’s
faith snd love were tested in the severest
degree. In Hebrews (11: 17-19), it is
said that Abraham’s faith was s0 grest
that he belteved that God counld raise up
his son even from the dead.

III. Tmiep Bor TRue. Ve, 3-9. 3.
“And Abrabam rose up early. An
early start cn a journey is all-important
in the East. Thus would the traveller
avoid the heat of the day in the open
sun. ‘“Baddled,” girdled, to carry the
wocd.

in five out of seven of our Canadian
provinces, the popular sentiment is
strongly in favor of & prohibitory law.
Ia Qiebec and British Colambis there
would be less sympathy for such a
measure of reform ; bat with & demand
for prohibition on the part of the five
provi i d, and bly &
growing sympathy for it in the North-
west, the prospect for a general prohibi-
tory ligaor law in Canada appears to be
by no means discouraging.
