In our religious speech we are constantly referring to
prayer in such a way as to imply its great importance ;
and yet we have scarcely reallsed, as we might, the
blessings it has to give, This in my reason for choosing
a topic for this occasion so common-place,

1 shall endeavor to show where and why we. should
pray, and yet without the arsurance that I shall succeed,
either to your satisfaction or my own, But I am sure of
yeur indulgence and aympathy in treating a theme so
vital ta our Christian life,

1, Where shall we pray, Tvery plice in holy, for Gad
is everywhere, The devoted minister of the gospel,
drawn into a balk-roow, could kneel and pray and convert
even the place of revelry into a sanctuary for the mani-
festation of the divine presence, But, in order to the
maintenance of the habit of prayer and to secure the
failest developement of the Christian life, -we need
special times and places for the soul's intercourse with
God,

The first place I would mention is the closet, Some
spot where you can be alone with God, Conocerning this
we have specific instruction, * When thou prayest enter
into thy clnqel and, when thou hast shut the daor, pray."
Hnter the secret place, shut out all futruders, friends,
business, plessure. Let every thing stand back ; let
there be a pause in life's routine ; let the sun and moon
stand still, while, in communion with*Jehovah, you
gather new strength for the duties and struggles of life,

Nothing can take the place -of secret prayer, not even
the pulpit, for, though a men may daily lead the devo-
tions of the people at the sacred desk, his spiritual life
will suffer loss if he does not draw new supplies from the
closet. He cannot be & growing, happy Christian who is
not often in this place of prayer,

Again, there should be daily prayer inn the househald.
Though we may not be able to furnish the Scripture com-
mand for family worship, we nevertheless recognize its
importance.

Paul at Corinth.

After what was evidently a comparatively short
stay in Athens, Paul passed on to Corinth, some
forty or forty-five miles distant. The narrative of
Luke is exceedingly concise, and very much is left
untold that the interested student canmot but be
eagerly desirous of knowing. It is frequently repre-
sented that the reason why Paul’s work in Athens
wasnot attended with larger results was because of
his failure to go about his work in the right way,
We are told that Paul trusted too much in worldly

wisdom and philosophy, and too little in the truth |

of the Gospel, and the power of the Holy Spirit,
Because at a later date Paul writes in a letter to the
Corinthians that, when he came among them, he
came not with excellency of speech or of wisdom,
proclaiming to them the mystery ‘of Geod, it is
inferred that Paul was conscious that at Athens he
had put his trust too much in human learning and
eloquence, and had therefore failed to preach the
gospe! as faithfully and fully as he might have done.
These are, to say the least, precarious imferences.
Paul was doing the work of a ploneer missionary.
He was seeking to work i the centres in which the
Word might be proclaimed most effectively in refer-
ence to more remote as well as immediate results,
It is more than doubgful that he had intended to
remain i Athens so long as he actually did. His
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desire appears to have been, as he intimates in his
first letter to the Thessalonians, to return to Thes.
salonica and resume his labors there. But he was
hinderdd, In his dpeech on Mars' Hill the apostle
fotlowed his invariable custom of seeking the most
wi¥al ‘poitits of éontact with' his' audience in'order
that Bé might’ win' from theém the most faverable
bearing for his divine message. If the speech
revealed marvellous tadt and wisdom, it revealed no
less a marvellous boldness and great faithfulness to
the truth. Who can suggest in what way Paul conld
have sade his presentation of the gospel % 'that
audience more dire® and effective? Results cer-
tainly showed that, even for the brief time the
apostle labored in Athens, it was not in vain.

But doubtless Paul's steps were divinely guided
to Corinth, which, both because of the. charadter of

its population and because of its being a great centre -

of commerce, offered a more hopeful field for the
gospel and was more important as a centre of mis-

'sionary influence, In population and other char-

acteristics these two illustrious cities of Greece were
very different. Athens was the city of learning,
eloquetice” and - art; Corinth, thou famous for
art, and  especially ' renowned ' for  its
architecture was distinguished from Athens by
being a great mercantile city, having intimate com-
mercial relations with all the great cities of the

‘Mediterranean and JAigean seas. Its comparatively

large Jewish population attracted the apostle, for his
message was first to the Jew, For the rest the
population was partly Roman and partly of a mixed
Greek charaéter. As to moral charaéter Corinth was
notorionsly licentious, ‘‘ The bad reputation of the
city,"” says Dean Howson, ‘' had become proverbial
even in Foreign languages, and is immortalized by
the Latin poets.” But the culture and asthetico-
religious character of Athens proved less receptive
to the saving infl of the gospel than did the
licentiousness of Corinth,

