Vera Cruz, Mex., June 6.—A most 
serious uprising has occurred In the 
state of Yucatan, in which much 
blood has been shed, according to re­
ports received here tonight. The in­
surgents are preparing for a battle 
with the government forces, which is 
sure to come soon it is said.

Despatches from Merida, the capital 
of Yucatan are to the effect that forty 
persons were filled by the Maya In­
dians on Saturday and that 5,000 of 
the Indian insurgents sacked the town 
of Valladolid, killing all the principal 
government employees, the chief of 
police and others.

Refreshing beverages are never 
more welpome than during the hot 

lys of June, before vacations begin, 
when most people must work, no mat­
ter how much enervated by the heat.

That most, easily made of home

ways, often without much extra trou­
ble. A mint lemonade is perhaps one 
of the most refreshing of these var­
iations. Use only the green mint, such 
as is gathered wild in every country 
brookside and sold in city markets In 
neatly trimmed bouquets. Dried mint 
will not do for the purpose. The drink 
calls for two lemons, half a cupful of 
mint leaves, cut from the stalks, two 
cupfuls of sugar, and two cupfuls of 
water. Wash the mint thoroughly be­
fore removing the leaves. Squeeze 
the Juice of the lemons ovt> it, and 
let them stand together until the su­
gar lias been heated with half the wai­
ter. Remove the syrup from the stove 
and pour it boiling hot over the mint 
and lemon Juice. Add the other cupful 
of water and set It away to cool. 
Serve with plenty of crushed Ice, and 
add more water, If desired.

A mint lemonade is particularly 
good with a flavor of tea. Prepare a 
quart of lemonade, using four lenymis 
and four tabtthspoonfuls of sugar. Also 
prepare a pint of strong tea. 
it while very hot oyer a bouq 
fresh mint leaves. When It h 
come cold stir it Into the lemonade 
and serve with crushed ice.

Another formula calls for six lemons 
six cloves and five or six sprays of 
mint to a quart of ice water and a 
pint of tea. The tea should be poured 
boiling hot over the mint, as before.

Ginger ale is often added to a plain 
lemonade. When crushed mint leaves 
are added the mixture becomes more 
festive and Is especially refreshing. 
To every quart of lemonade add a 
quart of ginger ale. Put both together 
into a punch bowl containing cracked 
Ice. Bruise the stems and larger 
leaves of the mint sprays with the 
fingers so as to bring out the flavor, 
and put these sprays into the punch 
bowl about half au hour before serv­
ing.

BICYCLES BARKERHOUSEy Later on, when raspberries arrive 
in market, try adding a cupful of them 
to a quart or more of lemonade, tak­
ing care that the latter is not “over 
sweet." A few sprigs of mint are 
sometimes added.

Strawberry lemonade is Just the 
thlug on hot days at this season. Add 
strained and sweetened strawberry 
juice to a pitcher of lemonade in pro­
portions to suit the taste. A very 
large proportion of strawberry juice 
makes a Persian sherbet.

A recipe for pineapple lemonade 
calls for a pint of boiling water, a 
quart of lee water, half a pint of 
sugar, a cau of preserved pineapple 
and the Juice of three lemons. Boil 
the sugar lu the hot water for ten 
minutes, then add the pineapple and 
lemon Juice. Cool, strain and add the 
ice-water. A lemon and pineapple 
frappe is made In the same way, us 
lug a quart less of ice water and 
freezing the mixture until almost firm.

For orange lemonade use three or 
anges to every six lemons. Sweeten 
to suit the taste and add about fifteen 
glasses of Ice water, or less if a 
stronger mixture Is wanted. A few 
strawberries and one or two slices of 
banana may be added.

Mr. Coste Is moved to pity forthe people of St. John, 
this city which is “pathetically slow in realizing the 
“immense effect which the development of a better
“harbor would exercise upon its destinies." Mr. Coste 
reproachfully says: "You do not seem to care for your 
"big opportunity. A first class harbor would mean 
• everything to you. * * * Yet you do not seem to 
•care.” Mr. Coste is, however, kind enough to add: 
“There will be a great harbor yet in spite of this back 
“ward spirit.”

Mr. Coste goes on to say that the citizens of Buenos 
Aynes have spent fifty million dollars to build their har­
bor and intend to spend sixty millions more. 
The work so far done lias increased the 
population from 250,000 to 1,250,000. “Courtenay Bay 
“can be transformed into un absolutely first class harbor 
“for ♦30.000.OOV."

This sounds attractive, but what does Mr.' Coste 
desire the people of St. John to do by way of showing 
how much they care for Courtenay Bay and Us pros­
pects? Does he expect the city to pay $30,000,000 or 
any considerable part of it? Mr. Coste knows that 
St. John is the only municipality in - Canada which has 
invested its own funds to create or Improve a harbor. 
And this is the one city which he accuses of lethargy and 
indifference. Neither Halifax, or Quebec, or Montreal 
as a community has shown half the eagerness of St. 
John to improve its position as an ocean port. In speak­
ing of Buenos Ayres, Mr. Coste entirely overlooks the 
part taken by the federal administration in the one great 
.national port of the country. Mr. Coste's statistics 
appear to be all wrong, but that, is - not important. If 
he intends to make the suggestion that the St. John 
citizens should undertake the construction of a harbor 
at Courtenay Bay there is something in his remarks
more out of place than the statistics.

It may be that ihe people of St. John are “pathetic­
ally” slow in aceptiug the statements of the Department 
of Public Works. There is a reason for that. In 1908 
the people heard Mr. Pugsiey declare that in two years 
Courtenay Bay would be dredged and wharves construct­
ed, and ships of ten thousand tons would be taking 
and receiving cargo at the Marsh Bridge terminus of 
the Grand Trunk Pacific Railway. We are now well on 
in the second year. Not a yard of dredging has been 
done. Not a foot of wharf has been built, or placed 
under contract. The Bay and its shore are exactly as 
they were one year and eight months ago. The Depart­
ment of Public Works was boring and sounding in 1908. 
It is boring and sounding In 1910. It was promising 
then, and is promising now.

But in 1908 the officers of the department were not 
accusing the people of St. John of carelessness and 
indifference. They were not suggesting a local Invest­
ment, something larger than the whole assessed value 
of St. John real estate. It was two years ago a matter 
of ten millions, not thirty millions, and the government, 
not the St. John people, were to pay it.

And while Mr. Pugsiey's officer calls upon the people 
to wake up and do something to get themselves a great 
harbor, a doubt has arisen whether the subsidized mail 
ships will be allowed or required to use the harbor 
which Is now ready and cou veulent foi them, 
well for St. John to have a great harbor, but it is still 
more important that ships shall come, 
that the largest and newest of the ships now drawing 
subsidies from the government of Canada are to be com­
pelled by the government to go to Halifax and not com­
pelled to come to St. John, Mr. Cosie will perhaps 
agree that the St. John people should not regard this 
matter with Indifference.
