It
lasted for an hour, and the Verdun
and Marne were gradually overcome
and sunk. Seven sailors from the
vessels are missing.

time. He does not hesitate to place
the ‘‘food hoarder” in the category.of
the unpatriotic and to go even farther.
A business man he adds that one
of factors to unsettle and to boost
food prices is the buying by certain
people who feel they shonld “stock
up” with flour, sug ete.,. not with
ordinary prudent foresight but with
the intent of providing many
months to come.

To the committee has been report>1
the case of a customer of one of ihe
lange Boston grocery houses, whose
family consists of husband and wifa
only, and who in ordinary times would
not consume a barrel of flour
months, Recently, however, this cus
tomer ordered five barrels of flour an i
ingisted upon having that order fill-
ed, although the groeer, to his credit,
protested.

Victims of Selfishness

The effect of this sort of pur:h.s-
ing is to raise prices. Mr. Endicott
points out. It raises prices not 1y
to those who cannot acord to buy in
such quantities but also to the fam-
ilies of limited means who have nei-
ther the means nor the credit to Huy
in large quantities and who thus be
come the victims of the nervousness
and selfishness of their more wealthy
neighbors.

“Persons who purchase such hoard-
ings are traitors to their fellow moan
and to their country,” says Executive
Manager Endicott in his statement,
{ which follows:

‘ “I am in receipt of many inquiries
from individuals as to what policy
| they should pursue in purchasing food
!snpph»s, and whether 1 advice them
to lay in a good stock of flour, su-
| gar, ete.

‘ “My .observation.is that these in-
quiriés come from ‘persohs with weak
| nerves because if one will give a lit-
| tle thought to this subject he will see
how utterly absurd it is at this time
| to purchase more than the customary
| quantities, and especially more than
| he requiries for some time to come.
{ "It is poor business to do this and
for several reasons.

‘At the present time prices of near-
ly all commodities are very much
above normal, and it is always poor
business to speculate on the highest
market known

“I am referring to persons who ordi-
{ narily buy half a barrel of flour and
{ now think it best to purchase two
| barrels, and also to persons who sur-

reptitiously buy sugar from half a
dozen grocers in order to lay in a big
g's
That is poor business, 1 say, be-
cause the very action of these persons
puts the price up on themselves—
forces the market up whether the deal-
er wants it to go up or not, In buying
this way they not only put the price
up on themselves, but, what is much
worse put the price up on the man
with limited capital and limited eredit
and force him to pay exorbitant rates
that otherwise might not and probably
would not be necessary

“I can conceive uothing more un-
patriotic at this time than such con-
duct. Certainly nothing could be fur-
ther from patriotism or helpfulness to
other people than for one set of men
who have money and credit to selfish-
ly purchase an unusual amount of sup-
plies for themselves, and by so do-
ing 1inflict upon their less wealthy
neighbars this burden of unnecessary,
high prices. "

“If I understang patriotism at all,
it is to be helpful as far as possible
to the people who need help. By ex-
tending such help at this time one
he!ps one's state and one's country.

In saying this I do not condemn
the reasonable prudence that ought
to characterize one’s ugual conducf,
ut 1 cannot denounce too strongly
this selfish hoarding by some, whether
the hoarding is money or provisions.

“Let every man who can afford it
instead of hoarding his money or us-
ing it to hoard provisions, put: that
money into produeing something from
the land By so doing he will help re-
duce the prices .of the necessities of

BOYS FOR THE FARM.

The suggestion that the older
schoolboys should spend their vaca-
tions on the farm assisting the agri-
culturists of the province in the pro-
duction of their crops has much to
commend it. A similar plan has al-
ready been tried in some of the west-
ern provinces and in parts of Ontario

where large numbers of boys have
volunteered their services for such
work.

In this province there is always a
scarcity of farm labor, and while it
can be truthfully said that condition
does not apply to New Brunswick
alone, but is general all over Canada,

in the way of increased crop produc-
tion. Schoolboys can do something
to overcome that obstacle and there is
no doubt when the need is placed be-
fore them many will grasp the oppor-
tunity.

INTERESTING LETTER
FROM J. 0. OCONNELL

uban Revolutionists Grow-
ing'Less in Numb-r Each
Day—Hopes Soon to See

E.d.

The following letter from J. O.
O’Connell in regard to the Cuban revo-
lution will be read with interest by
the readers of the Standard. - Mr.
O'Connell lived in that part of rhe
Island where the revolutionists were
the strongest and has suffered some-
what severely at their hands, a great
deal of his property having been de-
stroyed. The leter follows:

To the Editor St. John Standard,

Sir:—

I wrote you some time ago giving a
brief account of the rebellion here
and promised to write again when It
was over. I have been waiting ever
since to see it finished and fearing
you might think I had forgotten my
promise I send this note to tell you
that i is not over yet.

There are several small bands of
rebels still hiding in the woods and
mountains and destrdying property
wherever can, fighting only when
caught outside their hiding places. My
plantation has been the battlefield
for two of these engagements since
I last wrote you. Thdy have burned
my three thousand acres of Guinea
and Sugar Cane and blown up my
brick buildings with dynamite, - be-
side killing and stealing hundreds
more of my cattle and horses. But
it will soon be over as some of them
are killed or captured each day and
more are giving themselves up, Thefr
first hope was American intervention
and now they are holding out with
the hope of German aid, but when
they find that the coast is well guard-
ed and it is impossible for Germany
to help them they will all surrender,
and I hope that will be soon, as I want
to gather up the remanants of my
herds and make some repairs before
going north for the summer

