Charlottetown, P. E. I., June 8—(Special)
The New Brunswick riflemen, with a score
of 690, won the interprovincial match at
Kensington range today. As the record score
for such events is 735, and as New Brune-
wick last year wae defeated with 727, to-
day’se marl ip was below the aver-
mge. This is largely accounted for by the
weather conditions. A raw, chilling east-
erly wind, fairly steady at the start but
increasing in irregularity, with rain as the
day wore on, operatéd against high scor-
ing.

There were no century marks today, and
Daniel's achievement at a similar meet
here three years ago was not duplicated.

The islanders had one Bisley member on
the team, ‘Captain Jones, whose score
speaks for iteelf. The home team fook
second place, with 681, and Nova Scotia
secured 676. The visitors were entertained
at Juncheon on the grounds, where Mayor
Kelly extended a welcome on behalf of the
city, and Hon. George E. Hughes on be-
half of the provincial government.

NORWAY 15 STILL
LODKING FOR A KNG

People Favor a Republic if Suitable
Monarch Can't Be Found.

Copenhagen, June 8—It is reported that
the Norwegian government, in view of
King Oscar’s apparently definite refusal to
consider the offer of the Storthing to place
a prince of the house of Bernadotte om the
throne, has privately approached the Dan-
ish royal family to ascertain if an offer of
the throne would be received by a member
of it, preferably Prince Charles, son of
Crown Prince TFrederick. The general
opinion expressed here is that such an of-
fer would be refused.

Authoritative information from Norweg-
ian circles represents the majority of Nor-
'Wegia.us as opposed to giving the throne to
f prince of the house of Bernadotte.

It is stated that if King Oscar should
definitely refuse the throme for a member
of his family, and that if the Danish royal
family should likewise refuse to place one
of its princes on it, Norway will become
a republic, and that this is favored by the
mass of the population.

All those in the civil service of Norway
have announced their adhesion to the new
government, and all. the geenrals have
taken the oath of allegiance.

Crown Prince Gustave passed through
Copenhagen tonight on his journey from
Berlin.

The Associated Press learns that Crown
Prince Gustave had a Jong interview on
the crisis with Emperor William before he
left Berlin, and it-is understood the em-
peror is not unwilling to intervene in favor
of the Swedish dynasty.

An authority intimately connected with
the emperor confirms a rumor that he
abandoned his trip to Norway at the re-
quest of the Crown Prince Gustave.

Many English and American tourists who

TRIED TO KILL
VICE-PRESIDENT

Anarchist Crank About to
Draw Revolver When
Nahbed

s,

SORRY HE FAILED

Would-be Assassin’s Pockets Were
Filled With Anarchistic Literature
and Map of Fairbank’s Route—His
Intended Victim Undisturbed by
Narrow Escape.

Flint, Mich., June 7—James McCon-
nell, 32 years of age, and living near
Flint, made an unsuccessful attempt to
assassinate Vice-President Fairbanks,this
afternoon, after Mr. Fairbanks had finish-
ed a masterly address to a crowd of 2,000
persons.

McConnell forced his way through the
crowd up to the speaker’s side, and, as
he reached in his hip pocket for a re-
volver, three detectives suddenly pounced
upon him and Guickly handcuffed him and
later removed him to a police station.

The attempt to kill the vicepresident
was witnessed by a crowd which filled
every available inch of standing room in
Saginaw, and cries of “Lynch him!”
“Lynch him!” filled the air as McConnell,
fighting desperately, was carried to a pa-
trol wagon.

Even then the anger of the assemblage
could not be quieted, for several infuri-
ated citizens followed the wagon fo the
station, where McConnell, trembling like
a leaf, begged the policemen to protect
him from the mob.

McConnell’s pockets were filled with
anarchistic literature, and he boasted
that some day he would accomplish and
successfully dispose of a man he boldly
asserted was the enemny to organized la-
bor.

Fairbanks was not disturbed by the at-
tempt on his life, for he spoke in a style
entirely at variance with his usual
method. He was enthusiastic, and the
crowd tendered him an unusual demon-
stration as he closed his speech.

MeConnell had a route of the trip to
be taken by the vice-president.iachis vest
pocket; and Flint officers believed he had
planned to commit the crime in Chicago,
as he had numerous clippings from  the
Chicago newspapers pertaining to Fair-
bank’s visit there a few days- ago while
en route east from the Lewis and Clark
exposition at Portland (Or.)

THIRTEEN NJURED
IN-GRAND TRUNK
ST E_XfﬁESSWHEEK

Two or Three Likely to Die--Train
Bound to Chicago--Accident Caused
by Spreading Rails.

Flint, Mich., June 8—Thirteen persons
were injured, two or three of the number
perhaps fatally, in the wrecking of the fast
through train, No. 2, bound for Chicago
from the east over the Grand Trunk road,
ten miles east of here today. The acci-
dent occurred near Davison, and was
caused by spreading rails. Three coaches
were ditched. No one was killed outright,
but several received serious injuries.

Of the injured, seven are from Massa-
chusetts, including three of those who
suffered most. It is feared that Mrs. Cora
Watrous, of Roxbury (Mass.), is fatally in-
jured.

CIAR WILLING TO

DISCUSS PEACE

Roosevelt's Friendly Offer to
Help End War Cordially
Received

ALL DEPENDS ON TERMS

If Mikado is Moderate in His Demands
Diplomats Believe Peace is Assured
--Japan Shy of Making an Offer
Till She is Assured Russia Means
Business--Another Account of Ro-
jestvensky’s Defeat.

Washington, June 8—The emperor of
Russia has at last been heard from here
and the result is not unfavorable to
peace. In his recent audience with Mr.
Meyer,” the American ambassador, the
emperor indicated a willingness to take
under advisement the subject of peace
and expressed a warm appreciation of the,
friendly words of Mr. Meyer, speaking as
‘the personal envoy of the president.

The reception of Meyer -was character-
ized by the greatest cordiality and friend-
liness and the ambassador’s cablegram to
the president giving a general account of
the audience is of a distinctly hopeful
tone.

Mr. Meyer did not bring to the St.
Petersburg government an offer of medi-
ation, but a “ftiendly offer of goodwill”
as it was described by . Count Cassini
which apparently was gratifying to the
emperor.  Farther than that it is im-
possible to record the character of the
cablegram.

Mr. Takahira, the Japanese minister,
called by appointment at the White
House this afternoon and spent half an
hour with the president. He was still un-
able to give the president the slightest
indication regarding Japan’s peace terms
but it is believed he was acquaintd in a
%;neral way with the hopeful tone of Mr.

eyer’s ‘despatches and Wwith this as a
lever the hope is expressed here that the
Mikado will meet the pregident half way
in the earnest ¢fforts he 18 making to as-
sist in bringing about an early peace.

Baron
Kaneko tonight said that Japan had not
received directly or indirectly any re-
quest from Russia for a statement of
peace terms. It was intimated that Japan
would be loath to give any such state-
ment until convinéed that Russia was
prepared to take:up the question of peace
with the intention of ending the war.

Later in the afternoon Sir Mortimer
Durand, the British ambassador, saw the
president and tonight Baron Speck Von
Sternburg, the German ambassador was
at the White House for nearly an hour.
None of the callers would discuss his
visit and it can be stated that with the
exception of the call of Mr. Takahira,
none of these visits was of great import-
-ance.

Waiting to Hear from Japan.

It is not expected that the situation
will change radically in the next day or
two. Until some indication comes from
Japan of her attitude in the light of the
sprit shown by the Czar the negotiations
can hardly be expected to progress. Mean
time, powerful, though friendly influence,
is being brought to bear on Japan to be
moderate in her demands. It has been
pointed out that Japan and Russia must
always be close neighbors and that if
Japan is unreasonable now in her great
triumph she might again be involved in
war with Russia. What effect these re-
presentations may have on the Mikado is
of . course only conjectured.

Strong hopes are entertained hére in
the highest circles that London could be
relied on for active assistance in coun-
selling moderation to Japan. These hopes
have not been realized although informa-
tion, has been received that Great Britain
will welcome peace. It is still hoped,
however, that some assistance from that
quarter may yet be forthcoming. Berlin
and Paris are both giving loyal assist-
ance to the efforts initiated in Washing
ton and the result of Berlin’s activity is
already being felt.

Further instructions have been sent
Ambassador Meyer at St. Petersburg but
their character is not known.

Count Cassini, the Russian ambassador,
called at the French embassy today where
he had a long talk on the situation with
Ambassador Jusserand. The Russian am-
bassador has not yet made an appoint-
ment with the president and it is impos-
sible to obtain any information regarding
the cablegrams that have reached the em-
bassy from St. Petersburg in the last 24
hours.

Rojestvensky Caught Napping.

Manila, June 8—From the stories told
by the Russians who escaped from the
sea fight in the Korean Straits, it ap-
pears that.the Japanese completely sur-
prised the Russians who were steaming
peacefully along. There was no sign of
the Japanese fleet and the Russian ships
were not cleared for action nor were the
batteries manned. The attack came with
a suddenness that made the unprepared-
ness of the Russians for battle a glaring
mistake that never could be corrected.

