Major T. E. Powers of No. 2 section, 6th Signalling Co, 
said that about twenty-six men had Keen recruited and the names forwarded to 
Ottawa. Major F. T. McKean of the Army Service Corps and the commander 
of the Army Medical Corps declined to announce the names of volunteers in 
their ranks until the minister of militia has passed judgement.

It is believed that the lists of volunteers from the various local units have 
reached Ottawa. After being dealt with they will be returned here and then 
the mobilization of the New Brunswick forces will commence. This 1* not ex­
pected, however, until the middle of next week.

No further instructions have been received from Ottawa, and as yet it fs 
impossible to estimate the number of men who will leave this city for. the for­
eign service. Whether or not St. John will be the mobilisation centre for the 
province or whether the men selected will go direct to Quebec, has not yet 
been announced.

The cavalry of the 28th N, B. Dragoons belonging in tiffs city will start 
regular drilling tonight. They are to assemble at the Barracks Green and will 
go through manoeuvres to fit them for active service. About fifty are expect­
ed to assemble.

The recruiting stations are open at the armories and the various units are 
still enlisting men. The regulars of “H” Company, R. G R, are on duty at the 
armory still and no further orders have been received from Ottawa for any 
special duty. It has beeq hinted, but on no authority, that these men are being 
reserved here to instruct tile volunteers of the province here before the gen­
eral mobilization-it Quebec. « _

The government of a neutral state is 
under no obUgation to prevent the ship­
ment from its territory of goods, even 
if they, be guns and rifles. Capture dur­
ing transportation is the only penalty. ,

According to eminent authorities the 
only manner in which a nation itself 
may be guilty of contravention of the 
laws of neutrality is first, by the con­
struction and equipment within its 
boundaries of war vessels for the use of 
a belligerent, and second, by the enlist­
ment of soldiers for service in a foreign

«

army.
For the transport of contraband to a 

belligerent nation, only the individual 
importing the material is responsible, 
and the only penalty is the confiscation 
of the goods. ' It will be seen that the 
risk of capture is one of the strongest 
factors entering into the question of 
contraband. In the case pf the United 
States and Canada, the risk of capture
by land transportation, especially across
an indefinable boundary line, is very re­
mote.

In the declaration of neutraUty, is­
sued by President Wilson, of the United 
States, on Aug. 8, no mention was made 
of the export of commodities in the list 
of actions upon which the United States 
wUl impose a penalty as being in con­
