Superintendant Bang’s report upon the 
Railway Mail Service presents some in­
teresting features respecting the working 
of the Post Office Department ot the 
United Sûtes. 3,852,629 pounds of mall 
matter “originate” in New York City 
monthly. Of this a large proportion, as 
we might expect, consists of second- 
class matter, or publications issued at 
sUted Intervals and sent to regular 
subscribers. 82.82 per cent, or 2,768,- 
502 pounds of newspapers and periodi­
cals pass through the New York offices 
each mouth. Only 7.8 per cent consists 
of first-class matter, on which the pos­
tage is at the rate of one cent per two 
ounces makes 9.12 per cent. Samples of 
merchandize are frequently complained 
of as overloading the mails ; but these 
statistics shew that they only make 9.20 
of 1 per cent, of the whole amount. The 
y oar 1874 shews a large increase over 
former years In the hulk of the mails.

There are a great many people who 

look confidently for the millennium to be 
brought about by the grit Inal intellectual 
and moral development ofthc race. They 
are sure that great progress has been 
made towards the promised period of 
bliss, and feel that the Iranian mind is 
eapahlc of the looked for perfection 
because they feel within themselves a 
longing for its attainment. Events are 
every day occurring, however, even in 
America, where the happy season of 
virtuous content is expected by many 
to begin, to shako the faith of the most 
sanguine in any such human develop­
ment as is expected. We give two or 
three paragraphs from a New York pa­
per of Monday as samples of the retro­
grade developments that seem to coun­
teract those of it progressive character. 
Here is one that shows that the boasted 
development of man, respecting the 
shedding of a brother’s blood at least, is 
a myth, as Cain is more than sur­
passed :—

Tkoy, Nov. 29.—Recently a carpenter 
named Elias Williams began the erection 
of a wooden frame house in the midst of 
a forest in a wild and unfrequented dis­
trict, about sixteen miles north of Wells- 
town, Hamilton C unity. He hired 
George Smith to assist him. One 
day, after they had drank many 
times from a jug of liquor, the two 
men quarrelled, and were soon engaged 
in a deadly light. Williams threw Smith 
over a saw-horse, and with a hand saw, 
which lie all the time held in his hand, 
sawed off his head. His rage cooling, 
remorse came, and he cut Ids own throat 
with the saw, falling a corpse beside the 
remains of Smith. A lad named Grant 
witnessed the awful tragedy, and carried 
the news two miles to the people who re­
side nearest the scene ol the crime 
Williams was a married man and Smith a 
bachelor. Both were burled oil Suuday 
last.

This is merely given as an illustration 
of the fact that man’s passions are as 
strong as they were at the beginning, 
and that no development of the race, 
nothing but a miraculous change in 
the nature of man, will over free the 
world from violence.

Here is a paragraph that shows that 
misery, as well as passion lias not been 
developed into smaller dimensions than 
formerly :

Officer Flanagan saw a middle-aged 
woman walking along Pier 32, East river, 
on Saturday, muttering something about 
putting “ an end to the trouble.” He se 
ere ted himself, and soon she sprang from 
the pier. He caught her by the skirt and 
dragged her back. In the Oak street 
police station she described herself as 
Mary Marshall, of 33 James street, a 
widow and mother of live children. As 
she refused to say anything further she 
was sent to the Tombs, and Justice Mor­
gan committed her to Blackwell’s Island 
yesterday.

Added to the Beecher scandal, and the 
trial of the Rev. Mr. Glendenning on a 
charge of seduction, wo have the follow­
ing proof of the hollowness of some of 
the professed piety of the-present time:

The Rev. L. !.. Copeland, who for 
several years has been a popular preacher 
in Vermont, and is a revivalist of note in 
that State, is exposed as a rascal. The 
credentials upon which he made a start 
In the ministry were forgeries, and he is 
accused of being a swindler, a bigamist, 
and a would-be murderer. He came from 
Indiana, and Copeland is an assumed 
name.

There are, doubtless, hundreds who, 
under the instruction of this Copeland, 
look with horror on such an amusement 
as dancing.

