Eprtors.—In comparing the
number of our local representatives, with
those of Ontario and Q ¢, we find that
according to our population, we have five
times as many as Ontario, and three and
two thirds times as many as Quebec. This
will be plainly seen, by a glance at the fol-
lowing figures.  Ontario, with a population
of 2,000,000, is governed by a House of As-
sembly of 82 Members, or one member to
every 24,612, of the population, Quebec,
with a population of 1,500,000, is governed
by a Legislative Council of 24, and a House
of Assembly of 656 me :rs, total 89, or one
member to every 16,853 of the pepulation.
New Brunswick, with a population of
only 300,000, is governed by a Legislative
Council of 21, and a House of Assembly of
41 members being a total of 62, or one mem-
ber to every 4,838 of the population. At
the same ratio Ontario would have 410 and
Quebec 326 representatives. too
great a burden for us to bear, and some
means of decreasing it be devised.-
The most feasible method of decreasing this
burden would be todispense with the Legis
latve Council.

DEAR Sikrs :(—Please allow me to say a few
words in reference to the remarks ot an Ad-
vocate correspondent, who attempts to com-
pare the merits of two bridge sites on this
river.

Che Larmer's Corner.

It Pays 10 Know How.

/7hen a farmer has a good farm,
and fails to make a good living from
it without runningin debt, the cause
must be that he does not know how
tomanage afarm. Iannexacommu-
nication from an agricultaral paper !
‘ one man sows a crop of beets.—
He doesn’t know much about raising
them, but thinks he will try it. He
gets barely enough to pay for his
labor, and concludes it doesn’t pay
to raise beets. . Another man knows
all about raising them. He has not |
himself tried every variety, nor every |
kind of manure and calture, but he
knows what others have done, and
how they succeeded best. He adds
their experience to his own, and
selects the best seed, sows it at the |
pr.per season, the rnght distance
apart, and covers it the proper depth
in soil manured and prepared in the
best manner. He does not stop
kere. He begins early to cultivate,
weeds thoroughly, hoes often—and
harvests seventy tons to the acre.
Does this pay for knowing how
and doing his work in the best
manner? The man who sows onions
without learning the best way, gets
the wrong seed, puts it in ground
that is not sunitable for it, sows it at
the wrong season, doesn’t sow it thick
enough because the seed costs too
much, doesn’t sow it evenly because |
he cannot afford to buy a seed drill, |
covers it unevenly—and Lis crop is a
failore. The man who has taken
the trouble to find out how to raise
onions and what kind to sow, raises |
one thousand bushels per acre. So
it pays in farming to know what to
do aud how to doit, and to make
the best use of the experience of
others. And what is true of onions
or beets, is true, in a greater or less
degree, of all other kinds of farm
produce.”—Colonial Farmer.

Evergreen Boughs for Pro-

tection.

In the case of the strawberry-bed |
there arereasons against an unctuous |
winter mulch from the barn-yard,
since the manure may convey weed
and grass seed ; nor, indeed, does
the strawberry like any such heavy,
close blanketing as shall be imper-
vious to free admission of air. The
plants of this crop want breathing
space even in winter, else they
would not have been provided with
leaves that outlast the coldest
weather. Loose-lying pine needles,
or forest leaves, or clean straw make
the best protection; and manure
is best applied in shape of some
concentrated fertilizer, mixed with
fine mounld, early in the spring.—
What we have said about the straw-
berry suggests the' farther remarks |
that winter protection for all plants |
and shrubs that carry their leaves
throughout the year, is best given by
a covering that affords free access of |
air.

|

Errects oF Lime.—Lime improves
the quality of any grain crop grown
on land to which it is applied. The
grains have a thinner skin, are hea-|
vier and give more flour. The flour
is said to be richer in gluten, but
there is much difference of opinion
on the subject. It is said to hasten
the ripening of wheat, bat our opinion
is quite different on this point, as we
have known it to delay the ripening
of grain crops. A "‘more marked
improvement is produced in both the
quantity and quality of the spring-
sown than of the winter-sown crops.
It hardens the straw of cereals and
prevents it from falling down under
the weight of the ear. Potatoes,
turnips, peas, beans, rape, colza,
and all the brassica tribe, are greatly |
improved by lime. On the flax alone |
it is injurious, diminishing the
strength of the fibre. Hence, in
Belgium, flax is not grown on limed |
land until seven years after the lime
has been applied.
