The campaign in York was opened in
the City Hall last night by one of the
largest agsemblages and most enthusias-
tic meetings ever held in the city.

The success of the meeting in
point of attendance was assured long be-
fore the hour arrived for the opening.
Tt was conceded on all sides that never
betore was there such g large attendance
of young men at & political meeting a8 l!
the mbeting lastnighit, and the deep:i

if I devote myselt almost exciu-
sively to a  brief review o
the  speeches those gentlemen
made. At the time, they did give in the
town, I believe, the gentlemen of their
party very great comfort. I believe the
party felt satisfied that the liberals, after
hearing those gentlemen “speak, would
certainly be dumb, for their arguments
they thought wholly unanswerable. Now
while we were obliged, for the time be-
ing, quietly to subwit to this impression
being spread abroad, yet, but a cursory,
ex ion of the speeches these gen-
tlemen made, would lead any p reon who
bad any knowledge whatever of the
situation of public affairs to eriticize
them and without difficulty, I think,
point out very great inaccuracy and un-
fairness in them.

1% enabled him to give a
great deal of patronage to printers and
newspaper editors, as the electoral lists
had to be printed over and over again,
and this would make great capital for
him, but in addition to that it enabled
him to put into the hands of offizers fa-
vorable to himself and party the revision
and perfecung of these voters' lists.
[Applause.] Would not that be a very
great advantage to Sir Joun A. Mae-
donald ? Idonot intend to make any
accusations against the revising officer
who has this duty in charge in this par-
ticular county, but i do say that a pro-
vision was wade, and he has had the ad-
vantage of uppointing his own officers
throuzhout the whole dowinion to pre-
pare these revisors' lists, and that [ say
was one of the ends he sought
to obtain which [ say was an
unfair, an expensive and an un-
necessary proceeding on his part, [Ap-
plause.]

Since that time
largs numbers of voters who were assess-
ed upon $100 of real estate have become
enfranchised, but 1t has been done by
zoing through the form of making fresh
application to the revising officers, and
stating that the value of their property
was 8150, so as to bring the qualification
up to the Mndard required by the
statute. The result of the new law is
that the number of voters in this county
has been increased, I think something
likke 800 or 900 yotes, but it is increased
by adding a class of people, s:ich as ten-
ants and sons of farmers, and sons of
property  holders, while it Las been
diwinished in other respects, and a nuin-
ber of persons wio formerly hul the
fianchise have b2en cut off because their
real estate was not of value sufficient, or
they failed to make application and
sworn statements to the revisors.

The chief topic, however, which Mn}

Riel Question in Quebeec.

You will remember that very day in
Uctober the elections were going on in
Quebec, and that they said we were
waiting in hope that the Government
would be condemned on this Riel ques-
tion, and thatall our hopes of success
rested upon that contest.  Well, suppose
it had happened to turn out the other
way. [ would like to know if their hopes
were not equally centred upon the hope,
expectation and trust that the Govern-
ment would be sustained? I am sure if
any ot you were here that night you
must have séen very plainly the pre-ar-
rangements made for telegrams being
brought in hers for that meeting, (ap-
plause), and seen the telegraph boy come
in from time to time delivering these de-
spatches. Can ycu believe for one mo-
ment but that these gentlemen thought
and hoped that through the means they
bad put into operation in Quebec,
through the industry of their agents and
officers and the lavish dissemination of
their corruption funds, that the tele-
graws which came in her: would report
a favorabie result in the Province of
Quebec, and that if the contents of the
telegrams had justified it, there would
have been a 1ising of their party upon
this platform, and howls of delight and
great cheers for Quebec beeauss she had
sustained the Government? (Applause
and “That's g0.”) It that was so, what
harm was it if we bhal our hopes the
other way? Is not that the case with
every party ? [ do not say that they are
to blame for that feeling, but I do say
that they should net attewpt to fasten to
us ang stigma because we were glad
when we tound that Quebec had gone
agninst them. They say they don't keep
company with these people that stir up
the cry of race against race, and that it
is a shame for the liberals to be foun:l in
their company. Well, sir, have these
our self-constituted guardians always
been found ashamed of the company of
these people? (Applause.) Don't you
recollect very well that in 1884, when
the resolution was betore the House of
Commons for a loan of $30,000,000 to the
Canada Pacitic Railway that the Quebec
wmembers

Stayed out of the EHouse of Commons
and would not vote, and refused to give
thewr asseut to thut loan? And don't
you all remember very well that Sir
Charles Tupper made a speech in the
house of commons in which he pledged
the governwent to give to Quebec sub-
sidies lor her railways to recoup the pro-
vincial government for the subsidies they
bad paid out on railways to the extent of’
I think some $3,000,000 and also to
build a bridge across the 8t. ILawrencze
river at Lachine, and that upon the
strength of this, these French gentleinen
who uwd remained outside of the house of
com nons, walked in and voted for Sir
Chrles Tupper’'s resolutions giving the
$30,000,000? I think you do. [Cheers:]
At that time the government stood upon
the eve ol being defeated. Had their
proposition to give this additional $30,-
000,000 been defeated the government
would have been obliged at once to ab-
dicate their position, and the liberals
would have come into power, but upon
that oceasion they thougnt it no harm to
court the support of their French sup-
porters, not only so but absolutcly to buy
it at the expense of the Dominion a.
