THE WORK DONE.

The amount of money required to 
complete the road from the shores of 
Lake Superior at Kaminietlquia or 
Thunder Bay to Bed River is esti­
mated in round numbers, with a fair 
equipment, to cost about 118.000,- 
000. To that, of course, the country 
is committed. It was impossible for 
the First Minister to hesitate for a 
single moment when he found 185 
miles in the middle of that section of 
country was required to make 
effectual the large expenditure al­
ready incurred, both east and west, 
to fill In that gap as rapidly as pos­
sible, in order to make those por­
tions of road already built available

country lying to the north of Fort 
George and In the region of the Pine 
and Peace River passes.

I regard the Burrard Inlet route 
as preferable to that by Bate Inlet 
in regard to distance. It Is fifty- 
seven miles shorter from Port Moody 
at Burrard Inlet than (torn Wadding"- 
ton Harbor at Bule.Inlet, taking in­
to account the three miles saved in 
consequence of the exploration of 
last summer, and if the railway were 
at Burrard there would he only thirty 
miles of navigation from Port Moody 
down to Victoria or Esquimau.-while 
you have to add fifty miles or more 
of navigation bv the Bute Inlet ter­
minus at Waddington Harbor. I 
am also free to admit that in point 
of gradients, a most Important point, 
the Burrard Inlet route-as far as pur 
information goes, has a great advan­
tage over that to Bute Inlet. It will 
be difficult to obtain on a portion of 
the last named route grades easier 
than 100 feet to the mile, while on 
the Burrard Inlet line the grades will 
not exceed 52 feet to the mile. There 
is a considerable section of wheat­
growing country In the region of

Intended. The subsidy to the Ca­
nada Central, to which the country 
was committed bv the late Govern­
ment, is 81,500,000. The Georgian 
Bay branch, with a canal at French 
river, with a fair equipment, is esti­
mated to coat $1.900,001). The Pem­
bina branch, with an allowance for a 
fair amount of rolling stock, is esti­
mated at $1,750,000. The cost of 
the Pacific railway telegraph con­
tracts, of which 1,300 miles have 
been already constructed, will reach 
81,100,000. The rails delivered at 
British Clumbia will cost $345.000, 
and exploration surveys up to the 
end of the year $3,861,000, making 
the total sum of meney expended 
and required to complete the engage­
ments already entered into to render 
the work effectual. 825.396,000. 
(Cheers.) Now, as a have said, it 
would he impossible for the Govern­
ment for a single moment to hesitate 
as to wbat was their duty in regard 
to this question. First, there is still 
the importancel,of constructing this 
great work admitted by all political 
parties ; second, there is the fact of 
the good faith of the country being 
pledged to the Province uf British 
Columbia to carry on as rapidly as 
possible the railway to completion ; 
and third, the large expenditure al­
ready involved to carry it ont. 
Under these circumstances, sir, the 
Government were obliged to address 
themselves to the important question 
of how this object could he attained, 
good faith with British Columbia’ 
traintainee, I he construction of the 
Canadian Pacific railway accom­
plished, and, at the isaroe time, 
measures adopted that would pre­
vent the financial condition of this 
country being seriously embarrassed 
or imperilled. I do not now intend 
to criticise at any length the course 
taken by 'he late Government, but I 
may sav that these resolutions pro- 
poed a divergence in one particular 
from the policy of the late Govern­
ment, and that is, that while carry­
ing ont their policy so far as the line 
from Lake Superior to the Red 
River goes, I suppose a slight devia­
tion, going west from Red River, 
from that was originally intended.
I am not prepared

to say that our original intention of 
locating the line by the way of the 
Narrows of Lake Manitoba was not 
right and proper, provided we were 
in a position to carry out, as we 
hoped we were, the rapid con­
struction, by means of a company, 
of tins interoceanic railway from end 
to end of this country. But we find 
ourselves brought face to face with 
the fact 1 hat a change has come over 
the spirit of the world in reference 
to railway enterprize on this con 
tinent, and that, whereas it was 
comparatively easy* five or six years 
ago to draw capital into this country 
for railway enterprizes, it is now 
almost impossible to do so. That 
change having taken place I think 
we must deviate from* our original 
plan and, in order to secure the 
rapid construction of this work, to a 
greater extent than originally In­
tended, combine onr progress across 
the great prairie country of the 
Northwest with a system of coloniza­
tion ; and though that may add a 
few miles here or there to the length 
of the line to be constructed it will 
carry It through a section that will 
best afford a basis for rapid colon­
ization upon which we can rest, and 
to which alone I look, as the only 

b meana by which successfully, in our 
-time, at all events, one may be able 

to achieve the construction of the 
railway. The true policy of the 
noon try is to find the best line of rail­
way for settlement across the prnlrie 
region of the North-West. I will 
therefore address myself to the third 
and last difficulty, .that of the 
selection of the route through 
British Columbis. It is stated in 
Uie Globe that that these resolutions 
falcate in a clear and unmistake- 
(lle manner that we have abandon­
ed the line to Burrard Inlet and 
adopted Bute Inlet and adopted Bute 
Inlet Tea the terminus of the road.

BOEBARD INLET VS. BOTE INLET.

They have not arrived at that cen- 
olnslon. What I do blame bon. 
gentlemen opposite for is this, that 
they rejected the suggestion made a 
few years ago by the present First 
Minister and myself that before the 
floe! location of the route and the 
large expenditure involved on the 
Burrard Joist route a season should 
have been utilized by having a 
tg1j~ngh tramlnaUrw made of tbs

ment proposed to construct 125 miles 
of road from Yale. While I adroit 
there is a great advantage, both in 
point of distance and of grades, in 
favor of Burrard Inlet, I cannot 
conceal from myself there is a 
very grave objection to that line.

OBJECTIONS TO RCBRARD INLET.
The approach to Burrard Inlet invol­
ves the passage of the Juan Island, 
and although to-day, and I hope for 
many years to come, we will enjoy 
the most amicable and peaceful re­
lations with our friends south of us. 
yet sa thia will be a great national 
highway, and as a great expenditure 
of British capital will be involved, I 
feel we ought not to lose eight of the 
fact that at some remote period those 
who come after ua may find our 
friend* to the south not animated by 
those commercial and peaceful eenti 
mente which we are glad to know at 
present prevail. I regard therefore, 
the possession of that island by the 
Government of the United States, 
and the fact that communication 
from the sea to the terminus of the 
railway would be under the control 
of the fortifications of that island, as 
serious obstructions. And I cannot 
regard with indifference the fact that 
when we have expended a hundred 
millions of British cspital on the ex­
tension of the line to the Pacific and 
have rcachei) Burrard Inlet, we have 
a point at which it is perfectly easy 
for onr American neighbors to lap 
onr line by a road of fifty or sixty 
miles in length and carry our traffic 
down to Holmes Harbor, which is to 
be the terminus of the Northern 
Pacific mow under construction by 
the United States, and which, should 
our lino be so tapped, would become 
a new San Francisco literally built 
up of Canadian trade and trade and 
traffic. Now, I am not willing to see 
the two termini of the Canadian in- 
ter-oceaaic railway system in the U. 
States, one-terminus at Portland and 
tlie other at Holmes Harbor. (Hear, 
hear.) „

THE ORIGINAL SCHEME.
I have not in my remarks reflected 

on the action of hon. gentlemen op­
posite. They charge d us with hav­
ing imposed obligations on them, 
and called on ua to aid them to carry 
out Ibis great work ; and now we may 
in turn fairly ask the support of bon. 
gentlemen opposite. They roust not 
forget that, although we incurred a 
limited liability amounting to $30,- 
000,000. and 50,000,000 acres of land 
it being agreed that the work should 
be accomplished by the agency of a 
private company which was to pro­
vide the additional capital required, 
and incur all liability and risk above 
and beyond our contributions to 
carry out the work, yet ‘when they 
assumed power they Increased very 
largely that liability for the purpose 
of satisfying the views of the people 
of British Columbia and meeting the 
views of the Imperial Government.

