—The export of cattle from Mont-

the same time. ;

—Antwerp and Hamburg and one
or two other places thereabouts are
in. the habit, it is eaid, of shipping
twenty million eggs to the United
States every year.

~—Sixty persons at Momence, Ill.,
have been poisoned by cating dried
beef made from diseased cattle. The
gickness is attended by colic,cramps,
lnﬂa.mmntion of the bowels and
vomitipg.

—Good authorities in England
claim that there is too much wool
being produced in the world of an |
inferior grade. - The fivest goods and |
wools are in demand and hold their
priees the world over better than the
low grades.

—It has been recently estimated
that there are 6,000,000 miles of
farm fences in the United States,
whieh cost over $2,000,000,000;
that in a number of States the fences
on a farm cost more than the build-
ings on it.

-Shipments of cattle frem the
Ur;g_led States and Canadian points
for the first six months of 1885 have
been 102,381 head, of which New
York is credited with 32,844 head,
Boston with 27,764 head, and Mont-
real with 21,399,

—The new $10,000 experimental
station which is to be built at Am-
herst for the Mass. Ag. College will
be 31x42 feet, and will have two
wings, each 18x82 feet. A portion
of the bui‘ming will be devoted to
the analysis department, one wing
for fertilizers and the other for milk
and special subjects.

—Dou’t neglect to give the pigs
a run on the ground and in the open
air. The breeding sows should run
in open pasture and should be left
to root or go hungry. It will give
them strength and |constitutional
vigor. No wonder hogs die of
cholera or something else'when kept
in close cellars, wallowing in filth.

—Moro cattle, hogs and sheep
were received last month at the
Chicago stock-yards than for any
previous June in the history of the

trade. The figures were 156,117
cattle, 590,960 hogs, and 55,299
sheep. FoMJune, 1884, they were

127,187 cattle, 436,917 hogs, and 38,-
566 sheep, showing an increase of
28,930 cattle, 154,043 hogs, and 16,
738 sheep.

—The Farmers' Review, of Chicage,
last Wednesday said that it saw ne
reason to change its estimate of
June 1, that the total wheat crop
of this year will not exceed 230,000,-
000 bushels. Other crops it sum-
marizes thus: The corn crop is
holding its own well, and promises
a full average crop. Oats promise,
owing to increased acreage and fair-
ly good condition, the largest crop
ever harvested in the country. The
hay crop will not fall short of the
average.

—Secretary Chamberlain, of the
Ohio Board ¢f Agriculture,estimates
the total wifeat crop of.19 principal
50,054,000 bushels. These
tates on a five-years’ average
farnished 412,000,000 bushels of the
entire total of 451,000,000 bushels
produced in the United States and
Territories, against an average of
451,000,000 and a last year’s total
of 513,000,000 bushels. Prime, the
Illinois crop statistician, estimates
the aggregate wheat crop at 322,
000,000 bushels—182,000,000 bush-
els for the winter crop and 140,000,-
000 bushels for the spring—hardly a
prime estimate.

Shoeing Horses,

On light soils that are free from
stones, horses may generally go un-
shod without injury. It is probably
too sudden an innovation to stop
shoeing horses under all circum-
stances at present, but no doubt a
colt which has run without shoes for
two years, might still go on withont
them and not suffer. A light shoe
without calks, to protect the crust
of the hoof from breaking, and put
on without ever cutting the frog,
leaving that to wear naturally,would
answer overy desirable purpose
where shoes are necessary, There
are light steel shoes, made with pro-
jeciing blant spurs, that give a se-
cure foothold, and are better for the
horse than the common, roughly
made, heavy iron ones, which are
often ignorantly set.—American Ag-
riculturist for August. ;

—Cholera is said to bave been

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Trappist Monastery at Oka.

The buildiog is situsted on an
eminence that commands the whole
of the beautiful lake and the mount-

ains from which it derives its name,
The monastery itself is a large square
building, solidly built of wood on &
stone foundation,built at the expense
of the Domicion“Zovernment, which
also gives an annual grant to help
support the institution.

THe Benbow and Her Big Guns,

The new British ironclad Benbow,
which was launched on June 15, ex-
cites a peculiar interest from the fact
that she is to carry heavier guns than
any now afloat.

