Every father and motiher bas certain

responsibilities. This is a truism, It
seems foolish to repeat it, so generally
is it accepted, But very few fathers and
mothers ever accurately define for them.
selyes just what these responsibilities
are. They believe that their children
ought to be taught, well clothed, well
fed, They provide schools, often with.
out much discrimination ; they feed the
children, they clothe them. Tae mother
who runs a sewing.machine all day to
provide frills for her children considers
herself a marytr to her duty to them,
when, in truth, she is only a marytr to
tuat spirit of vanity which dictates that
they shall be better dressed than other
people’s children. The father who
spends his days in accumulating money,
and who has no time to become really
acquainted with the dispositions of his
boys, declares to heaven that he, t0o, is
a martyr. How can his sons go wrong
with such an example before them?
And yet this very devotion to what he
calls his duty is separaling them day by
day from him. *“We are slaves of our
children,” he cries out; “I work for
my board, that I may be able to bring
them up well and leave them money.”

Gy Fawkes’ day, or the aunniversary of
the gunpowder plot, there was a celebra-
t'on at Oitawo, at which the usual fiery
d:llverances agalust Popery were uttered
by Rov. Measre. J. F. Gormsn, D :, Ryck-
raan, and F, W, Farmers, We bave not
observed sny full report of the epeeches
mnde, but we are told that these gentle-
men took the place cf the Rev. w. F.
Wilson, the Methodlst migister of Toronto
wio & couple of years 8go refused to
“ move on ” when ordered to do sc by a
brother Orange policeman, sud, refuslog to
do 85, was fined in consequence by the
police magistrate,

Me, Wilson’s deliverances fre well
kanowa to be, on these occaslone, of the
most violent character, and it 1s oo account
of this viclence that he is called upon 8o
frequently to sir his elcquence before
O:snge audiences, Last year he addreszed
the Orangemen of O:itawa on Guy Fawkes’
day, and 1t 1s owing to the acceptabliity of
his falschoods that he wes appolnted to
lecture agaln on this year’s xecurrence of
the day. Tals time, however, owlng to
{llueee, it is eald, he did oot put i an
appearance.

A correspondent of the Ottawa Uitizen,
over the signature Brannagh, in view of
Mr. Wilson’s intention to lecture again,
recenily called attention to the icflam.
matory language and false slatements
made usa of by that gentleman last
year—siatements which he has not re.
tracted, though their mendacity bad
been exposed at the time in two letters
which appeerced in the Toronto Mail,
ovor the eignature “F. W, G, I

Me, Wilson, sfter praising the beonefi-
cent rule of Qaeen Vicleria, eaid : “Car.
dioal Manning had asscrted that the
gway of Victoria was done in Eogland
and that the Roman sway would take
its place. The Victorian sway, he would
tell the Cardinal, was not done in Eng
land, was not done in Oatario, was not
d)ao in this good city of Ottawa”

Cardinal Manning never used any
guch lavguage; and when this outrage
ons falschood was exposed the only
defencs whick Mr. Wilson was able to
muke wes that the Cardiaal had said :

“Phe royal eupremacy (the Reforma-
tion in concreto the essence of sll heresy,)
g perished, and the supremacy ot the

Viear of Curist re enters Eogland,”
fven thosze words, if they had bzen au

asurate quotation from the Qardinal’s
address, would sulize to ehow that His
B ninoncs moant that tha headship of
the Iaglish soversign over the Church
had prastically passed away. There i3
10 relerence to the temporal authority
of tha Qicen. Bat even this quotation
has bzen garbled for the purpose of
makiog it appear that it was of the
() 10en's temporal rule that the Cardinal
was speaking.

Tae correct version of the Cardinal’s
words makes the truth appear beyond
cavil, They are to be found in his *' Mis-
cellanies ; vol. 1.7 Tue passage is of
considerable length, but its drilt is as
{ollows: He speaks of the gradual re-
tara to faitb which has been taking
place, even within the Anglican com
munion, in which doctrine after dectrine,
which had formerly been rejected, had
been re-adonted by alarge party, and he
reranrls want * Catholic truth has now
received its complement in the full re
entrance of the Catholic Church and the
authority of the Vicarof Jesus Christ.”

Concerning the *Supremacy of the
Crown, which is the Raformation n con
ereto,” he points out that it ¢ has liter
ally come to naught. . . . lreland would
never submit to it, Scotland rejected
it, . . . half the people of England re-
jeot it at this day. Of the other half the
great raajority know nothing of it ; of the
remaining mirority the most enlightened
only tolerate it a8 an obsolete law, ex-
plain it away, limit 1t on every side,
write sgaivst ity speak evil of it or re.
jact it altogether, Still worse than this,
i 8 own lawyers cutiail its pretensions ;
aad, worst of all, it has lately pronounced
jts own acts to be invalid in a
large field of its supposed jurisdictions—
tha is, it has died by felodese, o o o

The royal supremacy has perished by the
law of mortality ., . . . . and the
supremacy of the Viear of Jeeus Christ
re-enters a6 full of life as when Henry
VIIL reeisted Clement VIL, and E'iza-
beth withstood S, Pius V.”

This is enough to show to what mis-
representations Guy Fawkes orators
must have recourse in order to make
out a case against the Catholic Church,
Without mi:representation and false-
hood they would have no case at all. It
is the truth that the royal eupremacy in
raligion is rejected in Ireland and Scot-
land, and in Canads, too, while in Eog-
laud only a small fraction of the popu-
lation accept it in & much modified and
restricted form : and Mr, Wilson’s own
sect rejects the doctrine of the roysl
supremacy in loto,

But we bave said enough of Mr. Wil-
son and those of his ilk, Let us ack of
what use is it to observe Guy Fawkes
day at all? The only objeot of it is
to keep up discord between Catholics
and Protestants on issues which bave
long since died out.

