Tiere are so iany sub-divisions of the
various articles comprised under thie gen-

eral headi.g of "l iri and Manufactures
of, and Steel and Manifactires of," that
it would be a very dillicult task to institute
coiparisons betveei the last yeai and
former ones, wien a wholly differont sys-
tem of' classification vas adopted. We
shall endeavoir to convoy to oui readers
some leading facts. In hie year 1880 thie
aggiegate iports ui'der the Icadiiig that
we have cited, vere $10,127,693, yielding
a duty of $1,367,691 .83, wlile in 1879 thie
aggregate impoirs were 87,868,496, giving
a duty of $914,734.26. The principal dif-
ference Nvas in the free imports, whicl

were 3,202,700 in 1880, against $1,795,512
in 1879. The great increase in revenue is
chiefly to be ascribed to the increase in
duty, greater probably in sone articles
under our heading than in any other
branch. It is not easy foi any but expeits
to coipreliend the groutids on whichî soine
of the rates of duty have beens fixed. We
thought it reasonable enough ien a duty
was placed on pig iron previously free,
equal Lo about 12 per cent. ad valoreimi,
and on other descriptions forinerly admit-
ted at 5 per cent., rates varyinig from 10
to 171, that an increased duty should be

placed on articles manufactured in the
country, and in the manufacture of vhiclh
it was neces;ary to use materials, the duty
on whiiili liad been raised; in short, it
seemned only fair that the lighly manufac-
tured article should be subject to a ligher
duty than the raw or quasi-rav mate-
rials, vhiclh were usedin its manufacture.
WVe can quite understand the justice of
subjecting locomotives to a duty of 25 per
cent., as ma ny inaterials are usec in their
mnanufacture on vhich the duties were in-
creased, anI ve have been assured that
the manufactureis were no better off
under the now arifflthan before. W«e have
selected locomotives as a higlIy inisled
article, but we lind that i'on and steel
screws are raiarged 35 per cent. or 10 per
cent. more than locomotives, while locks,
scales, axes, scy thes, and edge-tools are a]l
cliargedt 30 per cent. We have, hovwever,
digie-ssed fri ou' subject. Of the large
ainount of ree imports il 1880, about
82,900,000 was conprised under the heads
of steel in railway bars, ingots, bars, sheets
aid coils and fisli plates. Tliere seen to
have been no iron bars in 1880, whîereas
in 1879 about S200,000 of the smaller im .
hiortation vas in iron railroad bars. ln
pig iron it appears that the imports in
1879, whein it vas free, were S23 I,81i while
in1880 thîey were $371,956, yielding a
duty of $46,3 6.

1t does net appear that in the principal
articles of import there has been any
falling oIf. Bar iron, Canada plates,
tin ned Plates, vere imîported in excess of
1879. 1t is more int eresting to examine
some articles in vliich we are competi.
tors wvith hie Uiited States. fin 1879
stores were imported, valîue.34,212, while
in 1880 thsere vas. only $1 1,767. li 1879,
the locomotives iiiported were of tlhe
value of $242,207, in 1880, 8176,407 ; sewv-
ing ispaclines in 1879, $126,262, in 1880,
S119,681. Il 1879 castings vere inported
valie 829 ,529, in 1880, $178,034. lin agri-
cultural imuplements there wis a consid-
erable falling off in 1880, but the chaiige
in classilication renders it dillicult to
state the iteis in idetail. Machinery

seems to have been more largely importe d
in 1880, but, owing to the cause just stated,
details cannot be given. On the whole, it
appears tlat the principal increase in the
imports of iron and steel in 1880 was in
the articles not subject to d uty, and that,
although. there was an increase'in the
dutiable articles, it vas chieliy in those
which were admitted at moderate rates,
while in several articles on whicl higli
duties were imposed, there vas a falling
off. Is the case of iachinery the increase
may be attributed to the improvenent in
busin ess, and conssequent demiand.

sitizKs.

'Plie change in the classification of silk
goods renders it barlly possible to insti-
tute any satisfactory comparison between
the imports in different years in respect
to detîils. The aggregate imports of silk
msanufactures liable to duty vas z1,561,218
in 1879, and 82,140,765 in 1880, while silk
" raw or as reeled froin the cocoon " was
imported in 1879 to the value of $35,556,
and, in 1880, 859,699, an increase of over
65 per cent.

