An Act to change the tenure of the Indian lands in the
Township of Dundee, in the County of Huntingdon.

an area of eleven thousand one hundred and eighty-one acres of
land, was set apart for the use and benefit of the Indians of the tribe of
St. Regis, at an early period of the government of Canada, as an Indian_
5 Reservation : And whereas the said Indians have, through their repre-
senfatives appointed by the Government, leased or alienated all their
rights 1o such lands for fixed ground rents, and have abandoned the same
after having so conveyed them; and the parties to whom ‘such lands
were so conveyed have at great expense cleared the same, erected build-
10 ings thereon, and otherwise improved them, thereby greatly enhancing
their value : And whereas doubts have arisen respecting the legality of
the said leases, and such doubts tend to obstruct the further improvement
of the said lands, and it is desirable, and for the interest of the said
Indians as well as «f the individuals holding said lands, and for the com-
15 munity generally, that all such doubts be removed and ‘the said Indians
duly compeusated ; Therefore Her Majesty, &e., enacts as follows:

I. All leases granted by the St. Regis Indians, or their representatives, Leases grant-

hereby authorized to receive every such deposit and give a receipt there-
for, according to Schedule A of this Act. ’

V. Nothing in this Act contained shall have the effeet of determining
in any manner the merits of conflicting titles of parties having claims to
the said Indian lands in Dundee, or of rendering valid contracts made by
any parties with any others than the Patentee or Patentees, or his or their
heirs or representaltives,
