A NEW PAVING BLOCK PLANT.
At Walkerville, Ont., is situated the 

works of the Ontario Asphalt Block Com­
pany, who are now turning out large 
quantities of asphalt paving blocks. The 
finished block is a composition of Trinidad 
asphalt, crushed conglomerate rock from 
Lake Superior and limestone pulverized to 
a fine cement.

The machines for making the blocks 
give a pressure of 1250 pounds to the

square inch. The moulding press, which 
weighs 35 tons, gives 180 tons pressure to 
each block. The works when running full 
capacity can turn out twelve thousand 
blocks per diem. They are now engaged 
on a large order for Toronto. These 
blocks are 1 foot in length, 5 inches in 
width and 3 inches in thickness.

In the works are massive automatic 
weighing machines weighing out the 
ashphalt and rock in exact proportions,

dumping it into the block pressing machine. 
The refining tanks hold 30 tons of boiling 
asphalt. A large Kent ball pulverizing 
mill is used for crushing rock. The rail­
way tracks and a wharf on the company’s 
premises give them excellent shipping 
facilities.

The stone, as it comes from the quarry, 
is first crushed, then rolled and screened 
till partially pulverized, then heated to a 
high degree of temperature, mixed with a

certain portion of asphaltic paving cemer t, 
and finally subjected (in this heated state) 
to an immense pressure and moulded 
into a solid, homogeneous block; it is then 
cooled under water and is ready lor im­
mediate use. The pulverized stone com­
bining with the refined liquid asphalt forms 
a cement with which all the larger 
particles of stone are coated. The material 
is finally delivered to the press at a 
sufficiently high temperature to cause all 
particles to adhere to one another when 
subjected to heavy pressure, thereby pro­
ducing a practically homogeneous and 
solid block.

The machinery and appliances required 
for these different processes of crushing 
and pulverizing and heating the stone, 
melting and mixing the asphalt, mixing 
and combining the heated materials, and 
pressing them into block form, are heavy

and expensive, the press alone weighing 
56,000 pounds, and several of the other 
machines from 14,000 to 18,000 pounds
