The cause of
this was, that Napoleon took possession of
the edifice for the purpose of using it as a

view both over the water and over the land.

The sea lies toward the west; the prospect

It is by understanding the position of Mount

Carmel in this respect, that we appreciate

the full force and beauty of the passage that

describes the coming of the rain, after the

destruction of the priests of Baal by the pro-

phet Elijah ; for it is always, as we observe,

in the western sky, through the operation of
some wysterious and hidden laws which hu- |

ASCENT OF THE MOUNTAIN. |

The road to the mountain passes through
Haife. Travellers and pilgrims, however,
seldom make any stay in the town. _There
is no inn there to detain them. The convent
inn is on the top o the mountain. After
passing Haifa, the road follows the line of
the shore for about half a mile, and then
turns a little inland, while a branch of the
main road diverging to the right continues
This branch
leads to the extremity of tLe cape where are
situated the ruins of an angient place named
Porphyrion, and also a small fortress on the
point. Porphyrion was a place of some con- |
sequence in former times, but it went gradu-
ally to decay, and at last, when Haifa was
built, it was entirely abandoned.

A short distance further on, the traveller
comes to another branch, where a mule-path
turns to the left from the main road, and
leads up to the mountain. The ascent is
steep, and is so guarded hy a parapet on the
outside wherever required, that it awakens

which no man whom we ever saw knew so
much, or appeared to understand and appre-
ciate so well.

He talked of the books of the Old Testa-
ment especially, and dwelt with uuaffected
pleasure upon Isaish, the Psalms, and espe-
cially the Book of Job. The Book of Job,
he said, taken as a mere work of literary
genius,was one of the most wonderful produc-
tions of any age or in any langusge. As an
ep«c poem, he deemed it far superior to either
the lliad or the Odyssey. The two last, he
said, received much of their attraction from
the mere narration of warlike deeds, and
from the perilous escapes of the chiaf person-
ages from death and slaughter ; but the Book
of Job was a purely intellectual narrative.—
Iis power was shown in the dialogues of the
characters introduced. The story was simple
in its construction, and there was little in it
{0 excite the imaginatien or arouse the sym-
pathy. It was purely an intellectual pro-
duction, and depended upon the power of the
dialogue, and not upon the interest of the
story, to produce its effects. This was con-
sidering it merely as an intellectual work.—
He read it through very oficn, and always
with renewed delight. 1In his judgment it
was the greatest epic ever written. We well
remember his quotation of some of the verses
in the thirty-eighth chapter:—*Then the
Lord answered Job out of the whirlwind
and said, Who is this that darkeneth counsel
by words without knowledge 7  Gird up now
thy loins like a man ; for I will demand of
thee. and answer thou me. Where wast
thou when I laid the foundations of the
carth ? Declare if thou hast understanding,”
&c. Mr. Webster was a fine reader, and
his recitation of particular passages to which

FOR WHOM DID THE CHRIST DIE?

On the two answers given to this question
lies the main theologic difference between the
Methodist Church and those other Evangel-
ical Communions which are calvinian in their
creed—other minor points of ditference there
are, but they are all collateral with or sub-
ordinate to this chief divergence. The
Methodist Church atfirms that Jesus Christ
intentionally died for the sins of all man-
kind, and that by such death, he so satisfied
the demands of Divine Justice as to render
the salvation of all men possible. In this
affirmation | heartily concur for the reasons
which hereafter follow : —

I. All men are in need of Salvation : God
only can appoint the method of salvation ;
