BEY A PILGRIM FATHER.

On the Western shore of the Bay of Ben
gal, at the distacce of about 300 miles from
Calcutta, the famous city called Pootee is
situated. It derives its chief importance
from being the reputed scenc of the nativity
of Juggernauth, the second divinity in the
triad of Hindoo Mjythology. This circum-
stance is believed to bave given a high
degree of superiority to the place and to the
local celebrations of the event—au impres-
sion which the sordid Priests of Bramah

.. bave sought by every means in their power

to confirm and perpetuate. On the neigh-
bouring headland, several large pagodas have
been erected, and from their height and im-
mense proportions these are easily seen by
voyagers coasting up the Bay. It is here
that the great car of Juggernauth is kept—
the car under the massive and ponderous
wheeis of which, year after year, so many
human victims have cast themselves and
been crushed to death—death literally sought
and found in the error of their ways. The
periodical religioua festivities are observed
with great cnthusiasm and veneration. The
orthodox Hindoo pants for the distinction of
a visit to Pooree with an ardour scarcely
less intense than that which inspired the
devout and pious Jew as he went up to
Jerusalem—the city of their solemnities,
and quite equal to that with which, in the
present day, the zealous follower of the false
prophet undertakes a pilgrimage to Macca—
th mausoleum of Mahomet. Oa these occa-
sions countless multitudes of devotees and
spectators are attracted to the :pot not only
from the surrounding districts, but also from
far distant provinces, many of the pilgrims
being weeks and some even months on their
journey. The fatigue of long-continued
travel ; the exhausting effect of the intense
heat ; and the want of sufficient and sea-
sonable nourichment, added to the excited
state of feeling they experience on approach-
ing the goal of their nightly dreams and of
their daily bopes frequently induce Fever
and Cholera among the way-worn and weary
wanderers. Unable to resist the attacks of
disease in such circumstances they perish in
great numbers either in the dense and dreary
jungie, or by the footpath in the field, or on
the scorching sands, or. as not unusually
happens, only a litle way from and within
sight of their desired destination. Fall
where they may they are uncared for and
forsuken by theit fellows in the pilgrimage
who, being without natural affection and
ignorant of the benign character of that
divine law which requires that all men should
alike * do justly and love mercy,” heedlessly
and heartlessly pass on and leave their neigh-
bours and even their kindred to their fate
Many years ago—how many I canuot say,
as certainly on that point would involve the
kaowledge of alady’s age, a subject on which
I amn always willingly ignorant—a family
group was proceeding to Pooree to be pre-
eent at the religious festival in commemo-
ration of Juggernauth’s incarnation. The
httle company consisted of & man and his
wife and their infant daughter then only six
months ald. They belonged to a high-caste,
the man being himself a Brabmin. They

'had been jourueying for several weeks hav-

ing come from one of the North west Pro
vinces distant not less than seven or eight
hundred miles. Travel-stained and weary
they had arrived at a place called Balasore
about a hundred and fifty miles from Pooree.
Here they considered themselves almost at
the end of their journey, and were pleasing
themselves with the prospect of soon press-
ing the soil of the holy place with their feet,
sharing-in its festal celebrations, and earn-
ing thereby the coveted and life-long distine-
tion of having performed their vows and
attained the exalted privilege of worshipping
at the favored shrine of the venecrated god.
But suddenly the man was attacked by cho-
lera, and their plans and progress were at
once aiyested. Worn out and enfeebled with
exertion his system was but little able to
grapple with 60 powerful and malign a foe.

The feeling against the papal Cburch is
rather agninst it as a polity than a religion ;
a stroggle, in fact, for religious and civil
liberty, in opposition to the enthralments of
the Papacy, and a priesthood, who, by their
tyranny over body as well as soul, bad
drawn on them the intense batred of all
classes, which had its resuits in the revolu-
tion of 1%48. The reform which followed
on that crisis, the abolition of the ecclesias-
tical courts, in which the priests had the
power of inflicting summary punishment,
even to death itsell, on those who came un-
der their censure—a power as grievous in it-
self as it was unscrupulously exercised —the

The Cardinal-Bishop of Rome, who is also |

Christ, Holy Father or Popes isjinvested |
with boundless authority over the minds
these hundred and thirty-nine millions of
Catholics.

The Cardinals are nominated by tie Pope ;
the Pope is pominated by the Cardinals;
rom the day of his election he became infal-
lible, at least in the opinion of M. de Meistre,
and the best Catholics of our time.

This was not the opinion of Bossuet ; but
it has always been that of the Popes them-
selves.

When the Sovereign Pontiff declared to
us that the Virgin Mary was born free from
original sin, the hundred and thirty-nine mil-
lions of Catholies are bound to beliewe it on
hi:l word —This is what has recently occar-
red.

