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MANUFACTURE OF LAUNDRY BLUE
REMISING that the process of. mak­
ing laundry blue is more simple than 
is generally supposed, a foreign jour­

nal gives some information concerning the 
profits of the industry and the methods em­
ployed. The plant, it says, consists of a 
pair of edge stones for grinding the material 
and presses to form it into blocks, cubes, or 
circulars, as may be required. A press to 
work by hand and to make four squares at a 
time costs about $20, and will turn out about 
3 cwt. per day. The best form of press is 
hydraulic, making sixty-three squares and 
costing about ^80. A blue which matches 
the leading makes is as follows : 40 lbs. 
ultramarine at about £y> per ton, 20 lbs. 
ultramarine at about £20 per ton, 40 lbs. 
bicarbonate of soda at ,£7 per ton, 12 lbs. 
glucose at £11 per ton. It will be seen lhat 
the mixture costs in raw material not more 
than 15s. per cwt. To this add 5s. fid. per 
cwt. for cost of labor in grinding and press­
ing, packing, paper and boxes, which makes 
total cost 2os. fid. per cwt. This is sold at 
from 65s. to 80s. per cwt.

Certain makers offer a blue at from 18s. to 
20s. per cwt., which is made as follows : 20
lbs. ultramarine at £12 per ton, 20 lbs. kiln- 
dried blue earth, 15 lbs. terra alba, 45 lbs. 
bicarbonate of soda, 12 lbs. glucose.

The kiln-dried blue earth is reduced to a 
thick consistency with boiling water, just 
enough water being added to soften it. The 
glucose, when bought, is generally 44 deg. 
Tw. This is mixed with hot water to re­
duce it to 25 deg. Tw., and is added in this 
form. The weights given refer to this sp. g., 
and not to the original density. The dry 
materials are put under the stones and well 
ground, so as to thoroughly amalgamate the 
bicarbonate into the color, and the syrup is 
then added. The whole is ground until a 
sample taken from the stones does not show 
aoy black specks (syrup) when worked with 
a palette knife or rubbed between the fingers. 
When taken from the stones it is passed 
through a riddle (seven-wire gauge) by hand, 
and is then ready for the press. Unless 
pressed by hydraulic at 1 % tons pressure it 
should be put in drying stove, which will 
considerably harden it. It is then dusted on 
the six sides of the square with a superior 
ultramarine by means of a small brush, and 
passed to the packers to be wrapped and 
parceled.

Circular and bag blues are pressed in 
dies with circular holes in place of square 
ones, and are pressed very light, so as to 
get a maximum size with a minimum weight, 
and are stoved until quite bard. A propor­
tion of gum arable, gelatine or dextrine 
added to the glucose will keep the circular 
hard. If made of glucose alone they have a 
tendency to go soft when kept in stock. Cir­
cular blue is generally made of pure ultra- 
marine, with 22 pounds of syrup to the cwt. 
There are circular and bag blues on the

market which show such ingredients as 
Fuller’s earth, china clay and terra alba. 
Bag blue is packed by means of a wooden 
block having a hole in it just the depth of 
the circular piece to be produced, and 
slightly larger in diameter. The piece of 
linen is laid across the hole and the circular 
pushed down. This brings the linen up 
neat and tight around the blue, and leaves 
the neck standing out to be tied with linen.

HOW TO MAKE THE BUSINESS 
PAPER PAY THE ADVERTISER.
N this paper I propose to give some 
practical advice and suggestions on how 
to make it pay any way, and how to 

make it pay better than it ever has paid.
Advertising to-day must be made to pay.
The good of all good is in so handling the 

good that the good of it does good.
Poor advertising pays poorly—good adver­

tising pays well.
Good goods and poor advertising may be 

as profitless as bad goods and good adver­
tising.

Unless the quality of the goods and the 
quality of the advertising harmonize there is 
no profit in publicity, except that transient 
profit that no decent man cares about.

The conventional advertisement has a 
value, although it has looked backward over 
a quarter of a century.

The selling value of anything is partly in 
the appearance of it.

Intrinsic value, covered with a bushel 
basket, is no more salable, and perhaps 
not so salable, as less value well presented.

A ham sandwich, with a wide, thick 
table cloth and napkin as big as a 
towel, with a waiter of immaculate black­
ness, and a well-set table, is more appe­
tizing than terrapin and game served in a 
horse trough.

The diamond is not more brilliant than 
coal before it is polished.

Make the goods look as well as they are, 
provided they are as well as they look.

Make the advertisement look as well as 
the goods.

The advertisement which reads :
John Smith & Co.,

Wholesale Grocery Importers, 
may bring Mr. Smith some business, but it 
will not bring him the business thot is sure 
to come from an advertisement which adver­
tises what Mr. Smith sells more prominently 
than Mr. Smith himself.

Mr. Smith is not for sale—that which he 
makes is for sale.

The buyer cares nothing about Mr. Smith 
beyond Mr. Smith’s reliability and character.

He cares everything about the quality of 
what Mr. Smith makes.

I do not depreciate the value of keeping 
Mr. Smith’s name before the public, but I

do not believe in advertising Mr. Smith to 
the prejudice of what Mr. Smith makes.

Three-quarters of the advertisement and 
the largest type should be used in announ 
mg the articles manufactured. Too big type 
cannot be used—the bigger the better.

Better hit the pocket book of one man 
than the feet of a dozen.

One word inside of a man is worth one 
hundred outside of him.

If you manufacture a dozen articles, don’t 
conspicuously speak of more than one if 
them at a time, unless you have sep irate 
advertisements for each.

No matter what you sell, advertise it, with 
your name and address as a matter of neces­
sity, but don't place your name at the top nf 
the advertisement in the largest type, fnl 
lowed by a conglomeration of what you 
make, so mixed up and so insignificant, that 
one can’t separate the wheat from the chaff.

There is no objection to advertising 
some one article prominently, and, in small 
type following, speak of the other lines 
carried.

Let the advertisement have the advantage 
of always profitable oneness.

Let it appeal to the buyer on some one 
particular thing, that thing to be changed 
to another in the next issue of the p iper, if 
you make other things.

If you manufacture a dozen articles, ad­
vertise one prominently, with the others very 
much less prominently ; then the next time 
advertise another prominently, and the 
others less prominently, and so on.

Don’t say much in your advertisement.
It is not the business of the advertisement 

to sell goods. It is to assist your salesmen 
and your catalogue in selling.

It is the business of the advertisement to 
create correspondence, to interest buyers in 
your travelers and the goods they carry, so 
that they will wait to see their samples be 
fore giving orders elsewhere, to separate the 
probable from the possible customers, 10 
bring into your office letters which indicate 
that certain people desire certain goods, and 
it is there your business, and the business of 
your employes, to sell them.

Trade paper advertising would be worth 
double what it is to the advertiser if the ad­
vertiser made his advertisements specify 
something in particular, not everything in 
general.

Make one point at a time, and only one.
Advertise prominently the thing for sale, 

not the seller of it.

THAT BIG MOLASSES SHIPMENT.

N impression has prevailed for sev­
eral years past that Portland was 
rapidly losing its prominence in con­

nection with the West India business, says 
The Express of that town, and that the 
molasses trade had been reduced to small 
proportions, but a careful student of trans­
actions on our water front recently could not 
fail to notice that the general public are 
hardly aware of the volume of business done 
by molasses importers. Special mention 
should be made of one importing house 
whose enterprise has done much to make 
the port of Portland again one of impor'ance 
in the line in question, and to renew, in a 
large degree, the business in grocery mo­
lasses, which seemed to be gradually drift­
ing away. Some four years ago N. W. 
Taussig & Co., of New York, noting the 
possibilities and the needs of a revival of the 
trade in Portland, as well as the advantage­
ous location offered, established an office on 
Commercial street, under the charge of Mr. 
]. fc. Stringer, who, by the facilities ren­
dered by his house, and by his indomitable 
will and able management, has built up a 
prosperous business.

