<« The select committee appointed on the fourteenth instant to consider and report upon
the general subject of railway construction, bheg leave to report as follows : T}mt they have
met from day to day hearing evidence in pubhc, minutes of which are herewith refurned.
Having obtained all the information within their reach, the committee bave adopted certain

resolutions which they beg leave to submit for the mforma‘lon of the house, which resolu-~
tions are as follow :

¢ Whereas Messrs. James Sykes, John Brookfield, and George William King, have offersd
to construct 320 miles of railway in this province, to include a trunk railway from the
harbor of Halifax to the frontier of New Brunswick with branch lines to Pictou and Victoria
Beach, giving security to the extent of £40,000 for the due performance of the contract,
taking one-third of the risk, and supplying one-third of the funds, and charging for the
work an uniform rate of £4,500 sterling per mile ; or £5,200 for the trunk line alone.

And whereas William Jackson and his associates have offered to bild a trank railway
only, taking one-half the risk and supplying one-half the funds, but charging at a rate
which will 3 vary from £6,500 to £7,000 sterling per mile.

' And whereas no tenders have been produced to this committee wherein the said William
Jackson and his associates offer to construct at any specified rate or embark capital in the
saild branch lines ; while there is some reason to apprehend from their owning-competing
lives in New Brunswick that their interests in this respect may conflict with the mtereats
of this province, which it is the first duty of this committec to guard.

And whereas the costs of these roads will ultimately be pald by those who travel over
them, this committee are bound, even at some pecuniary risk, to keep down the price to
that level which will epsure dumble and permanent Work and economical and. eﬁxclent'
management.

And whereas a saving of but £1300 per mile on the trunk line alone would amount to
£169,000, which in 25 3 years would amount to £707,697. - '

And whereas a -saving ‘of £2000 per mile over all the lines, tamnfr the contmcta of -
 New Brunswick for a guide, Would amount to £640 000 Wlncn in "3 yeara Would amount
«to£ 611035 ‘ g :
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And whereas Messrs. Sykes, Brookfield, and King, having examined and surveyed the
country, are prel)are& to commence operations forthwith, . while Mr. Jackson and his
associates do not propose to commence their surveys unti J: uly, and cannot begin the work
until the astumn if not the close of the year:

Be it therefore resolved, That it be recommended to the house to pass a law aathorising
the executive to accept the proposals of Messrs. Svkes, Brookfeld, and Xing, and to enfer
nto o contract with them upon the terms follomn that is to say :

Ist. That the trunk line shall be finished within three years from the signing of the con-
tract, or soomer if the trunk line from the New Brunswick frontier to the frontier of the
state of Maine be finished, so that the whole line may be completed and put in operation
on the same day.

2nd. That the trunk Iine shall not only be completed and equipped as proposed in the
tenders of Messrs. Sykes, Brookfield and King, but shall conform in all respects to the
character and equipment of the irunk line through New Brunswick, whatever that may be.

3rd. That the branch lines shall all be completed within seven years from the signing of
the contract, and shall be permanent and good roads, constracted on the lines to be ap-
proved of by the government engineer and subject to his inspection. ,

4th. That should any unforeseen circumstances make it imperative to stay the progress of .
the work at any of the periods hereinafter mentioned, that is to say: when the trunk Iine
is finished—when the eastern branch has reached the harbor of Pictou, or the western
branch has been extended to Windsor, Hantsport, Kentville or Bridgetown, poser shall be
reserved to the lieutenant governor in the contract to stay p"oceedmgs at either of these
poiuts, on receiving an address from hoth branches of the legislature requesting him so
to do.”
