I
received on the sanie day, a Letter from the New Brunswick Land Company, in answer to a com-
munication, whicb, in consequence of your Despatch of the 18th March last, I directed to be ad-
dressed to them,-of this correspondence, I inclose copies for your information.

" You will observe that the Company decline to make any farther payments until they shal be

put in possession of a complete Survey of their Land-including the internai reservations. I confess
that their ground of objection appears to me wi1 entitled to consideration. Three years and a half
have now passed since the Secretary of State decided that the Company were entitled to a definition
of the internal reservations, as well as the exterior boundaries of their Land. During that time, the
Government of New Brunswick bas been repeatedly urged to expedite the matter; and on the 16th
May, 1838, you reported to my predecessor that the survey had been arrested by the sudden death
of the Gentleman employed on it, but that you hopd by the next Packet to present the result for
Lord Glenelg's consideration. Since that date no further intelligence lias been received on the sub-

ject. I trust it will be in your power to bring this long pending matter to an immediate conclusion,
and to afford a satisfactory explanation of the delay which has occurred.

"My LORD MAtUIs-We axe desired by the Court of Directors of the New Brunswick and
Nova Sentia Land Company, to ackntowledge the receipt of Mr. Labouchere's Letter, dated. the 3d
instant, conveving a copy. of Sir J. Harvey's Letter, with a copy enclosed of.a Resolution of the House
of Assemnably of New Brunsvw-ick, dated in March last, praying the Lieutenant Governor to take mea-
sures to obtain payment of the balance due to the Crown for the Tract of Land purchased by this
Company, upon the ground that the Grant of the Lands in question has passed the Great Seal.

"ln reply to tI latter observation, we are directed ta state, that although a Grant bas passed the
Gireat Seal, naking over to this Company a property in Land lyinig within certain exterior boundary
Unes, the Assenbly bas omitted a, most material fact connected vith the regutar title to the Com-
pany a property, viz. that the Crown Survey which is to distinguish the Lands belonging to other
Proprietors lying within the Company's exterior boundaries (and whicl is therefore absolitely re-
quired in order to define what the Company's property is,) is not yet completed.

" In expectation of the completion long ago of the Crown Survey, the New Brunswick Company
bas already (as the Resolution of the Asenbly remarks,) paid over to Her Mjesty's Government
the sun of £28, 125 ; and we are instruicted by the Directors on this occasion to report the statement
contained in their Letter to Lord Glenelg, dated 20th February, 1833, namely, that the New-Birns-
wick Company would make provision for the payment of the balance due, but that the Directors
would not feel justified in paying any further sums until the Crown Survey was delivered to the
Company and duly examined.

" We are also instructed to state tlat the Company is extremely desirons that the Survey should
be completed and delivered to them for examination, when they will also immediately make such
arrangements for paying the balance due as the Directors trust will be satisfactory to Your Lordship.

" On the subject of the Company's arrangement for paying the balance, the Director» takel ti
occasion to represent to Your Lordsbip. that altiough ini the original Contract between the Crowa
and the Company, the latter was not bound to make settlements, and neither party was bound to
make improvements, yet that the Company has actually expended upon improvements and settle-
ments, a sumn amountmg to not less tharn £70,000 ; whist the Crown on the other hand has not car-
ried into effect the arrangement understood at the time for carrying ont the High Road froin Fre-
dericton to the Grand Falls.

"Under these circumstances, the Directors take this occasion also to represent to Your Lordship,
that in providing for paying the balance, the Company will be entitled eithrto an abatement,,or to
an engagement on the part of Her Majesty's Giovernment to. carry out the Road as' origina)ly
designed.

" GENTLEMEN-I am directed by the Marquis of Normanby, to acknowledge the receipt of your

Letter of the 8th instant, stating that as soon as the New Brunswick Land Company shall bave re-
ceived a complete survey cf the land purchased by them, from Her Majesty's Government, they will
be prepared te pay t the purchase money due on that accunt; Lord ormanby wil
communicate the substance cf your Letter te Sir .1. Harvey, (from whom on the Il t instant, le re-
ceived the further Despatcl herewith inclosed,) and will direct him to explain the reasons which have
delayed the completion cf the Survey se long beyond tii. ttme originally expected.

