After ‘studying the lives of many
eminent and scholarly men in the
Schaff-——Herzog Encyclopaedia of Re-
ligious . knowledge, ' we are simply
amazed at the number of: Christian
men; “‘»witq advanced religious opin-
ions‘who have suffered death and
imprisonment—even _.John Bunyan,
the tinker, author of “Pilgrim’s Pro-

The tefrible wrongs done' in = the
name and by the authority of texts
have been due almest -exclusively to
their isolation and perversion. ' It
