It lies in 
the St. Mary’s lake country, and just 
over the divide from the well-known 
north fork country, in which 300 assess­
ments were done this summer, 
line of the. proposed East Kootenay 
railroad passes within a very short dis­
tance of the group, and the construc­
tion of an inexpensive tramway from 
the mine will afford excellent transpor­
tation facilities. It is believed that the 
construction of the projected railroad, 
for which the necessary charter has 
been procured, will be proceeded with 
next year, and that the company will 
be amply repaid for their investment by 
the trade to be secured from the impor­
tant section to be tapped.

The vein on. the Great Dane group 
has been traced on the surface by open 
cuts and other prospect work for a con­
siderable distance up the mountain.

The ore runs 59 p. c. lead and 
carries an average of 21 ounces of sil­
ver. Ore bins have been constructed 
at the mouth of the tunnel, and the 
material taken out in the course of the 
work is being carefully preserved for 
shipment at a future date. ' Mr.

Since the last issue of the Rossland 
Miner the people of this section of the 
province of British Columbia have had 
brought home to them the fact that 
there is sueh a thing as British justice 
and that its iron hand is ready at all 
times to reach out and protect the 
meanest of those who may suffer an in­
jury, while under the folds of the British 
flag. In the police court yesterday 
Magistrate Boultbee sentenced one 
Colistro, an Italian, to two months 
with hard labor for assault and inti­
midation.

Once let 
it be established that it is permissible 
to interfere with the clearly defined 
and inalienable rights of the individual, 
and liberty is but a name, meaning 
nothing.

and explained' the condition to tte cap- 
thin. While there he saw the lifeboats, 
six in number, and the- life rafts launch­
ed. This was done very successfully, un­
der the direction of Captain Harris, for­
merly of the sealing schooner Ohariotita 
G. Ocex, the mate, and the seccfnd officer.

Having told tihe captain that he couid 
do nothing, the chief returned below, 
as thle second and third engi.ifeers were 
in the engine room awaiting their orders. 
He told them to get out and save them­
selves, as in a few minutes the steamer 
would sink.

The other two grabbed life preservers 
from their rooms and the three rushed 
for the dining room on their way to the 
deck. But it was impossible to reach the 
stairs forward. The ship wee half full of 
water, which wae pouring along the 
«loon. “We thought we we* caught in 
a trap,” said the chief, “but managed 
to keep our heads or we would not be 
here now. We ran and climbed over tte 
stanchions and on to the deck. We were 
not there more than a few seconds when 
tte ship went down.”

George Allen, the third engineer, the 
eimrf believes, jumped overboard and 
most have struck the propeller. Be never
