“The thoughts which has been up-
permost in our minds during the past
spring, the sadly familiar phrase on
every lip, has been “Marine Disas-
ters,” and of these our Colony has
surely borne a heavy share. New-
foundland has been visited with the
greatest calamity, as regards loss of
life, that it has ever known within
the memory of man, and for the sacri-
fice of between two and three hun-
dred of our brave sealers we are
mourning to-day. The appeal which
has gone forth on behalf of the be-
reaved ones—parents, wives, little
children, whose breadwinners have
been so suddenly snatched from them,
has evoked a wonderful outburst of
sympathy, and has met with a gener-
ous, I might almost say, a super-
abundant response. Let us take com-
fort in the thought that the very
greatness of the grief which gathers
the sympathy of so many has in it-
self an exalting, elevating, trans-
figuring consequences. The grief of
our whole people will invest the
names of those who have gone down
to their death with a tragic solemnity
which, if not the bast balm to the
broken heart, yet has, in spite of our-
selves, a healing, soothing, invigorat-
ing effect.

or others to abrogate the Home Rule
Bill in its relation to all or any part
of Ireland.

Knowing all these circumstances.

the Government would discover some
compromise acceptable to the majority
of both sides of British politics and
would announce it in the Amending
Bill in the House of Lords.

This hope has failed ' and now it
looks as if all the bitterness of the
initial struggle over Home Rule is to
be revived.

THE OUTLOOK

HE financial outlook of the (ol-
ony is now about as black as it
has been since the famous Black

Monday.

To date but 10000 qtls. of fish have
been landed this season. as compared
to 100,000 for the same
year.

period last
The season is growing short.
‘aplin has been in for a week at sev-
:ral ports but no fish has yet appear-
>d. There are but six weeks of ihe
irapping season remaining.

The lobster fishery is almost a totale
olank, it will not amount to one-third
of last year’s catch. While last yvear
saw a falling off of 10,000 cases as
compared to 1912. The 10.000 cases
shortage this season will mean $250,-
000 which with the 100,000 qtls. of fish
shortage will mean a shrinkage of Oneée
Million Deollars in the earnings of the
people, even if the balance of the sea-
son compares with the corresponding
period of last vear.

The French Shore fishery, which
zave Twillingate alone 20.000 qtls. of
dsh in 1912, is so far a total blank
he French Shore fishing schooners
{rom Green Bay usually secure their
atches in May and June.

The outlook therefore all around is
as black as the worse enemy of the
Colony could wish so far as fthe fish-
ermen go, but apart from that the im-
mediate financial outlook for the Gov-
rnment is extremely gloomy, for they
must now expect to see the revenue
falling off \;ery considerably during
the remaining portion of the year.

Dear Sir,—Please give space in
your pare to make a few remarks
concerning that wonderful disaster
which happened to the Empress of
Ireland, which went to bottom with
nearly all of her precious cargo.

What a gloom it cast over Botwood
when the dreadful news was made
knewn.

This was the largest
on record and was partly due to the
fact that some places were visited
which had not been the previous
period. Pleasing reference was made
to the number of adults who received
the sacred rite.
