PRESIDENCY*

THE strong vote in the Presidén-

tial primaries of M:chngan and
Nebraska for Henry Ford is taken
to meag that in the middle and
western States Roosevelt’'s belli-
cose talk has produced a reaction,
and that anybody would be favor-

.ed for President who would keep

the country out of war.

The Democratic ,portion of the
German element in those States
say one-third, is likely to favor
Bryan, and the Republican por-
tion, say two-thirds, to favor any
pacificist who may become at all
prominent. Nothwithstanding this
current of opinion, we adhere to
the idea that if Roosevelt is elimin-
ated as a formidable candidate for
the Republican nomination—and
his star is evidently declining—it
will be because of his refusal to
support Root, or any other man
who may get the nomination, and,
if he fails to get it himself, his
threats to repeat the bolt of four
years ago.

If the convention were held to-
morrow, we are inclined to think
Justice Hughes would carry all be-
fore him. His determination not
to be a candidate only strengthens
him with those who like to see the
office seek the man and not the
man the office. It is noted that he
has' not positively declared that
he would refuse the nomination if
it came to him. The opinion seems
to prevail that no citizen of the
United States, even though a Su-
preme Court Justice, has a right
to reject the position of chief
executive of the nation if his fel-
low-citizens desire to place him
there.

It is argued that Mr. Hughes
could quite consistently maintain
his present aloofness, and take no
»art in the campaign, only re-
signing his present post if elected
to the higher. The bosses of thé
Republican party do not want him
1s a candidate; but it is significant
of the growth of an independent
spirit among the rank and file of
the party that the reason why they
want him is precisely because the
bosses do not want him. His
stffdy resistance to machine dic-
tation when Governor of New
York State is remembered to his
credit.

The man the bosses want is Eli-
au Root. Between him and Wil-
ilam Barnes there seems to be a
thorough understanding, dating
from the days when Root was a
United State Senator and heir to
the Conkling influence. The ex-
tent to which he is under machine
thraldom was seen in the incident
it the New York State Republican
“onvention, when, at the dictation
»f Barnes, he struck out the cor-
dial eulogy of Roosevelt that was
in the first draft of his speech.
Possibly if elected President, he
would rise above such subservi-
ency, as Chester Arthur did when,
after long service as a lieutenant
of Conkling, the assassination of
Garfield lifted hinr into the White
House. Root’s endorsation by the
State bosses may in some direc-
tions be a source of strength; in
others, it is a source of weakness.

The conventions are now little
more than a month away. By the
Democratic convention President
Wilson is sure to be renominated.
On the question of the Republican
nomination, there could scarcely
be greater uncertainty.

“Having patiently perfected thteir
discipline and resolutely waited for
the right moment to reveal itself, she
now seizes that moment, and, sup-
ported by her exiled children in Am-
erica. and by. her gallant allies in
Europe, but relying on her own
strength, she strikes, in full confi-
dcace of victory.

“We declare the right of the peo-
ple of Ireland to the ownership ' of
Ireland and to unfettéred control of
Irish destinies, to be sovereign and
undefeasible.

“Creation”
Photo Drama

Reviewed by Pastor ‘MacMillian

A packed house listened with keen.

appreciation at the British theatre on
Wednesday evening last to Pastor
MacMillan’s lecture in explanation of
what is set forth in the four parts of
the “Creation” drama. He used with
fine effect two of the “Creation” films
—+(1) The death, and restoration to
life by the Prophet Elisha, of the
“Shunamite’s Son.” (2) the
fixion” scene. He represented that
drama presentations set. forth
main propositions, viz.

(1) A world-wide “Garden of Ed-
en,” for all the willing and ohedient
of mankind (with the exception of
the Church of this Gospel Age,)
where every man will be a King was
suggested in God’s provision of such
conditions for Adam, the father of
the race.

(2) That sickness, sorrow, dying
and death, so far as man was concern-
ed were unnatural conditions—they
were simply the outworking of God’s
unchangeable law, ‘“Whatsoever a
man soweth that shall he also reap”’—
Had there been no sin, there would
have been no death.

(3) The punishment for sin being
righteous punishment, the claim of
justice must be satisfied, else there
could be no release. God had prom-
ised a release. The wisdom of the
Great Creator had been manifested
in condemning all inn Adam, since,
one in-
dividual life, which Jelhtovah could
approve as a sacrifice could meect that
claim, and Adam and his children go
free. Jesus the sinless, spotless
“Son of God” had met the demands of
the law, therefore the releas¢ was as-
sured.

(4) His fourth and last proposition
was that such a priceless gift—such
a sacrifice, }Jimplied farreaching re-
sults—deliverance from death, dying.
sickpess and sorrow, Paradise re-
stored, world-wide. “And God shall
wipe away all tears from their eyes;
and there shall be no _more death
neither sorrow nor crying, neither
shall there be any more pain; for the
former things are passed away.

The speaker made touching refer-
ence to the sorrow (without a par-
allel in history) which had come up-
on every nation of earth, represent-
ing that this supreme agony was the
doorway through which the world
was passing in to the new conditions
for which we pray, “They, Kingdom
come, Thy will be done in earth as it
is done in Heaven.” All who would
still be disobedient after the work of
Christ’s Milennial Kingdom was fin-
ished would be blotted out in ob-
livion—death, and only those loyal
at ‘'heart to God permitted to live in
any condition. Thus the scriptural
hope of a clean universe and univer-
sal brotherhood will be realized thru
the operation of that Kingdom.
