TRIESTE THE GOAL

The main drive of the Italians has
been in the eastern settion towards
Trieste, the great Austrian port of
the Adriatic lying just across from
Venice. This rich prize is hardly more
than ten days march from the Italian
frontier. Also there is a stretch of
level country 15 miles wide around
the upper Adriatic, making it easy

marching from the frontier to Trieste. |

And yet the war has been going on
for six months—since May 23— and
the Italian army is nowhere mnear
Trieste.

The military leaders say Trieste
could have been taken any time in
tifteen days—but it could not be held
as the Carso mountains sweep around
back of Trieste and from a circle 15
miles back from the Adriatic with
Austrian batteries posted at every
crest of these encircling mountains.
The Italian commanders, therefore

| decided that instead of taking Treste

it was a military necessity first to
control all the approaches and moun-
tain detences sweeping around Tri-
este.
LONG THE ISONZO

Most of the fighting in this region
has been along the Isonzo River,
with the Austrian town of Gorizia as

) the main point of attack. The Italian
at the Union Stock Yards to-day was | SRRt v < :

first gaining control of all the elevat-
ed pqsttions, which could serve the
Austrians before pressing forward on
Gorizia and -Trieste.

This has required the movement of
troops along mountain roads and the
carrying of heavy guns to great
heights by means of special machin-
ery. devised by an Italian automobile
concern.

SATISFACTORY PROGRESS.

The Italian commanders express
satisfaction with the progress they
| have made the last six months, All
the fighting and all the progress has
. been made on Austrian soil and no
Austrian troops have at any time en-
tered Italy.

SHORTAGE OF MUNITIONS
| The matter of ammunition has prov-
!ed the same check on the Italians as

|it has on the other allies. They found.

soon after the campaign was opened
i that they were making only one-fifth
I ammunition as they were us-
\ing up. This put a check on any real

o fighting, and resulted in the resort to

preliminaries of mountain and trench
warfare. The ammunition output has
been increased, but it is still far short
of requirements, though supplies from
America and Japan are beginning to
fill up the gap. Summing up what has
been done in these two campaigns and
| what it means in places captured, men
engaged, casualties, prisonerS, etc., the
situation is about this:

“In the east the Italians have ad-
vanced about 20 to 25 miles on Aus-
trian territory, or about half way to
Trieste, and have ‘taken twelve or
more rather important towns, notably
Grado, Monfalcone, Gradisca, Cor-
mon, San Piaro,- (flanking Gorizia),
Plano, Caporetto, Monte Nero and
Plezzo far up on the Isonzo, besides
many other places.

ADVANCE IN WEST.

In the west the Italians have ad-
vanced about 20 miles on Austrian
soil and have taken the main town of
Rovereto, halfway to Trent, and nu-
merous lesser -towns and ’strategic
points. In all these operations the
Austrians have really not been mak-
ling a fight, as they are too busy in
‘ Russia and the Balkans, and the Ital-

ians have been on the offensive, with
I'{the Austrians on the defensive. The
| net result in casualties, prisoners, etc.,
is about as follows:

Italian casualties, about 45,000.

Austrian casualties (Italian esti-
mate), 90,000. °

Austrian prisoners in Italy, 30,000;
i Italian prisoners in Austria, 1,200.

NAVAL SIDE IS QUIET.

The naval side of the war has had
few notable developments thus far.
The Duke of the Abruzzi, command-
ing the Italian fleet, took the Aus-
trian ports of Grado and Porto Buso,
at the head of the Adriatic, but an at-
tack on the great port of Trieste has
not been attempted. Further south
the coast of the Adriatic does not
ofter much prospect for Italian naval
strategy. Abruzzi's total naval ef-
fe-tive is about 110 ships, including
four dreadnoughts. The Austrian ef-
fective is not much short of this, and
ic has the advantage of natural coast
defences and the shelter of heavy
coast fortificaions. PBut at no timz
hLave the two ficets come to grips.

Mr. 8. Clark of Galt, addressed 200
people in Immanuel Baptist church
last night.

lence. Ten years ago he used to take
it occasionally but six years ago he

quit the habit entirely and apparently

has more than prospered. He declared

emphatically that the people the tem-

perance party want to get after are

the church members, who boast of
freedom, and the people who are mod-

erate drinkers. The men and women

who are burdened and cursed by the

traffic are willing and ready to vite
it out of business, if they have a

chance. He denied point blank that

there was more drinking in Galt unde;

Local Option than under licence.

Galt had improved in business since

local option came into effect. Its bus-

iness houses had increased in num-

ber as well as its manufacturing plants.
