Petrograd, via London, May 
24.—“The iron hand” threaten­
ed by M. Kerensky, the war 
minister for restoring discip­
line in the army, was first em­
ployed last night with success 
when two companies of a Fin­
land regiment surrounded a 
large house in Ligovsky street, 
where thirty armed deserters 
had secreted themselves.

TROUBLE STOPPED 
Previously the 

government had never dared ar­
rest deserters and pessimists 
had predicted a sanguinary col­
lision when the initial attempt 
was made. But at the first dis» 
play of the “iron hand,” all the 
thirtyirten surrendered tamely, 
and were marched off to bar­
racks.

London, May 23.—A Cen­
tral News despatch from 
Amsterdam says that the 
Hungarian cabinet of which 
Count Tisza was premier, 
has resigned.

Count Tisza, the “iron 
man” of Austria-Hungary, 
has been for many years the 
leader of the pro-German 
party in the dual monarchy 
and was the last survivor of 
the little group of statesmen 
who surrounded Emperor 
Francis Joseph when the 
war began. On the acces­
sion of Emperor Charles the 
majority of the officials of 
the previous regime were 
either dismissed or resign­
ed. There have been per­
sistent reports from many 
sources that Emperor Char­
les dteenly resented the donr- 
inance of Berlin in Austro- 
Hungarian affairs and that 
Count Tisza was the great 
obstacle which prevented 
him from freeing his empire 
from the influence of Pots­
dam.

Theçe have been several 
reports recently that the fall 
of Premier Tisza was im­
minent, but the rigid censor­
ship imposed by Vienna has 
.prevented the outside world 
from learning the exact con­
dition of affairs.

Washington, May 23.—No nation 
that respected itself or the righto of 
humanity could longer have borne 
the overwhelming wrongs that Ger­
many inflicted upon the United 
States, President Wilson declared in 
a letter to Representative Heflin of 
Alabama, and made public last night ' 
at the White House. Mr. Heflin had 
written to the President saying some 
of his recent utterances on the war 
apparently had caused confusion 
over the issue with Germany. •

The letter follows:
“It is incomprehensible to me 

how any frank or honest person 
could doubt or question my position 
with regard to the war and its ob­
jects. I have again and again stat­
ed the very serious and long con­
tinued wrongs which the Imperial 
German Government has perpetrated 
against the rights, commerce and the* 
citizens of the United States. The 
list is long and overwhelming. No 
nation that respected itself or the 
rights of humanity could have borne 
those wrongs any longer.

“Our objects in going into the 
war have been stated with equal 
clearness. The whole of the con­
ception which I take to be the con­
ception of our fellow countrymen 
with regard to the outcome of the 
war and the terms of its settlement 
I set forth with the utmost expli­
citness in an address to the Senate 
of the United States on the twenty- 
second of January last. Again in 
my message to Congress on the sec­
ond of April last those objects were 
stated in unmistakable terms.

“I can conceive no purpose in 
seeking to becloud this matter ex­
cept the purpose of weakening the 
hands of the government and mak­
ing the part which the United States 
is to play in this great struggle for 
human liberty an inefficient and hes­
itating part. We have entered the 
war for our own reasons and with, 
our own objects clearly stated, and 
shall forget neither the reasons nor 
the objects.

Paris, May 22. — A certain at­
mosphere of apprehension marked 
the opening of the Chamber today 
on account of the numerous ques­
tions which were expected to assail 
the government, especially those re­
ferring to military affairs. This at­
mosphere, however, was dispelled by 
Premier Ribot’s eloquent patriotic 
speech, which both stirred and calm­
ed the listeners. Even the burning 
question of the food supply was 
touched on without arousing dissen­
sion. The unobstreperous attitude 
of the Socialists which was some­
what of a surprise, was accounted 
for in the lobbies by the fact that the 
government in appearance seemed to 
adopt part of the Socialists’ views as 
regards leading problems of' the 
moment. Doubtless the recent good 
news from the front has done much 
to facilitate the government’s very 
difficult task. The Chamber seemed 
agreed regarding the advisability of 
shortly instituting milk and 
cards, and probably later 
cards. These measures are merely 
indicative of the country’s inten­
tion to exercise thrift and domestic 
economy on a new and more ration­
al scale and do away with all possi­
bility of speculation and waste.

Tribute to Troops.
Paris, May 22.—Parliament was 

reopened today, and the expected in­
terpellations regarding the conduct 
of the war were presented in the' 
Chamber of Deputies. Addressing the 
Deputies in regard to the interpella­
tions, Premier Ribot said:

“i recognize that the representa­
tives of the people desire some ex­
planations. These may be given pub­
licly. The public, like yourselves, 
has the right to be informed. Secret 
sessions may well be reserved for 
other subjects.

"Concerning the interpellations 
on the last offensive, it may be said 
there were some excessive hopes and 
some errors of execution, but the re­
sults obtained should be nèither ex­
aggerated nor belittled. Never have 
our soldiers proved more admirable.

High Command Reorganized
“The government has * thought 

some changes should be made, and it 
has made them. It has reorganized 
the high command so as to relieve it 
of everything not concerned with 
military operations. The minister of 
war now works in cooperation with 
the military1 committee tfrë Cham­
ber. I ask postponement of the dis­
cussion on this point until the work 
of bringing about this cooperation 
has been concluded .

