information as to what to plantand
how to plant. The object of this
article is to give a little moze. ken-
“eral information on these ques-
 tions to which has reference been
“.inade. No attemptcould be made
to answer them fully, as local. con-
ditions govern, to a large extent
each individual case. ~ While the
nature of the soil has much-to do
ine the selection of the class of trees
suited to any particular locality.

The tree thatis probably used
most extensively throughout Mani-
toba for street and lawn planting
is the common Manitoba maple or
box elder. The reasons why this
tree is largely planted are its ex-
treme hardiness and rapid rrowth.
It withstands very severe climatic
tests and will make a very good
shade in comparatively few years,
It should not be selected, however,
for street planting, as it usually
makes a very irregular-growth and
unless severely pruned, makes an
uneightly tree,

For street planting.and espeoial-
ly on heavy soils, nothing giyes
better satisfaction than the native
grown American Elm. It is quite
hardy under Manitoba conditions,
and with careful training, should
become “a thing of beauty-and. a
oy for ever.”

Of deciduous trees

for lawn

planting, the naiive vaniety. of ‘the| .9

green ash and the American bass-
wood gives best results in the
southern portion of the - prevince,
and more especially the Red River
valley. The native variety of the
Canoe or paper birch is hardy and
makes an attractive tree for lawns,

No lawn or home grounds is
complete without some of the Coni.
fers or Evergreens. Among the
Evergreens which are best suited
to Manitoba, the White Spruce and
the Scotch Pine rank first, The
White Spruce is especially attract-
ive, and is much to be preferred to
the black spruce which is ordinar-
ily planted,

The larch or tamarack is one of
the deciduous conifers
makes an attractive lawn treé when
planted with evergreens on account
of the contrast in the color of their
leaves: Whtle cedar or arboy vitae
1s also valuable as a lawn tree on
account of the richness of its color-
ing,

Poor success with treés is often
due to careless planting. Many
trees are lost on account of the
fact that they are not properly
planted or are injured in the
transplanting process,
best transplanted at a. season of
the year when they are in a dor-
mant condition, Transplanting in
the spring before growth has
begun is usully productive of . the
best results. Planting at this sea-
son of the year enables a tree to

develop an abundant root system,

and become thoroughly established.
before the growing season 1s over.
A few-points that are well to ob-
gerve in the transplanting process
aret (1) Avoid, as far as possible,
exposing the root to the air, as
they afe liable to become dried out
and seriously injured, which may
cause the death of the tree. (2)
Trim off all broken and injured
roots before planting, (3) Dig the
hole sufficiently large to allow the
roots to be properly spread out:
(4) Fill in around the roots with
surface soil, and tramp it in suffi-
ciently to thoroughly compact it.
A‘word in regard to the trim-
ming of trees intgnded for stre o
and lawn planting. The pruning
of'a tree should be begun when
the tree is small, and continued
_until it has assumed a proper per-
mabent form. It isa very diffi.
cult matter to so trim a tree that
hias once become deformed ae to
make it sightly and attractive.
Heavy pruning should be avoided
as far as possible, as trees are
often injured in that way. The
main point to be borne in mind is
that of keeping the trees upright
in habil. :

SYNOPSIS OF CANADIAN NORTH-
WEST MINING REGULATIONS.

Coal.—Coal lands may be purchased
at $10 per acre for soft coaland $20for
anthracite. Not more than 320 acres
can be acquired by one individual or
company. Royalty at the rate of ten
cents per ton of 2000 pounds shall be
collected on the gross output.

Quartz.—A free miner’s certiticate is
granted upon payment in advance of $5
per annum_for an.individual, and from
$50 to $100 per annum for 3 company,
accordingto capital.

Lands in Manitoba or the 1 ,orth-west
Provinces, exceeﬁng 8 and 26, nos res rved, may
be homesteaded by any person- wheo | s the sole
head of a family, o1 any male overl ! years of
age, to the extent of one-quarter séct iun of 160
acres, moreor less.

Application for homestead entry or inspection
must be made in person v the applic ant at the
office of the 1 >cal Agent or Sub-Ag ent.

The homesteader is required to § erform the
conditions eonnected therewith ur der one of
the following plans:

1 At least six month’s residen ce upon and
cultivation of the land in each :g¢ -ar for three
years.

2 1f the father (or mother, if :the fathor is
deceased) of the homeateader repir f[e: upon a farm
in the vicinity of the land ent srexl for the re-
guirgments as to residence may be: satiefied by
aucl&peuon residing with the f ath¢ r or mother,

3 If the settler has his per manent residence
nron farming land owned by ! ,im in the vicinity
of his homestead, the requir smente. as to resi-
dence may be satisfied by presidence upon the
said land.
