That she had made numerous long trips with a Miss Marion Elliott, who ‘‘had made her­

self known to me, ’ ’ and with a Mrs. Kenneth Brown, of Syracuse, who introduced herself at Toronto. ,
That Jimmie Baum, of Portsmouth, one of the moving picture company, proposed to her, J 

but she treated it as a jest.
That she had grown very tired of stage life and had abandoned it for good when she re­

turned to Hamilton last December.
That she had never had any trouble with any member of the family, but was always on 

the best of terms with all.
That she saw the murderer the second time when she returned to the house; that he did 

not look like a tramp nor like a gentleman.
That she had never seen the man before and that she did not know who he was.

SHE FAINTED.
Justification of Self Defence Col 

Cooper’s Plea.

Who Shot Robin Cooper ? Question
For Jury.

Nashville, Tenn., March 10.—Two 
things stand out in to-day’s develop­
ments in the trial of Colonel Duncan B. 
Cooper, Hobin Cooper and John D. 
Sharp. One is the theory of the state 
as to the wounding of Robin Cooper. 
The other is the defence.

The state announced, through Attor­
ney Garner, that it would contend that 
Colonel D. B. Cooper fired the shot 
which wounded his son, and that Car­
mack, if he fired at all, fired wildly. 
General Garner first declared that it 
was a physical impossibility for Car­
mack to have shot Robin, as the Coop­
ers swear he did.

Next he declared that the reasonable 
solution of the problem was that Col­
onel Cooper opened fire ou Carmack, as 
Mrs. Eastman believes he did, and that 
a bullet from his pistol struck the tele­
phone post, was deflected and entered 
Robin's shoulder. He contended that 
this theory was corroborated by the 
course of the bullet, which penetrated 
the flesh only 1 1-2 inches, and failed to 
strike a bone. A 38-calibrc bullet, fired 
pointblauk, at a range of three or four 
feet, Garner contended, would have 
gone deeper in than 1 1-2 inches.

General Garner made a brilliant and 
logical argument and it was with diffi­
culty that, a demonstration was prevent­
ed. The court officers, however, were 
aided in this by the sudden fainting of 
Mrs. Carmack. The audience’s atten­
tion was instantly diverted to the widow 
of the slain man and quiet was main-

It became evident from the argument 
of General XX'ashington of the defence, 
who followed General Garner, that the 
defence purposed to rely strongly on a 
plea of justification, as well as on the 
plea of self-defence. General XX’ashing- 
ton devoted the two hours of his argu­
ment to a denunciation of Carmack, 
“the man with the poison of a scorpion 
in his pen, the sting of a wasp in his 
words and the venom of the rattle­
snake under his tongue." He had not 
finished his argument when court ad­
journed.

Judge Anderson, also of the defence, 
will follow him, and Attorney General 
McCarn will close the case for the state.

THE LONDON POLICE
Are Praised For the Arrests They 

Do Not Make.

Wonderful Results Are Obtained 
by the English System.

The policy of the Police Department of 
London is unique and differs from that 
of other cities in one very important 
particular. A patrolman, or a “con­
stable," tui they officially call the mem­
bers of the rank and file, arc com­
mended for the arreuts they do not 
make. The constable who brings in the 
smallest number of prisoners, who ap- 
1 tears most infrequently as a prosecut- 
i'Vs witness in a police court, receives 
th«- highest credit. The officer who can 
settle difficulties on his beat outside 
the station, and does not trouble the 
police judges is considered the most 
capable and efficient in the perform 
a nee of his duty.

This, of course, does not refer to 
penal offences, to burglary, larceny, 
murder or similar crimes, but to petty 
offences, such as assaults and disor­
derly conduct which make up the 
greater pari of the business of the 
police courts of our cities. When the 
London policeman finds two men quar­
relling he endeavors to reconcile them. 
When he finds a drunken man he takes 
him home; when he catches a Ixiy pil­
fering he talks to him kindly and cau­
tious him not to do it again'; after the 
second offence he takes him to one of 
the many private institutions for the 
reformation of the young, and thus pro­
tects the urchin from the stigma that 
a police court always leaves.

THE FRIEND OF THE PEOPLE.
Thus the policeman is the friend 

rather than the foe of the people on his 
beat, and they know that he is trying 
to help them up rather than keep them 
down. That accounts, in a great de­
gree, for the respect that is shown the 
constables in London, and for the in­
fluence they exert. Nowhere else in 
the workl is police authority obeyed so 
promptly and perfectly as ‘ in London, 
and the criminal statistics very seldom 
show any cases of “resisting an officer.” 
whicli is so frequent an offence in this 
country. Nor do you often hear of a 
Jxmdon policeman being killed or in­
jured in the performance of his duty.

The policeman is strictly enjoined by 
tire regulations to remember at all times 
that he has no personal interest to 
serve in making an arrest or securing 
a conviction of the offender. He is re­
quired to practise a self-control which 
would not he expected of any other oc­
cupation. He knows that he will be 
praised if he can settle a ease out of 
court, and if it should ever appear that 
lie has improperly attempted to influ­
ence the judgment of a magistrate 
against the prisoner he knows that he 
will be severely dealt with.

KINDNESS VERSUS FORCE.
The same consideration is enjoined 

upon officers in charge of ploice sta­
tions. No prisoner is treated as guilty; 
the)- act on the theory that, sympathy 
and kindness will cure crime quicker 
than severity.

When a drunken man. particularly if 
lie has the appearance of a gentleman, 
is brought in by d constable who can 
not find out where lie lives, he is in­
variably turned over to the station 
physician, and no charge is preferred 
against him until he has slept off the 
effects of the alcohol. Then, if he 
makes a reasonable explanation, he is 
permitted to depart in peace without 
suite ring the disgrace oif having his 
name written upon the book. The Lon­
don authorities explain that this policy 
is more effective than any form of pun­
ishment. If a young %an is hauled up 
in a police court, or if he even gets 
his name upon the police register, it

GYPSY TOLD 
HIS FORTUNE.

Mardered Merchant Feared That 
He Never Would Live to be 37.

Dead Man Was Newly Insured For 
$29,000 For His Wife’s Benefit.

Didn’t Commit Suicide—His Own 
Revolver Fonnd Loaded.

Buffalo, March 11.—Ever since the 
killing of John Tomalo, the wealthy 
West Seneca merchant, two weeks ago, 
rumors have been rife as to the purpose 
ol the murder—revenge or robbery.

The inquest was held yesterday af­
ternoon, and the verdict of Justice Ber­
nard J. McAleese was that the man had 
come to his death on the morning oi 
February 27th, “in some manner mu 
known to the court.”

No arrests have been made; no 09» 
had even been detained as a witness. 
J. C. Roberts, an assistant District At­
torney, was at the inquest, and the too- 
timony was taken to lie transcribed for 
District Attorney Dudley.

One thing was proved, and that vm 
tliat Tomalo "did not fire the fata) shot 
himself. The wound which caused hie 
deatli was fired so close that his cloth­
ing was binned. But the revolver found 
near the body, with every chamber load, 
ed, was identified ns Tojnalo’s own.

