Tawre is a want of healthy fibre in much
of the ethical work of our time, and espe-
cially of our country. Most of us have,
at times, felt the inconvenience of burdens
placed upon the intellect in the shape of
areeds ; but they, at their worst, sit more
Lightly upon most 'people than the new
gospel which has come upon us. There
is s dogmatism of life, no less than
of belief, against ‘which we ought %o
summon up courage to protest. .

Yet 1t would be in no respect more
absurd, more inhuman, than the course of these
medical gentlemen of Montreal. The medi-
cal profession abounds in abuses, and and we
hope this melancholy case will have the effect
of directing attention to some of the grosser
ones.

BEET-ROOT SUGAR IN ENGLAND.

English sugar refiners are in danger of be-
ing deprived of their home market under the
free trade system. The new French sugar
law, which came into operation on the lst
inst., creates for the first time a bounty of up-
wards of 2s. 6d. per cwt. upon the export of
moist refined sugar of all descriptions. Hither-
to in France the bounty has been obtainable
only upon loaf sugar, and the moist refined
sugars of British manufacturers have been
exempt from direct competition-with similar

ucts exported under bounty. The new

w reduces the French bounties on loaf sugar
nearly one-half, but more than counterbalances
any approach to equality on this score by the
excessive bounty upon the export of moist re-
fined sugar.

CROPS AND TILLAGE.

FARMING-IN THE NORTH.
Some of the Advantages Enjoyed by Our
Farmerss

To many of our farmers, as well as to sev-
of our inent politicians, there is a

certain fascination about ‘‘ the sunny South.”
1t is rather pleasing to think about keeping
stock in a country where there is green vege-
tation constantly. There are t advan-
tages in being able to work the soil at all times,
and to raise semi-tropical fruits, sugar, rice,
and cotton. Apparently, to many, s farmer
can enjoy more and acquire more b lnotms
in the far South than in the far North, an
this idea has been unfortunately too much
stimulated by some of our leading Grit poli-
ticians, who delight to the States of
Texas and Kansas to the di t of
Manitoba and the Canadian North-west gener-
ally. Experience, however, shows that the very
reverse is the case. The regions that extend
among or above the great northern lakes
possess much more agricultural wealth than
those that extend into the Gulf of Mexico.
In point of fact, soil closed frost and
covered with snow mearly the year
affords more grass and other fi crops
than those that are at all seasons in a con-
dition to produce vegetables. It is also true
that nearly all kinds of live stock are more:
heu'ty, vigorous, and healthy in the north
than in the south. Our American neighbours
find wool raising more profitable in Vermont
than in any other State, and butter and
cheese is better produced in Wisconsin than
Kansas. Horses raised in the north are
everywhere famous for their speed and en-
durance. The losses on stock on account of
the conditions of the weather are less in
the north than in the south. A thousand
sh perish in Texas every year where one
dies the effect of exposure in Vermont,
Northern winters are ve?:*fwonnble to pack-
ing meats of all kinds. e chief obstacle to
successful farming in the far north is the dif-
ficulty in raising Indian corn.
