Hold Annual Session

clock, Mayor Chestnut of Fredericton, 
the president, in the chair.

Mayor Murray welcomed the dele­
gates on behalf of the council and citi­
zens generally. It was gratifying to 
them, lie said, to have Hon. John Mor- 
rissv, commissioner of public works, 
present at the gathering. His Worship 
hoped the meeting would be produc­
tive of much in the way of legislative 
betterment.

Mayor Reilly, of Moncton, replied on 
behalf of the delegates, thanking Ma­
yor ifurray for his cordial welcome.

The president 
then read Ms annual address, as fol­
lows : —

President Chestnut's Address
Gentlemen:—I heartily welcome you 

to the fourth annual convention of the 
Union of Municipalities of New Bruns-, 
wick. It is a matter of congratulation 
that your executive has not been call­
ed upon to take formal objection to any 
legislation hi this province during the 
year. The ninth annual convention of 
Canadian Municipalities met last July 
at- Medicine Hat and Calgary and the 
executive of this union appointed cur 
honorary' secretary as its delegate, who 
.will report to you the results arrived 
At by that I body.

With reference to the programme Ibe 
.Core you, I note that it contains a mim 
t>er of subjects, among which, perhaps, 
6 may be 'pardoned for mentioning at 
least two. I think we aH must agree 
that there are many arguments in fa­
vor of a system of uniform municipal 
accounting, among which may be men­
tioned the fact that if such a system 
were generally adopted throughout 
Canada it would then be possible to 
•supply brokers and investors in any 
part of the country with an intelligent 
statement setting forth the exact fin­
ancial standing of any community.

This would certainly be of great ad­
vantage to any city or municipality 
■wishing to issue bonds for any pur 
pose. Perhaps a greater benefit would 
accrue from such a system for the rea­
son that w ith it in operation an inde­
pendent audit of municipal accounts 
«would be a simple proposition, and 
just here I may be ipenmitted to re 
mark that the idea of an indépendant 
audit is rapidly growing in general 
favor, and it certainly would afford 
additional protection t° the officials as 
well as the corporations interested.

Again, in regard to the establishment 
ctf a laboratory" for the purpose of 
making chemical an<i bacteriological 
analysis K seems, to me that the pro 
vinoial government might well arrange 
to have a professor of our university 
undertake work of this character, 
thereby enalbling any community in the 
province to get exact information when 
ever needed at a nominal cost as to the 
purity of at least its water and milk 
supplies. It Is a well known fact that 
many diseases arise from the contain 
I nation of these necessities, an<i it is 
•now recognized to be of paramount "im­
portance that the purity of these sup­
plies should be above suspicion.

During the last few years great in­
terest has developed throughout North 
America in connection with .the great 
natural resources of this continent. Not 
long ago President Roosevelt called 
an international convention to meet at 
Washington to consider the question, 
end it was gratifying to know that 
at this meeting it developed that the 
Canadian representation was possess­
ed of the most exact knowledge of the 
S'.bjcct. More recently the Canadian 
Conservation Commission appointed
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by the Dominion Government with Hon 
Clifford Si ft on .it its load got together 
at Ottawa ant began to compile in- 
forniatfc.n concerning the natural 
wealth ok: our e -i|ntry. I may also 
mention that next week the Canadian 
Forestry Association will meet in Fred 
ericion. Its particular aim is to pre­
serve tin forests of tin- " .million.

I am sure we can call heartily en­
dorse work of this character and in 
this connection would it- not be ad­
visable for this union to go-on record 
as approving of *he administration of 
the water powers and ot'.ie’" natural 
resources of our province for the ben­
efit «T the people of the province fat­
al! time to come.

Now, Gentlemen, you will note that 
there are a number • >.C important sub­
jects down on the programme for dis­
cussion. I trust, however, that before 
definite action is taken in connection 
with any «matter which comes up it 
will la- thoroughly considered in a-ll its 
bearings as this is the only way in 
which this union can hope to main­
tain its influence as a factor in aflatt­
ing the legislation and well-being of 
this province. It is much better to 
consider a few subjects and consider 
them well than to take action on nu­
merous matters .without due consid­
eration.

On motion of City Clerk Magee of 
Monciton, the president's address was 
referred to the executive for consid­
eration of its reconnut! en dations.

J. W. MeCready. Secretary Treas­
urer of Fredericton, read a lengthy re­
port of his trip to the West last year 
as a delegate from the New Brunswick 
Mhnticipalhties Union 'held at Medicine 
•Hat and Calgary. He also submitted a 
financial statement showing the Union 
to have made a considerable gain dur­
ing the past year.

