‘T'he next section hLas refers
ence Lo the law governing our mining
land mineral licenses, Uuder gheé pre<
isent law a person may obtidin a lisence to
search over three square miles of terii-
tory, with the power, alter a presciibed
time, of selectiug one square mie exw
clusively for mineral purposes. This cer.
t.inly must necessa:ily woik prejudicaily
to the interests of the numeious settlers
in the munng -egions of tne colony, who
ny be anxious to cultivate and who are
thus precliuded from cultivating the soil,
Aithough the Government should offer
every facility and encouragement in the
developement of our mineral resources,
yet they must not {forget the imperative
necessity of encouraging settlemencs.
When they lock back upon the history of
our fishing operations in this country,
and when they saw how uncertamn apnd
almost universally disasterous their 1es
sults are as far as our fishermen ae con,
cerned it behoves us to do something in
order to stimulate the cultivation of the
soil, which promises more subs Lenmnl res
turns. Let them take for example a
fisherman who has given his Hc to the
prosecution of this precarious enterpr.ze,
and they will find that after his life timo

ol honest labor in nine cazes out ot .ten,
ne will leave nothing behind to bis famis
ly as the fruits ot his toil. If the sume

unount of time and labor was given to
the cultivation of the soil, although the
returns may be smaller and not so ims
mediately encouraging, yet the results
would be certain and petmanené, Since
the year 1863 the gianting ol mineral
iicenses  have 1ncreased considerably.
Yet out of all those licenses, only three
or four mines are inactlve working oider,
As a matter of fact miing licedees h.uo
heen granted to parties wao have never
prosecuted any search mnor m muny
cases bas the locality been visited Ly
them. Such a condition of things, hLe
wou d 1'€-1w:lt, was mantfestly untair tows
residing i the neighbours
hood of tho-e ()ulllult~ and who ny 1y be
\n¥ious to utilize them for agriculiutal
puipose. the obligation he feit rested
upon him as hedd of the depariment,
tosee that those pople should not be
debarred front exerci-ing that le gitimats
ed right which he considcred they poss
sessed, of utilizing the surface lands, gen-
erally for agricultural purposes, As he
mtended to refer this bill to a Se ect
Committee, he would not tre spass upon
the time of the House at present, He
had much pleasure wn moving the second
reading.

He
looked upon that fund as a sacred one, to
bo applied only and excluvely to the
benelit of the fishermen of this colony.
He should like to see a fisherme=n's Home
estahlished in St. John’s out of that fund
t0 afford an asylum and comfort to hardy
tcilers of the deep after their life time of
labour. So far as the present Biil was
concerned it had his hearty support, pro
vided the bounty were limited to vessels
frou 120 tons downewards.

Mr. Kent.— On this side of the House
we have not been informed why the sum
of $500 has been settled on.

Larger bounties were given tu
F:ench and American fiishermen but it
must be remembered that they have a
largor class of yessels engaged in the
fishery, and havea much longer and
more dangerous voyage to embark upon
Qur vessels are within a shurt distonce
of the fishing grounds, and can run out
1o and in from the Banks two or thiree
times to theirone. Weare iu a position,
from our geographical situation, to foliow
up the Bank fishery with greater advants
age and surer success than those who
have come from a distance. He there
fore thonght the provisions of the Bull
very wise, and 1hey were such as received
bis hearty and entire suppo:t.
