SAWYER'S BANK RUN.

An Ingenious Scheme Which Helped the
: Banks of a Wisoonsin Town Through
a Very Tight Squeesze.

The panic of 1873 happened to be men-
tioned in the presence of senator Sawyer
while in Detroit lately, says the Free
Press. “I remember very well when I
first heard of it,” he said. “I was presi-
dent of a national bank at Oshkosh,Wis.,
with a capital of fifty thousand dollars
and four hundred thousand dollars of de-
posits. I felt assured that if the predic-
tion was correct there was trouble ahead.
I arrived home in the evening and at
once called the directors together, told
them the news and advised that our
bonds be at once converted into currency
in order to be prepared for a ‘run’ upon
the bank. They agreed to it. I offered
to loan them several thousand of my own
bonds, and so we managed to get together
between three hundred thousand dollars
and four.  hundred thousand dollars of
bonds. I packed them into my grip and
the same night left for Chicago.

“As soon as the banks opened in the
morning I went the rounds, trying to ex-
change the bonds for currency. Nobody
would touch them. They were afraid.
They were in our fix exactly. They
wanted all the currency they could lay
their hands on. 8o without waiting any
longer I took the train for New York.

“I'went to the bank with which we
did business, and somewhat to my sur-
prise they agreed to take all the bonds
for currency. They thought there was
money enough in' New York to help the
country out. The bankers were even
then sending currency to Chicago. Asit
turned out, they were not as well off as
they thought they were, and I was very
lucky in my early deal.

“Well, in less than an hour my grip
was emptied of the bonds and filled with
currency. I went up to my hotel and
paid my bill. While waiting I bought
an afternoon paper. The first news I

struck was a dispatch saying that every

bank in Chicago had suspended payment.
I knew what the effect would be on the
country banks, and I made a rush for the
telegraph office.

“ It had been agreed before I left home
that if I could not sell the bonds I should
wire them that I was very sick. IfI sold
only part, that I was sick but should
start for home. If I was successful, that I
was quite well. I telegraphed: ‘Never
so well in my life’ and left for home.

“I reached home about 7 o’clock in the
morning. The day previous there had
been some pressure on the bank, but de-
depositors had been assured that I was on
my way back from New York, and that as
soon a8 I arrived depositors would be
paid without delay. On receipt of my
telegram they were told that I would be
in on the morning train, and that as soon
as the bank opened depositors would be
welcome.

“Well, I went to the bank and made
ready. There was a narrow table in the
space behind the counter which stood up
against the wall. On this we piled the
ledgers and other big bank books, making
a pile about two feet high and ag many in
length. We covered these books with
the currency,and on top of that what
coin we had so as to make it look like a
solid pile of money. We had enough,
anyway, to meet all claims, but we wanted,
if possible, to prevent a run.

“In the meantime we gent out some of
the bank men and friends of the bank,
who went blowing and talking all over
the town that ‘Sawyer had got back with
a cartload of money.

“Well, when the bank opened thirty or
forty people came running in with checks
in their hands. When they saw that pile
of money it staggered them. Some stood
their ground notwithstanding and got
their money, but most of them looked
sheepish, chucked their checks in their
pockets, pretended that they had come
in on some other business, or sneaked
out without a word. The news soon
spread, and although fifty thousand dol-
lars was checked out, the whole of it and
more was redeposited before night. The
depositors at the other banks began draw-
ing out and potting in with us and
threatened to run them out.

“So we determined to put a stop to
that anid not have a panic in the town at
all. We conferred with the other banks,
and it was agreed.that it should be an-
nounced that ‘Sawyer had - brought
money enough home to let the other
banks have all they needed.’ This did
the business, and no run was made on
any of us.”

SHE IS TURNING TO BONE.

Mrs. Mollie Hughes, a highly respected
widow lady, living near Camerville, Ida.,
is afflicted with a unique and most dis-
tressing disease. Little by little the flesh
of her entire body is turning to solid bone,
or in other words she is becoming ossified.
The disease was first noticed in 1886 when
Mrs. Hughes was Miss Duychink, of Can-
yor Rapids. At that time only a single
finger was affected. Within a month
after the time when Miss Duychink first
noticed the numbness and stiffuess of the
finger it had been accidently broken off
while she was asleep.

The incident gave the girl no pain,
there being neither blood, nerves or flesh
left in the deceased member but it excited
the alarm of the family, who called in a
physician. The broken stump of the
finger was amputated back to where the
living flesh set on, and everything was
thought to be all right. Soon the flesh,
muscles, arterieg, veins and nerves on her
hands, fingers and arms became as hard
and feelingless as the finger had been be-
fore it was broken off.

Next the awful malady extended to the
elbows, the forearms becoming as ala-
baster. Within the year the toes and the
end of the nose and ear tips showed a
like color and rigidness. The process of
ossification has now been going on nearly
five years, and the attending physicians
say that it is only a matter of time when
the entire body of the poor victim will be
a solid bone. It is a rare disease, and the
pathology of it is little understood.—St.
Louis Republican.

THE GIRL WIFE IN INDIA.

Wretched Existence of the Girls who
Become Widows at an Early Age.

