Miss Duffy, aunt of C. E. Duffy, bar­
rister of this city, died at Maugerville 
Friday.

John B. Cudlip of St. John, has been 
appointed superintendent of the Gibson 
cotton mill.

YORK COUNTY COURT.

Opening or the Adjourned Session this 
Morning.

The schooner Galatea arrived Friday 
with 1050 barrels of American kerosene 
oil, consigned to Randolph & Sons, Sheriff 
Sterling,- James Hodge and George T. 
Whelpley.

By their victory over the University 
team Saturday, the St. Johns are again the 
champion footballists of the New Bruns­
wick league, but they have /et to down 
the Fredericton city team. A challenge 
will be issued to them at once.

The fire bells rang out an alarm just be 
fore 6 o’clock Saturday evening, when 
flames were discovered in Hedley Staples’ 
store, west end. A lamp had been care­
lessly left too close to the ceiling, which 
ignited. The damage was very slight.

The case of Robert Brennan vs. Eld ward 
Smith was concluded in the Sunbury 
County Court Saturday and resulted in a 
verdict for the plaintiff for $120 and costs, 
Wesley, VanWart, Q. C., for plaintiff and 
Mr. C. E. Duffy for defendant.

A well known Halifax gentleman who 
attended the morning service at St. Paul’s 
church Sunday, said he never before 
had the pleasure and satisfaction of hear 
ing a better sermon or a more eloquent 
and attractive preacher, than Rev. Willard 
Macdonald.

The county valuators, John A. Camp­
bell of Kingslear, Byron McNally of 
Queensbury, and William McBean of 
Nashwaak, have about completed the 
work of revaluating the property of the 
county, and are now engaged in making a 
comparison of their figures with those of 
the assessors.

The man Harry Morris from the Aber­
deen mill, who was arrested on the charge 
of stealing Jas.Edmunds’ coat from Jewel’s 
hotel, was again before the police magis­
trate Monday; and Edmunds failing 
to appear to prosecute, the case against 
Morris was dismissed. Col. Marsh also 
handed him back the overcoat which 
Morris claims came honestly into his pos­
session in the first instance.

R. F. Macilreith of Halifax, who um­
pired the football game at St. John Satur­
day, was at the Queen over Sunday and 
left Monday for Doaktown to get Mr. 
McNairn, the Presbyterian catechist there 
to go to Halifax for the football games 
this week, Dalhoueie vs. the Wanderers. 
Mr. McNairn last season was one of Dal- 
housie’s best players, and the team are 
very anxious for his assistance this season,

Mrs. Sarah E. Brown, relict of the late 
W. C. Brown, J. P., of this city .died Satur­
day morning at 6 o’clock at her home on 
Brunswick street in the 79th year of her 
age. She leaves a daughter, Mrs. David 
Dày of this city. The funeral takes 
place at 2 p. m. to-morrow, interment 
at the Rural cemetery and services at 
the house and grave by Rev. F. C. Hart­
ley. Mr. John G. Adams, undertaker, 
will have charge of the funeral arrange­
ments.

The St. John school question has been 
settled for the present. The Grammar 
school boys will remain where they are un­
til the new high school building is erected. 
This was the determination come to by the 
school trustees. Dr. Bridges of the Univer­
sity is to take charge of the Grammar school 
on January 1st,and reorganize the staff as he 
deems advisable, under advice from the 
trustees. This means, says the Sun, the 
dismissal of at least one of the four teachers 
now on she Grammar school staff.

At a joint meeting of the trustees and 
medical staff of Victoria Hospital, Satur­
day afternoon, Dr. Atherton was added 
to the staff. The question of establishing 
a nurses’ training school in connexion 
with the hospital was discussed, and re­
ferred to a committee consisting of 
Governor Fraser, Judge VanWart, Hon. 
A. F. Randolph and Dr. Coulthard of the 
Trustee board, and Drs. Coburn, Crocket 
and VanWart of the medical staff.

Many citizens will regret to learn of 
the death of Mrs. Chas. Wallace, wife of 
the well known Regent Street barber, 
which sad event occurred Monday morning 
at her home, Government lane. Mrs. 
Wallace had long been a sufferer from 
dropsy and heart disease. She was 46 
years old, and her maiden name was 
Corneliuson of Woodstock. She leaves a 
husband and two sons, one of whom has 
grown to manhood. The funeral will 
take place at 2.30 p. m. Wednesday, 
services by Rev. Mr. Whalley and inter­
ment at the Rural cemetery. Mr. John 
G. Adams will have charge of the funeral 
arrangements.

CROSSLEY AND HUNTER

Continue Their Services in the 
Baptist and Methodist 

Churches.

The Men’s Meeting Sunday.

A crowded house again greeted Messrs. 
Crossley and Hunter at the Baptist 
church Friday night, and the service, as 
usual, was full of enthusiasm, and at the 
close more than fifty persons were present 
at the enquiry room icekiug salvation. 
One gentleman who was among the first 
to arise, came all the way from St. John 
to attend the meeting. He is a doctor, 
and has not been inside of a church for 
thirty years, but last night he stood up 
and acknowledged that be at last has come 
to the Saviour.

This night the meeting opened by sing­
ing of the choir, and Mr. Crossley sang 

My Mother’s Hymn ’’ and “The Song of 
Trust.” Rev. J. D. Freeman prayed, and 
Mr. Hunter took for the subject of his ad­
dress the 32nd Psalm, “Blessed is he 
whose transgression is forgiven, whose sin 
is covered.” When God covers up one’s 
sins what business have we to uncover 
them. There is but one way of having 
one’s sins covered, and that is by 

The Blood of Jesus Christ.

You say, but my sins can never be covered 
they are so many, I care not how dark 
may be the catalogue; if all the sins of 
your past life could be written on the walls 
of this church, you could write just be­
neath them all, “The blood cleanseth 
from all sin.” God has a

Bottle for our tears, 
ook for our thoughts, 
ag for our transgressions.

“ I asknowledged my sin unto thee, and 
mine iniquity have I not hid. I said I 
will confess my transgressions unto the 
Lord, and thou forgavest the iniquity of 
my sin.”

Confesaion.

Mr. Hunter gave some practical obser­
vations on this subject. The psalmist was 
in sore distress before he acknowledged 
and confessed, and I want to say a few 
words on the line of oonfeesion. I be­
lieve in confession, not perhaps just 
in the way our Roman Catholics friends 
make confession, but I believe confession 
to one another to be a good thing. If you 
have anything on your mind, it would be 
a good thing to confess it to a true minis­
ter of God, or to some friend in whom 
you have confidence. I do not say that 
you are to confess all the mean things you 
have done. Some of us would be jail ; 
some of you husbands would be minus 
your wives, if you did that ; but one thing 
you must do, confess it to God and for­
sake it. A man in a western city said to 
me, “I have stolen something ; what am I 
to do, confess it?” Not to man, I replied, 
but to God, and
Pay Back What You Have Taken Dis­

honestly.

“ Thou art my hiding-place.” Mr. Hun­
ter made a number of practical suggestions, 
giving a beautiful illustration of God as a 
hiding-place, from his own experience. 
One day his little girl Mabel, walking by 
bis side in the streets of St. Thomas chat­
ting away, saw a big dog coming along 
the sidewalk, and began clinging closer and 
closer to her papa as the dog neared her. 
Presently she said, “ Papa, take me up in 
your arms, I’se frightened." He took her 
up and she watched the dog until he got 
past ; then she said, “ It’s all right now, 
let me down.” I was her hiding-place, 
no harm could befall her there. So may 
it be with us ; when we meet any big 
temptation on the street, let us

and there we will be safe.
As he read in the 34th psalm, verse 7,

“ The angel of the Lord encampeth 
around about them that fear him and de- 
livereth them” Mr Hunter said if you are 
passing down Wellington street, St. 
Thomas, and look at the glass above the 
door at No. 113, you will see written in 
golden letters Psalm 34, verse 7. Think 
of such a body guard surrounding our 
homes ; who can harm us with God’s 
hosts arounds us. How is the devil going 
to get through God’s hosts to touch you. 
Stand in this circle and you are as safe as if 
you were in Heaven. Mr. Hunter gave an 
impressive illustration of a lady

tomed to reading some passage of Scrip­
ture every night before retiring, said, I 
must have some promise to pillow my 
head upon. Opening her Bible, her eyes 
fell upon these words, “ The angel of the 
Lord encampeth around them that fear 
him, and delivereth them," and she laid 
herself down and slept in peace, feeling 
that she was secure in God’s hands. 
Take this psalm and read it carefully ; it 
will be a great blessing to you, and you 
will be able to say in the language of the 
last verse which will be your experience,
“ Be glad in the Lord and rejoice ye 
righteous, and shout for joy all ye that are 
upright in heart.”

in beginning his address, told the students, 
very many of whom were present, that 
he was converted six months before re­
turning to Toronto Normal school, and 
urged those who were not Chiistians to 
come tonight.

His companions urged him to 
hold on firmly to ttie end. He replied :
“ I would gladly hold on but there is 
nothing to hold on to.” O, the cruelty of 
infldelty ; it tries to take from our Bible 
and Christ, but gives nothing in their 
place.

