On more than one recent ocoa»ion 
the Review has felt itself impelled 
to voice its contempt for the insin­
cerity of certain Protestant papers 
aod preacher-, wh , whenever an 
unjust sectarian claim ia advanced, 
or a Catholic right denied, support 
the one and defend, the other bj 
claiming that both are in accordance 
with that “ non-sectarian” policy 
which should obtain in all poblict 
affaira. A couple of weeks ago we 
declared that there was no grosser 
misnomer in the whola vocabulary 
of tbe English language than this 
word “non-sectarianism” used in 
the sense which those who employ 
it the oftenest vould have it under­
stood. We showed the dishonest 
use to which the word was put by 
auoh individuals, and defined “ non- 
sectarianism” aa nothing more or 
less than concerted Protestant effort 
for the furtherance of unfair sectar­
ian demands and for the readier de­
feat of all just Catholic claims. 
From a recent number of the Lon­
don Spectator, thatof Deo., 6, 1896, 
we notice that this humbug of “non- 
sectarianism” has of late days been 
parading itself quite prominently in 
English affairs. Over there it calls 
itself “ unseotarianism,” but it is the 
same old humbug that we are used 
to here ; and it has all the intoler­
ance, prejudice and bigotry which 
characterize our American *• non­
sectarianism . “ There, too, as here, 
it finds greatest favor in the eyes of 
Protestant preachers, particularly 
those of the so-called evangelical free 
churches; and about'the only dif­
ference that we oan see between 

unseotarianism" and ■•non-sectar­
ianism” is that the former includes 
Anglicans and Unitarians as well as 
Gatholios in its hatred and antagon­
ism, while the • latter, as is well 
known, directs all its efforts against 
the Catholic Ohnroh. To the credit 
of some of the English secular pa­
pers, however, it should be recorded 
that, they lose no opportunity of ex­
posing and condemning the insincer­
ity and downright dishonesty of the 
“ uneeotarians,” whereas it is a mat- 
ter of publio notoriety that our pro­
minent secular and sectarian jour­
nals, far from uncovering and de- 
nouncing the fraud of •' non-sectar­
ianism,’’ applauds its very exhibi­
tion and endeavor to delude the 
publio mto accepting as honest its 
dishonest pretences.

There was a conference recently 
held in London by representatives 
of the so-called evangelical trei 
churches for the purpose of protest­
ing against larger parliamentary 
grants to denominational schools. 
As we have had occasion before this 
to point out, English denomination­
al schools correspond to onr private 
educational institutions in which re­
ligious instruction is given to the 
pupils, whether those institutions 
be under Protestant or Catholic 
management. The presiding officer 
of this conference was, of course, 
a preacher, and the outcome of the 
ngsating was, so the Spec­
tator informs us, a determination to 
have none but “ unseotarian” in­
struction given in English school^ 
and to assume an aggressive atti­
tude on that issue. Bear in mind 
now that “ unsectarian” means the 
same thing in England as “ non- 
eotarian” signifies here in this 

country, then hearken to what tbe 
Spectator, which wi}l not be sue- 
ptided of undue Oatbolio bias, has to 
say of this evangelical conference 
and its determination to show more 
aggressiveness for •' upsectarian” 
teaching. “ Aggressive unseotar­
ianism,’ remarks our London con­
temporary, “ appears to us a very 
quaint form of modern prejudice. It 
is rather like aggressive charity or 
intolerant sympathy. The root- 
idea of qnsectarianism is to ignore 
theological distinctions, which those 
who ignore them, of course, deem to 
be secondary in importance to those 
on which they insist, I$at the roof 
of the aggressiveness is the assump­
tion that those who will not ignore 
such distinctions are oalpahk for 
not ignoring them, and deserve no 
consideration at the hands of the 
State for their crochet. And this is 
exactly what the conference appears 
to h»ve held. For they denounce 
the admission ef * priests1 for any 
purpose into publio elementary 
schools with a certain passion, and 
passed over the injustice which they 
are in danger of inflicting at the 
other end of the theological soa|e— 
the JJnitaran and agnostic end 
with a calm indifference which was 
not very creditable to their oom- 
prehensivene- s." Again, speaking 
of those English parents “ who in­
sist on the belief m a formal priest­
hood as the very essence of the 
channel of sacramental grace,1 
meaning thereby the Anglicans and 
the Catholics, the Spectator declares 
that these evangelical •• uneeotar­
ians” “ do not appear to conceal,* or 
wish to conceal, their deliberate in• 
tsntion to exclude the former class 
(Catholics and Anglicans, from their

