February 12, 1916, was a
memorable day in the annals of
the Maroi Catholics of Auckland.
On that date his Excellency
Archbishop Cerretti, Apostolic
Delegate to Australia, who is
making a special report to the
Holy Father on the status 6f the
Maori missions in - New Zealand,
paid his fisst official visit to the
Maori race on his entry into the
Auckland diocese.  For many
weeks the Maori had been pre-
paring for his arrival, under the
direction of their pastor, Father
Langerwerf.

When the launch carrying |His
Excellency, Bishop Cleary of
Auckland and other clergymen
reached the peer at Wai-hi on
shore of Lake Tapo, the natives,
who had gathered in large num-
bers, welcomed the representative
of "the Holy Father. Father
Langerwerf greeted His Excell-
ency at the landing, and present-
ed the visiting clergy to him. A
procession was then formed, and
led by the Maori, clad in their
native garments, proceeded to the
meeting house whare ten chiofs
of high rank, uppointed from

various tribes of New Zealand,}

welcomed His Excellency on be-
half of the Maori race.

When the Apostolic Delegate
rose to reply, the air was rent by
the cheers of the natives.
