Unquestlonabl y we buy
from the United States boots and
shoes\,‘ éloﬁhing, furniture, moters
and many other mmufnturu to,
the value of hundreds of thou-
sands of ° dollars whieh, could -be
got in_Canada.  Probably until
Canadian industry developed it
was difficult to get goods of the
quality and finish desired in this
country. All over the world the
best produsts of British factories
are in demand, and-it is natural
-that they should be freely pur-
chased in the British Dominions.
Even now there is no movement
agsipst British goods, but" there
is an overwhelming necessity to
reduce purchases from the United]
States.

There is no ground for quarrel
with Americans because the Can-
adian dollar goes begging among
them. Exchange has no respeet
for internationl boundaries. The
British pound is treated with less
respect than the Canadian dollar.
For the Freneh frane and the
German mark there is even far
less consideration.
time the United States has the
advantage in gold and oredit, and
by unneeessary trading with that
country" we only aggravate the
domestic situation.

But any !nnk examination of
the cost of trading in the United
St_thl under “existing ciroumm-
stances should have a sobering
effect upon /Co,nl.dians; Every
month ‘we buy goods in that
country to aii aggregate value of
between $60,000,000-and 75,000,

exchange, and also toll to Ameri-}

can railways. The cosh of ex-
change is added when the goods
are sold over retail sounters in
" Canada.
