tho country caused an outlay of over $500 
public works exceeded the estimate by $800

Great Pestilence at Hoag Kong

New York, Jaly 17.—The ship Cheloea, 
with Hong Kong dates to the 24th, has ar­
rived. The steamer Ajax, from Liverpool, 
arrived at Hong Kong, May 24th, brought 
intelligence of a dreadful pestilence. It was 
first confined to the natives, and supposed to 
originate from unwholesome food. When 
the Ajax left the people were dying at the 
rate of 260 per day of the disease and billions 
fever,similar to that seen in the West Indies.