The allusion which the lesson contains to Paul's
laboring at tent-making is instru®ive. Like other
Jewish boys he had learned a trade’ in his youth,
and when circumstances required it he could provide
for his wants by the labors of his hands, It wete
well if, in our own time, every young man werk

equally well equipped for life's struggle. It is well -

to observe that the reason why Paul supported him-
self while preaching the gospel was not because he
did not think His work as a Christian minister to be
of value or that the minister had no right to be sup-
ported by those to whom he ministered, Quite the
contrary is shown by what he says respecting the
matter in his epistles. But he was careful to do
nothing whereby the gospel which he proclaimed
might suffer in the estiination of men, and he would
not therefore pursue a course which might create
among the unbelieving in the commuties where he
labored the impression that he was an. adventurer
exploiting certain strange religious dotrines for the
sake of gain. It would be well if all itinerant evan.
gelists at the present day wereas careful as Paul

, was fiot'to give the unbelieving'an opportunity to

scoff,

Paul appears to have been greatly encouraged anil
strengthened by rhe coming of Silas and Timothy
from Macedonia, It is no indication that a minis.

‘ter or any other worker in a good cause is a weak

man because he feels the need of sympathy. Even
the Master Himself, in the hour of supreme trial,
desired His most intimate disciples to watch with
Him. Probably Paul had been a good deal cast
down, Surely, from a human standpoint, we can.

-not wonder if it were so. “'He had come to Macedonia

in_response to what he had believed to be a divine

summons. But he had been driven from place to

place and fiually thrust out of Macedonia entirely,
And, so far, in Achaia there scemed little to encour-
age. What would become.of the beloved isciples
he had left in Philippi, Thessalonica and Berea ?
What would become of the cause in Asia Minor?
Paul must have been more than human if he had
never such questionings. What would the people
who prophesy evil things about the

enideavors of this day have said If they could have
got Paul's ear at that time? Put at this jundture
Silas and Timothy came and brought a good report
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from Macedodin, and more than that Paul hed a
vision and a word from his Lord that put new heast
into him. , And so it iaalways with those; whe sre
doing the Lord's work, It is sometimesdark, the
heart of the worker sinks, pessimistic' voices proph-
esy failure. Then a cheering message comes like
good news from a far country. Then the Lord
comes in a vision to His servant and heartens him
for his work, enabling him to go on, as Paul went
on at Corinth,’ to greater efforts and larger results.
It has always been so, it will continue to be so
always, until the Lord shall appear not in vision
but in the crowning fulfilment of Christian hope.

Fifty
to seventy-five young men are turned away each year for
lack of room. Since 18¢go there have been 141 conver-
sions at these schools, eighteen receiving baptism last
winter, by Pastor Parent. Maritime Baptists gave less
than four cents each for Grande Ligne. It seemed to the
speaker that one cent per month would tot be too much
for each Baptist to give to this work.

Typhold Fever.

Dr, W. Wyman, Surgeon-General of the
Maine® Hospital Serviee, estimates the
apnual deaths in the United States at 48,-
ooo from typhoid fever, a disease well
known to be preventable, the greatest step
towards prevention being the securing of’
pure:-water for towns. If the life of each
victim is placed at $1,000, as many reckon,
it would méan alost of $48,000,000 each
year ; and as it is reckoned that for cvéry
oue who dies there are ten persons attacked
who recover, there would be loss of time,
and the sufferiug that those endure to be
taken into account ; and in view of the de-
pressing whole, it is a watter of great
thankfulness that the true way of its com-
munication and the best way of fighting it
it-bave been discovered. Probably at the
end of the twentieth century people will
look back'on the equanimity with which
{ts attacks are endured, much as we do on
the people who, early in last century,
viewed the invasions of mnallpox as an in-
evitable ‘‘visitation of God.'" Nowthat we
know how the disease gains access .to the
system, the first step has been taken, and
the object-lesson afforded by the imme-
diate reduction of the death-rate,
pure water supply has replaced a-foul one,
affords every encouragement to the wise
action which pays money to the iron-pipe
maker, and the constructor of filter beds
and ‘garbige destroyers, instead of to
the doctor, the apothecary, and the under-
taker. ' As for the suffering and misery
thereby forestalled, there are no words to
express its amount,

The Key-Note of Nature.

The Chinese find in the deep roar of the
great and sacred rivers the key-note of
nature. They say that the aggregate sound
of nature, such as is heard iu the roar of
great rivers, the soughing of the wind in
tall forest trees, the hum of great cities,
etc., isadefinite single tone of quite an
appreciable pitch. Professor Rice, in his
Chirfese recognized thousands of years ago
this fact in regard to sound, which the
scientists of to-day are, just beginuning to
discover. As proof of this he quotes from
their writings, ‘‘the waters of the Hoangho,
rushing by, intoned the great kung,”
called ‘‘the great tone’’ in Chinese music,
and he shows this to correspond with ' the
F,” considered by modern physicists to be
the actual tonic of nature.” Professor B.
Silliman, too, in his Principles of Physics,
says that “‘this tone is held to be the mid-
die ¥ of the piano, which may therefore be
considered the key.note of nature.” This
can easily be put Lo the test by any one in
the following way :  Go outside some fine
night 'when sound are clear, and listen to
the general sound of nature as from a dis-
tance, It will suggest a tone of a certain
pitch, Keeping this in your mind, go in-
side and strike the middle I of the piano.
The two sounds will be found to correspond
in pitch ,—Harper's Round Table.