ing down the universities for Sep-
tember and a part of October,
Dr. H. 8. Bridges said he thought
this would be agreeable to the facul-
tles of the various colleges.
Mr. Hatheway, continuing, pointed
out the available market right at home
for many products. - Beans were now
selling at $8 as compared with $2 be-
fore the outbreak of the war. He
thought that the secretaries of the
Boards of Trade might very well act
as a mediuth for making contracts be-

man for the supplying of beans. Oats
had also advanced 100 per cent. and
the farmers should make contracts to
supply the demand for oats. At the
present time 80 per cent of the oats
were imported. However, he felt that
the great and crying necessity at the
present moment, was not so much for
|food but for ships to carry our pro-
ducts.
Col. Wetmore, speaking from the
farmers viewpoint, said that he be-
lieved the farmers in the lower sec-
tion could go in for the profitable rais-
ing of beans. A year ago there was no
inducement to raise beans owing to
the prices being so small. Farmers
were now being paid higher prices, but
it must be remembered that the cost
of food had practically doubled. As
regards the raising of potatoes, he
thought that it might be quite easily
overdone.
Col. Wetmore said that he did not
think it practicable to secure manhy
men to leave the city to work on the
farms and that the farmers would be
forced to depend on the help they could
secure in the country districts. Re-
plying to R. B. Emerson, he said that
he considered it a splendid idea to
have the school boys work on the
farm. ‘They could secure from $10 to
$15 per month as well as their board.
Dr. Bridges, at the request of Mr.
Emerson, explained the plans of the
School Board, for permitting the boys
to go to the farm. He further stated
that in looking about the room this
evening there did not seem to be any
scarcity of food. If people were really
in earnest in their professions of
economy why couldn’t they do with
less at their own tables and gt their
banquets.
Dr. Bridges said he was satisfled
that there were plenty of potatoes in
New Brunswick and that if they were
properly distributed the cost would
not exceed $6.00 per barrel. He
thought that both the federal and local
governments should see to it that
foodstuffs were not placed in the hands
of speculators.
Mr. Smith, a visiting farmer, said
he believed the meeting would prove
an incentive for the farmers to raise
more crops. Next to the actual fight-
ing the most important contribution
was the production of adequate food
supplies.
Mayor Hayes approved heartily of
the proposal to have tuie boys work on
the farm. He agreed with Dr. Bridges
that economy was not practised as it
should be. The need might be for
ships rather than for food and the
problem was becoming increasingly
difficult as the losses continued. He
felt that considerable good would be
accomplished from such gatherings as
the board was holding.
A. M. Belding asked what products
were raised in the province to an
amount greater than our own needs.
He was informed there was an excess
over local needs of the crops of pota-
toes and turnips. “Then aside from
potatoes and turnips, a production
campaign is absolutely necessary so
that the people of the province of New
Brunswick can feed themselves,” said
Mr. Belding.
Chairman Wetmore again pointed
out the opportunities existing for the
raising of beans, and also'!expressed
approval of the plan of the School
Board for the pupils to go on the farm.
T. H. Estabrooks said that the ad-
dress of Professor Mitchell had im-
pressed him more greatly with the
seriousness of the existing problem.
He did not think that prices would fall
off, but that with the big demand from
the markets of Europe, where nearly
all the able-bodied men were on the
firing line, that the farmers would be
assured of a ready and profitable mar-
ket. He thought that the establish-
ment of an employment bureau by the
government would result in several
men being secured.
The matter was further discussed
by Messrs. Hamm, Rising, BuMditt
and Bell, after which the meeting on
motion of Mr, Estabmoks expressed
its support to a movement to provide
200 men to work on the farms at the
rate of $1.10 daily during the holidays.
The Board also decided on Mr. Esta-
brooks’ motion to ask the local gov-
ernment to open a labor employment
bureau in this city,
Gillis Grant, the Canadian commer-
cial agent at Trinidad briefly address-
ed the meeting, referring to the mark-
ets there for Canadian goods and the
expansion of Canadian interests there.
He mentioned the fact that at pres-
ont there was a sur tax on . British
and Canadian made goods, and asked
that the Board take steps looking to
its removal.

These
men had induced quite a number of
citizens to join the league, and col-
lected ten dollars from each, and they
were out to do a large business, when
placed under arrest. They had only
finished with Nova Scotia, having ga-
thered in over sixty members, chiefly
in Halifax, when they came to St.
John. The evidence against the men
in the police court was conclusive and
after they had been in jail some tipe,
they were allowed to go with the un-
derstanding that they would get out
of the country, and never again at-
tempt the business which was looked
on as a fraud.

At that time the New Brunswick
Automobile Associgtion assisted Com-
missioner McLellan in procuring some
information regavding the men, as to
their action in Nova Scotia, and the
arrest of Cottrell and Grey in this
city, was the first time that a convic-
jon was secured on agents of the
league. It was, in fact, the beginning
of the end, for A. C. Bidwell, president
of the International Auotomobile
League, and for the league itself, for
the authorities in the United States
kept after it until it was finally put
out of business, as an article from the
“Goodyear Tire News” shows. The
aricle which appears in last month’s
issue of the News is as follows:
“pPhe Associated Advertising Clubs
of the World report that A. C. Bidwell,
president of the International Auto-
mobile League, Inc., and the Interna-
tional Automobile League Tire Co.,
Buffalo reached the end of his tether
on March 22, when he entered a plea
of guilty for himself and his two cor-
porations in the Federal Ceurt of Buf-
falo under an indictment charging us-
ing the mails to further a scheme to

defraud.
Bidwell was fined $2,000 and each
corporation $1,000 by Judge Thomas.

According to the balance sheet of
the tire corporation, stock amounting
to $559,825 has beem sold in that
fake concern, up to February 1, 1916.