Two lines of torpedo boats suddenly
appeared and encircled the Russian fleet.
The rapid fire batteries were turned
loose, but with apparently little effect on
the Japanese boats. Over the approach-
ing torpedo boats came a hail of ten and
thirteen inch shells from the Japanese
war vessels in the distance.

AUTONOMY BILL

Borden Declares That Minis-
ter of Justice Has Out-
Manoeuvred Sifton

AMENDED CLAUSE BAD

Its Effect Just the Same as the Origi-
nal School Section, Says Oppo-
siton Leader, But Fitzpatrick
Differs With Him—Laurier Denies
Story About Colonial Conference.

Ottawa, June 8.—(Special)—The Cana-
dian commons today got back to the au-.
{onomy bills which have not been touched
upon since May 15.

The leader of the opposition has been
pressing for an opportunity to give s
opinion of the amended clauses. 'l'oday
he declared that in his opinion there was
no difference between the effect of the
amended and the original school clause. He
intimated that Mr. Bifton had been out-
manouvred by the minister of justice.

Hon. Mr. Kirkpatrick pointed out that
there was a decided difference as under
the amended clause Protestants and Ro-
man Catholics when in the majority in a
school district could organize only public
schools. Under the original clause 16, the
Roman Catholics, if in the majority, could
have organized clerical schools.

On the orders of the day, R. L. Borden
drew the government’s attention to a
cabled report that Sir Wilfrid Laurier had
curtly refused to take part in the pro-
posed intercolonial conference. Mr. Bor-
den asked to be informed if the Liberal
party of Great Britain, if returned at the
next election, would be likely to be called
upon by the Canadian government along
the lines suggested by the Canadian min-
1sters at the last colonial conference and
hinted at by the Canadian finance minister
two years ago when he declared in effect
that unless some preference should be
given Canadian products in the markets
of Great Britain the Canadian government

would withdraw the existing preference. -

Laurier's Denial.

In answer, Sir Wilfrid Eaurier said his
attention had been called last’ evening to
the despatch. He had simply to say it had
no foundation whatever in regard to the
action attributed to him. He had re-
ceived no communication from any one on
the subject of the proposed conference and
had made mo communication to any one on
the subject. 'With regard to any change
in the policy of the government he-had
only to say that speaking generally the
policy of the government stands as it wes
and cannot be affected by any change
which may take place in the English
Hause.

Hon. Geo. E. Foster asked the finance
minister when the budget ‘speech might
be expected, if it was to be expected at all
this sessien.

Mr. Fielding replied the country was
so prosperous it could probably get along
without a budget speech this year tnough
budget speeches some times aided the coun-
try's prosperity. However, in accordance
with an agreememt with the opposition
the budget would be delivered after the
autonomy bills had been disposed of.

CANADIAN CRUISER SINKS
* AMERICAN FISHERMAN

Vessel Was Unlawfully Fishing in Dominion Waters and
Tried to Escape--Shots Fired Across Her Bow Had No
Effect, and in the Chase She Was Struck by Pursuer---
Vessel Filled and Sank at Once, Two of Her Crew

Drowned.

London, Ont., June 8—(Special)—A
special from Port Stanley gives the follow-
ing account of the sinking of the tug
Grace M., on the morning of June 7, of
Lorain, Ohio, which was unlawfully fishing
in Canadian waters with gill nets:—

First Officer Ingster, of the Vigilant,
gives the following account: “We left
Pigeon Bay at 655 a. m., June 7. To-
ward Middle Island passage, at 9.15, we
sighted the tug to the north and headed
her off. We signalled her to stop, also
fired some shote across her bow, but she
paid no attention and ran past our stern.
We put about and soon overtook her again.
She again put about and dodged us. This
occurred several times. She was gradual-
ly working toward the south.

“We finally steered almost directly aftes
her, and when nearly abreast elie tried to
cross our bows once more. We sa col-
lision was inevitable, and rever but’
had sufficient speed to strike her glightly.

N IMMIGRATION

Twenty Thousand More En-
tered Canada This Year
Than Last

WILL TOTAL 150,000

Officials Tell Agriculture Committee
That the Dominion Authorities Are
More Particular Than the United
States About Class of People They

Ottawa, June 6i—(Special)—W. D.
Scott, immigration supeérintendent, and
Dr. P. H. Bryce, chief medical inspector,
were before the agriculture commiitee to-
day and gave interesting evidence in re-
gard to immigration and the steps taken
to keep out persons affected with infec-
tious diseases. >

Canada is more particular as to the
class of immigrants she receives than is
the United States. Canada rejected one
2;5 280 and the United States one in 2,-

The official returns of the United States
show that 2,000 immigrants were s.opped
at the border yet the facts were that only
47 were detained and only 117 deported
and 355 were released.United States pho-
tographs were produced showing the dock
and immigration building at St. John and
the dock and immigration building at
Montreal belonging to the United States.

The United States reports showed that
twelve Canadians were turned back at
Detroit for trachoma, while less than this
number were turned back at all Canadran
ports. The disease did not exist in West-
ern Ontario.

The total immigration up to Jume 30,
June and May being estimated, would be
148,261, compared with 130,331 up to June
iast year.

Mr. Scott eaid that Mrs. Sanford, of
Winnipeg, who was looking for servant
girls in Britain, did not belong to the de-
partment. He understood that Mrs. San-
ford was instructed by parties to get
them girls. For those who asked for a
Roman Catholic girl she tried to get one,
and for those who.asked for Protestant
girls she did the same thing.

THE SUSSEX SUNDAY
SCHOOL  CONFERENCE

Besides Heads of Nova Scotia and
New Brunswick Anglicans Other
Distinguished Men Spoke.

Recipes.

EPOCHS IN
SEA FIGHTS

Togo's Victory Ranks High
Among Deeds of Naval
Captains

THE ARMADA’S FALLS

Bitter Battles Reviewed, Including
Records of Heroes on Board Many
Famous Ships.

Admiral Togo’s victory over the Rus-
sian fleet commanded by Rojestvensky un-
doubtedly will be given a commanding
position in history among the decisive
naval battles of ihe world. Lepanto, the
Armada and Trafalgar are famous names,
but it is probable that Togo’s latest and
most glorious iriumph, by whatever titie
it is called, will be ranked near if not

among them.

Togo has been dubbed the Japanese Nel-
son, because of his conquests over Stark,
Makaroff and Withoft, successive com-
manderg of the Port Arthur fleet; but he
is beginning to be called the Japanese
Howard, after the earlier English admiral
who, with the assistance of Sir Francis
Drake and Sir John Hawkins, destroyed
that ‘“‘invincible armada” which Spain
sent out to subdue and convert heretic
England at the cannon’s mouth. The de-
feat of Rojestvensky bears, indeed, sirik-
ing resemblance to the crushing of the
Spanish armada, in the reign of “Good
Queen Bess,” which is the most celebrated
event in the long annals of British marine
triumphs.

The Armada was to the sixteenth cen-
tury what Rojesivensky’s command was
to the twentieth—the most powerful naval
armament of its epoch. Every schoolboy
is familiar with that old story from the
pages of Kingsley’s Westward, Ho! if not
flrom his text books. Philip II. of Spain,
determined to crush for all time the Eng-
lish wasp that had been harrassing his
unwieldy empire, gathered 132 first-class
ships of war and hundreds of the smaller
craft, under the command of the duke of
Medina Sidonia. The Armada carried
3,166 cannon, 8,766 sailors, 2,088 galley
slaves, 21,855 volunteers, 1,355 gentlemen
volunteens and their attendan s, and 150
monks headed by Martin Alarco, vicar
of the inquisition. The voyage began May
19, 1588, and on July 19, the mighty fleet
entered ‘the English channel. The com-
bined forces of Lord Charles Howard,
Drake and Hawkins engaged the enemy
July 21, and for seven days a Tunning
fight raged, the sharpest conflict taking
place July 25. On the 28 h fire ships cre-
ated a panic among the Spaniards as they
lay at anchor, and many vessels were
burned.

The scattered ships were attacked again
that day, and many were captured or sunk.
Then the remnants of the Ar-
mada fled precipitately, pumsued for
a time by the relentless English.
They circumnavigated Scotland and Ire-
land, meeting heavy storms nearly all the
way. In the retreat 35 ships were wreck-
ed on bleak coasts, and 13,000 men perish-
ed in the breakers or at the hands of the
hostile peasantry. Queen Elizabeth at-
tended a magnificent thanksgiving in St.
Paul’s cathedral to celebrate the victory,
and medals, inscribed, “Deus flavit et dis-
sipati sunt,” were struck off to commotm-
orate the event. A mational memorial
was erected July 19, 1888.

Another world-famous naval conflict is
the battle of Lepanto, by which the mas-
tery of the Mediterranean was torn from
the hands of the Turks. On October 7,
1571, the combined Christian fleets, under
the command of Don John of Austria, a
natural son of Emperor Charles V., rep-
resenting Spain, Venice, Genoa, Malta and
the papal state, shattered an immense
Turkish armament in the Bay of Lepanto,
off the western coast of Greece. The Mo-
hammedans lost most of their galleys, 35,
000 of their sailors and soldiers were slain
or captured and 15,000 Christian galley
slaves were rescued from captivity.