Hero is a paragraph with a mysterious 
suggestion of domestic unhappiness and 
attempted murder or suiciile :

Early yesterday morning Dr. Hntcldns 
was hastily called to the house of E. L. 
Spencer, 204 Carleton avenue, Brooklyn, 
where lie found Mr. Spencer suffering 
from a bullet wound in the abdomen. He 
extracted the ball, but Mrs. Spencer’s 
life is in jeopardy. How she was shot 
the inmates of the house positively 
refuse to loll. She retired alone at 
about midnight, and nothing more 
was heard until in "the morning the ser­
vants found lier bleeding and exhausted. 
A live-shooter revolver which belongs to 
Mr. Spencer was by the side of the bed 
oil the tleor, and Mr. Spencer says that 
his wife may have accidentally snot her­
self while buidi ug his clothing, not know­
ing that the weapon was in his pocket. 
Others say th ,t she shot hciself inten­
tionally, and the theory of an attempt 
to murder her has been advanced. 
When the police made inquiries 
they obtained no information, and 
a thorough investigation has been 
ordered. Mr. Spencer is a wealthy 
Wall street broker, and with his wife 
moved in the most aristocratic society on 
the hill. The house is of brown stone, 
and the furniture is elegant. Mrs. 
Spencer is nearly forty years old and the 
mother of several children. Of late years 
she has been melancholy in consequence 
of domestic troubles.

Anil here is an'evidence of the lack of 
development, in the direction of order, of 
the working class, for whoso elevation 
so much has been done :

A despatch from Shaners, Pennsylva­
nia, gives the following particulars of 
a riot near that village last Sunday. 
About twenty-five Italian miners crossed 
the river from Armstrong's, and conduct­
ed themselves in a riotous maimer and 
ilrevc the women and children from their 
houses. They were met by a force 
of citizens and driven across the river. 
Subsequently a body of seventy-live men 
crossed the river from Buena Vista, and 
formed in line above the coal works, 
where the Italians were quartered, and 
opened a lire upon them. After an ex­
change of shuts lasting about three- 
quarters of an hour, the Italians displayed 
a white flag.

Sush scenes a| are described in these 
brief extracts are not of rare occur­
rence, and do not occur only in one 
country, hut are common events in every 
land and in every class Every good 
has its attendant evil. Every step for­
ward is counteracted by some step back­
ward. There is much change, much 
swinging around the intellectual, indus­
trial, social and moral circle, but little 
development into millennial moods.

The marine disaster chronicled in our 
despatch is the most terrible that has 
occurred for some time. Sixty lives

City Police Court.

Four prisoners appeared tills morning 
to answer charges of drunkenness.

The first was Henry Hoyt, an old of 
fender. He lias served a number of 
terms, not only for drunkenness, hat (or 
other misdemeanors. The charge against 
him wiis that last night hc lay drunk in 
an alley off Prince William street. He 
confessed the charge and was lined ÇG or 
two months in the penitentiary.

William Cain, a youth of 23, was 
charged with drunkenness in King’s 
Square. “ Guilty, hut first offence” was 
his reply. “ Yonr first offence will then 
cost you $4” settled his case.

Edward Glasgow quietly admitted hav­
ing been drunk in St. John street, and 
was fined $4.

Moore Agncw was charged with the 
same offence hi Prince William street— 
fined $4.

Coaehmea in Trouble.
When business is dull in Police circles 

the coachmen are always sure to supply 
some. Either their lamps are not trim­
med and burning, or they drive too fast> 
or they don’t occupy the right place, or 
they have not numbers on their vehicles, 
or they have no license, or they drive 
more coaches than they have license for, 
or something. They arc thus a very 
useful class, and it is the same every­
where. “Cabby" is known all tlie world 
over as an awful violator of laws, and 
the great enemy of the Police — at 
least the latter say so. This morning 
William Warner, James Donahue and J. 
H. Colwell were summoned to the Police 
Court to answer a charge of not remain­
ing on the boxes of their coaches, or near 
tho head of their horses, while .occupy­
ing the public stand in King street. This, 
tlie merchants in King street say, is a 
real grievance, as the men collect in 
knots before their doors, flourish their 
whips, talk horse, squirt tobacco jmee 
and prevent customers from entering 
their places of business. So they com­
plained to the Chief and the above in­
dividuals were summoned'to answer the 
charge. A fine of §4 was imposed on 
eacli of the victims. This law has been 
in operation a long time, but is very sel­
dom enforced. After the men were fined 
a policeman was sent up to inform the 
cabbies of tlie law. “ After tlie horse 
was stolen lie locked the stable door.”

The Circuit Court.
Yesterday afternoon 8. It. Thomson, 

Esq., addressed tlie jury in the case or 
Hliyard vs. Gandy. He claimed that 
there was an express order given by the 
defendant for the work to be done in ad­
dition to the original contract, and that 
Mr. Hilyard had been deceived by him. 
The defendants also had not remeved the 
ballast so that the vessel could be put on 
the railway. He claimed a full verdict 
for the plaintiff. Ilis Honor directed the 
jury that if they found there was any 
agreement for additional work, the plain­
tiffs were entitled to the amount of their 
account. Tlie jnry returned a verdict of 
449.79 for the plaintiffs, being the full 
amount claimed.