THE GRIT SCHEME.

They placed an absolute and final 
obligation on tliia country to con­
struct 2,000 miles of railway, from 
Lake Superior to the Pacific, within 
a given lime from thirteen or four­
teen years from the dale at which it 
was entered into, and that without 
any reservation whatever and solely 
upon the responsibility of the Gov­
ernment. I only recall this fact to 
the attention of the bon. gentlemen 
opposite as the ground I have for 
asking their aid in carrying any 
measures to accomplish the great 
work to which both political parties 
have been irretrievably committed by 
the actions of the Governments re 
presenting those parties. (Hear, 
hear.) 1 may be asked bow we pro­
pose to build the railway without en­
tailing on the country such financial 
burdens at it was unable to bear. 
(Hear, hear.) We revert largely to 
our original policy. We believed at 
the outset that the vast fertile terri 
tories of the North-West furnish the 
means to a very large extent to con­
struct this ioter-ooeenio highway.

TUB NEW POLICE.

We believe that co-day, being now 
In poeaeeaion of increased Informe, 
tion then we possessed five years ago 
and from tbe opinions expressed by 
authorities who are well able to 
judge we have vast regions only 
partly explored which ere not second 
to any lands In the Weat. We be­
lieve we have there tbe garden of 
the world. (Hear, beer.) We be­
have we have something like 180,- 
000,000 of acres of lend, which, In 
regard to fertility and grain behrlng, 
ere equal to any on the face af tba

globe. We believe therefore we are 
justified In considering that by wise 
arrangement for the utilisation of 
that land we may make it to a very 
large extent provide for the con­
struction of the Pacifie railway with­
out imposing at all events any large 
additional burthens lo that whleb 
has been already incurred in connec­
tion with this work. I believe those 
who have watched the progress of 
that country under all the great dis­
abilities under which it hae labored 
for the last few years will feel I am 
not over sanguine when I express 
the hope that new and Increased 
facilities and with the co-operation 
of the Imperial Government we may 
rapidly fill op the country with an 
industrious population which will 
prove' a source of wealth and provide 
a substantial basis for the construc­
tion of the railway. (Cheers.) I 
have adverted in these resolutions to 
the national character of the work 
and the ground Canada baa for 
asking further substantial aid from 
the Imperial Government in regard to 
it. 1 have pointed to the fact that 
it will open up the nearest means of 
access between Great Britain and lier 
dependencies in the Pacific. It will 
bring the Imperial authorities 1,200 
miles nearer to China and Japan 
than by any other route across this 
continent, and it will provide for the 
British people comfortable and happy 
homes for the tuffering millions of 
the United Kingdom in our North- 
West territories. Hon. gentlemen 
ere aware of the fact that on a com­
paratively recent occasion a large 
deputation brought before tbe atten­
tion of Lord Uerby the unprecedent­
ed extent of distress existing among 
the working classes, whereupon that 
eminent nobleman, who hae devoted 
much attention to the improvement 
of the condition of the laboring 
people, stated that lie looked forward 
to a well devised and systematic 
system of emigration from the 
British Isles as Uie only. substantial 
means of affording relief to that 
over-peopled and suffering country.

IMMIGRATION FROM ENGLAND.

I believe when wo will be able to 
present this policy and say that 
while thousands of people in the U. 
Kingdom are in a state of enforced 
idleness, the construction of the 
Pacific railway would afford them 
immediate employment, and at the 
same time develop on this continent 
a great British power, we will pre­
sent a scheme which will not be 
regarded with disfavor. (Cheers.) 
It has long been the pride of every 
British subject that whenever a slave 
h uches British soil in any part of 
the world hia shackles fall away. So 
I say we in Canady have greater 
pride in knowing that the moment 
tlie feet of the most disoofitented 
Bri'iali subject touch Canadian anil 
that discontent disappears, and no 
sooner do they realize they are in 
possession of full freedom and the 
means of successful employment 
than they become loyal to the 
British Crown, (Cheers.) It is the 
pride and boast of Canada to-day 
that, while the great parties of this 
country—the party represented by 
gentlemen opposite, a parly greater 
in point of influence and numbers 
than their relative representation in 
this House at the present moment 
would indicate—while that great 
party may differ from us on political 
questions, and while the party led 
by my right bon. friend the Premier 
may Relieve that tlie Interests of the 
country are safer in his hands than 
in tbe hands of the hon. gentleman 
opposite ; while we may differ on 
questions of fiscal policy, and as to 
whether free trade or protection to 
our industries is the wiser policy, 
there is one thing upon which we all 
agree, and that is pride In British 
institutions and a determination to 
uphold those institutions. [Ap­
plause.) It cannot be an object of 
indifference to Great Britain that 
this country presents an opportunity 
not only of thinning the over popu­
lated districts of the British Islands, 
hut of attracting Frenchmen from 
France, Germans from Germany, and 
in fact people of all nationalities 
from the over crowded populations 
of Europe, to settle on British soil, 
and become loyal and devoted sup­
porters of the British Crown and of 
British ins'tintions. Although we 
possess a population of but 4,000,000 
at this moment, it was but yesterday 
that men of all parties loyally deter­
mined to spring to the support of 
England and the Empire in the pro­
spective Kuropeen struggle. The 
loyal volunteers of this country then 
by tens of thousands offered to go to 
any part ef the world" to assist in 
fighting the battles of England, ind 
I am aura the time has come when 
the Empire regarde the determina­
tion on the part of Canada to main­
tain and uphold British institutions 
here and British power elsewhere ae 
a source of strength to England.

BRITISH EMPIRE IN THE WEST.