She is aship, also, worthy ofatten-
tion on other stores. Her displace-
ment is 10,000 tons, but, with her
powerful engines of 9,800 .indicated
horse power,the huge vessol will have
a speed of not less than eixteen knots
an hour through asixhours trial with
forced draught. Someauthorities pre-
dict that she will make seveuteen
knots ; at all events, she will be faster
than any of the existing British
battle ships. She is one of the
new belted vessels, her armor being
largely concentrated in a bell eigh-
teen inches thick, covering 150 feet,
or not quite half the ship’s length,
but protecting the vital parts, and
extending in breadth five feet below
the water line and half thatl distance
above it. Fuarther protection is
secured by the disposition of the
buniers, which, when filled, oppose
a thickness of nine feet of coal to
the passage of a projectile.  Armor
bulkheads sixteen inches thick cross
the ship at the extremity of the belt,
to protect her from & raking fire, and
complete the idea ‘of a central ar-
mored fort set into a swift vessel.
Decks plated with three inches of
steel add to her defensivo strength,
and pygvision is made for the unpro-
tected ends by dividing them into
water-tight compartments, of which
there are in all two hundred. Per-
haps a thin steel belt may hercafter
be added fore and aft; but penetra-
tion there will not destroy her
efficiency 1n a fight.

These, however, are not the most
interesting points of the Benbow.
As to size, the Iunflexible surpasses
her by 1,880 tone displacement, and
the Italia and Lepanto 3,600 tons.
All these vessels surpass heralsoin
thickness of armor protection. The
feature in which she outdoes them in
her enormous guns. She is to carry
two steelbreech-loading Armstrongs,
each weighing 110 tons. The largest
guns now afloat in the British navy
are tho four 80-ton muzzle leaders of
the Inflexible, which were used in
the bombardment of Alexandria.
The huge Italian ironclads carry 100-
ton guas, thus far the largest afloat.
The Benbow's guns will outdo these
monsters, The neWw gun will be
over 43 feet long, with a ecalibre of
between 16 and 17 inches. Tt will
fire a projectile about five féet long,
weighing 1,800, or perhaps 2,000
pounds, propelled by a charge of
seven feet of powder, weighing 900
pounds.

The weight of the gun itself is not
the most noticeable elemént in the
expécted efficiency. It is the enor-
mous) powder charge that denotes
the results to be achieved, this
charge being double that of the
eighty-ton gun. Krupp has made a
gun weighing 119 tons, but its muz-
zle energy, according to good author-
ity, is much less than that of the
new Armstrong; indeed, the latter
is expected to perforate thirty inches
of armor at a thousand feet distance.
The Benbow carries these guns in
barbette towers, sixty feet long by
forty-five wide, covered with steel-
faced armor fourteen and iwelve
inches thick.

Besides these two heavy guns, the
Benbow will have ten six-inch
breech-loaders in broadside, eight
small quick-firing guns, and a dozen
machine guns. She, of course, has
a powerful ram and a complete tor-
pedo equipment. Perhaps, after all,
befora the Benbow is ready to go
into commission, even her monstrous
paval grdnance may be surpassed.
Krupp has cast a 130-ton gun for
Italy, to be used-on land, and Col
Houpe is said to be making in Eng-
land a 100-ton gun in which he ex-
pects to fire the prodigious charge of
1,600 pounds of powder. There is
no limit yet discernible to the mak-
ing of great guns.

| 0ld Shoes Remade.

It may bo a surprise to some
people to learn that the old shoes
cast into the ash barrels are liable
to re-appear in the boudoir and
parlor. A New York reporter who
saw a couple of rag pickers quarrel«
ing over a lot of worn out and seem-
ingly werthless foot gear interview-
one of the chiffonniers, and found
that they sold them to the manufac-
turers of wall paper. e followed
up the clew, and on questiening the
foreman of one of these establish-
ments elicited the following bits of
information.

“ We buy,” said the foreman, * all

gers can bring us. We pay differefi{
ent prices for the different qualities
of leather. A pair of fine calfskin
boots will bring as high as 15 cents.
We don’t buy cowhide boots. The
boots and shoes are first soaked in
several waters to get the dirt off
them. Then the nails and threads
are removed, the leather ground up
into a fine pulp, and is ready to use.