Taere is no doubt that it was the in
tention of Gay Fawkes and his fellow-
conspirators to blow up the British Par
liament ; but their plot was by no means
a plot of the Catholica of England,
They were a few desperate characters,
not by any means even ordinarily respect
able Catholics, nor bad they any encour.
agement from the Catholic body gener-
ally. Yet in palliation, cot in justifica
tion, of their intention, it must be re-
membered that they were goaded on by
the persecution to which they were sub
jacted, the most cruel, almost, of which
the history of any nation gives a record.
When men are thus pushed to acts
of retaliation, they forget all principles
of morality in order to have vengeance ;
and this was the case with Fawkes,
Winter Digby and the other plotters on
this occasion, They were goaded to
madness by a cruel penal code, and
they thought to revenge themselves on
the Parliament which pessed the laws
under which they suffered, And yet, it
cannot be denied that in all probability,
and we might say to a certainty, these
desperate men were snared into their
course by King James’ Prime Minister,
Lord Qecil, who wished to add to his own
strength and popularity by bringing
odium on the Catbolic body. History
almost demonstrates that this plot was
of his concoction entirely, and that he
mveigled into it the desperate char-
acters who undertock it, in order that
the kirg and himself might giin a
reputation for great wisdom by un-
ravelling and discovering it in the
nick of time, before it could be put into
execution, At all events there ia no
justitication for the violent speeches
which are made annually against all
Catholics whenever the fitth of Novem-
ber comes around, nor for the denuncia-
tions against Catholics which are read
oa that day in Anglican churches when
the directions of the Book of Common
Prayer are carried out. These denuncia.
tions are not based upon truth; and
it should beremembered that there have
been plots by Protestants fully as atroci:
ous as the terrible “Gunpowder Piot "
The histories of Eogland and Scotland
are full of them ; and it would ba better
for the sake of charity and good fellow-
ship that the atrocities of & troublesome
period of history should pass ioto
oblivion,

The abuasive language and filsehoods of
such fizebrands as Rev. Moassra, Wilson,
Gormas, Ryckman, Farmers, ete,, may do
much harm to our common couuntry,
They will certalnly result in no good.

THE PALLIUM,

The word pallium, by which is desig
nated the emblem worn by an Arch-
bishop to indicate metropolitan author
ity, is derived from the Latin, in which
language it means orginally a mantle or
cloak. It was worn in the East by
patriarche, and, according to Plantus, it
is derived from plautus, a ekin, A
garment was frequently used by monks
which went by this name, bui it now
consists of & narrow band made of
white wool which is solemanly blessed
by the Pope and is conferred by
him on Archbishops as a mark
of increased dignity, The wool is
farnished by lambs which are rearedin the
convent of St, Agues at Rome., It is
placzed on the shoulders of an Archbishop
when he celebrates solemn Mass, and it
surrounds the neck, with vertical bands
hanglng down In front and behind, From
a notico glven by Amularluse In the
ninth century, It appears to have
assumed at that tlme ita present shape,
and in the church of &t Vitalls at
Ravenna there is a Mosaic of the sixth
century representing St, Peter with the
pallium, very nearly in its present form,
There are indeed several instances
in the sixth century recorded in
ecclesiastical history when the pallium
was conferred by the Popes, as upon
Theodore, Archbishop of Laureacus, in
524 and Auxaurius, Archblshop of Arles, in
545, 8o that it has certainly been used for
nearly it present purpose and in its
modern shape for many ceatarles,

It is ornamented with a cross and is at:

tached to the chasuble by three golden
pios, and as it must always be the gift of
the Pops, it is regarded as a sign that sll
eccleciastical jurisdiction must come
from the Holy Sse. The Pope wears it
wherever he may cflisiate, but Arch.
bishops wear it only within the limits of
their Metropolitan authority, and on
important occasions when they celebrate
with solemnity.

CANON DUMOULIN.

0a Saudsy eventog last the Loyal Pro-
testant Iciehmen of Toronto held thelr
twentieth anniversmry eexvice In St
James’ Oathedral, Toronto. Canon Da-
moulln, with a very French name, bat
with s very Iilsh scient that betrays his
origin, dellvered an addrees euitable to
the ocesslon, The sermon was suited not
only to the occaslon but to the circum-
stances and to the feellngs of the crowd of
¢ix hundred Protestant Irlshmen present.
The Rev. Canon admitted, as every scholar
who knowa history must admit, that Ire-
land erjoyed all the glorles of freeiom
and iodependence, He knew, he ssid,
that her kings had arisen In thelr m!ght
with thelr sworde, broad and bold, to mala-
taln her csuses and fight hor battles, He
kuoew t(hat Ireland bsd centurles of inde:
pendence, But he knew that In the
twelfth century she was annexed to Eog
land, and he “also knew that the Bull
proposing the sealing of that very anncca
tion proceeded from the Pope of Rome ' The
rev. lecturer might have add«d that such
 Ball, if ever lssued, was granted by an
Eoglishman, Adrlan 1V. But Father
Tom Buarke, in his controversy with
James A Froude, proved that the sup-
posed Bull of Adrian 1V, was s forgery.
Dz, Morav, who {s now Archbishop of
Sldney, bas written whole chapters in
ehowing that such a document never ex-
lsted. It was several years after the in-
vaslon by Strongbow in Ireland that
it was first heard of. Heury II,
Kiog of Eagland, could e2slly, and wita
very lttle scruple, have forged such s
Bull. Ha was married to the dlvorcad
wile of Louls VII, kiog of France, and
he bad imbrued his royal hands in the
blood of the martyred Bishop of Canter-
bary, St Thomas a’Becket. It would
cost him little to forge a document in
order to impose on the Bishopeard pedple
of Ireland. Aunyway, it was rather hazird-
ous of Canon Damoulln to ssy that he
knows all about the Ball in question.
More accuracy and less flippancy would
aseist the Rav. Cznon in maintaining his
reputation as a respectable historian and
honest expounder of trath,