IIATs, cs'S AND BoNNETs.
'T'le imports under the above hIead

anonnted to $938,583 in 1879, and. to
8969,579 in 1880, the duty levied in the
former year laving been $177,459 against
242, 418 in the latter. ln 1875, they vere

$987,443, Vith a duty of $172,808.

LEAriiisiR AND 3IANIFAOTUIRS OF

In 1879 tie imports were $1,236,826, and
the duty 219,834. lu 1880, imports
81,214,958, and duty $270,883. In 1875 the
leathler imported vas about 8400,000, and
the varions manufactures 8700,000. Of
the ianufactures gloves and nits are
chiefly liported froim Great Britain, and
boots and shoes froms the United States.

FLAx AND aIANUFACTUREs O

'Ihe imports in 1879 anountedt to
$1, 136,187 subject to duty, al in[880 to
$1,459,686. Thie raw material admitted
free was $205,077 in 1879, and $335,138
li 1880. The special article, linen thread,
amounted to $113,230 in 1879, and $158,-
467 in 1880. Il 1875, under the general
iead of linen, the imports were $1,260,-
826, exclusive of rav msaterial.

FaUiTS AND NUTS.

''lhe inports in 1879 viere, dried, $6220,-
481, and green, $492,006; iln 1880, dried
$428,673, green, $405,08. These aiticles
are at present untider over 20 leadiiigs
'Plie value of raisins <vas about $250,000,
and tley vere chiely importedl froi G reat
Britain, tle United States, and Spain. lin
1879 uhe raisins iported were ovei $300,-
000. li the green fruit line, oranges adt
lemons are the leading article, the imports
in 1880 amounting to $196,665, apples Vo
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.47,875, grapes $32,188, peaches $37,425.
ln 1879 apples and pears are classed ta-
gether, the imports having been $156,701,
oranges and lemons $180,006, grapes $29,-
948, peaches $25,216. - In 1875, the driei
fruits and nuts amounted to about $900,
000, and the green to 5500,000.

]ilEADSTUFFS.

h'lie inports under the foregoing head
deserve special attention. li 1879, the
imîports were inithe aggregate $4, [10,056,
of' vhicih $631,947 were subject ta duty,
andi $3,478,109 free. ln 1880 fic imports
were $2,064,144, on whici dtties were
levied to the aniount of $362,107. In 1879
the aggregate duties vere $152,447.89, but
of' that amount $97,630 was the duty on
articles subject to duty before the revision
of' the tarilY, and $54,8J7,25 was levied
under the new tariff. ''lie new duties were
levied in round figures as follows : $18,-
31- on Indian corin, $19,40c oi Indian
imeal, $10,141 on fiour, and $4,534 on oats.
Wc shall now state how the aggregate
duty of $362,107 was levied in 1880.
Indian corin paid $125,808, of' which $100,.
000, within a fraction, was paid by Ontailo,
$13,000 by Quebec, S0,000 by Nova Scotia,
and ile reinainder scattering. Indian
ical paid 68,704, of ihiclh Nova Scotia

paid $ 2,000, and News' Brunswick $20,000.
Wlea flour paid $50,000, British Colum-
hia and the -North West paying $15,000,
Quebec $ [0,500, Nova Scotia, S 10,500, New
Bîr-unswick nearly $8,000, and Untaria o)ver
$4,000. Qats yielded $7,287, paid chiefly
by British Columbia and the North West.
It will be found tha t the ol i d, ties, which
were levied priîicipally on rice,'but like-
wise ou bread and biscuit, arrowroot, saga,
tatpio ca, maccaroni and verinicelli, did not
vary miuch intthe two years. They were
897,630 in [870, and $95,912 in 1880. If,
then, the latteraioun t be deducted from
the aggregate duty of 1880 viz., $362,107
it iilI leave $266,105 as the amount levied
undtier the new tariff, over $250,000 of
w'lich is accounted for above under the
hîeacs Indian corn, Indian meal, Wheat
1lotr, and Oats. We have encleavored to
give our readers in this and preceding
issues some facts that -we hlope vill be
fountd interesting, regaiding the twelve
principal articles of import, yielding
about twvo millions of the revenue de-
rived romscustoms.

FUTURE OF THE MONEY MARKET.