This discipline of - the understanding re-
flects infinite credit upon the nineteenth cen-
tary. It posterity does us justice, it wiil be

grateful to us therefor. It will see thnt in-

" stead of cutting one another’s throats about

theological questions, we bave surveyed
lines of railway, laid telegraphs, constructed
steam engines, launched ships, pierced isth-
muses, created sciences, corrected laws, re-
pressed factions. fed the poor, civilized bar-

barians, drained marshes, cultivated wasto |
lands, without ever baving a single dispute |

as to the infallibilty of a man.

But the busiest age, tlie age which the
best knows the value of time, may be obli-
ged for a moment to neglect its business.
If, for instance. it sbould remark around
Rome and its Bishop a violent agitation,

| which neither the trickery ot diplomacy nor

the pressure of armics can suppress; it it
perceive in the little corner of the peninsula
a smouldering fire, which may at any time
burst forth, and in twenty-four hours envel-
ope all Europe, this age, prudent from a
sense of duty, on account of the great things
it bas to accomplish, turns its attention to
upon
knowing what it all mesns.

[t means that the simple princes of the
middle ages, Pepin the Brief, Charlemagne,
and the Countess of Matilda, behaved with
great liberality to the Pope. They gave
bim lands and men, according to the lashion
of the times, when men, being merely live
stock of the land, were thrown into the bar-
gain. If they were generous,i was not
because they thought with M. Theirs that
the Pope could not be independent without
being a King; they bad scen him in his
poverty more independent and more com-
manding than almost any monarch on the
earth. They enriched bim from motives of
friendship, calculation, gratitude, or it might
even be to disinherit their relations, as we
sometimes sce in our times. Since the days
of the Countess Matilda, the Pope, having
acquired a taste for possession, has gone on
rounding his es'ate.—He has obtained cities
by capitulation, as in the case of Bologna;
he has won others at the cannon’s mouth, as
Rimini ; while some he has appropriated, by
treachery and stealth, as Ancona. Indeed,
so well have matters been managed, that in
1859 the Bishop of Rome is (he temporal
sovereign of about six millions of acres, and
reigns over three millions one hundred and
twenty-four thousand six hundred and sixty-
eight men, who are all crying out loudly
against him.

They say—that the authority to which
without having either asked or acceptod it,
they ure subject, is the most fundamentally
absolute that was ever defined by Aristotle ;

micting his infallibility can never be noy-
thing but a bad government.

* The loss of mineral matter from the
goil result from the fact that it is taken up
by the growing crops, and also carried away
by the surface water flowing into streams,
and thence ioto the sea. These two causes
are always in operation, and were there no
means of supply, would in time render the
earth a barren waste. The dimination
which arises from continued cropping is in
part restored by maoures, and the same ja
trae of the constituents washed from the
soil by surface drainage; but this supply is
small, uncertain, and of limited application,
| and providence bas provided patural means
to restore lost mineral constituents to our
arable land. At intervals, drouths occur to
bring up from the deeper nndersoil food for
the use of plants when the rain shall again
fall to dissolve and bring them into aciion.

“ A drouth acts upon the moisture of the
earth as follows : Daring dry weather, a con-
tinued evaporation takes place from ll;e sur-
face soil, above that supplied by rain and
dew, which creates a vacoum (so far as the

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The “ Northern Lights “—whose appearance
was so brilliant bere on Sunday night the 28th
ult.,—~appear to bave extended there eflulgence
over a large portion of the globe. In ad-
dition to the glowing .accounts we have re-
ceived of their beauty and brightness as seen
in the United States and Bermuda, we find
notices of them in the English papers, and as-
certain that they bave been seen in Europe as
far South as Rome. Here are two or three of
the references made by Exchanges :

AURORA Boreavris.—There was seen in this
city on Sanday nigbt a fine appearance of the
aurora borealis, which commenced between
eleven and twelve o'clock, by a very extensive
balo in the borizon, in appearance like that from
a full moon just before rising; subsequently the
ordinary crimson and yellow rays, very bright,
shot up to the meridiso, the whole extending
from south-west to north-east across fu!l balf of
the horizon. Besides which were sudden, in-
stantaneous flashes or waves of lights, like faint
flasbes of summer |ghtning darting up to the
meridian. The most brill:ant appearances were
from a quarter past twelve toa quarter to one.—
English paper.

The Aurora Borealis bave been uncommonly
brilliant this week, there baving been nothing
comparable to them for a quarter of a century.
It they bad waited a year longer, they might, as
Nortbern L'ght, bave been regarded as beralding
a Republican victory. Are Northern Lights
constitutional ? s there not something “ sec-
tiooal ” in their name ? The Cbarleston Con-
vention ought to settle these things. There
have been great liberties taken with the tele-
grapbic wires, and who knows but that the Union
may next be tampered with it, and tbe chains
that bind it be interfered with! There has been
a great electric disturbance, and some think that
we shall soon bear of earibquakes, and similar
pleasant things.— American Traveller.