The Messrs. Taussig, soon after locating 
there, began to import desirable grades of 
Porto Rico and Barbadoes molasses to that

port, until, by carefully catering to the 
wants of the jobbers, they are known as 
the leading house in the importation of and 
the trade in molasses. But, not content with 
this, and with a spirit only possessed by en­
ergetic and pushing men, they conceived the 
idea of opening a trade with Canada by 
transportation from Portland, via the Graud 
Trunk Railway. This molasses is brought 
from the West India Islands by sailing 
vessels, and landed in the Grand Trunk 
warehouses in bond. If any part of it is re­
quired by our wholesale grocers, the duties 
are paid on that part, and then it is de­
livered. The balance is either shipped to 
Canada in bond, or duties are paid, and it 
goes on to other points in our own country 
on orders, of which the Messrs. Taussig re­
ceive a large number from the south and 
west. An idea of the extent of their trade 
from this point may be gained from the fact 
that during the present season they have 
had landed here, in bond, outside of their 
other prosperous local business, some 3,000 
hogsheads of Porto Rico molasses, from 
which they have recently made one ship­
ment to Montreal of 500 hogsheads and 80 
tierces, in one special train, composed of 25 
cars, said to have been the only special train 
loaded exclusively with Porto Rico molasses 
that ever went over the Grand Trunk road. 
This being so, it was thought proper to ad­
vertise it, and large signs, elegantly painted,

were put upon several of the cars, bearing 
the following inscripiion :
♦-------- ♦

This Train is loaded with Porto Rico 
Molasses, in Bond, for Montreal, shipped 
by N. W. Taussig & Co-, importers.

♦------------------------------------ ------♦
The members of this firm and their fam­

ilies have become warmly attached to Port­
land and its. surroundings, and for several 
years have enjoyed life at the beautiful is­
lands in Casco Bay, thus materially adding 
to their other large expenditures of money, 
which, in the total, is an important factor in 
the increasing prosperity of Portland that 
should continue to be recognized by all our 
people.

The building up of this branch of com­
merce in our city should, and doubtless will, 
receive the encouragemet to which it is en­
titled, and we hope the final result will be 
the complete restoration of the old time ac­
tivity in the West India business on our 
water front. N. W. Taussig & Co.’s home 
office is in New York, but they now have 
branch houses established in Boston and in 
New Orleans, besides brokers’ offi es in 
many of the principal cities in the Umied 
States and Canada. The Portland office is 
under the management of Mr. W. G S rule, 
an expert molasses man, Mr. Stringer hav­
ing been promoted to a responsible position 
in the New York offi :e.

N. W. Taussig & Co. intend to continue 
and increase the molasses business through 
here to Canada. They now have about 1,000 
hogsheads left here in bond ready for ship­
ment.

TRADE BALANCES AND CANADA.
OLITICAL economists differ as to the 
relative importance of the balance of 
trade One school contends that ex­

cess of imports over exports indicates a 
healthy condition. The other argues that 
vice versa is the ideal.

Doth are right to a certain extent, but the 
doctrine of neither will apply to all countries 
alike. The United Kingdom, for instance, 
great as it is as an exporter, is still greater 
as an importer, for the simple reason that 
it has to import the bulk of its raw materi­
als. The United States, on the other hand, 
is an exporting country. She exports raw 
materials as well as manufactured products. 
Consequently when the imports exceed the 
exports, as they have during the past ten 
months, one can fairly say that the balance 
of trade against her is unfavorable, while 
the same application would only apply to 
Great Britain if her exports exceeded her 
imports.

Canada's position is somewhat unique in 
this respect. She is like neither Great 
Britain nor (hs United States. Canada im­
ports both raw material and the finer class 
of manufactured goods, hence, when her 
imports exceed her exports it cannot be ac­
counted unfavorable to her. If it did count 
against us we would have been bankrupt 
long ago, for since Confederation there have 
only been three years during which the ex­
ports exceeded the imports for home con­
sumption.

Raw material is imported for the purpose 
of being turned into finished products. In 
this process profit, of course, accrues to the 
manufacturers.

Of Canada’s total imports for 1894 over 
21 % per cent, consisted of raw materials. 
Our exports of manufactured goods during 
the same year aggregated 23.16 per cent, of 
the total exports of all kinds, while accord­
ing to the census of 1891 Canada turns an­
nually about {256,000,000 worth of raw ma­

terial into manufactured products valued 
at $476,000,000, an appreciation of value of 
over 46 per cent., distributed among the 
manufacturers, artisans, public carriers, etc.

It is evident that an excess of imports over 
exports does not indicate an unhealthy con­
dition as far as Canada is concerned. But 
it does with the United States. It indicates, 
first, that the products which she sends ab­
road are not going out in their accustomed 
volume, and that, consequently, gold must be 
exported to meet her liabilities. Then, there 
is a demand upon her gold reserve to pay for 
the securities which British and European 
capitalists are anxious—over anxious it may 
be—to get off their hands.

The result of this two-fold demand upon 
its gold supply is seen in the fact that its 
excess of gold exports over the imports is 
over $44,000,000 for the ten months ending 
October 31st last.

The British capitalist is beginning to 
learn that Canada affords an excellent field 
for investment. As a result, much of the 
British capital that once went to the United 
States is coming this way ; and this flow is 
destined to grow in volume as the knowledge 
of the richness of our resources becomes 
more diffused.

It is no exaggeration to say that no coun­
try in the world to-day affords, to put it 
mildly, better investment to capitalists than 
does Canada. But the trouble is that we in 
this country are not aggressive enough in 
advertising the fact.

In the Kootenay and Cariboo country we 
have the richest and best paying gold min­
ing properties in the world, not excepting 
those of the much vaunted South Africa. 
On both the Atlantic and the Pacific we have 
the best fisheries by far in the world. In the 
forests we have unlimited wealth. Along the 
shores of Nova Scotia, in the heart of the 
country, and in British Columbia there are 
illimitable fields of coal. And in Manitoba 
and the Territories we have a stretch of 
country whose adaptability for cereal raising 
and ranching purposes is beyond perad- 
venture.

ADVANCE IN WOODENWARE.
The woodenware manufacturers ol Can­

ada have been meeting in Toronto during 
the past week, and as a result some import­
ant changes have been made in prices and 
discounts.

Complete information cannot be furnished 
as the revision of the lists is not yet finished. 
The Canadian Grocer is, however, in 
a position to state that the advance in pails 
and tubs is about ten cents per dozen. Butter 
tubs and covers have been removed from 
the net list and placed on the regular list, 
and new prices have been compiled. Trade 
discounts are about 5 per cent, lower.

During the recent depression in the 
United States, it will be remembered,

the Canadian woodenware manufacturers 
were compelled to lower their prices very 
material.y to meet the slaughter figures at 
which makers were sending their goods into 
this country. Since the return of activity, 
the price of the raw material, such as hoops, 
wire, etc., used by the woodenware manu­
facturers, has advanced considerably ; as 
much as 30 to 32 per cent, in some in-tances. 
It is this fact that is more responsible than 
any other for the advances just ordered in 
the finished products by the' makers of 
woodenware in Canada.

FRENCH SHIPPERS ANNOYED.

HIPPERS in France as well as im­
porters in Canada are beginning to 
chafe under the regulations and exac­

tions which the Canadian Customs authori­
ties are imposing on goods entering the 
country under the French Treaty.

This is evident from correspondence 
which J. L Watt & Scott, of Toronto, have 
just received from Marseilles.

The French Treaty, it will be remembered, 
went into operation some six weeks ago. 
But, ever since, the Customs Department, 
by a system of petty rulings, have made it 
about as impossible as they well could for 
importers to take advantage of the treaty.

One of the obstacles placed in the way 
was in regard to the evidence adduced as to 
the article imported being of French origin. 
Whether in all cases The Canadian Gro­
cer cannot say, but in a good many in­
stances the consular certificate was not ac­
cepted as sufficient evidence. This has led 
to a great deal of annoyance, and is the direct 
cause of the lever from the Marseilles ship­
pers in question.

“The traders on this and on your own 
side are respectable and reliable enough to 
certifiy to the truth," they write.