"There is one part of your Letter, however, which Lord Normahby cannot pass over in silence:
that, namely, in which you assume that in paying the balance of the purchase money the Company
will be entitled te indulgence either by an abatement or otherwise on account of the failure of the Go-
vernment to complete the Road fromt Fredericton to the Grand Falls, whicli von state was " under-
stood' to be contemplated at the time of agreement with the Company. Lord Normanby -must dis-
tinctly decline to recognize any such laim. He finds that a siilar pretention having been advanced
during Lord Aberdeen's tenure of Olice, His Lordzhip after carefully examining the Records of this
Department, expressed his opinion that there was no grouind whatever for recognizing it, and that no
such stipulation lad been made between Lord Ripon and the Company at the time of the agreement.
This opinion yon will find in the inclotsure of a Letter froin Sir G. Grey, to Mr. Bainbridge, of the
9th May, 1835. Lord Normanby desires me to state that he secs no reason to doubt the correctness
of the views of Lord Aberdeen. Whether the Road in question shall be immediately completed or
not, isa matter on which the Legislature of the Province must decide, and on which Lord Normanby
dies not feel called on now to express an opinion ; but His Lordship would not feel justified in pressing
the matter outhe Provincial Legislature on the groùnd that it formed a condition either expressed or
implied of the original Contractbetween Her Majesty's Government and the New Brunswick Company.

land, the actial eNpenlse of maîaking which would iit exceed one or two h'unidred pountds ut the utmost:
more espeia:l when by the terms tf the erigimal agreemraent, tlhe last or eighth instahniient, it is par-
ticulariy mentioned, shal be more or lts according t the quanttity of land, which, by the survey to
be maide, the wiole tract conteiplateci to) bt granied miiigIt contain.

And whaeni it is further takenl int consideration. that the Crown, at the particular instance ofthe
Company, nnst liberally tnd confidetialyallmved the grat of the Land to pass without requiring
any security for paymzient of the ptrchase um e.

I 'li or'iginal nminute of nrreemnt m:ade beitween Lord Stanley and Mr. Labouchere, states- 4 one
eghth of the purchase money, amcuntinr to £70:11 5s., to bet ptaid by the Company so soon as the
Charter of i ncorporation. to define tlhe privilges and limit the liabilities of the shareholders, was passed
the Cireat Seal, and the rerainder by seven (quai instahnments at intervals of six montls, to com-
inence fraom the date of the first paymeiint iade after passing the Charter.'

I Thus the instalments vere ta commence ut the date oi the Conpany's Charter of Incorporation,
that is, fron the time thev w'ere mluade enpuble of acting as a body, and to bc continued by instal-
ments every six nmonths rinttil the wholo should be paiil upi and tlie last of those instalments was to
be more or less accordinig to the qunatity of land the whole tract maight contain, w%,hen ascertained by
actual survey. hlie Comiapany. tlerefort, hnd no right to demnuzrd a title until those instalrents were
either paid or secured to be paid.

" It would sein to follow that the Company cannot be justified, after the Crown lias so generously
and confidentially given themn a grant, in wititholding the une half of the whole purchase money on
the plea by tlem set up.

As to the credit clained by the Comîpiany for the expenditure of £70,000 in improvements on the
land, it cani have no bearing ona the present question ; even hiad that expenditure been productive of
benefit in clearing up and settling the Colony.

l ln a legal point of view, I ama of opinion, that if payment of the consideration money of the grant
su long since received by the Comupany, with their entire approbation, as expressed by their Agent
and legal advisers here, c longer witthheld, the samue cai be enforced by an appeal to the Courts of
Justice in the Colony.

SWheni the puîrchas was origina!ly made, it was nreed that the Survey of the exterior bounds
should be made by Glvernment, the Companiy agreeing to pay £1000 towards the expense. This
S3urvey wa connenced in 183:, und continud as quicklv as its nature would permit, the Company
being 'in poecsin of the :id the wahole time. The Survev being comnpleted, tie Grant issued on 5th
November, 18,5 ; a Survey cf the granted hads in the intCerior of the Companry's purchase was then
demanded, and although it formied no part of the agreement, yet Lord Glenelg genîerously directed that
it shouild le miade. It was forthwiti comi:cenced arnd proceeded in, but was delayed somre short time
bIy the sudden deatli of the Sur% evor; it was, however, sibsequently resumiied, and was finished more
tlian a veuar ago, and the Comîipanv's Commissioner was informied on 22d August, 1838, that copies of
the plans were ready to be huaded t) hii : lie called and received the plans alluded to, eighteen in
nmber, on d Dcembher follming. It is but justice to that Gentleman, however, to state, that both