“In reference to submarine war­
fare I recognize that, while the ton­
nage loss has diminished, we must 
seek more energetic and decisive 
means of dealing with submarines.
We will consider that situation fur­
ther on Friday.

“As to the food supply, we .are 
ready to discuss it as soon as possi­
ble, believing that the country has 
not been sufficiently informed.’’

Reparation, Not Annexation.
Taking up the Russian situation. 

Premier Ribot said it was necessary 
to combat dangerous sophisms which 
sought to treat the restoration of 
“our lost provinces,” as being a 
question—of annexation, and which 
also contused the question of indem­
nities for ravages in the invaded 
provinces.

“This indemnity is a contribution 
which is inflicted as a fine for wrong 
done,’ ’said the Premier. “It is a 
requirement 
equity demand.
tion should be required for all small 
nations which have been crushed, 
for Belgium, Serbia, Roumanie and 
Montenegro.

“No conquests and no covetous* 
ness—that, in substance, is what the 
Russian
France replies that it could not op­
press apy nationality, even that of 
its enemies. It will call to its aid to 
defend the small nations not ven­
geance but justice.

“What France also wishes is a 
durable peace, but we do not wish 
military dispositions to endure which 
can destroy this durable peace when 
it is once made. If the German peo­
ple comprehend this, if would make 
peace easier to attain. That is the 
view qf Russia at the moment when 
the United States is making prépara* 
tions to enter the war. Now let Rus­
sia make her offensive, and we will 
be able to talk peace not in an equi­
vocal manner, but openly, and this 
peace, if they do not ask it off us, 
we will impose U.” X

France and Russ Confer 1
Mr. Ribot prefaced his reference to 

Russia by asking for a postpone­
ment of the debate, “because of con­
versations to which the French gov­
ernment had been invited by the 
Russian Government.”

“We are following the develop­
ment of the Russian revolution with 
the utmost care and sympathy,” he 
continued. “The eminent and cour- ^ 
ageous statesmen of Russia 
rounded for a time by influences 
which rendered their action difficult, 
but the men who have now taken in 
hand the Russian government have 
made declarations which give us 
complete satisfaction. They say 
they wish "a strong government, and 
they desire above all to establish in 
the army that severe discipline which 
is an indispensible condition of the 
existence of the Russian nation.”

He created intense interest by 
reading a telegram received from the 
Russian minister of foreign affairs, 
which said;

“Russia will never forget the ela­
tion with which France entered the 
war on our side, and will always re-

country out of the stream of general 
tendency towards a broad-minded 
development of nationality.

"They point to what is happening 
in Canada,” he said, “and say there 
you have the French-Canadians 
standing aside from the general cur­
rent of Canadian life. That policy is 
being fought out in South Africa, 
and has been fought out in recent 
years in a more acute manner than 
any other policy. What Gen. Botha 
and those associated with him stahd 
for is ‘we must have national unity 
in South Africa.’ ”

General Smuts contended that the 
policy of national unity is entirely 
consistent with the preservation of 
the traditions and the best interests 
of the land and of the two white 
races which have built up a more 
powerful and stronger race than if 
they had remained apart. The policy 
of keeping “the purity of the two 
races distinct” was arrant nonsense.

Theoretically, there has been reli­
gious liberty in Russia as shown by 
the presence of 13,000,000 Moslems, 
1,000,000 Armenians, 11,000,000 
Roman Catholics, and 5,000,000 
Jews in the Empire. Practically, 
there has been a great deal pf per­
secution of dissenters. Now real 
tolerance has come, and the political 
power of the church will doubtless 
disappear. Whether disestablish­
ment will follow remains to be seen. 
Certainly the prospects for universal 
Christian reunion are brighter, 
though still remote.

Religious leaders in America who 
know Russia declare that 
strength of democracy in the 
order will be the sincere spiritual­
ity and simplicity of the Russian 
people.

London, Wednesday, May 23.— 
Perry Robinson, telegraphing from 
headquarters in France, describes at 
length the horrid desolation of Vimy 
Ridge. Referring to the Canadian 
cemetery there he says: “In the mid­
dle of the waste on the summit of 
Vimy Ridge there is a little group of 
white-painted wooden crosses. mark­
ing the graves of the Seaforth High­
landers of Canada, who fell in 'the 
capture of the ridge. These Cana­
dian Seaforths were mostly British 
Columbians. A long, long way they 
came to die, these long-limbed sons 
of Victoria, Vancouver, New West­
minster and Nanaimo. Some came 
even farther, for they came from the 
far-off slopes and peaks of the moun­
tains or upper waters of the Fraser 
River when they heard the call. 
Many other feet will tread the same 
journey after them, the feet of pil­
grims, who, through generations yet 
to be born, will come here as to a 
shrine. The little graveyard will be 
as a flame of inspiration to Canada in 
the ages, for there was nothing finer 
done in the war than the achieve­
ment of those Western men on the 
ridge. . . . There is not a yard
on all this tableland where man can 
find the original surface of the earth, 
but everywhere are shell-holes, hard­
ly distinguishable from the remnants 
of the old German trenches, the thin 
covering of soil being all churned up 
with the white chalk below till all is 
greyish white. It is so the readers in 
Canada must think of the place 
where their sons rest. The hot sun 
beats down on it, shells sing over 
thè place both ways, and overhead 
the aeroplanes drone in a circle.