Several witnesses testified Tomalo 
said a "nigger" killed him". According 
to Joe Jaworek, the first man on the 
scene after the shooting, the dying man 
gasped: “Nigger want the money from 
me and he shot me.”

Mrs. Tomalo testified that her hus­
band had token out $29,000 life insur­
ance two months before his deatli, for 
her benefit.

The insurance was taken out thus:
Prudential, $1.000; Aetna. $5,000; New 

York Life, $15,000; Woodman of the 
World, $3,000; Standard, $5.000. Repre­
sen ta tilves of the vStandard and the 
Aetna were present at the inquest.

Tomalo had told two insurance-men 
that he was taking out this life insur­
ance, because, years ago, at his home in 
Poland, a gypsy fortune-teller prophe­
sied that when he reached the age of 37 
years he would have great trouble and 
probably would die. Had he lived four 
months he would have been 37 years 
old.

The widow and her bartender, Mldura, 
both declared there had been no trouble 
between the dead man and the bar­
tender. The bartender said he was all 
broken up over the tragedy, and could 
not sleep nights, thinking of the dead 
man. He wears a gold watch which he 
says Tomalo gave him last Christmas. 
He admitted it had been bought for 
Tomalo's father, but said the old man 
did not want it, so it was given to him.

London extends over a 15-mile radius 
from ( haring Cross and includes an 
area of (139.42 square miles, which is 
laid out liko a gigantic chess board in­
to U4 grand divisions and 8,000 sub­
divisions. The organization is so per­
fect that the Commissioner of Police 
at Scotland Yard may know (it any 
moment the exact place where any 
patrolman could he found, and a ser­
geant or an inspector or a fellow patrol­
man knows where to look for him when 
help, advice or instruction is needed.

There are 30 superintendents, 569 in­
spectors, 2,480 sergeants and 16,240 con­
stables, making a total of nearly 20,000 
nii'ii, so thoroughly organized that they 
are an almost perfect human mechan­
ism, the greatest of its kind that was 
ever known, and their personal asso­
ciation with the 7.000,000 people they 
are employed to serve is far more inti­
mate than that of any other police force 
in the world.

HOW APPOINTED.
London policemen are appointed by 

competition. Any young man between 
21 and 27 years of age, who brings cer­
tificates of "sober habite,” “honest 
cUiracter,” “good temper” amt “fe- 
spectable connections and associates” 
from five householders who have known 
him personally for five years, may ap­
ply for appointment on the force. He 
must "stand clear 5 feet 9 inches with­
out shoes or stockings," must bo “free 
from bodily complaint, of strong con­
stitution, good muscular development 
and careful as to personal cleanliness.’ 
He must also be “generally intelligent, 
read well, write legibly and have a fair 
education."

Having complied with these condi­
tions the applicant is sent to a school 
of instruction. There lie settles down 
for a course of training in a barracks 
where lie receives his hoard and lodg­
ing free of cost, but no compensation. 
His life there, is similar to that of a 
recruit in the army, lie spends three 
or four hours a day in military drill 1o 
smarten up his appearance, to make 
him stand erect, to develop his muscles, 
to teach him discipline and how to 
work with others, when help is neces­
sary. Three or four hours a day are 
spent in the study of simple scientific 
prinoiijhles to develop lias miml and 
judgment, and give him il'1' mental as 
well as the muscular training necessary 
to qualify him for duty. Each suc­
ceeding week the course of instruction 
i- advanced, and the candidate finally 
learns something of law and the penal­
ties for its violation. After a while 
he iX assigned only at a police station 
or a 'police court where he comes in 
contact with tire public and the crimi­
nal classes and lèarns from the evidence 
submitted to the Magistrate how a 
competent constable conducts himself.

REQUIREMENTS AND PAY.
During the three to six months which 

a candidate spends in the police school 
of instruction many and perhaps most 
nf his competitors are dropped by the 
way for lack of mental capacity or lack 
of judgment, or for other reasons. In 
1907 only 22 per cent, of the applicants 
passed tlie ordeal successfully and were 
appointed to the force. Every possible 
test that can be devised is applied to 
try their tempers, their patience, their 
judgment and other characteristics.

The text book most carefully studied

is entitled “Duty Hints for Constables 
and Section Sergieants.” It is a com­
pact little pocket volume of 50 pages, 
containing a comprehensive epitome of 
information upon everything that a 
policeman ought to know. The book 
contains the location of every fire sta­
tion, hospital, shelter for homeless, 
every coroner, physician, ambulance 
station, infirmary, etc., and the last 
three pages are fille<i with “hints” to 
an officer on duty. He is admonished 
never to lose his temper, to answer 
every question civilly, never to argue 
with any person, never to express an 
opinion unless ho is a-sked, to state all 
facts in favor of as well as against an 
offender.

In this way are the policemen of Lon­
don educated, and when they join the 
force they expect to stay with it for 
life. The* pay is absurdly small, begin­
ning at $7.50 a week, with an increase 
every six months until a total of $12.50 
a week is reached. But a member of 
the service may lie retired on two- 
thirds pay for disability or for age 
when he passes 62. and if he is killed 
or dies from the effects of injuries re­
ceived on duty his widow and minor 
children receive pensions.—W. E. Curtis 
in Chicago Record-Herald.

GIRLS JUMPED.
Fire in a New York Factory Fright-

New York, March 10.—A fire which 
broke out late this afternoon on the 
fourth floor of a manufacturing building 
on lower Broadway, caused a panic 
among 100 or more girls employed there. 
Smoke filled the halls and cut off the 
escape of several, who climbed out on 
the narrow window ledges overlooking 
Broadway. Most of these were reecued 
by the firemen, who ran up scaling lad­
ders as soon as they arrived, and also 
spread the five jiets.

Two young women jumped before the 
fireaner could roach them. One whs 
caught m a fire net ami escaped with a 
fractured leg. The other fell into an 
awning, which held for a moment, and 
then gave way, dropping her into the 
arms of a policeman who was standing 
on the sidewalk. She suffered severe 
internal injuries.

The only others hurt were two young 
women who were burned about the head 
and shoulders.