On motion of Mayor Murray this 
report was also referred to the ex­
ecutive.

A -number of resolutions were sub­
mitted and' referred to the committee 
on resolutions.

‘An executive committee was ap­
pointed" e= follows:—-Mayor Reilly of 
Moncton, warden ; H. Gilbert of Rothe­
say, Aid-.

Wednesday Afternoon
At the afternoon session the first
speaker iwas iHon. John Morrissy, 

chief comlmissioner of public works. 
He expressed his satisfaction at being 
presen't and praised the progress made 
by -the town of Camipbellton, which 
was entirely due to the enterprise of 
its citizens. The speaker then dealt 
with the -Highway Act. He said the 
Hazen government had handed "over 
to the munfcijwlities Hhe authority for 
expending of all monies on roads. The 
act had been given a fair trial and in 
iwas making good. The government 
had made an earnest effort to admin 
ister the act fairly and impartially. 
Last year they had given the munic.ii> 
ailitics very little money, for 'the reason 
that the taxes of 1908 and 1909 were 
available and they had felt that was 
sufficient. He had just one thory for 
the making of good roads, and that 
was good drainage. There was not -a 
really good road from the S't. Croix to 
the Rcstigouche. In fact they were no 
better now -than they were thirty- 
years ago. Th<- department had given 
all -their attention to the repairing of 
bridges, which were found in a very 
bad condition, and when this was com­
pleted the roads would toe attended ito. 
He was strongly in fa-vor of appoint­
ing a practical man as engineer and 
putting him to work in constructing 
a road from the St. Croix to the Res-ti 
gouche much on the same ]Manciple 
that railroads were built. It was the 
only way to get good roads. It would 
take some time and money to do it. 
but it would pay in the end.

Public Health Act
Mr. (Morrissy then spoke of the Pub­

lic 'Health Act. He said this was a 
matter which was being considered bv 
the governimennt. It had been said 
that the chairman of the lobal boards 
of health were charging exhorbftatrt pri 
evs 'but all he had to say was that it 
good men did the work they woi 
have to be paid well. He had under­
stood that the doctors were to make 
suggestions for needed improvements 
in the act and he hoped this would be 
,1 one.

The ei>cakvr next referred to the 
assessment law. He said that assess 
•>rs some tore took advantage of their
■Mice to salt political opponents and 

these with whom they had a griev-
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assessment lowered in order to cheat 
the highway act as there was a fixed 
rate for road purposes. He favored 
placing the valuation at the top -notch 
so that all would be on equal footing. 
In compulsion, he remarked that it was 
the intention oif the government to 
place a rather liberal amount of mo­
ney at the disposal of the highway 
boards ^ throughout the province this 
year.

IT—In the 
supreme court today judgments in 
the following cases were delivered:

Crocket vs. Town of Campbellton.— 
This was an action for damages ve­
ga ins t the defendant tor recusing to 
supply him with water for a motor 
engine used in .his printing office. 
Judge . : '.cod upheld the contention 
of the to.,,n council on every Im­
portant point. He held that the town 
council, acting in the interests of the 
whole people, had a erfect right, 
when there was danger of a shortage 
in the water supply, to decide what 
services should be cut off. Their ac­
tion in terminating the supply for the 
plaintiff's motor engine had not in- 
tenferred with the domestic or sani­
tary service of the town and His Ho­
nor held could not ve regarded as a 
breach of contract and there was no 

negligence, and no maliciousness. 
There was no evidence, he said, to 
justify the finding of the jury in fa­
vor of the plaintiff. The court un­
animously decided to grant the de­
fendant a new trial.

v,-1 again disappear fin the sun's rays. 
Tills tint", however, pas-ing in the 
frost of the great luminary. It is pre­
dicted that the nucleus will cross the 
sun's disk ;:b nit fiv. Vninntes of a de­
gree from its centre, thus furnishing 
,n opportunity to observe whether the 
nucleus is opaque to the sun's rays.

Tin transit will not be visible in 
the United States as i't will occur after 
-unset here.

On the night of May 18 the earth 
and comet will rush past each other 
and the earth will probably sweep 
through the tail of the comet. They 
will he only 12,000,000 miles apart. Af­
ter May IS the comet will attain its 
maximum of splendor in the evening 
sky, and in a few days thereafter its 
glory will rapidly fade. | |