On the day of her marriage, the East
Indian girl is put into a palanquin, shut
up tight, and carried to her husband’s
house. Hitherto she has been the spoiled
pet of her mother ; now she is to be the
little slave of her mother-in-law, upon
whom she is to wait, whose commands
she is implicitely to obey, and who
teaches her what she is todo to please her
husband — what dishes he likes the best
and how to cook them.

If the mother-in-law is kind, she will
let the girl go home occasionally to visit
her mother. Of her husband she sees
little or nothing. She is of no more, ac-
count to him than a little cat or dog would
be. There is seldom or ever any love be-
tween them, and, no matter how cruelly
she may be treated, she can never com-
plain to her husband of anything his
mother may do, for he would never take
his wife’s part.

Her husband sends to her daily the

portion of food that isto be cooked for
her, himself and the children. When it
is prepared she places it on one large
brass platter, and it is sent to her husband’s
room. ‘He eats what he wishes arid then
the platter is sent back with what is
left for her and the children. They sit to-
gether on the ground and eat the remain-
der, having neither knives, forks or
Spoons.
" While sheis young she is never allowed
to go anywhere. The little girls are
married as young as three years of age;
and, should the boy to whom such a child
is married die the next day, she is called
a widow, and is from henceforth doomed
to perpetual widowhood ; she can never
marry again. As a widow she must never
wear any jewelry, never dress her hair,
never sleep on a bed — nothing but a
piece of matting spread on the hard brick
floor, and sometimes, in fact, not even
that between her and the cold bricks,
and, no matter how cold the night might
be, she must have no other covering than
the thin garment she has worn in the
day.

She must eat but one meal a day, and
that of the coarsest kind of food, and
once in two weeks she must fast twenty-
four hours; then not a bit of food nor a
drop of water or medicine must pass her
lips, not even if she were dying. She
must never sit down nor speak in the
presence of her mother-in law, unless

{ commanded to do so. Her food must be

cooked and eaten apart from the other
women’s. She is a disgraced and de-
graded woman. She may nevereven look
on at any of the marriage ceremonies or
festivals. It would be an evil omen for
her to do so.

She may have been a high caste Brah-
minic woman, but on her becoming a
widow, any, even the lowest servants, may
order her to do what they' do not like to
do. No woman in. the house must ever
speak one word of love or pity to her, for
it is supposed that if a woman shows the
slightest commiseration to a widow she
will immediately become a widow herself.
— New York Ledger.

A NEW CURE FOR AN OLD EVIL.

The new cure for drunkenness practiced
by Dr. Keeley of Dwight, Ill., is endorsed
by the Chicago Advance. The theory
upon which the treatment is based is that
the result of the alcohol habit is a disease
which locates itself in the nerve centres
of the brain, the ganglia and the spinal
cord. The attack isupon the nerve tissue,
and the cells become accustomed to their
alcobolic environment, until the stimulant
becomes a necessity, a food, and the ap-
petite becomes like any other appetite.
To withhold the supply causes suffering.
The demand for alcoholic food has all the
rage of hunger, and the drunkard is help-
less. His self-control is lost, and he can-
not resist the appetite for drink. The
remedy involves a restoration of the nerve
tissue of its natural condition, and this is
secured by the use of an antidote. This
antidate is bi-chloride of gold, which isa
specific, as quinine is for malaria. It is
introduced both by injection and internal
application, reverses the variation of the

WOOED WITH CLUBS.

Australian Savages Knock Down and
Drag Out Their Brides.

The marriage ceremony of the Austra.
lian savages, professor Felix L. Oswald, in
Good Words, writes, consists often in the
simple process of stunning a stray female
of a neighboring tribe by means of a club
and then dragging her away an unresist-
able captive, just as the males of the
larger species of seal are said to attack
and temporarily dieable their intended
mates.

Another still uglier analogy with the
brute creation is their indifference to the
welfare of their own children after they
have once outgrown the age of absolute
helplessness.

An Australian mother will coodle her
baby with an ape-like fondness, and
hardly ever let it stray out of sight for
the first four years, but as soon as the
toddling little imp seems to be able to
take care of itself, its debt of gratitude to
its progenitors has to be paid by the worst
king of slavery.

At the first sign of insubordination a
half grown boy is apt to be kicked out, if
not killed, by his own father, while the
oldest squaws maltreat every pretty girl
as a possible rival, so much so, indeed,
that the appearance even of a club armed
suitor must often be welcomed as an
agreeable surprise party.

The marriage of near relatives is dis-
couraged with a strictness not often found
among barbarians ; and polygamy, though
sanctioned by public opinion, is restricted
by the difficulty of providing for the
wants of a large family.

At a distance from the crab-swarming
seacoast famines are rather frequent; but
the natives have developed a faculty for
starving, or half starving, for weeks with-
out permanent injury, and rely on the
experience that sooner or later nature
will renew the supply of spontaneous
food.

Within a hundred miles of the east
coast, perhaps, no native in an uncrippled
condition has ever died from the lack of
digestible food — a rather comprehensive
term ina country where fern roots are
boiled potatoes, and snails and grasshop-
pers are considered tidbits. Strange to
say, the martyrs of that horrid diet get
old, as a proof that freedom from care is,
after all, the main condition of longevity.