(2) It is a personal question. Some say 
“ I will stand as good a chance as others,” 
and “ I’m not so bad.” There is

No Chance Work About It.

Paul says “There is no difference, for all 
have sinned.” You may not be as great 
a sinner as some others, but you have sin­
ned and need a Saviour as certainly as 
the moon shines.

(3) It is a necessary question, you 
must do something, though there is no 
merit in what you do. For time and 
eternity it is necessary that you accept 
Christ

(4) It is a serious question, Those

who are sceptical, and also those who are 
deferring the day of their salvation, are 
trifling with the question. Think until 
you become serious and act wisely.

(5) It is an answered question, saving 
belief consists of three things. (1) The 
assent of the mind, (2) the consent of the 
will, and (3) the trust of the heart. As 
your mind assents that Christ is the 
Saviour, let your will consent to accept 
me if I wronged you?
Him and then you will find it easy and 
natural to trust yourself to him.

So Shall You he Saved.

(6) The answer to the question was acted 
upon. The governor was saved that very 
night. Some think persons cannot be 
suddenly converted. The jailor had 
flogged the preachers in his hardness of 
heart in the evening, but before morning 
he was converted. The essential thing in 
being saved is to have our sins forgiven 
If I should injure you, and you are willing 
to forgive me, how long will it take you 
to forgive me when I confess my wrong? 
Only a moment. Will it take God any 
longer to forgive you when you ask his

Gave His Life a Ransom

to make your salvation possible. What 
infatuation can possess any one to prevent 
him from accepting Christ and His grand 
salvation?

(3) Abhor gambling, a most .dishonest 
and damnable practice. Every dollar you 
win in that way is dishonestly won, and 
it leads to moral and financial ruin. If 
you have ever gambled, give it up now.

(4) Abhor scepticism, the kind that 
rolls up its eyes and says

I don't believe so and so.
Josh Billings had said “I would not give 
ten cents to hear Ingersol! on the mis­
takes of Moses, but I would give $10,000 
to hear Moses on the mistakes of Inger- 
soll.” You say you don’t believe, when 
you do believe. If you get cornered, if 
you are in actual danger, you will pray.
A ship loaded with passengers was struck 
by a cyclone and every man on board 
but a drunken fellow and a fool knelt in 
prayer. There was no scepticism there. 
The bible points out the way to you:
“ If any man will do His will, he shall 
know His doctrine.” Mr. Crossley spoke 
with great earnestness and effect.

Prayer by Rev. Dr. Brecken closed one 
of the greatest religious meetings ever 
witnessed in Fredericton.

Other Meetings Sunday.
At the Free Baptist church Sunday 

morning, a large congregation listened to 
Mr. Crossley, and Mr. Hunter preached 
to a full house in the Methodist church.

Rev. Dr. McLeod led in prayer, Rev. Dr. 
Brecken spoke briefly, Mr. Crossley sang 
a couple of hymns, Rev. Mr. Tippett 
prayed, and both Evangelists spoke 
spiritedly to the immense gathering of 
people. The meeting lasted two hours 
;ind was interesting to the close.

The meetings will be continued, at the 
Methodist church every evening this 
week, commencing at 7.30 o’clock.;

LAURIER AT INGERSOLL.

The Liberal Chieftain Making a 
Triumphal Tour of 

Ontario.

Sir Oliver Mowatt’s Estimate of His 
Leader.

Ingersoll, Oct. 25.— “ It is by far the 
best and grandest meeting which it has 
been my privilege to address during the 
present tour.” It was in these words 
that Hon. Wilfrid Laurier, standing 
before an assemblage of 4,000 enthusiastic 
people to-night, characterized the meet­
ing which was the chief feature of the 
demonstration made by Ingersoll in his 
honor. The citizens united in making 
the occasion worthy of the town and of 
the statesman who was its central figure. 
It was an event the like of which had 
never been known in Ingersoll before, 
and it would have done credit to a place 
double the size.

An Immense Throng

awaited the arrival of the leader, and so 
enthusiastic were the people that they 
gave vent to their feelings by tremen­
dous cheering even before the train had 
been brought to a standstill. In the 
crowd were about 2,000 people, and almost 
everybody wore the Liberal colors in 
honor of the distinguished visitor and in 
recognition of the occasion. Business 
had been suspended by 4 o’clock so as lo 
give the citizens an opportunity of wel­
coming the leader in a fitting manner. It 
was a receptive demonstration of which 
no citizen of Ingersoll need feel ashamed. 
It was a popular tribute such as are only 
paid to great men.

Sir Oliver Mowat,

Premier of Ontario for the past twenty- 
three years, was among the first speakers 
at the great meeting in the evening, and 
he paid a hearty tribute to his chief. In 
the course of his excellent speech he said 
May I say a word or two in regard to Mr. 
Laurier? Somehow or other, I know 
why, it is on account of his undoubted 
merit that everybody praises him. Even 
Conservatives who are opposed to him 
join to a considerable extent in the praise 
which receives from others. I am glad 
he" has had this opportunity of making 
himself acquainted with large bodies of 
Reformers throughout the country. His 
presence gives them confidence. Where- 
ever he is known he is liked ; the more 
he is known the greater is the public 
confidence in him, and the more confi­
dence will the Reformers feel in giving to 
him their support. I am glad of the op­
portunity he has had in so many parts of 
the country tdenable", the masses of Re­
formers to endorse enthusiastically, as 
they are are endorsing enthusiastically, 
the action of their leaders in selecting Mr.

Mr. Laurier's Reception and Address 

The mighty throng sent up a deafening 
cheer as Mr. Laurier was about to begin 
to speak. It was a masterly exposition of 
the policy upon which the Liberal party 
appeals to the people that the leader made, 
and he was listened to with profound 
interest. Every now and then the great 
assemblage would indicate in the most 
unmistakable manner their approbation 
of the speaker’s utterances. Amongst 
other things he said “ When will the 
elections come on? God knows, I do not 
know ; God knows. The false gods whose 
heaven is upon Parliament Hill at Ottawa 
do not know at present what to do upon 
that subject, as they do not know what to 
do upon any other question. If they had 
it in their ^power the day would be far 
postponed when it should lie their duty 
to go before the people, who are at once

Their Masters and their Judges.

If they had it in their power, if the law 
of the constitution were not so distinct 
and clear, they would never go before 
their judges until the trumpet of the arch­
angel Gabriel was ringing in heaven call­
ing upon the living and the dead to ac" 
count for their actions, They will strain 
the constitution in order to postpone the 
evil day. Further he said : The cause in

which we are all engaged is not only the 
cause of representative government, but it 
is to a large extent the cause of freedom 
of trade. The efforts of Hincks, Brown, 
and others, have given us freedom of con­
science, freedom of speech, freedom in 
civil life ; it behooves the Liberals to con­
quer, as far as it can be conquered, free­
dom of trade, which is the last but not the 
least of all those forms of freedom. Mr. 
Laurier

Discussed the Trade Question,

explained the tariff policy of the Liberal 
party, condemned the National Policy, 
which has failed to do its work, and pre­
sented the proposal of his party to secure 
a reciprocal trade arrangement with the 
United States. Referring to the refusal of 
Mr. Mackenzie to accept a protective 
tariff and his predictions of its failure, Mr. 
Laurier said : “ If statutes are not erected 
to the memory of Mr. Mackenzie, he is 
grander than any other man in Canada 
because his judgment has been proved as 
sound as his conscience has been proved 
to be pure.” There was an outburst of 
applause when Mr. Laurier incidentally 
alluded to Sir Richard Cartwright as 
Minister of Finance iy the next Liberal 
Administration. In stating his position 
on the Manitoba school question, Mr. 
Laurier referred to the question of Mr. 
Ouimet as to whether it would have been 
manly to send the remedial order in the 
form ol a prayer. “ Yes,” said Mr. Laurier,
“ it would have been manly to be gentle 
and firm in action. I do not think it 
was manly to be violent in tone and weak 
in action.” Mr. Laurier, replying to the 
criticisms of the Ministeral press, that, 
though he had spoken scores of times on 
the Manitoba school question, he had said 
nothing, challenged the Ministers to come 
out and

Lay their Views before the People
as he had done.