sympathies. They almost regard a 
priest as an ordinary citizen re­
gards a mad dog, and think that the 
less toleration is shown to him, by 
the state at all events—wo do not 
say that they would prosecute him 
aa a private citizen—the better.” Is 
not that exao’ly the way in which 
our “ non-sectarians,* here regard 
the Catholic Ohurch and its clergy ? 
They make little effort to conceal 
their antipathy to that Church, its 
priests and its members ; and with 
regard to the elergy, it would be a 
very easy matter to adduce proof 
almost without number to show that 
the “ non-sectarians” hold that the 
less consideration shown to them, 
especially by evil authorities, the

ability to' understand the justice of 
the aggressive policy which English 
“ nnseotai ians” favor in educational 
matters, and adds that “ what we 
want to know is the principle on 
which they are prepared to justify 
their indifference to the scruples of 
parents—say either Roman Catholic 
or High Anglican parents—who 
would regard their children as de­
prived of the very deepest elements 
of religious teaching, if they were 
not taught to look to the sacraments 

as the most important chan­
nels of divine grace, on the one 
hand, and on the other hand, how 
they would justify their indifference 
to the scruples of parents who 
would treat the disposition to look 
upon Jesus Christ as the Divine 
Being in a human form as a piece 
of gross and fatal superstition en­
dangering the whole freedom and 
progress of the human intellect for 
all time to come. ”

the transportation of so many per­
sons, but at last everything was 
made toady, and Ursula and her 
companions set sail for their desti­
nation.

As far as it oan understand the 
demands of the “ unseotarians”— 
and their demande are practically 
the same as those advanced by onr 
“ non-sectarian" friends,—the Spec­
tator says that those individuals 
openly declare, with regard to An­
glicans and Catholics, and tacitly 
imply with regard to Unitarians, 
that they cannot, in their “ uuseo- 
tarian” aggressiveness and plan, 
provide for what they call “ the eo- 
oentiioitiee of the parental con­
science. ” That is to say, they vir­
tually declare to parents who dis­
approve of their “ unseotarian” 
schools that they can either use 
them ' for their children or not, as 
they please ; bat that no alteration 
of their plans will be considered.
Is that not precisely the attitude 
of those Americans who insist upon 
“ non-sectarian” publio schools ? It 
certainly is, and for that reason we 
deem no apology necessary for re­
producing here in its entirety the 
closing paragraph of the Spectator’s 
editorial, wherein, as the reader 
oan see for himself, our London con­
temporary does not mince its words 
and expresses opinions regarding 
“ unseotarianism" which tally very 
closely with the ones the Review 
recently voiced with regard to 
“ non-sectarianism.” “ We cannot 
understand," says the Spectator,
“ the rationale of this strange intol­
erance of denominationalism ; in 
other words, intolerance of all who 
attach la much importance to doc­
trines which the unseotarians boy. 
cott as to doctrines which they res­
pect and impress. We could under­
stand them if they insisted on ex­
cluding ^religion entirely from the 
lessons of the state, and confined the 
state teaching to purely secular sub, 
jeots—though, by the way, that is 
uncommonly hard to do unless all 
English literature is to be boycotted 
where either God or Christ ie re­
ferred ti—but to let the religious 
lesson be given freely so long as no 
sacramental principles are taught, 
and no attempt is made to brand the 
worship ef Christ as idolairy, is a 
principle so entirely arbitrary that 
it seems to us wholly indefensible. 
It seems to be an attempt to define 
in the most capricious way those re­
ligious opinions which deserve res­
pect, and those which deserve only 
the bearest toleration. So long as 
all priesthoo4 is recognized as dan­
gerous and suspicious, and all who 
cut down révélai ion to the limits of 
natural religion are made to feel 
that they have no plaoe in the na­
tural religion, the evangelical free 
churches will open wide their arms 
to all the rest—nay, will not even 
allow their minor differences to he 
go much as breathed in an elemen­
tary school." Could there be a bet­
ter description than this penned of 
the state of things which'“ ua actar- 
ianism" would establish in the En­
glish public schools, and how well 
tbe description fits our own " non 
sectarian" schools I Change ^a few 
words in the Spectator’s editorial- 
make the last sentence, for instance, 
read thns : “ So long as all Catholic 
priests are regarded aa dangerous 
and snspioious, . . . the United 
Protestant ohurcbes will open wide 
their arms to all the rest—nay, will 
not even allow their own difference» 
to be so much as breathed in a pub­
lio school"—and how accurately is 
portrayed the position which 
our “ non-sectarian.” fellow-citi­
zens take, not jf'nly upon the 
school question rot also upon