The Sugar Beet Industry.

The possibility ‘of the growth of sugur
beets for the purpose of supplying the raw
material for the manufacture of sugar is a
matter which is now ocespyilig the at-
tention of our qeighbon to the south of us,
upeehlly in the States of the great north-
west. The consumption of sugar in the
United States is about five thousand million
pounds per annum, and not over oue-fifth
of this vast amount is produced in the
country, It takes overthree-fourths of the
whole amount received by the péople of
the United States for the wheat and flour

' that they export to pay for the sugar

they import. They send out of the country
over one hundred millions of 'doliars per
annum for sugar. It is claimed that the

Wintering Peaches and Plums. |

Mz, John Craig of the Canadian Egperi-
ment Fruit Farm read a paper bdo;e the
Michi, Frait-G g A re-
&nl)y, giving an.account: of some, experi-
ments with the different standard varieties
of peaches andplums, with a view of test-
ing their relativg ability  to produce fruit
after winters of unusual severity. Twigs
of L\le different varieties bearing fruit-buds
were taken from a number of localitiey in
the Dontinion, and’exdmined with a lens,
and most of the cions were placed in water

in a glass-house where the blossoms were | :

allowed to expand. Of course, the per-
centage of fruit-buds killed on a peach tree
is not the measare of loss to the crop the

prodfiction of suger from beets can be ef-
fectel so economically as to make all this
outlay upon foreign products unniecessary.
1t is guthoritatively stated that the process
of ‘production bas passed the experimeutal
stage ; and that the establishment of beet-
root sugar factories will mow be’ limited
only by the capacities of any particular
district for furnishing the raw material.
There are three factories already in opera-
tion in California, two in Nebraska, one in
Utah, one in New Mexico, and one in Wis-
consin, and there is an agitation for one to
be established in Oregon. The cnplul re-
quired for each factory s, however,  con-
siderable ; a factory using 350 tons of beets
per day would require about $500,000 capi-
tal, Such a factory would need wbout
7,000 acres of beet land available to supply
it with roots, that is 3,500 acres each year,
for the sugar beet-root crop is not growh
two years continuously on the same land,

We should like to see the probabilities
and possibilities of beet-root sugar manu-
fscture thoroughly investigated for Cauada.
Unlike our neighbors in the United States,
we have no competing sugar-cane districts,
The wiiole of the sugar we consume must
‘be imported. It is claimed that in some
parts of Cauada the sugar-beet thrives re-
markably well, aud matures with a rich
préportion of sugar, so that the profitabl,
m\mfﬂcture of beet-root sugar here is only
@ question of capital, It is not likely,
however, that an enterprise requiring so
much capital will ever be established in
any part of Canads until it has been auth-
oritatively proven that the beet roots do
well here, and this proof will not be undess
taken, we pregume, except by Goverument.
We think this is & matter that our Do-
minion Government could very reagonably
take in band, 1f our total consumption of
sugar could be obtained from beet rogts
grown upon our own farms, it would mean
ay immense accession to our annual agri-
aultural production. It is estimated that
it the United States manufactured from
Béet roots all the sugar they consume, it
would mean an expenditure on home-pro-
duced industries of more than twice the
money they now receive for all the wheat
they expoﬂ.-—anlng.

g year, If a fruit get for every bud
that opeuned, thinniug would be absolutely
necessary, and the frosting of some buds
might prove & help to thecrop, Again, the
specimen twigs may have been largely cut
from the lower branchesof the trees, where
the temperature is colder at critical periods
than at the top of thetree, where the great-
er part of the fruitis found after severe
winters. The tables presented, therefore, [
of the different varieties of peaches and
plums grouped jn relation to the power of
the fruit-buds in ‘resisting frost, are merely
tentative, although they have some value
as a list subject to revision. Several inter-
esting | facts, however, were ngted. For
example; tendey fruit-buds are not always
associated with tender leaf-bude. As an
instance, the pluin glasé—seedling suffers
less than most varieties at Ottawa from the
winter-killing of terminal shoots, but it
bears no fruit ‘except after very mild win-
ters. _Other varieties which have their
fermihal wood killed back annually, like
the Damsons, mnevertheless produce
fruit regulirly on epurs of the older
branches. This means that in the north
there is much to learn on this subject, and
after the selection of varieties of merit and
of known bardiness the advice to cultivate
80 a8 to encourage tle ripening® of both
wood and fruit-buds is the” most practical
that can be given.—[Garden and Forest.