Next on the roll of fame comes Trafal-
gar, where the conquering Nelson, mortal-
ly wounded, ordered that his last signal
be: “England expects every man to do his
duty.” This battle between the English and
the joined French and Spanish fleets, took
place off Cape Trafalgar, Spain, October
21, 1805. Nelson had twenty-seven ships;
Villeneuve, the French admiral, eighteen,
and the two Spanish commanders, fifteen.
Nineteen ships of the allied fleets were
captured, sunk or burned. Another of
Nelson’s famous battles was that of Abou-
kir,-or the Nile, August 1, 1798. where, by
destroying the French fleet, he ended Na-
poleon’s hopes of annexing Egypt.

Admiral Von Tromp, a doughty Hol-
lander, almost succeeded in wresting the
naval supremacy from Britannia in 1652.
He figured in a famous series of conflicts
called the battles of Dover Straits. Al-
though first defeated by Admiral Blake,
September 28, he surprised the English
fleet in the Downs a month later, his
eighty ships overwhelming the forty fly-
ing the Union Jack. Then he sailed up
and down the channel unmolested with
a broom at the masthead of his flagship
to announce that he had swept the Eng-
lish from the seas.

Blake defeated him again, February
1820, 1653, off Portsmouth, destroying
eleven men-of-war and thirty mnerchant-
men; again off the North Foreland, June
2, driving the Dutch into Calais roads,
and on July 31 took final revenge by
crushing the fleets of Holland and killing
their admiral.

At the battle of Camperdown, south of
the Texel, Holland, October 11, 1797, Eng-
land again conquered the Dutch on the
sea, and ended their aspirations for mar-
itime power. Duncan commanded the
British and De Winter the Dutch, fifteen
of the latter’s ships heing captured or de-
stroyed. But at La Iogue the Dutch were
the allies of the British and helped them
to defeat the French, thus averting a de-
scent upon the English coast and prob-
able invasion of the island. 'The battle
took place off the northwestern coast of
France, May 19, 1692, Russell and Rooke,
being in command for the allies, and Tour-
ville of the French, who lost twenty-one
ships, thirteen of which were burned.

SUBMARINE SIGNAL
FOR BAY OF FUNDY A
WIRELESS WONDER

The System the Outgrowth of a
Provision of Nature

How the Signals Give Warning
to Ship Miles Away from Point
Where Station is Bstablished,
or of Approach of Another
Bquipped Vessel.

It has before been reported in this pa-
per that locations for the equipment of
the Bay of Fundy with submarine signal
stations have been picked. The plan is
to establish about three such stations in
the bay, one being at Negro Head. Some-
thing has been said about the system and
its benefits, but it is much moxe wonder-
ful than any who has not read of it can
imagine. The utility of the system has

appealed to  shipping men desirous of
avoiding wrecks on shore or collisions at
sea, and to governments seeking to safe-
guard entrances to ports. Several of the
big steamship, lines have adopted the sys-
tem and a number of the C. P. R. steam-
ers, which come here in winter are equip-
ped.

It is really the working out of a natural
condition and one which was first taken
advantage of by the savages of the West
Coast of Africa. When the natives want
to communicate with one another, they
beat sounding instruments near the
water’s edge. They have long known that
water is a better sound conductor than
air, but they have used the knowledge be-
fore civilized people. On this principle
scientists evolved a system of submarine
signalling, which promises to rob fogs of
their terrors to mnavigators. When the
Norddeutscher-Lloyd steamer Kaiser Wil-
helm der Grosse left Bremen recently it
heard a submarine bell of warning at the
river mouth, though it was two and a
half miles away. This steamer is one of
the liners already equipped with the new
apparatus, and on its voyages to New
York will be able to correct its course by
the submarine bells with which the Nan-
tucket, Fire Island, and Sandy Hook
lightships have been fitted. So promising
is this new method of signalling that the
British Admiralty have ordered installa-
tions, and similar action has been taken
by Germany and Italy; while the Cana-
dian government is utilizing Qle system so
as to safeguard the St. Lawrence route to
Quebec.

Every ship’s hull is practically a drum.
Sound-vibrations in the water, miles dis-
tant, whether they be caused by the mo-
tion of a submarine boat, the action of
the screws of a steamer, or the ringing of
a bell, travel at four times the speed at
which they go in the air under the most
favorable conditions and impinge upon the
skin of the ship. Even without any spe-
cial apparatus men working on the “floor”
of a sailing vessel can hear the screws of
a steamer when far away. The problem
has been to colleet these sound-waves
striking the ship’s hull and convey them
to the captain above. This is now done
by attaching to the inner side of the skin
a small tank somewhat smaller than a
man’s top-hat.

This is filled with a special solution of
greater density than water, and contains
a microphone, or transmitter. One of
these little tanks is placed on the port
and another on the starboard side of the
ship, and wires are then led up to the
bridge, where ordinary telephone receivers
are placed. A switch is provided so as to
shut off either the port or starboard miec-
rophone, and with experience the operator
standing by the instrument, just as though
he were at an ordinary telephone, is able
to hear bells struck beneath the water
as many as twelve to eighteen miles away,
while by the care exercised in fixing the
tank the internal noises of the steamer
itself—which at first puzzled investigators
—are not communicated to a serious ex-
tent, even when the engines are working
at high speed; while when traveling at
the fate usual in time of fog the incon-
venience is practically removed, and the
operator can judge not only how far he
is from the warning bell, but, but from
what direction the sound is coming. These
are two advantages which submarine sig-
nalling has oyer wireless telegraphy.

In the development and application of
this system lies the road to safe naviga-
tion in the denscst fogs, for ships can
carry bells in their fore peaks and send
as well as receive signals one to the other
intermittently. By means of a numerical
code, not merely a warning signal, but in-
formation can be conveyed. For instance,
if it is foggy as the Kaiser Wilhelm der
Grosse draws in towards the American
continent she will hear a bell ringing reg-
ularly. An officer will be at the receiver.
If there are sixty-six strokes and then a
pause and then sixty-six more and another
pause, and so on, he will know the vessel
is off the Nantucket shoals; he will be
able to judge how far they are away and
the relative position of the ship. Further
on is Fire Island lightship, with “sixty-
eight” as its code number, and then Sandy
Hook with *““fifty-one.” By this means the
whole coast between New York and Bos-
ton sends out its warning for miles away,
and there seems no reason why all the
danger spots on the coasts of the British
Isles should not be similarly marked, and
thus hundreds of lives saved every year.
Submarine signalling may also prove of
service as a warning of attack by under-
water torpedo boats, since their movement
through the water several miles away can
be detected by this method.

Indigestion, or what is sometimes called
‘“stretches’’ or impaction of the stomach, is
a common disease in some fldcks, especially
during the winter seasom, writes Shepherd
in ‘an exchange. The disease is usually
caused by feeding too much dry bay which
was overripe when cut, or from feeding great
quantities of corn fodder with no other
feed and little exercise. If one will provide
a few. roots, cabbage or other succulent feed
for his flock during winter he will seldom
if ever be troubled with Miness of this char-
acter. While this is a good preventive, it
sometimes becomes necessary to resort to a
cure. There are numerous treatments, but
the following 1 have found very satisfactory:
Pure carbolic acid, ten drops in a half pint
of warm water or milk, given as soon as
sheep show signs of distress. This treat-
ment will pever injure an amimal, and I
have never kmown it to fail as a complete
and rapid cure for the worst cases of stom-
ach or intestinal impaction. I have seen
sheep that ‘had ‘‘stretched’ and
ed around until they were unable to stand
on their feet, and it was not over ten min-
utes after giving them a dose of carbolic
acid in water before they were eating just
as though nothing had happened.

It may also be of interest to some read-
ers to know how to transfer or change a
lamb from one ewe to another. The neces-
sity of this often occurs in a flock at lamb-
ing time when some ewe does mnot have
enough milk for her lamb, or when another
ewe may be better able to raise the lamb
than its own mother. Take the lamb of

lamb and, while the mother is in a tight
pen by .herself, rub the two lambs together.
Then place both lambs before the ewe at
once and nige times out of ten the ewe will
own both of them. When [ first tried to

uatil 1 put the ewe by herselfe It veems thal
a mother ewe can count, but has not a very
reliable memory.—Maine Ifarmer.

Modern Beekeeping.

Comparatively few understand any
about modern methods of beekeeping, an
the great revolution which has taken place
since the haphazard days of the box hive
and the brimstone pit. Beekeeping has be-
come a business requiring care, study and
intelligent and enecrgetic attention.