The trial of George Blair for the killing 
of Michael Tole commenced at 10 o’clock 
this morning. The Court room was well 
filled, a large portion of the company 
being friends of the accused, judging by 
color. The Attorney General conducted 
the case for the crown, and C. N. Skin­
ner and A. L. Palmer appeared for the 
prisoner. The prisoner, when placed in 
the dock, looked quiet, and not at all 
nervous. Some trouble was experienced 
in getting a jury. Mr. Skinner, for the 
prisoner, challenged Hichard Cougle, 
Denis Cohalan, and J. B. Hammond. The 
Att’y Gen. challenged Elias S. Flaglor. A 
O. Skinner was allowed to stand aside, 
as he was a relative of one of the couii-

aug 8

sel for the prisoner. The following were 
then sworn as jurors : Charles McLauch- 
lan, Charles Clerke, William Fogg, Wm. 
Morrison, S. H. Whitney, Henry Beard, 
Henry Frost, J. E. Pelllngly, T. H. Hall, 
D. Clark. The panel being exhausted 
the Sheriff summoned David Lockhart to
make up the proper number. The first , 
witness was Isaac Woodworth. His 
testimony was the same as that given 
before the Coroner. He was a witness 
of the assault. The cross examination 
was directed to prove that the deceased 
was in the habit of raising rows in differ­
ent places in Sheffield street.

George Francis was the next witness.
He is the colored man who had a fight 
with Tole jast before the assault. His 
evidence was rather amusing and kept 
the court in a roar of laughten His 
description of the fight was very inter­
esting. He knocked his opponent down 
by a Gside-winder" (Mr. Palmer supplied 
this word) and not by striking from the 
shoulder. Tole was not very drank, but 
“fit well” and was “quite lively.” The 
stone which it is alleged Tole fired through 
Blair’s window was produced in court. 
This witness had no idea of time. He 
couldn’t tell how long it was from the 
time the stone was thrown until Blair 
went out, whether an hour or five min­
utes he could not say. In other points he 
was rather particular. The prisoner 
he would only speak ef as “ Mr. Blair, 
the prisoner at the bar." He did not see 
Blair strike the deceased, as he remained 
in the kitchen. He could not tell how 
many persons were in Blair’s house. Ho 
was also very particular in his nse of the 
Sheffield st. Idiom as developed at a late 
trial. He was “acquainted with, but did 
not know Blair.” James Connors was 
the next witness. Ills description of thq 
Frincis-Tole fight was the same as that 
given by the other witnesses. The de­
ceased was very drank. After Tole had 
fired the stone Blair came out, clutched 
the door bar with both hands, raised it 
over his left shoulder, and struck a heavy 
blow. " He was on the stand when the 
Court adjourned for recess.

American ; 24 French, 16 German, 2 Dan­
ish, 3 Greek, 9 Norwegian, 3 Peruvian, 2 
Austrian, 1 Guatemalan, 2 Swedish, 1 
Portuguese, 1 Turkish and 10 Italian ; in 
this number are included 11 sailing ves­
sels reported missing. Steamers report­
ed lost, 11, viz : .7 English, 1 Spanish, 1 
German, 1 American and 1 French.

The schooner G. F. Baird, hence for 
Boston, is ashore at Cranberry Isles, 
Mount Desert, Ml of water and badly 
stove lip. No prospect of saving the 
vessel. The crew were rescued. 
^Shipbuilding in Pictou County.—The 
Standerd states that the unfinished vessel 
at present on the stocks at Mr. Irving’s 
yard has been purchased by a company 
and will at once be completed. Mr. Wm. 
Campbell purposes immediately laying 
the keel of a large vessel.

The steamer La Plata, from Gravesend 

lor Rio Grande del Sud, chartered to tc- 
palr the telegraph cable, foundered off 
Ushant the 29th November, and sixty per­
sons were drowned. Fourteen survivors 
were rescued by the Garclock of Glas­
gow after they had been floating twenty- 
three hoars In n boat. The loss of the 
steamer is attributed to the shifting of 
the heavy grappling apparatus. Unavail­
ing attempts were made to save the ves­
sel by lightening her. The captain, sur­
geon and three officers, engineer, seven 
stewards and cooks, eleven stokers, four­
teen seamen, and the whole cable staff, 
numbering sixteen and including Mr. 
Ttycketts, chief electrician,were drowned. 
The chief steward, who was saved, 
reports that the fires Wtere all out by 10 
o’clock on the morning of the 29th. A 
heavy sea carrricd away two boats, the 
ship gradually settled by the stern, and 
at 11.30 foundered stern first. The Cap­
tain and D octor were on the bridge, fail­
ed to clear the patent life rafts, and went 
down with the crew. The decks burst 
as the steamer sank.