The time lias, therefore, come when 
Great Britain cannot look with in­
difference upon tbe question whether 
millions from the over-crowded dis­
tricts of Europe shall settle here 
upon the fertile prelnes of the North- 
West and build np a great British 
power on this side of the water, or 
whether they shell be transferred In 
another direction to promote the 
commercial prosperity and Inoreaee 
the power and strength of » country 
which, although at this moment en­
joying the most peaceful relations 
with England, may at any time be in 
a position to imperil her inlerists. 
( Hear, hear.) I say that, under 
these circumstances, we may look 
wtih oootldeuoe lo the action of Eng­

land in these matters, and consider­
ing that Canada is at this very 
moment committed to large expen- 
dilore in permeating. the best and 
more accessible portion of the fertile 
prairiesot the North-West, we may 
risk the Imperial Government to give 
us substantial aid, or to give us a 
guarantee which will cost the Empire 
nothing. And, sir, we can go to the 
Mother Country with additional con 
fldence, seeing that again and again 
having received her endorsement of 
oui bonde we have always maintain­
ed onr credit and have never allowed 
England to be called upon.to contri­
bute a single dollar in consequence 
of the guarantee she has given. 
Under these circumstances we look 
with confidence to the Mother Coun­
try as the source to which we are en­
titled to look for substantial aid in 
the construction of the work. Hut 
we are not only prepared to give the 
sound, untarnished credit of Canada 
in support of any aid or assistance 
we may ask. We are prepared to 
place at tbe top of that national cre­
dit of Canada one hundred millions 
of-acres of the most fertile land in 
the world. Exception may he taken 
to the appropriation of such a large 
extent of land for the building of 
this road, as exception was taken by 
hon gentlemen opposite to the ap­
propriation of fifty million acres ol 
land to be under tbe control of a 
company. We do not propose here 
to put the land under the control of 
a company, although I confess eo far 
as I am concerned, I would he glad 
did the condition of things permit of 
It, if a company liberally aided could 
he found to take this work up, and 
at their own responsibility and risk 
carry it to an end. But in the ab­
sence of any means of obtaining that 
object, we believe we are right in 
placing in the hands of a commission 
—on which the Imperial Government 
shall be with us jointly represented 
a hundred millions acres of land for 
the construction of this work. Win, 
if we gave the whole of the land in 
the North-West for the construction 
of the Canadian Pacific railway ft 
would be better than to leave those 
immense fertile districts untrodden, 
for I may say an age or ages to come 
neither contributing to the benefit of 
the world nor the consolidation of the 
Britiifh power and extension of the 
British interests ef this continent.
THE LAND TO BUILD THE RAILWAY.

That being the case, sir, I believe 
we have a substantial basis to which 
we can look for the building of the 
road. Exception may he taken to 
the minimum price of two dollars an 
acre, but who is there who will not 
say, looking to tbe character of that 
land in the North-West, that the 
settler will not prefer to give two 
dollars an acre for land within 
twenty miles of a railway that will 
carry bis produce to market, limn 
have as free a gift land unattended 
by that railway? (Applause.) We 
may therefore fairly utilize that great 
work in such a way as will thus pro­
mote the settlement of these lands. 
I may be told that the purchasers of 
this land will lick it up. They can­
not afford to do that sir. It is only 
by settlement that the purchaser can 
make tbe land more valuable anil 
sustain it ; and if they do lock It up 
they will only be contributing to 
build tlie railway and to give rail­
way communication to the rest ot the 
country still left untouched.

Eight Boston capitalists, chief of 
whom is Mr. Gordon McKay, the 
sewing machine inventor, have been 
defrauded of several thousand dol­
lars. Mr. McKay's attention was 
attracted to tlie San Cnriaco gold 
mine in Brazil, and he became con­
vinced that by the introduction of 
improved hydraulic machinery it 
could be worked with enormous 
profit. Prof. Mille, a mining ex­
pert, was sent to investigate, and he 
returned with a glowing account of 
the wealth to be had at Sen Cnriaco. 
A company was formed, eight men 
putting in $400,006, and Mills was 
commissioned to investigate a second 
time, and, if still satisfied, to buy 
the mine/ News came from him 
confirming tbe hopes that his first 
report had raised, and very ex­
pensive machinery was forwarded. 
Now, according to the Boston 
Herald, it turns out that the former 
owners of the nearly worthless mine 
deceived Mills by a device ao simple 
as to be comical. They employed 
an old and innocent-looking negro 
to furnish tbe sample washings upon 
which tbe man of science based his 
favorable opinion. The negro filled 
his mouth with gold dust, and slyly 
spat it into the pan while at work, 
thus giving tbe impression of wonder­
ful auriferous richness of the soil. It 
was not until after the money for the 
mine had been paid, .and the negro 
had grown osreless, that the fraud 
was discovered.
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According to tbe memorandum 
taken from the books of one of tbe 
largest corporations in Lowell the 
average earnings ol girls per week 
was $4.34 in 1878, against 88.26 in 
1860. The price of board per week 
in 1878 was $1.75, against $1.25 in 
1860, so that while their earnings 
were only $2.01 a week more than 
their board the year before the war, 
last year they were $2.59 more- 
Another Massachusetts manufactur­
ing corporation reports the yearly 
earning» per hand In 1860 for eleven 
hours’ work a day as $217.84 ; in 
1870/or eleven hours’ work, $818.88; 
in 1878, for ten hours’ work, $257.78. 
Meantime the prices of many of tbe 
essentials which enter into the cost of 
living, that ia, of food, clothing, and 
shelter, have an fallen that they are 
now lower than In 1860.

Hew Shall We Pay Our Pastor*. Business Cards.
The way for each one to answer 

this question successfully will he to 
make up bis mind to do something 
himself, riot contenting himself by 
asking some other person» what he 
will do. The apostle says, “ Upon 
the first day of the week let every 
one of you lay by himself in store as 
the Lord bath prospered him.” This 
means regular, systematic giving, 
tiow few there are to feel that thev 
must give more for the spread of the 
gospel this year because their crops 
were better than last year’s, or be­
cause they have been successful in 
their undertakings.

How slow are we to remember our 
stewardship ! Our hearts are too 
much engrossed with onr own or 
our children’s aggrandizement. The 
Lord of the vineyard may come and 
say. “ This night thy soul shall be 
required of the ; thou shalt go longer 
be steward.” AH persons promise 
when they are received into the 
church to *• give of their earthly sub­
stance ” for the support of the 
gospel ; yet how few of our class pay 
with any regularity or system I Take 
the matter into consideration. The 
pastor and family must have cloth­
ing as well as food. The pastor has 
no meadow or oat field from which 
to secure feed for bis horse. He is 
obliged to go In all weather, whether 
it be a drenching rain or a driving 
snow storm. He should have com­
fortable gatfpems and a good robe 
for his cutter. How is it now? How 
far will what you have paid this vear 
go in supplying these wants? Your 
minister engages in no other busi­
ness ; he has no other salary other 
than that which you pay him. Don’t 
lav the “ flattering unction ” to your 
soul “ that after a while (when con- 
ventant for you) you will have a, 
supper or social for your pastor's 
benefit. Pray what is he to subsist 
on in' the meantime? Credit, eh? 
Yes, his credit is good. No min­
ister's should he otherwise. But after 
you have your supper, or donation, 
or whatever it may be, you will be 
consoling yourselves that your min­
ister has fifty or sixty dollars, clear 
cash, to finish out the winter with, 
and of course you can recline on 
your oars, as he will need nothing 
more for a long time. How differ­
ent the scenes in the parsonage 
house where a dozen different wants 
are pressing. Your minister feels 
the same as any other honest man, 
that he nrnatv ) M debts, and in 
two or three days time, scarcely a 
dollar of the donation remains. But 
all the wants still remain, and now, 
what is he to do to support his 
family until tbe next spasmodic 
effort is made?