**The embossed leather paperings
which have come into fashion lately,
and the stamped leather fire screens
are really nothing but thick paper
covered with a layer of this pressed
leather pulp. The finer the quality
of the leather, the better it takes the
bronze and old gold and other ex-
pensive colors in the designs painted
on them.

“We could buy the old shoos
cheaper if it were not for the com-
petition from carriage houses and
book-binders and pigiyreTiame
makers. I doc’t know how many
other trades use old shoes and boets
but the tops of carriages are largely
made of them, ground up and made
into shects. Bookbinders use them
in making the cheaper forms of
leather bindings, and the new style
of leather frames with leather mats
in them are ontirely made of the
cast-off covering of our feet.

—A pianoforte has been made in
Paris in which paper takes the place
of wood, the whole case being manu-
factured from paper so compressed
that in is able to receive ‘a hard sur-
face, and a' perfect polish. The
colour is cream-white. The tone of
the instrument is reported not to be
loud, but very sweet. The short,
broken character of the sounds emit-
ted by ordinary pianofortes is re-
placed by a soft, full, quassi-continu-
ous sound resembling somowhat
that of the organ. It has been sug-
gested that the evenness of texture
of the compressed paper may have
someinfluence in affecting this modi-
fication of sound.

—The practice of reliring to * cy-
clone pitts ” during a storm has led
to a schiem in a Georgia church. A
majority of the brethren considered
such a means of safety an evidence
of distrpst in God.

At that time political
excitement was running high; the
country was convulsed, and Grant,
in common with his friends and
neighbors, took a deep interest in
the question under discussion. Dur-
ing that year he made the acquaiot-
anceof John A. Rawlins,then a young
vigorous lawyer and Democriiic
politican, rapidly rising into public
notice. In 1861 the rebellion broke
out; and Rawlins, whobad canvass-
ed the Galena district a8 the Doug-
las Democratic candidate for Presi-
den tial Elector, was cailed upon to
address his fellow citizens at a pub-
lic: meeting to be held at Galena.
It was expected he would take a
view of the crisis in opposition to
Elibu B. Washburne, the Republican
member of Congress, and throw his
influence against the war ; but, to the
surprise of many, he made an im-
passioned appeal in behalf of the
preservation of the Union at every
cost. Capt. Grant heard this speech
wag captivated by it, and gave in
his adhesion to  the doctrine of
coercion so fearlessly and eloquently
procluimed by the young lawyer.
They became fast friends, and a few
months afterwards, when Grant re-
ceived his commission as Brigadier-
Genersl, he obtaived the appoint
ment of Rawlins as_his Aesistant-
Adjutant-General, with the rauvk of
Captain. Thenceforth t1ll the death
of the latter they were inseparable.
Rawlins was a remsrkable man,
possessing extraordinary abilitigg,
and force of will and energy. At
23 years of age he was burning char-
coal for aliving. By his own indus-
try and thrift be had educated him-
sell, studied law, gained rank at the
bar and an honorable pesition in
the community. At the outbreak
of the war he was 8 much more con-
siderable man than Capt. Grant, in
Galena and the surrounding country.
He was, of course, entirely ignorant
of military science, and yet in cer-
tain respects he was the complement
and counterpart of his chief, and
afterwards exerted upon him as
great an influence as Gneisnau or
Mufliing exerted over DBlucher or
Berthier over Napoleon.

After the capture of Vicksburg
all cavil against Grant was silenc-
ed, and all eyes began to turn to-
ward him as the only General who
made clean work of Lis campaigns.
It was at this time that a delegation
of Christian people called upon My.
Lincoln and told him they under-
stood that Gen. Grant was a drink-
ing man and asked if it was s0. Mr.
Lincoln said he didn’t know, but if
it was so he weuld like to ascertain
where Grant bought his liquor so
that e might send a barrel of the
same sort to each of his army com-
manders.

He is
ignerant of the fate of the others as well
as their names,

— Schr, *¢ Lizzie K.,” Gayton master,
with about 100 tons of bark on board, fell
over from the public wharf at Moncton on
Sunday when the tide was out, and bilged
her side so badly that she filled when the
tide came in, destroying the cargo, which
was valued at $500.