It is wonderful what all the Rav,
Cinon Dumoulin does know ! He said in
his lecture that * he knew very well that
an alien Cahurch, which in the twelfth
century interfered with the ancient lib-
erties, and handed her over to Eagland,
now busily interferad with the same lib.
erlies in the nineteenth century, and
would take Ireland away from Queen
Victoria.” In other words that ¢ Home

And did not St
Patrick briog that faith from Rome] It
was the Roman Catholic faith, therefore,
and none other, that lived in the bearts of
the Irlsh peaple previous to the sr:ival of
the English freebooters, with Sirongbow
at their heal, No alien Church appeared
in Ireland until the Englich establishment

The proportion
of Irish cffizers {s recorded on the register
of the House of Commons, and it ls not
to be wondered at that the sufferings
which the Irlsh people had endured
through B:itlsh persecution should have
made them enter with eplrlt upon the
war of Amerlcan Independence,

At the time of the civil war, the
seceding States had a population of
12,000,000, and the Northern States of
about 20,000,000, 'Tae Catholics were
about one.fifth of the last-mentioned
number, but they constituted twa.fifths
of the army. It is therefore absolutely
cartain that the Catholics of the North
were the most loyal citizens, as they
were also the first to proclaim liberty of
conscience in Maryland,

ARCHBISHOP FLEEHAN'S SIL
VER JUBILEL.

Tae great city of Caicago was en fute all
last week in honor of Archbishop Fee-
han’s eilver jubilee. He was consacrated
Bishop of Nashville, Tenneszee, on the
1st of November, 1565, London ought
tofcel intercst:-d in the career of His
Grace of Chicago, e1nca it was directly to
him, while he was Bizhop of Nashville,
that Fathers Kolly, O Brisn and McGv.
ern were sent by the Saperior of the
Dominicans,in 1867. Tae namoes of thosa
three Fathersarestillheld in gratefulacd
reverential mamory by the Catholics of
London. Tne two first named Fathe:s
died at their posts while attending the
faver.strickan during the terrible days
of 15877 and 1575, when yellow fevar vis-
ited Memphis and spread death and
desclation in every quarter of tha city,
and while all wao could ware ilyaing
{rom the ecourge, twenty.threo priests
and as wmany Sisters of Charity fell
mertyrs to their z2al during the reign of
the dread epidemie,

On September 10, 1880, the indefatig
able Bishop who had not spsrad himsef
in tima of trouhle and dangar, was
selected by the Pope to occupy the
Metropolitan See of Chisago. He ruc
eceedea the much lamented Right Rev
Thomas Folsy, brotber of the preesent
venerated Bishop of Doatrait, The
arrival of Archbisbop Feehan in Chicago,
juel ten years 8go, was the occasion of &
grand demonstration—committees aund
deputations met him at nearly every
gtation ; while a large uumber of citizens
went to Nashville and accompanied him
all the way from that ciiy to Chicago,

Toe 1st November, 1800, was a day
never to be forgotten in Chicago, the
great central emporium of this con-
tinent. The procession which formad

All the family tradition goes to show that
the last yests of Benedict Arnold in Lon-
don were years of bitter remorse and self-
reproach.

The
fron frame, which had withstyod the
fatigue of so many trylog battle fieldsand
sil) more trylog marches through the
wiiderness, broke down at last under the
slow torture of lost frlendships and
merited dl:grace. In the last sad days in
London, in June, 1801, the famlily tra:
dltion says that Arnold’s mind kept revert-
ing to his old friendsh'p with Washivgton.
He had always carefully preserved the
American uniform which he wore on the
day when he made his escape to the Val:
ture ; and now as, broken in epirit and
weary of life, he felt the last moment
coming, he called for this uniform and put
it on, and decorated himeelf with the
epaulettes snd aword knot which Washing-
ton had given bim after the victory of

commiesion ; or even, had bhe openly ard
frankly gone over to the enemy, much ay
we sbou!d have deplored such a step, some
persous wou'd always bave been f und to
jadge him lcntently, snd sccord bim the
credit of acting upon principle, But the
datk snd erovked covrse which he did
choose left open no alternative but that of
ucqualified condemuation, 1f we feel loes
of contempt snd more of sorrow in the
csse of Arnold than in the csse of such a
weakling as Coarles Li2e, our verdict fs oot
the less unmivigated. Arnold’s fall was by
far the more terrible, sa he feli from a
greater helght, aud into a depth than
which none couid be lower. It s only
falr tka: we should recall bis eervices to
the caute of American independence,
which were nnquestionably grester than
those of any other man in the Continental
army except Washipgton snd Greene
But it is part of the natural penalty that