It seeins not undesirable that Canadians
should carefully study the opinions, and
the grountds on which they are formed, of
intelligent writers at the great emporium
of commerce. We are not likely to for.
get the panie of 1873, and the 'conse-

quences, but we ougit to bear constan tly
in mind tliat the cause of that panic %vas
the reaction following a period of great
prosperity, and high prices of goods.
Large loans of money were made by
-British capitalists, to foreign countries,
vliici vere employed in extensive public

works leading ta an abnormal demand
for all kinds of manufactures. Since tie
recovery of the United States fron the
depression which followed the panio of
1873, there has been an enormous in-
crease in tieir exports, and noney has
been abundant. h'lie consequence lias
been that the ald schemes of r'aiibray con-
struction which were interrupted by the
panic of 1873 have been revived. It
appears that the first result was an ex-
traordinary demand for English iron and
steel, and althougi this dcenail fell off,
owitng to American wot-ks ivhicih [ad long
been idle, having been again set gointg,
the consumption is again outstripping
the production, which will necssitate re-
course to England. It is not only the
United States that are building railways
on an immense scale ; concessions of
various lines have been granted in Mexico,
and some are in process oi' construction.
'T'le Sou th A merican States are resuming
abandoned projects, so that a Jarge for-
eign demand fot Englisi iron and steel,
involving a rise in the price of both iron
and coal, is more than probable. These
articles being instruments of nanufac-
ture, a rise in their price would enhiance
the cost of production of almost every
article.

It is, therefore, argued that the capital
necessary ta carry. on nearly every kind
of business is likely to be increased not
onîly by increased production and a rise
OF wages, but also by the enhanced cost
of iron and coal. Everything which
imsakes additional capital necessary tends
ta raise the value of capital, and ta in-
crease the rate of interest owing to the
greater value of mon'ey. Moreover, it is
believed that the money narket is likely
ta be powerfully affected by foreign bot-
roving, as an instance of which the issue
of Northern Pacific bonds to the extent o
fou- millions sterling witi more to follow
is cited. In the raiivay enterprises and
consequent demand for money the Can-
ada Pacific does not seem yet ta have
atttacted tie notice of the Englisi noney
dealers, but it will be an important factor
in the aggregate of newv loans.

We in Canada have scarcely realized
the fact that in the last fßve months of
1879, and in 1880, the United States has
taken froni Europe nearly thirty nillions
sterling, or one isndred and fifty millions
of dollars in gold, the consequence of

which is that the European banks are by
no mseans well supplied iviti tiat nietal.
It seems that Francehas had to bear the
bhunt of a large share of this demand,
and it vas expected that, in order ta
check it, the Bank of France vould have
raised the rate of interest on money, in
whici case the Bank of Etngiand %vould
have followed its example.

The French Governinent, it is said,
througi an apprehension that it would
be injurious ta the Republic to check
trale and speculation, by raising the
price of money, induced tie Bank to ab.
stain fron mteasures that would have pro-
tected its metallic reserve. The conclu-
sion that seems to be the legitimate in-
ference f-rn the facts is that the im.
provement in trade is likely ta assume
greater proportions in the year on which
we have lately entered, and improvement
in trade leads to a greater demand and
consequently higier prices for money.
IVe shall be very muchl surprised incleed
if money is as easily obtainable in six
ionthss lence as it is ut tue present time.

lAVE STOCK EXPORTS.

In the future of the hsusbaidry of Can-
ada no mssore impo-tait feature can be
imttagined tani the breeding and fattening
of cattle for flic mari-kts of Europe. It is
necessary ta the continued fertiliity o tie
soi tiat we sioulc retuii- to it those ele-
mients of whici ve deprive it by imeanis
Of the constant crolpinpgs of grain, and it
is Isecessar-y ta the oreare of the older
Provinces that we should manufacture ail
our products ta the utiost extent of
whiich they are capable, instead of send-
ing out of the tountry raw material in the
shape of' liiy, oats, peas, seed and such
other proclucts as should become in our
hands cattle, sheep, pork, lard, boots, liar-
iless, cloti, &c., &c.