This singular nomenon made its appear-
ance in our Northern bemispbere on Sunday
evening last. It appeared to ascend from a lew
degreess above the borizon towards the zenith,
assuming a variety of sha and beautiful
colours—sometimes in tremulous sheets of a pale
yellow, changing gradually into a deep crimson,
or shooting upwords in s'reams” of light re-
sembling those frequently observed from the
setting sun. It covered at times the entire space
between N. W. and N. E., leaving the sky, {rom
the borizon to its apparent base, perfectly clear,
Towards ten o'clock, it gradually died away,
wben the whole of the northern sky threw out a
light resembling the pale light of the moon,
which was sufficiently bright to cast a deep
shadow from every object on the land. This
light continued ti!l dawn of day.—The last time,
we believe, that we were visited by the Northern
twilight was in the year 1839.—Bermuda
Gazelle.

Tbe Scientific American describes the ap-
pearance in New York as follows:—* Soon
after sunset the merry dancers of the Scottish
peasants ventured from their homes in the
North and swept, with lightrome feet, far into
the poutbern hemisphere,  As the twilight
deepened, tbeir brilliant and many colored
lights radiated from a focus, like a star in the
centre of a glittering canopy, and extended
over the entire dome above, The play ol
colors and the rapid motions of the streamers,
were beautiful beyond the power of pen to de-
scribe, Now they would be of a deep yellow
color ; then instantly change into blae ; and
again into purple, crimson, green and lilac ; and
at other times the whole of the prismatic co-
lors, like Aaming arrows were launched from
the celestial bow."

Fires— Sp Combustion.—The Sci-
entific American of a late date says:—* A great
number of fires bave recently taken place in va-
rious parts of our country, and in most cases
they seem to have had some connexion with ma
terials containing oil or grease. Thus there was
a destructive conflagration last week among the
oil stores in Nc'.Ldfotd, Mass , and on the
night of the 13th ult,, the very large rope-works
ot Messrs. Watarbury, in Brooklyn, New York,
were nearly all consumed, invplving a_loss of
about $100,000, as reported. Tirthis latter case
the fire originated in the jenny or spinning room,
where no fire was kept, and among some idle
machines, on which were piled some hemp and
matting. There are some qualities of bhemp
which require to be trested with an * unformed
soap,” isting of an alkaline liquid and oil,
and both cotton and hemp so treated, are very
liable to spontanecus combustion. We bave
seen quite a number of instances of this kind in
our lite time, and in all likelibood this was the
immediate cause of this fire.

It is a remarkable fact at the pre-
sent time that the French Minister, M. la Fer-
riére, has been recalled from Florence for being
too officious—for proceeding too openly and un-
blushingly to advocate the pretentions of Prince
Napoleon to supreme power in Tuscany. This
would seem to indicate a desire on the part of
Louis Napoleon that the people of that country
should be left unfettered in the choice of their
fature ruler. Whether or not the two. Em-
perors will bave a nal interview, it is con-
sidered certain that Prince Metternich will short-
lyngroeeed to Paris for the purpose of patting an
end, if possible, to the existing complications con-
cerning ltaly. The British Government will cer-
tainly take no part in a congrees unless lbeﬂr
posing parties are willing to abide by the adjudi-
cation of the Great Powers, and it is needless to
observe from the known sentiments of Lord Pal-
merston’s Cabinet that the sati settlement
of the Italian question on a large permanent
basis will be the only induceiient on their part
towards such a step.

In addition to
the military expedition, the Espana says that a
tquadron, conssting of a ship of the line, two
frigates, a corvette, and ten steamers is to be
collected at Tangiers. The lberia publishes a
letter from Ceuta of the 25th ult., which states
that the Moors, having obtained reinforcements
from the neighbouring populations, had obliged
the Spanish advanced posts to fall back, bad
taken their camp, and bad possessed themselves
of the strong positions called El Morro, El Ar-
royo, Ceuta la Vieja, and La Puntilla. The
Spaniards, it a s, caused great loss to the
assailants by their artillery, but nevertheless suf-
fered severely themselves. The resuit of the
engagement is stated to be that the Spaniards
now occupy ne ground beyond the walls of the
fortress, and it is added that their position is the
same at Melilla.

The great experiment concerning the success
or otherwise of the Great Eastern steamship is
rapidly approaching a solution. It will soon be
ascertained whether this gigantic inroad on the
capacity of vessels which traverse the deep will
be a success or a failure. “It appears that the
underwriters, excellent judges in such mafters,
entertained doubts whether this enormous mari-
time mass would safely escape the perils of the
river on which she was built on her course to-
wards the cbannel,and it is said they have de-
clined to insure until the question was rettled.