The method of issuing the certificate 
showing the origin of ihe goods is, in brief, 
something like this : First, the mayor of the 
municipality in whicn the shippers do busi­
ness takes an oath to the effect that the 
goods being exported to Canada are the pro­
duct of France. This certificate is then for­
warded to the British Consul resident there, 
who makes an affidavit to the effect that the 
signature is that of the mayor. For this 
little duty and affixing his signature the Con­
sul receives a fee of six francs and a half.

Watt & Scott’s coriespondents suggest 
that if this method is not sufficient to satisfy 
the Customs Department of Canada that the 
British Consul either make his certificate 
out upon the documentary evidence to be
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found in the office of the shippers or upon 
the affidavit of the shippers.

In carrying out the law the Customs De­
partment undoubtedly needs to exercise 
much care ; but care does not mean petty 
rulings and unfair exactions, notwithstand­
ing that the Department has acted in deal­
ing with the French Treaty as if it did.

The trouble is that consignor and con­
signee alike are account rogues—first, last, 
and all the time. At any rate, that is what 
is to be gathered from the attitude of the 
Government toward them.

As The Canadian Grocer has said be­
fore, the system has been borrowed from 
our Yankee cousins. It is sharp, but it is 
not business like, neither is it just. And the 
sooner the Canadian Customs Department 
discards it, and gives the importer some 
credit for being honest until he is proved 
otherwise, the better for all concerned, the 
Government included.

OFFICE OF THE TRADE PAPER.

HE CANADIAN GROCER is not 
issued every day ; it is issued once a 
week. Yet this—tournai had made 

public to its readers the cigarette situation in 
Canada two or three weeks before the daily 
papers of the country revealed anything to 
their constituents.

We do not refer to this with a view to 
speaking disparagingly of the daily papers. 
Canada has reason to be proud of her daily 
newspapers. The reason we bring the mat­
ter up is that on it we may “ hang a moral 
and adorn a tale."

The moral is that merchants who want to 
keep posted on matters appertaining to their 
respective lines must read the trade papers 
devoted to their particular business.

The papers devoted to groceries, hard­
ware, dry goods, etc., are specialists. And 
not only must they of necessity be better 
qualified than daily papers to deal with trade 
matters, but they have better opportunities 
of giving information concerning matters in 
their particular sphere

He who is in touch with the Government 
knows more of its doings than he who tar­
ries with the Opposition. And it is the 
same in regard to the trade and the daily 
papers : The one pays particular attention 
to trade matters ; the other to political and 
general news.

Take, by all means, the daily piper for 
political and general news, but do not fall 
into the erroneous idea that it will keep you 
informed on trade matters as well.

PRICE OF POTATOES.
The Canadian Grocer's article last 

week voicing the opinion of some people 
that old potatoes, aespite their present plen­
tifulness, may, before the advent of new pota­
toes next spring, be quoted at an unusually

high figure, is causing a good deal of dis­
cussion.

We understand that some bets have been 
made over the question, and that consider­
able money hangs on the issue. One of 
Canada’s biggest dealers is backing the pre­
diction chronicled in these columns.

GRENOBLE WALNUTS SCARCE.
HE situation in Grenoble walnuts is 
more than usually interesting at the 
moment, both at home and abroad.

At home there is already a scarcity, and 
the bulk of the demand for the holiday trade 
has not yet been satisfied. Some houses in 
Toronto appear to be completely cleaned 
out. At any rate those that have Grenobles 
in stock are being importuned by other 
wholesalers who desire to purchase. To­
ronto merchants have also received enquiries 
from Hamilton houses.

A few shipments have been received dur­
ing the week, but they do not appear to have 
given much relief. Further shipments are 
not expected till after Christmas.

Advices just received from the primary 
markets announce an advance of about one 
cent and a half per pound in the price of 
Grenoble walnuts. Consequsnlly later ship­
ments will cost considerably more than those 
brought on earlier in the season.

A SUBJECT OF CONCERN.
UR cousins to the sou h are again 
concerned about their gold reserve, 
which, on account of the demands 

that have recently been made upon it on 
export account, has again dropped some 
twenty millions below the legal level.

Coming at a time when gold ought to be 
flowing back into the country in payment 
for cereals exported, it is not surprising that 
financial men in the United States should 
scratch their heads in search of a reason, 
and that the president of the country should 
urge Congress to come to the rescue of the 
depleted reserve.

Some have opined that the decreased ex­
port of breadstuff's is the primary cause, but 
although up to a week or two ago the value 
of the wheat and flour sent out of the coun­
try was some three and a-half millions less 
than for the same time last season, yet the 
decrease in this respect was more than com­
pensated for by the increase of 14,000,000 
bushels is the quantity of corn exported. 
During September alone corn to the value 
of $2,388,216 was sent out of the country, 
against only $263,583 worth the same time 
in 1894.

Others turn to the cotton exports for an 
explanation ; and here, in part at any rate, 
is to be found the explanation. According 
to the returns far September the exports for 
that month of raw cotton were valued at 
$4,925,015, against $8,172,421 the same time 
last year. But from figures collated by the

N. Y. Journal of Commerce, dealing with 
the exports from September I to November 
22, bales to the number of 1,258,023, and to 
the value of $50,336.000, based upon the 
average market price, were exported. Ac- 
cording to these figures there was obviously 
a large increase in the cotton exports during 
October and November. But in spite of 
this the exports up to November 22 were 
324,897 bales below those of the last five 
years and 786,288 below those of the highest 
year. In value the exports were $8,731,000 
below those of 1894 and nearly $15,000,000 
less than those of the last four years.

But the fact of the matter is, the merchan 
dise exports from the United States have 
fallen off materially during the present year, 
while their imports have increased enor 
mously. For instance, during the ten months 
ending October 31 last the exports aggre­
gated $644,944,706, in 1894 they were 
$660,271,397. Turning to the imports we 
find that they exceeded the exports by ovei 
thirty-one million dollars, while during the 
corresponding ten months of 1894 the ex­
ports exceeded the imports by over ninety- 
six and a half million dollars.

TURKEYS AND APPLES FOR 
ENGLAND.

Certain quantities of Canadian fruit and 
poultry have recently been shipped from 
points in Ontario to catch the Christmas 
trade in the British markets.

Last week Dawson & Co. consigned seven 
cars of apples to the Old Country from To­
ronto, Stouffville, Brampton, and Cobourg.

The same firm shipped to Liverpool a car 
containing 170 barrels of turkeys and some 
geese.

It is interesting to note that Dawson A 
Co. were the pioneers in shipping Canadian 
apples and poultry to England. Twenty- 
eight years ago the father of the brothers 
now composing the firm sent the first app es 
over the sea, and this is the twenty-second 
consecutive year that the firm have placed 
turkeys on the home markets.

FREIGHT CLASSIFICATION OF 
GROCERIES.

At the invitation of the Classification C un 
mittee of the Railway Companies, H. C. 
Beckett, of W. H. Gillard & Co , Hamilton, 
had a conference Monday last with that 
body with a view ol simplifying the classifi 
cation of groceries so that they could be 
grouped under two or three classes instead 
of five as at present.

The committee appeared to be pleased 
with the suggestions made by Mr. Beckett, 
seeing advantages in the way of billing that 
might justify them in making the change. 
They have promised to take the matter into 
consideration, and if such a classification 
can be arranged, it will no doubt be a great 
advantage to both wholesale and retail 
grocers.
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NEW AGREEMENT ON CIGARETTES.
agreement on which the American 

Tobacco Co. is to supply the jobbing
I trade in Canada with their various 

brands of cigarettes, to which reference was 
made in The Canadian Grocer some 
weeks ago, is being signed by the trade this 
week.

Under it the American Tobacco Co. will 
consign cigarettes for sale on commission, 
and the jobb ng trade must sell to retail 
trade only, and at the price fixed by the 
company : 2 per cent, discount is allowed 
for cash in ten days ; the jobber pays the 
freight, and must guarantee the compiny 
against loss by fire or other cause ; if the 
jobber does not discriminate against the 
American Tobacco Ca’s cigarettes in favor 
of those of any other manufacturer he will 
be allowed a commission of 2 per cent, on 
the amount realized by the sale of cigarettes 
consigned to him, and if he handles the com­
pany's cigarettes only he will receive an ad­
ditional commission of 6 per cent. Briefly, 
jobbers who handle the American Tobacco 
Ca’s cigarettes only will get a rebate of 8 
per cent., and if they pav cash they will re­
ceive an extra 2 per cent., or to per cent, in 
all.