previously and subscquently to thait date, he took miany opportunities of conversing with me on the
whole s!bject of the Survey ; and he appeared to thinak'that the Grant was invalid, in consequence of

the
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the discrepancy which existed in relation to the description of the courses and distances expressed
fin the Grant delivered to the Company, and those contaiued in the plans of the more recent Surveys.
This discrepancy appears ta ha%:e alarmed the Company as well as the Cominissioner, but it is easdy
explaiiied. In the early settlement of the Province, large grants were made on the margins of the
Rivers, of whici Rivers the Surveys were incorrect. These grants were generally described by lines
drawn uponi paper, but few of which were ever defined upon the ground by actual lines, metes or
bounds. I'hese grants vere also, made at different periods;-when, therefore, the Survey was ordered
to bc made, all tlese matters id to be duly considered, and such variations made in the courses then
to be run, as iunder al. the circunistances of the several cases, I was induced to believe would correctly
describe the abuttals of the original grants, which being done, the Company's tract could not fail to
be properly bntmded.

" That this Survey is strictly correct, I do not mean to assert, as I believe it to be impossible to
follow by courses and distances any set or sets of lines described upon paper, forty. fifty or sixty years
ago by magnetic courses, no difinition of the variation of the nagnetic needle yet having been
attempted, or if atteupted, certainly not accomplished. The best, iowever, which miy humble abili-
ties, in consultation with my superiors in those matters, could effect, has been done, and the Company
must be satisfied, as nothing more is possible. 1 beg to state that the Grant of the tract has been
prepared with great care, and the description of the several courses and distances is taken from the
oriinal Gsrants, by which the tract is bouuded; and the Grantees therefore in briuging or defending
an action against the Company, would find themselves burtlhened with the proof of the metes and
bounds of their respective lots in the event of their rejecting the Survey which bas been made by order
of the Governient. All these matters were fully discussed in a conference which took place by your
Excelleney's express commands between the Company's Commissioner and Solicitor, with the Secre-
tary of the Province, the Attorney General and myself, and, after the abundant explanations afforded
by the officers of the Crown, the others cxpressed theniselves entirely satisfied. It is, however, to be
remarked, that any Survey of a Grant of Land made subsequent to the date of the Grant is not bind-
ing upon the proprietor ; and it is only valuable as so much evidence of the extent and bounda of his
land, and no act which the Government can do will prevent any individual so circumstanced from try-
ing the' question at law.

" If, therefore, it is the object of the Company to withhold the payment of the aum due u2ntil.they
get such a title as cannot be disputed in any of its metes, I imagine it must be left to other measures
to enforce payment, as I do not hesitate to say, that in a wildernîess country where no bouids were
set up to define the limits of the old Grants at the different.periods, of the several patents issuing, it
s utterl.y impossible te give such a title, and no such title bas ever been given by the Government

of this Province.
"I have just learned that it is Your Excellency's wish that all. the plans of the interior Surveys

should be on a uniform scale: this shall be immediately attended to, and when completed I hope the
Company will be satisfied, as I really do not know what more can be demanded, or what more can,
be done by Her Majesty's Government. The only objection I at first had in prepaiing the plans on a
uniform seale, was, that they could not all be exact fac simil8 of the original. returus, which I
thouglit was desired by the Company.

" I trust Your Excellency will excuse the length of this communication, but I considered it better
to state the whole case fully than to leave any point open which might eal for further information .
Should auy part of this report appear obscure, I shal feel much pleasure in offering anïy expla-
nation.

The House went into -Committee of the whole, on a Bill to revive and continue an

Act, to restrain the provisions of the fifth section of an Act, iniituled " An Act for the
support of the Civil Government in this Province," and to establish sundry regulations
for the future disposai of Crown Lands and Timber in certain cases.

Mgr. Barberie in the Chair of the Committee.
Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair.
The Chairman reported, that the Committee having the Bill referred to themn under

their consideratiôn, several amendments were proposed thereto, namely, to expunge
the whole Bill, and substitute the:following:
" A Bill to 'restrain the provisions of the ffh Section of an Act, intituled • An Act for

the support of the Civil Government in tiis Province,' and to establish sundry regula-
lions for the fiture disposai of Croon Lands and Timber in certain cases.