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THE MURDER INQUEST.
There were few homes in Hamilton to­

day in which the inquest of last night 
was not the chief topic of interest. The 
nature of the crime itself was enough to

The public now has 
the story of the occurrences in the house 
ut the time of the murder, as far ns Miss 
Kyirade is able to give it connectedly ; 
end her life in Virginia, about which 
there have been so many rumors and so 
much gossip, has been described by the 
girl herself. It is not astonishing that 
in the stories of the tragedy as given 
to the publie there appear to be breaks 
und discrepancies. That was to be ex­
pected. Sensationalism might account 
for many apparent inaccuracies, and per­
fect coherency was hardly to be expect­
ed from a young girl laboring under such 
shock and strain as that to which Miss 
Kinrade was subjected. Neither the girl 
nor her father were in any way spared 
by the Crown examiner in his efiort to 
bring out every word and incident which 
might by any chance develop a clue. A 
remark credited to Mr. Kinrade on the 
day of the murder and which has occa­
sioned much talk was: “I have expected 
this would happen for a long time."’ Mr.
Kinrade is not sure that he made it. but 
he presents a very natural explanation 
for some such statement. At. the time,
{Mr. Kinrade was under the impression 
that it was Florence who had been kill­
ed. and, having in mind t-he attentions 
paid to her by a man in Virginia, on 
whose account the girl had left the 
South, it was not unnatural that in the 
stress of the moment his mind should 
jump at some connection between the 
distasteful attentions from which tin* 
had fled and the tragedy. The inquest, 
which will be continued to-night, is evi­
dently not going to bo any perfunctory

GET THE LABORATORY.
As the result of a number of confer- \ 

enves of the Board of Health, the Hos- j 
pi La. I Governors and representatives of | 
the Medical Society an agreement for I 
concerted action to secure a laboratory ; 
at the City Hospital was arrived at. i

The lack of laboratory facilities lias , 
been seriously felt for some years. The , 
Board of Health has presses 1 for a mod- ! 
erate equipment for its own uses; but j 
in vain. The Hospital people have not 
been able to get such a one as they feel 
they should have, and the medical pro­
fession. alive to the part whicli a scien­
tifically equipped and managed labora­
tory plays in this age, have looked on, 
and regretted. The latest move gives 
hope of its attainment.

The scheme discussed contemplates uti­
lizing the nucleus of a laboratory which 
we now possess in the City Hospital, and 
adding to the cuqipnient so as to fit it 
fully for public health, hospital and 
apthologioal work, and place it in charge 
of a capable chemist and bacteriologist. 
This would cost money, but probably 
much le.-s than many people think. It i- 
thought that a suitable man can be se­
cured at $2.000 a year. The equipment 
would not run into a larger sum, and 
maintenance cost would Ik- small.

As this laboratory would serve the 
entire Niagara district and the territory 
to the west and north, it is confidently 
expected that the Provincial Govern­
ment would contribute liberally to its 
support. The Provincial Board of Health 
heartily approves of the scheme, appre­
ciating the great value it will have for 
a. considerable section of tire Province ; 
and it i-s thought that the Government 
can be counted on to boar at lra-st half 
the salary of the bacteriologist in 
charge. It may even help in equipping 
the laboratory, 'o view of its cajuicity 
to serve several counties. That would 
moke the cost to the city moderate.,

The importance of tin- laboratory to 
the public is not sufficiently recognized. 
Washington keep.-, three- bacteriologists 
constantly employed on water tests 
alone. Most large cities now profit bv 
such tests. The examination of milk 
warrants a laboratory equipment. We 
aim to fight tuberculosis: and sputum 
tests are the only certain early means of 
recognizing its presence. In suspected 
diphtheria a certain diagnosis is possible 
only by laboratory culture from a swab 
taken from the patient’s throat. To send 
that to Toronto, have it inculmted.. and 
exam bed to ascertain whether it is 
diphtheria, takes too long to make the 
proeeee useful in most eases. Moreover, 
one test may he negative, while the next 
may yield the specific organism dreaded. 
A laboratory at hand would render ea*y 
the Widal test for typhoid. Rabies, and 
various other diseases, could be defi­
nitely dhigno-ed without unnecessary 
loss of time, probably to the saving of 
life. In general pathological diagnosis.

PRIEST’S DEBTS.
Cardinal Gibbons to Pay Those of 

Father Elbert.

Baltimore, March 11.—Since the re­
moval of Rev. Casper P. Elbert from the 
pastorate of St. Katharine’s Catholic 
Church, announced by Cardinal Gibbons 
last week, there have been rumors as to 
the reason. Investigation into the cause 
for the deposition of the priest, develops 
that he owes about $130,UÜ0, exclusive 
of a church debt of $28,000.

An official statement by the cardinal, 
made through his attorneys, says that 
very little of this money, so far ,ts can 
be ascertained, was used for church pur­
poses. Some of it went to pay premiums 
ou life ami accident insurance, of which 
he had policies amounting to nearly 
$70,000. The balance went into visionary 
financial schemes, by which he expected 
to realize large profits. There is no 
indication, the statement adds, that the 
money was spent for any improper pur­
poses other than as stated.

CARE OF A GUN.

Various Oils Recommended, but El­
bow Grease Needed With All.

It is a fact that you can determine to 
a great ex tout a man’s character by the 
condition of the gun he uses, says Fur 
News. If his gun is rusty and pitted 
and shows signs of abuse beware the 
man! Be sure of his yellow streak.

On the other hand, if his gun is clean, I 
the barrel bright and the lock working 
with tlmt oily precision which is so de- | 
oirable, there you will find a sportsman | 

a man who keeps his friendship as j 
bright as his rifle barrel, and a hunter I 
who quits when he has enough.

It is a careful, delicate piece of work { 
to clean a gun thoroughly and leave it , 
in condition to resist dampness and rust : 
for an indefinite period. However, with ■ 
nil the oik, rods, plugs and cleaners at ' 
our disposal it is less difficult than it 
once was.

Many different kinds of gun oils are 
made, and they are nearly all good, but 
they will not do the work alone. A lib- | 
irai amount of elbow grease must be; 
used with them.

A rag well dampened with a good sol- i 
vent oil will remove the courser fouling 
in the barrel. This should be followed 
alternately with dry rags and oiled rags 
until no stain is visible. If the bore is 
îhen coated with a thin application of 
vaseline or gun grease it is rendered ; 
rust and damp proof for an extended | 
j>eriod. This happy state may be fur- ; 
thered by plugging each end of the I 
barrel with oiled waste. j

When it. is possible a rod of wood or 
brass is preferable to a steel rod, as the • 
softer material will not scratch or mar 
the lwre of the gun. Field cleaners haie I 
their uses, but a watchful eye should j 
guard the cord and repktec it with a 
free* cord when the old begins to fray. '

Otherwise the shooter may have the un­
pleasant- experience of a wire bristle 
brush lodged in the rifling and a broken 
cord in his hand. A wire brush or a 
heavy bristle will remove the most ob­
stinate cake and does no harm to the

In case of lead fouling, or leading, as 
it i» usually called, a little mercury will 
remove the foreign metal if it is applied 
when the rifling has been wiped per­
fectly dry. A c««rk may be placed in th** 
chamber and the mercury poured into 
the barrel. If it is allowed free contact 
with the lead it will unite rapidly with 
it and both are easily removed.

The exterior surface of the gun should 
be wiped clean with an oiled rag. The 
locks seldom need (‘leaning beyond that 
which may Ik1 given with an ordinary 
feather dipped in oil. If th-‘ gun has 
been out on a wet or very cold day it i» 
advisable to place it where it will dry 
thoroughly before cleaning it. Otherwise 
the moisture may ruin the arm. Finger 
mark» will result in rust spots unless 
they are removed with a rag. A case or 
cloth cover excludes the dust and damp­
ness and prolongs the life of a gun In 
choosing an oil one should use care in 
not getting the kind that gums or 
freezes easily. Inferior oik of this 
quality cause many aggravating mis­
fires and afford no "great protection to 
the gun. If my previous advice is fol 
lowed and the gun barrels corked with 
rags—be warned! See that the rag or 
<x>rk is removed before firing, and avoid 
burst gun barrel».