A similar phenomenon may he observed
in the village of central Russia, where
mental stagnation prevails in its ugliest
forms, but where charity and parish poor
laws protect every native from the risk
of actual starvation. ;

Of all the modes of burial ever practised
by creatures in the shape of human be-
ings the method of Queensland nomada is
certainly the most uncouth.

After drying the corpse in the sun and
knocking out its teeth for keepsakes, they
deposit it on a framework of rough poles
and bury it under a few armfuls of rushes
and old kangaroo skins, leaving the bush
wolves to sing its requiem.

No member of the dead man’s tribe will
settle within a mile of his grave fon_fear
of being haunted by the spooks making
the burial place their midnight rendez-
vous.

The metaphysical opinions of the Aus-
tralian aborigines prove, indeed, that
savages can be afflicted with an abund-
ance of supernaturalism without betray-
ing a trace of anything deserving the
name of religious sentiment. They be-
lieve in evil spirits whistling in the blasts
of the storm wind, and try to exorcise
them by spitting in the direction of the
sky ; but for the conception of the Deity,
of future existence, of repentance, atone-
ment and conscience, their language has
not even a definite word.

From somewhere in the land of their
forefathers — Eastern Asia, perhaps —
they bave imported a notion faintly re-
sembling the Buddhist doctrine of met-
amorphosis, and believe that animals may
be reborn as men, and men as human be-
ings of a superior order.

SIX HUNDRED FEET OF FROST.

For many years scientists have been
perplexed over the phenomenon of a
certain well at Yakutsk, Siberia. As long
ago as 1828 a Russian merchant began to
sink this noted well, and after working
on it for three years, gave it up as a bad
job, having at that time sunk it to a
depth of 30 feet without getting through
the frozen ground. He communicated
these facts to the Russian academy of
science, who sent men to take charge of
the digging operation at the wonderful
well. These scientific gentlemen toiled
away at their work for several years, but
at last abandoned it when a depth of 382
feet had been reached, with the earth
still frozen as hard as a rock. In 1844
the academy had the temperature of the
soil at the sides of the well taken at
various depths. From the date thus ob-
tained they came to the startling conclu-
sion that the ground was frozen to a
depth exceeding 600 feet.

Although it is known to meteorologists
that the pole of the lowest temperature is
in that region of Siberia, it is conceded
that not even that rigorous climate could
force frost to such a great depth below
the surface. After figuring on the sub-
ject for over a quarter of a century geolo-
gists have at last come to the conclusion
that the great frozen valley of the Lena
River was deposited, frozen just as it is
to-day during the great grinding up era
of the glacial epoch.—St. Louis Republic.

WHEN YOUR SHOES ARE WET.

Girls and ladies, and for that matter
their husbands and brothers, are all liable
to get their feet very wet at the sea or on
the mountains. Then they come home,
throw off their boots, forget them, and
when next they are wanted they are
hard and day, or mouldy, and only fit to
be thrown away, Eyen if they are re-
membered, very few know what to do
with them. Stand them up, put them
in shape, and then fill them with oats,
such as they feed to horses. This will,
in a few hours, draw all the moisture out
of the leather, keeping the boots in shape
meanwhile, and leaving it soft and pli-
able. The oats can be used again and
again. This is a relic of the days when
no railroads existed, and traveling was
done under difficulties, and in weather
the present generation has no conception
of. —St. Louis Republic.

EXTRAORDINARY JUMPING FEATS.

The jumping and pole-vaulting feats of
our contemporary athletes seem but the
work of the babes and pigmies when com-
pared with extraordinary doings of the
old-time acrobats.

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CANADA CONTEMPTIBLE IN THE
EYES OF THE WORLD.

After a powerful plea for unrestricted
trade, Sir Richard Cartwright closed by
moving the following amendment :

“That it appears from the official re-
turns recently laid on the table of this
house, that the total population of the
dominion of Canada, on or about the first
day of April, 1891, was 4,829,344,

“That it further appears from the de-
partment of agriculture for the year 1890
that the total number of immigrants
stated by the said department to have
settled in Canada, from the ‘first day of
January, 1881, to the 31st December, 1890,
was in all 866,171.

“That according to the last census the
population of the dominion on or about
the first day of April, 1881, was 4,324,810.

“That the total increase of the popula-
tion of Canada in the ten years now past
was 503,534,

“That at the rate of 2} per cent per
annum the natural increase of the popu-
lation of Canada during the past ten years
would amount to 1,077,531 without any
immigration.

“That at the same rate of 2} per cent
per annum the natural increase of the
said 866,171 immigrants officially reported
to have settled in Canada, between the
vears 1880 and 1890, would have amounted
to 110,432.

“That had the said natural rate of in-
crease been maintained and the said im-
migrants remained in Cdnada, the total
population of Canada would now amount
to 6,404,944,

“That according to statements made by
members of the government in their
places in this house, and according to
official documents, at least 400,000 square
miles of fertile territory, heretofore unoc-
cupied in the Northwest portion of
Canada, have been made accessible and
available for settlement within the last
ten years.