■Mr. Laurier continued : “ In reference, 
again, to the Ministerial press, if you were 
to believe the Ministerial press you would 
come to the conclusion that there is a 
serious misundestanding between my 
friend Sir Richard Cartwright, myself and 
my other colleagues. The Ministerial 
press day after day say to you that Sir 
Richard Cartwright was not at such and 
such a meeting, and then conclude that 
there is a difference between Sir Richard 
Cartwright and Mr. Laurier; that when 
we do not speak at the same meeting 
there is a misunderstanding between Sir 
Richard Cartwright and Mr. Laurier. 
When we do speak at the same meeting, 
the Ministerial press invents something " 
else. It says that Sir Richard Cartwright 
has said the reverse of what Mr. Laurier 
has s<tid. All this proceeds from the 
same sentiment. The wish is father to 
the thought. How happy they would be 
if they could find in the ranks of the 
Liberal party something of the
Quarrelling, Fighting, Swearing and the

which are daily occurrences in the ranks 
of the Conservative party. They would 
be right glad, but they shall not have that 
happiness, because, I am proud to tell 
you, in the hearing of my colleagues in 
the House of Commons that the Liberal 
party to-day is united as it never was in 
all the provinces. Protestants and Catho­
lics, Quebec, Ontario, east and west, we 
are united ; we have but one common end, 
and one common purpose. The Tories 
may shriek, they shall not find any di­
vision amongst us. And as for Sir Richard 
Cartwright, let me tell you this, you, his 
electors, that we, his colleagues, love him 
for the great and faithful services he has 
rendered to his party and to his country. 
We love him for the hatred he has in­
spired amongst his enemies, and for the 
terror which he has created in their 
ranks. We love him for the hard blows 
which he has dealt to to the boodler, the 
suckers, the parasites and the barnacles 
which eat to the core the ship of state. 
My fellow countrymen, you can do noth­
ing better for the Liberal cause you have 
at heart than to send your candidate once 
more to Parliament, as I am sure you will 
do at the next opportunity.”

Snow has fallen every day for over a 
week in portions of Michigan, and there 
has been good sleighing for two day, the 
earliest on record.

For attempted outrage Wiliiam Cum­
mings, a negro, was sentenced at St. 
Catharines, Ont., Thursday, to twenty 
years imprisonment.

The store of T. J. Bonner at Antigonish,
N, S., was burglarized last night and $350 
worth of jewelry stolen. The burglars 
entered by a window in tliecfront door.

Patrick L. Callahan jumped from the 
Poughkeepsie bridge into the river Sun­
day, a distance of 216 feet, and was so % 
seriously injured that he died last night.

The splendid brick bnilding occuped by 
the Pictou academy was destroyed by fire 
early Saturday morning. It cost $25,000, 
was built in 1881, and the insurance is only 
$12,000.

The total salmon pack of British Col­
umbia was 512,197 cases of 48 one pound 
tins, an increase of 17,826 over 1894, a 
splendid result, as this was thought te-her*^ 
an off year.

A cyclone struck Bermuda Thursday, 
unroofing houses, uprooting trees and 
blowing down telephone and telegraph 
poles and wires. The damage runs into 
thousands of dollars.

George Shipman, of Lansdowne, Ont., 
whose father is serving a sentence for 
manslaughter, has been sentenced, at 
Brockville, to serve 7 years’ penitentiary 
for stealing, killing and selling a steer.

The experts sent qp by the Ontario 
government to investigate the epidemic 
that is killing the hogs in South Essex, 
have visited the different farmers. They 
say that the.disease is the most malignant 
type of hog cholera.

The fastest regular train ever run in the 
world, taking distance into consideration, 
will begin making its daily trips over the 
Atchison, Topeka and Sante Fe railway 
tomorrow evening. It will leave Chicago 
at 6 p. m., and will reach Los Angeles, Cal., 
on Friday at 6.00 p. m., making the run 
of 2265 miles in 74 hours, allowing for the 
difference in time.

There is intense excitement at Tiffin, 
Ohio. A mob of 300 drunken men at­
tempted to take a murderer from jail 
Saturday night, and two of the number 
were shot dead by the authorities. The 
prisoner was hurried away by the 
Sheriff to a hiding place, but another at­
tempt at lynching is expected and the 
military are now in charge of the town, .....
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HOT-HEADED PRESBYTE JANS.

It would appear from the report of the 
Presbytery meeting Tuesday, that clergy­
men as well as ordinary mortals, can lose 
their heads and do very foolish tilings. 
The trouble arose over the Mullin matter, 
which bids fair to assume the troublesome 
proportions in the Presbyterihn church 
that the Little affair assumed in the 
church of England. Evidently the Pres­
bytery do not know exactly what to do 
with Bro. Mullin. He still holds the fort 
at Stanley, although presbytery, synod 
and general assembly have all had a go at 
him. Yesterday the Presbytery meeting 
received a petition from seventy-eight 
Presbyterians at Stanley who have been 
dropped from Mr. Muhin’s roll of mem­
bership and want services provided for 
them outside his jurisdiction. It was on 
this matter that the Presbytery got into 
the snarl which ended in the resignation 
of the moderator, and the very sudden 
dissolution of the Presbytery. Mr. Bcy- 
gess gave a decision from the chair which 
his fellow members declined to sustain, 
he got on his dignity, threw up his office, 
which no other member would accept, 
and the meeting was over before half the 
business was finished. Elder Coburn 
tried to pour oil on the agitated Presby­
terian waters but with no avail, little 
Master Burgess wouldn’t play any more, 
and the other boys were just as stubborn 
as he.

Meantime the Mullin matter remains 
where it was when the Presbytery met, 
and if properly provisioned, His Eminence 
the Lord Bishop of Stanley and Nashwaak 
will be able to hold the fort against the 
besieging forces all winter.

It seems that Presbyteriaâ' machinery 
is about as slow as the Church of Eng­
land form to relieve a congregation of its 
overseer. We know very little of the 
merits of Mr. Mullin’s case ; we do not in­
tend prejudicing Mr. Mullin’s case by any 
reflections on him or his administration 
of affairs in his church ; he may be all 
right and the people who are backing 
him all wrong, or vice versa. That is not 
the point just now. To the lay mind it 
would appear that the church constitution 
should be so amended that a minister 
could be relieved of his charge by a ma­
jority of say a two-thirds vote of the con­
gregation. That would be a speedy way 
o'f settling such a difficulty as the Presby­
te ly has before it at the present time.

The Herald’s recent exposure of the 
Bear Island bar steal, with which the 
name of J. K. Pinder is so intimately as­
sociated, has caused a ripple of excite­
ment in the parish of Southampton where 
the hero of the scandal resides. The men 
whose labor was charged up to the Do­
minion Government, to the extent of 
hundreds of dollars, when they never re­
ceived a dollar, are asking Mr. Pinder 
some embarrassing questions. For in­
stance, The Herald is informed that W. 
B. Ferris, who is credited with having re­
ceived a large amount of moneyjfor board­
ing the men, never kept a boarding house 
in his life. Then there is one Jesse Wat­
ters, Finder’s brother-in-law, who with 
himself and his team, figures largely in 
the accounts. We are told by people who 
know, that Watters, up to the present 
time, has been guiltless of owning a team. 
These are a couple of instances, showing 
the character of the accounts rendered 
the Dominion Government, in connexion 
with the expenditure at Bear Island. 
Finder’s own personal account as laborer 
and foreman, is said to be equally mythical, 
and the charges of his son George, who 
took an occasional run over to the work 
on his bicycle, and charged his time also, 
as laborer or foreman, are part and par­
cel of a huge boodling transaction.

The circumstance demand a parlia­
mentary investigatif...

In reply to the well founded accusa­
tion that Pitts had two strings to his bow 
in the late election—pulling in the Orange 
vote, while his co-laborer, the Gleaner, 
declared the Bathurst School matter 
was settled, and unreservedly accepted 
by Pitts—the Reporter says that Pitts 
“obliged to go out into the country to fill 
appointments, it having come up in the 
middle of campaign, there was no oppor­
tunity to contradict the Gleaner’s state­
ments, even if it were thought to be like­
ly to effect thr campaign.” For a person 
who ma’tes such pretensions to decency 
as Pitts, this is a tough story. He might 
as well admit at once, the dishonesty of 
his course, instead of trying to brazen it 
out., \

The Sun judges the Attorney General 
by some of the hungry lawyers who have 
swarmed around its office for the past 
fifteen years, looking for judgeships. One 
of the most persistent hangers on for a 
position on the bench, is Mr. Ezekiel Mc­
Leod, who controls the Sun’s utterances, 
and is Rightfully alarmed lest Mr. Blair 
should accept the offer that has been 
made him, and leave Ezekiel a little while 
longer out in the cold. The bench can 
get along nicely without the ornamenta­
tion of Mr. McLeod’s presence, just as 
nicely indeed as the Attorney General is 
succeeding without the position, which 
the Tory party would dearly like him to 
accept.

Mr. Da.vid Morrow, M.P.P. for Sun- 
bury, whom the Dominion Government 
unjustly dismissed from the fishery in­
spectorship, despite the protests of Mr.

The immense audience in the Method­
ist church Tuesday night,was only equalled 
by that of Sunday. Scores of persons 
stood during the entire service, which con­
tinued till ten o’clock. Very many 
strangers were in the audience, and 
among these were representives to the St. 
John Presbytery and the F. C. Baptist 
Association committee, yesterdao in ses­
sion in the city. On the platform besides 
the city ministers were, Rev. J. W. Clark, 
St. John ; Rev. Dr. Chapman Woodstock; 
Rev. Edward Bell, Nashwaak ; Rev. J. H. 
King, Keswick ; Rev. W. W. Lodge, 
Marysville ; Rev. N. McLaughlin, Gage- 
town ; and Rev. H. Thomas, Stanley.