eooteÿLè * nvz-eeeiarhtii ” dhaintwW 
is made all the plainer and it itself 
is all the more to be commended. 
That is the “ unseotariaa ” and 
“ non-sectarian ” view of the matter, 
but the London Spectator regards it 
far differently, for speaking of its 
insular humbug, it says : “ Ap­
parently the evangelical free church­
es desire to make of their brand-new 
unseotarianism a new kind of idol. 
All who will bow down to it shall 
be cherished, and all who decline 
to worship the graven image shall 
be made to feel their inferiority. 
That means, we take it, that they 
have much Charity for all vvho ag­
ree with them in the main, and 
little for those who differ from them 

the main. But this is an atti. 
tude of mind too frankly egotistic 
to claim to be made the ground of 
any just legislation. Modern per­
secution is happily reduced to very 
meagre dimensions, hut within 
these meagre dimensions aggressive 
unseotarianism proposes to perse­
cute all who do not aggree with it, 
so far at least as declining to make 
any room for them oan be called 
perseoutien.” We confess to an in-, 
tense curiosity to know what sort of 

plea in justification of their con­
duct our sectarian contemporaries 
the Independent, Congregationalist, 
Watchman and others—all of which 
have set up here the graven image 
of11 non-sectarianism ’’ and endeavor 
to persecute, on the lines stated a- 
bove, those who decline to worship 
that idol—could make to this Eng­
lish arraignment of an intolerance * 
that is very closely akin to the one 
they uphold and advocate.

'•hurchos. The priests, too, come in 
for her oritoism, and the Indian 
festas do not escape her sarcasm. 
The many statues which she saw in 
the churches elioit from her the pro­
found comment that “symbols 
abound wherever ignorance is 
found,” and*what impression the 
the Pueblo Indians made upon her 
oan be estimated from her declara­
tion that “they remain a primitive 
people, satisfied with their flocks of 
dusty sheep, mud villages, narrow 
fields, sleek priests, and an hour in 
these old gray sanctuaries, when 
they may throw off the accumulated 
sin of the week." Mrs. Smith 
seems tobeone of that class of persons 
to whom a primrose by the river’s 
brink is nothing more than a yellow 
flower. She has no eye for the pic­
turesque, no appreciation for simple 
faith ; though she has artistic sense 
enough to discern that modern art, 
whenever it has touched these old 
churches, has simpiy marred and 
spoiled them, for she says that “ it 
jars on the sensibilities of the lovers 
of the old to go into San Miguel, 
(the church,) with the picture of 
those old mud walls fresh in the 
memory, and stumble upon pigment 
of .nineteenth entnry invention and 
application.”

A STOBT OF ST. URSULA.

Some interesting statistical infor­
mation may be gathered from the 
volume of the (Roman) Catholic Di­
rectory for 1897, issued under the .

Including two 
new cafdinals created November 29, 
there are now 61 cardinals of tbe 
three grades, Jfishops, priests, and 
deacons leaving nine vacant seats to 
complete the college. Five of the 
Sacred College were created by Pope 
Pius IX., the rest being the creati­
ons of the present Pope, Leo XIII.; 
and of these no fewer than 34 are of 
Italian birth, and four are British sub- 
ects. In England and Wales there 

are 15 episcopal and archiépiscopal 
sees and one vicariate apostolic, six 
such sees in Scotland, and 27 such 
in Ireland, and in our colonies and 
other dependencies 130 sees and 
40 vicariates apostolic and “ perfect- 
ures apostolic.” Tbe number of the 
Roman Catholic peers is 25, of 
baronets 32, of Privy Councillors, 8 
English and 11 Irish ; and there are 
3 Roman Catholics representing Eng­
lish constituencies. The total of 
priests serving churches, chapels, and 
missionary stations is 2,686 in Eng­
land and Wales, and 401 in Scotland, 
the numbers of their churches etc., 
being 1,463 in the - former, and 3I9 
in the latter. Opportunity has been