Mr. R. F. Holtermann, Brantford (Ont.),
has planned a building for bees that is
situated on the outskirts of his city, which
is said to be one of the most modern and
up-to-date structures for the purpose in the
world. In this building above ground ethe
various appliances are stored and operatiors
carried on, such as extracting hon2y, rend-
ering wax, etc. By means of a rapidly work-
ing machine, also designed by Mr. Halter-
mann for his business, and which was shown
at the last Fruit, Flower and Honey Show
in Toronto, 2,000 pounds of hcney has in
five and a half hours heen taken from the
bees, extracted, stored in packages for the
itrade, and the empty combs returned to the
hive to be refilled by the bees. Three hun-
dred and sixty colonies were run last sca-
son for honey, and between tem and twenty
tons of honey produced. The cellar in which
the bees are wintered is entirely below the
level of the surrounding eround. It has sub-
earth ducts, through which fresh air enters,
tempered by its passage under the ground.
The foul air i rried off tnrough speciallly
constructed shafts, which rice above the bee-
bouse Toof; thus an even temperature of 42
degrees is aimed at. In ‘severe winter, if
necessary, by means of available aopliances
the fresh air can be warmed before it is dis
tributed through the cellar. The repository
under ground will hold one thonsand hives
of bees, and last winter shelered 700,

The question is often asked, ITow are bees
fed durinz the winter? Each hive should
before October 1 of each ycar he suprlied
with thirty pounds of honey, or its eauival-
ent. The bees are placed in the ecellar, as
nearly as the apiarist can judge, after their
last chance to fly in the fall. which is
generally about the third week in November.
The hives are piled on> above the other five
deep in the cellar, the bottom hive being
placed on a stand twelve to eighteen inches
high. Here in absolute darkness (for #&he
cellar has no windows) the bees are left until
the weather and season indicate the return
of snring, which as a rtule is the latter part
of March.

Mr. Holtermann takes a number of stu-
dents each season to learn the business.

 FARM

Every year a larger number apply than can
be 'accommodated. As far as can be judged
the most desirable are selected. Students
have been with Mr. Holtermann from several
European countries as well as Canada. Dur-
ing the summer season the bees are distri-
buted in Brant and Norfolk countries, some-
times over forty miles from home. They are
moved by rail and waggon to the best pas-
tures.

Oanadian Live Stock Discases.

The following stringent regulations relating
to animal quarantine and designed to pre-
gyent Canadian stock from contagion have
been issued by the minister of agriculture:

All stock cars intended for the conveyance
of the animals from any point in Canada to
the United States, or for transit through
United States territory to any other part of
Canada, must be thoroughly cleansed and
disinfected before such animals are placed
therein.

All cars conveying animals into Canada
from the United States, whether such ani-
mals are intended for points in Canada or
for transit to some other part of the United
States, must be inspected, and unless found,
in a clean and sanitary condition, will be
returned.

All empty stock cars, whether of Canadian
origin or not, entering Canada from the
United States must, if not already showing
evidence of having been so treated, be thor-
oughly cleansed and disinfected to the satis-
faction of the inspectors of the department.
otherwise they will be returned to the United
States.

Stock cars which have conveyed animals
from the United States to points in Canada,
must be thoroughly cleansed and disinfectad
immediately after being unloaded, and befora
being returned to the country whence they
came.

Animals intended for export to the United
States or for passage in bond through that
country for export to other countries may
be inspected at such points, and under such
conditions as the minister may from time

[ to time order.

THE CZAR ASKS ABOUT
TERMS ?

From Washington early this morning
comes the significant statement that the
Czar has asked President Roosevelt what
terms of peace Japan would accept. If
this be true, while it may not mean peace,
it indicates that Russia realizes how des-
perate her position is, and is about to
make the first necessary overtures. She
may say tomorrow that Japan’s terms are
impossible, and that the war must go on.
Indeed that is to be expected. But the

‘war cannot go on very long now.

A St. Petersburg despatch is contradie-
tory of the Washington advices. It says
Russia will not treat. The next few hours
should decide. which of these statements
is accurate. But suppose, before or after
he learns Japan’s terms, the Czar says—
or those who rule him say—the

Jwar must go on. It is going on—

pushed by the Japénese field marshal, a
great captain at the head of the most
powerful field force ever launched against
an enemy. A part of this force took Port
Arthur, and lost 42.6 per cent of its
strength in doing so. That was frightully
grim work, but necessary under the cir-
cumstances. The sacrifice necessary to take
Vladivostok will be nothing like as great.
At Mukden, the greatest battle of modern
times, the Japanese were the aggressors,
and would be expected to lose more heavi-
ly than their entrenched opponents. The
Japanese lcss was twelve per cent of the
army of 500,000. The Russians lcst twenty-
five per cent of 400,000 in killed or
wounded. These figures do not include the
sick which, ‘throughout the campaign, have
been much more numerous among the
Russians than on the side of the Jap-
anese.

1f the Crzar is for war, that only
means that he is willing to sacrifice the
soldiers who are already east of Lake
Baikal and the comparatively small num-
ber that can be sent over the Siberian
railroad before the Japanese finish the
work. So while in one sense the war must
go om, the Japanese will bring it to a
close comparatively soon. When they have
crushed Linevitch the world will ery out

“against further sacrifice. There would be

definite talk of peace today were not the
bureaucrats between the devil and the
deep sea—hetween the Japanese abroad
and a people sore, disaffected, humiliated
and grown angry, at home.

Bosides, as.one observer expresses it:

“There is no reason for discouragement
.hat peace has not come tripping on the
What-
ever the terms finally agreed upon they
will be the result of barter. No nation,
baving any resources in reserve, can afford
to make precipitate capitulation, Nor is
any nation, least of all Russia, likely to
take the world into her confidence when
she makes up hery mind to make the best
composition she can. There must be time
for preliminary soundings, for cleset con-
ferences, and secret interchange of views
with friendly powers. Having gone to war
without preparation, Russia is not likely
to enter peace negotiations without fore-
cast of the outcome. * ® * In any case
Russia must relinquish -all pretensions in
eastern Asia. Upon her realization of that
bitter fact peace must wait.”

Perhaps that realization has come.

FROM BAD 10 WORSE

The spectacle of Mr. Cornelius N. Bliss,
a former cabinet officer, who is seventy-
three, and Mr. Jacob Schiff, a noted phil-
anthropist, on the verge of fisticuffs in a
ring of multi-millionaires is instructive at
this juncture, if mot edifying. This phase
of the Equitable warfare promises well for
showing as it does
that there is a real fight among powerful
elements, as a result of which there will
be mere healthful publicity. A darker

phase of the struggle is the intimation,
contained in our epecial New York de-

spatches, that Harriman may use the
state department of insurance as a club
to pound Hyde and his allies. The public
and the policy holders will not object to
this pounding in itself; but if Harriman
can use the state machinery for one pur-
pose, why not for another? He may be
able to use it in capturing the power for
which the factions are fighting—the con-
trol of the Equitable millions.

It was evidently to the Harriman forces
the New York Evening Post referred in
the course of a remarkable editorial on
Tuesday, when it said:

“This morning’s intimation that one of
the lmphcated Lquttd.ble officers is en-
gaged in tampering with the Albany au-
thoritiex, should serve as a warning to
policyholders who have any concern for
the future of their property.”

The Post fears that the present warring
forees may patch up a truce, keep
the control among themselves, and pur-
sue the old methods after the present ex-
citement has cooled. It demands legisla-
tive action, and speaks of ‘“graft:”

“We have hitherto commented on the

.position in which Mr. Hyde was placed

by his own admission to the Frick com-
mittee. The committee finds him guilty of
wiolating the insurance law by using the

Equitable as a market for securities ‘un-
derwritten’ by his own syndicate, and we
see no other possible conclusion. His
counsel asserts this morning that ‘when
the subject ds fully understood,’ every
right-minded man will agree that Hyde
‘was morally, as well as legally, entitled
to these profits.” Our opinion is, that the
subject is fully undestood already, and
that right-minded men have reached and
will eustain the opposite conclusion.
Equally incontestable, in our view, is the
committee’s finding that Mr. Hyde has
been guilty of other acts, ‘irregular in| the
sense that they are mot in accordance
with the society’s law or with sound busi-
nesd practices, treating the society and its
affairs largely as if they were his own
personal concern.’” This finding is, indeed,
a mild summary of the specifications
which the committee fortifies with its
evidence. The well-established facts that
Mr. Hyde has used the Equitable’s invest-
ment funds to gratify his own ambition
and secure a place on other corporation
directories; that, between 1901 and 1903,
his own ealary was marked up from $30,-
000 to $100,000; that he had added $27,000
more by salaries paid him for nominal
services by ' companies owned by the
Equitable, and that, by his own admis-
sion, he had attempted to use the com-
pany’s money for social celebrations of his
own—these simply show 'what a system
of ‘graft’ has pervaded the entire institu-
tion, and why it is wholly out of the ques-
tion that the beneficiary of such practices
should remain in his present office.”

The Post insists that Hyde and Alex-
ander and their lieutenants must walk
the plank if the Equitable i to regain
the public confidence. It upholds the
Frick report in detail, and says if fur-
ther evidence of the complete demoraliza-
tion of the company were needed the loss
of $8,000,000 of business during May and
the uncontroverted statements of Tarbell
would supply it. “Altogether too much,”
the Pcst concludes, “has been said already
of ‘satisfying all the interests’ that are
now known to have fabttened on licit
plunder from the company. It is high
time that the policyholders’ interest
should take the place that belongs to it
by right. For these policyholders, there
can be no possibility of a permanent solu-
tion, short of a ithorough housecleaning
which shall involve, first of all, removal
of the officers whose mismanagement or
guilt has brought the company to its pres-
ent pass.” Altogether it would seem that
this chapter of Frenzied Finance is by no
means closed. The situation needs but a
touch of corrupt machine polities to cap
the climax, and that may be at hand.