How much more you might realize 
from your minister’s labors if his 
sal ai y were regularly and systematic 
cally paid ; his mind would then be 
at ease. How can he devote,hiraself 
entirely to your interest when he 
knows loved ones at home are need 
ing, to say the least, many articles 
of comfort? A great many people 
expect to pay their minister and 
never feel it. Is that which is of so 
little to von of any account to your 
minister? In times of old, God re­
quired of his people the best of the 
wheat, the finest of the oil, the first­
lings of the flock, and this sacrifice 
and oblation was required of all and 
at regular and stated periods.

If you want to find out the 
state of your minister’s finances, ask 
him squarerlÿ how much of his 
quarter’s salary is in arrears, and 
th« n go vigorously at work yourself. 
When you have done your duty 
faithfully you may then say to vour 
neighbor, “Gotbou and do likewise.” 
If you are a steward in the church, 
never for one instant entertain the 
idea that your pastor is a beggar, 
nor allow thote of whom you solicit 
contributions to suppose that you 
are begging. Your pastor earns his 
money, every dollar of it, Just as 
honestly as .any other man, and it is 
an insult to him and h«s family to 
represent them to the world as 
paupers. And the salary you pro­
mise him is a just and honest debt 
that each member is morally respon­
sible for, and it is just as dishonor­
able and dishonest to cheat tbe men- 
ister or presiding elder out of his 
salary as it would be to cheat your 
neighbor out of that which you 
honestly owe him. Tbe Master him­
self says, “ The laborer is worthy of 
his hire.” Even so hath the Lord 
ordained that they which preach the 
gospel should live off the gospel. 
There was a class who once asked 
him, “ Wherein in have we robed 
thee?” And there are many to day 
to whom it might be answered, “in 
tithes and in offerings.”—Christian 
Advocate,

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Tag Pacific Kailwat epeech of 
Hoh. Dr. Tapper, In n-greatly con- 
deneed form Is in to-day’s issue. 
It is admirable for its moderation, 
and its statesmanlike grasp of this 
great question, and it must be a. 
sourceof gratification to Dr.Tupper’s 
friends that both parties In Parlia­
ment and both aides in the press 
hare so generally and so warmly 
congratulated him on an effort that 
appeare to have been convincing in 
its statements of fact, and stirring 
In lie outbursts of patriotism.

The people learned to look 'with 
doubt and distrust upon Mr. Mac­
kenzie’» plan of building this Rail 
way by money cither borrowed, to 
be repaid by taxes, or to be raised 
by additional taxes. Oar public 
debt is now not ranch under two 
hundred million of dollars, and to 
add two hundred millions more with­
in a few years and before the tax­
able property of Canada has material­
ly increased, would have been a 
hardship, which perhaps no people 
eimiliery circumstanced could, bear 
except under the stimulus of some 
great popular excitement. Our 
people have no such interest in the 
North-West as to necessitate them 
pauperizing themselves to build up 
that country. But if that country 
has enormous resources as repre­
sented ; if Nature intended it to be 
the future granery of thia continent 
and Uie homes of millions—then 
lands can be sold along the route of 
the Colonization Railway aa fast ea it 
advances westward, to pay for con­
struction. That ia Dr. Tapper’s 
scheme, and we have no doubt the 
country will go with him heart and 
hand In carrying it out. Before the 
real value of that vast country can 
be ascertained in hard dollars, the 
colonization experiment must be 
tried and tested, and if it be then 
discovered on closer acquintance, 
that the country ie not the wheat­
growing land we have expected and 
that it cannot be colonized, then the 
terms of union with British Columbia 
will have to be re-adjusted and the 
Canada Pacific abandoned.

Ministers of the Gospel are the 
poorest paid class in the community 
—except, of course, Editors, whose 
good nature and philanthropic dis­
position» render them an easy prey 
to the loafing, sponging inslinot in­
herent to a large portion of humanity 
and Aliev are fleeced accordingly. 
An article on the duty of paying 
ministers, on the outside, we com­
mend to the careful reading of some 
of our hard fisted farmers ; especial­
ly to those who give nothing to the 
support of their Minister ; and to 
those who give a little grudgingly, 
and make up that little with buck­
wheat straw, or some equally valu­
able commodity, on which they ex­
pect their epiritual guide to wax fat 
•nd Independent, and maintain him­
self and family decently and respect­
ably. To mitigate the evils of not- 
giving at all, the donation system 
was invented no doubt with the ex­
pectation that those enlightened and 
liberal minded people who put a 
cent in the contribution box and 
given nothing to the Minister, might 
under the stimulus of sudden excite­
ment and the example of others, 
suffer from the enlargement of the 
heart on the ' occasion of a dona­
tion. Perhaps the donation party 
in its day served a good purpose 
but it is one of the modern 
abominations. Church dignitaries 
too often make use of them to ease 
themselves of the Minister's salary 
to throw it upon the spoetaneous 
generosity of their neighbors, and 
they are made the occasion for a lot 
of vandals tg over run the Minister’s 
house and eat up what little he may 
have the fortune to possess. A 
donation, where the Ministers' salary 
is in arrear is a gross fraud and un­
worthy of any Christian congrega­
tion. It ie first of all just and 
honorable to pay the stipulated 
salary to the Minister, reserving 
enough, in the second place to pay 
your little bill at the printers. After 
these preliminaries are settled, it is 
time enough to gladden the Minis­
ter's heart by leaving a aide of beef 
or firkin of butter at bis door, and 
driving away hastily for fear the 
good man might detect the surrepti­
tious act.

The “ Times " Apologizes.—Our 
contemporary thinks that the amount 
of labor undertaken hy Sir A. J. 
Smith in addressing and mailing 
thousands of copies of his own 
speech proves it was mistaken in re­
porting that the worthy knight ie 
lazy and it very properly apologizes 
for ever hinting such a ridiculously 
improbable eupposition. On behalf 
of Sir Albert we accept our contem­
porary's apology. A very honorable 
spirit is thus displayed by our con­
temporary. In order to lessen Sir

Ottawa Letter.

(From our own Correspondent) 
Ottawa, May 10, 1879.

During the last days of this ses­
sion several hundred weight of 

RETURNS
came in, not one of which was any 
public service. The only'good the 
mania for calling for these papers 
does is that it affords employment 
to a great many lady copyists. The 
upper moms of the western block 
have contained a small army of 
pretty girls and sedate widows, en­
gaged at this work. They went on 
duty at 9.80, a. m. arid worked 
till"4 p. m. I am told by one .of the 
ladies that seven foolscap pages a 
day was considered a good average, 
so you can see that the fair copyists 
were bound to give opportunity for 
the employment of as many of their 
spx as possible. Mrs. Murphy's 
cow, it appears by one return, was 
paid for by Mr. Brydges, and there­
fore, Peter Mitchell did not labor in 
vain the last session he had a seat in 
Parliament. In three cases of pay­
ment for cattle that was killed, the 
reason for payment was entered as 
“ a letter received from Sir A. J. 
Smith.’’ Cease, therefore, to accuse 
Sir Albert of not having exortSl 
himself for his constituents, and of 
having had no influence. He wrote 
three Tetters which resulted in pay­
ment of three cows.