—At Swanee, Ga., on the Richmond &
Danville railroad, a train ran over a cow,
throwing one chr from the track. In the
car were 156 negro train hands and six
bars of iron. The car turned on its side
and the iron fell upon the negroes, killing
seven and wounding'three more.

—Rev. John Arthur Simpson, who once
had charge of the Baptist church at New-
castle, Queen's Co., but has not been
preaching for some years, was arrested
at Fredericton last week for horse-steal-
ing. The case is being investigated and
is producing a profound sensation.

—Two thousand tons of new crop tea
will come by the Northern Pacific in a few
days to St. Paul and more easterly cities.
The rate from Yokohama to New Yeork is
$1.75 per ton, which is said to be as low
as the lowest by sailing vessels in former
times, te say nothing of the time saved,

—The record of last week’s mortality in
New York shows there were 1,094 deaths
against 896 in the same week last year.
In no week in 1884 did the number of
deaths reach 1,000. ,The highest was 999,
The highest number of deaths ever re-
corded in ordinary seasons was that for
the week ending July 6, 1872, in the
dreadful heat of that summer, when the
record reached 1,591.

~—The wreck of the ‘* Edgar Stuart” was
the occasion of serious loss to two Metho-
dist ministers, Rev. Mr. Cassidy, Presi-
dent of the Nova Scotia Conference, who
was oo board with his family, lost all his
effects, including furniture, clothes and
library. Rev. Mr, Langille, who was re-
moving from Kentville to Lockeport had
all his personal effects on board and lost
everything.

—A man named McKeever, who was
found badly wounded in a boat adrift at
Saskatchewan Landing last Friday, states
that he was fired upon by a band of Indians
while he was takicg his dinmer on a small
island some forty miles west of the Land-
ing. He says they fired alout ten shots,
but only one took effect. He got into his
boat and managed to escape, but the In-
dians followed some distance. The police
have been ordered to start in pursuit of
the Indians.

--An iron ship is now being built at
Dumbarton, Scotland, by McMillan &
Sons, celebrated iron ship builders, for
parties in Yarmoath. She was contracted
for last winter by Messrs. Wm. Law &
Co., and is to be 1325 tons register. She
will be launched about August 15. The
canvas for her 'sails has been contracted
for by the Yarmouth Cotton Duek Co.,
and went to Boston, Wednesday, to be
sent to Scotland. This will be the first
iron ship built for Yarmouth.

—A mysterious tragedy occurred on the
Hn]i[%x express near Levis on Mouday.
A man named Kerr, who was wanted in
the United States for some crime, and for
whose arrest a reward of $5,000 is said to
have been offered, was a passenger on the
train and was arrested by Kehoe, an
American detective. While the two were
passing from one car to another Kerr was
fatally shot and it was reported that he
had committed suicide, but the action of
the detective and his inability to give s
satisfactory account of the occurrence
lead to a suspicion of foul play.

—The Fredericton GQleaner says: A
stirring scene presents itself to one who
stands upon the Marysville Bridge for a
little white. On every hand are evidences
of business life and activity. The hum of
the great cotton factory reaches his ears,
the steady strokes of the gang saws
broken by the sharper tones of the edgers,
the trimmers, and the lath machines,
swell the volume of sound. Over ou the
hill the walls of seven new brick buildings
are rising, and a jet of steam shows that
the brick machines are hard at work.
Below the bridge a large force ot men are
excavating for the new lath mill, while
directly oppesite another crew are clear-
ing the ground for a new foundry. The
constant stream of teams laden with new
cotton, cotton cloth, bricks, firewood,
building material, merchandize or farm
produce, fills up the centre of the picture.
And all this in & time of depression.

He said yes,
they could go ss far as the Mussel
Shoals in Alabama. These shoals
are almost on a parallel with Corinth,
and when he made this reply the
thought flashed wpon me, it came to
me all in a minate, that here was
the solution! The Tennesse river,
and not the Mississippi, was the
right line of action.. 1 eagerly com-
municated this idea to the pilot,
and he eagerly grasped it. I told
Jadge Evans, and he said ‘that was
the move,” and then, rising up in
great excitement I exclaimed, ¢ I'll
have 1t done!” It was, you see, to
attack the enemy in the rear; to
come upon them by a quick
move up the Tennessee, sever the
Memphis and Charleston Railroad
at Corinth, cut off the enemy’s
source of supply, advance upon
Vicksburg, leave Nashville to its
fate, and give the army of the
Potomac a chance to advange. Yes,
L said, ¢ I'll have it done,’ and I did.”