Thomas P Murphy, the penniless organ-
{at of her father’s chapel.
Sae dled ina foreign land, and the hus.
band, for whom she eacrificed everything,
breathed bis lact in & Bcston hospital on
the 12 b foet.
Murphy was born In London of Irish
parents, and was left an orplan at an
early ago. He was cared for by Cathclic
clergy men, through whom be became the
protege of a Weaithy Cathollc dowager in
Loodon. She sent him to Lalpelc to be-
gl at the root of his art, and later had
him echooled in the famous Coneervatory
of Muste in Brusels.
There he was geaduated with honor, Str
Arthur Sallivan beicg one of his class
mates, and Rossinl one the Exzamining
C mmittee,
The dowager avd Murphy’s old friends,
the price's, hed bim appointed organiet at
the chorch of Brompton Oratory, the
most 1t flaential place of Catholic worskip
{n London, The organ wss bulit for the
coropation cf George 111, and wae old
fachloned, and Murphy soon fourd that
he wes not streng ewough to poerform
upon ir,  As it was ruinlug his health he
resolved to resign.
At that time the Brompton Fathers re-
ceived three applications for organists,
Oce came from the Earl of Ke:nmare, the
second from the Blshop of Ardagh, and
the thhid from Lord Ga:lneborcug
Murphy was given bis cholce, and eelected
the posiiion in Eagland, for the reason
that it was nearer home, Ha was then
about twenty years old, short in stature,
slender, blue-eyed, and with a poll of
cucling, blonde hair. Hls intellectual at-
talnmeits were not numerous, his whole
time baviog bzen devoted to the study of
music.
Lady Blanche was the daughter cf Lord
Gslneborough and the Duchess of Fife,
and was the seventeenth granddaughter of
the Eurl of Errcl  She wss a highly cul
tivated woman, a fine linguist, and a
gkilled mustclan, When young Marphy
came to her fathor’s estate, Huxsm Hail,
Ratlavdshire. she was twenty four years
old, Her figure was petite, her eyes blue,
and her halr go'den,
Many noblemen had pald court to her,
but she was fancy free. She bad led the
chapel cholr, composed of tenants on her
father's estate, Rehersals gave the muel
clan and bis employer's daughter ample
opportunities for flirtations that ended in
love making. They concealed thelr affec
tlon for months, until her father learned
the true etate of sffalra, and {utimated to
Murphy that kis res'gnation would be
acceptable.

Murphy wanted to explain, but was
politely ushered to the family carrlage
aud driven to the nesrest rallway station,
aud went to London. Before long the
lovers began conducting a clandestine cor-
respondence that finally resulted in the
making of a rendezvous in London,

In Sa tember, on the Earl of Galnebor-
ough’s estate, the annual harvest festivel
was celebrated with wine and wassail, and
he sat at the table for bours with hia ten.
ants and nelghbors, Lady Blanche had
shrewdly fixed on this time of festivity to
fly to her eweethcart in London,

She left her home atthied in a house
mald’s frock and cloak, walked three
miles across the fields to the railway
station, aud & few hours later joined
Murphy in London.

Lady Blanche’s dlsappearance was dls.
covered, but her father's loyalty to custom
kept, him at the head of the banquet table
uotil midoight, when he eent telegrams
flying from Wexham to the London de
tectives.

Toe lovers were found on the eve of thelr
merriage, and the Eirl offered the organ.
{st & handsome snuuity if he would leave
Her Ladyship and go to the Continent.

This off:r Murphy declined, and his
wife told her father that if her affianced
had consented she would have entered a
convent,

Tweed and bis eccessorles fell, and with
them went Murpby, who became organist
of 8 church in Yorkvill, L:dy Marpby,
in ber hour of direst need, would not aek
the Eal for money, in the bope that he
would forgive her husband and beveull.

Then there Was 8
second hypotheste, the acceptance of which
they were told would re-unite Chrlsten
dom, snd that principle of re-union was
that the Bible should be sccepred as-the
univereal gaide to trath, not es inter-
preted by individuals, bat by the light f
Chrlstian antiquity. They were in fact to
accept the docirine of a great light of the
sixth century, who eald what they ought
to alm at was to belleve what had always
been belleved, what hed been helieved
everywhere, and by all the Church, Xe
cording to that theory, what
A MAN IN THE NINETEENTH CENTURY
who was perplexed by the cewflicting
teachblogs of the varfous sects had to do
wasto go to the psges of the Fathers of
the early Cburch and ses what they eald
about the interpretation. When a youug
sean was told to go back to antiquity and
me what the Fathers bad to say, wae ho to
take down the twenty-five volames of St.
Augustine and the volumes that contained
ths writiogs of St, Chrysostom and other
Fathers, snd plck out his Carlstianity
from them 7 That was ealvation by eradi
tion or scholarship, but how wany men
:elle there who were capable of Winuing
ielr
SALVATION THROUGH THEIR ECHOLAR-
SHIP,
Surely that was an utterly impoesible
method for the maes of men ; and, beeides,
men would quarrel about the teachings of
of the Fathers ¢xectly as they did avout
tae Bible. He would pues to another
hypothesls, Toathypothesis was that the
great panaces over all the woes of Oh:ls.
tondom was to call together s general
councll, and the idea was thet when that
council bad d'scovered what the truth was
all Cbristendom would rally round it.
That proposal, however, was open to 8
fundameatal objaction, when 1t supposcd
that the trutb, as revealed by Chrlst, was
last. But if that were unfortuuately the
case, aud the truth were really lost, what
men, or what collection of men, were
clever enough to dlscover it7 But paesing
over that iaitial difficulty, let them ask
themeelves whether they wanted
ONE GENERAL ASSEMBLY OF ALL THE
CHURCHES CF CHRISTENDOM,
inl who was to call that sssembly, and
woo was to be admitted to it?7 Where
they to admit to 1t the heretics who had
been condemned by the counclle of the
Church one thoussud two hundred and
oune thoueaud three hundred years sgo?
Were they to make a fresh start, and draw
8 line, eay at the fullowiag morning, sev-
eriag themeelves from the whole part of
Christianity, and begfa & new religion ?
That, if it worked, might be a success—it
might be a Christianity—but not the
Chrisifanity nor the Cburch founded by
Coartst, Then, if thelr council were
formed, by what majority of votes Would
be required
TO AGREE UPON A FORMULA OF FAITH
aud, supporing they got them to agree as
to a formula of faith, who was to enforce
it, and supposing, lo future, diffisulties
arose as to these huge assemblies, who was
to rectify thelr errors add reconcile their
dlaputes ?  Was that couacll always to re-
main sltting? Those were the questions
which made that hypothesisa of the
“truth loving general council,” as the
Archbishop of Cauterbury had called it,an
absolutely unworkable one.