In point of cost of transit Montreal is
nearer to the principal markets for cattle
than many ports of Britain itselIf; our
facilities for forwarding are such as to give
us undoubted adivaitages over all com.
Ietitors ; we catn suppIy more healthy
food in the shape of live stock than can
any other people, because of the peculiari-
ties of ou- climate, by mens of which oui
cattle inhale moi-e oxygens than do tiiose
of other countries, and, in consequence of
.these necessities and advantages, our
cattle trade is innually attaining larger
proportions. In order that the best pos-
sible results nay ensue, it is, hoivever,
necessary that we should, from time ta
tinme, survey the progress made, and study
the circumstances attending it, with. a
view to the elimination of objectionable
features, the removal of eroneoeus im
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pressions, and the reputation of state-
ments calculated ta prejudice its inter-
ests.

Oui attention has been drani ta a
Liverpool circular which, after giving the
total numbers of iorses, cattle, sheep, and
swine received at'the ports of London and
Liverpool during each of the months of
3880, and of the lasses en voyage, states
the percen tages of lasses of each class of
live stock and the percentages of lasses
on shipnents fron this continent, stating
the latter ta be an cattle 424 per cent.,
au sheep 3.54, on hogs 12.90, on horses
6.48. No attempt is made ta separate the
losses from Canada froin those from the
United States, consequently Canada may
be burthened with the odium of a per-
centage of lasses niuch higher than is
consistent with the facts; but, we must
not forget that the marine insurance coin-
panies complain very loudly concerning
the excessive losses they have been called
an ta iake good during the past year.
Some of themn have withdrawn lfrom the
country, and those remaining lire very
seriously considering the question of de-
clining this line of business, sa that it is
unvise ta ignare these warnings, or ta
neglect sucl consideration of the circum-
stanices as may result in neasures for the
prevention of avoidable losses in future.

If these percentages of lasses apply ta
Canadian shipiments, then the lowest re-
nunerative rates of insurance vould le
on ca t.le 7 percent., on sheep 6 per cent.,
au hogs 21 per cent., on horses Il per
cent. Such rates as these, for risks vhich
average not fifteen days, are frightful, if
not Rbsolutely prohibitory, but yet, it is
only by such hard experiences that radi-
cal mensures of reform are obtained and
renedies applied,-so that w'e may look
forward ta much inprovemeut during
the coming seasan.

A very irregular paragrapli appears in
the marine nevs of one of our morning
contemporaries ta the effect that a steamer
fron Boston landed all her shipment of
.111 oxen at Glasgov in good order iih the
exception of 77 whichl died on the passaqe;
sa that it is very probable that the per-
centage of losses from United States
ports are very much higher than fron
Canada. But no aie who lias been be-
tween clecks on a ship laden with cattle
and observed the want of cleanliiiess, of
ventilation, of sanitary precautions, and of
water, will Wonder that fat cattle should
die in a fev days under such circuns-
stances; nor ivill any ane be surprised ta
learn that with the least sign of rough
iveather the cattle in the fragile slieds
erected on the decks of th1e vessels
should be droirned, sivept overboardi aor

so dren'ched as ta cause their death,-so
that it will not be very diflicult to.find
subjects capable of iiprovement.

Tle telegraphsystem of the G ilf, for
vhich the country is indebted ta the en-

lightened and persistent endeavours of
lon. Dr. Fortin, together vith the vessels
and apparatus of Vrecking companies now
being organized, will, doubtless, decrease
tle casualties by sliiw-recl, so that if iwe
secure proper regulations on board ship,
we inay reasonably look for less ratio of
lasses and a more iealthy state of affairs
generally.

We quote lereith fron a circulaI re-
cently issued by Mr. C. Il. Chandler of
this city, revieving our exports of Live
Stock ta Gireat Britain during 0ISSO as
coipared with the previous year:

Thlus it will be seen that there has been
a very large increase aver the year 1879,
far beyond the expectation of those most
acquainted witli the trade ; and, judging
fron the past, ive can look forwaird ta tlis
important branch of Canadian export le-
coming larger every year, oui' farmiers
finding it for their interest ta grow mare
and a better quality of Stock, such as will
cominiand higher prices in Eiglishs mar-
kets.