As far as can be learned, none of the 
jobbers have refused to sign. While the 
agreement binds them down to i s terms, 
they are assured of a profit which few of 
them have been making recently. It looks 
as if all the other makers would be shut out 
of the Canadian market entirely.

To protect one jobber from the other in 
cutting, the company will assign a number 
to each jobber. Every package sent to him 
wi 1 bear that number. When the repre 
sen atives of that company find a package 
of cigarettes that has been sold at a cut 
price, they can, by referring to the number, 
ascertain what jobbing house sold it, and 
they will then cancel his rebate.

BEET SUGAR REFINERY FOR 
LEAMINGTON.

A proposition is on foot to start a refinery 
•tjLeamington, Ont., for the manufacture of 
sugar from beetroot. A meeting of citizens 
was held on Saturday night, when a com­
mittee was appointed to form a provisional 
board of directors.

Guarantees will be secured from farmers 
to supply 100,000 tons of beet next season. 
The average growth in South Essex is 2$ 
tons per acre, and this will require 4,000 
acres. The capacity of the factory will be 
1,000 tons of beets per day, and 400 persons 
will be employed. A charter has been ap­
plied for.

Negotiations are being carried on by Mr. 
R. Lawder, the well-known authority on beet 
sugar cultivation, who is understood to be 
working in the interest of Mr. Lefebvre.

LATE S. DAVIS.
N Saturday afternoon last Mr. S. 

Davis, of S. Davis & Sons, Mont­
real, who has been ailing for some 

time, passed away peacefully.
The late Mr. Davis was born on July 4, 

1834, and came to Canada in 1891, after 
having been for a short time engaged in 
business in Brooklyn, N.Y. On reaching 
Canada he made Montreal his home, com­
mencing as a cigar manufacturer. Begin­
ning in a small way, the manufactory gradu­
ally extended, an immense business was 
built up, and the name of the house became 
known all over the North American contin­
ent. Seven years ago the estate of D. 
Ritchie & Co. was acquired by purchase, 
and was added to the business. The ven­
ture proved most successful, and, some few 
month, ago, that portion of the manufactory 
was sold to the American Tobacco Co. 
of Canada. As each of his sons came of age, 
Mr. Davis took them into partnership, and

«

the business of the firm, from which Mr. 
Davis retired three months ago, is now car­
ried on by two of his sons, M. E and M. H.

Acquiring wealth in abundance, Mr. Davis 
did not keep it wholly to himself, but was 
ever ready to contribute to charitable ob­
jects and worthy institutions, his generosity 
being limited to neither creed nor race, 
Hebrew and Gentile alike being recipients 
of his liberality. And the practical sympathy 
which he so freely displayed, he gave with­
out the slightest ostentation ; indeed, he let 
not his right hand know what his left hand 
did, never mentioning, even to any of the 
members of bis family, any act of generosity 
that he had performed. To his timely aid 
very many families are indebted for their 
start in life ; in fact, on one occasion he 
gave to no fewer than seventy-five families 
the means to earn their own livelihood, and 
that so quietly that only himself and the 
immediate recipients of hi* bounty were 
aware of his benevolence. He subscribed to 
all of the city charities, and in many of the 
benevolent institutions he interested himself 
deeply and held prominent offices.

He was a life governor of hospitals, and

was one of those who took an active part in 
the founding of the Protestant Hospital 
for the Insane at Verdun. In the Baron de 
Hirsch Institute he took a lively interest, 
and he was among those who worked hard­
est in the obtaining of a grant for the found­
ing of that colony in the Northwest, to which 
so many of the Jews, who have since landed 
on our shores, have been forwarded. For 
seventeen years he was president of the 
Spanish and Portuguese congregation, and 
at the time of his death had occupied a like 
position in the Temple Emanu-EI for up­
wards of nine years. He was, on several 
occasions, offered public positions, but, with 
that natural modesty which ever character­
ized him, he always declined the honor.

Forty years ago he married Miss Falk, of 
Brooklyn, N.Y., who, together with hve 
sons and two daughters, survive him. The 
sons are Eugene, who is interested in the 
largest tobacco house in the States ; M. E. 
and M. H., who carry on the business of S. 
Davis & Sons, in Montreal ; M. B., president 
of the Canadian branch of the American 
Tobacco Ca, and D. T. a law student at 
Columbia College, N.Y., who was gold- 
medalist in arts at McGill some two or three 
years ago. Both daughters are married, 
one to Dr. Lustgarten, the well-known 
specialist in dermatology, New York, and 
the other to Mr. J. B Cole, a large New 
York contractor.

Deceased carried a life insurance of $150,- 
000.

ONTARIO MARKETS.

GROCERIES.

A COMPLAINT is heard here and 
there regarding trade ; but this is 
not general. Sugars are dull, and 

lower than they were a week ago. But there 
is a large business being done in foreign 
dried fruits for the holiday trade, and in 
general groceries outside sugars there is a 
fair business doing for the season. There is 
a little easier feeling in low grade Indian 
teas and in Young Hysons. Dark syrups 
are wanted, but there is a scarcity of all 
kinds of syrups on this market. Grenoble 
walnuts are scarce on spot and dearer in the 
primary markets. Stocks of Malaga raisins 
are also getting well reduced. The first bulk 
shipment of Turkish prunes for the Canadian 
market arrived in New York a few days ago. 
The first shipments of new season's dates are 
due on spot any day now. Further ship­
ments of Rio coffees ate to hand, and there 
is a good demand. A good demand is being 
experienced for candied peels. Notwith­
standing the poor demand there was for 
sugar, the volume of business last month 
was good, expressions to that effect being 
heard on all sides. Some of the houses 
have been compelled to work overtime in 
order to get their orders out. One firm, and 
not the largest in Toronto, shipped 108 bills 
of goods on Saturday alone. Payments are 
fair, and they are naturally expected to get 
better if the present seasonable weather is 
maintained.

CANNED GOODS.
There has been some talk of low offers of 

tomatoes, but The Canadian Grocer has 
been unable to trace the rumor to any au­
thentic source. There was one packer on 
the street who asked 73c. for tomatoes and 
corn together, but 77jic. was the lowest 
figure he would entertain for tomatoes alone. 
Not many canned salmon are moving. A 
few cohoes have arrived on ihe market this 
week, but not many are likely to be on 
the market this season. We quote : To­
matoes, 77îi to 85c.; corn, 75 to 85c.; 
peas, 90 to 95c. ; for ordinary ; sifted, $1.03 
to $1.10; extra sifted, $1.50 to $1.55; 
peaches, $2.90 to $3 for 3’s, $1.90 to $2 
for 2's ; raspberries, $1.40 to $2.00 ; straw­
berries, $1.80 to $2.45,according to brand and 
uality; blackberries, $1.9010 $2.20; cherries, 
2 40 to $2.45; apples, 3's, 8$ to 90c.; 
allons, $1.9010 2.25; salmon, “Horseshoe,'1 
I-3S to $1.40; “Maple Leaf," $1.3$; “Lion," 

$1.35; Lowe Inlet, $1.27 to $1.30, in tall tins; 
cohoes,$1.10 to$i.2o; canned mackerel,$1.10 
to $1.20; lobsters, $1.80 to $2.10, for tall tins; 
flats, $2.35 to $2.65; half tins, $1.4$ to $1.50; 
Canadian canned beef, t’s, $1.40 to $1.50; 
2's,$2.40 to$2.55; 6’s, $7.75 to $8 25; 14's, 
$16 to $18.

COFFEE.