«Whereas in and by the fifth Section of an Act made and passed i the eighth
year of the Reign of Hisilate Majesty King William the-Fourth, intituled ' An Act for
the support of the-Civîl Government inthis Province,' Itis-enacted,Thatall disposals
of any of His Majesty'3 iands, woods, mines and royalties within this Provirce, uMade
during the continuance of the said Act, shàll be utterly null anid void, ahd ofrione efféet,
unless made at public auction to the highest bidder; And -whereas it is deemed ad-
visable to restrain the operation of the said fifth Section in certain cases;

le I. Be it therefore enacted by the Lieutenant Governor, Legislative Council and
Assembly, That nothing in the aforesaid in part recited Act contained, shall extend or
be construed to extend to prevent His Excellency the Lieutenant Governoir rCoo-
mander in Chief for the time being, by and with the advice and consent of the Exe-
cutive Council, at any time during the continuance of this Act, from disposing by.pri-
vate sale, of any tract or tracts of ungranted lands to any person or persons who shall,
prior to the twenty second day of July, in the year one thousand eight hundred -and
thirty seven, have been actually settled upon and shalh have improved such tract, or
tracts without any legal authority for so doing: Provided always, that in no cae shal
riore than one hundred'acres be granted to any one person, and that no grant be made
as Sforesaid for less than two shillings .and six pence currency per acre for iirnediàte
payment, or three shillings currency per acre by four annual instalments, and that:th€
names of the grantees, with a statement of the quantity of land granted to each, where
sitùïte, and the terms and conditions of sale, be laid each year, with the other Casual
Revenue accounts, before the General Assembly.

"H- And be it enacted, That it. shall and may be lawful for His Excellency the
Lieutenant-Governor or Commander in Chief. for ,the time.. being, by and with the
advice and consent-of the Executive Council,-if: they shall see fit, to grant Licences
for catting and hauling timberilMgs-or other Imberimmediately on their being applied
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for, and to renew the same to the former occupant or occupants, who may have
worked the saine during the previous year, on his or their making timely application
therefor, before the previous licence expires, and to grant the same by private sale on
petition, without public auction, at the following rates, videlicet:

For square red pine Timber, two shillings and six pence per ton.
For square white or sapling Red Pine, two shillings per ton.
For square Birch, Spruce and Hemlock, one shilling and six pence per ton.
For pine and spruce Logs, two shillings and six pence per thousand superficial feet.
And for all other descriptions of wood, the sum of ten pounds upon every one hun-

dred pounds of the estimated value.
" And in case two or more persons shall apply on the same day for a new berth, if

the said Lieutenant Governor or Commander in Chief, by and with the advice and
consent aforesaid, shall see fit to dispose of the same, that then and in such case it
shall be sold by the Commissioner of Crown Lands or his Deputy, to the highest bid-
der, and be competed for between the applicants only, provided that no such licence
be granted for a longer term than one year, and not to extend beyond the first day of
May next after the issuing thereof.

"Ili. And whereas cases may arise where persons licenced to cut Timber, Logs or
other descriptions of Lumber may exceed the quantity so licenced; Be it therefore
enacted, That it shall and may be lawful for His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor
or Commander in Chief for the time being, by and with the advice aforesaid, to grant
relief to the person or persons so exceeding their licence upon payment of the lawful
tonnage money; provided the person so exceeding the quantity licenced make such
application for such excess on or before the first day of May in each year, and pay the
tonnage; And provided also, That such excess shall have been cut within the limits
of his licence.

" IV. And be it enacted, That from and after the passing of this Act, it shall and
mav be lawful for the Lieutenant Governor or Commander in Chief for the time being,
by and with the advice and consent aforesaid, to make such rules and regulations re-
lating to the disposal of Land and the licencing of Timber, Logs and all other descrip-
tions of Lumber, and for the guidance of applicants, agreeably to the true intent and
neaning of this Act, as may be deemed expedient and proper to carry the provisions
of this Act into effect, which said rules and regulations shall be published in the
Roval Gazette.

"V. And whereas cases may arise where industrious emigrants or natives, not
having any Land, may be desirous of procuring small allotments for immediate settle-
ment; And whereas there are in this Province sundry tracts of ungranted Crown
Lands not valuable for lumbering purposes but fit for agricultural improvements, and
which should be disposed of on reasonable terms to persons of the above description,
Be it enacted, That from and after the passing of this Act, it shall and may be lawful
for His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor or Commander in Chief, by and with the
advice and consexit of the Executive Council, to sell and grant by private sale, to
any emigrant or native, being British Subjects, not having any Land, and who shall
prove to the satisfaction of the said Governor and Council that he is deserving ofsuch
privilege, and has not applied for the saine for any other purpose than that of imme-
diate settlement, and cultivation, a quantity of Land of the description mentioned in
the preamble of this Section, not exceeding one hundred acres to each individual, and
that an account of such disposals be annually laid before the General Assembly, spe-
cifying the names of grantees, the quantity granted to each, where situate, and the
terms and conditions 'of sale; Provided always, That no Land shall be sold and
granted as aforesaid, for less than two shillings and six pence currency per acre for