RAT DRIVE IN INDIA.

Result of a Systematic Campaign in 
a Bombay Town.

Bombay deals with its nits whole­
heartedly and scientifically. The city 
chosen—Kamatipura-—was divided into 
three circles, which were again divided 
into several blocks.

The first circle was in charge of the 
Chief Inspector of Health. assisted by 
four inspectors and two deputy health 
o,'fleers. In this circle there were 3U3 
houses, comprising 1,423 rooms, and 
these were served with 2,846 biits and 
425 traps. Rtuts were also placed in 77

The second circle was the largest, and 
was placed in charge of Dr. Si ran Vo-w- 
asji. It comprised twenty-»ix blocks, 
with sixty-nine houses and 4,375 rooms, 
and 8,750 hait* and 1.181 traps were 
brought into requisition, besides hadts 
for ninety-eight gullies. The third circle, 
in charge of Dr. Shroff, was divided into 
nineteen blocks. It included 264 houses, 
with 4.023 rooms, which were served 
with 8.046 baits and 1.070 traps. Altoge­
ther 19.642 poiron buts and 2.670 traps 
were laid.

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H
AVE you ever sat In a trolley 

car or In some other public 
conveyance watching the ex­
pressions of those opposite? 

How few faces seem to be in real re­
pose. Sometimes the forehead muscles 
are set, giving the face a dissatisfied 
air. yet if a friend suddenly appears 
how swift and wonderful is the change. 
The forehead relaxes, the other muscles 
slip back into their natural positions 
and the appearance of the one you are 
watching is transformed. When this 
occurs you say to yourself : “Is It not a 
pity that woman does not always look 
like that? Why does she assume the 
cross and unhappy expression when her 
disposition Is undoubtedly sunny?"

The trouble is that the woman in ques­
tion has caught the habit of allowing 
h<?r facial muscles to assume control of 
themselves. She does not remember 
them and involuntarily, if she is pon­
dering deeply on some household mat­
ter. her forehead puckers up and she 
looks unattractive, while in repose her 
face may be charming.

Besides the woman with the puckered 
forehead there is also the one who 
purses up her mouth or who gives it a 
set expression by closing her teeth and 
holding them so.

I know I 
am asking a great deni of you. more 
than most women will give.

One hit of sage counsel I must give 
you. Take five minutes every morn­
ing and eveçy afternoon, sit down In 
a comfortable chair, close your eyes 
and let the facial muscles relax. Be 
sure that no unpleasant thought 
crosses your mind and be positive 
that no shadow of worry appears on 
your face. The fine benefits of this 
treatment will soon become apparent, 
and the blessings of your short rests 
will show not only in your face, but 
In your nerves and disposition.

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LENTEN CARD 
PARTIES

NFORMAL and even quite formal 
card parties are permissible during 
Ijent and they are well worth a 
talk. The invitations should be sent 

out as personal notes or else they should 
be written In the third person. This Is 
the form:

Mrs. James McKay 
requests the pleasure of 

Mrs. John Jones' 
company on Tuesday 

February second, at three o’clock

The answer is written in the same 
form, whether it be an acceptance or n 
regret. Very often the hostess merely 
writes at the lowçr right-hand corner of 
her own visiting card the name of the 
entertainment, the date and the hour. 
Any one receiving an invitation to a 
card party should Immediately answer 
it. so the hostess may not be left in 
doubt and may fill any vacant places.

Evening card parties for both men 
and women are managed in the same 
way, save that the name of host and 
hostess must, of course, appear to­
gether. This must be observed even 
though the host does not play cards.

LUNCHEON OR TEA
At afternoon card parties the guests 

arc usually either asked to lunch and to 
play later, or they are asked for cards, 
and at five or five thirty an elaborate 
tea Is served. This latter usually in­
cludes delicate sandwiches, ten. ices 
and cakes. At women's parties the host­
ess often arranges dishes of candy on 
every table.

The tables must be placed before the 
guests arrive and i\g soon as possible 
the game should begin. It is customary 
to number the tables and to give each 
guest a card bearing a number which 
corresponds to the number of the table 
where she Is to sit. Of course, the 
guests cut for partners.

Usually some prize Is provided for tho 
guest holding the largest score, but it 
need not be elaborate or expensive. In­
deed, It I» far better to provide some­

thing very simple, for often quarrels 
arise among the winning women, and 
the result Is disastrous. It is recorded 
that at a recent bridge party one of the 
women decided beforehand that she 
must possess the prize; so when she took 
her seat she asked the other three play­
ers if they minded her keeping score. 
They said they did not; so all evening 
she busily marked up the plays. At last 
the game was over and the ecorekeeper 
said: “Of course, you all know 1 won. 
I'll Just tear this up." Imagine the sur­
prise of the other players! By the time 
they recovered, the document in the case 
was destroyed, and the overanxious lady 
claimed and took the prize. At this 
party the hostese had provided a souve­
nir for each table, as is sometimes done.

it Is very Important to arrive at a 
card party exactly when you are In­
vited, and it is most Impolite to rush

away before the game Is over. Such 
promptness In arriving does not show 
overeagerness to be there; on the con­
trary. It Is merely a courtesy. Any 
hostess who finds a guest Is habit­
ually late may, with perfect justice, drop 
her name from the list. Impolite people 
need not be considered. Guests who have 
engagements to meet may, if they must, 
leave when the game Is over and before 
the tea Is served. This is allowable, but 
It is not permissible to break up the 
era me by leaving in the middle of the 
afternoon.

Never break a card-party engagement 
without giving your hostess plenty of 
time to invite some one to fill your place, 
and never take any guest who may be 
staying with you. One too many is just 
as unfortunate as one too few. and if 
you have accepted the invitation your 
first duty Is toward your hostess.

Your method was abrupt. If the num­
ber for which the first man asked was 
open and you did not care to dance with 
him you should have declined on the 
plea of fatigue, but you should not have 
danced the same number with another.

Two Ancient Recipes

city had a valuable franchise, and tha* 
it was gradually giving up pieces of this 
franchise.

It would not he a vexy agreeable thing 
to have cars ma-king n lot of noise. It 
was a well known fact that several 
people would give consideraM0 money to 
have the present tracks taken 
Main street east.

Then again Mr. Brown did not see why 
the company should want to build a new 
car shed on its present site. Tf the 
com pan v want more room it would he to 
their advantage to build outride of the 
city. If necessary, let them buy a farm. 
There was no doubt that the building 
of such a shed as contemplated would 
depreciate the value of property within 
a radine of half a mile. That portion 
of the city is the most desirable part 
to live in. He thought the City Council 
should go very carefully into the matter.
The by-law. as he understood it. was not 
a good one, by any manner of means, 
and as far as he could see the only rea 
w>n It- was going through the Council so 
easily was the fact that it was being 
promoted by some of the aldermen who 
want, to see the shed built, and have 
rushed with open arms to give the com­
pany more concessions. The only com­
pany that should receive the franchise 
was the Hamilton Street Railway. It 
would appear that, by having a number 
of switches placed in the vicinity of the 
sheds, a connecting link would be pro­
vided for the whole business, including 
the Radial lines running1' into the city 
■ t the present time. Mr. Brown said 
that he heard complaints from the resi­
dents around the car sheds now of the 
amount, of switching that goes on at 
night, when everyone is supposed to he 
sleeping peacefully. Let the company 
build the sheds down around the Jockey 
Club, and then there could be no objec-

Mr. Walter Evans, Ontario avenue, 
said it was not h» intention to enter 
Into the discussion, as the part in which 
he lived was not serious! v affected.