“ That the said new territory amounts
to 256,000,000 acres, being an area equal
to twelve times the entire area of occupied
land in the province of Ontario at the
present time, and being fully five times as
large as- the whole occupied by the five
provinces of Ontario, Quebec, Nova Scotia,
New Brunswick and P. E. Island in 1881.

“That it appears from the above re-
cited facts that the difference between the
actual increase of the population of
Canada and the natural increase, together
with the immigrants officially reported to
have settled in Canada is 1,568,600.

“That during the last ten years the
_actual taxation of the people of Canada
has enormously increased under the oper-
ation of the existing tariff.

“That the deplorable state of things
disclosed by the above mentioned returns
imperatively commands a radical change
in the policy and methods of government
followed by the administration.” (Loud
cheers.)

Such is the amendments moved by Sir
Richard Cartwright to the motion to
go into supply on Monday last
in the house at Ottawa, -and the
facts it iscloses deserves the
most serious consideration of every
one who takes an interest in the welfare
of Canada. That 1,000,000 Canadians
reared in our homes under that influence
waich alone can save from moral ship-
wreck, educated in our schools and col-
leges, supported by those who remain,
should have found it necessary to leave
their homes and go across the border
into the United States to earn a liveli-
hood, is not by any means a consol-
ing reflection, and shows conclusively
that there is something radically wrong
in our country. We cannot attribute this
enormous exodus to our climate, for it is
as good as most of the countries to which
these people have gone; nor to the bare-
ness of the soil of the dominion, for it is
admitted that in that particular the
dominion compares favorably with the
United States; nor to our form of govern-
ment, for ours is founded upon that
which has served as a model for all free
governments; nor to the migratory dis-
position of our people, for they are a
home loving race, delighting in the land
of their birth. To what then, we ask,
must we attribute this unparallel exodus?
To the propagation of annexation ideas
by the grits, says our never-heard-of
representative at Ottaws ; to the fact that
Blair has turned tory, says Gregory and
the Gleaner-; to the fact that the national
policy has not fairly got to work,
says the Sun. Give it a chance, says he,
for another ten years and then we will
multiply and replenish the earth; to
the fact that a period of non-pro-
ductiveness has struck every man
who raises a hoe from the north to the
south pole, says the finance minister.
He tells us that the depopulation of the
farming regions is world wide. To what
country are they going? The people of
Canada will hardly be satisfied with these
reasons for the depopulation of this
country, but will place the responsibility
where it properly belongs— upon the
shoulders of those who inaugurated that
policy which has taxed the people for the
benefit of monopolists and robbed them
to keep the tories in power. Toryism
drove people from the old country into
Canada, now it is driving them out.

OPEN THE YELLOW VALISE.

We would respectfully direct the atten-
tion of our spread-eagle friend, the editor
of the Moncton Times, to the revelations
of the census returns as laid on the tables
of parliament, and we beg of him to re-
flect seriously upon the ominous condition
of his native province an increase of
sixty-one souls in ten years in a country
whose average population is over 321,000!
Taking the figures of the statisticians as
to the average natural increase in every
ten year period among civilized nations,
we should have gained something like
32,000 souls from 1881 to 1891. Deduct
from this the real increase and the start-
ling fact presents itself that we have suf-
fered an actual decrease of over 31,000
people in that time, of whom the city of
St. John alone is responsible for the
largest portion. What is the cause of it
all? Will the hero of the yellow valise
kindly rise in his place and explain ?

The mystery is solved. It has been a
source of wonder, since the census was
published, to know where the phantom
sixty-one came from. May we not ad-
vance the theory that they have read the
following in a United States paper, got
disgusted and come over to Canada: “A
New York jury has decided that a man
has the right to abuse his wife, on the
ground that she it his property and stands
in the same relation as regards obedience
as does his child.”” We don’t want to
annex ourselves with any such laws,

The New South
Wales legislature by a vote of sixty-one
to forty-seven has rejected a motion in
favor of protective duties.

Sir Leonard Tilley, in addressing a tem-
perance meeting at St. Andrews, N, B,
emphatically contradicted the report that
he intended to soon re-enter public life.
He said the state of his health was such
that he never could againt take part in
the active politics of the dominion.

Who are the sixty-one? Trot them
out and let us have a monstrous cele-
bration in honor of the heroes of the
hour. Tableaus representing the factories
that were intended to spring up, but
failed to connect, might be sandwiched
between the festivities. By all means
fetch them out.

St. John is very sick at the present
time over the census. At a meeting of
the board of trade recently, the question
came up and was fully ventilated, and it
was mooted that a recount of one ward
should be taken as a basis. The national
policy has not been the good samaritan to
St. John that was promised it should be,
and though it has taken years to open
their eyes to the fact, they are now fully
persuaded. Where are those factories and
fleet of merchantmen?,

The Weekly Despatch, an English radi-
cal paper, keeps a sharp eye on colonial
affairs and just now is taking a deep in-
terest in the Canadian scandals. In its
issue of the 16th ult. The Despatch says
it is clear that “the whole system of gov-
ernment as worked by Sir John Mac-
donald and the tory party was based on
fraud”’ ; that Sir John has caused loyalty
to be “ a‘badge of dishonesty ””; and that
“the vote against commercial reciprocity
with the United States was evidently got
by bribery of the coarsest description.”
This is severe but true.