Rev. Mr. Crossley infatuates the people 
with his singing, and the strong mixed 
choir is not now depending upon the 
organ alone, for Miss Perkins presides at 
the piano. The opening hymn “ It’s good 
to be here” was announced by Mr. Cross- 
ley, then the doxology was sung, after 
which Rev. Dr. Chapman offered prayer 
and Mr, Crossley sang “ Behold the bride­
groom comes.” Prayer was offered by 
Rev. Mr. Clark, and Dr. Brecken made 
the announcements.

Mr. Hunter, in looking into the faces of 
the vast audience, said, the interest in the 
meetings

Is Steadily Growing
and that hundreds of people are under 
conviction. He read Luke V. and dis­
cussed the passages as he read. Last week 
we were engaged in preparatory work, 
like the fishermen mending their nets. 
Now then this week let all the church 
members wake up and go fishing. He 
would like to have heard Paul preach, and 
would like to have listened to Jesus when 
at Lake Gennessaret. Spurgeon did more 
in moulding his (the preacher’s) life than 
any other man, but he never heard him. 
Great actors and great politicians may be 
popular for a time, but people tire of them. 
The gospel of Jesus Christ is ever new and 
popular, and when your pastor delivers a 
message that comforts you, take his hand 
and tell him so. Wake up, formalism 
will be the death of some of yon. Get 
oift of the rut, don’t always sing the dox­
ology at the opening of a service, sing it 
sometimes at middle or close of service. 
Don’t offer the same prayer all the time, 
lots of prayers ought to have been super­
annuated long ago. When fishing, change 
your hook sometimes, don’t always expect 
to catch a trout and sucker with the same 
hook ; in working for the Master, judg­
ment is necessary, tact and talent are re­
quired. . Talent convicts, but a little tact 
is of the greatest importance.

Mr. Crossley sang “ I’m the child of a 
King” and Mr. Hunter read

He then sang “ Look to 
Jesus weary one.” On the way to glory 
its our privilege to pray, not to say just 
our prayers. But perhaps someone here 
does not even say prayers. A man in this 
city would be considered very low down 
if he wouldn’t speak to his father, and 
what if you don’t speak to your heavenly 
father. See what an ingrate you are. On 
our way to glory its our privilege to work 
with Jesus. Our motto may be “Workers 
together with him.” The preacher then 
sang “This year for Jesus.” On our way 
to glory its our privilege to live with the 
hope of heaven ; the unsaved are without 
this hope. Mr. Crossley said he had met 
Christians who feared they might miss 
heaven and feared pain of death. Why 
bless you in most cases death is just fall­
ing asleep.

There’s No Dark Valley to Cross.

It’s lighted up, and friends are waiting to 
welcome you home. The song of the 
colored people, “ One more River to cross” 
is untrue, for when you are going up to 
the pearly gates the waters will be divided 
and you will pass over dry shod. Death’s 
cold flood is another misnomer. He then 
sang “ Sweeping through the Gates,” after 
which Mr. Hunter asked, “ Where will we 
be one hundred years hence?” He ex 
pected to be in heaven, and hoped to meet 
all in the building there. He took Rev. 
J. W. Clark’s hand and said, “ Here’s my 
heart and here’s my hand, and I hope to 
meet you in heaven one hundred years 
hence.”

The first meeting was then dismissed 
but only a few retired. In response to the 
invitation a number of persons forged 
their way to the front, seeking the prayers 
of God’s people.

At the Free Baptist Church.

People who missthe afternoon meet­
ings in the Free Baptist church, lose a 
treat. Yesterday afternoon a large con­
gregation assembled there where Messrs. 
Hunter each gave a bible reading. Sev­
eral clergymen were present from distant 
places, and the exercises were of a deeply 
interesting nature.

Mr. Hunter spoke of the great need of 
Christian workers in all our churches 
where the membership may generally tie 
divided into two ranks. The fighters, 
those who are tested, and the fillers in, 
those who slide along with the crowd. 
He urged his hearers to find some special 
line of work, to imitate the blessed 
savior who wrent about doing good. Great 
responsibility rests upon all. You may 
be sure that down in the dark reigons, an 
inquest is held upon every lost soul, and 
many who think their skirts are clear, 
may be indicted. Perhaps you have not 
once spoken to a member of your family 
or to your next door neighbor about Jesus 
Christ. It is a trite saying that

Woman’s Work Begins at Home, 
and the preacher confessed that he never 
took kindly to women in the pulpit, though 
some women can fill it well ; hut let every­
body do something, and you will be re­
warded here and hereafter.

Mr. Crossley said he wished to talk a 
little about Christ’s relationship to us. In 
the Bible the Redeemer is spoken of as 
the shepherd, the bridegroom, etc, but he 
will speak of him in other relationships. 
First, he is opr Master. We are his scho­
lars, and in his word he says, “ Learn of 
me.” Second, he is our friend. “ Hence­
forth I call you not servants.” If I should 
be walking down town with brother 
Thomas and he meets a friend, and enters 
into conversation with him in my pre­
sence, I have a right to expect to be intro­
duced, and if not, I consider I have been 
treated discourteously. Well, beloved, 
introduce your friends to your Saviour, in 
your homes, on the street, or wherever 
you meet. In closing Mr. Crossley referred 
to Jesus Christ as a brother and as a 
Saviour, and explained the duty of a 
brother to bis family, and the duty of 
everybody, especially of professing Chris-

tione, to do something to help in bringing 
sinners to the Saviour.

The usual large gathering greeted the 
evangelists Wednesday night in Methodist 
church. Both speakers were well re­
ceived and were very effective. Most of 
the large audience remained to the after­
meeting, and many manifested a desire to 
begin the new life.

In the opening of the service, Mr. Cross- 
ley, aided by the large choir, sang “ Sign 
our Pledge,” a temperance rally song. 
Mr. Crossley also sang a solo, “Flee as a 
bird to Your Mountain.” Rev. Mr. Hart­
ley made the announcements, and called 
the committees together for Thursday at 
7.15.

Evangelist Hunter announced his sub­
ject John III. Nicodemus, so the chap­
ter tells us, came to Jesus by night, and so 
many men would come to Christ under 
cover. I don’t like to see people trying 
to sneak into the kingdom. Why not 
come out like men and cut every bridge 
behind you. Nicodemus was an intelli­
gent man, but in the ways of God he was 
an ignoramus. Some of the most intelli­
gent men from a worldly standpoint are 
ignorant of spiritual things. The spiri­
tual eye must be opened ere we can see 
Jesus. “ That which is born of the flesh 
is flesh.” Yes, and there is
A Great Deal of Proud Flesh in Fred­

ericton.

Why, bless yon, what have you to be 
proud of? Money ? Other people have 
immense fortunes as compan d with yours. 
Good looks? Well you are as good-look­
ing people as can be found anywhere, but 
you have nothing to be proud of. Oh ! 
get off your proud horse and come down.

How can these things be?” Is this the 
question you are asking? Well it cannot 
be explained, it must be experienced. In 
speaking to Nicodemus, Christ was very 
plain ; his sermon was plain, practical,- 
personal, persuasive and powerful. Much 
of the preaching of the present day is 
aimed at nothing and strikes the centre 
every time; ministers should preach 
about the sins of the people. Now let me 
tell you what the new birth spoken of in 
this chapter is not, and then I shall try to 
tell you what it is.

New birth is not morality. Many people 
do love the church. They are like 
Noah’s carpenters, interested in building 
up but not saved by the church. If mor­
ality could save, Jesus made a great mis­
take in coming to this world.

Baptism is right, and if yon are con­
verted you will be baptized. Confirma­
tion is not new birth, neither is the doing 
of penance. Church membership is not 
new birth. You can belong to church 
and go to hell with a catechism in each 
pocket and scroll under either arm. I 
have no sympathy with those who say 
they are Christians, yet fail

to Join Some Church.
They are either mighty mean or terribly 
stingy. But don’t trust in the church. 
A drunken fellow leaning against a church 
edifice was once asked if he belonged to 
that church and replied, “Well, kinder 
lean that way.”

Now I will tell you what the new birth 
is. If you are born again you are going 
to have a new nature, new principles, new 
affections, new designs and a new^life. 
Your life will not simply a patcbed one ; 
it will be a new life.

There is in this chapter one very beau 
tiful verse, the sixteenth. If you are very 
careful in spelling this verse you can spell 
the whole G O S-P-E-L; blessed verse. 
“ Whosoever will.” This phrase sweeps 
the world. Blessed be the book divine. 
Mr. Hunter closed with a stirring appeal 
to all for Christ and and his cause.