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Provincial Political Situation-

As our readers are aware, the 
last general election for our Pro­
vincial Legislature was held on 
the 13th. of December 1893 ; con­
sequently, the present Legislature 
shall reach its termination, by 
lapse of time, by the end of the 
present year. Our readers also 
know to their cost, that the pre­
sent Government is one of the 
very worst the Province has ever 
had. They know -tkat the pre­
sent administration has been 
characterized by extravagance, 
debt and taxation. Our present 
local rulers have, each year, ex­
tracted thousands of dollars from 
the people in taxes of every con­
ceivable nature ; at the same 
time, they have rolled up an en­
ormous public debt. So great, 
indeed, has the debt of ths Pro­
vince become that we are almost 
on the verge of bankruptcy. 
This is a deplorable state of affairs 
and, if we are not to be brought 
facq to face with financial ruin, a 
change must be effected. How is 
this to be brought about L—Sût,

power the Government and the 
party that have managed our 
public affairs with so much in­
competency and extravagance, 
and putting in their place men 
who will conserve the resources 
of the Province and practice econ­
omy in the administration of pub­
lic affairs. The electors of the 
Province are fully cognizant, of 
the unsavory record of the pre­
sent Government ; they know 
very well that the promises made 
to the people have been broken, 
and that, instead of economy, the 
greatest recklessness has been 
practised in the conduct of public 
business. Still, the Government, 
being in possession of the public 
purse, and being adepts in “ hu­
man devices,” will leave nothing 
undone ; will leave no stone un­
turned to deceive the electorate 
and regain their confidence. In 
the face of all this, it is, in 
opinion, the bounden duty of the 
local opposition, the Liberal Con­
servatives, and all opposed to the 
ruinous course pursued by the 
Peters Government, to prepare for 
the next general Provincial elec 
tion. It is not sufficient to say 
that the people are disgusted 
with the manner in which the 
public business is conducted ; that 
the policy pursued by the Gov­
ernment stinks in the very nos­
trils of the electorate. It is im­
prudent to stand idle on the plea 
that there is yet plenty of time ; 
that another session of the Legis­
lature will be held before an ap­
peal is made to the electorate. 
Suppose another session is held 
and the elections brought on 
immediately after, are the oppo­
sition fully organized and fully 
prepared to meet the Government 
at every point ? Then, again 
while it is true that the Govern­
ment have the right to miSeUThe 
Legislature in another regular 
session^before its expiry by efflux 
of time, it is not obligatory on 
their part to do so. They have 
the privilege of asking for el dis­
solution before again meeting the 
Legislature, and this they may 
do, if they think it is to their ad­
vantage . The elections may 
be brought on, as a thief in 
the night, when least expected. 
It will, therefore be seen that in 
any case, ordinary prudence would 
dictate to the opposition that it is 
time to move. What is mest 
needed in our party, we believe, 
is thorough organization. There 
should be a complete organization 
in every electoral district, and in 
every division of the electoral 
districts. When we say this or­
ganization should be thorough, 
we mean that it should be estab­
lished on the strongest basis and 
properly officered : it should be 
such an organization that every 
member of our party, everyone 
opposed to the present local 
Government should be thor­
oughly cognizant of its work­
ings. There should be no privi­
leged members, and there should 
be no local jealousies ; all should 
be harmony and unanimity. No 
one man should put himself for­
ward as the party or the repre- 
tative of the party unless author­
ized to dft so by the voice of the 
party. We have not been lead to 
make these remarks because we 
know of any of the dangers to 
which we have alluded, or of the 
desire in any quarter of bringing 
about such contingencies. But 
simply because we strongly desire 
to see the present Government de­
feated at the polls, when they 
again appeal to the people, and 
we believe this can be accomplish­
ed most effectually by bringing 
the full available strength of the 
opposition into action. The first 
step to bring this about is organi­
zation. In union there is strength ; 
in time of peace prepare for war ; 
are sound axioms, and should not 
be despised by our local opposi­
tion, in view of the battle which 
must be fodght at the polls before 
very long. We have -simply call» 
ed attention to these general 
principles as pointers to our 
friends throughout the country. 
We shall refer to other matters in 
relation to the local situation in 
future issues.