THE INVASION OF ENGLAND

As the last issue of the Nineteenth Cen-
tury contains five articles on the possible
invasion of England by some of her Huro-
pean neighbors it may be assumed that the
silly season has begun in London or that
continued news of battle and slaughter-in
the Far East leads the British to examine
ther own situation with unusual} interest.
Mr. Balfour recently expressed the view

that no foreign invasion was practicable.
He spoke of the importance of submarines
in that connection, and at least one of his
eritics assumed he meant that an enemy
might ‘use such craft to land troops on the
English coast. The prime minister meant
nothing so absurd; what he really said

was that submarines might be used to at-’

tack a fleet which sought to land an army
upon some part of the island remote from
coast artillery statioms.

While the premier’s statement was gen-
erally accepted as reassuring, it aroused
many doubters, and five of these, in the
magazine articles referred to, dwell upon
the country’s openness to attack. As the
view of Mr.- Balfour was based upon the
opinion of Lord Roberts it carried unusual
weight, but two general officery are found
ready to dissent—Sir William H. White,
formerly director of naval comstruction,
and Major General Frank 8. Russell, who
is referred to by the Brooklyn Eagle as
“a soldier of excellent record and ack-
nowledged professional capacity.”

“Sir William,” says the lagle, ‘“unhesi-
tatingly condemns the policy of the gov-
ernment in selling off obsolete ships rather
than to incur the expemse of making re-
pairs. He very gravely doubts whether
the navy is not in this way being deprived
of a reserve fleet which might prove in-
valuable in the event of an enemy attempt-
ing a descent upon the shores of England
or Ireland. Sir Frank Russell freely chal-
lenges the reliance of the premier upon
the ability of the volunteer forces to stand
against disciplined continental troops and
voices the opinion, erroneous, perhaps, of
many Englishmen that Germany is the na-
tion from which England has most cause
to apprehend an attempt at invasion.

“If any one,” he says, “will take the
trouble to study the pecuhantxes of the
(erman coast line as it now exists, he
will scarcely fail to see that it is admir-
ably adapted for the assémbly and conceal-
ment of a hostile flotilla. The creeks and
islands from Xmden to Bremerhaven, to
say nothing of the stretch from the mouhlh
of the Elbe northward to the German Schi-
eswig frontier, behind the North krisian
Islands, form a matural shield and rendez-
vous, the value of which can scarcely be
overestimated, and the distance to the
English coast is only from 250 to 300 miles,
which at a moderate computation would
require from thirty to  thirtyive hours
steaming.”’

But, as the Eagle points out, no single
power can invade England because of the
weight of the British fleet. “Italy is tra-
ditionally friendly to England, and likely
to remain so indefinitely, an alliance be-
tween France and Germany is inconceive-
able, and for ten vears at least Wussia
must be considered out of the category of
first class naval powers. But the time will

eome when England will realize that if
she is to feel absolutely secure against the
invasion of a foreign enemy and against
the combination of powers. which could
alone make that invasion possible, she
must reform her military system from top
to bottom, so that the efficiency of the
army for home defence shall be as unques-
tioned as that of the German or French
armiés. And that efficiency can only be
attained through eome form of compul-
sory military training against which the
English social system has always been in
open and selfish revolt.”

This is framk but not unfriendly criti-
cism. There is much difference of opinion
as to the standing value of volunteer
and standing armies, even in England. Re-
cent events have certainly emphasized the
value of sea power, and in that direction
Great Britain is beyond criticism.

AN INTERESTING VOYAGE

Members of the Canadian Manufactor-
ere’ Association, including some from St.
‘John, are soon to go to Great Britain, and
the cable tells of interesting arrangements
for their reception in London and their
tour of England. This may be 8 very
profitable voyage if the manufacturers will
freely exchange views with their British
brethern régarding questions of Imperial
trade. An enjoyable holiday is mssured,
but the trip will mean much more tham
that if it tends to clear up certain doubts
and misunderstandings which have arisen
and peraisted since first Mr. Chamberlain
launched his Impenial fiscal scheme in 1903.

There never was any well-founded im-
pression that the people of Great Britain
were anxious to impose additional taxes
upon themselves for the direct bemefit of
this country, or of its manufacturers.
There is no evidence, on the other hand,
that Canada is willing to increase the
voluntary British preference without a
quid pro quo. Indeed there is Mr. Field-
ing’s statement of two years ago, often
‘quoted now, that the preference might be
withdrawn if the people overseas evinced
‘no disposition to reciprocate.

There can be no question but that the
really .Imperial features of Mr. Chamber-
lain’s plan moved Canadian imagination
and patriotism deeply. But. the.contribu-
tions made to the discussion by business
men on both sides of the water have con-
tained much mention of benefits to be re-
ceived and little tion of con ions to
be made. The proposal to so increase the
general Canadian tariff against all coun-
tries except Great Britain’that the British
manufacturers will have a distinct advant-
age over foreign competitors, at the same
time keeping the tariff against Britain high
enough to keep this market almost ex-
clusively for home mantfactures, cannot
appeal strongly o the British. n fact it
cannot appeal strongly to the general con-
sumer in Canada—the ¢lass which has

| most to say about arranging the tariff

when that subject becomes a leading politi-
cal issue.

The tidea cropsd out from time to time
that both British and Canadian manufac-
turers expect to receive many advantages
and to concede none—though both assume
to be horrified at any such definition of
their attitude. The coming tour affords a
fine opportunity for friendly dnacussxon
looking to the discovery of evidence that
manufacturers on both sides of the water
are really in favor of the plan Mr. Cham-
berlain has put forward.

‘Wiith certain features of that plan, those
which make for co-operation and a great
incrcase of trading within the Empire, for a
better understanding and a strengthening
of the great confederation, there is unques-
tionably much sympathy, in the Colonies
at least. When Mr. Balfour goes to the
country, perhaps a year hence, we shall
have a more intelligent idea as to how the
people of Great Britain look at these
questions. Our rm_anufacthrem, when they
return, shoyld have much definite informa-
tion. of interest and importance in this
connection which is now lacking. Thus far
we have had too many generalities.

A FOOLHARDY CAPTAIN

- Phe" sinking of -an ©Ohio-fishing tug on
Lake Erie by the Canadian fishery cruiser
Vigilant, by which two men were drowned,
is cause for regret and inquiry. The facts
at hand indicate that the captain of the
poaching vessel is wholly to blame for the
loss of his boat and the members of his
crew. These fishery cruisers are intended
to be fast enough to overhaul any mer-
chant vessel. Resistance to the marine
police is not expected. The detection of a
poacher on our side of the boundary is
generally followed by a peaceable arrest.
The rulers of the game ate well known to
all skippers. When signalled to stop, by
whistle or by a shot across the bows, the
fugitive captain is supposed * to know
enough to heave to and admit that he has
lost the game and will pay the forfeit.

On this occasion, however, the American
captain thought to save a fine by ignoring
all signals and dodging the cruiser until
he could work his vessel over the line. He
paid mo attention to blank cartridges and,
when overtaken, put his helm over and
went off on another course. Finally,
svhen the Vigilant, at full speed, was near-
ly abreast of the tug, the latter sought to
cross the Canadian’s bows. The cruiser’s
engines were reversed, but under the cir-
cumstances collision was unavoidable and
the tug was cut down, sinking almost im-
mediately. Two of the crew could not be
rescued. ‘lhe offending captain might have
avoided the tragedy by obeying the first
signal; and that is what a sensible man
would have done. =~ .

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RED LETTER YEAR
FOR THE KLONDIKE

John Swanson Makes This Predic-
tion, and Says He Will Soon
Return There

2 NO SIGN OF SUPPLY FAILING

Says Fifteen Thousand Persons
Are Now on the Way to Nome
to_Dig Gold.

“This is going to be a red letter year in
the Klondike,” said John Swanson, a
gold digger from the fields of yellow ore,
as he stood in the lobby of the Broadway
Central Hotel yesterday, the centre of
a group of interested listeners. “They
couldn’t keep me away if they chained
me with a cable.

“Gone dry Why,the story of the Klon-
dike hasn’t begun to be told. The new
‘strike’ in the Tananah fields is yet to be
heard from, and I'll bet a fortune to a
fiddle string that the picks thatll soon
be digging around. that neighborhood will
make a moise that’ll startle the civilized
world. I’'m mo prospector and have mno
property to boom. I'm talking only as
the fellow with pick and pan who makes
his five dollars a day and board digging
out the stuff. But I know a thing or two
about the country. T’ve been there ever
since the fuss started, and when the roll
is’ called mext month I'll be one of the
twenty thousand pilgrims who are now on
their way and who will be in Nome in
time for the new season.”

There was something fascinating about
Swanson’s assurance. He stuck his thumbs
behind ithe armholes of his vest and re-
vealed massive fingers decorated with
heavy rings of soft matural gold. In his
cravat was nailed a giant nugget picked
from the sands of Alaska, and as he
smiled his teeth gleamed with sparkling
gold which he had himself dug from the
banks of the Yukon River. His prophe-
cies about the future of the new “strike”
in the Tananah district smacked of sin-
cerity beyond the idle dreams of the gold
fever victims.