THE DOCTOR'S TRIUMPH.

Dr. Tupper exceeded himself on 
the Pacific Railway question, made 
his friends very proud of him, and 
gave his enemies no handle for con­
demnation. The Princess Louise, 
who sat within ten feet of him dur­
ing his hour and a quarter speech, 
mast have been reminded of the
best phase of parliamentary elo­
quence in England. The speech 
was uttered free from the faults 
which mar his efforts generally— 
free from the magnifying of small 
matters, free from what is called 

piling on the agony," free from 
personality and bitterness. It was 
the lolly, high-toned speech of a 
statesman. He
without ap

reviewed the past 
•ent recollection of thetppan

fact that his opponents, and not his 
friends, had been in charge of the 
work, so generous was his recogni­
tion of the difficulties that had been 
contended against, so perfect the 
forgetfulness of what had been done 
amiss. He glanced at the present 
and pictured the work, and spoke of 
the efforts required for its comple1- 
lion, as though he dreamt of nothing 
hut the purest patriotism in the 
breasts of his political opponents. 
He looked forward to the future, 
und, rising “ to the height of his 
great argument," prophetically fore­
shadowed the greatness which is 
possible. He boasted of nothing on 
his own behalf or his party. He 
sought no political capital hy de­
preciating the late Ministers. Ho 
indulged in no clap-trap of any 
kind. It was, I say, emphatically, 
a great speech, a speech never sur­
passed for loftiness of tone and 
breadth nf-view on the floor of this 
Parliament.

THE DOWN GRADE.
Mr. Mackenzie lowered the tone 

of the debate, without being abso­
lutely partisan and offensive, and 
Sir John lowered it a grade more 
by a vicious reply, in which he ridi­
culed Mackenzie's policy unmerci­
fully, and when Huntington rose, 
late in the evening, the lowest level 
had been readied. He, of course, 
brought up the old Pacific Scandal 
story, and then Mr. Tom White, 
who had been keeping a rod in 
pickle for him for some time, laid 
it on his back lively. The whole 
disgusting story of the copper mine 
frauds was repeated, and Hunting- 
ton, who takes frankness of this 
kind to heart, suffered plainly under 
the lash.

THE OUTSIDER.
Mr. Huntington could not escape 

his torment, the cry of “coward ’’ 
being raised once when he attempt­
ed to leave the chain her, but ho 
could silence another outspoken 
party. This was John A. Mncdon- 
ell, Secretary of the U. E. Club, 
Toronto, who sat on the floor of the 
House in a slate of “ how come you 
so,” and tnlkdti in a tone that Mr. 
Huntington and adozen other mem­
bers could not help but hear, of 
“Huntington the client and swind­
ler." Huntington hnd him expelled 
and Macdonoll sent him in a note 
reiterating the epithets. Mr. Mac­
kenzie called attention to this viola­
tion of the privilege of Parliament 
next day, and Sir John moved that 
the offender be summoned to the bar 
of the House. He had, however, 
after a final visit to the bar of the 
Hoijse, which is located in the base­
ment, left town, und it was too late 
in the session to send for him.

MRS. Campbell's bill 
was carried against. the combined 
influence of the leaders on both sides. 
Sir John made a strong speech 
against it as ultra vires, ana Mr. 
Mackenzie briefly opposed it on the 
same ground. It was carried, how­
ever, by a decisive majority. A 
pretty woman with a grievance 
rarely appeals to legislative bodies 
in vain. Her power is irreeistable 
as a rule. What to the average 
member is a constitutional law 
argument when liis fancy pictures a 
pretty face hound in sorrow, and 
tears trickling from eyes of witch­
ing brightness? Ton, if you areas 
great a Indies' man as fame declares 
will understand how deaf the mem­
bers were to the eloquence of the 
lawyers.

RUSHING A BILL.
The Minister of Justice held up a 

bill the other night and told the 
House that it had passed both 
Houses with a verbal error th»t 
would defeat its intent. What was 
to be done about it 7 « Ton will

have to rush through an amending 
act,” said “Old Formalities," as Mr. 
Holton is affectionately called in the 
gallery, and then Sir John said :

“ I move fer leave to introduce a 
bill amending the Weights and 
Measures Act of this session.”

Carried.
“ I move the first reading of this 

bill,” added Sir John.
Carried.
“ I move the second reading of 

this hill,” continued Sir John, with 
an apprehensive look towards Hol­
ton and Mackenzie, who, with heads 
together discussing something else, 
took no notice.

“ Carried," again cried the Speak­
er.1

“ I move the third reading of this 
bill," said Sir John, after a look 
that told him those two gentlemen 
opposite wore still oblivious to what 
wasgoingon.

The Speaker after some hesitation 
and looking expectantly at the Op­
position leader for an objection, 
again cried carried.

“ I move this bill do pass," said 
Sir John, without a muscle of his 
face showing how sensible he was 
of the extraordinary rushing pro- 
ccss ho was engaged in, and the 
Speaker, after a still longer pause, 
and with hesitation in tones, again 
cried Carried.

And then the Minister of Justice 
wrote the bill, and had it sent to the 
Senate, there having been no bill 
before the House, nor pretence of a 
hill.

PARLIAMENT PROROGUED
The prorogation ceremonies wore, 

as usual, flat, hut not heeauso there 
was anything lacking in the official 
arrangements. There was a grand 
turnout of volunteers, and a troop of 
cavalry. Salutes were tired from 
the battery. The Marquis, in a glit­
tering uniform, and with the onsig- 
nia of his oi-ders on his breast, rode 

an open barouche drawn by four 
horses. The ladies on the floor 
were covered with gorgeous rai­
ment. arid the gentleman usher of 
the Black Rod bowed as flexibly as 
the Indian Rubber Man in the 
circus. But there was something 
lacking, and that was the popular 
element. There was, it is true, a 
good attendance in the galleries, and 
a good crowchoutside witli the mili­
tary, but there was an absence of 
that eagerness to sec, that pushing 
for place, which was so conspicuous 
ut the opening. There was no 
speculation in the eyes of the people 
—no hush of expectation. Every­
body was tired of the Parliament, 
mid not sorry to see it close—that 
is, almost everybody. Like Lctel- 
licr, its usefulness was gone. No­
thing was to ho"'hoped from it, or 
feared from it. The ceremony was 
something like a funeral with no 
mourners. To add to the gloom, 
and depress any latent enthusiasm 
that might have existed, the Prin­
cess did not attend. It was not be- 
enuso she was ill, or expected to be 
ill, because she ran the Chaudière 
timber slides on a raft the day be­
fore, but probably on account of the 
wet, as it was a showery day. Only 
two Ministère attended in uniform 
—Sir John and Mr. Campbell—and 
the former did not enterJho Senate 
Chamber until the , ceremony was 
half over. Mr. Pope, Minister of 
Marine and Fisheries, was outside 
the bar with the members and the 
reporters, and I saw no other Min­
ister in the Chamber, except Mr. 
Wilmot, who was, of course, there 
in the discharge of his duties ns 
Speaker. But iwo mem here of the 
Opposition—Holton and Hunting- 
ton—were present, and just enough 
Ministerialists to constitute a quo­
rum of the Commons. After His 
Excellency had driven off, bowing 
right and left to the people, and the 
crowd had gone, the remaining 
memhers of the House and gallery 
chatted awhile oyer lemonade, etc., 
in the restaurants, and then left the 
scene of their three months labour.