The way in which Miss Carroll
repeated these words, with arm up-
lifted, and eyes as bright as stars,
was electrifying. It was the move-
ment in" the rear,” she continued,
*“ surprising the enemy and cutting
off their connection with Richmond,
that won us the victories in the Ten-
nessee valley. No one had seen
this, until the thought came to me
that day in my little room at St.

Louis. This was early in Novem-
ber, 1861, 1 wrote at once to
Thomas A Scott, and also to Ed-

ward Bates, that I believed the
Mississippi expedition would fail;
and urged them to have the gun-
boats tranferred to the Tennessee,
and to make that river the line of
agtion. Seon. after, I returned - 1o
Washington and commuoicated my
plan to Assistant Secretary Scott.
When 1 explained it to him he threw
up both hands and exclaimed, ‘ My
soul, Miss Carroll, you bave saved
the country !” And I said to bim, * if
you will carry this out you will
cover yourself with glory!" For 1
thought absolutely nothing at the
time of my own part in the traps-
aetion.

“The pian was submitted to Pres-
ident Liuncoln, and approved by
him with enthusiasm; and after
some necessary delay he, as Com-
mander-in-chief, ordered the change
of plan by which Grant, under Hal-
leck’s orders, advanced up the Ten-
nessee, and finally met the enemy at
'Shilob. Halleck at this same time
1ad 8 plan of his own for attacking
Nashville 1n ald' of General Baell’s
march on Knoxville, but the Presi-
dent’s orders were superior, and, as
his subordinate, Halleck carried
them out substantially as set down
in my plan. Colonel Scott. went
Weet, and on his return told me
that this change of plan had saved
the country millions. If they bad
carried it out sooner and more quick-
ly be"might have been able to say
thet iv saved nok only millions of
money, but countless lives. The
diversion to Donélson gave the
epemy time to re-enforce their
strength, and came well-nigh bring-
ing us a defeat at Shiloh. I suppose
I seem terribly egotistic, talking so
much about myself,” concluded Miss
Carroll, * but I have to seem so if I
speak of 1t at all. I was chosen to
do this work, and all T ask is simple
justice. That is all.”

In sddition to this thrilling story,
Miss Carroll told me of her'acquaint-
ance with tbe leaders of the Counfed
eraey, of her celstions with Governor
Hicks, an'l of s corversation with
General Grant concerning the Ten-
nessce campuign.  She was a per-
sonal friend of Jefferson Davis, and
tried hard te persuade him to re-
main in the Union, prophesying to
him that he would lose all if he
persisted in his intent to secede.
He, in turn, tried to persuade her to
remain true to the South.

But perhaps the most interesting
story was her interview with Gen-
erul Grant. At this time she was
considering whether to apply to
Congress for remuneration for the
large sums expended (by request of
the War Department), in printing
and distributing ber pamphlets, and
also for recognition as the author of
the Tennessee plan. She met Gen-
eral Grant, and to!ld him the story
here related. *He was like a child,”
she said. “ He asked me all about
it, and how I came to think of it;
and until I described my plan to
him, ard showed how success came
from its consnmmation, | am con-
vinced that he bad no conception
that it was this that brovght us
victory. He-evidently had thought
nothing ahgn} it. until I called it to
bis notice. After I had pointed out
to him how and why it was that the
Tenpessee river instead of the Mis-
sissippi, wasthe proper line of attack,
as his successes had proved, be ex-
claimed, * Why, evory soldier ought
to have thought of it!' * Yes,” I're-
plied, * every soldier ought, but who
did? Did you, General Grant?
And if you did not, who did?’ And
he was silent. He never claimed to
bave thonght of it, nor has any one
else.” 5

Such is the story of Anna Ella
Carroll, though it is impossible to
reproduce its vivid narration. She
was God’s agent in the nation’s day
of peril. She it was whose genius
grasped the situation and solved the
problem whereby * The Father of
Waters again goes unvexed to the
sea.”