The festiyal of All Saints which we are
celebrating during these days should
suggest to us, dear brethren, somo
thougbts of our eternal home wherein
we shall one day praise God with His
enints if we are but faithful to His grace,
It were well for us to think of that
bleered country in which there is no
weeping ard mourning, in which sin
enters not and where God, all eufficient
and sll suflicing, is the portion of His
£ainte, Hope, indeed, bids us lift these
eyes of ours, which delight t0 much in
earthly proepects-—hope bids us lift our
eyes 10 neaven that we may learn the
worth of eternity,

The truth that we have an eternal des-
tiny, is, alae, too often préctically lost
sight of and as & consequence our lives
are not ordered for eternity but for time.
I eay practically loss sight of bacause,
although we do not indeed question the

And as he walked away the lleutenant
must have felt exceedlogly cheap,

It 1s not alone in war that a good
temper 1s reqnisite, The cool, sclf-bal
acced man is always the succeseful man
in buslnets;, To act on impulse 3 to act
wroagly nine times out of ten, It rarely
takes more than a few minutes to inquire
into detalls, and look at all eldes of &
queetion, before coming to a declelon,
and, as & rule, It raves hours, and perhaps
days, of after vexation,

The man who loses hls temper s not
alwayz in the wrong ; but to the onlooker
he always appears to be wrong.

When two person engsge in an argu-
ment or debate, the one who keeps his
temper wiil always get the best of it.

Oane of the mlssionaries In the [ndian
Territory, Father Thomas Dapercn, re.
lates this charm!ng anecdote: The little
tribe of the Kickapoos, who came from
New Mex!co to the Indian Terrltory rome
years ago live at present along the North
Canedlan. In the summer tlme they
dwell in log houses, bullt generally on
some hillocke ; but during the winter they
seek for refuge some timbered valleys in
order to be protected agalnst the morth
wind,

Oar Rev. Futher Prefect Apostolic be-
Ing very anxlous to get from that tribe
some children for the school of Saint
Elizabeth’s Mleslon, I started at the end
of December to pay them a visit, Accom.
panied by an interpreter, I arrived at thelr
village sltaated a% the foot of a little hill,
I found a few houses, entirely primitive,
that ls to say, wigwams made skilfully
with mats, and covered with skine and
large pleces of bark, Every house is
about sixtecn feot long and twelve feet
wide. You go in through a door kept
closed by a curtaln, and you fiad no win.
dows, except two skylights used also as
chimneys, Before these dwellinge, chil-
dren half naked were playing together,
some women were making collars of pearl,
some were eewing, some others were cook-
log. I atked fcr the chlef. A young
fellow brought ue to one of these wigwams
larger than the others, I went in and
met there a dczen men smoking and talk.
ing together. Several were clothed as
citizens, but the moet of them had for
only garment the slmple and primitive
blanket. I shook hands with them and
gave them some cigars.  After that,
through my interpreter I made known
the object of my visit ;

% My friends,” eald I, “T am a Catholle
priest coming to announce to you good
news, We built for your glrle a large
school at Purcell. They can be boarded
there, and Instracted gratultously. They
will be there under the maternal care of
some good ladies we call Slaters, who have
abandoned thelr family, their fortune and
their fatherland to come here among you,

go to Parcell, you will be able to ¢es them,
and after three or four years, your girle
come back to vou with & good, practical
education, What do you think about
that 1"

The fisst chlef, an old man sixty years
of age, thin, but with eharp features, rose
to auswer in the name of the others, The
Interpreter tranelated his words :

" We are glad,” eald he, “ to hear your
proposal. It is Indecd a very mice one.
We would be very well satlsfial to see
our children well educated, But please
tell me fa the name of whom do you
come? Are you the first chief of the
Catholig religion tn tbls country.”

“No,” [ replied, “ L am one of his es-
s'stants ; he will come himeelf afier s while
to see you.”

‘‘Ah! Ah! Veay well,”

Saylog that, he was looking attentively
at my Brevisry, which seemed to excite in
8 peculiar manner bls carlosity :

“ You bave in your hand,” sald he, “a
big book, you call it the Bible, do you
not? We can not read that book, but
nevertheless (and then the old chief
pointed to his neart), we have ourselves a
Bible bere, That Dible tells us that there
ls & Great Spirit looking at us.  That
Bible tells me that I must abstala from
etealiog the horse, the cow, the gun, and
the goods of my ne'ghbor. That Bible
tells me that I can not touch the wife of
my frlend, Tbat Bible teils me that I
must take care of my old father and my
old mother, and partake with the needy
the piece of breed I have, Is it not what
you read also in your Bible 1

“ Abgolutely the same,”

*“ Very well, then come to ses us agaln,
and we will be able to understard one
another,”

[ bade them good bye and withdrew
admiring the besutiful expreaston used by
the poor savage, to style the Natural Law
of which Salnt Paul speaks iu his eplstle
to the Romans, and I concalved the groat-
est hope that, fn that respect, and the fal.
filment of the Natural Law engraved in
thelr hesrts, the Kickapoons are perhaps
one of thore reglons mentioned by our
Lord ia the Gospel, that are already white
and ripe for the celestlal harvest—* Lift
up your eyes and see the fields white for
the harvest.”