Of the total exports the past year, 5,507
cattle and 2,392 sheep were loaded at
lalifax. Of this number, 664 cattle ani
123 sheep ivere ta have been shipped froin
the St. Lawirence on board the ill-fated
SS.I" Ottawa " and SS. I Dominion," the
latter vintering at Soiel. During the
Suimmer and Fall several shipments of
cattle and sheep grown in Nova Scotia
and New Brunsvick, also, saie 2,500
sheep fron Prince Edwiard slanid, ship-
ped by Messrs, Carvell Bras., of Charlotte-
town, vere brouglit over the Intercoloniial
Railwvay ta South Quebec, and there en-
barked, sliowing tiat this trade lias com
menced, amid will inc)rease in those Pro-
vinces, as well as Ontario andi Quebec.
Shipiments for ISSO were destined as
follows : 25,323 cattle, 36,241 sheep, and
24 horses to Liverpool ;8,53 6 cattle, 21,S12
sheep, 1 horse, and 362 logs ta London ;
14,824 cal tle, S,472 sheep, 10 horses, and
33S logs ta Glasgow ; 1,617 cattle, 14,882

sheep ta Bristol; 231 cattle, 136 sheep ta
Southampton; 286 cattle, 5 horses ta Ant-
iverp. The percentage of loss by death
on passage vas small up ta October, after
vIhich time the unprecedented rough
yeather and severe gales caused more
animals to be lost. Several new ships
have been added, and others building ex-
pressly fittec for this growing cattle trade,
ivith latest imiproveients in venitlation
and comfort for the stock.

INSOLVENT LAWS.

It appears that irh'. Chamberlain, who
probably holds the llost advanced
opinions of any member of the present
Imperial Covernnent, is about ta bring
forward a bankruptcy bill, the object of
vhich is ta cure the main defects of the
present system. It wvould have been
viser if our Tarliament had endeavored
to remedy defects instead o repealing
the Insolvent Act, and thereby affording
encouragement ta even worse evils than
those wbich were experienòed under it.
There is nu doubt that there has been a
much greater stringency in the lavs and
in the state of opinion in France and ani
the continentof Europe on the subject
of bankruptcy than in the United King-
dom and United States, aind it ivould
appear that the French Canadians share
the opinion which prevails in their Mother
Country. We intf.r, however, froi the
tone of the press and the tendency of
contemplated measures, that there is a
determination ta impose greater checks
than heretofore on the granting of dis-
charges. The main point ta be attaineci
is ta prevent frauclulent preferences,
which most assuredly will be given, unless
there is a stringent insolvent law, 'cou-
taining provisions for severe punishment
for fraud. It seeins ta be the opinion
of well-informed persans in England that
no system will work satisfactorily under
which creditors are expected ta labor as
unpaid prosecutors, and that it is essen-
tial that there shouId. le a strong and
full handed court, and that nothing should
be doue in any bankruptcy case without
its clear knoivlece and consent. We
ownu that iwe have little hope that Parlia-
ment will le able ta deal with this impor-
tant subject during the present session,
but if we saw any prospect of the Minis
try taking it up with a determination ta
grapple ivith the various difliculties
which have ta be encountered, the delay
would be of secondary importance. The
fact is that the members of the Goverin-
ment have conflicting vievs on the sub-
ject, and we fear very much that it wvill
be diflicuit ta obtain the concurrence of
the members from the Province of Que-
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bec ta any ieastre that will be satisfac-
tory to the nercantile class. It cannot
be denied that the praceedings unde" the
Act wliiclh was repealed, gave intense dis-
satisfaction, but we are led to think that
siismilai coiplaints have been macle in
England, and it nay lie hoped that 'Mr.
Chaimberlain's new bill provides a satis-
factory remody for the evils, whici have
iitieito;been attendant on ail insolvent
laws.

TH lE WlOiESAiLE DRY GOODS
BUSINESS.

The suspension of a wholesale dry gools
house in Toronto last week lias set people
thinking again over the recent history of
that department. During the last three
ai' four years it las been evident that
there was saune danger of the business
being overdon in that city. Sa keet lias
been the comspetition e'oked that Old
houses with ample capital, well estab-
lished, and operating on a systen which
imiglst well challenge that of any firm in
Europe ai' Amserica, have deemed if adi-
sable ta send their emiissaries, like their
iieighbors, with every convenience ta the
door of the country merchant, or run the
risk of lessening that rate of progress
which lias ahways characterized thei. In
Montreal so thorougli las been the weed-
iigi ouit that il is fair ta assun the dry
goods trade is at last entering upon an
unusually prosperous career, in vhiiclh
throughis the judicions curtailment of
baiking accomnmodation, capital will at
last yield ta the possessors something like
ais acdequate return on their investments.
It is ta the gradually enforced policy of
leading banks in this respect that the pre-
sent healthy condition of the wholesale
dry gonds trade is largely due, and it must
chiefly depenc upon their action in the
future that a continuance nust chielly
depend. He who lias mucli of his own
lird-earinecl msoney at stake will be care-

fuil of his borrowed capital in 'the same
enterprise. Owing, however, ta the lessen-
ing rates of interest on deposits, iwhether
on private loans or in banks or loan
societies, it is not improbable that the
near future will witness soine further
efforts, iowever prudent, in addition ta
soie of the leading wholesale depart-
ients in thsis city.