Rio coffee is in good demand. Fresh ship­
ments have been received on the market 
during the past few days, and some of them 
are showing particularly good sample. We 
quote green in bags as follows: Rio, 19 to 
2ic.; Eat' Indian, 27 to 30c.; South Ameri­

can, 21 to 23c.; Santos, 20 to 22%c.; Java, 
2810 33c.; Mocha, 30 to 35c.; Maracaibo, 
21 to 23c.; Jamaica, 21 to 25c.

SUGAR.

Since last week the refiners have decided 
to shade prices i-l6c. per lb. on granulated 
for large lots, but have kept firm on quan­
tities under 250 barrels. Yellows are nom­
inally unchanged, but there is an easier feel­
ing on account of the aosence of a demand. 
During the last few days the raw market 
both in New York and London has recov­
ered about 61 from the loweit print recent­
ly touched. Although the sugar trade is 
still dull, refiners are experiencing a little 
better demand than they were the earlv part 
of the preceding month. We quote : Granu­
lated, No. 1, 4.30 to 4Mc.; do., No. 2, 4>fic.; 
yellows, 3>ic. up.

SYRUPS.
There 1$ a demand for dark syrups, but 

the refineries have none, or very little of any 
kind to offer. Some transactions are report­
ed in brights at from 2X to 2Xc. per lb., 
and we hear of an odd shipment or so of 
dark American syrups coming forward, but 
the duty of course precludes much being 
done in this line. We quote : Dark, 30 to 
32c.; medium, 3310 35c; bright, 401042c.

MOLASSES.
East Indian molasses is being offered at 

equal to about 31c. per gallon laid down 
here, but we have so far heard of no 
transactions. We quote : New Orleans, 
barrels, 23 to 32c.; half-barrels, 33X to 
33c.; Barbadoes, barrels, 31 to 35c.; half­
barrels, 33 to 37c.

RICE.
There is no special feature,the usual quiet 

ness obtaining. We quote: “ B," 3X to 
3#c.; extra Japan, 5V to sXc.; imported 
japan, 5X to 6Xe-: tapioca, pearl, 3X to 
Stfc.

SPICES.
Demand is good for black ground pepper, 

ginger, cinnamon, and allspice, and a fair 
seasonable trade generally is being done. 
We quote : Pure black pepper, to to 12c.; 
pure white, 18 to 25c.; pure Jamaica ginger, 
2310250.; cloves, 15 to 20c.; pure mixed 
spire, 23 to 30c.; cream of tartar, French, 2$ 
to 27c ; ditto, best, 28 to 30c. per lb : all­
spice, 14 to 18c.

NUTS.

The local market is now well supplied foi 
the holiday trade except in Grenoble wal­
nuts, which are scarce on spot and about 
iXc. per lb. dearer in France. The de­
mand is good.We quote.: |Brazil nuts, 12 to 
13c.; Sicily shelled almonds, 2510 26c.; Tar­
ragona almonds, 1410 14XC.; peanuts, to to 
12c. for roasted, and 7 to 10c. for 
green; cocoanuts, $4.50 to $5 per sack; 
Grenoble walnuts, 11 X to 13c. Marbot wal­
nuts, to to 12c. ; Bordeaux walnuts, to to 
I2C.; Sicily filberts, 8 to 10c. for sacks and 
10X to lie. for small lots ; pecans, 10X 
to lie.

TEAS.
Neglect has been the general feature of 

the tea market, buyers being occupied with 
Christmas specialties. Where extra value

has been offered sellers have been able to 
interest buyers. A few transactions are re­
ported in medium China blacks in caddies 
and half chests. Young Hysons are going 
forward in better supply, and prices have eased 
off a little. There is a little inquiry for low 
grade Indian and Ceylon teas. In low 
grade Ceylons the primary markets are a 
little easier. There is a fair business pass­
ing in Japan teas prices of which continue 
firm China Congous are quiet on spot. 
We quote ruling onces to retailers as 
follows : Young Hysons, 12 to 18c. for 
low grades, 24 to 27c. for mediums, and 
30 to 43c. for high grades ; China Con­
gous,14 to 18c. for mediums, and 2$ to 55c 
for high grades; Japans, 15 to 20c. for medi­
ums, 2810 33c. for high grades; Indians 
and Ceylons, 18 to 21c. for mediums, and 30 
to 63c. for high grades.

DRIED FRUITS.
Valencia raisins are in active demand, and

Currants continue in active demand, with 
prices strong.

Stocks of Malaga raisins are getting well 
reduced on the local market, while trade is 
good, particularly in the finer grades.

GREEN FHU1T.
The feature of the market this week is the 

advance in the price of oranges. No Flori-

QUEBEC MARKETS

Montreal, Dec. 5, 1895.
GBOCKBIBS.

T
HE grocery market has been a quiet 
one, in so far as large transactions are 
concerned, but there has been a good 

lobbing demand for many staple lines. 
Notable in this connection has been the ac­
tive jobbing enquiry for all kinds of dried 
fruit at firm prices. New dates and nuts 
have arrived, and have met a good enquiry 
also, and resulted in little change in prices, 
except in a higher direction. Sugar refiners 
have been shading prices, but the fact has 
had little influence in inducing any improve­
ment in the demand, which continues dull. 
The same can be said of teas and spices, but 
in coffee a shading of )4c. induced rather 
more enquiry.

SUGAR.
There has been a fair business in sugar, 

but the volume of trade is not extensive de­
spite the fact that refiners have shaded 
prices for round lots 1-16 of a cent all round. 
At the refineries 200 bbl. lots have been 
moved at 4 3-16c. and smaller quantities at 
4 j^c., while yellows have changed hands at 
3 '/i to 3^c. The news on raw sugars fur­
nishes no new feature, and we quote the 
jobbing range on refined here steady at 4Jtfc. 
for granulated, and 3)4 to 3%c. tor yel­
lows.

SYRUPS.
The demand for syrups is slow and the 

market quiet and steady. At the factory 
there have been sales at 1 X to 2 Jic., and 
in a jobbing way )4c. advance on this basis 
is asked.

MOLASSES.
There has been little activity to note in 

the molasses market since our last report.

No round lots have been moving at all ex­
cept a lot of Porto Rico at 31c., and a small 
lot of Barbadoes at 35c. In a jobbing way 
we quote single puncheons Barbadoes 37c., 
and Porto Rico, 35 to 36c.

RICE.
There has been a good enquiry for rice, 

which rules fairly active and steady. Mil 
lers’ prices are : Japan standard, $4.25 to 
$4.40 ; crystal Japan, $4.75 to $$ ; standard 
B., $3.45 ; English style, $3.30 ; Patna, 
$4.25 to $5, and Carolina at $6.50 to $7.30.

SPICES.
This market furnishes no new feature, a 

fair trade being in progress at steady prices. 
We quote : Pure black pepper, 10 to 12c.; 
pure white, 18 to 25c.; pure Jamaica ginger, 
23 to 25c.; cloves, 15 to 20c.; pure mixed 
spice, 25 to 30c.; cream of tartar, French, 
25 to 27c.; ditto, best, 28 to 30c. per lb.

COFFEE.

The market is quiet, the only large sale 
being a lot of Maracaibo at 19c. An easier 
feeling is noticeable, however, and at a 
reduction of )4c. per lb. the past few days 
has witnessed a rather better enquiry. We 
quote green bean: Maracaibo, ig)4 to 21 )4c.; 
Rio, i8)4 to 19c.; Java, 23)4 to 28c.; Ja­
maica, 17X to 20c., and Mocha, 27 to 31c.

TEAS.
There has been a fair distributing trade in 

the tea market, but between houses abso­
lutely nothing is doing. Some Japans have 
been moved at 14c. for low grades, and 
blacks continue easy and low. We quote 
Japans : Low grades, 14c.; medium, 15 to 
18c.; fine, 20 to 22c., and choice, 25 to 32c.

DRIED FRUIT.
There has been no great activity to note 

in Valencia raisins during the week between 
houses, but the jobbing trade has been a 
very active one and prices all round are very 
firmly held. We quote ; Ordinary off-stalk, 
4 to 4j(c. ; fine oflf stalk, 4)4 to 4l^c.; 
selected, 3% to 51fc., and layers, 6X to

There is a good, brisk trade doing in 
California raisins, at firm figures. Arrivals 
of further lots of 3-crown fruit here occurred 
during the week and they have met a goon 
call from the retail trade at firm prices. We 
quote : 4-crown, 7c., and 3-crown, jjic.