-immediate payment, or three shillings currency per acre by four annual instalments.
" VI. And be it enacted, That all grants, leases, and other assurances under the

Great Seal of this Province, made and entered into under and by virtue of any of
the provisions of the said in part recited Act, or of this Act, shall in all cases and in
all Courts of Law or Equity within this Province, be deemed and taken to be evidence,
that all the requisitions of the said in part recited Act, or of this Act, as tie case may
be, in regard to the mode and the terms of disposing ofthe lands, tenements, or here-
ditaments in such grants, lease, or assurances contained, bave been duly observed
and complied with. «VII.

The document communicated by the aforegoing Message, was then read at the
Clerk's Table, and is as follows:-

"Downing Street, 27th July, 1839.
"Sa-! have the honor to acknowledge the receipt of your Despatch of the 14th May, No. 38,

enclosing Reports from the Gentlemen cbarged with the superiftendence of the Aboriginal Inhabi-
tants of New Brunswick, in answer to the inquiries contained in my predecéssor's Despatch of the
22d August, 1838.

" I have read the Reports and your Despatch with considerable interest. It gives me great satis-
faction to.know that the Legislature of New Brunswick are anxious to adopt any measures calculated
to promote the welfare. of thiese..hapless people; and that with that view, they have, during the last
Session, granted a Salary for the Missionary recently appointed to instrmct the principal Tribe. 1
am also gratified to learn that the improved znorality and temperance introduced oflate years amongst
these people, has led to an increase of their numbers.

" Your local knowledge, and that of the Legislature, will enable you to judge so much more cor-
rectly than myself, of the measures most conducive to the well being of the Indians, that, I domot
venture to give you any instructions on the subject. But 1 wish to commend these people to your
careful superintendence, and I would beg you to consider a;ttentively the suggestions of thie Commis-
sioners, that the Indian, Reserves, or a part of âthem, should be sold for their benefit. A similar
nieasure bas been adopted with advantage in other Colonies; and recommended as it is:bythe una-
nimous opinion of the Commissioners, it would, I think, be productive of benefit in New BrunswielE.

"In regard to their settlement 61n the Land, and the intrioduction among them of the arts aud
habits of civilized life, no immediate or rapid progress can probably be expected. But it is anobject
which should be constantly kept in view, as the only means of permanently improving their condition,
and rescuingthem from the sufferings to, which a.vagrant and precarious mode of life necessarily
subjects them. That there is no inherent inaptitude in the Indian for the cultivation of the soil; -has
been proved by the settlement of some of the Lower Canada Tribes; and I do not therefore:despair
of the introduction of a similar systeminto New Brunswick. I should wish yon to brig, the subject
under the consideraitln' of yoÏi! Executive Counèil, and to consult also any other persons whose
knowledge of the Indian character mùay entitie their opinions to weight, and if the result sôùldlcon-
vince you that any messure could be successfully adopted, you would have the goodneseà to report it
to me, in order that I might consider whether it should be recommended to theProvincial Legislature.

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"The measures which you have presented for my approval, and which bave become
Law, are calculated to satisfy the wisbes of the Country, and I am sanguine-in the
hope and the belief that this short Session will be hereafter looked back to, by the
People of this'Province, as most deeply connected with the best interests of its Com-
mercial Capital, and conseqùentlv with those of the Province at large.

" In now closing the Session, it only remains for me to assure you, that no delay
shall take place, on the part of the Executive Government, in giving effect to the
Legislative measures which have been adopted,-and I take my leave of you with
the expression of my sincere desire, that the brief interval which may elapse before
we again meet in Provincial Parliament, may be marked by a continuance of the
tranquil and prosperous state of public affairs which no* happily prevails throughout
the Province."

That His Honor the President of the Legislative Council then said-
" Honorable Gentlemen of the Legislative Council,

" Mr. Speaker, and Gentlemen of the House of Assmbly,
« It is His Excellency the Lieutenant Governor's will and pleasure that this General

Assemably be prorogued until the third Tuesday iafDécemzer next, and this General
Assembly is accordingly prorogued until the third Tuesdy ?in December-next, then
here be hôlden."