It would be prêt tv 
hard for residents on King. Main and 
XYilson streets to liace to bear the brunt 
of all this traffic, even though Hamilton 
should lie the terminus of all these con 
peering links in the vast electric system 
that is slowly forming. The question 
of vital importance was whether the-e 
throe streets, which now form the
nut-lues of the system in the city should 
be used for freight traffic, should lie 
given up for that tr#ffi< Mr. Evans 
considered that thi« company should lr* 
forced to put its freight traffic on iV- 
outskirts of the city, the same es the 
Grand Trunk and tîie T.. II. A R. had 
done. There was no doubt in his mind 
that the company was asking altogether 
too much from the city. The company 
should lie told that it would have to 
rim its through freight traffic some 
where elec than through the centre of j 
the city.

In siieaking of rive ear sheds. Mr. ! 
Evans said that the city was not going 
to gain anything by thc building of i 
them in that portion of the city. Si | 
far as Hamilton was concerned it would j 
facilitate matters just as well if the J 
sheds were built out of town in a field, ; 
a mile east of the city. If the sheds | 
were erected on the proposed site the 
depreciation in th value of property j 
would be distinctly noticeable, and ! 
there was no doubt that no property in . 
the vicinity of the shed- could he kept 
•lick and «lean. Mr. Evans said that 
he would oppose any measure on the 
part of the City Council to pass this by- ; 
law, granting to the company any such 
franchise, allowing it to u«e these ; 
■witches for connecting lines.

Mr. William Mulveney read some of : 
the extract# from the by-law. which to j 
his mind showed clearly mat it would 
practically give a perpetual franchise to 
the company allowing it to operate its 
radial lines in the vicinity of Went­
worth street for switching purposes. In 
doing so the value of the property 
would lie depreciated easily 75 per cent. 
The matter should lie considered in the 
light of a business proposition, and it 
was cold, hard facts that thc residents 
in that section of the city were after. 
As to the sheds, Mr.. Mulveney pointed 
out that such a thing as another strike 
was liable to happen, and that would 
place property holders in a bad position.

Mr. G. C. Thomson wanted to know 
why Hamilton should confer a favor on 
the Dominion Power & Transmission

said that if the car sheds were not built 
the proposed site, they would build 

elsewhere. Well, let them build else 
where; it would lie better for the resi­
dents. Mr. Hawkins had saad publicly 
that tihe company mig’qt need the 
streets on which the proposed switches 
were to be laid for next ten years. If 
that were the case, why give the com­
pany the right to tie up these streets 
in the meantime. There was every like­
lihood that the corner of King and 
Wentworth streets would become a bus­
iness centre in the near future, and it 
would be to the advantage of all con­
cerned to have that spot kept clear of 
such operations. Then again it was 
a well known fact that a gigantic elec­
trical merger was in progress, embrac­
ing all the electrical companies in the 
Province. It could be easily seen that 
the perpetual franchise that would be 
granted to the local company would 
place it in a very commanding position 
with the controllers of the merger, Mc­
Kenzie & M«nn- He was very much 
against granting the franchise at all.

This ended the discussion, and Mr. 
Beasley asked for o motion putting 
fr-th the feeling of the meeting. This 
was moved by Mr. Mulveney, seconded 
by F. J. Harris, and was as follows :

That whereas the Dominion Power A 
Transmission Company and their allied 
lines are proposing to build car sheds 
and a workshop in the block bounded 
by King. Wentworth. Sanford Avenue 
and Wilson streets; and whereas, to 
accommodate their different interests 
the said company and their allied lines 
claim that it will be neee=aary to have 
connection with the Main street lines 
across both Sanford avenue and Went­
worth street; and whereas this meeting 
composed of a very large number of the 
owners of property in the southeast por­
tion of the city feel that it would not be' 
in the interest of the city of Hamilton 
that these buildings should be erected in 
the place proposed or that the connec­
tions proposed should be made, feeling 
that, the growth and extension of King 
street eastward, our main thoroughfare 
would he greatly impeded thereby, and 
feeling that a great deal of property on 
Wentworth street and Sanford avenue 
and Main street would he very injur­
iously affected, and feeling also that 
the connections asked for are to be 
need as connecting links for the differ- j 
ent Radial roads to make a through | 
passenger and freight line between cities j 
outside of Hamilton and that the city j 
of Hamilton would be getting no bene- j 
fit whatever by granting these import- 1 
ant concessions, which, to our mind, are 
worth a great deal of money.

Therefore, we, the residents of the 
southeast portion of the city of Ham­
ilton haring met in the Board of Trade 
rooms on this 10th day of March. A.D.. 
Î900, do strongly protest against the 
Vit y Council granting any concessions 
over any of the streets, between King 
and Main street and especially over 
Wentworth and Sanford avenue for the 
purpose of providing access over the 
Main street lines to the ear barns in the 
proposed block or for any other pur- 
poüp; And we therefore ask the < ,tr 
Council to so deal with the reque-t of 
the Dominion Power A Transmission 
Company that our property will not he 
injured and that the important fran­
chises that the city of Hamilton pos­
sesses will not be given away to this 
corporation when we can see no conse­
quent benefit coming to the city.

Mohawk Indian is Acquitted of 
Murder of Grandfather.

Members of His Family Told of the 
Shooting.

Belleville. Ont., March 10.—Thomas 
Smart, a member of the Mohawk In­
dian tribe, in this country, was this 
afternoon placed on trial for the mur­
der of his step-grandfather. Jas. Sero. 
Mr. H. I). Gamble, K. C, of Toronto, 
was Crown Prosecutor, and Mr. W. S. 
Herrington, K. C-, looked after the in­
terests of the prisoner. The court­
room was crowded with interested 
spectators.

Mrs. Catherine Sero, widow of the 
murdered man, detailed the circum­
stances of the murder, which occurred 
at the family residence, on thc re­
serve, on the evening of the 17th of , 
September last. Witness told drama- J 
tically of how the shooting took place. 
Tommy Smart, her grandson, she 
said, did the shooting, using a shot­
gun. After he had committed the 
crime the prisoner said that he did 
not intend to kill Sero, but as he had 
done so he was prepared to hang like 
a man. There had been no quarreling 
between them. Her husband was un­
der the influence of liquor at the 
time. Witness swore that the prison­
er said to her when she came out of 
the house that she would soon see a man 
fall, and as her husband advanced to­
wards them Smart discharged thc gun. 
Her husband died a few minutes after 

| he was shot.
j Mrs. A. Brant, formerly Dorothy 
I Smart, corroborated the evidence of 
her grandmother to a material extent.