It is currently reported at Ottawa that
the governor general has expressed the
opinion that in consequence of the recent
disclosures of the methods adopted by
the government to carry the last election
the present parliament does not represent
the people and should be dissolved. It is
believed that the ministerialists are
anxious to prevent the presentation of
any report by the privileges and election
committee upon the Langevin-McGreevy
case. They desire to let matters drift in
the hope that parliament will be proro-
gued without being called upon to pro-
nounce upon the guilt or innocence of
Langevin.

The St. John Sun will have just cause
to remember the year 1891 during its
future existence. It is unfortunate enough
to bear the burden of the sherifi’s ham-
mer to escape ‘an honest debt, but when
its angels of purity, the Macdonald gov-
ernment, the honest McGreevy, Langevin
& Co., who have been unquestionably
proven as steeped in corruption, and fol-
lowing directly in its wake, under the
Sun’s pet scheme — the national policy —
that New Brunswick has only increased
the phanton sixty-one, it is no wonder it
has a sore head and wishes to be hidden
by the clouds of oblivion. BSurely this is
trouble enough for one year.

The people of Kent are experiencing
an election of more than ordinary interest.
Nearly every opposition healer in the
province, headed by the irrepressible Dan,
and such barnstormers as Stockton and
McKeown, have. been stumping the
county. So far the only outside speakers
in the government interest have been
Hon. Mr. Blair and Labillois. Daniel has
had a rough experience, especially at one
meeting where he was, even according to
the Moncton Times, outdone by George
McInerney in one of the most brilliant
addresses ever delivered by that youthful
orator. The government forces are fight-
ing a lively, confident battle, and have no
doubt whatever of the result on the 15th.

There is truth in the old saw — “ honor
among thieves,” as the following will
show: “Hon. Thos. McGreevy, whose
whereabouts were located in New York,
turn out to be not in New York, but in
Portland. He went straight from Quebec
to Gorham, where he stayed at the Alpine
house for a few days, and is now at Fal-
mouth hotel, Portland. He is not regis-
tered, however. Some friends who have
spoken to him concerning his refusal to
appear at the bar of the house of parlia-
ment, say that he insists that he would
be very glad to come back so far as he is
personally concerned and give all the
facts, but others are interested who have
trusted him and he is determined not to
betray them.”

A HORRIBLE STORY.

Montreal Mothers and Their Infants
Left to Starve.

MoxTrEAL, Aug. 29. — This evening Dr.
("Connor was called into a house at 31
Genevieve street, kept by a Mrs. Gilloway
to attend a dying baby. When the doctor
arrived at the house he found three
women in a destitue condition. On the
bed were six infants. One of the infants
was dead, while four others were dying.
The unfortunate women told a harrowing
tale. They are all unemployed servants
who had been betrayed and went to the
house in question for refuge. The woman
of the house who was supposed to look
after them skipped out, and the inmates
were left in a destitute condition. When
the doctor was called in the women were
on the point of starvation. The infants,
who are all between three and four
months old, will die with the exception
of one.

ENGLAND MAY INTERFERE.

Loxpox, September 1.—The stanard
suggests that the Sultan’s action in regard
to Russia and the Dardanelles may be to
pique and irritation at England’s refusal to
re-open the Egyptian question. It says:
Since that refusal it is reported that the
English ambassador has not been received
at the Yildi Kiosk. It is for the powers
to consider what course to adopt to in-
sure the observance of existing treaties.
Clearly the straits must be either closed
to all nations or open to all nations. En-
gland cannot alone champion the rights
of the powers.

The National Gazette argues that the
initative in the Dardanelles matter falls
upon England, and says: It would be ex-
ceedingly bitter irony of fate if immediate-
ly after the Portsmouth reception Eng-
land should be compelled by Russia,

France’s ally, to defend her interests.

THEY SOLD OFFIGES.

How Ontario Tories Raise Boodle for
Elections.

Orrawa, Sept. 2. — The select commit-
tee appointed to investigate the charges
against Edward Cochrane, M. P., for East
Northumberland, commenced taking evi-
dence to-day. Cochrane is charged with
taking 'money for appointments in his
county. Mr. Barron, M. P., appeared as
counsel for the prosecution and B. B.
Osler for the defence.

Hedley Simpson, lighthouse keeper at
Presque Isle, said he had given James
Stanley, Cochrane’s agent, two notes for
one hundred dollars each in return for
his appointment. He had got his uncle
to endorse the notes at the request
of Stanley. In answer to objections, Mr.
Barron said he would prove that the acts
of Stanley were really those of Cochrane.
Witness said he paid the money to retire
notes to Joseph Cochrane, a relative of
Edward Cochrane. Witness asked Stanley
to see Cochrane about the appointment.
After he gave the notes he got the appoint-
ment. He got no other value for the
notes, and gave them with the view of
securing the position, and would not have
given them only he was to get the ap-
pointment. He had no means, but paid
the notes in instalments out of the money
received as salary for keeping the light-
house. He was told that the money was
to be used in paying the debts of the con-
servative party in the riding, but had
never subscribed for such purpose before.