At this stage of the meeting Mr. Hunter 
read requests for prayers as follows :

For a brother.
For four unsaved friends in whom I am 

interested.
For a husband and sister.
For my father who is 84 years old, sick 

and unsaved.
For two sisters and a brother.
For my father in St. John and brother 

in Boston.
For my son, the only child of a widow.
For our boys, from a father and mother
For my three brothers.
For my papa who never prays, from a 

10 year old boy.
Mr. Crossley on Rising to Speak

said, I shall never forget the text of to­
night, it was this text that led me to de­
cide for Christ. I want you to think well 
of this text, Jeremiah viii, 20 “The har­
vest is past, summer ended and my soul 
not saved.” “Not saved” describes the 
condition of many here to-night, and yet 
we are so careless about it. To be not 
saved is to be condemned. The execu­
tion is only deferred to see if we the con­
demned, will seek pardon. To be un­
saved is to be in sin’s grasp and subject to 
its consequences. Will you take these 
words “not saved” and on your knees sign 
your name to it. Then think of it five 
minutes. I think you will wart to strike 
out the not, and have there the word 
“saved” keep that as yours. Not saved, 
so many of our children are in this condi­
tion, and we so careless of it. The un­
saved are seldom anxious until someone 
gets anxious about them. Are you con­
tent to let your friends chase the butter­
flies and pick the flowers of sin ?

You an individual unsaved are careless 
ol it. Why you are worse than a heathen, 
because you know so much more than 
they do. They will rise up in judgment 
against you. You say you have doubts 
about religion, but don’t you sometimes 
doubt your doubts ? Why if you would 
be honest, you would confess to doubting 
your doubts more than you doubt your 
religion. What could the Redeemer do 
more for you. He came in great condes­
cension : “Oh, come with me to Calvary 
and see the bleeding hands and feet, the 
pierced side, and remember it was all for 
your salvation.” He went into the grave 
and coming out, ascended on high, where 
he is to-night pleading for you. The way 
is so easy for you, but it was not easy for 
him. Then you have so many opportu­
nities, of these you must give strict ac­
count. You may not always have these

Mr. Crossley closed his most pointed 
and practical address by repeating a few 
instances coming under his own observa­
tion, showing the folly of putting off the 
day of decision and urging all to decide 
for Christ to-night.

Dr. Simpson and Mrs. Ladoceur, of St.

PRESBYTERY OF ST. JOHN. 
Business at nils Forenoon's Session.

The St. John Presbytery met at the Old 
Kirk in this city at 10 a. m. Tuesday, the 
moderator, Rev. Mr. Burgess, in the chair. 
There were present Revs. L. G. Macneill, 
Pringle, Mullin, Corbett, J. R. Macdonald, 
Rainnie, W. Macdonald, Fitzpatrick, L 
Jack, J. Ross and W. IJoss, and Messrs. A. 
L. Law, Coburn, Parks, J. Willett, A. Hen­
derson, Young and Anderson, elders.

The first business was a resolution moved 
by Rev. Mr. McNeill regretting that the 
resolution of the Presbytery of May last 
respecting Auxilaries had been misunder­
stood by the W. H. M. S. as reflecting on 
their management and assuring the ladies 
such was not intended as such.
The Presbytery would express their highest 

appreciation of the excellent work done by 
the society, and their sincere hope that the 
society will continue in their good work, 
recommending, however, that the society 
consider a proposal of having their consti­
tution so altered as to admit of due repre­
sentation to auxiliaries in the matter of 
disbursing funds.

Carried unanimously.
The committee appointed to make in­

quiries and take into consideration the ad­
visability of publishing u monthly leaflet, 
reported.

That an eight paged monthly of an issue 
of 500 copies could1 be issued at an average 
cost per month of about $12.

That its name be Church and Home, and 
that to bring an issue they suggested that 
the publication be entrusted to the follow­
ing committee : Revds. W. W. Rainnie, 
J. S. Sutherland, Dr. Macrae, J. Burgess, 
Willard Macdonald, J. M. Robinson, A. W. 
Mahon, Jas. Ross, ministers, and John 
Willett, Judge Forbes, C. II. Doig and 
Chas. McLean, elders.

Adopted, 10 to 6.
The protest of Rev. Mr. Mullin to the 

action of the Presbytery taken-on the 3rd 
of September last, upon his case, was re­
ceived and referred to a committee for reply 
consisting of Rev. Dr. Macrae, Rev. Mr. 
Robinson and Rev. Mr. Rainnie. It was 
placed upon the docket and taken up by 
request of Rev. Mr. Mullin, who also 
wished to enter for consideration sundry 
papers from the session and people of the 
Stanley congregation, but the Presbytery 
thought they might be considered later on, 
when action would be taken upon the re­
ply of the committee to the protest.

The call from Richmond to Rev. Thomas 
Miller was accepted by him, and induction 
was ordered tobe held on Nov. 19th at Mc­
Kenzie Cojjfer at 7 o'cljpck p. m., Rev. Mr. 
Whitesidpto preside, preach, ordain and in­
duct; Riv. Mr. Fiske to address the minis­
ter and Rev. Mr. Corbett address the people.

The Presbytery adopted a strongly worded 
recommendation that Rev. T. F. Fotbering- 
ham be appointed to one of the two vacant 
chairs in Knox college, Toronto.

The call from Springfield to Rev. Mr. Mc­
Lean was sustained and ordered to be for­
warded. The call from St. James and 
Scotch Ridge to Rev. Mr. Peacock was or­
dered to be laid upon the table, and Rev. J 
Ross, Rev. Mr. McLean of Harvey, and Rev.. 
A. W. Mahon visit the field.

The afternoon session of the St. John 
Presbytery meeting here Tuesday, was 
opened by prayer by the Moderator, Rav. 
James Burgess.

The first item of business was the Dickin­
son matter. A lengthy communication from 
W. R. Robinson was read complaining of 
the wording of the resolution of the last 
Presbytery meeting, which exonerated the 
accused, Mr. Dickinson, and placed Mr. 
Robinson^in a bad light. He looked to the 
Presbytery to put him right in the matter.

Mr. Rainnie explained that he had noti1 
fled Mr. Robinson that Mr. Dickinson had 
never disputed his debt of $200, and was 
willing to pay Mr. Robinson when able. He 
said that in his opinion the Presbytery was 
not responsible to settle the dispute, and that 
a court of law could decide it.

Mr. Ross was prepared, on behalf of Mr. 
Dickinson, to pay the money if the Presby­
tery took action on the matter of the debt.

Mr. Law suggested that Mr. Ross and Mr. 
Rainnie be a committee to pay the money 
to Mr. Robinson, and so clear the conscience 
of the Presbytery. Mr. Rainnie thought he 
couldn’t take charge of the conscience of the 
Presbytery in the matter.

Mr. McNeill moved that the Presbytery 
receive the letter and direct the clerk to ex 
plain that the matter of which complaint 
has been made has never been adjudicated 
upon, not being part of the preferred 
charges.

Carried unanimously.
The question of supply then came up. 

The Clerk reported two catechists on hand 
and only one place vacant. Mr. Ross with­
drew his appointment to Buctouche for the 
second Suuday in November, and one cate 
cliist was instructed to go there.

The Home Mission Report 
was then read by Rev. J. Ross. He reported 
having visited mission stations at Norton, 
Campbell Settlement, Bloomfield, Cody’s, 
Scotch and English Settlements, Grand Bay, 
Salina, Nerepis, Armstrong’s Corner, Jeru 
salem and the congregation of Prince Wil 
liam. The latter he found in a very flourish­
ing state. Rev. Wm. Ross has chargeot six 
churches, in which three preaching services 
are held every Sabbath. He recommended 
that Mr. Ross be relieved of part of his duty. 
This congregation gave him a liberal contri­
bution towards home missions, amounting 
to $17.65. He reported a total contribution 
of $234.1)9, an expenditure of $57.94, an un­
paid bill of $27.00, and a balance on hand of 
$149.45. The report was received,

Mr. Archibald, a student, was appointed 
to the Tobique station for the winter months 
and Mr. Findlay to Salina and adjacent 
stations.

An ordained missionary was assigned to 
St. George, Bocabec and Penn field for one 
month.

Mr. Ross reported that a lease for twenty 
years had been given in Fairville, and the 
congregation was prepared to erect a church, 
raising $500 and borrowing $600 on a mort­
gage of the church. The site was approved 
and the mortgage authorized.

An application for work for David Co­
burn, of Keswick, was presented by Mr. 
McDonald and referred to the home mis­
sion committee.

The Mullin Matter.
Next came a petition signed by seventy- 

eight members of the Presbyterian church 
in Canada, resident within the bounds of 
Mr. Mullen’s congregation at Stanley and 
Nashwaak, asking that if the Presbytery do 
not see fi*t to dissolve the pastoral tie, they 
will make some provision for the above 78.

Mr. Mullin thought the petition should 
have come through his session.

It was'moved that the petition be referred 
back to the session to come in ordinary torn* 
to the Presbytery.

Mr. McNeill wanted to know if they had 
any jurisdiction to force these people outside 
of Mr. Mullin’s congregation to put the 
matter through his session.

The Moderator ruled that all members 
must be in connection with some session:

Mr. Ross claimed that any number of 
people ought to be able to bring in a petition. 
These wish to belong to some congregation, 
and have been dropped from the role of the 
Nashwaak church by Mr. Mullin.

The decision of the Moderator was not" 
sustained by the members of the Court, and 
he presented his resignation.

Mr. McNeill held that as not recognizing 
any session, the petitioners had a right to 
come before the presbytery; that Mr. Mullin 
bad denied over and over again that these 
people are members of his congregation.

Mr. Rainnie said that Mr. Mullin must 
prove that the petitioners are members of 
his congregation.