We deeply regret to learn of 

the death of Mr. Henry Lawson, 
formerly of this city, and at the 
time of his death editor of the Vic­
toria, B. C. Colonist, the leading 
daily paper in British Columbia. 
He died on Monday, from an at­
tack of typhoid fever, in the 68th. 
year of his age. Mr. Lawson was 
for some years a successful school 
teacher, and at one time head 
master of our Normal School. 
He subsequently turned to the 
journalistic profession, and de 
veloped into a trenchant and vig­
orous writer. For many years 
he was editor of the Patriot, and 
after leaving this city was con 
nected with the Toronto-, Globe, 
the Montreal Herald and Corn­
wall Freeholder. For years past 
he has been editor-in-chief of the 
Victoria Colonist, which he made 
the foremost Canadian journal on 
the Pacific coast Mr. Lawson 
was a genial warm-hearted man 
and had many friends all over 
Canada We tender our sym 
pathy to his bereaved relatives 
and friends.

Mr Clouston, general manager 
of the Bank of Montreal, was 
■asked the other day, why so 
many banks in the western States 
were closing their doors at tnis 
particular time. “ They are near­
ly all small banks,” said Mr. 
Clouston, “most of them having a 
capital of a few hundred thou­
sand dollars only, and bad times 
in the West and general distrust 
in business circles caused a run 
which ends in disaster. There 
were very few banks of this kind 
that could stand a run upon their 
deposits if it get no assistance. 
He was asked if there was not 
such a thing as cooperation 
amongst American banks, when 
one of them got into a tight 
place. “ There is cooperation in 
New York,” he replied, “ but out 
west every bank seems to stand 
alone. However, what the Uni­
ted States want is branch banks, 
for under the present law, -no 
bank, however important its 
standing may be, can have 
branches throughout the country, 
and consequently when' a run 
takes place upon these small con­
cerns, it is not surprising that 
they should go to the wall. If, 
on the contrary, our system was 
in vogue, and a run occurred up­
on a branch, it would always be 
sure of assistance.”

Greenway “ settlement.” But we 
have a question to ask the friends 
of Mr. Laurier who are loud in 
their praise of his utterances at 
the banquet in question. We no­
tice that the Patriot endorses the 
above quoted statement from Lau 
rier’s speech, and praises him 
highly for making it.

Details of the burning to death of 
thirteen men in Santa Gertrudes mine 
at Pacbuca, state of Hidalgo, Mexico 
on December 31, were recently receiv­
ed at San Diego, California The night 
shift was about to go off duty and a 
number of the men bad already reach­
ed the cage when a terrific explosion 
occurred fn one of the drifts. Several 
men who were between the fire and the 
cage ran up and others could be heard 
shooting for help. Ned Richards, an 
Englishman, called two companions 
to his assistance and ran back, brav­
ing the smoke and flames, and saved a 
Mexican who was fainting. They drag­
ged him to the cage and then a num­
ber of others running np, it was 
thought all were accounted for, and 
the men all went to top. The roaring 
of the fire coaid be heard in the lower 
levels and a great volume of smoke be­
gan to fill the shaft. The foreman pro­
cured hia book and checked off the 
names of the men. All answered to 
their names except eleven. Then in 
face of the danger, Richards offered to 
be one to go below and get the missing 
men. Three Mexicanas volunteered to 
accompany him. They jumped into the 
cave and were lowered down. Two of 
them went to their death—Richards 
and an unknown Mexican. The four 
men when they reached the level 
where the fire waa raging got ont and 
made a quick search for the missing 
men, bnt the fire feeding on gas and re­
leased by the explosion, filled the 
empty spaces and forced the men back 
to the cage. Richards made a gallant 
attempt to penetrate into one of the 
drifts and was overcome by gas and 
smoke- He failed to return and the un­
known Mexican went after him. He 
found the Englishman unconscious and 
dragged him to the cage, but was in 
turn overcome. The others gave the 
signal and were hoisted np. Richards 
and the Mexican died within a few 
minutee after being raised to the surface.