Expect New Era of Gold.

“There are persons here in New York
who believe that the gold digging busi-
ness in Alf8ka is a played out game,” said
Swanson.“They do not know that right
now fifteen thousand persons are on the
way to Nome, and that the population
of that mining town will be much’ greater
when the season opens up in the late days
of June than it ever has been. When I
left there the town had dwindled to about
five thousand inhabitants, which is about
the normal winter condition. But when
July comes along €ach year the gold dig-
gers return and Nome is'a place of about
twenty thousand population.. during the.
work pericd. This year it .is* going, ta.-he
even greater, and there will be thousands
around Tananah, where they have amade
the new ‘strike.” ” i :

Swanson admits that his coming to New
York fresh from the gold fields and his
haste in getting back there have saome-
thing to do with -a general belief among:
capitalists that a new. era of gold digcov-

“Some of the financiers,” he said, ‘‘have

for the last two years been deluded. by

“Qur little band of miners, opcrating
for a Wall street concern, cost the com-

I'pany $30,000 for the season’s work, and

we conly dug out about $30,000 worth of
tin. Tin ore is only woith about %350
a ton, and the tin business away up there
will never amount to much in my opin-
ion xo long as the mines around Cornwell,
| England, turn out their regular quota.
Our company went cut of business, and
the band of thipty miners, after all sorts
of hardships up there beside the Arclic
i Ocean, could get only seventy cents on
| the dollar in settlement for wages and had
[ to get back to the lower dis'ricts the best
| we could. I came down the Yukon River
lin a boat just big enough for two. My
pal and I cooked our meals, such as they
were, in the boat on a bed of sand and
rock.

| Near Death by Starvation.

“Was it cold up there on the Arctic
Ocean? Well, the mercury goes to sixty
below zero in winter and strikes the freez-
ing point the warmest night of summer.
Of course; in summer, which means about
a month out of the year, the days are
warmer and mcst of the snow melts, but
the nights are cold, just the same.

“We came necar starving to death once
or twice when our supply of canned goods
gave out. There is no game there in that
country above Nome. One would think
we might find bear. Not at all. The Uni-
ted States government has sent reindeer
there for the Indians, and we occasional-
ly managed to get one of these from away
over the mountains of snow and ice.
| Good Chance for a Poor Man.’

“Cutting out all dreams and striking fair
calculations about the possibilities tor a
poor man in the Klondike, T would say
there is always a certainty to make 35 a
day and board as a gold digger, and al-
ways a chance to get immensely rich by
staking off tracts of land. ‘lhis latter 15
only a gambler's chance, but it is a chance
just the same, and while a person is get-
ting his living and $5 a day besides he can
lafford to take the gambler’s chance.

“My own experience has perhaps been
filled with as much bad luck as anybody
who ever went to the gold fields of Alaska
and staked off a ¢laim, and I have nothing
to regret, although I will tell you of a
turn in fortune by which 1 marrowly es-
caped being a millionaire. I had staked oif
a tract containing about twenty acres. All
one has to do 1s to stake the land and pay
$2.50 for recording fees and then work the
land twenty days out of the year. In this
way he gets title for a year. Well, [ sold
my claim to a ¢ompany of miners for $800,
and in less than three years they had net-
ted more than $800,000 on the property by
working it and making a ‘strike.’

“I didn’t have the nerve to hold out or
to work the land myseii. T would be worth
more than $1,000000 today if 1 had devel-
oped the claim which 1 had staked off.
‘That was my luck, mot my lack of judg-

era is about to dawn in the distant andi

ment. It’s all a gamble. I might have
worked the land three years and been no
better off. The spirit-of speculation was
in me, and I would baye worked it if I had
fbeen in position, but. I felt that $300 in the
hand was worth more than whatever might
be found in the ground, or might not be
found there. I made a mistake in a min-
ute which cost me $1,000,000 in three years.
“These are some of the chances open to
the man who goes to the Klondike to seek
a fortune. It is easy to see that he has
little to lose so long as he can hire him-
self out at $5 a day and board while wait-
ing for these chances to come out true.
And, by the way, there’s no way of spend-
ing money up there on that basis. So long
as a gold digger gets his board and §5 &
day he can stick the $5 in his leather bag
and it will stay there until it rusts. There’s
nothing up there he wants to spend it for
as there is down here in New York.
“The season will not be fairly well open-
ed until July 1, but already men and wom-
en are flocking to the new Tananah ‘strike’
by the thousands. When I passed through
Seattle the other day I found that there
iwas going to be a pilgrimage to the Klon-
dike this summer which will far exceed
any of the great marches of former years.
I am impatient to get back.”—New York
Herald.

POND'S BOATS 0
PEACEFULLY UP RIVER

Trouble at Van Buren Ended, at Least
For the Present —Threat to Annul
Charter of Pond’s Corporation.

Levi W. Pond’s driving crew and ;t_hpi-r
boats went up miver yesterday morning
uninterruptedly for the Van Buren boom
round which bhe troubles of the last
ten days gathered, was removed .frem the
Canadian  side :of the river.

A special mhessage to The Telegraph yes-
terday afternqon reported that Mr. Pond
was still thete-but his boats had - passed
up stream'and: no boom obstructed their
passage. Mr. Pond intended going fo
Edmundston by train and there meet his
crews and prepare another drive for
Grand Falls.

And thus after ten days have paesed,
Mr. Pond has been able to continue the
journey which the American company’s
boom interrupted.

The Boston Herald yesterday, in a story
from Van Buren, published the follow-
ing:

“An important point in the dispute
which has not before been mentioned is
tha claim of Pond and his attorney, Fred
LaForest of Edmundston,that under char-
ter of the driving corporation Pond had
full charge of the whole river.It is upon

this claim he bases the assertion that the

St. John Lumber Company owes - him
money for driving logs.” And this claim,
in the minds of the Americans, empra-
sizes the desire of the St. John men 'to
drive qut the mills at Van Buren and
‘prévent the erection of ‘other mills on the
American side.

“As g result of the egntention of Pond

and his attorney, the ymen interested in

the Van Buren mills, as well as the men
who have an eye to the further devélop-
ment of Maine aléng ‘the river, will ask
the Maine Legislature at its next session
to apnul the charter of the corporation
which Pond represents.. The corporation,
to do business, is obliged to have char-
ders . from both Maine and New Bruns-
wick.” i

JAPANESE VICTORY

Asiatic Capacity

P

THE JAPANESE ALLIANCE

Likely to Be Further Developed
‘With Britain --- Combined,
These Two Nations Oould

- Sweep the Seas.

(Special Cable to N. Y. Evening Post).

London, June 3—Englishmen just now
are doing much hard thinking. They rea-
lize that the events of thus week in the
far east will open up a new world and &
new set of political conditions.

‘Lhe Spectator does not exaggerate the
first English impression = when it says:
“Such a success achieved at sea by an Asi-
atic power almost paraiyzes the imagina-
tion. 1t compels Kurope to revise all her
ideas, not only of Asiatic strength, but of
iAsiatic capacity, and supplies some rea-
sonable ground for a dreamy beidef that
the future distribution of world-power may

never entered into the calculations of
statesmen. Much nonsense has been talk-
ed about the Yellow peril, but this nuch
at least is certain, that a new and im-
mense power has established its claim to a
new and heavy vote in the international
council of mankind.”

Lord Lansdowne, as foreign secretary of
Great Britain, clearly contemplates, as Mr.
Chamberlain recently announced that he
aiso does, a further developmenf of the
Anglo-Japanese alliance as an essential se-

Just as England is the greatest naval pow-
er of the west, so Japan is now supreme
in the east, and imperialistic Englishmen
are arguing that®inasmuch as their coim-
bined - fleets might almost command the
seas of the world, these two mighty. azma-
ments, especially if reinforced by those of
France and the United States, might act as
a kind of international pelice, securing the
tranquility and good order of twg: nemus-
pheres, repressing aggressive designs every-
where. :

“Is it,” asks the St. James Gazette, “a
mere fantastic dream to imagine a league
of peace among the free and progressive
nations, Great Britain, France, the United
States, Italy and Japan? This would be a
veritable holy alliance, and might at least
deliver civilization from the grinding strain
and constant alarm of incessant prepara-
tion.”

Herein Liberal opinion sees ' dangers.
“We do not,” says the Westminister
Gazette, “desire a fresh European coali-
tion against us for the joint defence of in-
terests which are supposed to be threaten-
ed by a triumphant Japan. If that is to
be avoided, however, and a Monrée Doct-
vine Taid down for the Pacifie,” it should
be “our business- o procure a guirantee
from. Japan fer the safety of the existing
luropedn ‘possessions’ in” the fareast.
France, naturally, is anxious about oehin-
China; Germany is not quite comfortable
about - Kiaochou. ’‘I'here are also, when
peace has been restored, the legitimate
commercial interests of Russia to be con-
sidered.”