One of the meanest pieces of busi­
ness that has taken place for some 
time has just transpired in connec­
tion with Mr. Anglin’s Speakership. 
Our readers will recollect that Sir 
John contended that Mr. Anglin 
ceased to be Speaker after the 17th 
of September, and he refused to re­
cognize appointments made by Mr. 
Anglin after that date. Mr. Anglin 
asked the Government for hie pay 
between the 17th and the day when 
Parliament met, and the government 
said they would consider the matter. 
It is a very unnsual thing tor Sir 
John to carry his political warfare 
into private life, or to personally 
injure a political opponent. Indeed, 
he owes his immense popularity in a 
great measure, to the generous and 
courteous feeling which be evinces 
in bis intercourse with them. Being 
unwilling that Mr. Anglin, one of 
the most uncompromising of his 
enemies, should personally suffer hy 
reason of a technical rendering of 
the law, he had him paid the amount 
of his claim, $1478. And now the 
Grit press, forgetful that if Sir John 
had been less magnanimous to a foe, 
he could have with propriety Kept 
back that 11,476, send up a 
howl against Sir John for inconsist­
ency. They demand, “ If your 
opinion was that Mr. Anglin was 
not Speaker, why did you pay him 
the salary ? ” Such an attack on Sir 
John is the exemplification of mean­
ness and show» how far political 
hTriCars-Mill go In (heir partisan 
rancour.

It Is well that Sir A. J. Smith’s 
lawyers have been able to obtain a 
decision that Sir A. J. Smith’s elec­
tion law ia no good—otherwise the 
grossest and most flagrant sots of 
bribery would have been proved. It 
ie understood that the decision of Ihe 
learned Chief Justice will be appeal­
ed from.

The Local Government ie in ses­
sion. It ie reported that H. A. 
Powell, Esq., A. B., will be appoiot- 
cd Inspector of Schools for the 
district of Weetmorlsnd and Albert, 
and that W. Cahill, E«q„ will be 
Commissioner of Parish Courte for

The Zulu War,

A Disaster and a Victory.

Advices from Kambuta state on 
28th March, 400 horsemen consist­
ing of the Frontier Light Horse, 
Weatherley’e Horse, Baker’s Horse, 
Risfs men and some mounted 
Basâtes attacked the Zulus who 
were posted on Zlobsne mountain 
and had some thousands of bead of 
cattle. The mounted Infantry under 
Col. Russell attacked In the front 
while the column attacked in the 
rear. The column found the aeeent 
very difficult and - without much 
flgh’ing gained the summit, with a 
slight loss, and Col. Rnssall also 
pushed np the hill until he wse sep­
arated from the main column by a 
deep impassable ravine which 
divide» the Mountain near its cflitre. 
The cattle wére collected, the troops 
prepared to descend by the seme 
route. The mein column, under Col. 
Buffer, had already commenced its 
homeward journey. It had not pro­
ceeded far towards the edge of the 
Zlobane, when news came that an 
immense Impi of Zulus was at the 
foot of the hill.

True enough the main body of 
the enemy was clearly defined on the 
slope of the hill. Various other 
large bodies of Kaffirs studded the 
plain beiow, completely barring all 
return to the camp on that side. An 
immediate halt was called. After a 
moment's -deliberation the colnmn 
was ordered hack, to attempt the 
descent of the sleep gorge already 
alluded to, which divided Barton 
and the troop of the Frontier Light 
Horse. They went down to join 
Colonel Weatherley, and attempted 
to reach the camp by the open 
e round.

Ae soon as the enemy esw our 
men retreeling precipitately the 
Zulus seemed to appear from behind 
every boulder and rock, and they 
ran firing after the column, which on 
reaching the ravine began the peril­
ous descent.

Any attempt to describe the de­
scent would be impossible. The 
horses had to jump perpendicularly 
down three or four feet, many roll­
ing down the hill and breaking their 
legs and necks, and impeding the 
progress of others. The retreat be­
came a stampede, the Zulus coming 
on behind, when a few men were 
i allied by Colonel Buffer, PietUys, 
and several officers of the Mounted 
Corps, who kept the enemy off as 
best they conhl.

Suddenly the Zulus, seeing the 
confusion that the whole body was 
then thrown into, profited by the 
occasion, and rueliea in amongst our 
men, stabbing them with assegais, 
killing • large number of our poor 
fellows, who, afler discharging their 
carbines, were quite at the merey of 
their assailants.

When the main body of the 
column first commenced its dis­
orderly descent of the mountain the 
infantry under Colonel Russell and 
Scbermbrucker's men were on the 
opposite side. If they had re 
mnined there until the main column 
crossed, they coni-1 have averted the 
descent, and not a man would have 
been killed. However, whether act­
ing under orders or not, the whole 
turned about and galloped off. 
Count Schormbrueker ia said to have 
protested, but was over-rnled by his 
superior officer. When Captain 
Barton joined Col. Weatherley at 
the foot of the hill the latter moved 
forward rapidly, in hopes of being 
able, by a hard ride along the 
enemy's flank, to get clear away. 
The moment lie got into the open he 
saw how futile the plan would prove. 
The enemy already outflanked him 
on one side ; the Zloblane presented 
an insurmountable obstacle on the 
other; and from the hills in the rear 
a mass of Zulus were descending, 
and had alrea-ly collected. He was 
thus caught in a trap.

Collecting themselves in one mass, 
the troops charged the enemy, 
managed to break through the dense 
masses, and gained the neck of the 
Zlobane, where they hoped to find a 
gentle incline to the plains on the 
other side of the mountain. But 
they were doomed to disappoint­
ment. A steep rocky ravine met 
their view.

While attempting to descend, the 
Zulus came on. Out of fifty-four 
men that formed the troops only one 
officer escaped. Capt. Denison, of 
Rustenberg, was the fortunate 
officer. He says none could have 
behaved with greater courage than 
did the whnle of the men during 
that fearful time. The gallant Col. 
fell fighting to the last, catting 
down the Zulus with his right hand 
while grasping his son, a lad of 
fourteen, with the other. Every 
man fell as asleged hy the ruthless 
enemy, who pursued and kept up 
with the mounted men more thsn 
eight miles. Many poor stragglers 
were knocked up. The horses faffing 
into the enemy’s hands would have 
been saved had even a email de­
tachment of Russell's Horse been 
allowed to cover the rear of the de­
moralised and retreating force.