A BISHOP “KOUGHING” IT IN
WESTERN AUSTRALIA,

We are indebted to Sydney Freeman's
Journal for the subjoined :

Exrly in June Bishop Glbney, of Perth,
Western Auctralls, in company with one
of the Trapplst fathers, Mr. Daley and a
native gulde, set out from Derby for the
Natlve Reserve—cne hundred miles dls-
tant. Tae party took eix horses and pro-.
vislons for & month, during which period
they hoped to ba able to thoroughly ex-
plore the couuntry in the vlclaity of the
leserve and select the most ellgible site
for a native mlsslon station.

BISHOP GIBNEY'S EXPERIENCES,

Here is the intrepid Blshop’s own ac.
eount a3 published ia the West Australian
Catholic Record :

A party consistlog of Abbott Ambrose,
a police trooper, a native guide, and my-
self lefi Derby to select aslite for a miasion
reserve on the 4th of June, The native
faliing ill, we made a halt at the Yeeda
Statlons, On the t:h we crossed the
Fi'zroy In the direction of the R serve.
Having mlssed the pool towards which we
directed our course, we were obliged to
camp that evening without water, but
during the night beavy raln fell. Ua the
9th struck the Frezer river and followed
its conrse for two days, after which camped
a second tlme without water, cn which
occasion also a heavy downpour of raln
occurred. So> far had fallen In with no
blecks, Oa the 15th Abbott Ambrose was
down with the fever. Oa the 17th we
reached Father M'Nab's deserted misslon
statlon, Having been a week without flash

meat, we devoted a day to hunting In
order to obtaln a supply. In this place
we found about twenty natlves. Those
who were thelr companions at the missi:n
In Father McNab's time are now on a
station belonging to Messrs, Hadley and
Hunter, who employ about slxty natlves,
and deseribe them as qulet and docile,
We sgala started on the 19.h with replen
ished meat stores, and on the 20th reached
Beagle Bay. Durlng thls part of our
journey we met many natives travelling
towards the South, We passed through
four distinct tribes. Baldwln’s Creek
was roeched on the 25th, Here our
supply of provislons bagan to run short,
and, finding we could not make Carnot
Bay as intended, we struck acroes to Liake
Loules, thenco to Lake Flora. We
wiseed the latiter lake, bnt fortunately
came upon aswamp called Yabba, a favor
{te resort of natives, of whom, however,
we saw none, Oa the 30:h we continued
our return, durlug which the Abbot was
sgaln attacked by fever, We arrived at
Derby on the 4th July with party and
horses all safe. My slucerest thanks are
due to the resldent maglstrate of Derby,
Mr, Lodge, to the commlssloner of crown
lands and the commlssloner of police for
the valuable and willlug assistance they
havegiven me, Their help has done much
to make our trylng expedition succes:ful,

We have chosen a site for mission
station in the vicinity of Beagle Bay and
will endeaver to assemble natives upon
it. The land on this selection is good,
but the natives are few in number,
Abbot Ambrose and ex-trooper Daley,
who proposes jjining the Trappist Order,
have left by the overland route for
Goodenough Bay, and will take bullock
teams on from Yeeda, In about two
months [ hope to have all settled, and
to be able to begin my return journey
to Perth,

THE TOBACCO QUESTION,

To the Editor of the Catholic Record, London :

DEaR SiR—I was very agreeabiy sur-
prieed to notice la your irsue of Ostober
4'h & communtcation on the tobacco ques
ton cf slrgular power and comprehen-
slvences from the pen of Mr, O'Belen J.
Atkingon. Last week another correspon-
dent replied ; but h's reply, while perhaps
containir g all that can be sald 1o favor of
tobacco, comen very far from refuting any
of Mr. Aiklncon’s arguments. Your
Lindeay correspondent contends that the
tobocco habit must be a good one, because
it is so univereal—apparently qulite for-
getting that the ssme argument may be
advanced with equal foico In behalf of
every other bad or viclous habit that dis
greces Coristerdom.  He also etates that
the money spent in it fs not wasted, b
cauee, forsooth, the preparation of tobacco
glves employmest to thousands of persous.
1i he had studied Poor Richard’s Aimanac
with prcfit, he wounld coneider it more in
crder to ack: “ What return have I re.
ceived for my money ?” and, falling a
satisfactory answer, would take but scant
consolatfon from the conviction that a
brewer, a distiller or & tobacco planter
was the better (ff for his loss, Bat the
great virtue clalmed for tobacco is a nega-
tve one. ‘It does no haim,” they aay,
Let us see.  All must admit that it ocea
slors 8 most wanton expenditare of the
eallva. This saliva, physlologists clatm, 1s
intended by nature for mofstening the
focd, ard Is eesential to proper digestion,
This makes it rather difficult for us to
undersiand bow tobacco can esslst diges
tion, at the srme time it deprives the focd
of an fugredient that s essential to diges
tlon, We are aleo told that tobacco
*'soothes ths nerves” It does nothing of
the kiud ; it irritates them. To prove
this, let & smoker ““ gooth his nerves ” and
then careful'y abstaln forsome hours feom
any employ ment that is llkely to disturhb
them, aud he will find that, nothwithetand.
frg this, bls nerves will soon become un
steady ard excited ard will eontinue so
till they sre aguin relieved by the pipe.
And why?  Because tobacco Is an irrl.
taut, and, a8 Is the cace with all etimulants,
its sccor dary cffect fs always the reverso

of its primary.