CANADA GUARA2lTEE COMPANY.
We have muchs pleasure in draw'ing

attention ta the report presented at the
eighth annual meeting of the Canada Gua-
rantee Company, held on the lth inst.,
and which, in the absence of the President,
Sir Alexander Galt, was presided over
by Mi'. Rankins. There will, we feel as-
stired, be a general concurrence of opin-

ion that such companies as that which is
the subject of our notice have been most
beneficili ta the public, and especially ta
the varions public companies which
employ clerks in situations of trust. It is
alleged in the report, and we have no
doubt, correctly, that defalcations by per-
sons ii positions af trust have very mate-
rially decreased since the establishment
of the Company, ai', as pe.haps might be
more properly remarked, since the estab-
lishment of the system of guaranteeing
the integrity of employeces. As far as we
nay express an opinion on the subject of
rates, judging froin the result of the oper-
ations of the Company as exhibited in
their statement, we see no reason ta
believe that they are in excess of what may
be considered a fair compensation for the
risk. It will be observed that tihe position
of the Company lias been increased, if
such were required, by the adjustment of
capital, as referred ta in the last annual
report The subscribed capital of the
Company at the end of 1S80 was S500,000,
with S147,000 paid up, single liability,
against S20S,000 subscribed, double liabi.
lity, and .51,000 paid up as formerly.
By reference ta the report it. * l be
observed that these figures have been
largely incî'eased meantime. Although
the amount.of business cauncelled during
the year is somewhalat greater than usual,
it is owing, as stated, ta the withdrawal of
the Company from risks, either as ta rates
ou' othierwise undesirable. The new busi-
ness appears, however, ta have more than
replaced the amount thus cancelled or
declined. We are glad ta observe that
arrangements have been made for extend.
ing the business of the Company ta the
United States, and we have reason to
know that in New York and elsewhere
gentlemen of high standing have con-
sented ta take an interest in the stock
and in the management. In order ta
enable the Company ta commence busi-
ness in the United States it had ta submit
its affairs ta the investigation of 'the Insur-
ance Comumissioner in New York, and the
sanction given by that officer is really as
satisfactory an audit as could well have
been obtained. We trust that the Com-
pany will have even greater success in the
future than in the past.

The report on another page of the
Accident Insurance Company of Canada,
under the same able management as the
Canada Guarantee Company, is no less
satisfactory, and will be read with the
usual interest.

national Dairy Fair Association, the President
said : "lThe growth of corn and wheat depletes
the soil; the daiirying industry enriches it. The
corn crop of 1879 is estimated in value at 5580,-
000,000. The value of the phosphoric acid and
potash taken from the soif to produce this crop
is, in round figures, S115,000,000, or about 20
per cent. of the valne of' the crop. Wc have
often heard in gencral ternis of this depletion,
but these figures-which arc correct-show the
enorinons cost and loss in consequence of it.
Although the acreage under tillage for grain is
greatly ncreased, owing to the new lands that
have come huiler ciltivation in the West, it is
known thait the prodlict per acre lias decreased
very largely iii the Vest, although there is an
increase in the product per acre at the East.
The loss per year througl this decrease, which
is in consequence of the exhauistion of the soil,
is knîown Io eli at least S3 1,000,000 oni the corn
and wheat crops of the W est."

GUEcii occuPiiEs the enviable position of be-
ing able te sell ber 20 years' debentures at a
higlier prernium ilian any other nsusicipality
in Ontario, 1101 for 6 per cent. is good but also
lanîgerous. Already the niiinicipalities of the
Province are muicl miore deeply in debi than
is'pruîdent ; Guelph owes S250,000 with a poipu-
lation of' about S10,000, and there are people
ever ready to icrease her debt anil taxation.
Debt, personal debts, nortgage debts, muni-
cipaul debts, Doniion debts, ill keep piling on
uniîtil there is a danger of thc burden becorning
irksome.