The supply of Sultana raisins is light and 
a moderate jobbing trade is doing at last 
week's figures : 6 to 6)4c.

New Grenoble walnuts came to hand this 

week and have been selling between 12 and 
13c. O.her nuts are firm in tone also, and 
the inside price on Tarragona almonds is 
ujic. Brazil nuts are practically off the 
market. We quote : Shelled almonds, 20 
to 25c.; Tarragona, 11'A to 12c.; Grenoble 
walnuts, 12 to 13c.; shelled ditto, 25 to 27c.; 
filberts, 8}i to 9c.; and pecans, 8 to 10c.

CANNED GOODS.
This market has been without striking 

feature. Lobsters are scarce and firmly held, 
and there is little or no activity to note in 
any line of vegetables or fruit. We quote: 
Lobsters, tails, $8 per case ; flats, $9 to 
$9.53; sardines, ordinary brands, $7 to $8.50; 
best brands, $9 50 to $10.50; salmon, $1.25 
to $1.30 per doz.; tomatoes, 75 to 80c.; 
peaches, $2 to $2.25; corn, 85 to 90c.; mar­
rowfat peas, 95c. to $1; strawberries, $2 to 
$2.25; raspberries, $1.75 to$2; green gages, 
$1.75 to $2; blue plums or damsons, $1.50 
to Si-75; pineapples, $2 to $2.25 and 3-lb. 
apples, 80 to 85c.

WINES AND SPIRITS.
Quite a good trade has been passing in 

spirits, notably in Dewar’s and Watson’s 
blends of Scotch whiskies both for local and 
lower province accounts. Wines have been 
rather duller than before.

GREEN JTRUIT.
The green fruit market is quiet on the 

whole, and few changes of importance have 
transpired.

Apples—The apple market is firm, but 
quiet, at $2.50 to $3, as to grade.

Grapes—There is no change in grapes, 
which sell at $5 to $6.50 per keg.

Cranberries—Quiet and steady at $9 to 
$10 per barrel.

Oranges—The only oranges offering here 
are Jamaicas, which are held firm at $7 per 
barrel.

Lemons—Quiet and firm at $3 to $3.50 
per box.

Spanish Onions—Unchanged at 40 to 
45c. per crate.

FISH.
The colder weather has imparted a firmer 

tone to the fish market, with the exception 
of pickled herrings, which are in over supply. 
They are moving slowly, and only choice 
stock is saleable. No. 1, $4.25 to $4.50 for 
N.S., and No. 1 Labrador $5.25 to $5 50. 
No. 1 green cod sells in lots at $4 15, No. 2 
B.C. salmon $n, No. 2 Labrador $13, No. 
2 mackerel $17.50, and No. 1 lake trout 
$4.25 to $4 50.

In prepared fish, dried and boneless cod 
continue in good supply, and move in a 
small way, boneless at 6c. and dried at \ 'X 
to 4Xc. Smoked fish sell fairly well, baddies

selling at (>% to 7c. and kippered herrings 
$1.50 to $1.65 per box, Yarmouth bloaters 
90c. to $1 per box, and smoked herrings 8 to 
ioc. per lb.

The demand for fresh fish is good, and, 
with light supplies, some difficulty is ex­
perienced in filling all orders. Haddock 
are held firm at 4 to 4Xc., and cod 3c., 
while salmon are offered to arrive at ioc. 
per lb. Fresh herrings are selling at $1.50 
per hundred and smelts at 6c per lb.

COUNTRY PRODUCE.
Eggs—The egg market continues steady 

and values show no material change. The 
demand to-day was fair and a moderately 
active business done. We quote choice 
candled at 14 to 15c., and ordinary stock 
at 11% to 12c. per dozen.

Potatoes—Potatoes are quiet, the de­
mand being slow at 35 to 40c. per bag for 
choice Early Rose in car lots.

Beans—Beans rule quiet and unchanged, 
at $1.10 to $1.15 per bushel for choice hand­
picked in car lots, and at $1.20 to $1.30 for 
small quantities.

Poultry— Owing to the large receipts of 
poultry, the continued mild weather, and 
the limned demand, the market was weaker, 
and holders accepted a decline of % to ic. 
per lb. all round, and even then they found 
it impossible to make a clearance. Turkeys 
sold at 7% to 8j<c.; chickens at 6 to 7c.; 
ducks at 7 to 7%c., and geese at 5# to 6c. 
per lb.

Dressed Hogs—Receipts of dressed hogs 
are liberal, for which the demand is only- 
fair, and lower prices are looked for in the 
near future. Sales of car lots were made 
to-day at $4.85 to $5.15 per 100 lbs., and in 
a jobbing way $5.25 to $5.50 was paid.

PROVISIONS.
The demand for provisions continues of a 

limited character at recent decline in prices. 
Canadian short cut, clear, $13.50; Canadian 
short cut, mess, $14; hams, city cured, per 
lb., 9 to ioc.; lard, Canadian, in pails, 8X 
to 8j£c.; bacon, per lb., 9 to 10c.; lard, com. 
refined, per lb., 6# to6j£c.

FLOUR, MEAL AND FEED.
Manitoba flours have declined 25c., but 

Ontario grades are steady. We quote: 
Winter wheat, $3.85 to $4.15; spring wheat, 
patents, $3 85 to $3.95; straigh roller, $3.50 
to $3.60; straight roller, bags, $1.70 to $1.85; 
extra bags, $1.60 to $1.65; Manitoba strong 
bakers’, $3 65 to $3.75.

Business in oatmeal was quiet, the demand 
being only for small lots, and prices are easy. 
We quote: Standard, bbls., $3 to $3.10; 
granulated, bbls., $3 to $3.15; rolled oats, 
bbls., $3 to $3.15.

The demand for feed is fair, and values 
rule steady. We quote : Bran, $14 to $15; 
shorts, $15 to $16; mouillie, $19 to $20.

BUTTER AND CHEESE.
There was little change in the cheese mar­

ket. Business continued quiet, and beyond 
a disposition manifested by buyers to pur­
chase summer makes at 8j{c., which sellers 
will not accept, there is a little temper to the 
market either way. Late makes are held 
purely nominal at gj^c.

Business in butter continues dull and un­
important. A few small jobbing sales of 
creamery were noted at 20>jc., and some 
lots of township at 18 to 19c., as to grade.

HAY.
The hay market is strong, active and 

higher at $13 for No. 1 and $12 for No. 2 on

spot. Toronto buyers have been active on 
the basis of $14.50 to $15 delivered in T-i 
ronto.

ASHES.
Since navigation has closed the demand 

for ashes has been slow, and, as the receipts 
have been fair, the tone of the market has 
ruled weaker, and prices have declined 5 
to ioc. We quote: Firsts, $370 ; seconds, 
$3.50, and pearls, $4 65 per 100 lbs.

MONTREAL NOTES.

NEW BRUNSWICK MARKETS.

St. John, N.B., Dec. 5, 1895. 
1TH the close of November the 
heaviest of the wholesale business 
for the year is over. The fall has 

been very mild, the closing days of. Novem­
ber being more like October days. Since 
our last report we have had very heavy 
rains, but they were too late to do the good 
most desired. They were, however, wel­
come to many. The wool business is one 
which has fallen off very much in St. John, 
owing for one reason to sheep and lambs 
being shipped alive to the American market 
on account of the duty, where before they 
were killed and skin taken off here.

Salt — There is no change in prices. 
Stocks at the moment are light. Some 8,000 
bags of course and fine arriving by steamer 
will, however, prevent shortage the more so 
as at this season sales are light Salt coming 
(rom Liverpool via Boston is required to be 
shipped at Boston at once, otherwise extra 
duty is charged as if it were American salt. 
We quote : Coarse, 50 to 55c.; fine factory- 
filled, 95c. to $1.10; 5-lb. bags, $3.25 per 
bbl.; 10 lb. bags, $3 per bbl.; 20-lb. boxes, 
20c. ; 10-lb. boxes, 12c.; cartoons, $1.9010 
$2 per doz.; bulk dairy, $280 pet bbl.; 
bulk cheese, $2.70.