URGES HOUSE TO PASS IT AGAIN, 

DESPITE i HE SENATE.

A Provincial Affair—Opposed by Both

WEDDING INVITATIONS.

When and in What Form They Should 
be Issued.

In ihe matter of wedding invitations 
the notice, given varies somewhat, ac­
cording to the importance of the func­
tion—that is to say, whether it is to 
be a smart wedding or quiet. In the 
first instance, the regulaton notice is 
from three weeks to a fortnight; in the 
second, a fortnight or even less is not 
unusual.

The invitations to smart weddings 
arc issued in notes printed in ink, not 
in silver, while to quiet weddings writ­
ten notes often take the place of print­
ed.

The form of the invitation is as fol­
lows: ‘‘Mr and Mrs. A------request the
pleasure of Mr. and Mrs. B------*s com­
pany at the marriage of their daugh­
ter Blanche with Mr. Cecil C— at St. 
Mary’s Church, Heathfield, on Wed­
nesday, February 17, "at, 2.30 o'clock, 
and afterward at the Cedars, R. S. V. 
IV

When the bride is a stepdaughter of 
Mr. A------ she is referred to in the in­
vitation as Mrs. A----- 's daughter, Miss
Blanche Blank, but if she is a step­
daughter of Mrs. A------ the words
“their daughter Blanche'' are usually 
allowed to stand.

If the reception is given by the un­
cle and aunt of the bride, “their niece. 
Miss Blanche Blank," is substituted for 
the words “their daughter." and, again 
if the reception is given by the married 
sister of the bride and her husband, 
the sister of the bride and her hus­
band, the words "their sister” are sub­
stituted for "their daughter," and in 
every case the invitations are issued in 
the names of husband and wife and the 
answers should be directed to the moth­
er or other relative of the bride.

Occasionally guests are merely asked 
to witness the ceremony at the church 
in the event of a quiet wedding being 
intended, in which case "no reception" 
is put upon the invitations, which 
means that friends and acquaintances 
are only expected to attend at the 
church, hut relatives will meet at the 
house subsequently.

We have been frequently asked, save 
the Queen, whether a choral service 
should be held at this style of wed­
ding, and whether floral decorations in 
the church are in good taste under the 
circumstances. The answer to both these 
questions is in the affirmative, always 
supposing that the wedding does not 
follow close upon a bereavement, in 
which case flowers and music would 
be rather out of place.

Some brides wear white on these occa­
sions, but it is white cloth or some sim­
ilar material, and not what is known as 
bridal attire with its accompanying 
court train. Whether the bride wears 
white or gray a toque takes the place 
of a veil, and she invariably carries a 
sheaf of lilies in lieu of a bouquet, 
while sometimes she carries a prayer 
book and not the flowers. It is very 
rarely that bridal attire is worn by a 
bride when no reception is to follow 
the ceremony. There are, of course, ex­
ceptions to this, but the received rule 
is not to do so.

TO TRAIN CARIBOU TO WORK.

Enough Like Reindeer to be Made 
Useful, Canadians Believe.

The success which has followed the 
introduction of reindeer into Alaska has 
aroused attention in Canada, and the 
suggestion lias been made that the rein­
deer will settle one of the problems of 
developing the resources of the Cana­
dian northJand. One has to hoof it or 
use dogs up in the Arctic stretches 
now, and it is conceded that civiliza­
tion will move slowly if no better means 
of transportation is found.

The United States, it will be remem­
bered, imported reindeer into Alaska 
and taught them that they could live 
just a.s happily and usefully in Alaska 
as in their homeland. Some 25,000 are 
now in Alaska, and they an- more than 
earning their keep. Canada need not 
go to the trouble of importing reindeer; 
she has herds of reindeer already up in 
the northern regions. All that is need­
ed is to train them, for they are very 
wild reindeer indeed.

These Canadian reindeer are really 
caribou, but Canadians say they will do 
as well. Some zoologists bear them out 
in this, asserting that the caribou of 
Greenland and Canada are separated 
geographically merely from the Euro­
pean reindeer, the differences not being 
considered sufficient to make them of 
different species. However that is the 
caribou is plentiful throughout the Can­
adian north. Explorers have reported 
seeing herds of caribou up in the Hud­
son Bay region, covering the country 
much as the buffalos once covered the 
Western plains.

Of course the Canadians have got to 
eateh these caribou and train them, hut 
to a people who are certain that they 
are building an empire that is a trifling 
matter.

The most active advocate of using 
reindeer or caribou in the developement 
of northern Canada is Fred S. Law­
rence, who lives at Fort Vermilion, on 
the lower peace River. He has made 
his home in the north for twenty-five 
years. He suggests that a •'tart might 
lx» made toward domesticating Canadian 
reindeer by inducing Laplanders to em­
igrate to Canada.

"The Laplanders,’’ he says, "by reason 
of their pastures becoming crowded ow­
ing to the great number of their rein­
deer, are looking for some part of the 
world to which they can transport their 
herds and families and establish them­
selves anew." Therefore why not bring 
them to Canada and set them to work 
turning the subarctic wastes into pro­
ductive regions?

Mr. Lawrence speaking of the pos­
sibilities of the reindeer. su.ys it is fleet­
er and can be more easily kept than the 
horse. A prospector could maintain 
himself for a year with ten head of rein­
deer. If his provisions gave out lie 
could eat the reindeer.

Altogether.

Liberals to Submit Resolution to 
Abolish Three-Fifths Clause.

Hamilton’s Labor Member Has the 
Floor Again.

Toronto, Ont., March 11.—Mr. William 
Proud foot, K. liberal member for 
Centre Huron, in the course of hia 
thoughtful ajid constructive contribution 
to the Legislative budget debate yester­
day, declared for advanced temperance 
legislation. He advocated the absolute 
a 1 soli Lion of the license system.

“I hope,” said he, “that the time 
i> not far distant when our Provin­
cial Treasury ; will bo no longer en­
riched by the sale of liquor licenses; 
the time when intoxicants will )*? 
treated as other poisons are treated. 
It ie, to my mind, a standing disgrace 
to welcome the receipt of moneys for 
licensing the sale of what we character­
ize as a curse.”

On resuming the debate, Mr. W. S. 
Brewster (South Brant) at once took 
up the question of the Cobalt Lake 
and Florence Mining Com pony dis­
pute. The foots, he declared, were 
clea.r. The property was withdrawn 
from exploration under order in 
Council ; it was sold for over one 
million dollars, and an act was passed 
confirming the title. “Let me ask the 
Opposition,” questioned Mr. Brewster, 
for whom they arc holding their brief 
in this matter? We ran assure them 
that the Government holds the brief for 
the people, and has succeeded in secur­
ing a very substantial sum for the peo­
ple’s purse.” (Government applause.)

Mr. Brewster, continuing, had con­
gratulatory words to offer Mr. Stud- 
holme. It was well, said he, that labor 
should have a spokesman in the Provin 
cial Legislature.