Arundel Simpson, brother-in-law of the
last witness, testified that he had carried
a letter from Cochrane to the last witness
shortly before the latter was appointed
lighthouse keeper. Cochrane told him
the letter was about the lighthouse.
Cochrane said there was no necessity for
getting up petition recommending any-
body, and also that Noah Suetsinger had
offered $400 or $600 for a position, but
Hedley Simpson was let down chegper,

James Stanley admitted having asked
Hedley Simpeon for $200 and he received
the notes mentioned. He also got $150
from Thomas Fitzgerald, who was ap-
pointed bridge tender on the canal. Fitz-
gerald was appointed after he had paid the
money. Contributions were needed to
pay off debtsincurred by the party in an
election protest. Witness had been asked
by the committee of the party to see
applicants for positions and ask if they
would not give something. He received
$150 from C. G. Vanalstine, who was
working on the canal. Vanalstine got
no appointment and his money was re-
funded. Those who got appointments
were not refunded their contributions.
The general conservative convention of
the nding decided that it was proper to
ask persons like Simpson and Fitzerald
for money. The committee adjourned be-
fore Stanley’s evidence was finished.

At this afternoon’s meeting of the
Cochrane committee, James Stanley’s ex-
amination was concluded. He said he
sent $150 obtained from Fitzgerald to the
Standard bank to help pay a note given
by leading members of the party to defray
the costs of election protest. Contribu-
tions of money by appointees followed
their recommendation to office by the
conservative committee. The debt in-
curred in connexion with the protest
amounted to $1,700.

William Webb testified that he cashed
a note made by the leading tories of East
Northumberland for $1,000 to protesta
local election. The note was endorsed by
two of Cochrane’s sons. The note was
not paid in 1886, and he sued some of the
endorsers. He received $150 from Wil-
liam Brown, one of the bridge keepers
appointed by the government, on account
of the note. John D. Clouston, another
bridge keeper, paid a like sum.

Thomas Fitzgerald said he had asked
Mr. Cochrane for an appointment.
Cochrane told him he had left the matter
with the committee. When he had paid
$150 he had not received an appointment
from the government, but had a promise
from the committee. He had never con-
tributed to any political funds before.

Charles Lark, manager of the Standard
bank, at Colborne, had discounted a note
for $619 in November, 1886, endorsed by
Cochrane. He did not know what the
proceeds were used for. The witness was
ordered to produce his books at the next
meeting of the committee.

The taking of evidence was continued
to-night. Dr. Mallory, a registrar of east
Northumberland, identified a lease regis-
tered in his office of a farm from Wesley
Goodrich and wife to Obediah Simpson.
One of the conditions of the lease was
that if Goodrich ceased to be keeper of
the swing bridge through any fault of his
own the lease was to continue in force,
but if the position was abolished the
lease was to become void.

Arindel Simpson, recalled, said he took
a letter from Cochrane to Hedley Simp-
son, his cousin. When the letter wae
read it was found to contain a proposal
that ‘Hedley pay $200 as a condition of
his appointment as light-keeper. Wit~
ness advised that the proposal be accepted,
but Herbert Simpson, brother of Hedley,
opposed it. A few days afterwards
Hedley came to witness’ house with notes
for $200 as demanded in the letter. Sub-
sequently witness had a conversation
with Cochrane about an appointment as
keeper of a canal bridge. Cochrane told
witness that whoever got such appoint-
ments would have to pay for them, as
they could not pay off a debt of $900 with
four bridges at $150 apiece. On cross ex-
amination witness adhered to his story.

William Brown said he had applied to
Cochrane for the position of bridge keeper.
Cochrane referred him to the conservative
committee. He paid $150 to William
Webb who held the votes of the conserva-
tives and got the appointment asked for.
He first heard of the existence of the
committee from Cochrane.

Henry May, another bridge keeper, got
his appointment after paying $125 to the
conservative committee to help to pay
the debt incurred in the election protest.

Daniel Hodgins swore that he occupied
the farm of William Johnson, a canal
bridge keeper, appointed on Cochrane’s
recommendation. Witness once saw
Cochrane’s son driving a horse and a pig
away from Johnson’s farm. There was
no cow in the procession. These animals
were taken away shortly before Johnson
got his appointment.

Johnson has been re-called to appear
as witness, but is said to have left for the
states. The charge is that the horse and
pig were given in payment for the ap-
pointment.

Joseph Cochrane, nephew of the ac-
cused member, admitted receiving $200
from Hedley Simpson, as described by the
previous witness.

William Pickworth said he was one of
the makers of a note on which moneys
were obtained from bridge inasters.
Cochrane’s name was on the note.