Rev. Jas. Burgess was re-elected Moder­
ator, but firmly declined again to undertake 
the office, as the court did not sustain his 
rulings. Several cpier ministers refused the 
office, even pro tern. Elder Coburn of Har­
vey advised Mr. Burgess to submit to the 
wishes of the presbytery, but Mr. Burgess 
held to his own view of the case.

It was moved ami carried that the presby­
tery adjourn until 12th Nov., to be sum­
moned by circular.

As the Clerk remarked. “ The presbytery 
of St. John is now defunct." pni) thq Mu Hip 
matter is still uusettleü. ’ "

St. John is to have a fortnightly tem- 
peranee paper, to be called the Prohibi­
tionist.

London, England, Tuesday evening. Eight 
persons were taken to the hospital badly 
injured.

William Wiswell, clerk of the Queen 
Hotel, Halifax, failed to report for duty 
Monday morning, and on examination 
of his accounts it was found that he had 
overdrawn $200.

C. M. Wiggins, postmaster at Young’s 
Cove, Grand Lake, Queens county, and a 
prominent citizen and merchant of that 
place, died yesterday morning from an 
attack of pneumonia.

The trial of the Marquis de Nayve upon 
the charge of murdering the illegitimate 
son oi his wife, began at Bourges, France, 
yesterday, and promises the most sensa­
tional developments.

A bomb was exploded yesterday in the 
monastery of Coijuell, in the province of 
Biscay, Spain, resulting in great damage 
Sever of the monks died from fright 
caused by the explosion.

Mrs. Daniel Sullivan died very sudden- 
at Woodstock, Sunday morning, of heart 
disease. One of her daughters, a student 
at the Normal school here, summoned by 
the sad news, went home Monday.

Miss Elsie Landells, a native of Gay’s 
River, Nova Scotia, and sister of Robert 
Landells some years ago principal of the 
Woodstock schools, died at St. Joseph’s 
hospital, Victoria, B. C., Oct. 24th.

An emphatic denial that Russia and 
China have entered into a secret treaty 
(on the lines of the Times’ Hong Kong 
despatches) has been received in London 
from St. Petersburgh. The Russian fleet 
at Port Arthur is there only on a passing 
visit,

In the First Presbyterian church, at 
Windsor, Ont,, the Rev. J. C. Talmie 
created a sensation by advocating that 
the basement of the new $30,000 church 
be fitted up as a gymnasium, with billiard 
tables, etc. Anything, he said, to wean 
the young man from the saloon and cigar 
store.

After 
an operation lasting one hour a surgeon 
removed the needle.

For about thirty minutes Thursday, the 
nerve, at which all men have marvelled, 
forsook murderer Holmes in the Phila­
delphia court, and bowed and broken he 
sank his head into his hands and sobbed 
like a child. Miss Yoke, the woman he 
persists in calling his wife, and upon whom 
he had pinned his highest hope, sat two 
yards away, telling a story that slowly but 
surely tightened the noose on his neck.

Dr. Skinner,house surgeon at the gener­
al hospital at Guelph, Ont., was attacked 
Tuesday night by a patient named Wil­
liam McPhedran, whose was admitted to 
the hospital a few days ago with a broken 
leg. It was found necessary to call in the 
police and put McPhedran in a straight- 
jacket. Dr. Shinner received several blows 
on the head with a urinal and lost con­
siderable blood.

Wm. Redmond (Parnellitej, M. P. for 
East Clare, delivered a speech at a politi­
cal meeting at Dublin, Tuesday, in which 
he declared among other things that the 
Irish question would never be settled un­
til European questions put England in a 
position that she would be unable to ignore 
or resist the Irish demands.

A Balance Doe for Boom Poles Exciting 
the Oromooto Community.

The election is over in Sunbury, and 
around Oromocto there is not much to 
interest the man who whittles on the 
corner or seats himself at the grocery store 
to hear the latest news and gossip. A 
real windfall, however, has developed re­
cently in a law case which has been three 
times tried before a magistrate and will 
probably have to be tried again. The 
amount in dispute is small, but no doubt 
concealed somewhere about the case is a 
grand principle of law or justice, which 
in due course may become apparent.

At the third trial yesterday, at the 
Record office at Burton, a crowded court 
room greeted the justice lawyers, and 
clients, and the spectators much enjoyed 
the various sallies between lawyers 
Hughes and Duffy. The legal gentlemen, 
notwithstanding the sharp retorts in 
which they indulged during the trial, 
enjoyed an excellent six o’clock dinner 
together at Mrs. Stocker’s popular hotel, 
and drove home together behind a 
spanking team from the Queen hotel 
stables.

Chas. Ward vs. Frederick Wisely, an 
action to recover a balance of $11.80 due 
the plaintiff for boom poles, was tried 
before Justice White at Oromocto, about a 
month ago, and a verdict rendered for the 
plafntiff, which verdict was afterwards set 
aside sn review before Judge Van Wart. 
The matter came on for trial again a week 
ago, before Justice White, but the Justice 
have been subpeoned by the defence as a 
witness, and the case was adjourned till 
yesterday, when it came up before Justice 
Cecil McLean.

Mr. Geo. A. Hughes appeared for the 
plaintiff and Mr. C. E. Duffy for the de­
fendant, and after hearing the evidence, 
the jury brought in a verdict for the 
plaintiff to the full amount. The defence 
who had set up a settlement of the claim, 
applied for a copy of the proceedings and 
the case will again be reviewed.

Murray, John A. Morrison, C. F. AVood- 
man, D. H. Keswick, W. C. Purves and 
AV. C. Hanebry of the Fredericton Boom 
Company, met at the Messrs. Randolph’s 
office Thursday, to discuss the log situ­
ation, and to determine if possible some 
means of bringing the lumber hung up 
down to the mills, in ease the water does 
not rise sufficiently. The matter was dis­
cussed at length, and it was finally de­
cided not to incur any special expense in 
the work.

There is at present 25,000,000 feet hung 
up on the St. John river and its branches, 
and about 5,000,000 feet of that amount is 
between here and AVoodstock. It is said 
that a rise of two feet in the river would 
bring most of this latter amount down, 
and the lumbermèn are therefor earnestly 
desiring heavy rains.

Good News for J. H. Carr.
In 1892 James H. Carr was dismissed 

from the position of search officer and tide, 
waiter in the customs department in this 
city, and ever since that time he has been 
making persistent and strenuous efforts to 
secure a superannuation allowance. He 
was able to interest several influential 
citizens in his behalf, and at last their ef­
forts have been rewarded.

LIBERALS WILL WIN.
So Says Laurier After Concluding ra« 

Tour of Ontario.

After an absence of nearly twenty days, 
Hon. Wilfrid Laurier returned to Mon­
treal Montreal, Monday morning from his 
Ontario tour, on his way home to Artha- 
baska, accompanied by his Quebec Lieu­
tenant, J. I. Tarte, M. P. Both were in 
splendid health especially Mr. Laurier, 
who looked in fine trim after a very 
lengthy and fatiguing journey.

The leader of the Opposition expressed 
himself delighted with the reception 
which was tendered him and his friends 
at every place they called. Mr. Laurier 
spoke at Morrisburg, Prescott, Brockville, 
Kingston, Renfrew, Merrickville, Delta, 
Sydenham, Lindsay, Galt, Elmira, Berlin, 
Ingereoll and twice at Woodstock, on the

Mr. Laurier added that he had been 
very much pleased at the receptions given 
Mr. Tarte and that they would have the 
result of dispelling many prejudices which 
existed concerning him. It is understood 
that Mr. Laurier is to address meetings 
shortly in Prescott, Labelle and Laval 
counties.

J. Israel Tarte remarked that when he 
left to go to Ontario he had an impression 
that he would have to contend against 
strong prejudices in certain quarters, “but," 
he said, “ I was more than agreeably sur­
prised at the broad liberality prevailing 
which was truly consoling to us. We 
found this not only in the public meet­
ings, but among the hundreds of people 
whose acquaintance we formed. The im 
mense bulk of the population of Ontario 
is most favorably disposed towards Que­
bec. Mr. Laurier is personally strong in 
afternoon and evening of Saturday last. 
“ The Liberal party," he said to-day, “ is 
thoroughly united in every part of the 
country. As to what the general result 
of the elections will be, I do not forget 
what the late Sir John A. Macdonald 
once said, that there was nothing so un­
certain as an election, a horse race or a 
cock fight, but in this instance if I had 
any advice to give my friends I would tell 
them that they can put up their money 
on the Liberals winning this time.” On 
the question of his suggested commission 
to enquire into the Manitoba school ques­
tion, Mr. Laurier stated that he intended 
returning to Montreal in about ten days 
to deliver an address there and others in 
adjoining counties, and that he would 
take advantage of these to explain his 
position fully.

“ When do y.ou expect the session ? ”
“ I am not in the secret of the gods and 

therefore cannot say.” . 
every district which we visited and the 
warm and enthusiastic receptions given 
to him in every quarter was most pleasing 
to all of us.

CANADIAN BUTTER IN ENGLAND.