In view of statements made to the 
United States ambassador to London, 
Mr. Thomas F. Bayard, last year (re­
garding alleged violations of the pro­
visions of the Behring Sea treaty), by 
Herman Liebes, of the North Ameri­
can Commercial Company, Mr. Bayard 
made certain representations to the 
State Department. Mr. Liebee has 
now made farther statements to the 
Ambassador concerning this year’s 
catch, and the matter will doubtless be 
brought to the attention of the Wash­
ington authorities. In an interview 
with a representative of the Associated 
Frees Mr. Liebes said “ Quite recent, 
ly the London papers published tele, 
grams from Victoria, British Colombia» 
stating that the sealing vessels have all 
returned from the Behring Sea with a 
catch of about 40,000 seals, and accord­
ing to the law made sworn affidavits 
before the collector of the port In Vic­
toria that from 60 to 76 per cent, of the 
seals canght were males, and that only 
a very small percentage were female 
seals. These despatches also charged 
the United States Government with 
wilfully misrepresenting the actual 'sots 
to the outside world. I have called up­
on Mr. Bayard to show him that near­
ly all the affidavits filed in Victoria by 
the captains of the sealing vessels are 
f alee, and that this can be easily prov­
ed here in London. The 40,000 skins 
taken this snmmer by the Victoria ves­
sels are all stored here in London in 
the warehouses of the Hudson Bay 
Company, having been consigned to 
them by the ownera of the sailing ves­
sels. Messrs. C. M. Lampeon & Co., ol 
No, 64 Qoeen Street, E C., also hold 
a boat 20,000 skins, which they re­
ceived from varions sealing vessels 
owned and controlled in Victoria. I 
have personally examined the# skins, 
and aakf d Mr. George Wright the great 
seal-dresser and dyer, to examine all 
the ekins to determine their sex. We 
find that at least 86 per cent of all the 
Mala taken by the Victoria vessels, 
under the British flag, are females. 
The 40,000 skins consigned to the Hud­
son Bay Comp ny were consigned by 
about 40 diffeient vessels. The con­
signments have not been mixed, and 
therefore can easily be re examined by 
a Board of Experts, and after such an 
examination the English Government 
may not lay each great weight on the 
oaths of Canadian #aling masters. I 
called on the ambassador on the same 
subject last year, and asked him to try 
to have a commission apnointed to 
have all the seals arriving in London 
re-examined. Mr. Bayard was greatly 
impressed with the importance of such 
a course, bat doubted if be could do 
anything in the matter. I have per­
sonally procured eworn affidavits from 
prominent experts showing that 85 per 
cent, of all the pelagic seals were fe­
males: in fact everyone in the trade 
here knows this to be the caw.”

The complimentary banquet to Sir 
Charles Topper, and to Hon. Duncan 
Gillies and Hon. Sir Robert G. W. 
Herbert, agents reeptctively for the col­
onies of Victoria and Tasmania, in 
London, at St George’s club on the 6th. 
inst. was a most successful affair. The 
hall was half hung with colonial flags. 
Major General Sir Owen Burnes pre­
sided and 150 guests eat down at table. 
Lord Ampthill, private secretary to Mr. 
Chamberlain, the Secretary of state for 
the colonies ; Sir Charles-Rivere Wil­
son, the Marquis of Tweedmoutb, and 
all of the colonial agents in London, 
except that for Cape Colony, were pre­
sent. The Canadians present included 
J. G. Colmere, Hon A. G. Jones, Gener­
al Laurie, R. H. Pope, Sir Terry O’­
Brien, Sir Donald Smith and Sandford 
Fleming. Major General Burns toast­
ed and eulogized Sir Charles Topper, 
and the toast was drunk with aB stand­
ing, amid great enthusiast# Sir. 
Charles Topper replied and in return 
eulogized Sir Donald Smith, the Cana­
dian high commissioner in London.
“ I feel a great admiration for the 
United States, but I do not desire to 
possess their institutions. I feel that 
there is a greater security under Brit­
ish institutions for life, property and 
liberty. Canadians are greatly flattered 
at the desire of the United States to 
possess Canada, but so deep is their 
loyalty and so united are the Cana­
dians that the acquisition is im­
possible.” 1 his expression was greet­
ed with loud cheers. Sir Charles Top­
per continuing, said, that they knew 
Canada would be the battle ground of 
any struggle between the United States 
and Great Britain, bnt there was not a 
public man or any other in Canada who 
would not do or die to maintain British 
unity. On this question all parties 
were united as one man. The speech 
of the Canadian ex-premier was re­
ceived with tumultuous applause. 
Hon. Duncan Gillies, the agent for 
Victoria, said that he had never heard 
a better speech, and he hoped that it 
would not be long before Australia 
would try to build up a united empire 
like Canada. The colonies and the 
mother country, he concluded, intend 
to remain united.