Another iveason for cautious statesman-
ship Hes.in the possible consequences of
thewJapanese victory upon other Asiatic
peoples. “‘I'Hers are abundamt signs of a
coming :ferment, though they are not seri-
ots as’yet. Certainly it has been no easier
for England to come to terms with the
ruler- of Afghanistan since the Japanese
victories have been knowm, and our treat-
ment of Japan as an equal apd an ally is
ikely enough +to raise demands for
similar  equality of treatment from
England’s, and perhaps. even Amer-
ica’s, ~ Asiatic peoplés. Mr. Cham-
berlain talks openly, and JLord Lans-
downe talks guardedly, of an alliance which
will make Japan Great Britain’s partner
in the defence of India, and, at least in-
directly, will bring her into luropean re-
lations. It is obvious that all thig raises
the gravest imperial questions.

As for Russia, much as they desire peace,
few responsible Englishmen expect it.
Russia still has 500,000 soldiers in tae field,
is now relieved from all naval expenditure,
and can collect enough gold to guarantee
her debt. The Czar’s treasury has not yet
even begun to sell its mighty properties 1n
railways, forests, and gold mines. He 18
not nearly reduced to the positicn in which
Frederick the Great found himself when
he sent the plate of his palace to be melted
down into debased coin, but cam fight on
for three years at the least. The balance
of evidence as yet visible is that he wn-
tends to do so, unless of course a revolu-
tion should arise in Russia. * But as the
Spectator says, the Russian empire is more
like a bag of beans than a chain. It lacks
the cohesion necessary to organized revo-
lution and there is little authentic reason
for expecting peace by that means.

~ PLACING OF A PERSON
“IN PROVINCIAL _HDSPITAL

New Regulations, Recently Framed, Given to the Public—
Superintendent to Know All Particulars Before a Patient
. Wil Be Taken Into Institution in Lancaster — Provision
of Penalties to Secure Proper Carrying Out of the Rules.

The new regulations framed by the
comhisgionera: for. the Provincial Hospital
for Nervous Diseases have just been made
public.

The regulations provide that no pati-

ent”8hall' be admitted unless his insanity
- is establ to the satisfaction of the
superin ent as prescribed by the re-

gulations; there must be the certificate
of a N. B. registered physician signed by
ki in the presence of a J. P., councellor
or ‘officer of the municipality or a clergy-
mgn who shall sign as witness; the cer-
tificate must show the physician’s person-
al knowledge of the patient’s insanity
and the physician must not be a relative
of the patient.

The certificates must be submitted to
the superintendent before the patient be
taken to the institution; the superintend-
ent will then issue a permit for admis-
sion which will be authority for anyone
to apprehend and convey the patient to
the hospital if done within fifteen ‘days
after date of the permit. In cases of ab-
solute urgency the superintendent may
permit admission of a patient when all
the formalities have not been fulfilled,
but unless they dre received by him
within five days after the admission he
shall no longer detain the patient and no
snch patient shall be admitted if brought
without the ‘consent of the medical su-
perintendent, who must first be informed
of the circumstances.

Tdiots and imbeciles can be admitted
only on satisfactory proof that they are
dangerous afi large, and shall be admitted
enly in conformity with these regulations.
“Insane persons when either they, or
those obliged by law to provide and care
for them, are able to pay the entire ex-
pemse of 'tReir maintenance and treat-
mient, - can ‘be admitted or detained only
on the certificates of two physicians in
aceordance with the regulations.

- When any such insane person shall be
received there shall be paid to the super-
intendent ‘such sum as he may determine
to be applied toward the board and treat-
‘ment of,p\;gh patient; and in addition the
superintendent may require that a bond
shall be given the crown, which may be
enfoced as other crown debts.

“"Tndafie” pertons who have not them-
selves, or through some person bound by
law te provide or care for them, the
W,‘df _phying the whole or a part of
the expeuwse of their maintenance and
tregtment may be admitted on the certi-
ficdte 'of one physician with a certificate
from the secretary of the municipality, or
the clérk of ‘the town or <¢ity, from which
the patient is sent, stating the names
and addresses, and for what amounts, if
;W,.tﬂe ﬁaﬁeqt and those liable for his
support are entered on the assessment list
anfl what other income and property they
may have; and also a certificate sworn to
&y the nearest of kin to the patient hav-
ing a knowledge of the circumstances of
the patient, setting forth the financial
position of the patient and of those li-
able for his support. On the admission of
.any such patient a fee of $20 shall be
.paid to the superintendent.

In 4 case in which the patient, or one or
anore of his velatives liable for his sup-
port, have the means of paying in part,
the commigsioners shall determine the
amount to be paid and the amount may be
recovered as oy&m crown debts.

alleged insane person deemed a fit subject
for the provincial hospital, application may
be made by any relative or by any two
ratepayers for examination, to the secre-
tary or the warden of the municipality, or
the mayor, clerk, alderman or - councillor
or overseer of poor, who ehall notify a phy-
sician to make the examination and, if in
his opinion, the person is a fit subject, to
prepare the necessary certificate and sub-
mit it to the superintendent.

‘When gmyrmen't has not been made other-
wise the® municipality shall pay the physi-
cian $4, together with ten cents for
each mile necessarily traveled, and also
necessary expenses imcurred in comveying
the patiént to the hospital, and the muni-
cipality shall also pay to the supenintend-
ent $20 at the time of the patient’s admis-
sion, or on the presentation of a certifi-
cate signed by the superintendent gertify-
ing to the admission of the person to the
hospital.

Any municipal official or authority
named in the regulations refusing or ne-
glecting to perform the duty when re-
quired, shall be liable to a penalty not ex-
ceeding $25.

It ghall be lawful for any municipality
which ehall have paid for the examination,
transport and admission fee of an insane
person, to recover against the property of
the insane person or any other person
Hable for maintenance.

Whoever shall kmowingly or wilfully
make or join in or advise making a false
certificate or shall make a false representa-
tion for the purpose of causing a certifi-
cate to be made, whereby any sane or in-
sane penson is sought to be committed to
or held in the provineial hospital, or
whereby any insane person is sought to be
made a public charge, shall be liable to a
penalty mot exceeding $200 and, if he be a
physician, shall also be deprived of the
right to practice in this province for one
year.

Any person holding the permit of the
medical superintendent authorizing the ap-
prehension and conveyance of an imsane
patient to the provincial hospital shall, if
necessary, select a person or persons of
reputable character and good habits' to aid
him, and provide a female attendant of
reputable character and mature age for a
female patient, unless accompanied by her
husband, father, brother or son; and also
see that the patient is comfortably clad
for the journey.

Any person who shall bring a patient to
the provincial hospital in violation of this
regulation, or who shall under the pro-
visions of law or otherwise, bring or ac-
company a patient to the provincial hos-
pital, and not deliver him in due time into
the lawful care and custody of the superin-
tendent, or who shall wilfully leave, aban-
don, meglect or abuse such patient, ghall
be liable to a penalty mot exceeding $200.

‘When by reason of the poverty of such
patient, or for other reasoms, it becomes
absolutely necessary for the officer or other
person conveying him to the hospital to
himself furnish such patient with clothing,
the expense shall be a charge upon the
municipality, city or town from which the
patient is brought.

No person ehall be admitted to the prov-
incial hospital who is not a resident of and
domiciled within the province, except un-
der special circumstamces, and upon the
written order of the commissioners.

CZAR WILLING TO

speed. One division going in a westerly
and another in an easterly direction. The
Haussian cruisers and battleships prepared
to repel the attack. The cruisers manned
their port batteries and the battleships
their starboard batteries. No attempt
pvas made to prepare the batteries on the
‘other side of the ships, and it was here
the Russians blundered.
“When the Japanese torpedo boats came
within firing distance, the Russians open-
ed fire. Then it was the Japanese execut-
ed a manoeuvre that threw the Russians
into confusion. The two encircling lines
met south of the Russians, but instead of
continuing in that direction they turned
at a signal from Togo and at full speed
charged between the three lines of Rus-
sian ships, one division passing between
the cruisers and the line of hospital ships
and transports, and another division be-
tween the transports and the battleships
on the other side. The Russian ships were
anprepared for an attack of this charac-
ter and for a time were helpless against
the discharge of Japanese torpedoes.
.. Hardly a cruiser or battleship remain-
ed unscathed. The Russians were com-
pletely demoralized and during the last
dash of the torpedo boats not a shot was
fired to stop them. In the meantime
Togo, with his battleships and cruisers,
encircled the Russian fleet, and with his
big guhs completed the work of destruc-
tion.
Rojestvensky's Losses About

156,000.

Gunshu Pass, June 8.—(108 miles north
of Tie Pass, Manchuria)—According to re-
ports received by General Linevitch from
naval officers who have arrived at Vladi-
wostok, the losses of Admiral Rojestven-
gky’s fieet run from nine to ten thousand
officers and men killed or drowned and
about 5,000 prisoners.

“'General Baljanoff (commander of the

ird Manchurian Army) addressing the
troops yesterday on the occasion of the em-
press’ birthday, told them he hoped soon
to be able to telegraph the news of a Rus-
sian victory to her majesty. Later in con-
wersation with the correspondent of the
Associated Press the general declared that
the defeat of the fleet was a sad and bard
blow but it would not affect the morale
of the troops who, with the doggedness of
the Russian soldier, were prepared to fight
on so long as the emperor gave the word.