March 30.—Scarcely had the last 
word in the above been written when 
the alarm was uiven that a large imp! 
was discerned in the distance. At 
onco the tents outside the camp were 
strnek and brought into the laager, 
the entrances were closed, and the 
men placed in poeition.

It appears that a friendly native, 
who escaped at Zlobane hy hiding 
amonget the rocks, reported that he 
had overheard a conversation that 
Cetewayo Intended attacking the 
camp at noon on the 29th. The re­
port was not quite believed, but It 
seemed so probable an eveet that the 
sharp lookout which wus kept was 
able to eee dense masses of the enemy 
idvsncing in perfect order In four 
columns. The end seemed never to 
come. Many in the camp were 
doubtful whether they would be able 
to resist the rueh of such masses. 
Colonel Wood seemed of a different 
opinion, and- was happy without 
doubt that the enemy would attack 
him. Throughout the engagement 
nothing cculit exceed the good •mén­
agement of the troop». Every occa­
sion was seized in the nick of time

to h«rase the attaching party. Son 
ties were mede end cannons were di­
rected against various points with e 
lodgment which reflected every cre­
dit upon the Colonel, who requires 
do eulogies. A more deservedly 
popular ma», one In whose pluck, 
discretion, end judgment greater con­
fidence Ie placed, is not to be found 
In the British army.

But to return to the atlaok. The 
enemy advancing in force on the left 
flank of the camp, the Frontier Light 
Horse end mounted Basâtes were 
ordered out to meet them and entice 
them near the camp, to meet the at- 
tack before the dense maaeee of the 
front and right flank were able to 
come np. Tbie they did with great 
spirit, Bring on retiring with admir­
able regularity and preoleion, draw­
ing en the enemy rapidly.

Suddenly they received the order 
to retire, and "fall back upon the 
camp. The retreat wrs covered by 
a discharge ef shells from the fort 
and battery drawn up In front et 
the camp. At the same time a 
terrific fire of email arme was 
opened- from the front by the 90tb 
Regiment, which lined the wagons 
in the laager on thet aide.

.The enemy wavered for a mo­
ment, then fell hastily back, and 
eventually executed a junction with 
the main attacking columns il front 
•and to the right of the eamp.

Here came on thousands, making 
rushes for the cattio laager, which, 
on the elope of the hill» was pro­
tected by troth camp and fort. Then 
the 90th and 13th made two eortiee, 
Inflicting great slaughter, retiring 
Into eamp again, though not with­
out considerable1 loss. Msjor Hal- 
kett, of the 13lh. wae allot through 
the head. The doctors hope to save 
him, unfortunately at the expense of 
both bis eyes.

After repeated phsbes upon the 
camp from the right flank, in which 
the enemy succeeded In getting into 
the cattle laager and within ten 
yards of the eamp, they seemed to 
tire. Their firing was not nesriy so 
well sustained aa daring the earlier 
part of the day. Suddenly It ceased, 
and they were seen to retire at every 
point eimultaneouslv. The Colonel 
gave the word that every mounted 
man wae to follow in pursuit and 
the guns to be run ont.

Then commenced the slaughter.
Tbs horsemen, desirous of ex- 

pietlng the previous day’s fsilure, 
shot down hundred», and pnrened 
the flying until night fall, when they 
fonnd themselves five miles ont ol 
camp. The infantry and natives 
scoured the immediate neighborhood 
ol the camp and killed roeny hidden 
away.

Our loss was twenty-five killed and 
fifty wounded. The enemy’s loss 
is estimated at 1,500.

Libel at Dorchester. — Three 
letters appeared some weeks ago In 
the Moncton Times, over the name 
of W. T. Wilbur, (a hotel keeper 
and a man nf prope-ty, who had the 
means to back up his assertions by 
the hard cash) sttacking Sheriff 
Botsford and darkly hinting at some 
crime committed hy the Sheriff, the 
character of which wae undefined 
The public expected the Sheriff to 
reply which he ha« filled to do, and 
those who looked forward to a aeries 
of spicy letters making the “fnr fly,' 
have been naturally disappointed. 
It now appears that the Sheriff em­
ployed Mr. S. R. Thompson, who at 
once brought an action for libel, and 
whether Mr. Thompson’» renown ae 
lawyer, or other cause, has daunted 
Mr. Wilbur’s courage, at any rate, 
he has been selling hie real estate 
freely of late. The Sheriff’s friends 
allege that the charges have entirely 
collapsed, while Mr. Wilbur’s friends 
say that his sales of property are 
ordinary transactions.

Shipping.—Raft Adrift.—Furniture.—
Sugar or Starch Factory Wanted,
and Local Capital Promised.—Busi­
ness Matters.

Sbkdiac, May 21.
There are fifteen ship» in the har­

bor at present, ni no of which are 
Cushing A Clark’s, who expect to 
ship a very large quantity of deals 
from here during the present year, 
the others are divided between E. J, 
Smith, McManus, and Calhoun. 
There are two or three in the offing 
bound in and several others are ex­
pected at present. In this connexion 
it is said one of the ships lost a large 
raft of deals this morning during the 
gale and the captain and shippers 
pf the deals ate likely to have a lively 
time over the responsibility. The 
captain claims he bad no delivery and 
on the other hand the shippers say 
his raftsmen delivered them along 
aide nt the captain’s request. Our 
people are talking over the propriety 
of inviting capitalists to come to our 
town and start a furniture factory, 
a sugar refinery, or a starch factory, 
we can offer facilities for either of 
these operations, equal, if not su­
perior to any in the Dominion. For 
the furniture we have, first, cheap 
lumber of all kinds and with the 
number of saw mills in the vicinity 
ready and willing to get up more of 
any kind if ieqiiire-1. We claim first 
p'.ace for this industry. For the 
manufacture of starch, we also claim 
first class facilities as we have a 
great abundance of potatoes, equal, 
if not superior to any raised in the 
world, and for the sugar refinery we 
can offer a free site, cheap labour 
cheap coal, water free, and water and 
rail communication with the world.

Column of Casualties.

Hun over by a wagon in Halifax 
and killed, a child of James Pack- 
hams.

Mrs. Doane, a widow, aged 40, 
made her third attempt to commit 
suicide - by jumping off a Halifax 
wharf on Monday.

An old and well known citizen of 
St. George, N. B., named Robert 
Grant, a printer by occupation, died 
on Monday afternoon from the 
effects of an overdose of laudanum.

A seven year old son of the late 
Nelson Conrad, of Rose Bay, Lunen­
burg County, while playing on a 
wharf at Lower Lahave on Saturday, 
fell into the water and was drowned.

Mrs. Archibald Logan of Tower 
Hill, Charlotte County, went out 
on Thursday last to pick may- 
flowers, taking a case knife, with 
which she cut her throat from ear to 
ear. Recovery doubtful.

An old man named Archibald Mc­
Dougall, of Big Ridge, Mira, com­
mitted suicide by hanging himself in 
a shed adjoining his house last week. 
He placed a pole across from one 
wall plate to the other with a rope 
attached, adjusted a belt around his 
neck which lie carefully wrapped 
with flannel, and fastening the rope 
from the pole to the belt around his 
neck, he raised his feet from the floor 
and in this way strangled himself.