It should be remembered that nicotine,
the active principle of tobacco, 18 the
most intensely poisonous substance known,

with the slvgle exception of pramis acld,
Tobacco coutains from 2 to 8 per cent. of
nlootiae, s0 that on the aversge s pound of
tobacco contaios from 300 to 350 grains
of this polson, ouly 2 greins of whick, if
glven In such & way as to sccure its full
eff.ct, ls sufficlent to kill s man, “Tobaceo
fs to bs recommended to kill vermin of all
sorts, except a kind of parssite that breede
in bar rooms and billiard halls, aud may
often be seen adbericg to lamp-posts or
boviring around street corners or reilwey
stat'ons, repeating the experiment
dese:ibed by Columbus when he wrote in
bis ship journsl ‘we saw the naked sav-
sges twist huge leaves togetber and emoke
like devils.’” Most intelligent smokers
use pipes made of some ebeorblog mater-
fal such as clay or meerechaum, which will
suck up the olly matter (nicotine) before
it reaches the mouth; bat the emoke
which they inhale also contains a certain
smount of this pofson ard fts «ffect on
the delicate mucous membrane of the
lucgs s often very injurlons, The
humean orgauism, however, poeeesses in
wonderful degree the power of accommo

dating iteelf to the corditlons imposed
upon it. For fnstence, a man, taking
arsenic, by beginning with emall dcses
and graduslly focreasivg them, may, 1a
time, be able to take, withont
apparent, or st least, immedlate cffect,
&8 muoch as would kill thie) men
entirely unueed to it, It 1s this power of
adapting Iteelf to circumstances that
eaves the syatem of the tobaceo user from
the fall eff2ct of hls wrong duiog, atd
persors of the vital temperament with
robust constitutions may uee tobacco with.
out eufferlog wuch appreclsble irjury.
With all others, however, the csae fa,very
different, and with them the tobacco habit
becomes not only a qaestion of economy
ard good manners, bat a moral cne as
well. A man does not owa bhis life or
mental capacities in the sensa that he
cen do with them as he may chooee ; he
merely holds them in trust from God ;
and surely the Almighty will not hold
him gulltless who, for his own selfish
gratification, Indulges in a hablt that fs
likely to shorten bis life or Impalr his in

tellectual facultlcs. Your correspondent
refers to King James * counterbla:ts,” but
does not attempt to answer the king’s
log'e.  “Good countrymen,” says the
royal author, “let ue conslder what honor
or policle can mouve us to imitate the
barbarous and beastly manners of the
wilde, slavish and gcdless Indlane, espect-
a'ly ineo vlle a custom, Why do wee not
a8 well {udtate them In walkiog naked as
they doe? Ia preferring glasses and such
toyes, to golde and precious stones, as they

doe? Yes, why do wee not deale Gud

and adore the devlll, as they doe ?”

It may be of fnterest to Catholies tn re-
membir that at least two of the Popes
fssued oncyclicals rgatast the tobacco havit,
viz, Urban VIIL, “the vlgorous and
enlightered fourder of the collsge of the
Propaganda,” and Lmnogens XL “the
jadiclous reformer,” who refused to be
coerced by Loufs XV, even aft:r that
potentate had se’'zed the Papal territory « f
Aviguon and threatened to send a fluet
agalust Rime, If this latter fact had been
kaown by the bretbrea of tho Montreal
corference it {a posatble they might have
Leen more leslent towsrds a custom that
had incarred the Papal displeasara,

It was 7 p. m. when we left Tadousac,
We cailed agaln at Rivier du Loup,
Murray Bay, ecd artived at Quebec at 6
8. m. on Sunday morning, Daring the
trip we made many acquainiancessnd bs
cams filendly aud fnumate with saveral
dletinguished personages on board the
Carada : among others I might mention
an Eogilsh gentleman urmed Morrle, who
hed travelied over every comtinent and
traversed every sea and ccean ; a success
ful and weslthy Irishman named Duo
van, of Munroe strest, Brookiyn, whose
children wers very iuteresting, and, for
thetr ege, accomypliched We €xchapged
cards elso with Dr. Hatlan, of Philedecl
phia, avd regretfully parted with a son
snd married davghter of Gieneral Tecom-
geh Sherman, of the Unlied States army,
Very R:v. Father Debougule, of the
Redemptorlst Order, who 1s rector and
parish priest at St, Avne do Beaapre, met
us at the statlon, The train leaves every
morning at an early hour for the mow
celebrated sbriue, where 83 much genuing
falth and plety find & home and & ter
wions, avd where s) many startling
miracles attest the power of God and the
benign 1rflaence which Mary’s mother,
tae good St, Anne, exerclses 1a the cours of
Heuven,
About five hundred people boarded the
ten cars that left at 7.30 for Si. Anne's
that morniug. They were O. M B, A.
men, with thelr friends aand families,
b:sides one hundred javentle Z)uaves,
dressed in thefr quatnt French uni-
form of grey, wiin red faclugs and
sashes, All were fasting and pre.
pered to receive Communion whan
they reached thoir destinattou, ‘The
yourg Boldiers of tne Cross bal their
brass band, which played some lively aire,
aud headed the procession the moment we
alighted at St, Aune’s, for all fellinto line
at ouce, as {f by magic, and advanced in
reglmeutal order to the porch of the far-
fawed sanctuary of Catholic faith and
dovotion,  Father Debouguole, carrying
oue of our satchels, led the way througn
the crowded porch and aicles, aad con
ducted us through the sanciuary, whers
Mass was belug celotrated, direcily to the
vestry, Here we duffed our iravelilog
costume and prepared for the celebravlon
of Mass, whilo toe organ peals aad loud
chaniieg of Gregorlan mustc by male
vofees alone filled the church fuelde and
the Z)uave band's strains were echoed back
from tho Laurentfal hills on the outslde,
At the end of High Maes bundreds upon
huudreds approached the holy table to re.
celve Communion.  Four priests were
admlnisteriug the Bread of Angels at tho
ssme time, aud elready hundreds had re-
ceived Communion at the earlier Masses,
1% was afterwards explained that a steamer
from Montreal had arrived very early in
the morning with two or three hundred
pligiime, Afrer Communion all returned
to the altar rails to veaerate and kiss the
relics of St Anue, so that amid peals of
music and loud chantlog of hymus there
was a constant golng aud comiug to and
from the al:ar ralls from 10 a m. until
noon. We were hospitably entertained