Oil.—There has been no further advance 
during the week. Though the market is 
very firm, there is now 2C. between Ameri­
can and Canadian oil, the latter not having 
advanced the cent, while the former did. 
The Canadian concerns are now offering 
their petroleum jelly in small, handsomely- 
finished tins ; it finds a steady demand. 
They also do a large business in candles. 
We quote : Best American, 23>fc.; best 
Canadian, 21 Xc. ; prime, 18c. No charge 
for barrets.

Canned Goods—The market is not 
active, demand being but fair. Prices are 
held firm. In condensed coffee and milk 
there seems a tendency to smaller sales fiom 
year to year. There is some demand for 
American peaches, but not for best trade. 
American pears are offered very low. 
We quote as follows; Corn, 85 to 90c.; 
peas, 90 to 95c. tomatoes, 90 to 95c; corned 
heel, 2-lb. tins, $2.60 to $2.75 ; 1 -lb. tins, 
$1.50 to $1.60; oysters, 2’s, $2 to $2 25 ; r’s, 
$i.6oto$i.6s;peaches, 3‘s,$2.85to $2.90:2’$, 
$1.90 to $2; lobsters, $1.75 to $2; baddies, 
$1.40; salmon, $135 to $1.50; flat, $1.7$; 
clams, $5.50 for 4 doz.; chowder, $3 for 2 
doz.; scallops, $5.50for 4doz.; Digby chick­
ens, $1; pineapples, $2 35 ; kippered herring, 
$1.10; American peaches, $2.40.

Dried Fruit— There 1$ still much move­
ment, but Christmas orders are becoming 
well filled and shipments from now will be 
lighter. A demand for better quality raisins 
is noted this season. The proportion of 
Valencia layers to off-stalk has been much 
larger than ever before. The off-stalk were 
the large end of the business. This season 
it was the other way. The high price of 
Valencia fruit, together with the quality and 
low price of the California fruit, has caused 
large importations of the latter, some ten 
cars being imported, largely 3-crown loose 
muscatels, some 4-crowa, with a few 2- 
crown and seedless; also a good quantity of 
London layers and clusters. The importa­
tions of Malaga Iruit has also been large. 
In currants our dealers are all handling large 
quantities of cleaned, both bulk and I-lb. 
cartoons. They clean them themselves. 
New prunes are soon expected, while dates 
are hardly looked for much before Christ­
mas. Dried and evaporated apples con­
tinue low. No luge quantities of Nova 
Scotia dried are seen, holders being rather 
above the market, but there is little, it any,

Green Fruit—Owing to cold weather 
and but few kinds of good offering, volume 
of business is ligh er. In oranges West 
India are higher and looking upward. The 
fact that they have to be repacked adds 
much 10 the cost. Valencias are expected 
this week. Sweet poiatoes are about out of 
the market, as are Cranberries, Cape Cod 
berries being very high and not paying to 
import. New lemons are arriving in large 
quantities, and tend rather lower. In apples, 
stocks held are not large, and demand is 
good, with prices tending upward, best winter 
fruit being held very firm. We quote : 
Lemons, $4.50 to $5; bananas, $1 to $2.50; 
West India oranges, $6 to $7 per bbl.; Mal­
aga grapes, $5 to $6; Valencia oranges, $5 
to $5.50; apples, fall grades, $1 to $2 ; Pip­
pins and winter fruit, $1.50 to $2 50.

Dairy Produce—That in which there 
is most life is eggs. One merchant sold 50 
cases in small lots the other day, which 
shows active demand. Prices are rather 
higher. Cheese remains at old prices, with 
the late made held firm. There are fair 
stocks. Butter continues slow, with rather 
better demand for fresh creamery. We quote: 
Cheese, 8X to 9c.; new butter, 17 to 18c.; 
eggs. 16 tc 17c.; fresh creamery prints, 22 
to 23c.; tubs, 20 to 2ic.

MOLASSES — There are fair quantities 
moving, and prices are firm, but show no 
change. A better demand is noted in New 
Orleans in barrels, of which a good quality 
is being received here. There are also fair 
quantities of bright syrup moving. It is 
popular at this season, end quality appears 
better than usual. We quote: Barbadoes,32 
to 34c.; St. Croix, 31 to 32c.; Porto Rico, 34 
to 36c.; syrup,33 1035c.; Trinidad, 32 to 33c.; 
New Orleans, bbls, 34 to 35c.

Sugar.—A good movement has been 
noted during the week, but it is a kind of 
last effort; with the closing of the river and 
packet trade there is a falling off. Stocks, 
particularly granulated, held here ate quite 
large, and during the past week prices have 
been rather easy, but the larger number 
look for firmer feeling. We quote: Granu­
lated, 4X to 4Hc. ; yellow, 3X103He.; 
Paris lump, 5X to sXc.; powdered, çX 
to sXc.

Fish—There is a large quantity of dry 
fish moving, while in Iresh the demand ex­
ceeds the supply and dealers have large 
orders on hand which they cannot fill, at 
least at present, and outlook is not very 
satisfactory. In pickled stocks Bay and 
Grand Manan are getting higher and there 
is rather better feeling. Shelburne con­
tinue easy with Quoddy river, thought by 
many to be the best pickled fish in the mar- 
market. Not only is the quantity good, but 
they are very carefully put up. Shad are

but fair stock, with Economy Mess scarce 
and high. Smoked herring continue dull, 
with not many arriving, shippers holding 
brek on account of low pr.ces A fairly 
good business is being done in bloaters, and 
some business in kippered, though for these 
weather continues rather mild. In finnan 
baddies Pigby is shipping very largely to 
outside points at rather lower figures 
than our smokers care to sell at. We 
quote: Medium cod, $3-35 to $3.50;
large, $3.60 to $3.75; small, $2.40 to $2.50; 
pollock, $1.40; bay herring, $1.25 to $1.30; 
Grand Manan, $1.3010 $1.40; ripplings, $1.65 
to $1.70; wolves, $1.90 to $2; Quoddy River, 
$2.75 to $3 ; smoked, 6 to 7c. ; shad, half- 
bbl., pickled, $5.75; Canso, $5; halfs, $2.75; 
Shelburne, $2.75 to $3 per bbl.

Provisions—Pork continues very low 
with rather easier feeling. Domestic mess 
is being freely offered and finds good de­
mand. In smoked meats prices are off, and 
particularly in rolls, they being offered as 
low or lower than ever known. In lard 
those packers who held prices up are gradu­
ally coming down to lowest figures. We 

uote: Domestic mess pork, $1425 to
14.50; clear pork, $15 to $15.25; mess, 

$14 to $14.50 ; plate beef, $13.25 to $14 ; 
pure lard, 9 to 10c. ; compound lard, 8c.; 
coitolene, 9V to gtfe. ; rolls, 8 to 9c.; 
beef, half bbls., $7 ; hams, 11 to 12c.

Flour, Feed and Meal—There has 
been a good quantity changing hands dur­
ing the week. Markets are rather off, par­
ticularly Manitoba ; the feeling is easy. In 
oatmeal there is good sale with upward 
movement in feeling as regards price. Oats, 
both Ontario and P.E.I., have advanced 
slightly during the week. Cornmeal shows 
good demand, but no change in price. The 
feeling is easy. Beans are rather firmer, but 
show no change. Hay is light business, 
with markets rather upward We quote : 
Manitoba, $4.60 to $4.70 ; best Ontario, $4 
to $4.10; medium, $3.90 to $4; oatmeal, $3 50 
to $3 60 ; cornmeal, $2.35 to $2 40 ; hand­
picked beans, $1.20 to $1 25 ; prime, $1.10 
to $1.15; split peas, $370; pot barley, 
$4.10 to $4.25; hay, $10.50 to $11; oats, 34 
to 36c.; middlings, $19 to $20 on track; 
bran, $18.; buckwheat meal, domestic, $1.40 
to $1.50 ; western, $1.75 to $2.