The discussion over the question as 
to the Government's justification of 
the Cobalt Ijake Act, Mr. Proudfoot 
contended. should lead to a serious 
and non-partisan consideration of the 
question of the wisdom of retaining 
tiie Crown't right to veto actions 
against the Government. “I see no rea 
son why a private individual should 
not have the right to u.se the Gov­
ernment in the same way as he uses 
another private individual. Under 
present circumstances, if the matter in 
dispute is within the arena of party 
politics, there is a tendency—to say 
the least—to allow this fact to unduly 
influence the decision.” ( Liberal ap­
plause.)

“May I suggest to the Government,"' 
submitted the member for Centre 
Huron, ‘the advisability of locating 
the new Central Prison in the north 
country ;n the vicinity of an operat­
ing stone quarry? The prisoners 
could well be employed iu breaking 
much of this stone, which could be 
shipped over the Government railway 
to pointa where good roads are re-

Mr. Proudfoot condemned the policy 
which required licenses for the fresh­
water fishermen on the big lakes.

He declared the unaltered opposi­
tion of Liberalism to the three-fifths 
clause, and intimated that the issue 
would again be submitted to the House 
at t-his session.

THE COBALT LAKE DEAL.
Mr. R. R. Gamey ( Manitoulin) fol­

lowed briefly. It was merely his in­
tention, he said, to explain from per­
sonal knowledge the story of the Co­
balt Lake negotiations. The lake was 
staked in the spring of 1905, he stat­
ed, but it was not recognized by the 
Government, the inspectors reporting 
that no discovery had been made. In 
August. 1903, Mr. Gamey declared the 
order in 0 .unciI was passed withdraw­
ing the lake for the people. This was 
long before the Florence Mining Com­
pany was heard of.

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FRUIT MEN 
AT WINONA.

Convention Yesterday Was More 
Than Usually Successful.

Speakers From Ontario, Michigan 
and Pennsylvania.

Peaches and Grapes Were the 
Chief Topics Yesterday.

Winona, March 11.— (Special)—There 
was a more than usually attractive pro­
gramme for the annual Fruit Growers’ 
Convention, held in the Institute Hall 
here yesterday afternoon and evening. 
It included such well-known an<l re­
nowned horticulturists as E. Bassett, 
of Fennville, Mich.; Prof. R. Harcourt, 
of the 0. A. C., and Gabriel Hies ter, of 
Harrisburg, Pa.

Mr. Robert Thompson, of M. Oathrr- 
inee, occupied the chair, in the absence 
01 Wy* R. Bunting, who is in Florida, for

In opening the meeting, Mr. Thomp­
son said there had been a great deal of 
lionsence going around the country in re- 
fe.l'once to the freezing of the peach 
buds. He had made a thorough examin­
ation of orchards in every section of the 
peninsula, and he ventured to predict 
just as large a crop as usual. He only 
remembered one. year out of twenty-five 
si nee he had !>een in the business, that 
there were no peaches.

I rof. Harcourt held the meeting's 
closest attention by describing the experi­
ments that had been- conducted at the 
Guelph College during the past, year 
with the lime and sulphur spraying mix­
tures. It needed to boil.about forty-five 
minutes, -not longer. It was not simply 
putting these two together and boiling

their excellence depended on the qual­
ity of the material u*ed. Best results 
are obtained from flower of sulphur.

The speaker ad- 
visod the selection of a well-drained 
lend, just sufficiently tenacious to hold 
ibe moisture, and then pruning, cultiva­
tion and fertilization for success.

The Bordeaux mixture was the best 
7 « medy yet found for mildew and black 
rot. The vines must be sprayed just be­
fore the buds burst. Mr. Hipster's vines 
were set eight, by eight apart.

Peaches ’ was Mr. Bassett's favorite 
topic, and he found instant favor with 
fne representative growers present by 
1 he very lucid and concise manner in 
which he presented the aims and ob­
jects of a subject that never wearies the

Mr. Bassett, comes from the western 
Michigan fruit belt., which is very simi­
lar to ours. . As a site for a peach 
orchard, soil is entirely a secondary enn- 
sderation. He emphasized “elevation.” 
Where he lived they were growing the 
fruit very sucoeesfully on hard elayj* 
and in places actually on hard pan. 
Again there were orchards growing on 
sand that a mortgage wouldn't hold 
down. No orchard need have the curled 
leaf if proper spraving was done. The 
u*c. of copper sulphate on the dormant 
wood was a sure preventive. Spravine 
peach trees should l>egin about the* he^ 
ginning of April. Lime and sulphur was 
very good also for brown rot. and 
should be put. on just after the voung 
fruit is formed. The orchards in this 
district were too high : they wanted the 
)'.end's opened up. Many growers were 
much too greedy, and th-; result was that 
their fruit was not colored. Less fruit 
and a flaming cheek brought better 
price*. There was a lot to learn about 
the peach business besides the pleasure 
and money to be derived from it. Too 
many fruit men were foresters, not grow 
ers. “Cut away the wood and let in the 
glory, said Mr. Bassett. They were just 
nicely getting the yellows, and little 
peach, under their thumb now. but it 
took a pretty big thumb to hold it down. 
For a rotation of crops in Michigan the 
following varieties were planted: F.ngles, 
Conklin, Kalamazoo, Elberta and Beer's

OPERATORS 
AND MINERS

Negotiating For Settlement of Work­
ing Agreement.

Both Side» Anxious to Reach a 
Peaceful Solution.

The Various Demands Made by the 
Men on Employers.

Philadelphia, March 11.—With a keen 
desire to reach an early decision and 
thus avoid a suspension of work the re­
presentatives of the United Mine Work­
ers of America, and the Presidents of 
coal carrying roads, met to-day. in the 
Reading Terminal building here, and 
began negotiations for a new agreement 
to go into effect at the expiration of 
the present working agreement, on 
March 31st. It is safe to say that not 
since the present organization of miners 
became active in the anthracite regions 
of Pennsylvania have the workmen and 
the employers entered negotiations with 
a better feeling and understanding, and 
with better prospects of reaching a set­
tlement without resorting to radical 
action.

The demands of the anthracite men, 
as drafted at a convention in Scranton 
last October, and approved bv the Na­
tional Convention in Indianapolis, in 
January, arc as follows :

First. That an agreement shall be ne­
gotiated Between the representatives of 
the miners and the operators of the an­
thracite region, and all disputes aris­
ing under the contract shall b" adjusted 
as provided for in the said agreement.

Second. We demand the complete re­
cognition of the united mine workers of 
America, a* a party to negotiations to 
a wage contract, and that the united 
mine workers of America shall be re­
cognized in our light to provide any 
method we may adopt for the collection 
of revenue for the organization.

Third. That we demand an eight hour 
day with no reduction in wages.

Fourth. That all coal shall be mined 
and paid for by the 2,000 pounds.

Fifth. That we demand a definite and 
more uniform scale of wages and prices 
for all classes of labor at all collieries 
in the anthracite region, and that all 
employees paid $1.50 or less per day 
shall receive a ten per cent advance, 
and all employees paid more than $1.50, 
and less than $2 per day, shall receive 
a five per cent, advance.