A suicide mania has taken possession
of the aged members of the lacal agnostic
circle at Bradford, Pa., founded by the
late Dr. Stuart, who himself led the way
by taking his own life. Since then the
other members of the circle have tried to
kill themselves and two succeeded. The
last case occurred yesterday, when Elias
Heasley, aged 66 took a dose of poison and

died from its effects,

AFFAIRS IN CHILL
A Dispute Over Refuges on Foreign

‘Warships — Executions at Val-
paraiso.

New Yorx, September 1.— A special to
the Herald from Valparaiso says: Order
is gradually being restored in Chili. Gen-
eral Bascuedano has been recognized as
president ad interim for the republic by
the members of the Junta here, and little
doubt is felt but that this action will be
ratified by the members now en route
from Iquique. The government trgops at
Concepcion, Talcghuano and other places
have, through their commanding officers,
notified the congressionalist authorities
that they have finished fighting and are
ready to obey orders from the Junta, and
only Coquimbo promises to make trouble.
All that remains to be done now is to put
down the sporadic cases of disorder, bring
to trial such of the Balmacedist officials
as have been guilty of outrageous acts of
tyranny, and prepare for the elections,
which will again give the republic an un-
questioned constitutional government.
Several prominent government officials
will probably be shot aftera trial by mar-
tial law. Balmaceda’s officials at Coquim-
bo have cut the English cable there and
have refused to surrender, and wijll make
a fight. The “Esmeralda” with the
“Lynch” goes to Coquimbo to-night.
Transports with troops will Tollow.

The first, and, so far, the only execu-
tion which has the appearance,of having
been prompted by revenge, occurred here
to-day. The procurator, Fiscal Fas, who
prosecuted the cases against the men who
were alleged to be in a plot to blow up
the torpedo boats “ Almirante Lynch”
and “ Almirante Condell,” and the trans-
port” “Imperiale,” which resulted in the
execution of Cummings and two others,
was taken out and shot. There have
been other executions since the occupa-
tion of the city by the congressionalists,
but they have been of men who were
guilty of stirring up the people to acts of
riot and incendiarism. The most promin-
ent of the men who have thus far been
killed on this account is Leon Lavin, edi-
tor of EI Comunercio, who was caught in
the act of distributing incendiary pamph-
lets. He was executed without the sem-
blance of a trial.

The presence of "political refugees on
board the American and German warships
has been the cause of several conferences
and much ill-feeling. Among the more
prominent of those who have sought
asylums are: Don Claudio Vienna, who
was elected to succeced Balmaceda as presi-
dent ; Senors Banados,ex-minister-of-war ;
Espinosa, ex-minister of state and foreign
affairs ; Perez Montt,ex-minister of justice
and Oscar Viel, ex-intendante of Valpar-
aiso. Much indignation is felt both in
official and unofficial circles that these
men should be kept from-the authorities.
A demand for their surrender was made
on admiral Brown and the German ad-
miral. After a consultation the two naval
officers “informed the government that
they would decline to surrender the men
unless proper guarantees were given that
their lives would be safe until they had a
fair trial. They were then requested to
furnish a list of all the men who had
sought refuge on the warships,;so that the
proper officials could decide which would
receive the guarantee. This list was far-
nished. At a conference held between the
two admirals and the refugees, the former
promised that all of them who were not
guaranteed proper treatment would be
put aboard a steamer and takendirect to
Peru. Arrangements have been made for
a conference between the admirals and
congressionalist leaders to finally dispose
of the refugees,and it is generally thought
that the plan to send them to Peru will
be agreed upon. The French admiral re-
fused to harbor any of the refugéps:

1 bave received authentic information
from Santiago that ex-president Balmac-
eda left that city on Saturday by rail for
Los Anges,about thirty miles northeast of
the capital. He will unquestionably try
to make his way across the country to the
Atlantic coast. He is now practically be-
yond pursuit.

TERRIBLE CONFLAGRATION.

Fifty Miles of North Dakota Swept by
? Flames,

All the northwestern part of Faulk
county, South Dakota, was burned over
Saturday night by a terrible and most de-
structive fire, twenty miles wide and ex-
tending from Faulkton fifty miles north-
west. As far as the eye could reach the
sky was lit up with burning stacks of hay
and grain. The farmers are ruined. For
a space of twenty miles not a foot of grass
is left for stock that escaped the flames.
The damage cannot be estimated. A gale
fanned the flames. At Loyalton the citi-
zens fought the fire for eight hours, final-
ly saving the town. Around that point
large quantities of grain and hay were de-
stroyed. A man rode twenty miles along
the edge of the burned district and saw
many people who lost their entire posses-
sions by fire. The strong winds swept
the fire across even bare fields, aided by
tumble weeds, which rolled like fire balls.
No loss of life has been reported. Not
less than twenty townships have been
desolated by this fire, the worst for years.

A JOKER GUILLOTINED.

He Keeps up the Ghastly Fun Till
His Head Falls.

Paris, Aug. 31.— A youth named Bail-
let, who had been convicted of commit-
ting several atrocious murders, was be-
headed at Doaul, near Lille, in the Depart-
ment du Nord. He exhibited the most
callous demeanor and seemed to have no
fear of death. At twenty minutes past
five, when he' was awakened, he joked
and laughed with the executioners, priest
and prison attendants. During the toilet,
pinioniug; ete., no change in his demeanor,
continuing his jokes and laughing and
positively refusing to listen to the priest.