The Canadian foreign butter trade, for 
which Professor Robertson fought so hard 
last spring before the Butter and Cheese 
Association, has turned out, in spite of the 
opposition to the project, to be a decided 
success. Where tens and hundreds of 
packages left port last year, hundreds and 
thousands are now being shipped to 
Europe on the outgoing st^mships. The 
past three months has seen an advance of 
from 25 to 30 shillings pea hundred weight, 
or aboutS cents per pound. To-day butter 
is bringing from 22 to 23 cents per pound 
in Montreal and from 110 to 120 shillings 
per cwt. in Bristol, England. The ship­
ments from Montreal for the past week 
amounted to 5,586 packages.

Oliver, 
Lieut. McFarlane, Messrs. H. V. B. Bridges, 
E. H. Allen, F. H. Risteen, J. C. Wilson, 
W. J. Duncan, R. Gardner, R. T. Mack, 
Dr. Seery and C. E. Neill.

Major Loggie occupied the chair and Dr 
Bridges the vice chair. After the oysters 
had been disposed of and Her Majesty the 
Queen honored by the singing of the 
national anthem, Major Loggie proposed 
the health of the Minister of Militia, 
coupled with the name of Mr. E.H . Allen 
who he said was the only man in the com­
pany that was at all liable ever to be 
connected with that office in any way.

Mr. Allen said that stranger things had 
happened, and that some day he might be 
in a position to more fittingly respond than 
at present.

Evidence for the Prosecut­
ion all in.

And the Case may go to the 
Jury To-night.

RAN INTO A CULVERT.

Bad Accident on the Chicago and Grand 
Trunk Railway.

(Special to The Daily Herald).
Philadelphia, Pa., Nov.—The com­

monwealth has promised to close its case 
to-day, and in all probability Holmes will 
be first and only witness for the defence. 
To-day’s session was begun by recalling 
Mrs. Pietsell. Mr. Grant asked her if 
there were any cuffs to the shirt she iden­
tified yesterday as her husband’s, and 
she replied that Holmes had taken them 
from the trunk and destroyed them.

This remark was drawn out by a dispute 
on the relevancy of the cross examination, 
which was not pushed further.

Lawyer Rotan, counsel for Holmes, said 
during the recess this p. m. that he ex­
pected to close his side of the case in about 
two hours, and that there was every pro­
bability of the case going to the jury i 
to-night.

The castbound Chicago & Grand Trunk 
passenger train, due at South Bend, Ind., 
at one o’clock Saturday afternoon, was 
Wrjcked at a culvert on the Kankaee 
marsh, shortly after noon. The marsh 
was on fire and the train rushed full 
speed into a burning culvert which the 
engineer did not see on account of dense 
smoke. The engine left the track, and 
the train, consisting of mail, baggage, ex­
press car and four coaches, was telescoped 
and the burning culvert soon set fire to 
the wreck. The wind swept the flames 
and in a short time every car was reduc­
ed to ashes. There were only fifteen or 
twenty passengers on the train, and only 
two escaped injury from the burning care. 
Several of the train hands were also in­
jured. The loss of the railway company 
is probably $30,000.

In the Famous Durant Trial at San Fran­
cisco. !

A Mother's Terrible Ordeal.

(Special to the Daily Herald.)
San Francisco, Nov. 1.—District Attor­

ney Barnes concluded summing up for the 
people in the Durant case this morning, 
and then Judge Murphy began his charge 
which is said to be unusually lengthy. 
The final argument for the juror’s con­
sideration which the district attorney 
brought forward, were that Durant’s action 
both before and since the day of the mur­
der have been consonant with the actions 
of other monstrous criminals, and that 
they indicate consistent course of thought. 
The impulse that prompted the prisoner 
to steal Blanche Lemont’s ring from her 
body, he said, was the same impulse that 
had caused other criminals to steal that 
for which they had no use after commit­
ting a similar crime. If it was not for the 
fact that criminals always do things that 
should be left undone, and fail to perform 
important acts, he said, lawbreakers 
would never be detected. As the Attor­
ney General dwelt upon the ghoulish 
nature of a man who could steal the ring 
from the body of an innocent girl that he 
had murdered, his denunciation of the 
defendant became so bitter that Mrs. 
Durant was unable to retain her com­
posure. She broke into tears and flung 
her arms about the neck of her son as if 
to shield him from the torrent of in­
vectives, which he was being made the 
object. Durant remained measurably 
and calm, but his mother although 
she made several efforts could not 
control her emotion. In the meantime 
the district attorney, who did not notice 
her state, her face being turned away, 
continued his scathing argument, until 
juror Smith finally brought the incident 
to a close by asking for five minutes 
recess.

EIGHT HUNDRED SLAIN.
Spanish Forces Defeated In the San Jnan 

Valley.

News from Cuba says that Gen. Maceo 
has by foiced marches reached the pro­
vince of Matanzas, and that last Monday,

! with 3,000 Cubans, he engaged 2,800 
Spaniards in the San Juan Valley. Early 
in the morning the insurgent outposts 
brought news of the approach of the 
Spanish cavalry. General Maceo at once 
placed his army in position to receive the 
enemy. A hollow square was formed and 

ja force of 1,000 men placed in ambush. 
The Spanish forces, unaware of the pre­
sence of the enemy, marched into the trap 
of death, and were only apprised of their 
perilous position when the insurgents 
opened fire upon them. The Spaniards 
made a brave fight, but owing to the 
thickness of the forest and boggy con­
dition of the valley, the cavalry were 
greatly handicapped. After a struggle of 
four hours the Spanish troops were forced 
to retreat, leaving eight hundred men dead 
upon the field. The insurgents secured 
all the arms and ammunition of the dead 
Spaniards. This battle is the most impor­
tant fight since the breaking out of the 
revolution.

South New Bridge.

Three deaths under unusual circum­
stances are reported at Quebec. A man 
named Boucher, belonging to the yacht 
Laurier, fell off a side ladder at a wharf 
and died therefrom. Boucher was placed 
in the cot next to a man named Bedard 
at the Hotel Dieu hospital. The latter 
was suffering from having his lower jaw 
broken by falling deals at St. Raymond 
last week. Such an effect was caused 
upon him by Boucher's death that he died 
from shock to the nervous system. On 
hearing of her son’s death, Mrs. Bedard 
suddenly died also.

Dennis Sauntry of W ill iamstown, North 
uraberland, was the victim of an unfortu­
nate accident last week which caused his 
almost instant death. He was driving a 
team hauling a load of hay which was 
top-heavy and threatening to come off. 
Sauntry got his fork, and placing it to the 
side of the load, endeavored to keep it in 
position until he reached his destination, 
but he was unable to do this, the top part 
of the load coming off and burying him 
beneath it, smothering him before he 
could be rescued.

Noisy scenes occurred in the French 
House of Deputies Saturday. During dis­
cussion, M. Carmanx attempted to strike 
M. Jurez, who attacked the attitude of 
the Government for declining to inter­
vene and arbitrate a dispute with the 
Socialists. He violently denounced the 
Ministers, one of whom he described as a 
member of a gang of thieves. M. Jurez 
was himself called a thief, and at this 
uncture he rushed to strike M. Trarieux. 
His friends prevented him from making 
the attack.

Mrs. Dilworth, a Toronto widow, had 
been suffering from a heavy cold, for 
which she took a cough mixture. She 
went into her room Sunday morning to 
take some mixture, but took a dose of 
carbolic acid instead. She immediately 
told her friends and they called a doctor, 
who could not do anything to save her 
life. She died in great agony iniless than 
an hour.

Sergeant Colebrooke of the Northwest 
police, was shot and killed at Kinistine, 
near Prince Albert, Wednesday night, by 
an Indian cattle thief, whom he was pur­
suing.

Mary Morris, of Potoskey, Mich., picked 
up a supposedly empty revolver and point­
ed it at her mother. The weapon exploded 
and Mrs. Morris was fatally shot through 
the head.

CANADA’S GREAT LAND RESERVES-

Million and a Quarter of Miles of Unex­
plored Lands.

Nothing can exceed the surprise created 
by the publication of the official esti­
mate of the unexplored areas of Canada. 
Dr. Dawson, director of the geological sur­
vey, says they aggregate nearly a million 
and a quarter square miles, situated in the 
most northern, and therefore to explorers, 
most interesting part of Canada. Begin­
ning at the extreme northwest of the Do­
minion, the first of these areas is between 
the eastern boundary of Alaska, the Por­
cupine River and the Arctic coast. It 
covers 9,500 square miles, somewhat less 
than Belgium, and lying entirely within 
the Arctic circle. The next area is west 
of the Lewes and Yukon rivers, extend­
ing to the boundary of Alaska. Until last 
year there were 32,000 square miles in this 
area unexplored, but a small part of this 
was travelled last sumrne:’. A third area 
of 29,000 square miles lies between the 
Lewes, Pelly and Stique rivers, being near­
ly as large as Scotland.

Between the Pelly and Mackenzie 
rivers is another large area of 100,000 
square miles, or about twice the sire of 
England. It includes nearly 600 rr">s of 
the main Rocky Mountain range.