“If the sea is lost he added. “Russia can
gtill be victorious on land. Peace, unless
Japan is reasonable, is inpossible.”

St. Petersburg, June 9, 1.50 a. m.—The

oice of the delegates of the Zemstovos
;nd the municipalities demanding in Be

uncertain tone the

immediate convoca-
tion of a national assembly to pass upon
the question of peace or war, t¢& heal in-
ternal strife and to unite the peole for
the rejuvenation of Russia will be heard
in the address adopted by the all Russian
Zemstvo congress at Moscow, which a
deputation headed by Count Hayden and
M. Shipoff is bringing to present to the
emperor. The document bids fair to be-
come historic. The customary phrases of
respect at the opening and closing are
omitted and it is otherwise unceremonious,
employing the direct personal pronoun.

The address arraigns the bureaucracy
and reminds the emperor that his pledge
to convoke a national assembly is slow of
fulfillment. It says the country is on the
verge of civil war and even ventures to
criticise a royal measure, contrasting the
increase of the police power by the ukase
issued last Sunday with a weakening of
the administrative process which the
country has been led to expect.

The address urges the summoning of a
national assembly that the war may be-
come national or cease and concludes
with a solemn reminder of the sovereign’s
duty to God and the Fatherland and a
prayer for action before it is too late.

There is intense interest to learn
whether the emperdr will receive the
bearers of so bold a message, couched in
terms such as have never before been
used between the emperor and his sub-
jects. The address is buttressed with a
stream of petitions from individual Zem-
stvos and municipalities.

The Dourmas of nearly all the prin-
cipal cities have addressed the throne
praying that the representatives of the
people be summoned at once.

“Big Indemnity Too Humili-
ating.”’

St. Petersburg, June 8—There is a sig-
nificant change in tone on the part of
some of the Russian newspapers like the
Novoe Vremya, which never heretofore
have even admitted the possibility of the
conclusion of hostilities until Russia has re-
covered her military prestige by a victory.
Today the papers discuss calmly the ad-
vicability of ending the war if Japan’s
terms are reasonable. The payment of a
big indemnity they declare would be too
humiliating.

The Novoe Vremya says: “But if Jap-
an asks for such it will compel Russia to
prolong the contest indefinitely,” while
the Russ argues that, if representatives of
the Ruesian people are called together
Japan will see herself confronted by the
‘whole nation, and she will readily agree to
reasonable terms.” ‘Even the revolution-
ists,” the Russ adds, “are not traitors.
PThey are fighting the present rotten bu-
reaucracy and not their country. ‘They

‘would ney telerate a disgraceiul peace,”

O, WAY TELLS OF
IMPRESSIONS ON
HIS WESTERN TRIP

Entertains Natural History Society
in Reporting on Royal Society’s
Members.

Twenty-fifth Anniversary of the
Latter, an'd it is Planned to
Ask Founder to Visit Canada--
Features of the West from
Viewpoint of the Botanist.

The June paeting of the Natural His-
tory Soviety—"he last of the season before
vacation—was held Tuesday, Dr. G. I
Matthew in the chair. A donation of a
young alligator (stuffed), by Mrs. Charles
Lowe, and valuable donations to the lib-
rary, were received and the thanks of the
society tendered to the domors.

Dr. G. U. Hay presented the report of
the Royal Society delegate. He said he
was the only member present from New
Brunswick, and Nova Scotia had but one
representative—Dr. A. H. MacKay. The
proceedings, which began on Tuesday
morning, May 23, and ended the following
Thursday evening, were very interesting,
especially in Section 1V.—the section de-
voted to geology and biology. In this it
was the opinion of the members thet the
session was the most busy one held for a
number of year:, and several very instruc-
tive papers were read.

25th Anniversary.

The coming year will witness the 25th
meeting of the Royal Society, which was
founded by the Marquis of Lorne, then
governor-general of Canada, in 1882. Ar-
rangements are being made to celsbrace
the 25th anniversary by inviting the
founder, now the Duke of Argyle, to be
present and take part in the meeting.

An invitation came from Winnipeg ask-
ing the Royal Society to meet there in
1907. A committee was appointed to wait
on the dominion government to obtain
a grant to assist in defraying the expens-
es of distinguished men from Britain and
the United States, who are to be invited
to be present at the meeting in case it is
decided to hold it at Winnipeg.

It was intimated also that the society
may meet in Quebec in 1908 to assist in
celebrating the tercentenary of the found-
ation of that city by Champlain. Al-
though the members feel that it is a great
privilege to take part in these celebra-
tions, there is a feeling alss that the work
of the society is comsiderably interrupted,
as it was in St. John last summer, by the
many other features of interest on such
occasions.

Dr. Hay’s Western Trip.

Dr. Hay gave an account of his trip to
the Pacific coast and some of the scenes
which were of interest to a natural his-
tory society audience, such as the moun-
tains, plains, rivers and lakes. The grand-
eur of the scenery through the Fraser
River canyon could probably not be sur-
passed in any country. The parks and
experimental farms of the west had also
greatly interested him.

Stanley Park, at Vancouver, he said, is
a natural park, as are our own Rockwood
and Point Pleasant park at Halifax. The
great feature of interést in the Pacifie
Park are the Douglas firs and cedars,
which in some places tower to the height
of 250 to 300 feet, and with a dense under-
growth form an almost impenetrable for-
est. Through this, fine roads and paths
have been made, but there are few cleared
spots except on the edge of the park, and
for a very good reason: It costs about
$500 to clear an acre of soil, so impene-
trable is the tangled, matted growth
around the roots of the great trees. But
there are sufficient artificially-made parks
throughout America. Stanley Park with
its giant trees, and Rockwood with its
picturesque rocks and ravines may well
stand as they are. They are satisfying to
the lover of more rugged nature.

The experimental farm at Agassiz, Brit-
ish Columbia, was visited about the first
of May. At that time Eastern Canada
and the Middle West could scarcely boast
of an unfolded leaf or flower. But at Ag-
assiz, about three hours’ journey by rail
from the coast, there were great masses of
bloom—rhodddendrons, azaleas, different
kinds of fruit trees and a great variety
of Japanese plants and others belonging
to climates less rigorous: than ours of
Eastern Canada.

Nine Months of Summer.

It is a matter of wonder to a citizen
of St. John, he said, to go to Agassiz or
Vancouver, four degrees of latitude north
of us, and find summer extending from
March to December, with a winter of
very little frost or snow and no colder
than our spring months of April and May.
Nine months of summer with an equable
temperature ranging usually from sixty to
eighty degrees is surely a condition to be
envied.

The experimental farm at Brandon is
beautifully situated on a gentle slope ex-
tending north from the Assiniboine river.
1t is principally devoted to the growth of
grain, vegetables and fruit for the benefit
of the farmers of the eastern prairie
region. It consists of 700 acres of fine
land. On enquiring of the manager, Mr.
Bedford, whether a less number of acres
would not be sufficient for his purpose he
smilingly replied,"Yes,but an experimental
farm that did not equal the biggest farm
in the neighborhood would be looked upon
with contempt by the big farmers round
here.”

The Central Experimental Farm at Ot-
tawa has placed under tribute the tem-
perate regions of Japan, Siberia, northern
Europe and America, to provide trees,
shrubs flowering plants in abundance.
Many species of these have proved so
hardy and so-thrifty in growth that they,
have been planted in various parts of
the dominion, giving beauty and variety
to many public and private grounds and
landscapes. No one can go to the experi-
mental farm near Ottawa without being
delighted with the beauty of foliage and
blossom, especially at this season of the
year, and the excellent taste with which
every detail is arranged makes the general
effect on the grounds most pleasing to
the eye.

Standpoint of Utility.

But the utility of the farm commends it-
self to practical people. The experiments

lwlm:h are being carvied on every “year,

and the aid givem to farmers and fruit
growers everywhere throughout Canada

J amply justify ite existence. There is Do

part of the farmer’s work, seemingly, that
escapes its fostering care. Just now a
series of experiments are being carried on
by Dr. Chas. Saunders, son of the direc-
tor, with a view_of securing the best re-
sults in bread making by experimenting
with the different grades of wheat flour.
The experiments in fruit raising from
crossing different varieties are also giving
a greal impetus to this industry in all
parts of the dominion.

Other Features of the Meeting.

A cordial vote of thanks was given to
Dr. Hay for his report, after which Dr.
G. F. Matthew mead a paper, by title,
from Joseph W. Bailey, of Boston on “The

was referred to the publication committee.

Dr. Matthew then read his paper on the
“Geology of Rockwood Park,” a very in-
structive and interesting paper on the
rock formations to be found
there, which he explained very
fully. The paper, which was discussed by
sevral members, was also referred to the
publication committee with recommenda-
tions for its publication in the bulletin
of the society, where such a valuable paper
may be widely read and studied. A cor-
dial vote of thanks was tendered the lec-
turer, moved by A. Gordon Leavitt, sec-
onded by Dr. Addy.

The society determined ito hold its first
field meeting on Saturday, June 24, in the
vicinity of Oliver's Cove, near the Howe
Road. Further notice of the outing will
be given at a later date.