On the morning of the 14th, in 
Carleton County, a young lady of 
unexceptionable character, 20 years 
of age, visiting her uncle at Centre- 
ville was missing from her room. No­
thing peculiar was noticeable in her 
demeanor the day previously. Her 
body was found floating in a pond a 
few rods from the house, she having 
evidently made the most deliberate 
preparations for suicide. The Coro* 
tier’s Jury returned a verdict of 
wilful drowning.

Several months ago a man named 
Symmes, a resident of Fitzroy, 
Ottawa, married a young lady, and* 
on the evening of the marriage 
ceremony disappeared suddenly. 
Search was made for him in every 
direction but without any success. 
The general belief was that after 
retiring for the night be had stolen 
from the bridal chamber and during 
a fit of temporary insanity had com 
milted suicide. Recent develop 
mente prove the correctness of the 
theory, for on Sunday last the body 
of the unfortunate man was dis­
covered in the Chats Lake.

On Tuesday 13th inst., as three 
little boys, named Richard Casey 
and John Casey, aged respectively 
5 and 8 years, and John Emard, 
aged 4 years, were playing in » shed 
in the rear of 425 Bathurst Street. 
Toronto, the structure took fire, and 
and after the flames had been ex­
tinguished their bodies were found 
in the ruins. The shed was filled 
#th old shingles, and it la sup­
posed that the fire resulted from 
matches, with which the victims 
were playing.

Kelly was oblivious, and his seconds 
rushed over to him, picked him up and 
carried him to his corner ; but when time 
was called Kelly could not respond, and 
White was declared the winner. The 
fight lasted one hour and ten minutes.

The Prizb Ring.—The N. YoSuu 
says,:—*‘Two pugilists went from 
Brooklyn last week to Canada, and 
had one of the severest prize fights of 
late years. Several hundred men 
went and returned with them. The 
newspapers gave warning of the in­
tended contest, printed reports of the 
fight, of the condition of the men 
after it was ended, ami of the recep< 
tion they receive 1 on returning to 
the City of Churches.

Piccadilly. If ever she is beheld in 
the metropolis it is only when, half 
concealed in the recesses of a car­
riage, she drives from a palace to a 
railway terminus. Garden parties, 
fetes, halls—these things know her 
nor, and, save for the expedition to 
the romantic lakeland on the fron­
tiers of an interesting country, where 
she lingers, she has seldom or never 
quitted the shadow of the royal 
residences in Mudfog and its north­
ern dependency. The larger portion 
of her time is spent at Machaggis 
Castle, where the chief occupation 
is the piling of stones on a memorial 
cairn, aqd the main amusement con 
sist.s of endless drives to melancholy 
lochs and waterfalls act in the midst, 
of wild wasics of purple heather, 
Some pastimes, indeed, in this 
savage region there are. At inter­
vals wild men in uncouth dress per­
form grotesque processions by torch­
light, or with many howls and much 
music full of hideous dissonances, 
barbarous retainers celebrate the 
war dances of their country under 
the presidency of the Machurntum- 
her, the favourite vassal of the 
Queen-mother. Even at those periods 
of the year when the Court is al­
lowed leave of absence from the 
joyless seclusion of Machaggis it 
cannot be said that Her Royal 
Highness gains much experience of 
the pleasures and amenities of life. 
From Round towers to Yaehtland 
and from Yaentland back to Round- 
towers roust he a dull and monoton­
ous routine to a Princess in the first 
flush of womanhood.

The society, too, it is as uninter­
esting as the career. It is eminently 
respectable, eminently decorous, but 
it lacks variety and it wants life. 
The ladies^in-waiting are all that 
the matrons attached to the 
sovereign, who is a model of mon- 
orchs and of women, ought to_he. 
The equerries have, partly from 
native strength of constitution, part­
ly from much experience, an enorm­
ous power of supporting fatigue on 
horseback, but do not show many 
sign* of flexibility of mind or the 
possession of a large store of mother 
wit. Occasionally the staid circle 
receives expansion rather than relief 
by the addition to it of a few Teuton 
princes, who prove themselves more 
stiff and starch than ever, as if in 
honor of the event. What, it may 
he asked, is the object of thus 
educating a Princess in the traditions 
and atmosphere of dullness? Is this 
really the life which is desirable or 
rational that a young woman twenty- 
two years of age should be doomed 
to lead? What is to he gained by 
it? Is it good for the Princess her­
self, or for the popularity of royalty? 
If the health of Her Royal Highness 
prevents her from taking that part 
in the life of the nation which would 
be acceptable, why should not all 
Mirdfog be informed of the mel­
ancholy fact? If that is happily a 
gratuitous hypothesis, why should 
the Princess remain persistently in­
visible to those who would rejoice in 
in her presence ? In addition to 
this there are the inclinations 
and interests of Her Royal Highness 
herself to be considered. Is there 
any sufficient reason why she should 
be debarred from participating in 
the amusement proper to her age, 
her station, her sex? In virtue of 
what inexorable decree of fate is her 
young life to he one unbroken round 
of sullen, sombre dal ness? In the 
nature of things, exile from the land 
of her birth, with all the unutterably 
depressing circumstances which fol­
low in its train, will come soon 
enough. The inevitable Teuton 
Prince will arrive some fine morning 
and it will be announced that the 
Grand Duke of Seidlitztrinkenheim 
is about to carry off the invisible 
Princess to hie residence close to the 
edge of some German forest, with its 
toy palace guarded by a terrific army 
of four soldiers in pickelhaubes. No 
one will be unreasonable enough to 
ask for any respite from that grim 
ordeal. It will come in its due place, 
just as fcer dusky and divine lover 
came for Persephone when she was 
gathering flowers on the plains of 
Rn no. But mean while the youngest 
Princess in the kingdom of Mudfog 
is not gathering flowers, and it would 
really seem only fair, as well as 
politic, that she should be permitted 
a brief interval of natural happiness 
before the opportunity or it has 
gone by forever,-

Awful Scenes of Slaughter.

The Indian papers gave farther 
details of the. tragedy enacted at the 
Burmese court. Upon orders given 
by the King of Barmah about eighty 
of bis relatives were inthlessly 
slaughtered. The prsyers of the 
victims for mefrey were almost heart­
rending. Only two of the princes 
are said to have met their fate with 
dignity. At the commencement no 
blood was spilt, the vertebrae of the 
victim’s neck having been neatly dis­
jointed or severed ; but later on, 
when th» two executioners—and 
only two stfch characters could be 
found for the work in all Mandalay— 
got tired, they resorted to hacking 
and hewing, strangulation, and any 
other speedy form of killing which 
came to their minds, even billets of 
wood being tided to effect the pur­
pose. A large pit had been dug in 
readiness, and the bodies of men, 
women and children were thrown into 
this commofkjrecjBptacle, many of 
the victims in several instances 
being still alive, though stunned. 
There were several spectators pre­
sent—persons who had been de­
puted to see this bloody work carried 
out—and one of them, as well as one 
of the executioners, has since gone 
oiit of bis mind through witnessing 
these horrors. r