at breakfast in the dinlng-room of the

Redemptorist Fathers, whose grand and
smple residence or monastery is bailt at
the rear of th:d Bastiics and conuected with
it by & covered passage.

T'ho chuich of St Aane s bullt rn
the flats at the foot of the Laugentide
chain of bilis, within easy distance of the
loog quay lately bullt, which fachitates
tha ingress of pilgrims to the sacred shriue,
Tha present charch s the thied built
updor the patronege of 8: Aane on
simost the same site. Tae first was erect
ed by some French marluers from Britanny
in the year 1620, They hafled from that
part of the western French comst where
stands & famons shrine evtitled St. Aane
D’Auray, When overtaken by a vislent
storm ia the Galf of 8St. Lawrencs they
solemeoly vowed that if S;, Anne, whom
they luvcked imploringly, heard thelr
cry of supplication and brought them safe
to land, they would build her a sanctuary
on the very spot where thelr feet first
touched the ground. Tnrough the dark.
ening storm they were drivea all night
before the wind, and expected every
moment to be dashed on the nelghboring
rocks, When moruiog broke, ssys the
legend, bright and cloudless, these brave
men grz:d around and bebeld, to the
Nortb, the Laureatide M>untaius, and
away to the east a little river now called
the River S:. Auns, up which thelr
shattered bark rode safely and apchored
in smooth waters. It was on the baok of
this stream they raised a wocden chapel,
the begiuning of the sauctuary which was
destined to become famous throughout
America.

After a number of years it was found
necessary to take the o!d chapel to pieces
and wita new material to erest a larger and
more permavent structure, l[a 1665 the
Venerable Mother Mary of the Lacarna-
tlou wrote from Qaiebec to her sun iu
France:

“Ssven lesgues fiom hera there is a
church dedicated to St. Anne, In which Oar
Lord vouchsefis to work great miracles
at the intercession of the holy mother of
tbe Biessed Virgin. There may be seen
the paralytic walking; the biind recover-
ing ibelr eigh: ; aud the ¢ick, po ma'ter
woat may ba their malady, regaluiog thetx
health,”

This church, balli of stone and wocd, 1s
stlil in & good state of preservatior, and
stzudes ou the foot of the bill a little ts the
norih of the present graad Baellics, which
was erected 1a 1876 In 1670 the ralntly
Bishop Lavsl asked aud obtatned a very
preclous and well authenticated relicof St.
Acvnpe from the chapter of Carcassonne,
and in 1877 Ruv, Father Lalibetts, whea on
a visit to Rome, secured another, which s
the otject of much devotion. Itdss pars
of the humble cotisge In which S:.
Joachim and S:. Anue dwelt with thele
child, the immaculate handma'd of the
Lord, the spotiess Lily of Is:acl.

The actusl church, of which the o!d one
at the foot of tho hiil 13 bat an suxlliary,
fa nearer to the river slde and mezsures

“hohe 65 F 30k
20U 180y 1 sengee v 00 feetln width,

the lateral chapels, 22 foct on emou o0
not incladed, The towers are 165 feet
high each, and between them, on tha
facade, is & large ceutral ross wicdow,
Taoere are thieo spaclous entrance doois, In
the Doric style, fl:inked by fluted coluwns
with pediments, Over cach door 13 a
slab on which are carved emblems of
the three theological virtues — faith,
hope and chazity., The whole Is su'e
mounted by & colossal sistue of
St Anue in carved wood, coppor gilt.
Tais statue, woish is 14 feet in beight, is
of marvelious beauty, and is the work of
a Balglan eculptor. Tae pligidm who
enters for the fiest time Into the sanctu-
ary of Si. Aane de Biaupre is immsd!
ately lmpressed with tho richness and fa-
putiog grandeur of the edifice. The
wailsare hung with magnificent paintiogs.
“Indeed, both azchitect and painter have
alike striven to lmpart an air of digaicy
and eplendor to this tewple of the now
celebrated  Cinadian Thaumsathueglst.”
(Maouel of St, Anne's, by a Redemytorist
Father.)

On eachelde of the ent-ance door are tall
pyrawids of crutches and varlous surgleal
applisuces , euch as trusees, iron supports,
eic, that were lefi behlad by the maimed
aud the efllicted who were miraculously
cured by the Intercesslon of S: Aune
These pyr:mids reach to a hdgnt of 55
feet from the flyor of the church, A few
feet from the Communlon rails, at the top
of the central pas:age (or alsle), stands a
magnificent statue of St. Anae, holdirg
the iufant Mary in ber arms, Oaa trellis
work surroundiag the pedestal ara sus-
pended numerous gifts, such as gold rings,
gold watches and chalne, silver aad gold
hearts, etc , which have been hung there
by clients whose prayers were favorably
received by St. Aane.