In the face of the very large shipments of 
potatoes being made from the Maritime 
Provinces to Havana the following may be 
of interest : The firm shipping 165 barrels 
received $192 16 net in return. The pota­
toes sold at $3.50 per barrel. One barrel 
was used for repacking. Duties amounted 
to $2.01. Other charges, $161. Loss in 
exchange, about $20.

HALIFAX TRADE GOSSIP.

WE have now arrived at that season of 
the year when we can tell how busi­
ness has been during the year, and 

give a good idea of how it will be during the 
next six months. The grocery trade in Nova 
Scotia depends upon three things, mining, 
fishing and farming. Our mines have done 
fairly well, but our fisheries have been next 
to a failure, but that fish have not been 
plentiful, but rather because the pr.ce is 
miserably low, so low in fact, that they hard 
ly pay the expense of catching. Mackerel 
are high in price, but we have none of them. 
It was expected that our shore fishermen 
would get a lew barrels each this fall,in order 
to help them through the winter, but in this 
there is disappointment, as the season has 
closed and uo mackerel have been taken. 
In addition to this, the fishermen suffered 
greatly by the loss of nets. The farmer is 
also without money, as his produce is not in 
demand. The profits made by our mer­
chants will be about equal to the losses. It 
is patent they have made no money, and the 
outlook for the winier is not of a very en­
couraging nature. The mild weather prom­
ises to make a dull Christmas and New 
Year's trade. Country merchants are tardy 
about sending in orders.

Large quantities of pickled and dried fish 
have been received here this week. Four 
thousand quintals of cod were received from 
Newfoundland in one lot, and 4,500 from S'. 
Pierre, Miquelon, besides large consign­
ments from coastwise ports.

The goods in the Halifax Produce and 
Fruit Co.’s store, on Barrington street, were 
seized on Saturday by the sheriff, under a 
writ of attachment issued by M. L. Foster, 
tea merchant, for $250. The owner of the 
business is Mrs. Wm. Wheatley, doing busi­
ness under the married woman’s act, her 
husband acting as “ attorney.” When the 
seizure was made the Wheatleys were en 
rou e to Boston, but a telegram says they are 
coming back. C. H. Harvey is interested 
to the extent of $500, and John Tobin & Co. 
to the same amount. The latter has attached 
the furniture of Mrs. Wheatley. An order 
has been granted to sell the perishable 
goods at once.

the military with fresh beef. They import 
mostly from Ontario, as the army require 
larger beef than Nova Scotia produces. They 
have held the contract for several years.

George E. Corbitt, the leading grocer of 
Annapolis, has erected a new place of busi­
ness, which he has had fitted up with all 
modern improvements.

One hundred and ninety boxes of fox- 
herries were received here this week from 
New Harbor.

A Charlottetown firm, writing to a dealer 
here, offers eggs, No. l stock, at i$c. f.o.b., 
and carcase pork at 4Jfc. That gives an 
idea of the market in these lines.

The local supply of breadstuff's is exceed­
ingly small, and, strange to say, the demand 
is limited for this season of the year.

Sales of flour here during the last week 
were as small, or smaller, than they have 
been for the closing week of November for 
many years. The steamer from Boston only 
landed 450 barrels ou Monday, and the sup­
plies at the railway station are small. 
Owing, however, to a decline of some ten 
cents west, it is difficu't to realize a profit 
even on the limited holdings, as everybody 
seems to be buying from hand to mouth. 
From present appearances the stock of flour 
on hand at the close of this year will be the 
lowest held in Halifax for many years. 
Patents, however, are worth from $3 70 tn 
$3.85 by the carload on the spot, while those 
to arrive ten days hence are quoted 10c. 
lower.

Oatmeals are steady at low price, which 
has been ruling of late, though oats are cost­
ing a little more.

Said The Chatham Banner in a recent 

issue :
“The pork business of this section has 

received a serious blow from the fact that 
Grant Bros., the extensive packers, of Inger- 
soll, among others, have refused to purchase 
a pound ol Essex or Kent pork, alleging 
that it is too soft. This excuse has already 
done service too long, especially as it has 
been frequently demonstrated that there are 
no grounds for the charge—at least so far as 
Tilbury pork is concerned. There has never 
been any soft pork marketed here, but it ap­
pears that Tilbury must suffer with other 
places in the two counties.

“A representative of Griffin, the St. 
Thomas packer, was in town the other day, 
and states that although bis firm has pur­
chased large quantities of pork here, no com­
plaint has been made as to the quality—and 
furthermore he does not believe that there 
is any soft pork in the vicinity of Tilbury.

“ While this should amply demonstrate 
the baselessness of the charge, there is no 
doubt but that prices will be affected as a 
consequence, at least until packers are made 
to see matters in their true light.

“ A local buyer last week offered dressed 
pork to Griffin, of St. Thomas, for $4 85, but 
the latter replied on Saturday that the best 
he could offer was $4.50, and that he under­
stood pork was being freely bought at that 
price in Essex town, Amherstburg and other 
points in the country.”

PROFITS IN INSURANCE.
The Mannheim Insurance Company has 

again had a prosperous year, being able to 
distribute a dividend of 15 per cent., as 
against 14 per cent, in the previous year. 
The profit realised for the year ending 30th 
June is ^,21,430, after an amount of ,£78,566 
has been put in reserve for winding up 
pending claims and current risks.

The Mannheim Insurance 
Company has agencies in London, Liver­
pool, Manchester, Bradford, Glasgow, Dun­
dee, Belfast, and at other places in the 
United Kingdom. It is one of the few Ger­
man Marine Companies with a branch in 
the United States, where it has made 
deposits of $250,000. It is also represented 
in Canada by James J. Riley & Sons, Mon­
treal—Fairplay, Oct. 11.

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ONE YEAR’S ANALYSES.
A report on the inspection of foods, drugs 

and fertilisers during the past fiscal year has 
been presented to the Controller of Inland 
Revenue by Commissioner Miall, and will 
shortly be issued to the public. From this 
it appears that the most noticeable adultera­
tions of the year were in respect of butter, 
tea and coffee. Of 113 samples of butter 
analysed 24 were adulterated, but not so 
much with a view to fraud as on account of 
carelessness. The adulteration consisted 
either of an excess of water or salt. Tea 
and coffee contained a large percentage of 
foreign substances. Of tea 87 samples were 
examined, and 30 were found to be defec­
tive. Many were condemned because the 
leaves were very much broken, and in some 
cases there was evidence that the tea had 
gone through a process of facing. One 
sample obtained in Quebec was adulterated 
with 4 per cent, of sand. The same sub­
stance was found in a sample obtained at 
Three Rivers. Out of 89 samples cf coffee 
examined 34 were adulterated. Among the 
foreign materials found in coffee were roast 
peas and beans, chicory, roasted wheat and 
starch. Only two samples of adulterated 
coffee were discovered in Toronto, and these 
were sold as compound, not coffee. Follow­
ing are the results of the examinations made 
by all the public analysts in the Dominion :

THE SUGAR SITUATION.
Willett & Gray upon the sugar situation 

as follows : “ The statistical position is con­
sidered so favorable to an improvement in 
prices that the present weakness and de­
clining tendency are considered quite un­
warranted, and must soon come to an end. 
Receipts from foreign countries have been 
IS,687 tons, against 7,007 tons last week, 
and total stocks are reduced 4,313 tons, 
being now 142,214 tons, against 181,101 tons 
last year. The total stocks of Cuba and the 
United States together, 281,21410ns, against 
287,527 tons last week and 195,601 tons last 
year. Word comes from Cuba that an at­
tempt to start sugar making on two estates 
owned by Americans in the Cienfuegos dis­
trict was immediately followed by the burn­
ing of their cane fields, thus carrying out the 
programme of the insurgents to permit no 
sugar making. Advices from Havana are 
that the remaining stocks of old sugars are 
being firmly held, and will continue to be 
held. Owners of other estates have cabled 
that they will not attempt to make any sugar 
while the present conditions exist."