Sixth. That the system whereby a con­
tract miner has more than one job or 
employs more than two laborers, be 
abolished.

Seventh. That the employers be re­
quired to issue uniform pay statements 
designating the name of the company, 
the name of the employee, the colliery 
where employed, the amount of wages 
and the class of work performed.

Eighth. '1 hat the contract shall be 
made for a period of one year.

When the above demands became 
known to the operators, several months 
ago, they made public a statement, 
through their New York agents, that 
the demands would not be granted, and 
strongly intimated that they would ask 
that the present three years’ agreement 
be renewed. The present agreement is 
the same as the working arrangement 
made by the anthracite coal strike com­
mission in 1903.

The Emigrants’ Information Office in 
Dublin has issued a statement telling 
intended emigrants some places to avoid. 
During the last year, the statement 
says, work has been unusually hard to 
obtain .in Canada and wages in many 
case-s have l>cen lower than in 1907.

New South Wales, Victoria, Queens­
land and Western Australia are cited an 
i f port ing good opportunities for farm 
laborers and female servants, but poor 
chances for mechanics or miners. In 
Queensland and Western Australia 
farms of 100 acres of land are offered 
free to approved act tiers. New Zealand 
holds out. offers for farmers, farm lab­
orers and female servants and to this 
country reduced rates of passage are of-

The statement warns men against 
Ca.pc Colony and the Transvaal, saying 
that the demand for work in those col­
onies already is greater than the supply. 
There is an oeasionul chance for female 
servants. The statement concludes with 
this about the United States:

“Emigrants from the United Kingdom 
should not. go to the United States in 
The hope of finding work for some time 
to come, and not tlieu unless there has 
'"•en a. marked and sustained recovery 
from the depression.”

And “Lucky” Baldwin 
Won It.

A Poker Story From the 
Coast.

The death in California a few days 
ago of E. J. ('Lucky") Baldwin, a fa­
mous turfman and plimger, recalls to 
old Californians a poker game in which 
Baldwin sat some years ago and dur­
ing the course of which he won a pot 
containing $465,000, the largest, it is 
said, in the history of the game in the 
Golden State. Baldwin was a thorough 
sport, cool, calm and dispassionate, and 
as a big poker player he probably nev­
er had his equal in this or any other 
country.

The old Palace Hotel, iu San Francis­
co, owned for many years by the late 
Senator Sharon, of Sarah Althea Hill 
fame, was the scene of the most re­
markable poker games ever played in 
that city, and that is saying a great 
deal. The old California pioneers were, 
as a rule, inveterate gamblers, and 
among the devotees of the game whe 
were wont to gather in the private card 
room of the Palace at the invitation of 
Senator Sharon were men high in the 
professions—eminent lawyers, promin­
ent, politicians and wealthy men who 
forgot the cares of business in the 
excitement of the game.

PLAYED FOR HIGH STAKES.
It was not an infrequent, spectacle to 

See Senator Sharon and "Lucky" Bald­
win stand at the Palace Hotel bar and 
shake dirce by the hour for the drinks, 
while a ride bet of anywhere from 
$1,000 to $10,000. Senator Sharon 
wasn’t what is known in poker lan­
guage as a "hard loser," although he 
was known to be worth at least 
$20,000.000. Baldwin, ou the other 
hand, smiled blandly wheu he lost small 
fortunes, and his smile was no more 
pronounced when he raked in hie win­
nings. which at times reached enor­
mous figures.

There was a gathering of the elect at 
the Palace Hotel one night. Six men 
had gathered at Senator Sharon's re­
quest to indulge in a quiet game of ; 
draw. Aside from Sharon and Bald- ' 
win, there were wealthy Nevada men i 
whom we will call Smith and Brown, a 
Texas cattle man of great wealth, | 
known as Scott, and one of the most j 
prominent members of the San Fran- i 
cisco Bar, now deceased, whose love for , 
poker was unbounded, but whose pro- i 
peusity to bluff against Baldwin on : 
short hands kept him constantly in a I 
state of financial depression. This law- I 
yer, for the purpose of explaining the 
game definitely, will be known as Mac.

Sharon sat at the head of the table, 
with Baldwin to his right and Mac to 
bis left. Next to Mac sat Scott, then 
Smith and Brown. Each player bought 
chips to the amount of $10,000, the 
whites being $100, the blues $500 and 
the reds $l.000. The ante was a white 
chip, and every pot was a jackpot in 
accordance with a rule previously 
adopted by the players.

The play was desultory for an hour 
or more, few bets in excess of $1,000 
being made. Mac was caught bluffing 
several times by Baldwin, and the oth­
er players were resting upon their 
oars, waiting for the cinch hand in 
which every poker player has implicit 
faith and which is confidently looked 
for at some stage of the proceeding 
when the big pot finally came around 
he had less than $1,000 in his stack. 
Smith and Brown were a few thausand 
ahead, while Sharon, Scott and Bald­
win stacked up about even.

It was a characteristic of Sharon that 
whenever he had a poor hand he was 
extremely jovial, while when he sat 
facing thiee aces up or three of a kind he 
lieeume as cold and clammy as an 
oyster. Baldwin knew this failing, 
and. like the true poker player, did 
not fail to take advantage of it. Sud­
denly. when Mac had dealt and Bald­
win found three kings looking him in 
the eve I*» smiled. A glance at Shar­
on assured hint that, the Senator, too, 
was well heeled, for he became icy.

“Got a good hand. Senator?” inquired 
Baldwin lightly as he skimmed his own.

"Nothing much,” growled Sharon, with 
an impatient toss of his grey curls.

It is true that she told 
her story under high tension, and the 
frequency with which she moistened her 
lips indicated the excited state she 
was in, although her reserve power 
stood her in good stead until the crown 
counsel, at the last minute, fired that 
startling question, “"Who shot your sis­
ter.-” Miss Kinrade, on the whole, how­
ever, answered the questions with which 
she was bombarded, iu a way that indi­
cated she was in full possession of her 
reasoning ptiwers. The officers for this 
reason were rather surprised last night 
to hear her stick to the story that sev­
eral shots were fired at her. They point 
out that she assigns .two different places 
where the shooting took place. In the 
first place, as she was going out the 
front door, and another time, as she 
was going to the side bay window. They 
are satisfied beyond a doubt that 
shots were not fired at Florence, and 
they will place men, who examined the 
premises, on the stand to swear to it.

Miss Florence Kinrade last night was 
driven to the home of Miss Walker, the 
trained nurse, who has attended the 
ladies of the family since the terrible 
tragedy. Enquiries made there this 
morning elicited the information that 
Miss Kinrade had reeled fairly well. It 
is expected that she will be prepared to 
go on the stand again at any time she 
is requested to, and the police say she 
will certainly be re-called, as they have 
a number of points they think she may 
assist in clearing up.

If the authorities stick to their deci­
sion to examine all the members of the 
Kinrade family to-night it will probably 
take all of to-morrow night’s sey-sitm to 
consider the medical evidence.