When in front of the bascule of the
guillotine and upon the point of being
thrown upon the sliding plank Baillet
shouted, “ Vive la Republique!” The
words were hardly out of his mouth when
the executioners seized him and threw
him under the knife, and a second later
his head rolled into the basket of sawdust
waiting to receive it,

Six carloads of cattle shipped from the
Indian territory, which passed through
the Chicago stock yards on Wednesday
morning consigned to Jacob Dold & Co.,
are said to have the Texas fever, and the
authorities at Buffalo will be notified of
the fact.

The superintendent of immigration at
Washington, U. 8., has directed the re-
turn of four Canadians arrested at Pem-
bina, N. D., for alleged violation of the
alien labor contract law. They said they
were farms hands who came to work for
David M. Yers. of Pittsburg, N. D,

There is a good deal of excitement at
Quebec on Wednesday over the dlscovery
of a stowaway named McColl who had
been in the hold of 8. 8. Collina, twelve
days out from Glasgow. The man was
alive, but almost a skelefon, not having
had anything to eat or drink during that
time.

A lady in St. Catherines, Ont., whose
relatives in England reside near those of
the family of Birchall, executed at Wood-
stock last fall, has received letters in
which it is stated that Mrs. Birchall was
quietly married at a place called Red
Bank there, within six weeks after her
arrival home from Canada.

A train frightened a yoke of oxen near
Canton, Dakota, and they ran away.
They were attached to a blinder and were
led by a woman, the man who operated
the machine being perched on the seat.
The woman was cut to pieces by the
blinder, her legs being cut off, also her
arms and head. The man escaped.

The crowding of pilgrims into Treves to
view the “ Holy Goat” is terrific. A num-
ber of accidents have occurred, the most
serious of which was reported on Sunday,
a woman and two children being crushed
to death at the entrance of the great
Cathedral in the mad rush of the people
to gain admission.

Frank Melbourne the rain scientist has
been apparently successful in his efforts
to cause rain. His tests are conducted in
the loft of a small barn in Cheyenne,
Wyo., and all his apparatus he carries in
four small gripsacks. A small hole in the
roof was his only communication with
the outer world. On Monday morning it
was clear and bright’ but before evening|
there had been two falls of rain both said
to be caused by Melbourne’s tests.

A Russian ecclesiastic who has returned
from a journey through the distressed dis-
tricts of the Russian province of Kazan,
says: In many placesthe population has
been decimated by starvation. At Narody
many people are so weak they were un-
able to eat food which he offered them.
There is no bread there and the only food
of the people for a fortnight consisted of
lime leaves pounded into pulp. In this
village 47 out of 150 families had died
of hunger.

Drowning Accident.

A very sad drowning accident occurred
on last Sunday afternoon by which Allen
Hendry, the station agent and telegraph
operator at Marysville, lost his life. The
deceased, in company with a friend, Fred
Nixon, formerly of this city but now em-
ployed at Marysville, went out canoeingand
were returning to the boathouse when the
accident occurred. They were directly op-
posite Simmons’ tannery,a short distance
from shore and within a few feet of a raft of
logs when the accident happened, and had
the deceased been able to swim at all he
would, in all probability have been saved.
The story of the affair as told by the sur-
vivor is that he (Nixon) wanted to go out
canoeing and had asked Hendry to go with
him. Hendry at first said that he would
not, but on being coaxed by Nixon con-
sented to go. They had gone to one of the
islands and were returning, having been
engaged at the island gathering cherries.
Shortly before the canoe upset, the de-
ceased, who did not know how to handle
a canoe began rocking it, and on being
cautioned by Nixon said, *“ What's the dif-
ference, you can’t upset this canoe.” The
words were no sooner out of his mouth
than over went the cance; tumbling the
occupants into the water. Nixon succeeded
in clinging to the canoe, but Hendry went
down and never came up. Several boats
and canoes were soon upon the scene and
Nixon was rescued. The men in the boats
then commenced grappling for the body of
Hendry, and at five o’clock, an hour and
three-quarters after the accident occurred,
Peter Maloy grappled with the body and
brought it to the surface. It was taken to
the residence of Willard Carvell, a relative
of the deceased, and his father, who is
station agent at Cross Creek, telegraphed
for. In the morning, the body was con-
veyed by special train to Cross Creek, where
it was interred. The deceased was a very
bright young man of eighteen, and beloved
by all who knew him.

The doubts and suspicions were,
however, very soon removed by the perusal
of the Ontario government’s report showing
the excellent financial standing of the
order, and, this once understood, the rest
was plain sailing ; and lodge Islington, No.
151, was dedicated in the capital city of
Fredericton on the banks of the picturesque
St. John river, which has been so aptly
styled the Rhine of Canada. Messrs. Fred.
Edgecombe, the leading merchant of the
city, was “placed in the president's: chair,
ald. Parker elected past president and capt.
Cropley vice-president, ald. Parker being
also appointed district deputy for the prov-
ince.”

THE BOOMERANG.