An area of 50,000 square miles is found 
between Great Bear Lake and the Arctic 
coast, most of it north of the Artie circle.

Nearly as large as Portugal is another 
area between Great Bear Lake, the Mac­
kenzie River and the western part of 
Great Slave Lake, in all thirty-five thou­
sand square miles.

Lying between Stique and Lair Rivers 
to the north, and the Skeena and Peace 
Rivers to the south, is an area of eighty- 
one thousand square miles, which, except 
being recently penetrated by a field party, 
is quite unexplored.

Another area of thirty-five thousand 
square miles south-east of Athabasca Lake, 
is an area of which little is known except 
that it has been crossed by a field party 
on the way to Fort Churchill.

East of the Coppermine River and west 
ol Bathurst inlet lie seven thousand five 
hundred miles of unexplored land half 
the size of Switzerland.

East of this is an area of thirty-one 
thousand square miles, about equal to Ire­
land.

Lying between the Arctic coast, and 
Backs River, much larger than Great 
Britain and Ireland, and embracing one 
hundred and seventy-eight thousand 
square miles, is an area bounded by 
Back’s River, Great Slave Lake, Athabas- 
ka Lake, Hatchet and Reindeer Lakes, 
Churchill Rtvér, and the west coast 
Hudson Bay.

The most easterly area is the greatest „ 
all. It comprises almost the entire inter­
ior of the Labrador Peninsula, or North­
east Territory, in all about two hundred 
and eighty-nine thousand square miles, 
more than equal to twice the area of 
Great Britain and Ireland, with an added 
area equal to that of Newfoundland.

All these large tracts of land are ex­
clusive of the Arctic Islands, which have 
several hundred thousand miles of unex­
plored land.

The trial of Mrs. Harriet Kellar, charged 
with murder in the first degree, was be­
gun at Osewego, N. Y., Wednesday. The 
accused is a widow, thirty eight years old, 
with three sons, aged respectively seven­
teen, fifteeen and eleven.

Albert Kempthorne, the victim, was a 
tall, manly looking fellow, aged thirty- 
two. His home was near Toronto, Canada, 
but he had been in the town of New 
Haven, Oswego county, for two years en­
gaged in peddling meat. He was a con­
stant caller at the widow’s house, and on 
several occasions she went driving with 
him.

Shorlty after midnight on the night of 
the murder Kempthore called on the 
widow. He was intoxicated. She alleges 
that she refused him admission. At any 
rate he raised the window and entered. 
She says he assaulted her and that she 
offered resistance, but there was no evi­
dence of a struggle, although the room 
was very small and contained small tables, 
stands, etc.

When found Kempthorne was lying on 
the bed, his head towards the foot of the 
bed, which was next the window. The 
contents of a shotgun had been emptied 
into his side, and the bedding and carpet

were soaked in blood. On the floor was 
a pistol with all chambers loaded. Two 
of the cartridges had been struck with 
the pistol hammer and had failed to ex­
plode, probably before the shotgun was 
used. The theory is «that the murflress 
waited until Kempthorne was asleep and 
then shot him.

No motive for the crime is known un­
less it be the fact that Kempthorne was 
about to leave the place never to return. 
He told this to the widow when lie ap­
plied for admission. A bottle filled with 
whiskey had dropped from his clothing, 
which was nicely folded on the window 
sill.

BRITISH COLUMBIA GOLD.

Great Excitement at Vancouver, 
Caused by Reports Received

Vancouver, B. C., Out. 24.—There is 
great excitement in Vancouver over the 
reports from South Kootenay, B. C., where 
it is said by conservative men that there 
have been twenty-five mines discovered 
which will be worth about $1,000,000 each 
yearly to their owners. The excitement 
was further increased yesterday by the an­
nouncement that silver was going up, and 
that the immense silver deposits of West 
Kootenay, running $100 to the ton on the 
average, would come into the market. 
On top of this came the news of the satis­
factory clean-ups of the Cariboo country 
hydraulic mines, and to cap the climax 
word reached the city from Eburn, B. C., 
a few miles from Vancouver, that while 
John McLeod was boring for water in 
front of the Methodist church he was sur­
prised to strike fine flake gold in large 
quantities at 260 feet from the surface. 
After galloping into Westminster, twelve 
miles distant, to stake his claim, he re­
turned to prospect, and found that the 
gold ran fifty cents to the par and was the 
finest flake quality worth $21 an ounce. 
People in the vicinity, are feverishly ex­
cited. They believe McLeod has struck a 
bed of an old river and preparations are 
being made to honeycomb the earth for 
miles in the vicinity.

EVEN TORIES DISCOURAGED.

Mayor Robertson of St. John, in a mes 
sage to the Common Council of that city 
last week, speaks in most discouraging 
terms of the attempt to make St. John one 
of the winter ports of Canada. His worship 
is a Tory of the pronounced type, and 
when he admits the failure of the Ottawa 
government to do justice to St. John, there 
must be something very radically wrong. 
The city has certainly done its share to­
wards securing the much coveted trade, 
but without avail. The business which 
should be done there and at Halifax, goes 
to a Yankee port, and the government 
closes its eyes to the injustice. “ We have 
paid for the Carleton branch railway,” says 
Mayor Robertson, “ and presented the 
same to the Canadian Pacific Company- 
we have paid a large part of the cost of 
the grain elevator, and have built wharves 
and warehouses at the C. H. R. terminus, 
the total expenditure being over a quarter 
of a million, but so far, the Canadian Pacific 
people had done nothing to bring trade 
and the Dominion government is evi­
dently dropping the question, while New 
England cities were making strenuous 
efforts to grasp our trade.” The Mayor, 
therefore, recommends the appointment 
of a committee to act with the maritime 
board of trade and other bodies in respect 
to the matter. The council fell in with 
the mayor’s idea of a committee.

And yet when the Dominion election 
comes on we shall have people like Ezekiel 
McLeod and other Tory shouters talking 
about the great prosperity that must come 
to St. John as the resnlt of Tory rule. It 
is about time the city had wakened up to 
the fact that it has been systematically 
fooled. The winter port business has 
become a laughing stock and a bye word, 
and Mayor Robertson, good Tory though 
he is, seems to realize it.

Probably the council will appoint a 
committee to go to Ottawa and urge on 
the government the great injustice to St. 
John ; the government will give some re­
ply, evasive and meaning nothing, and the 
same old process of beguiling the people 
will be continued indefinitely.

THE ANALYST’S REPORT.

The River Water Is Not Polluted toy 
Sewerage,

The city board of health met yesterday 
afternoon at four o’clock, when the report 
of Alfred E. MacIntyre, analyst, upon the 
city water water was submitted. Some 
weeks ago typhoid fever became quite 
prevalent in the city. The water in the 
river was very low, and some said the 
back flow at spring tides was sufficient to 
carry sewerage from Victoria hospital 
sewer up river as far as the intake pipe 
of the city water works. In order to test 
the question on October 18th the board 
had two samples of water taken and sent 
to Mr. McIntyre for analysis. His report 
says that after most thorough and careful 
examination, especially bacteriological, by 
the latest methods, nothing was found 
which would indicate the pollution of the 
water by sewerage. The examination of 
the bacteria which were found in the 
water showed that they were all what is 
known as the non-pathogenic micro-or­
ganisms, and of the class usually found in 
surface waters. None of the organisms 
found as a rule in excreta were present 
nor was the micro-organism of typhoid 
fever. The water is quite suitable for 
drinking and household purposes. Mr. 
MacIntyre thinks the hospital sewer too 
near the crib well. The board discussed 
the question at some length, and finally 
decided to recommend that this sewer be 
carried further down the river.

THE HORSELESS WAGON.

To be put In put In Operation in British 
Columbia.

A syndicate of prominent British Co­
lumbia business men, represented by W. 
H. Armstrong, have set the American ex­
ample by adopting the horseless carriage 
for practical every-day use on a large 
scale. They have recently applied to the 
Provincial Legislature for a special act, 
incorporating the company, with a capi­
tal of $500,000, and also empowering them 
to operate traction engines and carriages 
on the famous old Cariboo waggon road, 
which runs from Ashcroft, on the C. P. R., 
to Bakerville, in the heart of the gold 
country.

All tributary highways in the mining 
districts are also included in the oper­
ation privileges sought, though the main 
route of the homeless carriage will be 
between Ashcroft and Bakerville, over 
two hundred miles of mountain road.

Referring to the scheme, Mr. Arm­
strong said his principals are thoroughly 
satisfied that the days of the horse are 
over, at all events in a country such as 
Cariboo, where all animal feed must 
be imported, and is therefore prohib­
itively expensive. The horseless car­
riages, they believe will make better time 
will carry heavier loads, and will be 
cheaper to operate.

They will for the present be run with 
oil engines, until storage batteries are 
considerably improved, and will handle 
both passengers and freight, carrying 
supplies into the mining camps and tak­
ing therefrom; to;the railway the output 
of ore. All the Company’s vehicles are, 
by direction of the Government, to be 
provided with specially wide tires, so 
that their operation will be beneficial, 
instead of injurious, to the roads over 
which they pass.
